New York. March 3.—The Army-

in Baltimore next year. Liist year, as 
usual the game was played here, and 
at that time the olhrials registered 
strong complaints ag.iinst the Broad¬ 
way theaters raising their admission 
fees for the night of the game. In 
nearly all cases the admission scale 
was tilted from fifty cents to two 
dollars. 

The night of the game always brought 
out a big theater attendance. Of the 
100,000 people who would come to the 
city, a Large proportion-went to the 
theater after the game was over, and 
•‘.Vrrny and Navy Night” was one of 
the big nights of the season. R«>cog- 
nizlng this, the managers always gave 
the scale a healthy tUt. and, when they 
were accused of doing this list year, 
they entered the defense that the 
hotels did It also. This was denied by 
both Army and Navy otficials, who 
said that the hotels not only did not 
raise their rates, but gave a discount 
to the teama As a matter of fact, due 
to the publicity given the raising of 
theater prices, last year’s “,\rmy and 
N.ivy Night” was a •’fllv.", and si>ecu- 
kitors who had stocked up with tickets 
lost a lot of money.

Review 

Having given this show a descriptive review when it opened the season 
at Hurtig and Semon’s, and the show being well known to burlesquers In 
general, we were more Interested In noticing the difference in performers and 
performance than in a descriptive review of the show by scenes as usuaL 

The opening was the same with an ensemble of exceptionally per.sonally 
attractive, talented and able choristers, who are remarkable for their apparent 
intellect, Refinement and harmony In vocalism. 

Ruth Rosemond, a pretty-faced, symmetrically formed, ever-smiling, titian- 
tinted ingenue, has improved wonderfully in her personality, talent and ability, 
which includes her vocalism in song and delivery of lines in scenes. In her 
Egyptian dancing specialty she is the personification of gracefulness and If 
she doesn’t become a featured artiste in the near future we are no prophet. 

An ensemble number by the choristers minus a leader was picturesque and 
repeated several times thruout the show with telling effect. 

Helen DuRoss has replaced Betty Weber as soubret, and without any 
disparagement whatsoever to Miss Weber, Miss DuRoss Is a wonderful asset 
to the show, for she has youth, beauty, form, and a personal vivaciousness that 
Is entnincing, supplemented with the ability to sing, dance and deliver lines 
in scenes in an able manner. Miss DuRoss is one of the trio of Francis, Ross 
and DuRoss, the other two being clean-cut Juveniles, who work In various 
scenes in a likable manner and In a specialty done in the second part of an 
Intricate dancing specialty—together and with Miss DuRoss—that went over 
greaL In addition to that the boys sing in harmony and play a saxophone 
and banjo to the dancing of Miss DuRoss. 

Florence Mills has replaced Violet Buckley as leading lady-prlma donna 
and her personality is captivating, as she is a stately blond with a refined 
personality, a dramatic delivery in lines in scenes, and a cultured voice in her 
song numbers. In her “Strutting Jim” number she stopped the show. The 
rest of the cast remain the same with the exception of Joe Nelson, who joined 
the show today and leads a birdland song number In an able manner. 

Abe Reynolds Is the comlc-in-ch!ef with the well-known Reynold.s makeup 
and mannerism and, If anything, more lii;able than ever in his comedy-making 
abilities for he has the ability to express himself far more intelligently with 
his eyes and facial registrations than many comedians do with their lines. 

Jack Fuquay is the second comic and shows groat Improvement in his 
every line and action. This was especially noticeable in tlie installment b.t 
in which he appears in cl.assy attire and acts more like a light comedian of 
Broadway than a comic in burlesque. In the union delegate scene Reynolds 
steps into the background and gives Fuquay ample opportunity to try his hand 
as a first comic w^Ith Reynolds feeding him in a manner that makes Fuquay 
stand out distinctively •welL 

Ann Clifton, who made name and fame for herself In this show earlier in 
the season, has enhanced it wonderfully well for she Is far better set in tlio 
show now than earlier in the season. Altho Ann Is doing the same numbers 
and scenes, she is doing them with far more personal assurance and her evorv 
line and action goes over with telling effect. This Is especially applicable to 
her opening number in which she first appears in classy male attire with a 
quick change to feminine gown for a lyric in which her wonderful soprano 
and baritone are heard. Seldom has she been equaled In or out of burle.sque. 
In the Western salbon sketch, in which she appears in cowboy attire singing 
to a fallen woman “The Girl That Men Forget”, she put more sentimental 
emotionalism into her l>'rics than any singer we have heard since the song 
first appeared in shows. 

