This Week's Reviews of Vaudeville Theaters 
HIPPODROME, NEW YORK 

(Reviewed Monday Matinee, June 16) 

Three holdovers are on the bill—Gilda Or.iy, Roy Cummings and Johnny 

Burke. The show is clever, fast-moving eleven turns of siitticient variety. 

T^ndoubtecily a better ventilating system is part of Mr. .Mbee's i)lans for 

further improving tlie house when closed for the stimmor. Most of the sc.at.s 

in this vast auditorium are far, far away from the fi'csh ozone, and part of 

the airing facilities of Toyl.and le.ads Into the floor above, wliich doesn’t help 

a bit in warm weather, but adds to the discomfort of tliose in the orchestra 
seat.s. 

Cheyenne Days, several cowboys and a cowgirl, with K. C. Hornbrook, in 

a “Roundup of laughs and Thrills’’, provided an out-of-the-oruin:iry opening 

turn that was a miniature rodeo in itself. The black-face member of the com¬ 

pany did the comedy, while the others did some stunts with the lariat and 

ponies and .an unwilling steer, which evidently thought the man was only 

kidding when he started to bulldog him. Tie tamely took a flop, however. 

Jack LaVier, comedi.an. who burlesqued thru his trapeze act, gathered 
many laughs and supi>licd .a thrill as well with his unexpected ankle-drop. 
Most of his comedy is far from being as easy work as it appe.ars to be. 

The Sutcliffe Family, in a “Ilighl ind Reception", g. ve a highly interest¬ 
ing and entertaining performance, including music, dancing, tumbling and 
handbalancing, in a colorful and smoothly moving routine. They were assisted 
at times by the combined Hippodrome ensemble of thirty-two girls. The 
seven men and two girls are finished artistes, and it is no ex.aggerntion to 
say that the offering is about the best Scotch act th.it ever made its debut 
in big-time vaudeville in these parts. It will he further reviewed under 
“New Turns”. 

Olga Cook, musical comedy prima donna, and Eric Zardo, concert pianist, 
offered a pleasing recital of song and piano selections, the pianist accompany¬ 
ing Miss Cook and also playing three solos. The soprano’s voice seems to 
be improving, hut her poise is deplorable and verv much like that of a school 
girl novice. Considering the length of time Miss Cook has been in the .show 
business, she ought to be at ease by this time while singing and also know 
how to take a bow gracefully and get a decent prop smile. Among the se¬ 
lections sting by Miss Cook were “Kiss in the Dark”, the aria from ’’Madame 
Butterfly’’ in Knglish and a song from “Blossom Time", in which she appe ared 
in the original company. The operatic portion, especiallv, was done unusu¬ 
ally well. Zar.Io played P.idcrewski’s “Minuet" and other difficult pieces. He 
is heatvy on technique, but rather light on expression. 

Roy Cummings, also from musical comedy, assisted by Irene Shaw and 
an unbilleil dancer who can kick, got under way with little effort, following 
a new opening golf bit. There is much action in his comedy, alwavs funny, 
and the boy has a mean yodel toward the close of the turn. The dive into 
the orchestra pit m.ikes a great closing stunt. The trick piano was not in evi¬ 
dence. but the similar incline drop worked perfectly. 

Gilda Gray, in her third week, closed the first half, doing a new number 
‘Xoo Doo". arranged by Justin S. Elie. native Hatian composer. w<lio helped 
stage the scenery as well. This was along the same lines as the hula-hula 
dance she has been doing, but much more effective and novel. “St. Louis 
Blues’ was done in idace of the other blues song, serving as her shimmy 
music. “It’s Getting Darker on Old Broadway" was used again as the open¬ 
ing song. Miss Gray’s voice is getting weaker, but the dances and atmosphere 
given by the Hippodrome make up for it. 

Amac, English mystery man. pre.sented his three-card illusion and Velma, 
the elusive lady. This act is sort of three-card monte, with the girl in the 
’’.shell’ and .\mac the manipulator. The illusionist, however, goes the card 
sharks one better and makes the shell disappear in front of one’s eyes The 
cards are hung up in full view i.f the audience, ajqiarently, witli much space 
on all side.s. The elusive l.uly mount.s a chair, staiols in back of a card and 
the patrons are mystified by her disapt>earance. For a finishing jmneh Amac 
leads the house to believe he is about to tell them how it is done, and hi.s 
partner alniost evaporates into the «ther. Best illusion and most simple in 
operation we have ever seen in vaudeville. 

