ful for that, I suppose), it is a clean and 

amusing play. 

Briefly the plot tells of a young woman biing 

nom Dated for Mayor on the Woman's Party 
Ticket. She gets into a scrap with her husband 

over accepting the nomination and he leaves 
her. A practical woman, she gets a practical 

Iioliticlan of the old school to direct her cam¬ 
paign. Her opponents, thru o bunk, buy up 

nftirtguges on her home and she borrows the 
money from tlie politicinn to pay them. She 
also accepts the offer of an equal sum from 
ouc of the enemy and Iwts it, at 4 to 1, that 
she will win the tliH-tlori. Apparently she 
loses and Is In great fear of the consequences, 
■when the old political boss swings his district 

into line and clinches the election. All ends 

happily. 

There are a lot of genuine laughs In the sit¬ 
uations as Mr. Conners has planned them, 

there is a good deal of fuuiiy dialog and the 

story ia not altogether improbable. While the 
play Is a bit slow in g'tting startod. once it 

gains momentum it never slacks and there is 

plenty to amuse and hold the interest. 

Marjorie Gateson, recruited from musical 
comedy. Is excellent as the candidate for 

Mayor. Miss Gateson never acted so well in 
the musical field as she does here, an'l her 
characterization of tlie part w.as thoroly giswl. 
William Courtltlgh gave a mellow IniiH-r-ona- 

tion of the boss. It was a reading that com- 
lielled sympathy, that was warming ahd ge.ni- 
Ine. Glenn Anders, as the husbf .d, has an 
ungrateful part and I did not like him at a'!. 
That Is partly his fault, thru his using an 

affected manner and manne-l'-ms, and partly 
the fault of the role. Dwight Frye had an 
awkward part to handle as a sap brother to th- 

candidate and compassed Its difficulties very 
S well. I»lita Robertson had one good chanee. 
% when, cornered by the old politician, he black- 
' mailed her into figl.ting hla candidate fairly. 

Miss Rotvortson t'sik the chanee, handb'd it with 
real skill .and departed with a real hit to her 
credit. Smaller .-oles were well done by

\A hethcr they will think the TURGENEV plays the equal of the novels Is not for me to 
eay. Bersouall.v, I lihe the novels better. However, that is n-il to say thc-.e pluvs nr-j not 
enjoyable reading and able wriiing. It simply means that. In my opinion, TURGENEV S art 
was more suited to the novel form titan the dnimatic. In the novel lie is a gi.int; iu the phiys 
he is a big man. Were it not for the greatness of his novels the comparison would not apiHar 
so odious. But. after all. It Is a ecniplimcnt to say of a gre.it novelist that his pla.vs, line as 
they are, are not so good as his nov. ls. At least I think so.

Early this year, lb”4. the ••Hound Robin” 

group of the I’redueing Managers' Association 

entered into a pledge, which was in part as 

follows: 

Round Robin Agreement 
‘‘Believing in the principles of liberty of *■011- 

tract, the inalienable right of man to render his 
personal servi<-e to wliom be will, and believing 
that the prini'ipal of the Eiiuity Shop adopted and 
proclaimed by the -\ctors’ E<Yiuty Association 
of America is a restraint upon such liberty, we, 

the undersigned, for the defense against this 
tyrannical purpose and power, hereby mutually 
pledge ourselves by our sacred honor that we 

will not submit to the closed shop, nor to the 

dlctati's of the Actors’ Equity Association in 

relation thereto . . . and one of the 

s'gners of this “Round Robin ’ agreement is 
Henry Miller. (“Round Robin” exhibit. Su¬ 

preme Court. Appell.ite Division. Producing 

Managers’ Association against John Emerson as 
president of Actors’ Equity A-soclation, Mami- 
gers’ Protective Association et. al.) 

In a recent statement to the press Henry 
Miller declared, in summing up the case for 

Fidelity: “There is really a fundamental ques¬ 
tion of inherent rights behind our attitude. The 

question is whether a man must join an or¬ 
ganization to iiractice his profession in which 

the years may have brought him credit, whether 
he must iiiy tribute to Equity or leave the 

profession.” 
Y'et the object in 1!'14 was surely to bring 

every actor into Eqi;lty. but “inherent rights” 

did not then trouble Mr. Miller or Mr. Kyle. 

Times Do Change 
In 1014 Howard Kyle was secretary of Equity, 

and was a Icailing racicbcr of the committee 
which drew up the pbdge we qui te (s,.e min¬ 

utes of the E. .\.. Marcli. 1014), and yet, in 

lirjl. in his affidavit in the Fidelity case now 

pending. Chuticrion vs. Emer'cn. he says: 
“That the Very nature of the theatrical busi¬ 
ness ... is riqiugi.ant to a closed or 
preferi ntial shop, and that the introduction and 

operation of a clo-cd shop for actors and 
artists will lie iirc.'udicial and dlsa-trous to 
the theatrical businc-s . . . competition Is 
so necessary and wholesome for the promotion 
of the best Interc—ts of the theater.” etc. 

