In all S.Oi'D HOO residents of Germany are computed to attend some 
kind of pulilic perforni.ance every day. 

Tlie number of f’lerman establisliments of entertainment in rela¬ 
tion to tlie number of inliabitants is astonisliing. The report of the 
Jst te Cmins* lor paA*c to Munich and Dresden an amusement resort to 
evtry seventy-si.x inhabitants and one to every eighty in Cologne. 
Avl.ile Leipzig is reg;irded as freakish from its ability to struggle 
along Avith one to every 105 members of its population.

THR rotiremont of Br.inder Matthoxvs from the iirofessoi'.-hiD of 

ilr.'imatic literature at Columbia I’nivcrsity riiiFts down the eur- 
tain on an Interestiitc* drama in tiie history of .\meri*':in educa¬ 

tion. His appointment, a generation aco, brouj;ht to Columbia an 
impre.«sive element of th.-it quality which was in time to m;ike it thx* 
most worldly of the universitie.si. .\s an undergraduate, he has told 
in his memoirs, he read the fireek and I.atin drania’tists without once 
havinK it impressed upon him that they ever wrote for the st;ipe. 
Dut lie had yone into the world and had come into close touch with 
the theater and xvith journalism. Ho had iiolislu-d his Fiench by 
conversations with Coquelin and had begun the studies which made 
him the first American expert in the modern French stupe; in Knsland 
he had been associated with a brilliant period of The Saturday 
Review find had been forced to define his own Americanism by be- 
cominp aware of it against a Rriiish backgrotind. Called to his pro¬ 
fessorship, he glittered on his city campus, a wit among the scholars, 
tho also a scholar himself. He was enough of a pioneer to do battle 
for international copyright and for simplified spelling, to stress in 
all seasons the need and advantage of the study of .Vmerican litera¬ 
ture, and to point out, P'^rhaps in too many seasons, that literature 
and plays are not the same thing. Xow that he is retiring, tho he 
leaves no single professor quite equal to taking up his full task, he 
leaves many in many universities who are engaged in it. 

His attitude toward the st..ge is typical of his wliole career, and 
of its influence. All the smart young pla,\ wriglits. s;iiil some one a 
decade or so ago, were ‘brandered by the same M.itthews.” From 
him they learned to distrust closet dramas, tlie biistards in bbink 
verse and unwieldy acts and scenes wliich pretended to the throne 
of literature- in an unpropitious time; learned to study in terms of 
audience an l box-office. Professor Matthews, and his followers after 
him, liked the “well-made play”, and they, if not he, made it a fetish. 

* Such a program was tempting, particularly so long as there was a 
contemporary dearth of nlays which had any real literary merit. 
It fortified the idaywrights and critics in their Instinct to see a 
necessity a.s .a virtue. The jdays of his earlier years as a professor 
could not he re:id. but S'lme of them could be played; it seemed 
tlierefore th.^ part of wisc.-om to examine them not as masterpieces, 
but as theaterpieces. —THE NATION.

Dr. D.VNIEL ST.VRCH, of the busine.-»3 school of Harvard Uni- 
versii.v. has been making a careful check of the "iiullinff power” 
of adverti.tenients. It is, of course, obvious that tin "ad" first 

of all must reach tlie public eye, and the eye of that part of the public 
most Interesterl in the line given publioityik 

Tho.so points re'iuire no demonstration, but what the Harvurd 
invostig.ition Inis scrutinizeil was to what extent tlie nature of the 
individual advertisr'ment, the rpialitv of the ‘'eoiiy” used, affects the 
results. Jty co-operation with certain l.irge advortisers i>ublieity cam¬ 
paign S'Ties have hr'en “k'-yed' and tested so a.s to ilet*‘rmine what 
the difTerence in effect was between .advei tisem- nts reaching the 
same public, but couched in various l anguage and employing different 
styles of appeal. 

The conclusions were a.«tonishing, showing as they did that the 
returns were enormou.-ily greatir from “good copy” t^jan from just 
ordinary copy. In a certain series, for instance, had each one of a 
set of fifteen advertisements of a certain player piano been as effective 
in drawing replies as was the best of the lot, the total of replies for 
the full campaign would have been 3,870 instead of the 796 actually 
received. 

The same condition was found in other lines of advertising, the 
Avhole test thereby showi ig that, given a cireulatiim of the proper 
quality, immense importance rests in the production of the adver- 
ti.sing form. 

Many an advertiser h s imagined that any kind of m.itter thrown 
togeilter Into'an advertisement will bring results in tnoportion to the 
spaie used. The wise space buyer abantloned such nutions long since. 
;intl also the id'^a that "just anybody" could write an effective "ad'' 
regardless of his training, or lack of it. in th t very specitilized line 
of Work. 

Y'ear by year the advertising copy writer has as.sumed a more 
important place, and year by year the services rendered by the big 
mediums of publicity have been more in line 5vith the preparations of 
efficient copy. Imagine, for instance, what that concern above re¬ 
ferred to winild have given to have had fifteen pieces of copy as 
attractive as the one be-<t of their series! The time to weed out the 
poor and ineffleient adverti.sing copy is before it appears.
