London, May 14. — Admitting that 
Anii-riran lilin.s aif proving more attiac- 
ti\.' to Knglish audit-nceM than an-, tlw 
in. iiir. s made in their own c ountry, Loril 
Lfwion, in a debate in tin- House of 
l.ords tonight, declared that .\m«Tiean 
liliiis ‘•consist mostly of rubbish.” He 
as.'-.rt.d that British producers cannot 
compete with American Him makers and 
>ald that America, regarding the cinema 
as a "heaven-sent method of advertising.” 
is using it to advertise that country. 

\-sailing foreign films Lord Newton 
(1. . la re el that many imported pictures arc 
anti-British and distort history. He had 
be n told, he -said, of a highly successful 
picture that deals with the War of In¬ 
dependence and has enjoyed great popu- 
laritv in the United States. This film, the 
speaker asserted, was shown in Britain 
as 1.1,T find Sarrifirr and that it is ex- 
tnn.eiv offensive to Great Britain. 

"The percentage of foreign films 
shown here amounts to 95 per cent and 
in the whole empire 99." Lord Newton 
said. ‘ It has become practically Impos¬ 
sible- for British producers to compete 
with Americans. America realized, al¬ 
most simultaneously with the cinema, 
the heavc-n-sent method of advertising 
thcnis.-lves. their country, methods, wares, 
ideas and even language, and they seized 
on it as a method of per.s-uading the 
whcjle world that America was really the 
only country that counted. 

‘‘I would not object to this wholesale 
invasion of .Vmerican films if they alt 
were good, but they consist mostly of 
rubbish. I .am told rubbish Is the only 
thing that pays. It'we are condemned 
to witness periH-tual rubbish, for heaven’s 
sake let it be h:nglish rubbish in prefer- 

• nce to .American. I gather what the 
public wants is to see expensive and at¬ 
tractive females.” 

Equity Refuses Rehearing 
In Shubert-Templeton Case 

New York. May 18.—The Actors’ 
K<iuity Ass<H-iatinn last week refused to 
grant the Shuberts another hearing in 
the case between the producers and Mer¬ 
cer Templeton over salary in connection 
with the actor's di.smissal following his 
brief appearanie in .^Arw Iliph. An ar¬ 
bitration board, with William Morris as 
umpire, decided the case in favor of 
Templeton, but the Shuberts asked for a 
rehearing on the ground that their side 
had not been properly presented. The 
Kqulty council declined to reopen the 
case on the princii)le that an arbitration 
mattir is not subject to appeal. Equity 
does not allow an appeal to Its members 
in i-asts of this kind when the decision 
rendered is against them and accordingly 
it is only consistent that the same posi¬ 
tion be taken as regards the managers. 
Following this final decision by Equity 
tile .‘-tjiuberts paid Templeton the four 
weeks salary that he claimed.

The court sees nothing under the law to require the.aters ti> k. * p apart 
from their other receipts a sum necess,'ir>’ to pay thr- aniii"* pi*-iit tax. 
In other words, it is no concern of the federal governm*-nt hi-w they 
pay the admission tax as long as they pay it—that Is the court's view. 

Now that the government has won its case against Johnston, insofar 
as the failure to pay the tax and failure to malce a returiTare concerned, 
the question of liability for the payment of the admission tax appears to 
be firmly settled. 

The Treasury Department and the Department of Justice are well 
pleased with the decision, altho the Supreme Court held tli.it there Is no 
guilt of embezzlement in the failure to turn over the adml.s^-ion taxes. 
The Treasury Department feels that it can now go forward with the collec¬ 
tion of the admission tax entirely free from the uncertainty which has 
attended .such procedure in the past. 

The language of the Supreme Court In dismissing the embezzlement 
charges against .lohnKon is interesting. 

“Howeves it may have been under other statutes," said the Court, 
"it seems to us that under this law the person required to pay over the 
tax is a debtor and not a bailee. The money paid for the tax Is not 
indentified at the outset but i.s paid with the price of the ticket that be¬ 
longs to the owner of the show. 

”AVe see no ground for requiring the ticket office of a theater to create 
a separate fund by laying aside the amount of the tax on each ticket and 
to keep it apart either in a strong box or as a .separate depo-^it in a bank. 
Reports are required only once a month, which doe.s not look as If the 
government were dealing with these people otherwise than with others 
answerable for a tax. Further argument seems unneces.sary on this point.” 

Upholding Johnston’s conviction of failure to pay over the admission 
tax and failure to make a return, the Court had this to say : 

“On the other counts we are of the opinion that the court below wa.-^ 
wrong. (The Circuit Court of Ap)>eals had set aside the conviction of 
Johnston in the District Court.) AA’e do not grant a certiorari to review 
evidence and dl.scuss specific facts. But the court seems to have regarded 
the formal relations of Johnston to the Central Manhattan Boxing Club, 
Inc., made neces.«ary by the laws of New York, as conclusive upon his 
relations to the I’nited States. The laws of New York permitted a license 
only to a corporation, and so Johnston may have asfnimed the technical 
position of agent and manager for the club. 

"But is as a matter of fact all this was machinery to enable John.ston 
to give exhibitions, collect the entrani-e fe,-s and make himself liable for 
the tax, it properly might be alleged that he collected the fees and that he 
refu.sed and failed to pay the tax. As the jury found Johnston guilty, 
altho with an earnest recommendation of mercy, we are of the opinion 
that the sentence and Judgment of the District Court, which was much 
less than it might have been, must be affirmed."

Scores Lack of Support 
Of American Music 

Bridgeport. Conn.. May 16.—At a 
meeting held here this week by the 
combined civic clubs in honor of John 
Adam Hugo, who was recently 
awarded the David Bispham medal 
for the bi'st American o|)era of the 
year, l.s'onard Leibling of New York, 
editor of The Muaii al Courier, roundly 
scored the lack of stipitort of Ameri¬ 
can music. ’’America is spending 
millions for foreign music and musi¬ 
cians as tribute to foreign culture and 
music, and yet not one cent for the 
defense of h« r own,” he siiitl. "She is 
overrun and overridden with foreign 
muaiciana wlio have told us that w-e 
liavc no music of our own. We have 
simply laid down onr arms and rnr- 
lendered.

Progress is 
reported everywhere. The M. P. T. O. A. 
Is now a great internatlonHl police force. 
We have built up a vast volume of good 
will thru our dl)'plomatic and 'protective 
department.” 

Mr. O’Toole’s annual report as president 
was comprehensive, detailed, and went to 
great length. He especially prai.sed the 
work of the administration committee, of 
which Sydney Cohen was chairman. 

Mr. Cohen then read his report as chair¬ 
man of the administration committee. 

"Organized effort will accomplish what 
we are after,” said the speaker. ”It takes 
concerted action. Such action and the 
sense that Ond gave us must both be 
used at this convention. Keep both feet 
on the ground during all of the ees- 
sion.s, and especially let us not lose our 
sense of humor.

"Hold your play dates,” said Mr. 
Brylawskl. ’’Keep them open for us.” 

"I u.sfd 60 indep«‘ndent pictures In my 
three theaters in Brooklyn last year." 
said Frank Keeney, "and I will use 80 
thie year. I want to urge the indeftendent 
producer.s to make big pictures so we can 
."Bve our play dates for them—not abso¬ 
lutely all of our play dates, but an In¬ 
creasing percentage.” 

"Most of you are probably confronted 
with unfair competition,” said Harry 
l>avi.s, of Pittsburgh. "You can help the 
Independent producer develop and he’» got 
to help you. Hold your play dates.” 

It was pointed out informally that hold¬ 
ing play dates at this season of the year 
mean.s something of importance to the 
producer.'i, both the independents and the 
alleged "trust”. One delegate pointed out 
that play dates can be held back until 
alaiut Sf'ptember 1 without hardship to 
the exhibitors, as they ha)e enough plc- 
ttire.s, generall.v speaking, contracted until 
th»-n. He said this will give ample time 
for the deliberation.s of the convention to 
get to working thru Us new board of 
dir*Tt(>rs. The ’’mobilization of- play 
dates” was urged by many delegates hm 
the most potent weapon In the hands of 
the exhibitors. 

