Burweu'a ﬂguru further reveal that
singe Chairman Alf H. Stone organized
the Tax Commission umter its present
setup May 1, 1032, the amusement tax
has netted 8532,101, with a steady galn
almost every month. In May, 1033, the
tax brought only 812,883, and about the
same in June. After a midsummer
slump it picked up slightly in the fall,
then fell off during the “bank holiday”
period of 1933, after which it began a
slow pickup, running around $10,000 to
812,000 until that fall, when it jumped
considerably, In 1834 the smallest col-
lection was $17.873 in January, and it
manged up to $35.448 In December.

Iowa Bank
Night Decision

CEDAR RAPIDS, In., March 2.—When
“hank nights” are conducted by amuse-
ment places in Iowa and customers are
mnot required to purchase tickets in order
to participate In a drawing, such a
plan does not constitute a lottery in the
opinion of Edward L. O'Connor, at-
forney-general of Iowa. A communica-
tion to that effect has been recelved by
the ecounty attorney here.

If the public is required to reglster by
coupon or otherwise, after first buying
& ticket of admission, then the practice
would be a viclation of law, O'Connor
said. He also held that o “reasomable
length of time" must c¢lapse for the
holder of the winning number to claim
the prize. Herctofore the winners had
1o be present or another number would
he drawn.

The ruling.was made because many
theaters in Iowa have been advertising
“bank nights.” If the prize for some
particular night was not claimed the
money went into a jackpot for the next
drawing, In several instances the sum
accumulated reached more than $200.

CHICAGO, March 2.—The first skirmish in the battle batween the Public Thes-
ter and varlous distributors and circults here for the right to show pictures at
10 cents admission and the privilege of exhibiting double features has been won by
the Publip Theater. A coterle of some 16 lawyers, representing the pumerous de-
fendants, tried without success to have the case dismissed |n the Federal Court and
motioned that the complaint should be exercised before the local Grievance Board
of the Code Authority. Morris Sider, represgnting the theater, proved to the court’s

satisfaction that inasmuch as the charge
entered was one of consplracy to prevent
the theater from getting film and
monopoly on the pari of certain theater
circuits, the case was not an NRA one
but should be tried under the Sherman
anti-trust law.

Bider, in answering the defendsnt’s
motion, contended that the personnel of
both the local Grievance and Clearance
and Zoning boards were made up of mem-
bers who were either directly connected
‘with defendant companlés or had some
indirect tleup ond were controlled by

the defendants, thereby prohiblting them
from glving o fair decision. He argued
that a court of competent jurisdiction
must hear the sort of evidence he pro-
posed to uncover in his client’s charge
of conspiracy and monopoly. Judge
Charles E. Woodward intimated that
when a charge of this kind was made
against certain people snd the defense is
that they must take the case before the

Shows All Off,
Says Cochran

Cancels productions in

contraet break with Brit-

ish Equity—Equity firm
&

LONDON, March 2 —A new hombshell
fell in London's theatrical war this week
when ©. B. Cochran announced that he
was calllng off sll future productions
as o protest against the British Equity
contract which has been upheld by the
Ministry of Labor. There were six pro=
ductionzs on his books.

The dispute arcse originally belween
Equity and the management of the
Drury Lane, when Equity, in 1ts fight for
a closed shop, insisted that the closed-
shop clause be retained in all contracts
Conferences were called between actors
and produgers by the Ministry of Labor,
and the result was s compromise that
virtually amounted to an Equity vic-
tory. A standard comtract was agreed
upon, subject to thz approval of both
msnagers' and actors' organizations, an
arbitration board was estzblizshed, and
it was further sgreed that no actor be
employed who was not okehed by the of=
ficlal machinery. This, tho a compro=-
mize om the surface, means an actual
closed shep, since only Equity members
get the okeh.

When Cochran returnea from America,
where he had been for the American
opening of Elisabeth Bergner in Escaps
Are Never, he denounced both Equity and
the Ministry of Labor compromise, re-
Tusing a place on the jolnt council and
gpnouncing that he would eall ‘off his
plans to produce Beverly Nichols' Mes-
mer. Equity had objected to the con-
tracts he offered for that play, clalming
they were not In accord with the agrea-
ment.

