Pint, before entering Into a deectimion
of the Meet higher court citations, we
Mall briefly review the general law on
tbs subject. In this Meanct the aver-
age layman may obtain elementary end
dependable legal knowledge. and subse-
quently more themely appreciate the
hereinafter review of actual litigations
and suite sled by ramming pool and
bathing beech patrons.

The higher courts have consistently
held that the operator's of swimming
pools arA bathing beaches must exer-
Mee, at the least. an ordinary degree of
we to protect their patrons from lie -
pales flowerer. this atetement of the
law data not mean that proprietors must.
under all cirourestencese prevent such
Injuries. In other words. no proprietor
Is an Insurer against Injuries whirls may
be sustained by patrons.

On the other hand, the circurnearkel
trader which patron. may recover dam-
ages for Injuries are numerous. Irre-
spective of when or how a patron eta.
telos an injury, he s entitled to recover
damages from the proprietor it the testi.
mony shows that the accident could
have been avotded had the prop:lee* or
his employees wed 'Ordinary care to
protect the patron against the Injury.
This Is known as the low of endelleence"
and means that the patron sustained an
Injury not as a direet result of his own
earelowneer, but thin negligence of the
Fevre/too

81111 another Interesting point of law
Is that, according to modern higher court
demesne, no patron la enUtied to roe
cover damage' for an Wary guatained
ea a result of his own carelessness. This
meets that both proprietors and patrons
musit use "oreitnary one' to prevent the
occurrence of Injuries and the one whom
negligence cense, en Injury Ls solely re-
sponsible. Therefore, an Important con.
aulerelein of the courts when deciding
atilt. feed mania proprietors of warn-
ming pools by patrons for Injuries Isi
Where rogileenee caused the Injury? If
the answer la the eat:ming pool atron,
then the operator againat whom the Stilt
Is tiled never le liable.

Proof of Negligeree
While it Is true that a proprietor of a

swiintning pool may be liable for In -
Junes nestatned by patrons as n result
eel defective or dangerous conditions, yet
the patty who flee stilt must positively
prom, expressed or Impited negligence on
Ute part of the proprietor or hie cm.
ploy«s.

Negligent* Is a matter of proof to be
estebtlatied by Competent evidence and
to burden of eetableeting negligence Is
Upon the pony who files stilt. The mere
fact that en accident occurred create'
no presumption of negUsence on the part
Of the party being sued. In fact. It 0
on affIrroallso fact. Incumbent upon the
party who Mee cult, to prove and estate.
lash by direct and pretties evidence that
a jury may reasonably infer negligence.

Per exampte. In Centro vs Dialler., 48
P. (24) 1012. the court staid: "The bur
den of proof at the trial woe upon the
plaintiff (Injured person). In order to
recover spinet defenelant, to mtabitth
by the preponderance of the evidence
that the accident was In fact awed by
the negligent act or omission of emelt
defendant."bill another important print of law
hi that if  proprietor is a party to a neg-
ligent net which might produce an In-
jury. but before any such Injury results
a third person does Borne *et and this
act ts the immediate cause of 071 injury
which would not have occurred but for
the lateens neeligence, such third person
is solely responsible for men Injury.
This to true because the casual connec-
tion between the first act Of negligence
on the part of the proprietor and the
injury re broken by the interposition
of the art of Um thud party.

An exempt(' of this law le Illustrated
by the late cue In which a bather surd
the proprietor of a warranting pool for
heavy damage for an Injury mustained
when lie stepped upon a broken bottle
whirls was submerged In the wind. Dur-
ing the trial it was proved that the bot-
tle had remained In the location fax tong
period of Unit and that the proprietor
was negligent in falling to hove the
beach Inspected and such dangerous
things removed. However, other testi-
mony was given which proved that just
prior to the occurrence of tbe Injury

ILly LEO T. PARKER, Attorney at Law
soother bather bad broken the bottle,
Therefore. while the proprietor was neg-
ligent for bin failure to have the tools
inspected and to remove the bottle, yet
the proximate cause of the Injury wan
the fact that another bather had broken
the bottle. In view of this testimony the
higher court held the proprietor of the
bench not liable and explained that the
actual came of the injury was not the
negligence of the proprietor in falling to
remove the bottle. but the act of the
other bather breaking the bottle.

On the other hard. It the negligent act
of a proprietor and the negiteent act
or a third person effects an Injury in
unbroken sequence, bath the proprietor
arid the negligent person may be jointly
liable. See Stom vs. City of Philadel-
phia. IG3 Atl. Ole also see York. 2:10 Pa.
04.

