More Bally To Come

Whereas New York radio falls down
in exploltation, It 1s extremely alert In
the matter of publicity—competition for
press breaks being mrintained at fever
heat thruout the yenr. This yen for
publicity, as apart from exploitation, Is
sometimes advanced as one of the causa-
tive factors in New York's desultory per-
formance In exploltation. Whatever the
cause—whether it be excessive stress on
publicity or simply the fact that New
York “ain't that kind of town'"—the factk
Iz that mony elements within radio
renlize that exploitation Is more im-
portant than ever and will continue to
ingrease (n importance for the durntion
of the war at least. Clhlef reason for this
is the threat of newsprint shortage,
which will give some antl-radlo publish-
ers the opportunity to kick their ether
competitors into the ash can. If and
when this occurs, stations will he placed
in the position of relylng more and move
on bellyhop in its various formms to tell
their story to the publie.

Now commencing her 12th year as a net-
work star, Mizs Smith stands alena in her field.
She has beon the reciplent of more henors than
perhaps any other popular performer of the
day. An enumecration of the more outstanding
tributes paid her is probably the best method
of deseribing hoer unigue place in the hoart
of the nation. A bricf list follows:

NEW YORK, April 25.—Deems Taylor's
¢lection to presidency of the American
Society of Compaoscrs, Authors and Pub-
lishers hera Thursday (23) has set off
more excltement along Tin Pan Alley
than that bar-and-clef lane has had since
ASCAP musie was tossed off the radlo
wehs early in 1841, The compoeer-critic's
ascondency to the chalr held by Gene
Buck for 19 vears is being alternately
halled by the large publisher groups &5
a “stroke of pood business" and cons-
demned by many of the writers' contin-
gent as “another Munich."

WASHINGTON, April 25.— Mationa
Clvilinn Defense officlals thls week nd-
vised theaters, concert hwalls and other
enclosed amusement places that the
safest program for patronsg during a
blackout or an air rald is to kesp the
show golng., “"Continuance of the show
will do more to kegp an audience calm
than anything else,” is the suggestion
contained in Suggested Regulafions for
Theaters, issued Lhis weeck in pamphlet
Iorm by the Office of Clvillan Delehse.

The pamphlet was prepared with the
collaboration of the Industry, and jm-
poses upon theater owners and mnnogers
responsibility  for the protection  of
patrons, employees and property.

Instructions in the pamphlet are spe-
cilleally deserlbed as *“*Inmstructions for
blackout poccompanying air-raid werning,
not for a bluckout alone,” thls beecnuse
of the fact that a great deal of confusion
hAs arlgen where local regulations have
preseribed that all persons must go in-
doors and traffic cense durlng all blaock-
gliits. “"During a blackout not nccom-
panied by alr-rald wnrning,” the pam-
Thiet polnts out, “it is lmportont thot
living conditlons, productlon and tralflc
should continue at a5 nenr o normal
pact as 1s passible. In threatened areos,
a blackonut might continue for weeks
with no air-raid warning,”

From the standpeint of service, how-
ever, WLW's greatest talking polnt is its
operation of “Everybody's Parm,” glving
proof that the statlon ean practice what
it preaches and rendering a unigue
service to the statlon's vast rural au-
dience,

Herctofore open only to agricul-
turnl students, the compefition in 1041
was expanded to include three types of
acholarships in apgricultural radlo, In-
cluding programing, oannouncing ancd
writing. College seniors are eligible, pnd
succeossful candidates spend six months
at the station, starting July 1. They re-
gelve, durlng this time, $600, the money
apportionced over the 26 weeks while the
student is studylng. Many staff men
now with the station served their ap-
prenticeship in this way. Other scholar-
ship winners have gone to other sti-
tions, agencles, eto.

In additlon to exploitation activitles
recounted above, WLW did excellent ex-
ploitation in econnection with @ the
natlongl convention of the Catholic
Students Mission Crusade, held In Roch-
cster, N. Y., June 27-30.

The play, In three acts and seven
seenes, takeos Savonarola from the time
of hils election as Prior of Ban Marco
and his original pulpit atiacks upon
Lorenzo the Magnlifiecent, thru his days
a5 the rabble-rousing power behind the
Florentine political scene, thru s al-
tack on  the swinishly dangerous
Rodrigo Borgia who ascended the Papal
throne as Alexander VI, thru his excoms-
munication, down to hizs fingl execution
hefora enraged Florentine mobs whom
he had onee ruled thru his fanatical
spell-binding.

