NEW YORK, Jan. 30.—Announcements
from  governmenl agenclies regarding
future developments in the ban on pleas-
ure driving have been seg-sawling lfor the
past weel or so, with various spokesmen
predicting more or less stringent actlon.
Office of Defense Transportation took the
darker view with Its ultimetum to toaxis
and busses thruout the couniry asking
that they submit three separate plans
for cutting mlleape 10 per cent, 20 per
cent and 30 per cent., In case of an
emergency, the ODT would thus bhe able
to lssue an order calling for “Plan No. 3
for six days” for example, in the poar-
tlcular area where the emergency exists.
Seventeen Fastern Btates, .already bearlng
the brunt of pleasure driving ban, are
required to submit their plans by Febhruary

Year Down Slightly, But Are Still
Well Above Those of the 1930s

NEW YORK, Jan. 30.—Average ntiends-
anee at Broadway's legit theaters fou
1941-"23 took & sizable drop {from pre-
Vious season's 1l-yvear high, according to
estimates furnished by the New York
Theater Program Corporation, which sup-
plies playhillis to all commercial Broacd-
woy leglt houses, Maost obvious reasons
for the slump were the repercussions of
the initial shock of Pearl Harbor, [aol-
lowed by down-in-the-mouth character
of public'morple-due to early reverses in
the progress of the war losit spring, the
crals, priovities nnd other dire predic-
tions for the home-front scene during
the summeyr, The usual arid summer sca-
son proved even more =o this year under
wartime conditions, with harrled pros-
gdlucers not quite certoln whoet o owors-
conscious audience wanted.

Despite all this, however, it will Tbe
noted {rom the accompanving chart that
the 1841-'42 season challted up the hast
attendanes avernge of any of the years
prior to the peak yenr of 1940-'41,

Tho statistics on programs cannot be
considered actual attendance computa-
tlons, they elosely approximate patronage
trends over o long period, since the
wastage allowance per season remaoins
proportionately about the same. Pro-

NEW YORIZ, Jan, 30—Radio portlon of
an all-amusement survey on the Negro
in show pusiness, published in the
January 2 issue under the hy-line of sted-
man Paul Denls, is tackled and attacked
by Dorothy A, Eemible, ediior of the
conuinuity acceptance department of the
Blue Network, The Blue is the first to
respond to a hot subject dn which no
pirlane arm was singled out for eritlelsm.,
aays Miss Kemble:

"We were very concerned to note in
the January 2 issue, in the article en-
titled The Negro Malkes Advances, the
Tfollowing erroneous statements:

“'A Ncgro cannot be represcnted In any
drama except in the vole of a servant or as an
ignorant orf comical person.'

“1Also, the role of the American Negro in
the war cffort cannct be mentioned on a
spansored program.’

‘iMegro artists may not be introduced on
any commercial network show with the ap-
pellation of “Mr.," “Mrs.” or “Miss” preceds
ing his or hor name, "

“Radio may have many faults, but one
of them is not ‘race heiting." Since the
foundation of the Blue Network Company
last year and for 15 years at the National
Broadeasting Company the followlng has
been a fundamental concept upon which
these two networks have operated:

“iStatements and suggestions
which are offensive to rellgious views,
ragial characteristics and the like
must not appear on any progrom. AS
evel’y man hes a right to his rellglous
views, so has he & right to pride in
hiz race. Radlo cannot lend itself to
ridicule of racial characterlstics, nor
can words derogatory to sny rnce ar
nationnlity be used.

“Never in our experience In radio have
we heard of, mueh less upheld, a ruling
that would deny a member of the Negro
race the courtesy titles of My, 'Mrs.)
or 'Miss," heeansa of which ‘Paul Robeson
and Marlan Anderson and other gread
MNegro artists are seldom heard on the
radia®

“These paragraphs on radie recall to
mind an article by Robert Tallman chat
appepred in The Sunday Times of Sep-
tember 27 (1942) in which identical
stetements appeared. The New York
Times subsequently published a letter
from the writer pointing out the in-
aceuracy of such statements, At that
time a curscry check of our files showed
many programs which more than refute
the statemenils made, We are sure other

PHILADELPIIIA, Jan. 30—~The un-
usual spectacle of n radio sponsor footing
all the bills but forced to remain anony-
mous was the unhappy role played here
this week by Supplee-Wills-Jones Milk
Company. Heretofore spending its acd
budget for newspapers, company decided
to try a radio serles for Insiitutional
purposes to keep its name before the
public. But just when the show was seb
to start with heavy fanfare, sponsor ran
into a series of unhappy incidents with
the musielang’ union.

