Grannis Quits NEIC Post;

No Coin in Till; Continues

On Comm.; Unions “Waiting”

NEW YORE, Aug. 21.—Anita CGrannis
resipnod her salaried post as assistant
to Co-Ordinator James E. Sauter at o
meeling of the Co-Ordinating Committes
of the National Entertalnment Industry
Councll Thursday (18). Miss Grannls
had served in this capaclty for a week,
In her statement of resignation, she de-
clared her intentiom of continuing as a
member af the committee and also of
two projects groups. The only change
will be thal “I no longer shall he a pald
executive,” she said.

Miss Grennis's actlon is understood to

HERE must be many people in the

amusement profession who often ask
themselves “What has happened to show
business In Paris under the Nazl heel?"
No doubt manvy Amerlcans still remem-
ber the unforgettable pleasures of once
Cay Paree; the once Gay Paree of thea-
ters, musle halls, restaurants and night
clubs.

How looks Parisian show business now
after three years of German geoupation?
What goes on In the famous music halls
and nlght clubs, in the theaters and
cinemas, on Montmartre and on the
Champs-Elysess? We know that the un-
fortunate city llves under a terrible ter-
vor, but a look behind the curtains of
Parizian show business should be of In-
terast.

From the very beginning the Germans
tried the *“business os usual™ formula,
In fact, It still looks today as i there
was not much change In the show busl-
ness of Parig; but the Gay Paree the
Nazls have tried to malntain is only for
their own troops and countrymen, It is
shunned by most of the Parigians.

Na=i Put Squeeze Play on Shows
for Cuffo Tickets

OME months ago the Noris lssued a
new gulde-book of Parls fof the use
of thelr soldiers, Thi=z gulde-hook re-
veals o lot of interesting things., We
learn that almest all Parlsian shows are
forced to lssue free tlekels to Georman
soladlers and to all Nazls connected with
the adminlstration of the occupying
forces, A double-page announcement
gives a long list of the places and tells
the soldiers where to apply for Iree
tickets. Entertainment advertised In the
rulde-hook Incindes 60 restaurants, 47
night elubs and cabarets, 456 theaters and
4 mousie halls, Under some restaurants
there s a footnote In Iarge letters which
reads: “Melst Von Deutschen Frequent-
fert” (“Mostly Germans as Patrons™)
The prices are fixed In German marks
with the exception of some luxury res-
taurants as Cefe de Parls, Prunler,
Fouguetts, Tour D'Argent, ete. At these
laxury spots, known all over the world
for thelr cooking and wines, the prices
are given In francs. In the cheaper
category, Korniloff, for instance, still ad-
vartlses caviar and vodka and emphasizag
thiat it 1s directed by the former chlef of
the last tsar of Russla, There exists now
alsno o new Japanese restaurant in Parls
which s managed by a white Russlan.
Maxim’s, which 1s permltted to Germans
only, ke most of the” other spois now
has chasseurs (grooms), most of them
over 40 years old. There are no longer
young men or boys avallable in Parie for
such kind of work,

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BBC CHECKS U. S. LISTENING

Surveys in li Cities Show
British Programs Hit Top &

Bottom Listening Groups

News Rates First, “Stars and Stripes®® Second

NEW YORE, Aug. 21 —FBritlsh broad-
casting, which hus undergone much re-
vision as a result of the influence of
Yank broadcnsts on English audlences, is
in the process af exercising a slmllar in-
flucnce upon American listensrs,

Where the British Brondeasting Cor-
poriation has built typically American
progrom formats into {ts home and
overseas broadeasts, & recent BBO sur-
véy of American listeners in 14 come-
munities shows U, 5, listeners polng for
BEC shaws in sizable bumbers. And it 1s
not improbable that this yen for the
EBC type of show will shortly be re-
flected by changes In Amerlcan domestic
program structures, especlally in Mld-
western arens where BBC now has a
relatively large following.

Impression made by BBC will bear
pareful scrutiny. American broadeasters
may he surprised to learn thet up to 25
per cent of the people eanvasszed in the
survey are regular BBC listeners; that
BHC's larvgest following comes from the
“gusality crowd," those citizens who fall
into the upper or "A" bracket of {ncome
angd education, and that British news
programs ate actually preferred by maony
to domestle Informatlon airings.

Survey Made by N. Y.
Researchers

Facts and fipures were garnered by a
New York market research outfit whose
employees interviewed approximately
4,000 people in & house-to-house can-
vass, Questlonnaire used was prepared
by BEBO's research department, under thae
supervision of Dr. Henry David.

The research depariment is now doing
an analysis of the facts uncoverad which
will he of walue in program reshaping.,
Right how BBEC Necws has a corner on
the “A' listener audlence and 1s also
pomilar with lower-Income, less-educated
groups., Nelther this program nor other
BBC offerings such ag Stars and Siripes,
American  Eagle, Rodio Newsreel, An-
swering You or Trensetlantie Call hold
any great appeal for the broad middle-
class that makes up the bulk of our
populntion. Apparently, BBC's task will
be to revamp thelr programs to rcach
that broad group., American broadeast-
€T3 have deliberately and successfully
almed thelr air attack on the maosses
that BBC 1s missing.

Listeners Without Publicity

Despite Iaet that the less-educated
groups tend to pull down lstening aver-
ages, percentage of regular BBC fans
eEmong Ameriean listeners 15 excecdingly
high consldering the Britieh Broadcast-
ing Corporation does not promote air-
Ings and many people are unaware of
thelr avallabllity., Dally lstings In most
clties do not Identiiy BBC programs.

BBC News was rated most popular in
the poll, with Stars and Stripes a close
second, American Eagle placed third,
with Radio Newsreel, Answering You and
Transationtic Call traillng. A non-
existent program, British Portraits, was
included in the guestionnelre to deter-
ming acetiracy of responders. In prac-
tically every city and town one or two
listeners approached by the survey man
glibly mentioned the fake program.