Wiiram E. Browning is doing his various characters in the same manner 
that he has done them In this show previously, and let it be said to his ere.lit 
that he does not slight anyone of them in line or action. The same Is applicable 
to makeup and mannerism. 

The dances and ensemble numbers are credited to Dancing Dan Dody and 
seldom have we seen more picturesque numbers. The chori.sters are to be com¬ 
mended for their ■work in several ensembles without a leader. 

There are nine scenes In tlie first part and three in tlie s-.con.l, and each and 
everyone of them carried sufficient interest to hold the undivided attention of 
the audience, which encored the va'-ious song numbers, and laughe<l at and 
applauded the comedy, which Is clever and clean thruout llio entire per¬ 
formance. 

Comment—The scenery, while the same as the past two sea.sons, has nil 
the appearance of freshness that one would accept as newness. Miss Mills 
and Mi.ss Clifton wear numerous changes of costly and attractive gowns. Both 
wear then like those to the manner born, and the same may be s.ald of the 
choristers. Miss DuRoss in her soubret costume has a chlcne.ss about her that 
is admirable. Taking the perforn’^ers Individually and collectively they are 
talented, able rnd co-operative, and, taking the show in its entirety. It is u 
credit to Columbia Burleseiue. ALFRED NELSON (NELSE).

peculiar indifference to death that Is part of 

their traditional background by shooting down 
an antagonist in cold blood. 

■After discussing some pecnlaritles of accent,

Affairs of Actors’ Association London, Feb. id.— Despite whaterer Gen¬ 

eral Secretary Alfred Lugg may say, tbe 

A, .V, affairs are not in a bealthy condi¬ 

tion. It is all very well for otCclala trying to 

burke tbe issue and stifle disocstion, but 

criticism cannot be avoided even by the most 
antocratie or monitorial of otficlals. The sum¬ 

mary of receipts and payments for the year 

ending December 31, 1923. shows that the net 
Income from all source*—as already cabled— 
was (19.083 a* against (18.823 In 1922, whilst 

tbe net payments on the same fand were 

$26,615 for 1923 and (27,630 for 1922. The 
general fund is tbe working fund of tbe A. A. 
and thus the most vital. The protection fund 

on January 1, 1922, stood at $13,515, bnt tbe 

balance last December was reduced to (1,625 

because it had loaned tbe general fund $6,335 

In 1922 and $6,195 In 1923. making a total 

loan to the assoclatKin of $12,730. With re¬ 
gards to tbe legality of this there la some dis¬ 

cussion, the query being whether money, ral«ed 

for the specific purpose of assisting people who 

have been Tlctlmixcd for carrying out tbe in¬ 
structions or rules of the A. A., can be ap¬ 
propriated or loaned to the g*-neral fund with¬ 

out security. The most importsnt line as to 
whether an association t* p ilsing well is to 
test the support it receives from Its members 
by way of the 12-cent weekly subscription. 