Johnny Burke, held ov* r fur a second week, clicked, as usual. His de¬ 
livery hardly ever varies and the laughs are there on the dot. and there is 
no end of them. A real consistent and funny monolog abt*ut the army recruit 
that never misses. The piano stuff was omitted, and. so far as we can see. 
the offering is just as strong without it. It takes too long to work up and is 
superfluous, unless the succeeding turn isn’t ready, when it comes in h indv. 

Abe Lyman and his California Orchestra treated the house to tneli.dious 
jazz music, served in the most apjgoved style. Lyman’s musici:ins render 
their selections in soft, colorful tones, le-ing irresistjide. q'h,. secret is partly 
a ciever brass section, never open, but alw.iys reil hot; two violins. :» melodi¬ 
ous and versatile saxophone trio, :ind b.i-s violin in idace of the iiMi.il tuba, 
banjo, piano and drums compose the rest of the instrumentation. th*‘ leailer 
playing the latter. The Brunswick Record romi»any gets a tough break by 
way of the placard announcing the .selections. It is a reproduction of a 
Bmn.swick disc. 

The Four Diamonds api>eared in the next-to-closing spot. This singing 
cind dancing quartet w.a.'j also s<-*'n in th*? op»*ning lull hero, when they a<lded 
greatly to their reputation as a snappy dance olTering. The two younger 
members do not dance anywhere near as much as they fttrnierly ditl, but 
sing more. One of the older members of the quartet bears the burden of 
stepping. 

“America First”, with l,»o Donnelly, R\.in and Ryan and a large ensem¬ 
ble, closed the show in a novelty revue that held the interest tbrtioiit despite 
the spot M. H. SHAPIRO.

Sir; I beg to call your attention to the 

erroneous impression received from the ar¬ 

ticle appearing in The Billboard, June 14 
concerning the actions off tho Society of 
American Magicians, at their annual meet¬ 
ing. regard.ng the explaining of small 

stunts or pocket tricks in the newspapers. 
The article refen-ed to states, "the society 

took a decided stand aga'iist expose in any 

form.” 
The facts of the matter are that some 

time ago a committee on expose formed 
certain rules forbidding any member from 
exposing sma’l tricks in publications, and 
in place of ratifvng this rule the society 
voted that all tricks to be exposed should 
be subm tted to a committee to pass upon. 

For the past two months I have been 
fubmitt'ng to D-. Wil«on. editor of The 
Sph rx a m.tg cal publication, the tricea 
which I have been cx-^'a'ning in rome of 
the newspape-s and I am very wil'ing to 

have the committee decide upon these 

treks. 
It was further stated in the article, re¬ 

ferred to above, that “one prominent mem- 
ter is said to have been leverely censured 
for tho practice of exposing small pocket 
tricks and declared to have made a radical 
about face on tho quoation of ‘letting the 
public in' before the sestlons adjon-ned." 

As I feci that I am the person referred to 
in tho above paragraph. I would like to 
correct the m.'stake In the Impression given 
name’y. that tho concensus of opinion In 
the meeting was decided’y in favor of pro. 
motion of magic by interesting the public 
in small tricks, that instead of “e rad’eal 
face-about” on the part of f-e w-^te-. the 
question was approved aud unan mou«’v de¬ 
cided by vote that inch stunts and pocket 
t"ickB should he submitted to a committee:

There are four acts, set in one scene, which 

sets forth life ns it is lived in the heart of 

the diamond fields of Brazil, with its fortune¬ 

seeking adventurers and adventuresses from 

i;ngllsli-s[ieaking e-ountriea. and their treat¬ 

ment of the native diamond diggers, many 

of them half-breed Indians with little or no 

more morals than the social outcasts and 

fugitlvcs-from-Justlce whites, who mingle with 

them. 

In this play we find among the whites an 

unscrupulous commander of the mines, who also 

conducts the trading post and hotel; a mis¬ 

sionary, a doctor, a fugitive from justice and 

an overseer discussing the cxp<'eted arrival 

of "Red Kisses” girls, former social ou'easts 

from San Francisco, who, as picture brides, are 

coming into the diamond-mine country to wed 

tlie whites, tire of the life in time and return 

to the States with their ill-gotten gains filched 

from the miners, whose only recreation is 

wine, woman and song when, they are to be 

called for a picturesque makeup and mannerism. 