In 1914 Mr. Miller and Mr. Kyle would have 
declined to pla.v in any comiian.v which was 
not 100 per cent Equi’y. .vet in 1024 they de. 
nouneg that policy as against the best interests 
of the theater, in spite of the fact that that 

policy has new ben m<>difiid in the A. E. A.- 

M. P. .\. agreemi nt 'o exemiit all memN-rs of 
Fidelity in giesl -tanding SeptemtsT 1 Itril. as 
well as other conscientious objectors, up to 30 

|¥'r cent in any one company. Fidelity actors 
cannot (Xi-sibly exceed 3 per cent. A more 

complete reversal on any question of principle 

is not common.

The formation of the 
Actors' Eqult.v .^s.icclatlon was as perfectly 
fair, reasonable and legitimate a purpose as tbe 
formation of the Producing Managers’ Associ.i- 
tion. But actors evidently know how to work 

together for a common end. while managers do 
nut.

THR Dai«l press aeent of the Standnrd Oil Company is prob.ilily 

chuckling to himself because of the amount of space recently 
obtained by publication of the item; "Standard Oil Company 

Decides To Keniove California Billboards.” (The truth of the m;itter 
is that these privately owned signs of undesirable character had been 
subject to special criticism, and in deference to hostile public opinion 
the company decided to abandon them—making a virtue out of a 
necessity.) 

Apparently on the strength of the publicity killing made by the 
Standard Oil report, the press agent of Florenz Zieufeld (of "Follies" 
fame) sent out a story to the effect Uiat as a result of the movement 
on the part of the Women's Clubs and the Xation.'il Society for Re¬ 
striction of Outdoor Advertising. Mr. Ziegfeld ha*l decided to "tear 
down his big, spectacular electric sign in Times Square. New York, 
and likewise demolish his 64 billboards." This storx* has been pub¬ 
lished till over the United States. 

These are the facts: Mr. Ziegfeld contracted for an electric sign 
at the head of Time.s Square for the period beginning September 1, 
1922, and ending September 1. 1923. During tliat time the lights 
burned every night. Shortly before the contract expired Mr. Zieg¬ 
feld made an effort to renew the sign for another ye.ir, but it had 
been previously leased to "Ide” collars. The ‘Follies" display was 
therefore taken down September 1, 1923. 

As for the “64 billboards’ that Mr. Ziegfeld is going to demolish, 
so far as we can learn they exist only in tlie imagination of his press 
agent. 

Recently the question was put to us; "What <io you mean by 
malicious press agentry?" Tliis is what we me.m: Inspired Dublicity 
Yvhich, to gain a s* Ifish end, tears down or d> stroys the goml-will or 
reputation of another.

Tor it tran.“pirvil at the so-'inns of the Music Industries’ Chamber 
of Commerce, lately held in N»‘w York, that a campaign is con- 
temi'lati d for tlie exiviinsion of the small and casual institution known 
as the town biiinl into something of large and constant artistic in¬ 
fluence. Or. to view the matter in a more responsible light, an effort 
is to be made for the elevation of tax-supported musical activities, 
tvpirtod by the summer night concert on the village green and in the 
city park, to a level of expression that will not only please local 
pride, but that will percluince even command world-wide respect. 

T.v way of argument in behalf of the enterprise, it is said that 
the bureau director and his associates will use Information furnished 
bv the consular branch of the State Department concerning municipal 
niu'ic in Kurope and South America—reports of proceedings do not 
reveal where else—and that tliey •will show mayors and other govern¬ 
ing otfuials where records of high achievement have been made, and 
will indicate liow methods which luive prospered in Helsingfors, say, 
or Milan, mnv Ive of avail also in Minneapolis or .4tlanta. 

If the bureau project itself is Interesting, so are some of Its Im- 
plicMtions. Take, for example, the conflicting theories which the 
gtate—to employ the word in its abstract force—holds as to music. 
On the one hand, the men who guide Federal affairs treat opera 
reprtsentations as a privtite luxury and lay upon them, according- 
Iv a 10 i>er cent ticket impost. On the other hand, those who order 
town and citv doings look upon band concerts as a public neces¬ 
sity. and provide for the expense of them by appropriation. And 
altoeether the State undoubte<Uy profits more from the citizens on 
music's account th.an the citizens profit from the State. .\t the same 
time, one way of paying the piper will perhaps do as well as another. 
XVe want, most of all. to know whether his piping is worth the 
money. We want to know whether politics and the fine arts work 
together, or at odds, in the building of the new bandstand on the 
gricn. and in the appointment of the Ivindmaster and in the selec- 
fitin of the cometist, the cl.arinetist aiul the man at the drum. In 
that rtcard. trulj*, the bureau campaign c:in. and in tliat regard it 
verv likelv Will, accizmplish .something extraordinary fiw the ad¬ 
vancement of music.