Harry Statib, representing the Mil¬ 
waukee Chamber of t’onimerce, outlined 
the plans of his bureau for the entertain¬ 
ment of the guests. 

’’Since 1918 we have had one hell of a 
time trying to Hnd a substitute for that 
which made Milwaukee famous,’’ said Mr. 
Staub, “but we have a good program for 
you just the same.”

Ill retofoie most of the small-time 
Indi pendi nts have not paid mueli iiiteii- 
tion to repeats of acts in their cities, tie 
one big factor in the booking b- ing the 
amount of money asked by the a- t. The 
5<l per cent salary clause, while not a 
III w one. has been confined to a vtrv 
small iiiimhi r of houses, and it has been 
!iilo|ited duiiiig the past few Weeks hv 
practically all of the "prize dates" of the 
various indi|Hiident hookers. As yet, 
there has not been any known case of 
the clause being exercised on any act.

The arrangements made by the hmatl- 
Stiaiisberg t'iri-tiit call for a program 
ehich it will furnish each Tuesday and 
Tlmr.-dav, which is to be sent from it.s 
own broadcasting studio in the Itepubiic 
Tluater Building, BriMiklyn. which is a 
part of its chain of houses. The circuit 
at present consists of 23 iiouses thruout 
lyoiig Island, most of them being in 
Bioklvn and Queens. The major portions 
of the nrograms will be recruited front 
the eirc'uit's vaudeville bills playing the 
Beiublic and Steinway theaters each 
half of the week. Both hou.ses play 
regular split-week vaudeville. Some of 
tlie other theaters play acts for week¬ 
ends and for Sundays only. 

According to the officials of the Small- 
Strausberg Circuit, the radio broadcasting 
is not being done with the Idea that it 
will boost business. The circuit has been 
lapidlv growing and it Is mainly with 
the intention of securing beneficial 
jiiihlicity that the tleup with WFBH has 
been effected.

IMimmer as.serts ho 
has received no notice of dosing from 
any of his houses, hi»t thiit it Is his b* li. f 
tlie stand at Kingston Is preparing to 
shut down the last of this month. 

Of the houses handled hy A. & B. Dow 
Agency two are set definitely for sum¬ 
mer closing. These are the Palace at 
South Norw.alk. which closes down May 
::tt. and the State at Beacon, N. Y., whicii 
closes next week. 

Al Dow expressed belief, as did I’lim¬ 
mer, tli.at a number of the indep.oid'nt 
houses which In former years closed for 
the summer would make an attempt to 
keep op< n shop this year In the Iioiie that 
June, July and August would not !)<• as 
hot as last year.

THE PALACE | 
« NEW 'V'ORK a 1 

(Reviewed Monday Matinee, May 18) 

Very satisfactory ontertainment and a rather costly one. too. Frich and 
I’opc opened as a pinch hitter, due to the cancellation of Skelly and Heit and 
Company, who were billed to close, but sent word that sicknesb prevented 
tliein from appearing. Larry Sfoutenburph was switched from one extreme 
end of the bill to the other. Incidentally the programs have taken on a more 
dignitied cover. 

Willie Frich and Cathleen Pope, in their first appearance around here in 
many months, were not hampered from giving their usually line show despite 
the short notice. Their clever feats on ice skates, done on some sort of com- 
po.“ition in place of ice, are all the more remarkable considering the small 
space in which they have to wo*;. Two unbilled men filled an interval with 
a few stunts also. 

Roger Williams, “The Boy From Dixie’’ I not Rhode Island), proved quite 
strong in the deuce spot witli his v.irious imitations of musical instruments 
and noises such as motors and exhausts and similar sounds. He sells the 
act nieelv and does not let it drag at any time. It probably would enhance 
tile offering greatly if a few gags or appropriate stories could be worked Into 
the rotitine for laughs. 

Th* Albertina Rasch Girls, with Zozo and Kiki, European comedians, 
seem to be several times better than when they first played the house a few 
months ago. The entire routine is characterized by a sustained smooth 
tempo, while the solos and ensemble dances are delightfully arranged. Par- 
ticnlarly noticeable is the fact the six girls in their ensemble numbers do not 
seem to Io.se their individuality in a mechanical tempo characteristic of most 
every Tiller style of outfit. Yet precision and team work is there neverthe¬ 
less The burlesque ballet of tbe comedians went unusually well. 

John Miller and James Mack, singing and dancing comics, made 'em laugh 
hard and often, for there is no weak spot in any part of their routine. “The 
Bing Boys” get away to a good start, not only maintaining the momentum 
gaiiiecl. but tend to increase it toward the close. They have excellent nut- 
comic makeup and consistently back it up with great m.iterial 

Trini, Spanish dancer, assisted by Hurt:i<io’s Royal Marimba Orchestra. 
Warren Jackson and Dario Borzani, closed the first half in the colorful flash, 
pl.iying a return engagement prior to sailing home for a short time. Trini 
dances well enough to get away with, the Marimba Orchestra is an act itself, 
while Jackson makes an unusually capable juvenile and Borzani does as 
effective a tango as anyone ever did on the Palace stage. 

Aesop’s Fable w'on out for a showing during intermission over the usual 
Topics of the Day, and created consider.able hilarity. The animated cartoons 
entitled “A Fast Worker”, was a fast, entertaining picture, and in contrast 
to most of them dealt without the jungle animals in the cast. 

Les Ghezzi, equilibrists, opened intermission and would have stopped the 
show easily had they hesitated with the encore. In place of their Roman 
togas worn when they played the Hippodrome they were clad In white trous¬ 
ers and shirts, and went straight thru the entire routine without a half-min- 
ut<' wait, even to the extent of closing with their piece de resistance with 
nary a stall We mention thfs because we have seen this offering so staged 
th.it the marvelous feats done early in the routine were merely used t6 build 
up the finale, and it seemed this afternoon that the finale now done wdth no 
special ceremony would not prove so strong. Rut the way the steel-muscled 
understander did his stuff the hand-ltalancing and leverage stunts were sensa¬ 
tional, and the lesson is obvious enough. 

Charles Ruggles, late of musical comedy, presented his new offering. 
"Wives, Etc.,” by Roy Briant, who also appeared In the cast as a butler. In 
aildition to the two mentioned above, there are three girls in the act. The 
fare seems trite in theme, that of a man about town who was so drunk 
the night before he did not remember a single detail of the marriage. But 
due to Ruggles and able support of Briant not a line or situation goes to 
waste and he makes an excellent farce of it worthy of big-time presentation. 

Van and Schenck, next to closing. What more does one need to ask about 
how a show went over? After listening to these singing suiiersalesmen one 
says the same thing to himself as when he has again heard Paul Whiteman. 
"There's but one Van and Schenck after all" in this case. 

Larry Stoutenburgh, world’s pocket billiard expert, assisted by Mae Alemeda 
(leorge, »losed the show. Contrary to the expectations of many, he held them 
in intact after the usual five o’clock exits took leave. After seeing a skilled 
plav their hats went back under the chairs, .^n Inverted mirror is used 
in back of the table and thru this medium the shots are easily seen.

The second week of Paul Whiteman's engagement here was uahered in 
today with an ovation al>out as obstreperous as he got last Monday, w lien 
a much larger audience was on hand. At this afternoon's show the orchestra 
hail many \acant seats and the balcony was sparsely dotted—a rather un¬ 
usual thing to find when the show is headed by an artiste like Whiteman. In¬ 
cidentally, the bill was an anomalous one today, resembling rather one big 
show Instead of so many acts. Don Barclay, late comedian of “China Rose’’, 
did interludes between various acts, making several appearances, including a 
bit with J. Harold ^lurray and .Mel Klee made the atmosphere more homey by 
having something to say about all his fellow entertainers. Whiteman starts 
his fortnight engagement in an entirely new routine except for excerpts from 
“Rhapsody in Hlue'', his outstaniling numl>er. ile also has an afterpiece, or 
rather a presentation has been staged in his behalf enlivening the services of 
memliers of his hand that is ;i satirical flairbat k of the days when jazz niu.st 
na\e been jazz in its mo^t orgic pell-mell. The satire la a huge hit. .\ntonio 
and Nina De .Marco is the single attraction with the exception of Whiteman 
that is held oter. 