Cochran’s latest action "was precipl-

tated by the closing of hls current re-
vue, Streamline, which folds tonight. He
gathered the cast, and tried to persuade
them to =lgn cn his own terms for fu-
ture productions, asking whether they
Jowed their allegiance to Equity or to
him. Equity replied by sending tele-
grams to the cast, saying that if they
signed they would be expelled from the
arganization—which under the agree-
ment wonld mean that they would be
barred from working.

Cochran then announced abandon-
ment of all his production plans. The
proposed shows ineclude, besides the
Michols  play, an English version of
Schnitzler's Licberlei, o London produc-
tlon of Anyihing (Goes, A, P. Herbert's
Jubilee (revue), Barrie's new play writ-
ten for La Bergner and a large conti-
nental musieal.

First
effect, according to Bobby Peldman, vice-
president of the station who built the
WNEW parade, was that the station was
cutting three howrs and golng off at
1 am.

Earlier in the week representatives of
the various New York stations got to-
gether to talk over the situation, with a
vlew of taking remedial steps. However,
the decision was made that about all the
stations could do was to await develop-
ments, especially since the fax was nok
gimed at them. Reported that one sug-
gestion was made to the efect that tha
networks piek up out of town bands and
feed them to the locals. Nothing came
of it

Indie stations aren’t any too regretful
about golng off earlier, They polnt out
that the dance sesslons are more a pub-
li¢: service than anything else and that
they cost the stations more than they
make on the income from the night
spots, Transmission power and salaries,
especinily nvertime undsr NRA, run the
gtations' bills up.

The &3 tax is not a new levy, but ono
thet has been on the unlon books some
time, sltho never enforced. Some
was made that the local had injured its
own cause, since hotels and similar
places had already started cutting the
size of their bands.

Situation will be ths first time ‘that
Mew York statlons will be leaving the air
80 early in many years. Only favorable

NEW YORK, March &-—Columbia Broadeasting System's Artists’ Bureau did a
gross business in 1934 of approximately #3,500,000, of which sum a little over
£2,000,000 was striptly commercial program talent sales. Increase over 1933 was
approximately $185.000. Exclusive of the commercial program talent sales, which
do not include band, theater or night club bookings, individual increases were noted
in net commisslon profits. Band-booking department of the Artists’ Bureafl did &
net of 850,000 over the year before; vaude booking end made itself 5,000 more than

the previous year and the club (private
entertainment) bookings showed an in-
creased profit of 82,000, The band policy
of OBS has been one of the gpecial drives
of the Artists' Bureau and in the past
year additional men were faken on and
gach coneentrated on a different booking
angle.

Offsetting the reports that the adver-
tising agencies were doing about all of
the commercial program talent bookings
iz the fact that OBS, which had six peo-
ple in its Artists’ Bureau a little over a
year ago, now has a stafl of 27 employees.
As recently reported in these columns
Columbis Artists’ Bureau is now supply=
ing special exploitation and sales promo=
tion material with its band bookings.

Waturally this has led to stations
belng dissatisfled more fhan they were
in the past.

There are many reasons for this situ=
ation. Producers sending out acts prefer
‘not to use thelr own car or bus, believ=
l.n%]mt in this way they shift legal
liability in case of accldent to whoesver
owns the ear or bus used. T. Robert
Broder, attorney, polnts outs that If the
act=owner (or the producer) arronged

when so many acts were

transportation, then the performers can
sue elther the act-owner or the ear-
owner and let the court determine who
is liable. If the sct-owner arranged the
transportation the court may hold that
the act was in his employ even while
traveling.

Most of the trouble arises when acts
travel in private ears. In case of an
acoldent the sctor discovers he can
bardly sue the car owner, as the ecar
owner ‘may disappesr overnight. Even
if the actor wins a judgment, he will
digcover that the car owner ig broke and
was barely ekeing out a living transport=-
ing acts. cre Sguare jz full of
car awners who hang around the indie
booking offices and the shoe-string
vaude producers.