Liability foe Acta of Employees
In many litigations Involving injuries

to swimming pool or bathing beach pa-
trons an Important conmdtention of the
court is; Did the injury result from neg.
Nemec of an employee and it re, le the
proprietor rosporuible for the negligent
act of such employee?

Usually the outcome of litlicateons In-
volving the liability of proprietors for
clarearre. as a result of Injuries mewed
by a temporary dangerous condition,
turn., on LW, answer to the question
whether or not an employee was acting
within the scope of the employstwot
when he produced or tailed to repair the
dangerous condition. In other words,
since almost all Missilery, in this deal -
Mallon, result from acts of employee* or
their failure to perform acts frequently
the outcome of the litigation depend.
Upon whether the emplmee of the mm.
play was acting within the scope of the
employment when the thing which
Mimed the damage cc Injury was ac-
complished.

In many Instances persons confuse the
terms "within the scope of the employ-
ment' and "In the servIce of the em-
ployer." However, tt s Impotent to
know that a proprietor may or may not
be !table foe negligent seta of an em-
ployee who produces a dangerous coact!.
Um but he always is liable for Injuries
or darrogos negligently effected patrons
by an employee who, while. acting within
the scope of the employment. falls to
repair or remedy it detective condition.

generally speaking, the only etreurn-
Mamoru tauter which a proprietor is he-
ble for damaging acs recomplithed by
an employee who acts without the scope
of the authority Ls when ouch act is per-
formed for the purpose or rendering an
unusual service or becrent to the toi-
PloTer.

Per Instance. if an operator of an
n emarrinent device attempts to sate the
life of a swimmer and thru hs mill -
Renee an Injury la effected the proprietor
le liable because the employee acted out-
side tbo scope of the employment. yet
he wee attempting to render an unusual
nerviest On the other hand, If under
the same circumstances a lifeguard, who
Is off duty, effects an Injury the pro-
prietor Is not liable becalm when per-
forming the act the guard was not eln
the service of the employer."

Also, assume that an employee stele
Off duty sumulta or otherwise intentton-
ally injures a patron. Under these con-
ditions the proprietor never le liable
because, when the Injury was effected,
the employee was not "In the seretec of
the employer."

And again, assume that an emptoyee
employed to eke's, premises ossaults
patron. The proprietor ea not lInble be-
cause the employee acted 'outside the
scope of the employment."

It Is Intereating to observe that In a
leading case. Carpenter re. 'Treasse. 128
N. Z. 8114. the court In explaining the
rule for determining whether an em-
ployee aces within the soope of the em-
ployment, Bald: "The rule is well settled
that an agent binds his nooter only as
to acts dome wtthin hla actual authority.
or within the apparent scope thereof.
A servant le acting within the scope of
Ills employment when he Is engaged In
doing for Ms master what he has been
directed to do or any act which can
fairly and reasonably be deemed to be
an anitstary and natured incident or at-
tribute of that sat, or a natural, direct
and lerical rerun of it."

On the other band, It has been held
on numerous occasions that an employee
Is acting without the scope of the em-
ploy:neat whets he. without the knowl-

edge of hie employer. discontinue, the
task set wide for him to do, units such
diecontinuatiou is for the purpose of do-
ing something reasonably Doceesary and
beneficial to the employer.

Poe illustration, In the recent case of
Turner ow. American, 110 Atl, 540. the
court said: -If lie turns aside from his
work or teak to do something unrelated
to the master's businm. lie Is as much
acting outside the scope of the employ-
ment an he would be were hie working
clay ended or task completed."

General and SeecOl Agents
It Is well eetabluhed that proortenns

of swimming pooh and bathing benefits
are liable for all acts of general egente
eldeh relate the employment, whereas
a proprietor Is responsible for only such
acts that a special agent performs within
the actual scope of his authority.

'Central agents" are those employees
who have general authority to manage
a deportment or sub -department. where-
as a special agent is ono who is author -
teed to perform only certain and special
acre. Por example, a laborer is a special
agent whose implied authortty extends
no further than to perroon work in ac-
oordance with Instructions received from
superior, but a superintendent in a gen-
eral ,gone

Therefore, a proprietor ordinarily la
not seeponsible foe contract., guaranteed.
or special acts perforated by special
agents. However, an executive is a gen-
ial agent and boa implied authority to
bind Ilia employer on all transactions re-
lating to tbo particular deportment of
business of which he Is the manager.

For example. In the leading Cabe of
Connolly vs. Waltham. 31 N. E. 303. the
court fad: "A superintendent may be
negligent In ordertng work to be com-
menced or continued. . If be knew.
or lied moons to know, that there was
danger . . . due care required of him to
atop the work."