The major historical events are glven
clearly enough in oufline, but the im-
plications are something less than his-
torienlly accurate. Thus, Sevoonorolp—
whio was, In sober foclh, a virulent Purl-
tan seeing evil in heauty and Indulging
vielously in the inspoe fanaticlsm of in-
tolerance and a hellef that he was the
chasen personal ally of God—Iis furned
into a gentle the determined idealist;
thus, the first Burning of $he Vanlties,
in which beaputiful things were volun-
tarily tossed by Plorentines inte the
mad monk’s bonfire, s made much of,
hut there is no mentlon abt oll of the
second burnlng, which was not volun-
tary and whichh consumed some of the
city's most glorlous works of art; thus,
there is only a slipht passing mention
¢f the finseo of the Test by Pire, where-
in Bavonarola’s madly overbloated ego
showed 1tsel! to the full, and thru which
he [inally alienated the long-sulfering
Florentines. 8¢ far as the play ls con-
¢erned, that disastrous alienation ve-

All of this, mind you, in a season that saw the production of John Stelnbeck’s
The Moon Is Down,

It 15 intorestlug to noie the plays that were, In previous scasons, actually
thought worthy of the terrific honor. They were, in order, Maxwell Anderson’s
Winterset, Maxwell Anderson's High Tor, John Stelnbeck’s Of Mice and Men,
Willinm Saroyan's The Time of Your Life and Lilllon Hellman's The Waich on the
Rhine. One previous season there was no chioice, but that Indeeclsion of omnip-
otenees was then caused, not by a denrth of playwriting talent, bui, belleve 1t or
not, by a plethora of i, No maiter what the general sltuation, it scems, the
Chritics' Circle, with an ingenulty worthy of true deity, manages to make a8 eol-
lective fool of Itself,

Examine that list. Two of the dramas, Wintersed and Waleh on the -Rhine,
were no 'dotibt pleked when the eritles were off guard and thuas beleaved into a
display of taste and Intelllgence. On the previous instanece of no declsion, four
decidedly inferior plays jockeyed interminably for the reguired number of votes,
Stelnbeck's OF Mioms and Men wons as cheap, spurious and worthless as The MWoon
Is Down is noble and great; it was, in iis year, on overwhelming critical favorite.
High Tor was & clumsy, heavy-handed and awkwardly written falry tale.  As for
The Time of Your Life, to say anything more of it at this late date would be mercly
to bring fleeting importance to bygone rubbish.

These wre the pleys whose sacred company The Moon s Down was considered
unfit to enter. '

Columbia Shifting All Artists
To Red Label; Victor Out With
A One-for-Three Salvage Plan

NEW YORK, April 26.—Plenty of ac-
tivity broke into the open here this weel
among major disk flrms. Columbia ls In
the process of Junking its 3b6-cent Okeh
label entirely. RCA-Victor distributing
branch In Chicago has sent out Instruc-
tions to all its distributors and coin
:phmmgr&ph operators In the ares asking
that they turn in one dlsk Tor every three
purchased. Scrap Is to be eredited to the
dealers’ nnd operators’ accounts abt 5 cents
per pound. Decca execs sald this week
thot thelr plans are laying plenty of
stress on their black label 50-cent serles,
making 1t a hetter record, hut at the samea
time keeping up the standard of the 35-
cent label, altho it (the Ilatter) will be
reduced In number of relenses.

Columbia by the end of the weck had
already switched Benny Goodman, Dick
Jurgens, Tommy Tucker and Gene Autry
over to the b0-cent label from Okeh, Firm
‘hes obout 230 attractions in all on the
iﬂkﬂh label, and hopes to be able to zal=
vage all of them for the 60-cent disk. Ac-
}cm'ding to Manle Backs, artist chilef for
‘Columbia, It Will depend on what kind of
-Iﬂeals can be worked out Individually with
‘these Okeh attractions. All present con-

L

tracts hetween Columbla and lts disk
artists will have to be suspended, thru the
clause whieh lels the firm out of Its con-
tractual commltments thru clrcum-
stances heyond its control. Sacks feels
that if the bands and artists will make a
few sacrifices in thelr contracts all can be
kept on the rolls.