Milk company fipured on bank-rolling
a half hour Tuesday evening show at
7:30, using coast guard musiclans and
perfoymers, with the show to be carried
by WFPG in Atlantle Clty, with the he-
lief that muslec union there had cleared
nuse of local const guard band. For the
first show on Tuesday (26), program was
to origlnate in the studios of KYW here,
which would pump program to WFEFPG.
On the day before, the program swas
called to the atiention of Lieutenant
Commander Tinney, in charge of navy
public relations in this district. Navy
here has charge of the coast guard.

Lientenant Commander Tinney sug-
gezted to N. W. Ayer & Sons, ad agency
handling the show, to make sure the
musicians’ union would clear the coast

guard band, since the first program was
to originatfe here. Local 77, AFM, nixed
usze of the band on the ground that a
sponsored radio program was o competl-
tive engagement, and stand was upheld
by Lieutenant Commander Tinney and
Dr, Leon Levy, consultant In radlo-in-
dustrial relantions for local OWI. Since the
thme had already been bought and the
program set, union finally agreed, pra-
vided the program was aired as a4 s5us-
tainer. Milk company had no recourse
and couldn't even get In a credit line
that if had paid for the time.
Intention to originate remaining shows
in Atlantic Clty, with sponsor depending
ont that city's local to okay the set-up,
also hilts a major snag, and Supplee is
now in the position where it will have
to pay the charges while the program
continue: as a sustalner. It has devel-
oped now that WFPG has been ploced
on the AFM unfair 1ist, assertedly be-
cause it let out its studlo orchestra. Ac-
cordingly, it means the A. C. local could
not countenance a commercial program
oripinating at WFPG when station is on
the udfair list, and the only thing left
for “sponsor” is keep the show in Phila-
delphia, Means added costs and still
no mention of a sponsor as far as the

Material in the
survey was prepared at the request of
thie Committee for Natlonal Morale, hut
subsequently the commilitee, “for reasons
not disclosed,” decided not to sponsor
pnd publish the paper. The twa collehs
withdrew their material, so Dr. Berg
remerks that the work is wholly his own.

Dr. Berg's concluslons are (1) that
American broadensting and  recelving
facilitics are the best in the world; (2)
we have the men necessary to execute
policies relating to psychological werfare
with unrivpled effectivenass;, (3) but,
Judged by results, we have developed no
adeguate plan for conducting the same;
(4) propagandsa dramas are neifectually
written and produced {whieh should
make the Mutual and Blue networks
happy, because not one of their programs

HIS stuff may sound funny when you read it—but it's not funny at all. It would
be bad enocugh if its ill effects were confined to the muleting of gulllble young-
sters and to the ruining of all incipient talent that falls bereath its baleful sway.

It somehow casts its spell over numbers of
already able actors who know their trade and who are, exeept for this fatal mental

There is one practitioner of this guackery who has built up—he and the god
of preas-agentry slone know how—a tremendous and almost awe-Inspiring reputa-
tlon within the profession ttself, ineredible as that may seem, His only Lwo at-

Mr, Howlke hos writken a fantasy abouk
Heaven and Earth, about Good and Ewvil
—certilnly an ambltious and absorbing
subject: but Lhe has forped his “nphilo-
sophileal™ discussions from the viewpoeint
of a Sunday school primer; and has built
hils Mintasy in sucll o woy thit denlzens
of a day-nurzery might legitimately cavil
gt It as an insult to thelr intelligence.
A fantasy may concelvably be written
without true lmegination, providing the
author's fancy = strong enough; but My,
Hawke's fonciful "flights" pre so pedes-
trian and primary thati, to an adult audi-
ghee, they become acutely embarrassing,
He writes fantasy in the style of 8 chronic
bookkeeper; he telks much of dreams, but
in the manner of a chronle and compicte
insommnine; he blabhbers incessantly of
ldeals, as o man wolld whosa own idenls
were talen slavishly, without Inner [liras
or emotion, from bhooks and the mouth-
ings of s elders,