The total amount received in aubscription 

stamps—as disclosed by the above quoted 

"summary”—was (13,073 ss against $13,145 the 
previona year. This seems curious in face of 
tbe statement made by Lugg at tbe A. A. 

propaganda meeting October 16. and reported 

In The Stage, wherein Lugg in contradicting 

statements made by The Era said that tbe 
membership at that i>erk>d was 6,334, of whom 
4,993 were in full benefit. In round figures 

this meant that for the 26 weeks, from Sep¬ 
tember to April, 5.000 people had each paid 

12 cents weekly, equaling $025 weekly or 
grossing $16,250 for the 26 weeks. Incidentally 

any death levy claim on the A. A. during this 

l»rlod would have been—or shall we say— 

should have been (625 each, for tbe reason 
that to be in full benefit a member baa to pay 
up his dea‘h levy as called. In view of the 

statement in the "summary” that the receipts 
on this score only came to (13,075 for 52 weeks 

when tbe income for 26 weeks should have been 
(16,250, leads one to opine that one set of 
figures must be slightly exaggerated. It is for 

reasons of this qature that there if some dis¬ 

trust abroad as to any statements issued from 
79 St. Martins T..ane. Bluffing is all very well 

and may be part of tlie tactics of some folk, 

but our opinion is that it Is wrung to mislead 

not only your own members but tbe outside 
world. To sum np tbe situation tbe bank 

balance of tbe A. A. at tbe end of tbe financial 

year was (3.723, with tbelr indebtedness to 
the protection fund of $12,730, Irrespective of 
any other nndisclos<-d liabilities.

A Theater Blight That Can Be Corrected 

The CHRISTIAN SCIENCE MONTTOR is of the opinion that there 
is a lack of responsibility on the p.art of long-run-play producing 
managers toward the public. Managers of long-run plays years 

aga It declares, didn’t let the performance get mechanical, so to 
si>eak. as is the case today Says the C. S. M.: 

“One of the worst results of the modern long-run system In the 
theater is the gradual ‘drying up’ of a company that has been pre¬ 
senting a play for more than two or three montha Probably not 
half the play producers today are dramatically sensitive enough to 
detect this gradual fossilization of their offeringa Certainly If they 
did notice the change for the worse which Likes place so subtly 
from night to night they would call In someone to bring the per¬ 
formance back to tune. 

“There are plays in New York today which are running on their 
momentum alone. The thousands of people who saw them in the first 
months of their performance, being genuinely entertained, have recom¬ 
mended these plays to their friends. The friends are attending these 
performances and are now wondering what all the shouting is for. 
They find the performance, which their friends have called a ‘great 
show', to be a listless, mechanical presentation of a play that needs 
to be well done to be deeplv interesting. 

“In the days before the advent of the real estate Investor as a 
dictator in the theater, when the theatrical managers’ money was 
tied up in plays instead of In bricks and mortar, there was in general 
a keener feeling than now for the tone of a performance. The actor- 
managers who have survived illustrate this in their maintenance of 
the quality of their offerings. CjTil Maude played ‘Grumpy’ for four 
years without drying up by the simple expedient of having his stage 
manager check up every laugh in the manuscript once a week and 
bolding painstaking rehearsals to recover every chuckle that had 
been losL George M. Cohan recently closed one of his musical 
comedies because the company persisted in giving a mechanical 
performance. 

“It would be a good thing if there were many more men In 
authority in the theater who had this feeling of respunsibihty lowui d 
the public. The players themselves are usually not responsible for 
the gradual deterioration of their performance. They need the por- 
spectlve that only a watchful stage manager can provide. The the¬ 
ater owes this to the public,’’

Editorial Comment 

The report of Attorney-General 
Daugherty to President Coolidge

But men, like animals, hate to be 
driven. They felt that something had 
been put over on them—and something 
had. America woke up one morning 
from Its lethargy and found that Pro¬ 
hibition was a facL 

If Prohibition had been put to a 
national vote, it is probable that the 
women’s vote wo’jld have put it over 
anyhow. Yet such is the conceit of 
man that, feeling that HE had been 
responsible for it, be would have 
proudly stuck out bis chest and pro- 

a few persons on both sides of the 
dividing line.

It Strikes Me— 

Does it hake acy dlllerence If a picture la good or not so long as i>eople 

are induced to come in to see it? You can bet tbat it does, but how 

many people in the buBineas, producers and exhibitors, think so? For 

the past f!»x montii.* butinews with the picture houses haa been unusually good. 