His subtle delivery of lines in action were 

artistically admirable. Helen Stransky as 

Marie, a native girl, schooled by a father in 

clean, moral living, ever ready to defend her 

honor, even to committing murder, fully dem¬ 

onstrated her acting ability. Renita Randolph 

as Mauretta, another native girl, with little 

or no sense of morals other than that of her 

environment, was sufficiently personally at¬ 

tractive and able in her resentment of the 

wldppings given her by Jose, the native, and 

her admiration of the missionary in seeking 

his love, to warrant the authors in making 

this a real outstanding “Tondeleyo” role. 

Frances Gregg, Lillian Okun, Hilda Gregg and 

Ad'lyn Pitzell. as a bevy of “Red Kisses” 

girls, enacted their roles like typical feminines 
of frailty.

There is much in this play to commend and 

but little to criticize, for it has been given a 

perfect stage setting, dressing of the char¬ 

acterizations and was well cast.

He aeea the cliaracters in a turmoil over what ia to him 
InconMiiuential matter, yet one that la powerful enough to animate the play, to thoae wlio 
underaiand it. He wonder* "what all the *hootln' is for". It ia only occaaiunuliy that a play 
In Jewikh la found unlveroal enough in motivation to warrant traoalation.

It la hardly 
neeilcd in MOTHER AND SON, by J. HALPERN, which effectively depict* a struggle between 
mother lovi- atxl religion: nor, in THE STRANGER, by PEREZ HIRSCHBEIN, which ia a 
fairy tab* mm-h like t'inderella. It would be u-eftil in THE SNOWSTORM, also by HIRSCH* 
BEIN, fur here It 1* not the plot ko much a* the character drawing which make* the pla.v 
elfectikc. CHAMPAGNE, bv ISAAC LOEB PEREZ, la a play on tlie theme of parental au¬ 
thority; WHEN THE DEW FALLETH is a sweet story of an aged .-oiiple by PEREZ HIKSCH* 
BEIN. and THE ETERNAL SONG la a labor play by MARC ARNSTEIN. 

All of these little drama* are ompact- and telling play*. 1 have no doubt that at leaat 
half of them would be mighty etfe<'tlve if performed in tlie little theater*.

Costume and Make*Up Critics? 
Mme. C'dlettc, an eminent writer of France, 

has stirred up quite a discussion by advocat* 
iUK tliat women s custumes b<* subject to the 

'ame kind of criticism as plays and motion 
Idi-tures. The discussion finally resolved itself 
into the question of whether the designs of 
Tarisian dressmakers might be deemed works 
of art. 

The dressmakers themselves declared unani* 
mously that dress design or creation is truly 
an art and that as such It Is open to criticism, 
the same as any other branch of art. But 
they insist that such criticism should be 
made only by i-vie- ts who are in a position 
to view sa d works of art with the eye of a 

eonnossieiir. one dressmak.T expressed the 
opinion that coetome designers should not ad¬ 
vertise in publications that fall to devote space 
to dress criticisms. 

In discu.sing the question of dress criticism 
with several -Xmerican costume designers, two 
of them replitol to our question, “What do you 
thiuk of itV with tlie question: “Wiiy not 
a critic of makeii])? Inartistic makeup spoiis 
the most artistic .•ostume. Few actresses 
temper or Increase makeup to harmonize with 
sultdued 'or vWid cidor schemes in apparel.” 

Bundy the ordeal of facing such a barrage of 
criticism at a ii’ay's p emiere should promote 
patronage foC tiie nerv.. sie-ciali-ts. For if 

there is anything tliat gets on a true artist's 
temiierament it is public criticism of costume or 
niakeupl And all this eliatter about the dress 
critic ia not so nonsensical as it seems. The 
costumer reviewer of tislay n«vds but the as¬ 
surance of iiolico protection to develop into a 

rabid critic of clothes. For many are the sins 
committed in the name of costume art!

Sir: I wonder if you have space in your 

Open I.ettcrs column for another letter on the 

managers who don’t want children on fbelr 

shows. I write from a bystander's viewpoint, 

as I am not a manager, nor have I any 
children. 

1 don't believe the manager who puts in 

his ad ’'No children, dogs or (lets'’ does this 

because he dislikes eitlM-r. It is because of 

the trouble it invariably causes on a comi>any. 