Gordon's Comedy Canines, billed as ‘‘.V Treat for Young and Old", which 
is no lie, opened the show. The dogs work with snap and precision, evoking 
many signs of deep appreciation from out front. 

Rich Hayes, the stolid-faced but furiously funny juggler, made the deuce 
spot one of Intense enjoyment in his unique collection of novelties.

without authorization. The application 
was placed before Justice Van Siclen by 
John Cavanaugh, former president of 
the company, who was deposed from this 
capacity last June. 

Cavanaugh, who is still a director, 
holding !t70 shares of the stock, declares 
in his petition that the executives of the 
company. John Walters, president; 
George Itohiiison, vice-president, and Ed¬ 
mond F. O'Neill, treasurer, raised their 
salaries immediately following his loss of 
the president’s job and that the capital 
of the concern, formerly $50,000, was re¬ 
cently increased to $250,000. 

The petition adds tliat both Walters, as 
president, and Robinson, as vice-presi¬ 
dent, illegally rai.sed their salaries from 
$2,500 to $5,000 a year. At that time 
also, O'Neill was made treasurer.

Started Last Season Whereby Vaaderitle 

Program Starts 30 to 45 Minites 

Later 

New York, May 18.—To cope with the 
advent of the daylight-saving system in 
tl is city the various theaters playing 
two-a-day performances which are 
attached to the Keitli-.Mbee and Mos-' 
afliliated circuits, arc now starting their 
Iierformances from 30 to 45 minutes later 
than tiicy ustially do. While busine.ss 
has hilil up In most of the two-a-dav 
houses since dayliglit-saving time went 
into effect It has fallen off in mo.st of 
the houses jilaying continuous perform¬ 
ances. 

Many of the managers of the different 
vaudeville houses, including no small 
number of the blg-tlmc theaters as well 
as the others, are voicing their complaints 
against the daylight-.saving system. In 
accordance with, their annual custom, iiut 
this year seem determined to take some 
definite action toward its repeal. Last 
year several meetings were held bv 
operators and in.'inagers of many thea¬ 
ters. including legitimate and motion pic¬ 
ture houses, as well as man.agers of those 
devoted to vaudeville, but no definite 
action resulted. Just whether the voiced 
complaints made this season and the 
talk of organized action will bring some 
definite move remains to be seen.

fair. The Idea is not half bad. Is differ¬ 
ent from the usual run of material and 
seems to suffer mostly at present from

However, the modiste’s employee 
frequently shows sparks of rare intelli¬ 
gence and gets the upper hand over the 
highbrow. She goes so far as to state 
that they would all be alike minus their 
clothes and that her own husband would 
most likely prefer her If they should 
exchange gowns. To which It Is agreed, 
resulting in the authoress changing Into 
an ill-fitting, colorless dress and the 
mlfllnet getting Into a beautiful white, be- 
jeweled gown. Even the modiste suddenly 
awakes to the fact that he loves her. 
when the lovely apparition In white ar¬ 
rives. 

When the husband is brought In a hush 
falls over the establishment and theater 
as well, for he is blind and plays the 
part well, getting the audience’s sympathy 
at once. Of course, the blind one makes 
It an easy victory for the authoress-wife 
and further nre.ssure Is brought to bear 
by making It known that he lost his 
sight while In the army. Whereupon the 
model lets It be known that her brother 
never returned from over there and an 
all-around better understanding Imme¬ 
diately exists be tween all present.

We .did u.se a 
march eacli niglit for a chaser, but we 
had to select marches in 4-4 tempo, as by 
that time in the evening we couldn’t un¬ 
derstand an.vthing el.-e. One night late 
in the .sea.soii we <lid try to |)lay a waltz, 
but we liad forgotten about 1-4 move¬ 
ments. Tlie Kii Miplionist seemed about 
the sanest of any of ns and held out for 
three counts in a measure. The pianist 
said four, wlilch was alstrf mv idea of it, 
but the drummer in.'-lst.d on five quick 
beats nnd a slow r*coveTy, so eventually 
we gave It up. Heiwever, I ree-ov*‘red 
and am managing ii dance orchestra now. 
so you see |I haven’t given up yet.”

The pi'-ture is over.V fla.®h . . . the hou.se lights are 
on. and there on the stage stand** R. L. Harlow, the man who has charge 
of ih“ mu'-lcal social s*'rvlce work in Pilene’s. He greets the audience 
and the children, tells what they are going to sing, gives the signal, and 
200 little throat®, “picked voices”, if you please, fairly burK with joy as 
they pour out their song. 

What do they sing? Ever^-thing good—the Viking Song. Prayer of 
Thanksgivi.tg, America's Message, Land of Hope and Glory, Greetings of 
Spring,'ra I to Duty, Keep on Hoping, as well as the time-worn favorite?. 
Barcarolle from the Ta'es of Hoffman, and Honey Bee. 

Last week Annie Bliewas and Morris Bllewas sang a duet; the week 
before Carmella Pasquariella sang a solo. Gertrude Waltzman, Johnny 
West. Harry Tafe and Philomena McLaughlin have also been‘heard to 
advantage. Who knows but that an embryo Galli-Curcl or John McCormack 
is among them! 

As evidence of their skill, the following Incident Is illuminating: 
One r^the members of the Apollo Club, Boston’s famous male chorus, hau- 
peneiWinto the theater on a recent Saturday afternoon and heard the 
children sing. "Why!” he exclaimed, we .«ang that S'ong (the Prayrr of 
Thanksgiving) at two different concerts, and made a mistake in that 
difficult place every time. How then can this chorus of children sing such 
a difficult composition perfectly?” "That’s easy,” replied Mr. Harlow. 
“We learn the difficult place FIRST and the reK is just a matter of course.” 

Now. you are wondering, what is this all about? If you ever chance 
Into this theater across from the North Station. In Boston, you are more 
likely to niarvel and say: ”How did this all come about!” 

Well, it came about like this; Up until a couple of years ago these 
children were the usual little pest? around the theater, unruly, noisy, 
mischievous, just waiting for a push as to whether they should “go to the 
bad” or amount to something. The chances were slim that they should 
ever amount to much, playing in alley? and hanging around cheap “movies”. 
But Luck was with them. It h.-ippened that this particular motion picture 
theater was not a cheap “movie”, but was owned by a public-spirited 
man, who became seriously alarmed at this problem of North and West 
End “young America”. 

"Either,” he said, "we must shut the children out of the theater al¬ 
together or eb'C do something constructive with them. One thing is cer¬ 
tain, we cannot endure them any longer as they are.” "Why not let them 
sing?” suggested the house manager. “They shout on all the jazz tunes; 
maybe they would sing something worth while.” 

Here was an idea. Mr. Harlow was sent for, and an invitation rent 
out to the children to come to the theater at nine o’clock on Saturday 
morning to have their voices tried. Four hundred children appeared, out 
of which number 200 voices were picked to be known as the Lancaster 
Community Chorus. 

For two years now Mr. Harlow, assisted by Mr.". Sally Frlse and 
some young ladies from the New England Conservatory vocal depart¬ 
ment, has worked with the children, developing individual voices, building 
up the chorus, as well as producing a special sextet of soloists which Mrs. 
Frise trains every Friday afternoon. At con.*4derable expen.se C!. W. 
Dimick. the owner, has built a studio across the street from the thea¬ 
ter, where all the mu?ic lessons are given free to talented youngsters. 

“What,” I a.sked Mr. Dimick. “is your purpose in doing this?” 
"To make good Americans of them,” he replied. “We catch them at 

the turning point. T df> not want to leave this world thinking that I have 
pushed .a lot of youngsters on their way toward becoming hoodlums and 
gangsters, a? undoubtedly the cheap movies in the poorer sections of the 
large cities are doing. I made up my mind that I would either do some¬ 
thing constructive for the children or el.se they must be kept away from 
the theater altogether. This chorus .and our musical work is the outcome 
of my decision. Thru good mu?ic we are teaching the youngsters what 
America really means—order, decency, the Golden Rule, and, last but 
not least, love of country—this United States of America, the best country 
in the world.” 