WASHINGTON, March 2—The domi-
nant position held by American motion
picture films in Argentina is revealed In
a report to the Commerce Department
from lfs Buenos Alres office.

Of the 477 films released In that coun-
try during 1834, the report shows 853
were of Ameriean origin. Of the Ameri-
can films 341 were productions by the
major American companles,

In point of number German films
ranked second in the Argentme market
in 1934, a total of 32 being exhibited;
French pletures numbered 28 Spanlsh,
22; British, 14, and Italian, 4.

Argentina ranks after the United
Kingdom as the most important forelgn
cutlet for American motion picture
films, it is pointed out, taking approxi-
mately 15,000,000 feet of film in 19834
For the most part American piotures are
shown in Argentinn with Spanish words
stuperimposed on the filma.

Convention

The Motion Picture Theater Owners of America con-
vention, in New Orleans, is over, and we are still wonder-
ing what was accomplished. No fireworks developed and
altho many things were asked of producers from the speak-
ers’ rostrum, nothing was done about it. It all ran true
to form and everyone is satisfied. It was just another
pleasant social gathering and a good time was had by all.

The lack of accomplishment is not going to do much
to increase the membership of the organization. There
were present at the session many silent independents who
have been waiting to see just what the group would do,
hoping that for once they could feel that paying dues was
not just for the upkeep of a ‘‘yes’’ outfit. Many inde-
pendent'State organizations had their eyes on New Orleans
and were ready to join if they could see any benefits, but
they looked in vain and are now content to fight their
own battles unhampered by affiliated members, 5

There were almost as many film szlesmen present as
delegates and the air was stifling with colossals, epics and
mightiests. They went on an orgy of adjectives that left
everyone intoxicated with superlatives. It was a Roman
holiday for the film boys and they made the most of it.

This session has proven more conclusively than any
other the need for a new national organization or the
purging of the present one. With the stage all set for get-
ting somewhere, everything was muffed. The discussions
were beautifully steered ount of troubled waters, and when
the independents get back home and think it over, they
will discover that the affiliated boys dominated the meet-
ing and were true to their producer affiliations.

In the early days of the MPTOA, conventions were
looked upon as an opportune time to plan for exhibitor
rights and members had the courage to come out and say
what they thought, even tho they accomplished little. The
producers at least knew where the exhibitors stood on
various questions and some concessions were granted.

‘With the present affiliated lineup the conventions are
now little more than outings for producer managers. It
is a nice thing for the producers to be able to send their
theater operators on conventions, but it does not help the
independent who must pay his own freight.

As far as actual accmplishments are concerned, we
helieve the MPTOA is a dud. As a social organization it
is a huge success. Every independent member should take
time out and decide whether or not his business can be
operated on a social basis, or whether he should join an in-
dependent organization and get some results.

There is no business in the world that needs a united,
courageous organization as much as does the picture in-
dustry. The producers have an iron-bound setup, but the
exhibitors are willing to permit themselves to be talked
into quietude and ingeniously maneuvered into a harm-
less position. As it now stands the producers have two
organizations—the Hays outfit and the MPTOA. This is
an ideal setup.

It is now up to every independent theater operafor to
join an independent State organization and get some ac-
tion. There are many things that can be accomplished by
concentrated yelling and the producers’ ears are strangely
susceptible to squawks.

When the headache wears off, we believe ‘the mem-
bership of the MPTOA will show a decided falling off,
and justly so.

LEAN FOR LIVE STOCK

Thruout the North, where the live-
gtock Industries loom large, it is for=
tunate that the earller part of the win-
ter was mot a= severe as last month. The
mild earlier weather together with re-
duction in numbers of animals and
government emergency measures eased
the critical feed situation that had been
anticipated. But last month was a hard
one.