Validity of Notification
Generally ',peaking. signs or printed

notincationo which warn of dangers.
will not relieve a proprietor of raspolul.
betty for his negligence.

Articles --
It is easy to be sensational about the things that sup

posodly load boys and girls into paths of crime. It is easy
to be sensational about minor issuos when the fundamental
causes of crime require sober and intelligent thinking. It
is easy for publicity seekers to agitate certain minor points
when the real causes need careful considoration. For these
reasons every intelligent discussion of the causos of Juvenile
delinquency and crime merits the approval of thinking
people.

Among those newspapers that have published well -
prepared articles on Juvenile dolinquency, The Los Angeles
Nows is deserving of special mention. This newspaper pub-
lished a series of articles from March 3 to 8 which, while
based on local conditions in Los Angeles. also contribute
important ideas on the national phases of the problem. A
vote of thanks is due every nowspaper that treats the sub-
Ject so carefully and thoughtfully.

Whilo reading the articles ono gots the impression that
many of the inventions and developments of modern times

seem to increase tho temptations of boys and girls to
start on careers of crime. Just as it is said that dictators
are taking advantage of some of the most useful Inventions
of our limo to use thorn for purposes of destruction, so it
happens that youths who got tho wrong slant or start in
life begin to use modern advantages in the wrong way.

No thinkingperson, however, would advocate that wo
abandon progress and modern inventions in order to pre.
vent crime.

The problem of juvenile delinquency in Los Angeles
is increased by the fact that many boys "on the road" find
some way to got to tho well -advertised city of the West.
Someone might say that if California worn not so well
advertised, then it would not get so many transients. But
that is a very short-sighted view and does not help to solve
the problem at all.

The series of articles brings out the fact that those
transients are the result of economic conditions in other
parts of the country and that many of the boys had very
unfavorable home surroundings from which they aro seek-
ing to escape. Thus, the heart of the problem of Juvenile
crime is laid at the door of the nation and not any particular
city or State.

Every person who has really tried to got at the bottom
of the causes of Juvenile delinquency arrives at the same
conclusion. It is only the publicity seekers who find toy
pistols, or the movies or radio programs, or the sports pages
of newspapers as the causes of a tendency to crime among
boys and girls.

Public officials and civic leaders in Los Angeles have
made a real record in holping delinquents. Somo of the
methods that have been used aro worthy of study by all
leaders who would attempt to really help unfortunate young
people. Tho work of the many agencies and officials who
aro concerned with tho problem has been co-ordinated so

that the forces of an entire city are marshaled toward get-
ting results.

As to the character of the youths who start on wayward
paths, it is said by leaders in the work that "misdirected
vital energy is back of every case of iuvonilo delinquency
reported." Or, as another official put it. "The delinquent
has the urge to do, but has nothing constructive. educational.
or recreational to do-or ho has not been taught to do these
things."

Unfavorable home conditions, slum communities. and
lax home discipline are found to be basic causes that start
most boys and girls out in the wrong direction. This means
that the wholo problem of delinquency is a serious ono and
it is unfortunate that tho country has sensation mongers
and publicity seekers who try to capitalise on such serious
problems for some selfish reason.

Articles such as the ones under discussion should have
wide circulation and reading in order to stop some of the
flimsy and sensational Ideas that are advanced.

Some of the publicity seekers advance ideas that are
really amusing if the subject of juvenile dolinguoncy were
not so serious.

In Chicago at ono time toy pistols were pointed out as a
prominent cause of Juvenile crime, and so sensational wore
the "facts" givon in support of the idea that a law was pro
posed to make it a violation to possess a toy pistol. Then
somo thinking person said that such a law would make
many boys and girls in the best of homes technically viola-
tors of the law.

Just as the series of articles suggests, there must be
some unfortunate and predisposing cause as to why a few
thousand boys and girls get the wrong start or the wrong
slant from some of the amusements and diversions of mod-
ern life, when millions of boys and girls continue to enjoy
the very same things and yet live normal and healthy lives.

Evidently it is a problem of finding thoso predisposing
causes and If possible to eliminate thorn. Or. having found
the victims of bad circumstances, to give thorn a now start
and a new chance in life.

Tho loaders in this work in Los Angeles aro trying to
do lust that. They are forming clubs for the youths. swim-
ming pools and many other advantages aro being prov.ded.
and those who actually come into the clutches of the 'aw
arc being given real encouragement to make a now titer'
under more favorable conditions.

Such a constructive program puts to shame those pub-
licity seekers who try to agitate some minor issue as a cause
of juvenile problems.