It is expected that Decea, too, will be
bringing some of its top names from the
A6-cent blue label over to the new black
label series, One Decca exec, however,
pointed out that when a Jimmy Dorsey
wis switched {o the80-cent Inbel, it would
be on future stuff only, meaning that
none of the artist’s former disks would
merely be re-labeled with the black seal.
Properties such as J. Dorsey can certalnly
pull more than their welght on the black
label, it is felt,

RCA-Victor, ot week's end, had not an-

Any changing of ASCAP's pay-
off ratio would have to be ratificd by two
thirds of the entire ASCAP membership,
according to the Bociely's constitution.

Thoy clalm that n gradual "subsidizing”

Companles were o little cautious about
announcing anything simultaneously, for
fear the governmenl might construe it as
a violetlon of the anti-trust laws. Dils-
tributors and denlers will no doubt modify
these plans when shifting them over to
the consumer, since cost of handling and
shipping of serap back to the factorics will
have to be charged agalnst the dealers.

Threat of muaking their own deals with
radio under the consent decree was al-
legecly the power they used.

How all of these elementa will shapo
up in the “balunce of power” under tho
new ASCAP regime s material whilch
will probably furnish muny Iinteresting
storles before the year is over. Many of
the writers feel, however, that no matter
what happens they will be getting a
shorter and shorter end of tha rope.

On the nights scheduled for the shows
Clark reported he had to run ftwo shows
to tccommodnte the crowds that turned
out. He said that people came to see
the rodip performers and his movie
show that had never before turned out
for a program, even tho they lived only
a mile or so oub of town, And tho bosk
park of 1t all, according to Clark, was
that the audience who saw the serinl ancd
fenture liked fthe program sg much
Lhat they wanted to come back agaln.

Selling Your Attraction

To the Roadshow Audience

ITH the coming of warm weather, outdoor amusements beckon to
prospective patrons. The roadshowman’s problem in this war period

is to see 1o it that he holds up his business to a fair take at the box

office.

While business now is expected to be better than average as a

result of the roadshowman's co-operation with the war effort (showing
of defense and instructional {films, cte.), the showman must hold down
his operating cost consislent with good showmanship. I do not advocate

a pinch-penny policy, but it is equally {rue that the operator must know

where to cut expenses and where not {o.

It is false economy to try to put over an ordinary attraction that
can be secured at a slight savings when, for a slight exira expense, it
15 possible to offer enlerfainment fare of a class comparable to that
shown in ordinary channels. People will go {0 see a good picture any
time of the year, provided, ol course, you have followed a well-laid-out

plan of advertising the attraction.

Proper exploitation and selling of attractions is necessary if a road-
showman wants to run a successful business., It is always a good idea
to tie In atlractions with some charity organization, Boy Secouts, parent-
teacher associations, fraternal groups and similar organizations. Now the
local defense authorities, police and fire departments, ete,, offer an extra

opporfunity for the enterprising roadshowman,

No matter what organization a roadshowman decides to interest,
he should make certain of how active and prominent it is in the com-
munity. The organizations are always trying to make money to carry on
their work and once an operator has lined up with them, it will give

his show plenty of free advertising and raise the box-office receipts.

If a sound truck is used the operator should not forget to have it
driven around the various ouldoor resorts or any place where there is an
outing or celebration of any kind. Copy advertising the attraction should
be prominently displayed, with the theme that onlookers can still see

a good show afler their ouling.

Spring and summer selling requires careful planning with a well-
balanced program, not forgeiting window cards and posters prominently
posted in the community where the show is lo be given.

OCEAN CITY, N. J., April 25.—Rogard=
less of what is done ecleewhere, Mayor
George D. Riochards nnnounced that this
resort will adopt & deylight saving time
on top of the present War Time for-
the summer,

However, in Trenton, Governor Edison
expressed opposition to any moaove on tho
part of “the different municipalities in
scattered sectlons” towarfl adoption of
daylight saving time unless it s adopted
in extensive arens or natlonally, No
legislation has been introduced in this
State for daylicht saving time, saicd the
governor, who added that the move would
flrst have to come from President Rooses=
vell.