Since Tinlker's Dem is cdevold of drama
and depends for whatever eifect iE may
have upon its pitiful, pseudo-philosoph-
leal mounthings, it is on the basis of its
thesis that 1t must be judged. Judged
simply as a play, it is as totsl a loss as
debate on the well-Enown subject of the
number of angels who might sit with
comfort upon tha head (or is if point?)
of a pin. And, ludged on its thesis, 1t g
dull, chlldisn and pucrlle; a stray puff
of reasan would level the wildly wavering
ptrow man that Mr, Hawke so palniully
builde, For he bazes his entive Intellec-
tual argument upon an assumption of
respongibility in and for all things,
blithely ifgnoring even the remofe possi-
Lility of organic development., And when
he wants to prove the power of fnith, hia
cnly recourse is, in effect, to say that one
must have more Talth in order to under-
stand its power. 'To substontlate this
startling theory he s foreed fo send hils
chief character to a series of particularly
dull and stupid nether worlds—whers the
« gharacter s glven more faith and then,
astoundingly, realizes falth's power.

The chief charneter is & newspaperman,
 pitter because of the deaths of hig wife
and child many vears before. He, along
with a religlous-minded tinker, a greab
scientist, a soldier sbout to go abrosd,
and the soldier's girl, is canght in & bomb
shelter during an air raid; and the enfira
first act Is taken up with a primitive dis-
cusgion of religion. At the end of the
aet the newspaperman is fatally wounded,
anel the selentist dares God to perform a
miracie npon him.

The newspaperman is then transposed
to the Lend of No Reason for Things,
which, smazingly, is supposed to be the
gelentist’s home grounds; it wounldd appear
to o mere adult that the selentist's pri-
mary Job is to fnd reasons; but Mr,
Huwke denles this, since to him the word
“renson” evidently means only an asslgn-
moent of personal responstbilify! In any

Rather they pose as directors——great master-artists who use actors
merely ns the rough matertal of a finished art work. If such theory-hleating were
coniined to actors, one suspects, there would be far fewer bleaters, partly because
they would learn from experlence the stupidity and affectation of thelr theories-—
and partly beeause few people capable of spouting such theories can concelvably
possess the high gualities of a true actor,

One sueh pap-spouter, when he came to Amorica with a great if somewhat fuzzy
reputation a8 a director, created a minor sensation when he instructed one of his
victlms to “make like a teacup!" And Miss Skinner hersell cites an even beotier
known example, that of the famous director who told a hard-pressed actor, fec
up with his nonsense, to speak In a “pear-shaped tone.”

“Certalnly,” answered the actor, "which end of the pear do you want to comse
out firsy?"

Remember these spne
girls have men I[riends and I treated
impartially will return apain to the spot
where they wera noticed and given o
good time. Your Job i5 to keep and en-
cournge noew customers.

NEW YORK, Jan., 30—ASCAT finds itsel! snpowed under an avalonche aof
harassing lawsults just when it appearsd as tho there would be clear salllng
aliend, BMI and ether starvation had Doth become merely an unpleasant metn-
ory. The pest year saw the Socieby regnin most of its past power and revenue;
the next promised even more. The org did some house-cleaning, budget-prun-
ing, and worked out new elassification systems for pubs and writers,

True, the BMI-E. B. MarEas suit on whether songwrlter or publlsher has
right to administer copyrights RKept the Soclety's lawyers moderatcly busy
insiltuting deiaying actions, but apparently there was some expeciation that the
legal snarl muight be setbled wmicably out of court. Ambassadors “without
norbfolio™ acting in the interest of ASCAP have made tentative approaches o
the accusing parties, suggesting that case be settled with Marks returning to
the ASCAP fold. EBEMI claims no interest in suely a setflemend, and Marlks
polnts out thot no ASCAP offer could even be constdered unless the amount
cgunled BMID's payvments.

Latest lawsult to be loaded on ASCAP is the Gem Musie and Denton &
Haesking action asking for s declarplory judgmment on whether or not ASCAP's
performing rights expire upon the fermination of the 10-yvear contracts between
the Soclety and its members. Action was brought about by ASCAP's answer
to BMI-Marks complaint, in which ASCAP took the position that it owna
performing rights In pevpetulty, regardless of the durstion of contractual
agreements,

Saciety mamteined that an oral nunderstanding to this effect exlsted before
1921, when pracfice of making written apreements for a limited number of
years was started. Andrew Weinberger, attomey for Gem and Denton & Haskins,
clolms that even if such an oral sgreement is substantliated in the Marks case
(Joseph W, Stern & Company, Morks's predecessor, joined ASCAP in 1915), it
would still not apply in the new cases, Gem Musie jolned ASCAP in 1932, and
Denton & Haskins in 1927, and it is claimed thieir written contracts contain no
such understanding,