Official goverr.ment rer»orts and unoffici.l observations prove thaL There is 

just one b.g reason for that. Good pictures Photoplays have been improving 
in entertainment quaLty; no question about it. 

But there are still some exhibitors and producers who can't see further 

.han their own noses. They are satisfied to know that, by leaning heavily 

upon exploitation, by attractive film titles and by advertising pictures with 

important names in the cast, they can get the public to pack their houses. 

They boa.vt that they Ignore the picture itself, whether it Is good or noL 

All they worry about is getting the money in. No thought enters their minds 

regarding the quality of the entertainment they are giving for this money. 

They glory In the egotistical feeling that they are clever enough exploiters 

to keep the public coming, no matter how poor the entertainment. 

Just as there is no star big enough ti survive appearing in a se.'des of b d 

pictures there is no theater mar. tger clever enough to do continuously good 

business with poor pictures. When you draw people to see your shew with 

advertisements of a big cast and an attractive title and the picture is a flop, 

disappointment is bound to resulL Do It again and again and business is 
bound to fall away. 

And that goes for those producers who engage high-salaried actors to 

appear for about two minutes or less in their pictures and feature these .ictors 

in the billing. Such pictures mean disiatisfied audiences and exhibit •r.s should 

beware of them. Two such pictures are "Rouletle" and "Damaged Hearts", 

reviewed in this Issue. 
• • • • 

An Important precedent, one which should be a great step forward In 

the process of establishing the picture industry upon a firmer foundation, 

was created In New York when the F. I. L. M. Club Board of Arbitration 

refused to allow the Film Booking Offices of America to set back the play 

dates of a picture, "Judgment of the Storm”, booked by the Parkside Theater 

in Brooklyn. On the surface this decision may not appear to have any 

possible far-reaching eifects, but as was pointed out by Bernard Edelhertz, 

exhibitor, member of the Theater Owners' Chamber of Commerce and special 

counsel for the complaining Parkside Theater, the precedent thus established, 

when put Into practice thruout the country, will probably do more to put the 

exhibition end of the industry upon a business-like basis than any other factor. 

The facts in the case were these: The Parkside contracted for the film, 

specifying play dates, and F. B. O. confirmed the dates. A few days after 

giving this confirmation F. B. O. sought to cancel the datea Parkside pro¬ 

tested. The Arbitration Board ordered F. B. O. to deliver the picture on the 

contracted date. 

The Importance of this decision Uea In the fact that by establishing a 

precedent both exhibitors and distributors, now that they realize that the 

play date Is an essential part of the contract for a picture and cannot be 

arbitrarily postponed, will be more careful when .hey give and accept such 

dates. When a first-run theater books a picture, names a play date and then 

sets It back a week or two weeks or more it means that all the second and 

third-run theaters playing the picture after him have to do likewise. This 

confusion can now be eliminated by enforcement of the Parkside-F. B. 0. 

decision. 

The principal benefit from this decision, however, is the fact that ex¬ 

hibitors, now that they can be forced to play pictures on the dates first set, 

will be more careful when booking pictures. The net result, careful booking 

and dategiving, will be that the exhibitors will cease booking more pictures 

than they can find room for. This will, in turn, result in easing up the booking 

situation; competing theaters will get a chance at the pictures that the first- 

run exhibitor will be unable to find room for. Also, the distributor will get 

quicker returns on his pictures, since they will be played faster. This means 

in the long run that the distributor, •who sometimes •pays as high as 20 

per cent for the financing of his productions, will have to borrow less money 

and will be enabled to get along with lower rentals. 
The Parkside-F. B. O, case, when its precedent is recognized in all other 

distributing zones in the country, should be one of the greatest benefits to the 
entire industry since the adoption of the Uniform Contract. .

A LAW FOR TICKET GRAFTERS 
Ticket epecnlator* were made gloomy by news that the Court of Appeals ha# 

upheld the Walton Act. Paa«ed in 1922, this law compels all brokers in amuse¬ 
ment tickets to take out licenses and limits tbclr profit to 50 cents a seat. 