It is usually the parents’ faulty as they allow 

their children to annoy the other performers; 

they usnally sit out front and make a dis¬ 

turbance or run back and forth from the 

front of the bouse to the dressing rooms or else 

it Is a battle every night in the dressing risun 

lietween the mother and her unruly child. The 

(larents come to rehearsal in the moriiiue, 

bring their children along; they are late f«ir 

their cues, not attentive to the rehearsal, be- 

caiise they have, to watch and see what their 

children are doing. I have seen children on 

tin* front seat during a performance talking 

loudly with otlier children. I have seen mothers 

come on the stage and work with their eyes on 

their ehlld out front. .\ manager doesn’t get 

good work out of his peojile when tleir mind 

is taken up with somelhng el.-e. There is 

not aiiotlier hn-ine-s that I know of where 

people can take their cliiiden to wrork with 

them. I have seen eliildren get into the 

performers’ makeup and if tlie moth*’r is 

siioken to about it she Iveeonies angry and your 

et.emy. I Ivave known eliildren to be out 

front asking the [leople to buy them peanuts 

oi give them a nickel. Their mother when in¬ 

formed of it simpl.v smiles and says, ’’Tou 
mustn’t do that.” Tlic child who works is 

different; it ^is the one wlio is .allowed to run 

wild that the manager objects to. I liave heen 

on tent shows where the children of the 

actors, musicians, etc., made it so unpleasant 

that the manager couldn’t keep peoide. The 

air was vibrant with ’’Willie, don’t do that”, 

•'Freddie, come hero”, ’Til give yon a licking 

in a minute”, ’’Stop that crying", etc. fan 
you blame a manager? I htive seen children 

on a show who never made any trouble; they 

came to the dressing room at n'ght and sat 

in a chair, slept in their parents’ trunk, and 

were delightful and beloved on the show, but 

they are rare. A mother never thinks her 
child disturbs or annoys anyone else, Is’cause 

siie is ii-ed to him; but our business is dif¬ 

ferent from others. I think we are more 

t< iiiiiermeii'al, and eryiiig and quarreling chil¬ 

dren in tlie dressing nsim when one is making- 

up and trying to put one’s mind on one’s 

vvvirk is, to say the least, galvanic. 

It is the same way with dogs. Some actors 

have dogs that you would never know were 

on the show; others bring them to the dressing 

riHira, tie them to their trunk handle, the dogs 

get res'less aud wcupy the middle of the 

fliMir, where everyone bus to fall over them, 

or else they run on the stuge dur.iig a i>er- 

foiiiianee or hark or howl during .a fensf scene 

o are vieious and snap at people who-e looks 

they don't like. As Mr. Walker says, chil¬ 

dren reared in the show bu-lness are bright; 

Hie.v are and would l>e liked by all if their 

parents would make them mind. .tsk any 

manager if I don't cover the gist of tli* 

hiiig; and I ex|«‘ct they could udd a lot of 

things I have not sa'd.

IT WAS only two or tliree years ago th:it the business cycle was 

discovered by the general public. The discovery, once made, how¬ 
ever. was greeted with great enthusiasm. Many a business man 

felt that at last a safe guide of the future conduct of his affairs had 
Is-en placed in his linnds. It gave him such ji feeling of security to 
know* that business in general, and his business in particular, was 
to move up and down in rhythmical fashion which could be forecast 
easily and with exactitude! No longer would it be necessary to look 
forward with apprehension to a future clothed In mystery’. By sub¬ 
scribing for a business sendee the events of next month or next 
year would be made almost as clear as those of yesterday! 

It has been said that a little learning i.s a dangerous thing, and 
this case has proved to be no exception to the rule. Those who have 

placed their faith in a cycle working smoothly a.s clockwork have, 

in many cases, had their dreams rudely shattered. After having 

subscribed for a business service which was to tell the exact course 
of events they have been shocked to find that their business has gmie 
upward when the forecaster predicted decline, or that it has fallen 
off when the prophet foretold flourishing activities just ahead. If 
curiosity led them to compare their business service with tliat sub¬ 
scribed to by some of their friends they were often greatly surprised 
to find that when one service was predicting imiiroving business the 
other was looking for a decline. Under such circumstances it was 
only natural that there should be a marked reaction in the popular 
feeiing concerning the business cycle. Those ■who two or three year.s 

ago were most enthusiastic over the new iliscovery are now disgusted 
with the whole idea. Many of them, like the old farmer who first 
saw the giraffe at the circus, are declaring: "There ain’t no such

day. Mr. Rowland declared that producing 

pictures on the West Coast, S.WSt miles from 

the executive o®cps of the company, was an 

■ Inefficient manner of doing business, and that 

the production of First National features 

Would speedily be moved to New York. 