Why is it that you have never given this good work any publicity, that 
other communities might try it?” I asked. “I just happtmed to bear about 
it thru ?ome other club women, who, like myself, are interested in Music 
as a means of sm ial .service.” 

“Because,” replied Mr. Dimick, “I am not exploiting the children, and 
I do not want my purposes to be miscon.strued as they might be if made 
public.” 

Who should walk In at ihis moment but General Charle? A. Cole, a life¬ 
long friend of Mr. Dimick’a. After explaining the purpose of my inter¬ 
view I asked the GeneraJ if he had ever heard the children sing. “Have 
I?” he replied. “If you want to get the thrill of a lifetime, just ’happen’ 
into this theater between three and four o’clcK-k on a Saturday afternoon 
and hear the youngsters sing .Ijncrp-a flic Brauti/ul. They sing thi?, I 
understand, as a sf»rt of Is-nediction to each program. Two hundred 
radiant little faces, viewing the ‘Promised Land’—Italian. Jewish. Irish.

Following the announcement of the 
Cincinnati Central Labor Council that It 
had voted to extend its moral support 
to the local Stage Employees’ I'nion’s 
demand for a wage Increase for members 
employed at the Zoo, Charles G. Miller, 
business manager of the Zoo. stated last 
week that an enlarged orchestra of mu¬ 
sicians from the Cincinnati Symphony 
would replace grand opera during the 
season. 

The decision was the Zoo’s reply to 
the stage employees’ demand, which wa.s 
considered unreasonable by the manage¬ 
ment. According to Mr. Miller, the Zoo’ 
was willing to meet the highest wage 
scale in effect at down-town theaters, but 
the amount i)ald stage employees had 
grown so out of proportion to the total 
cost of the oi»era that is was out of the 
question to further increase It. In 1921 
the cost of the eight weeks’ opera season 
was $48,200, he pointed out, and the cost 
due to additional features as well as in¬ 
creases in wages had mounted to $73,800 
for the eight weeks’ season in 1924. 

"We were not asking for exorbitant 
pay.” said ’W’liliam C. Elliott, business 
representative of the local union. "We 
wanted the same t)ay received by stage 
employees at the Cox Theater for stock 
work, plus |r« a week for department 
heads and assl-'^tants and 50 cents a per¬ 
formance more for extra men. Even 
then we would have bc«“n underpaid in 
comparison with the scale paid for 
similar work in other cities.”

Mr. Elliott declared it 
was a matter of record that the union 
voted by a rising vote, upon roll call, for

Dull Programs. Not Radio. 
Cause of Concert Slump AND OTHER 

READING 
Reviewed by 

DON CARLE GILLEHE 

Xot many months ago one heard and 
read much as to the cause for the very 
evident lack of interest in concerts and 
the majority of concert managers and 
artists plaied the blame on the radio. 
I>>ndon now is in the midst of a similar 
discussion and some deny radio is re- 
.>-ponslble for the small audiences and 
attribute the reason to the dullness of 
loncert programs. This explanation 
conies from many noted artists, while on 
the other hand certain concert managers 
ascribe the trouble to the wireless and 
still others claim no progress has been 
made In the management of concerts in 
a long period of years. In an article 
published recently. Sir Langdon Roland, 
director of the Ouildliall Sclioid of Music, 
of London. England, is quoted as having 
.stated concert.-! must be brightened if 
they are again to become a paying propo¬ 
sition. Tills same article stated that 
some of the most prom nent of the con¬ 
cert artists have seconded the 8U«»'’estion 
that a majority of the pre.sent-day pro¬ 
grams are completely out of date. 

Concert managers and artists in this 
country would do well to consider thes - 
expressions of opinion from London as 
in a great measure they are applicable 
to the concert situation In the United 
States. Many, far too many, artists are 
well content to present the same type of 
program .season after season, and ap¬ 
parently are too lazy to search for an 1 
prepare new songs or new piano and vi¬ 
olin compositions. The same is true 
with orchestral music, ns many conduc¬ 
tors are satisfied to make up the major 
portion of their prof-mms from time¬ 
worn compositions and every sea.son finds 
a number of the orcliestras presenting the 
s.lf-saiiie works. Artists, concert man¬ 
agers and conductors couTd to advantage 
give much consideration to the selection 
of new compositions and compositions 
which are not repeated time and time 
again not only In their own programs 
hut those of others who appear In th ■ 
concert halls.

Henry Ten Eyck 'Perry says that In order to understand the concrete embodi¬ 
ments of the laughing muse it Is necessary to have .some notion of the comic point 
of view. So he gives this in an introductory chapter, entitled Theory and Practice 
of Dramatic Comedy, in which he briefly reviews the philo.sophy of laughter from 
Aristotle to the pre.«-ent day. with particular attention to the two chief theories as 
to the nature of human mirth. Then follow chapters in which Perry traces the 
artistic can-er of Sir George Etherege. William Wycherley, William Congreve, Sir 
John Vanbrugh and George Karquhar, after which there is a final chapter setting 
off the highly developed Comedy of Manners avainst the more primitive Comedy of 
Situation and the less artificial Comedy of Character as they appear In English 
literature. 

The manner In which Congreve and others captured the elusiveness and grace, 
the gaiety and the detachment that are inextricably to be as.soc-lated with the 
Comic Sjiirit. and how they Incorporated this Comic Spirit with such melodrainatio 
and mechanical plots as they u.sed for the back^rround of their plays. Is .set forth 
in a thoro and highly intere.sting, as well as informative, etyle by the author of this 
volume. There is no doubt that the playwrights of the Restoration, tho they seem 
to have thiown conventions about morality to the winds, furnish us With the best 
examples in English drama of that finely tempered and infinitely pret imis thing 
called the Comic Spirit, and Perry explains the methods, contemporary liilluences 
and re.>"Ults of these writers with competence and understanding. The Istok is both 
Informative to the student of comedy and enjoyable as reading. Particularly de¬ 
lightful are the descriptions and discussions of the plays written by the st^-eral 
authors mentioned.

’’Made in Germany” London, April 29.—The inner history of the ’’flop” of Orth and Codec at the 

Wintergartens Theater In Berlin is curious. When the Lusitania wa.s sunk 
in the spring of 1915 Wolheim, the agent, of London, wrote a letter to The 

Times denouncing the Germans. 
After thourmlstlce, when it was heard that Wolheim inUmded to visit Berlin, It 

was said that if he dared enter the 
Central Cafe on the Frederichstra.s.se he 
would be killed. He went there but noth¬ 
ing h.appened, but simultaneously with 
his visit there apix'arcd in the trade press, 
^th Thr Organ and The Program, an 
article heailed ”Kin licber I.,;»ndsman !” 
wherein was cpioti d a garbled v« rsion of 
Wolhoim’e 101.5 letter. There also ap¬ 
peared the w.’irning that he was booking 
attractions for Germany. 

It then fore seems apparent that Ann 
Codee was made to suffer thru the 
Chauvinism of the Gern'.an Agents’ As¬ 
sociation. Surely this is c.arrylng things 
to a very fine point. Nevcrtheletyi the 
organized opposition was all the more 
Ainealled for ,is we believe It to be a fact 
that Frank Grth and others In -Vmerica 
did their .--hare in subscribing money for 
the helj* of Berman artistes in Germany 
when the mark crashed. We .saw the 
act at th • Wintergartens. We as.^.-rt 
that the :n’t is the best laughing hit 
we have had in Bbigland for years, and 
one of the causes of it not registering a 
hit was Its translation into Gerihan and 
also tbat Mlsa Codee was not allowed 

to put over that fascinating French ac¬ 
cent. This would be tab<K» In Germ.any 
and yet It is the hit In lOngland. Never¬ 
theless they stuck the engagement out— 
and we don’t blame them, and is 
not to be chuckeil up is If? But Frankie 
Is very sore at the unsport>Tnanlike man¬ 
ner In which they were received by the 
very people whom they themselves had 
helped. 