Live-stock men are now lving thru
the real aftermath of the drought. The
feed supply is short. One has only to
glance at the figures of stocks of grain
on farms January 1 to get this feed ple-
ture. Farm stocks of corn amount to
£00,000,000 bushels, which is about 300~
000,000 bushels under the shortest sup-
ply previously recorded. Then it also
appears that from October thru Decem-
ber less than 580,000,600 bushels of corn
have been used In this couniry, a8 ¢om-
pared with about 920,000,000 bushels
used in the same period last year. That
gives on idea as to how the feeders have
tightensd up. Of course. there are
fewer pigs to be fed. But men every-
where are feeding with one eye on the
granary and mows and the other on
the calendar,

A typical result of the tight feed situ-
atlon showse up in the figures on milk
production. Last month the production
per cow for the entire country was the
lowest of which this bureau has record:
10.68 pounds compared with a January
1 average of 12.13 pounds. A decline of
2 per cent during December contrasted

sharply with the usual inerease of 3 to
6 per cent in that month. Dailrymen
generally report that they are feeding
about 20 per cent less concentrates than
& Year ago,

BRIGHTER FOR DAIRYING

Speaking more broadly of the dairy
situation, however, One Can see Some
daylight ahead—for those who can hold
out. More than 1,000,000 cows were dis-
posed of last year, the greatest reduce
tion in the 55 years recorded. The
proportion of heifers In the herds is
unusually low. In other words, the
herds have been drastically reduced;
milk-cow prices are at the low point of
the cycle (the last peak in that cycle
came in 1829): with more nermal crops,
milk cows will be good property once
more, and feed prices will be lower in
relation to milk and butterfat.

The poultry industry is another which
has had to tighten its belt this winter.
Many a farm flock ceased to exist last
fall. For the country as a whole, the
number of hens and pullets per flock
average T84 compared with the five-
yvear average numhar of RE8. The AVEr=
age farm flock in the Central States
was producing 15 eggs last month as
against 18.3 eggs per flock a year pre-
vious. But here again there is daylight
in sight for the long pull. Sfocks of
egms in storage are down. The number
of hens In the country is down.
Hatchings are likely to shrink still fur-
ther thie spring. Feed is likely to be-
come cheaper later this year. The
aa:,ﬂt:t problem is to get thru a bad

nter.

My Trip Abroad

Mational '

By AL C. HANBEN

Since putting the Al ©. Hansen Shows
in winter quarters in Macon, Oa., Iast
December I have enjoyed my first real
vacation in about 17 years of trouping.
1 have realized a dream of mMARY Years—
& return to my old bome In Denmark—
and T have learned and observed & great
denl about European conditions that one
on this side might never actually know,

In short, I have completed a 12,000-
mile tour that iocluded Denmark, Cer-
many, France, England and Ireland.
Altho the trip was made In midwinter, It
was altogether enjoyable und very little
bad wenther wus enocountered,

As a “punk,” 15 years of age, I left my
home in Copenhigen, Denmark, and cama
to America. My first job—when I could
speak only a few words of English—was
as a candy buicher with the John Robin-
son Clreus. Two seasons of this and I
Joined the American Army forces in
France. After the war, back to America
and ioto the carnival business,

For many yvears I looked forward to a
vislt to my old home and when I landed
in Hamburg I began to see familiar
sights. Everything was vastly changed
from what it had been. It was just be-
fore the Saar election and the Hitler
supporters were parading many times
datly, Twice that first day I was ‘bawled®
out by angry Nazi troop officers for not
giving the Hitler salute, In fack, I
avolded arrest and serjous trouble only
by explaining that I was sn Americam.
In passing. I might say that I was an
American doughboy in the war and saw
service in France and Oermany, but 1
saw more uniformed and armed men in
Germany this trip than during the days
of the World War. There was # great doal
of now W talk.

When train passed the Danish
frontier T bm.l.ght a Danlah paper, but to
my surprise I could not read it. I could
not recall my mnative lsnguage well
ensugh to ubderstand 1. Then, too,
when Daniash customs men gquestioned
me I ocould not understand them, so
finally we had to dig up an interpreter
who could talk Engliah,

In Copenhugen I rushed to my old
home and found my father.