11/11ISIC merchant is a term commonly used today to desig-
.al nate a music machine operator. It would be more force-
ful and explicit, however, if that term were changed to music
merchandiser -for that is what every progressive operator
must be today to keep all his spots at top earning power.

Not so long ago the music machine was relied upon
to do the job of selling Its wares all by Itself. Manufacturers,
to help operators realize as much revenue as possible, con-
stantly built more eye -appeal into their machines. But, as
always happens, the public became used to the appearance
of the modern phono. Quick to sense the fact that some-
thing more than the machine itself was needed to bolster
play on machines, the more progressive operators have de-
anSeel various plans and stunts to meet this condition.

During the past year an Increasing number of sound
merchandising ideas being used by operators have come
to light. The outstanding ones have been compiled and set
forth in this article. They are examples of what operators
are doing to increase play on their machines.

Write -a -Title
Undoubtedly the most ambitious promotion designed to

boost patronage of phones during the year was the "Write -
a -Title" contest sponsored by the International Association
of Automatic Electric Phonograph Owners, under the direc-
tion of E. C. Steffens. president of the group. Contest cen-
tered around a nameless recording made by Jack Russell
and his orchestra. Operators entered the contest by placing
one of these records on each phonograph they had on loca-
tion. A supply of entry cards was left with the location
owner along with appropriate advertising matter. Patrons
would deposit a coin to hear the nameless record, write a
title and then mail it to be the association headquarters
In Chicago. Sixty-two prizes amounting to $1,000 were dis-
tributed to winners. Competent board of experts declared
Charles Morris, otColumbia. Mo., winner of $500 first prize.
Operator and location owner also shared in the prizes. Con-
test ran thruout the month of March. According to Stef-
fens, the contest idea proved a real booster of phonograph
play wherever tried. The contest was short-lived because
of the expense, but it proved to be an interesting and unusual
promotion plan.

It Pays To Advertise
Jack Maloney, of Panther Novelty Co., Fort Worth. Tex.,

is a firm believer in advertising, not only to increase play
on his phonon but to get locutions. Believing that a live -
wire location owner wants to hitch' up with a live -wire
operator, Maloney makes use of billboards, road signs,
newspaper ads, and school and fraternal papers to publicize

his firm. His newspaper ads usually advertise his locations,
"where 'such and such record' may be heard for only a
nickel on a Panther Novelty Co.'s sweet -tone automatic
phonograph." In addition, Maloney prints up individual
music programs for his spots. Easel -backed posters placed
atop the machine as well as on counters and tables are used
to call attention to special new hit records In the machines.
Window posters and wall cards arc also used. "It pays to
advertise" is a creed with Maloney and he points to the
fact that his firm is one of the most successful of its kind
in Texas as proof of what allegiance to this creed has done
for him.

Joe Brilliant, of Brilliant Music Company, Detroit, uses
spot announcements over local radio stations to advertise
services offered by his firm and reports they not only help
acquire new locations but have built up a good party rental
business.

Movie Exploitation Tic -Ups
Tie-ups with theater owners whereby operators plug feature songs in

currently appearing or coming attractions at local movie houses have
spelled excellent publicity and increased play on machines for many opera-
tors. Typical is the case of Labe Dobkin, Camden, N. J., operator. "I
have found that movie -house managers are only too glad to co-operate
in any tic -up that will exploit the songs of a picture coming to their houses,"
he writes. "Such at tie-up enulits placing a machine in the lobby to play
the recordings of the film tunes. In return for this trouble I usually
manage to place a sign on the machine plugging my firm and callinytat-
tention to my near -by locations where patrons can hear the songs from
the picture all over again." To complete the tie-up, Dobkin places signs
on his machines urging people to see the picture and listen to the songs
from it on the phonograph.

Several other operators, while not actively tying in with the promotion
of pictures coming to their towns, report they've found it worth while to
place records of hit tunes from pictures in locations near theaters.

Doubling Up on Records
A stunt of Arthur Cohen. Philadelphia operator, is being toed to good

advantage by many operators. "I have found," Cohen slates, "if a song is
hot I can profitably place more than one version of that song in a machine
and both records will get a good play. Sometimes I use a vocal version end
an orchestral version of the same song. Other times a sweet and a swing
version. Sometimes two swing versions are used, one by a colored band.
another by a white orchestra. I found extra profits by putting both the
Andrews Sisters' and Glahe's records of 'Beer Barrel Polka' in each of
my machines. I scored similar hits with Charlie Barnet's and Count
Basic's versions of 'Cherokee' and Miller's and Hawkins' recordings of
'Tuxedo Junction.'"