District Attorney Banton has been waiting for this decision a* a basis for xlgorou* 
action. Now we shall see whether the law can be fully enforced. Exerybody re¬ 
gards the ticket grafter as one of the city's worst nuisances. Bui he it as eluslxe 
as a weasel. City ordinances, managers' agreements and the fulminatloni of press 
and public are all aimed at him, bnt pop goes the speculator. 

In the rigor with which acalpera fought this law there I# a hopeful Indication 
lhat it may baxe real teeth. When Goxernor Miller signed It two years ago he 
expressed a fear that part of It would be held inxalid. lie said tl-at he was #ure 
one clause was sound—the clause licensing brokers and requiring them to deposit a 
bond of $1,000. But be was not anre that the section limiting their profits would be 
constitutional. The first speculator arrested promptly a* *1 to the courts. Other 
brokers openly defied the law. Last more .a- sexenty agencies bad 
failed to take out licenses for 1923. The .xbole operation it the Walton Act baa 
been crippled peuding the Court of Appeals u Isiou. 

The District Attorney's office has already serxed notice that It will do Its best 
tc make the law effectixe. In this It will baxe the co-operation of all the reputable 
agencies and theater managers. That some theaters have not always discouraged 
tp<-culatlon is only too well known. But mu* h as the public detests tlie ticket 
grafter, the intelligent producer detests him more, for be knows that few factors 
do graxer Injury to the theatrical business. . . . 

Tiie difficulty will be to reach the petty grafters who get seats In Indirect ways 
and retail them on the sidewalks or in obscure holes. For sporting exents or special 
nights at the theater, when profits may reach $10 to $2.5. speculation will be par- 
tlcnlarly hard to cuntroL Ticket buyers should do tbclr best to co-operate In en¬ 
forcing the law. —NEW YOBK HERALD.

VIENNA—The Aosociatlon of nunsarlan Actor* and Playwrights bat decided 
to prepare an entirely new translation of the works of Sliake^peare. A* a big 
puhll-bing company baa volunteered lo carry the expenses of the new edition 

In a couple of years’ time, a modem Magyar translation of the great English play¬ 
wright will be available. 

In Hungar.v, perhap*. even more than In Germany and Austria, the play* of 
Sh.ikospeare count amongst the greatest attraettona of the theaters. Buda'pe.t's 
leading dramatic Institution, the National Theater, produced two Shakespeare 
’’cycles”, lu-rforiulng all, even the least imimrtant traredlea and play*. Tlie»e p«r- 
formauces had an enormous success and for week* ahead all tickets were booked. 

The old Magyar transluliuns of SliakesiH-are, tbo prepared by Br’l-cla-w authors 
and poets, were all made (M) to 8a years ago. The Association of Hungarian Play¬ 
wrights asserts that these translation* are now obsolete, that during the last 80 
years the Magyar language has been enriched with new word* tnd idioms In an 
enormous measure, that the new Mag.var literary style I* more adaptable for Eiigli.b 
translations than was the old one, aud. finally, they argue that most of the existing 
translations are pixir from the point of view of stage technique. 

The new translation* will be dune by the be«t Hungarian poets and translators 
MM. Habits, Kooztolanyl, Szal<o, Toth and Rakosi. The explanatory notes of the 
new edition will be made by JI. lievesl. director of the National Theater, who was 
responsihle for the production of the Shakespeare ser es of la-t vejr.

Yes, 
ITI make it a year, and then when tie band- 
m.aster hands him a new piece during the pro¬ 
gram, telling lilm to play It for so and so’s

"The future of Coney Island." the boro 
president declared, “is In the hands of tiie 
residents and business men, but the co-operation 
of the Board of Kstimate can always be relied 
upon for improvements.” 

In closing, he preclietod that in a few years 
Coiiev Island will be the greatest aII-year->rouud 
seaside resort on tlie Atlantic Coast.