Mr. Rowland has f>een advo<'atiug production 

in the East for some time, but this is the 

first occasion that he has come out with a 

definite statement that First National Pictures 

would be made in the East. lie said also that 

since his company had extensively gone into 

the jiroduction of its own pictures it had met 

with great success, and that there was nothing 

mysterious aliout the production of pictures— 

that the talk of requiring expert directors to 

turn out good pictures was "bunk”. 

To Earl Hudson a splendid tribute was paid 

by Mr. Rowland, who said that since he was 

Bent to the Coast to produce and write stories 

for pictures for First National its sales all 

over the country had grown at a remarkable 

rate. Hudson, he said, turned out pictures 

that were, first of all, box-office successes' 

Hudson, a former newspaper man, was first in 

the company’s press department and ttien be¬ 

came Mr. Rowland’s private secretary before 

being sent out West. 

JAPAN BOYCOTTS FILMS 
FROM UNITED STATES 

New York, June 14.—Rcitort^ from Japan in¬ 

dicate that tt¥* American film distributing con¬ 

cerns operating offices in that country are 

among the first to feel the bad effects of the 

popular displeasure against all things .Amer¬ 

ican on account of tlie Exclusion -Act. Japanese 

theater owners have organized with the inten¬ 

tion of barring all .American pictures, which 

have b<‘cn vcr.v popular in Japan in tly past. 

Several di^tribntor•i in New York have re¬ 

ceived word to cancel all shipments of film in¬ 

ti nded for Japan. Famous I’layers-I.asky has 

closed its e.vchange office in Tokio. altbo its 

offices at KoIm' and Osako are still ojierating. 

It is felt by film men that this boycott of 

American films win not be of long duration, 

mainly because of the fact that without Amer¬ 

ican pictures the Japanese theaters would have 

a Ikard time running. There are not enough 

good pictures from other countries to meet 

the demand, and .American pictures have caught 

f'.e fancy of the Japanese.

If they are really concerned with the advancement of exhibitor orftanization 

there can be small excuse for any refusal of Brandt's invitation to meet and 

topether try to wipe out the vague differences,of opinion which now separate 

them. 

Under even normal conditions within the industry exhibitor organization 

is vitally necessary. As things are today, with the double menace of producer- 

exhibitor competition and lay antagonism to motion pictures, exhibitor or¬ 

ganization is so important that there can be no excuse for not taking ad¬ 

vantage of every possible method of getting the country’s theater owners 

massed into one solid, powerful group. 

The Motion Picture Theater Owners of America, with its new plan of 

control and operation, has lifted itself by the bootstraps out of the mud of 

inefficiency. With its new financing program as outlined this organization 

boldly faces the future: either it will succeed and become the most important 

factor in the entire industry or it will pass entirely out of the picture. To 

succeed to the fullest extent the wholehearted support of the entire exhibitor 

field is necessary. There can be no room for opposition organizations. Whether 

the national organization, which must live, will be called the Motion Picture 

Theater Owners of America, or the Allied States’ Organization, or anything 

else, is utterly unimportant. It remains for the leaders of these organizations 

to get together and stick together. 

The Buffalo convention is the logical occasion for a round-table meeting. 

Coming right after the annual convention of the M. P. T. O. A. and the North 

Carolina conference of the Allied States, it presents a perfect opportunity. 

The New York State M. P. T. O. is completely independent, unaffiliated with 

any other State, regional or group organization. It does not want to stay 

outside any forward movement, but it does want to put its weight upon turn¬ 

ing the wheel for 100 per cent national organization. Moreover, there can be no 

question about the invitation being ascribed to any political ambition on the 

part of Brandt. He is fully determined to withdraw from the ranks of ex¬ 

hibitor officeholders. For years he has given of his time and energy in the 

cause of organization. Now he feels that he must give his undivided atten¬ 

tion to his own theaters. He goes out of the office of president of the M. P. 

T. O. of New York State at Buffalo, and can receive no benefit from an amal- 

I gamation of exhibitor groups other than as an individual exhibitor. 

1 I think that any exhibitor, whether or not he is an organization leader, 

who can possibly spare the time, should make it his business to attend this 

I convention at Buffalo.