An Intrrnationil Program 

’The German artistes have, as you al¬ 
ready know, been up in arms at the 
.seeming exclusion of their nationals from 
the two principal theaters in Berlin anri 
al the Deut.'vher Theater at Munich. 
Only one German act recrntly at »h<- 
Scala. Berlin. Mass meetings were held 
and the I. A. L. and its otliciul.s were 
taken to task hy m^mls-rs ami ni>nm* tn- 
hi-rs alike. The Lotulon Colls»-iim pro¬ 
gram for this we«k hhould give the Oer- 
nt.ans |>au.se for thought. As <-abled, not 
one British music hail act is playing 
there this week, the only British turn 
being a ladies’ jazz orche.stra, whieh wa.s 
recently playing dance mufic at the 

Covent Garden Theater during it.s danc¬ 
ing season under the nuinageinent of 
Bertram W. Mills. It is not a music 
hall act in any manner, shaiH' or form. 
For the re.st, America predominates. 
Frank Tinney, Fred Duprez, Ann 
Codee, Rente RIano and Layton and 
Johnston. All acts of merit and proved 
winners with Briti.^h vaude. audiences. 
The Russians are repre.seiitcd by Kar¬ 
savina and I’rince Olsde.snkl, with Japan 
having Masu and Yuri. Hut wo have 
not gone hysterical. The.se things some¬ 
times happen. It is not usual to so see 
this, but what can one expect when 
vaudeville Is getting so International? 

Graft in Vaudeville 
It’s all very well to talk in general 

terms about these things and we admit 
that actual chapter and verse is hard to 
get. It seems that the '‘palmoH” business 
has b«-en greatly encouraged by the ad¬ 
vent of revues, the more so today when 
there are more revues than vacancies. 
Resident managers over here are on a 
different plane to your side and we have 
Ju.st heard of .oonie of the experiences they 
put over some folk in the revue game. 
These shows are mo.stly on a "sharing” 
basis. When the ’’payout” comes on the 
Saturday night some of these managers 
want a “nikeoft” for tlaunselves .and 
many are the ways they try to get it. 
This Is not confiiusl to ’•hick” towns 
but affects some of tho biggest and best. 
One cuch asked a man new. to the road 
to hand him over $3.5 which the ’ocal 
man h<ad paid out of bi.s own pocket for 
the good of the roatl show. Smelling a 
rat tile traveling man agreed provided 
the amount was pl.aced on his balance 
sheet In his "contra”. The local man 
•iidn’t press for the payment, leaving 
the inference that the $35 would have 
thus gone to his own pocket, the more 
so ns he gave no voucher.^ for It. An¬ 
other of these gentry coolly told the 
revue man that his show was no good, 
that he had a good show and If the 
traveling man would put up $2,500 he 
would see that his tour booked it be¬ 
cause he was In on the deal. One man 
went so far an to ask what had tho 
■■Guvnor” left for him out of hla share. 
Another man put on his balance sheet 
to his partner that he had to pay $125 to 
another resident manager as a "booking 
fee” apart from the agent’s percentage. 
When it Is stressed that the man who 
made this statement Is himself a theater 
owner and in a position to negotiate di¬ 
rect one wonders how much further this 
graft and deceit is extending. One 
revue man invited some bookers .md 
agents Into the country to see his new 
show. The hotel bill was a sight for tho 
gods. Bedroom fires Came to about $20. 
whilst cigars at 60 cents were as thick 
as the leaves at Vlllambrosa, and as 
fur the “double" whiskies and etceteras!! 
Had these same people had to pay for 
their own, well what a different tale we 
would be able to tell. 

Laddie Cliff in Divorce 

Mrs. Elizabeth Perry, an American 
lady. Is divorcing her hubby, Laddie 
Cliff. She obtained restitution of con¬ 
jugal rights in April, 1923. She was 
married to Cliff in Detroit, Mich., In 
1913, but he left her in the fall of 1932. 
She wrote him asking him to "try again” 
and to provide a home for her. but he 
replied that ho found no fault with her 
but “it Is Just that our natures are con¬ 
trary.” The divorce will be beard in the 
near future. 

A New Firm of Agents 

Candidly, we do wonder how all these 
10 per centers exist.

C. B C. Again 
L.ast night marked the return to active 

production in London of our mo.st far- 
sighted, fearless and competent showman, 
Charles B. Cochran. His name has been 
much in the pre.ss recently, for in addi¬ 
tion to this Oil With the Dance venture 
there was hi?* di.scharge from b.ank- 
ruptcy late last week and al.so discus¬ 
sion in the pre.ss as to the advisability 
of Inviting critics to the first nights of 
theatrical productions. This aro.se out of 
the fact that C. B. Is alleg* d to have sug¬ 
gested that he thought of inviting the 
critics* to the fifth night of On With the 
Dance, by which time the work may be 
expected to have settle*! down into .some¬ 
thing like shape. 1 can hardly credit C. 
B. with having seriously intende*! this 
alKiut his own show.s. for 1 know he 
usually has things thoroly licked into 
s'hape from the word "go”. But, of 
course, there is always such a thing as 
first-night nerves on the part of players 
for the impresario to contend with. 

The discharge above referred to pro¬ 
vided C. B. with another of those unu?'ual 
tributes to which this unu.sual man must 
be getting accustomed by this time. It 
will be remembered that C. B.’s liabilities 
amounted to pretty well half a million 
dollars with inconsiderable asswt.s, yet 
when he applied thus early for his dis¬ 
charge from bankruptcy the application 
w.as pressed home with the utmost 
vigor by his creditors, a ?'tate of affairs 
almost without iirecedent, as was re¬ 
marked by the Omcial Receiver. Cochran 
proposed a judgment for $5,000, and it 
was stated that this amount would more 
than cover the costs of the bankruptcy 
and leave all the as.'ets fr*e for the 
creditors, and this was agreed. This 
zeal of his creditors to free C. B.’s hands 
so that he can get to work again without 
embarrassment would .**eem to be dictated 
by more than common belief in his ability 
to make good and, when he has done so, 
to pay up as he did on a previous oc¬ 
casion. 

On With It! 

My cabled criticism will have informed 
readers of this journal concerning the 
many excellencies of On With the Dance, 
but inasmuch as a C. B. C. production Is 
generally one of the chief events of the 
sea.son, A London Letter would be in¬ 
complete without some, however in¬ 
adequate, mention. The thing which 
struck me mo.st about the show was the 
unanimity of really personal enthusiasm 
shown by the audience. Time after 
time real salvos of vfK-al applause burst 
out in all parts of the house, often hold¬ 
ing up the action unmercifully. And 
C. B.’s reception, when at the end he 
reluctantly appeared after many minutes 
of cheering and calling, might well have 
lieen en' it d by the greatest star, tht*at- 
rical, political or princely. ' 

C. B. .said that this had been called 
hi.s renascence, and if it were so "it 
is better to be born again than to be 
born”. My own impre?'sion is that not 
only Is our most hrilliant showman re¬ 
born but that a new lease of life has 
been given to revue art in which he ha.s 
by this prtjtluction, created a new style, 
impre.**sed with the unmi.stakable seal of 
hi?* own personality.

Burglars Raid Chorus Equity Evidently Equity and the chorus 

Equity are boKlnnlnR to be classed 
as wealthy institutions worth the at¬ 

tention of the underworld. Hardly had 
the Chorus Equity really settled down In 
its new quarters when a squad of bur¬ 
glars dropped in to give it the once over. 
The official report of the executive sec¬ 
retary of the Chorus Equity Associa¬ 
tion relates that: 

‘This Is to report officially that the 
offices of the Chorus Equity were broken 
into Friday nigh^May 8. 

"The window^ of the dancing class, 
which open on the fire escape, were 
forced open. The thieves evidently 
went thru the transom, jumping down 
on a desk in the office, breaking one of 
the wire baskets as they did so. 