Another idea, similar to Cohen's, is the "battle of music," used to good
advantage especially when two bands are currently popular in a locality
or when two well-known bands are scheduled to make personal appear-
ances In the town at the same time. By loading up the machines with an
equal quantity of each orchestra's recordings and fashioning some attrac-
tive "which do you like best?" posters and cards, extra play has been
generated. Of course, such promotion won't work everywhere. Key spots
must be chosen.

College Tie -Up
One Midwestern op made on effective tic -up with the college news-

paper In his town. The newspaper conducted a student poll seeking to dis-
cover what leading orchestra the student body wanted for its prom. Stu-
dents were advised to "listen and compare the leading bands on the music
machines in the following locations," and there followed a list of campus
hangouts in which the operator had machines. Atop each machine was
placed a pad of ballots which students could fill out after "sampling" the
bands. Of course, the machine was filled with is -voiding% of the most
popular bands- Tic -up proved to be well worth while both from a financial
and a publicity standpoint, the operator reported.

Bulletin Board
Morris Lerner, Philadelphia operator, uses bulletin boards in his best

locations to promote interest In records in his machines. "I use a small
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bulletin board of thin pine about 24 by 32 inches." he says, "and spot it on
the wall close to my machine. On it 1 place the Record Buying Guide, the
Music Popularity Chart and the On the Record); columns, which I clip
from The Billboard. I fill up the remaining space with picture's of band
vocalists and band leaders, giving preference to girl pictures because of
their greater appeaL Each week my service men are supplied with ma-
terial for their bulletin boards, and keeping them fixed up is as much a
part of their Job as changing records_

"Best proof I can cite as to how well the idea has clicked." Lerner
states, "is that not a single location owner has complained, altho, as you
imagine, I had a hard tune getting the consent of some of them to give me
the necessary wall space. But three men have found, as I have, that pa
irons like to read about the recording orchestras and respond to the guide
by playing more selections, thus increasing the take."

Odd Stunts
In the anthracite regions of Pennsylvania enterprising operators have

been scoring by naming records after the location owner* Should the loca-
tion be known as the Busy Bee, owned and operated by Jimmy Jones, :if -V-
ern' selections in the machine will be labeled "Busy flee Stomp" or "The
Jones Jump." Recordings so dubbed arc reported to click with both pa-
trons and location owners.

Robert L. Anderson. of Bob's Amusement Co., Louisville, says: "We
change the color of the light bulbs every few weeks and find it saves
changing machines in many locations."

Frank Hunosh, of Dot Music Co., Detroit, reports he's found it pays to
use different colored title strips in his machines so that certain records

stand out. He also uses cards atop his machines carrying such lines At
"Have you heard (and the name of the song) ...?"

One operator who has a machine in a South Jersey hotel has turnee
a poor spot into a good one by more frequent service calls. Spot is a
coffee shop which the op had a hard time landing because tho manager
had torrent out a machine once, before simply because it didn't get enough
play. "The machine can't get a play until after 10 p.m. because until that
time music is provided via the hotel's loud -speaker system. However. I
figured it could be made to pay by gunning for play from people dropping
into the shop after meetings and during dance intermissions. I have th,
manager keep me posted on social events booked at the hotel. Then I
figure out what kind of music each group will like to hear best and have
my service man change records accordingly. For instance. if a name band
is playing a dance there, I stock the machine. with records it has made
Many times boys in the band will stay late into the night listening to their
own recordings. Since many rural groups hold their functions here. I how
found that a number of hillbilly and novelty numbers will keep the ma-
chine playing all night long. Of course, it's extra work keeping the ma
chine filled with the type of music each group wants to hear, but tit
profits make it worth while."

At the Pick -a -Rib Restaurant on 52d street, New York. proper pm,
motion has greatly helped play on the phono. Records in the machine arc
billed in the same manner as a night club owner would bill his acts and
band. More popular artists and numbers are given top position and usual-
ly the swing hits are "headlined." As a result many swing fans visiting
524 street clubs arc attracted by this ballyhoo and remain for hours play.
ing the new swing records.

Conclusion
These are but a few of many examples of successful merchandising

ideas that have been used by operators to increase play on their phono-
graphs. Many of them, for instance, have made a practice of tying in with
the local ballroom operator in promotion of bands scheduled to make
personal appearances in the town. Tie-ups usually mean placing signs
on phones advertising the coming appearance of the band and stocking
the machines with a number of the band's latest recordings.

All this activity adds up to the fact that successful operators no longer
are dependent solely upon the attractiveness of the machines and the se-
lection of records they offer to get the play. In addition to both these
necessary ingredients they arc stirring in a good amount of showmanship
and promotional ideas. They are merchandising the product they have to
sell, and :111 reports indicate such methods pay handsome dividends.