"I am glad to report tliat our loss w;ia 
not serious, at any rate it was not .‘M-rious 
to the Chorus Equity, as it consieted of 
personal prop«-rty—a wristwatch belong¬ 
ing to Miss Melville, a desk clock from 
my desk and an Ingersoll wati-h fnun 
my desk. An attempt was made to force 
open a file, but was unsuccessful. The 
safe was untouched. Mr. Mesiirac's pa¬ 
pers had been scattered all over the place. 
As he has not yet arrived I cannot tell 
what damage has been done to his report 
if any. 

“I have notified the police department. 
1 am having new catches put on the win¬ 
dows and have applied for burglar in¬ 
surance. 

"The third floor of the building was 
also broken into. I do not know anything 
concerning their loss." 

Month’s Dues Grace Only When Needed 

In some quarters there is apparently 
an impression that there is a period of 
two months’ grace within Which Equity 
members may delay the payment of dues. 
One road representative of the associa¬ 
tion reported that people were generally 
inclinen to avail themselves of what they 
I'onsidered thvir privilege under tlie by¬ 
laws. 

It Is an entirely erroneous impression, 
however. Under certain circum8tanc*-s 
the council is willing to permit those 
who have not been working for some time 
one month in which to bring themselves 
back to go<-»d standing with regard to dues. 
But that Is a privilege granted in indi¬ 
vidual instances and is not a general 
rule. Certainly those memlxrs who have 
been working regularly and who are in 
jMissession of sufficient funds to make 
the payment should not attempt to avail 
tliemselves of this privilege. 

At the time the council sanctioned the 
one month’s exemption it was generally 
expected that it would be more generally 
sought In the fall, after the summer’s 
idleness, and not at the end of winter 
engagements. 

IfiTfstigation Too Much for Impresarios 

A valuable activity of the Chorus 
Equity A.'isociation, tho it is one which 
receives little publicity, is the investiga¬ 
tion of Impresarios who propo.se to take 
chorus girls out of the country. The 
very real danger to wlilch these girls 
might be subjected in the ab.sence of such 
scrutiny is indicati’d in a recent report 
from the executive secretary of the Cho¬ 
rus Equity. 

"In the past two weeks I have in¬ 
vestigated two calls we have had from 
people wanting to take girl.s abroad— 
in Doth ca8<‘s the men investigated dis¬ 
appeared—which leads me to bi-licve that 
it Is just as well the investigation was 
started. Work of this kind takes a great 
deal of time, and the results do not 
show’. I doubt if our niernhers re.alize 
the amount of time expended in such in¬ 
vestigations. As they don't result in work 
for them they probably don't tliink we've 
done anything. I have found the Ameri¬ 
can consuls most courteous in helping 
In such Investigations. 

And Still the Vilbin Parsoed 'Em 
Undeterred by the failure of the effort 

to eliminate dramatic tent shows In the 
State of Tex.’is thru discriminatory taxes 
and siM'oial requirements, it is allegt“d that 
the motion-picture-theater interests have 
shifted their campaign to two ot’ner 
Southern States, Florida and Mississippi. 
There they have sought their ends bv 
increasing "materially the city, county and 
State licenses to companies playing thru 
them. In an attempt to discover whether 
there was any valid reason for this in¬ 
crease Equity’s executive secretary wrote 
to the se<Tctaries of State of Florida and 
Mississippi, saying; 

’’As you will note by this letterhead 
the .\ctor8’ Equity Association represents 
all the legitimate and musical comedy 
players In the country. 

’’It has come to our attention that the 
citv licenses in the towns of your State 
and the State and wunty licenses for 
trawling tent dramatic shows have in¬ 
creased very much of late and you would 
oblige us greatly if you would ser.d us 
the actual figures. 

“Will you permit us to say that. In our 

opinion, the traveling tent dramatic show 
has a real place in the amusements of 
the people. It is the only chance which 
citizens of remote districts have to get 
any knowledge of the theater of our coun¬ 
try. We do not for a moment pretend 
that these traveling shows can compete 
W’ith those in the larrge cities, but. humble 
a.s they SI metimeg may be, they are. in 
our opinion, productive of much good. 

’’It would appear from information 
which conies to our hands that the mo¬ 
tion-picture-theater interests, for selfish 
reasons, .are dning ttieir utmost to pass 
legislation which will drive the tent-show 
manager out of busine.ss. The reason for 
thi.s is obvious, since the traveling show 
at times hurts the attendance at the mo¬ 
tion picture theaters. But the policy of 
live and let live should be pursued bv all. 

’’Any data on this subject which you 
can conveniently forward will be greatly 
appreciated.” 

Shubrrt Managers Most Watch Manners 
Complaints as to the language used by 

I ertain of the stage managers of the Shu- 
le i-t musical attractions, especially with 
regard to the chorus, were laid before 
i:d Bloom of the Shubert offices by the 
executive secretary of the Chorus Etpiify 
.V'-soeiation. Reporting of the occasion 
fur the complaint and its result Mrs. 
Bryant wrote: 

"Twice recently I have had occasion 
to sp«-ak to Bloom about the language 
ued by his stage managers to meinber.< 
of his chorus—one the l^l v Tlinh Companv 
and one in the Chicago f^tvdrnt Privrr, 
In the case of the latter one of the cho¬ 
rus men came back at him with equally 
choice language and was dismissed in¬ 
stantly. I had him taken back and a two 
weeks’ notice given Instead—and I sug¬ 
gested to Bloom that if the management 
would insl.st that stage managers treat 
chorus people as ladies and gentlemen 
they might justify the treatment. Follow¬ 
ing this the following letter was sent to 
all managers and stage managers of 
Shubert musical attractions with instrnc- 
tions that it was to be placed on tlie call 
bon rd : 

•’ ’It is expected of our stage managers 
that they will treat the chorus with every 

consideration. The fact thaf they occupy 
smaller positions does not make them any 
less human or less sensitive In their feel¬ 
ings tlian our biggest stars. 

“ ’While I am glad to state that most 
of our st.age m.magers already act up to 
this precept, there are one or two excep¬ 
tions to the rule, which neces.sitates the 
Sending out of this general notice to all 
of them. 

’’ ’It is well to remember that all of the 
members of the cliorus are 100 per cent 
Equity, and that when they join Equity 
they assume obligations as well as our¬ 
selves. Any infraction of rules by them, 
any inattention to business or any neglect 
of their duties is sufficient cause for us 
to turn th*‘m over to Equity for dis¬ 
cipline. which we will do. I therefor® 
suggest to the stage managers that the 
members of our chorus will bear 
thi.s in tnind so that all our fu- 
tme relations will be harmonious and 
agreeable. "A house divided against It¬ 
self cannot stand.” It is well for all to 
remember tliat only the united efforts of 
all. good will, content, harmony and am¬ 
bition, will bring success. 

" 'I sincerely trust that the.«e few lines 
win be the cause of everybody getting 
together and putting their shoulder to the 
wheel and trying to make each other 
happy and comfortable for the balance of 
the season.’" 

Two Swain Suspensions 
Ttic council has suspended C. R. Mc¬ 

Kinney and W. A. Mullins for continuing 
to pl.ay in the W. I. Swain Shows. Inc., 
<"ntrary to the orders of their associa- 
tii>n. No member of the .\ctors’ Equity 
.\ -icialion or of the Chorus Equity As¬ 
sociation may play with either until he 
has ht*en reinstated by the council. 

Where Does "The Road" Begin? 

The council has recently been con- 
ci rned with the question as to whether 
the "Subway Circuit” was part of the 
N- \v ■^’ork City engagement or whether It 
could be considered as part of the road. 

It was not merely an academic ques¬ 
tion. for some engagements are made only 
for the New '^'ork run, and practically

Chorus 
members of this company were paid for 
the work actually done and given their 
return faro. Some of them held con¬ 
tracts guaranteeing them five weeks’ 
work. Their claims have been taken by 
the Chorus Equity and It Is thought that 
tlie bond held will cover all amounts due. 

The Chorus Equity cabled return fare 
to one of its members who went to 
Havana with a company. She is the only 
Equity girl who left with the company. 
The Chorus Equity Insisti'd that the 
amount of her return transportation be 
piaced with the association. She Is not 
only the only Equity girl who left with 
the company—slie is the only girl who is 
buck. 

A man came to onr engagement depart¬ 
ment and wanted girls to work In a re¬ 
vue in a theater he cl.aimed to own in 
H.ivana. The salary was good, and the 
man was willing to promise anything. A 
ji tter was sent from the Chorus Equity 
til the .\meriean consul in Havana asking 
this man’s standing. The reply was th:U 
there was no such theater as the one he 
i l-iimed to own—and that was only the 
least damning part of the reply. Un¬ 

fortunately tlie man had been told that 
We had written the consul—so he never 
came back to see what the consul said. 

This is only a part of a week's 'work, 
and yet some of our new members, who 
know nothing of pre-Equity conditions, 
wonder what Equity is for. 

Two showers have been installed for 
the use of the pupils in the dancing 
class. Because of the increasing demand 
for acrobatic dancers certain hours have 
been set aside in which only acrobatic 
dancing is taught, and other "hours have 
been designated for step dancing. More 
and more managers are demanding that 
their show girls dance as well as the lit¬ 
tle dancers. If you expect to work next 
season you must be a trained dancer. Tiie 
Chorus Equity dancing class is here to 
help you.

After some consideration the council 
ruled that If the Subway Circuit en¬ 
gagement Immediately preceded or fol¬ 
lowed the run of the play In a Broadwav 
house it niight be considered a part of 
the New York run. but that If the play 
went on the road and then dipped back 
to New York for a week or more that 
tliat part of the engagement was still on 
the road. 

The reason for this differentiation is 
that most members have establishmentc 
In New York which have to be broken 
when the attraction in which they are 
playing takes to the road. Such a pro¬ 
cedure almost invariably entails higlier 
expenditures, and these are acknowledged 
in the higher salary paid the players. 

But It is not possible in most instances 
for players to take root again in the 
week or two or three of the Subway 
Circuit engagement when once they have 
gone on the road, and hence their ex¬ 
penses are fully as much for that part 
of the tour as for any other road stand.

Two J. S. MacLaughlins 

James S. MacLaughlin of New York 
has written in to deny that he is the 
man who. ns was recorded In a recent 
deputy report, had been suspended for 
working In a Swain show. 

James S. MacLaughlin of New York 
declares that he is a loyal Equity member 
and that he has never worked for Swain 
nor would he do so contrary to the or¬ 
ders of his association. 

Value of Equity Home Sice Increasing 

The business Judgment of the Equity 
officers, council and their advisers in 
purchasing the present site of Equity 
headquarters is evidenced by the amount 
of new construction which is In process 
thruout the whole block on which the 
building stands. 

According to an article on the real 
estate page of a New York paper the value 
of this block Is $14,000,000 and our 
own building, purchased at $115,000, Is 
now, according to this estimate, worth 
$150,000. 

An Actors' Name His Trade Mark 
■We have a clause in our contract 

which calls for a notification to the audi¬ 
ence when there is a cliange in the cast. 
One of our members, being ill and un- 
ible to play, called up the management 
••tnd requested that this rule be observed, 
but without result, whereupon he put In 
a claim. The case was arbitrated and 
the umpire was a man not connected with 
the tlieater. His decision was that the 
actor should be paid full salary, con¬ 
tending that since the actor’s name had 
been used contrary to the conditions of 
the contract he was entitled to compen¬ 
sation therefor. He further Intimated 
that an actor’s name was his trade mark 
and If wrongly used might create con¬ 
siderable personal damage to the actor 
and his reputation. _

Beginning with this issue of The Bill- 
h.'ard there is a new symbol in the i 
riionclic Key: (m) takes the place of 
(liw) in “whisker”, which is now rep- 
rc.>cnted by (Miska) ^instead of 
(Inviska). The (hw) was never con¬ 
sistent with the principle of a separate 
symbol for each sound, the principle on 
which the phonetic alphabet is based. 
In “water” (wa:ta) the (w) is a 
voiced consonant. In “which” (MitJ) 

the (m) is a consonant of the same 
formation but without voice. Some 
phoneticians make no further distinc¬ 
tion than to call (w) voiced and its 
mate (.w) unvoiced. William Tilly, 
however, points out that the (m) has 
a strong breath, whereas a voiceless (w) 
is relatively weak. For practical pur¬ 
poses, therefore, it is well to think ofi 
(w) as voiced and of (m) as voice¬ 
less but with a strong breath. Up to 
this time the (hw) has been used to 
represent the one sound of (m). In 
dialectal speech we may sometimes hear 
the actual two sounds of (hw). With 
the new symbol we can easily distin¬ 
guish between (m) and (hw) if we 
have occas^n to represent the latter in 
pronunciation, and we can get the true 
relation between (w) and (m) as al¬ 
ready described.

J. M. Kerrigan, whose Irish dialect 
Is given in the transcription at the center 
of the page, was born in Dublin and 
educated at Belvedere College of that city. 
He began his stage career at the Abbey 
Theater and remained with the Irish 
National Theater Society for nine years. 
He came to America with the Irish 
Players in 1911, and since 1916 has spent 
a good deal of his time In New York. 

He Is now playing with the Stagers in 
Kosmereholm at the 52d Street Theater. 

The Abbey Theater from the start 
aimed to cultivate the lovely voices and 
the beautiful siieech that is heard among 
the Irish people. To this end it culti¬ 
vated an Irish dialect b<ith In its writing 
and in the speech of the actors that was 
t.'iken from life. Lady Gregory was th.-> 
first to use Irish Idiom, as it is spoken, to 
any large extent. In his study of the 
dialect of the IVbst Co.ast, Synge is 
greatly influenced by the rhythni of the 
(iaelic language which the speakers of 
Gaelic continue to use when spe.aking 
Knglish. This same rhythm is to bo 
found in Lady Gregory’s plays, altho to 
a less extent than in the plays of Synge. 

The dialect of the Abbey Theater 
might be called a standard Irish, a 
dialect that is understand.-ible and agree¬ 
able to all clas.ses of people. The dialect 
is not especially broad, but is in ail 
essentials good Irish. Some comment on 
the sounds may be of some assistance in 
making the transcription more useful.

The amount of space 
occupied !*■ the electrical apparatus, and 
its IO'’atic.n on the stage fl'^^r and ab<>ve. 
must always be taken lnff> consideration 
;n laying out a production, and usually 
represents a real problem. 

REFLECTIONS OF DOROTHEA 

The house equipment In the Theater 
Guild’s new theater on ZZd street. New 
Vork. is i>erhap» the most scientifi'- and 
efTW-ient system of lighting on the Ameri¬ 
can stage today. Munroe R. Pevear, w* ll- 
kD<>wn illuminating engine, r and color 
specialist, is responsible for the designing 
and installation. He 8p<nt 15 years in 
the development of his theories and first 
started work on the problems of the 
Theater Guild at the request of 
Flmonson In 1921. 

fn the new theater the primary object 
was to give the scenic forces as much 
working snace as iKisylble. With the ex¬ 
ception of a f* w portable "local light" 
units the stage floor is kept entirely free. 
Overhead the lighting apparatus occupies 
a space of but four feet upstage from 
the curtain line and the same amount 
downstage from the back cloth. The rest 
of the gridiron Is at the disp<isal of the 
scenic artist and the production crew. 
The foots are of the disappearing t>'pe, 
controlhd in four ee<-tlons of three colors 
each, and when used at all are burned at 
about 1-100th of their volume and In a 
contrasting color to the rest of the Illumi¬ 
nation for puriK.-ses of undershadows only. 
The front lighting is taken care of by 
especially designed 1,000-watt incandes¬ 
cent spots, equal to a 35-amp. arc, which 
throw absolutely no spill In the audi¬ 
torium. on the apron or drapery. These 
units are concealed in the structure of 
the house above the balcony and are 
controlled from the stage. 

A bridge hangs Just back of the pro¬ 
scenium and supports 12 400-watt tea.ser- 
spot hoods. Ten similar hoods, of both 
tiie 400-watt and 1,000-watt type, are 
mounted high above the head level on 
pipes fastened to the tormentors, on each 
side of the arch, flach unit is controlled 
s-parately on the board and on individual 
dimmers. They are all balanced In weight 
and may be adjusted by simply pciking 
them with a pole, facilitating quick 
changes. All the spots are what are 
known as "soft edge”, with a distinct 
center brilliancy fading gradually to 
darkness at the edges with no line of 
demarcation. These 32 units cover, and 
fully Illuminate, the entira acting area 
and leave the back cloth In practically 
total dsrkne.ss. Kach small section of the 
ii'-tlng space may be lighted separatelv 
or the whole stage may be flooded. Tl:.* 
iioods are eguipp d with shutters to shape 
the throw’ of liglit for fine adju.«tmeni of 
the blinding line so that, with these and 
the swltchbos’d control, the scenic artist 
iiiav bring out or cover up at will. 

Perhafis tlie most interesting feature of 
the Guild Tlie.at* r equipment is the Pevear 
cyclorama lighting equlptnent. comprised 
of hanging units, trimmed at the amazing 
height of 70 fi et off tlie stage floor, and 
horizon-effect tinlts. In traps at the base 
f>f the cloth. Filters of the three primary 
colors of light—red, blue and green—are 
Used in the sectional hanging units, which 
rontain In all 72 l.hOO-watt lamps. The 
colors Intermingle and throw a sheet of 
light of ahsolute even Vfilume in any de¬ 
sired color of the spectrum. Tiie trap 
appuratuK Is used only for effects. All 
• iilors -are c-ontrolled separately and cir¬ 
cuits divide file cyclorama illumination 
in four B< ction.*--. so that the sides, the 
hack or the entire cloth mav be lit. The 
cyclorama mav be fully illuminated and 
yet. with the front and proscenitim lights 
out. the acting area will be comparatively 
pilch dark. 

“Mike” O’Connor is In charge of the 
hoard at the Guild Tlieuter. whlcli em¬ 
bodies 121 plates and 24 sliding-type 
dimmers. He proudl.y claims to be able 
to produce anv desired effect for an artist 
or director. Simonson. Carolvn Hancock 
and other members of the Guild's techni- 
<al and nrtistic staff are very enthusiastic 
over thiir new equipment and promise 
great results. 

Pevear’s lighting has been used bv the 
Theater Guild and T>-e Simonson for fh'« 
past four years. Walter Hampden used 
the Pevear equipment in The JoUft r 
and In C^rrano, both in its year’s run in 
New York last season and on tour this 
vear. The beautiful effects in Flame of 
Lore last vear were obtained with Pevear 
units and Charles Wagner credits a good 
portion of the artistic success of his 
Hcnrammiche to the same source.

The problem of what to do about the late arrivals at the theater is 
liecoiiiing more serious'than ever in New \urk. In many play- 
hou.ses lately the evening curtain has been going up anywhere from 

5 to 15 minutes later than the scheduled time. This means that some 
«>f the .shows do not start until close to 9 o'clock, and do not end until 
well after 11. 

Unfortunately the offenders for the most part belong to the 
“stylish” class that constitutes the most prolitable patronage—taken 
individually—and theater managers probably hesitate about exercising 
severity for fear of losing this trade. So the late comers are humorccl 
umil they become chronic stragglers. 

Considered from all angles, this catering to the stylish class is 
not, in the long run, as profitable to the theater as it may seem, h'or 
instance, even a wait of two or three minutes provokes auilihle com¬ 
plaints in all parts of the theater, and the longer an amliencc has to 
wait for the rise of the curtain the harder will it he for the actors 
in the play to make the auditors satisfied with the performance. 
Also, the later a show begins the more people will there be who— 
being commuters and having to catch last trains—must leave before 
the show is over. Many commuters will even stay away from the 
theater after finding out that they can’t remain to see the entire show 
without missing their train. 

There are plenty of other valid objections to the late curtain— 
and the late arrivals. Tardiness at the theater shows lack nf real in¬ 
terest in the play. It is practically an exhibition of contempt for those 
who think enough of playgoing to be punctual. 

A rule prohibiting anyone from being sealed between the rise of 
the curtain and an intermission would soon educate the majority of 
delinquems. t)uly a very few woubl resent such a measure to the 
extent of staying away from the theater altogether, and this small hx-, 
would he more than offset by the large numbers who would he made 
happy. The chances arc that it would cron induce a great many more 
to attend the theater.

to sec their idol’s bust given its proper place in the Hall of Fame they 
would be thrilled anew, .albeit a little puzzled over the changes time has 
wfoupht. In their day it wotild have bet'n something of irreverence to 
introduce an actress among the |>oliticians and the s>oldiers on terms of 
equality. True, Davie Carrick pamhled at the same table at the same 
club witlv Burke and Samuel Johnson and Sheridan, but that was in 
Fngland. 

The recognition of the genius of Charlotte Cushman i.s richly deserved. 
She was our first great American Hady Macbeth, and, while thi» genera¬ 
tion cannot compare her directl.v >vith some of her successors like 
Modjeska, the fact that I.«ondon acclamied her many years ago may be 
taken as proof of her artl.stry. Not only was she our lir>vt great Ltidy 
Maebeth, she was perhaps the first of the really great women artists to 
manage su<M:essfully a theater. 

Great as an artist, she was, if we are to believe her contemporaries, 
ever greater as a woman. She loomed large, asking no concessions to her 
sex, in a day of giants among American men. She belongs in the Hall of 
Fame.

CRITICIZING THE “MOVIES" 
The motion picture industry just now is suffering: bec.quse of it*' Rre.qt 

prominence in the social life of the ivorld. Hostile criticism, like 
another destructive force, loves a shininc mark, and the "movies’’ 

stand out a brilliant target for the darts of ail detractor.*. Kecently the 
National Congress of Parents and Teachers at Austin, -Tex., let fly at 
‘‘the practice of lilm producers of grouping a vnlgar picture with a pic¬ 
ture of merit in order to sell the p<'or picture.” The organization also 
recommended to its .subsidiaries the formation of ‘‘better tilme" commit¬ 
tees that would view all lilms shown locally and report their character 
to a central boily. 

A special cfunmittee of the Commonwealth Club of San Francisco also 
reported vigorous, and, to a great extent Ju.stiliable, crltii isnifi of th** 
Iniiustry and miide recommendations which would be of more merit if 
there \vere any wa.v of enforcing them upon what is, after all, a private 
industry, the management of which cannot be seized by well-meaning 
reformers. It is an industry of great public importance and of powe rful 
influence for good or bad. IJut it ciin be Improved only by recognition of 
and co-operation with those controlling it—not by wholesale denunciation 
of them and a demand that they be replaced by agente of reform. 

There is no particular merit In the retort, "■5'ou’re another." else the 
heads of the film industries might well employ it in response to many of 
their critics. Chief ot these, of course, is the daily press. Doeo it enter 
upon the campaign against filmed sen.«atlonaIism and salaciousness with 
entirely clean hands? ,\s a result of the criticism of the sensational ex¬ 
ploitation of crime in the prcf-s, persistently pres.sert by The Christinn 
Science Jfonifor, many nowspaivera are diligently ende.qvoring to justify 
their course in this matter, while a few are striving to purge their column.* 
of the evil. 

In New York during the theatrical sea.son just closing, there were 70 
plays seen by The Monitor'n critic which were unfit for comment in this 
newspaper. We have no statistics available as to the numbi-r of books 
is.suing from the presses of reputable publi.‘»hers which were similarly un¬ 
touchable, but th< re has never been a season in which there were so 
many, or the literary devices by which unfit and Immoral suggestion is 
Interwoven with etories so plentiful and so subtle. 

Moreover, during the same p<*riod. of approximately 230 pictures 
shown In New York film hou.ses, 140 only were found suitable for review 
in these columns. So neither the gentlemen of the pres.*, the authors and 
producers of spoken drama, nor the publi.*4iers of what thev call ‘‘litera¬ 
ture” are wholly entitled to cast the first stone at the wicked ‘‘movies.’'
