Air Execs Stress
Writer Needs at
Chi RWG Meeting

CHICAGO, Feb, 10.—The crying need
for radio writers here was emphasized
last week st a meeting of the Radio
Writers Gulld when three of the radio
execs in town, who had been booked to
speak about “What Elnd of Radlo Scripts
Are Wanted Now, and What Eind Will Bs
Wanted in the Future,” did little but sing
the blues about thelr own specific need
for radlo scripters now. They never got
into a discussion of what type of radio
writers will be uszed in the future.

L. T. Wallace, president of Wallace,
Ferry, Hanley Advertising Agency, went
into great detail about how, for his Grand
Hotel program, he has to use Hollywood
writers primarily. He also stated that of
the past 48 Grand Hotel shows, 20 have
used repeat scripts

Myron Golden, assistant continulty
editor for NBC here, went to great lengths
explaining what he needs for his Author's
Playhouse show. He, too, stated he did
not recelve enough scripts and asked the
attending writers to give forth.

Golden Makes Predictions

Golden, however, dld come thru with
some predictions of what future radlo
shows might be like and what type of
script would be needed. He sald he be-
leved that after the war, Inslde storles of
what went on at battle-fronts would have
2 pood market. He stated that documen-
taries would be on the up-grade and
warned that anyone who submits a script
idea now for a show that cannot be con-
tinued after the war (quiz shows using
servicemen, for example) would be wast-
ing his time.

Sherman Dryer described his need for
more writers for his Mutual Network
Human Adventure show. In a manner
unususl for a busy radlo exec, he offered
t0 talk to anyone who had an ldea for his
show, which dramatizes research advens-
tures in the world of sclence. He offered
to help them with the script. In fact, by
giving them sadvice on where research
material conld be found, etc. It was easy
to see, the writers agreed, that Dryer, too,
was In dire need for writers. Dryer's only
pseudo prediction of what radio in the
future might be like was indicated in his
remark that eventually he would llke to
present the stories of syphilis and gonore
rhea on his show.

(See 14th Annual Radio Editors® Pall
in this issuc.) The fact that Guy, his fam-
il and his ork haven't
missed a week belore ths
mike in 10 years is just
one of the reasons why
the cash customers and
the dial twisters love him
—and the radio editors
tell the world that the
Lombarde brands of words
and music is tops.

There are still five Lom-
bardes in the Royal Canadians that Guy
directs, and whether they play at a leoca-
tion spot (they're at the Hotel Rooscvelt
in New York now) or on the air for their
Chelsea Cigarette sponsor, they're playing
notes the Lombardo way.

The Lombarde way of handling music
is the hit building way. That's why he
claims (and ne one seems ready to deny it)
that he's picked over 250 songs as coms
mercial stulf long belore they've reached
‘that rating called sock.

If you ask Guy Lombarde how he hap-
pens toe be a top baton handler for so
many vyears, he'll tell you that it's easy.
Just find a type of music that your men
cann play a little better than the rest of
the sidemen—develop it as a trade-mark—
and have a big musical family,

In most cases that would make family
troubles——in Guy's case it's made lor a long
reign for a sweet king of music.

Sponsors and agencies view
ad pix which web used to
plug “Parade of Stars”

NEW YORE, Feb, 10—The NBC adver-
tising and promotional department last
week presented its report on the 1844-'45
Parade of Stors to the ad agencles and
sponsors who co-operated In the greatest
program promotional attempt that the
network has projected since it first sow
the light of day in the Grand Ballroom of
the old Waldorf-Astoria, Its pltch was
made in the ballroom of the New Waldorf
to a crowd out to be shown that the web
had come of promotional age. The nd
agencles, who with few exceptions do
practically nothing promotional to kick
their program ratings upstairs (15 per-
centers like Young & Rublcam. Compton,
Benton & Bowles are the exception rather
than the rule), were actively critical and
the nasty storm thru which they had ga-
loshed hadn't helped their tempers either.

Charley Hammond, ad manager and
boss-man of the Porade of Stars, handled
the mike after a few kind words by Roy
Witmer, sales v.-p. What Hammond has
to say indicated that the afillintes had
aotually gone to work this time and used
what was In the Bandbor that NBC had
sent them. Every one of the 111 day and
nighttime programs had itz own promo-
tional kit which Included e.t.s, station
break announcements, direct mail, news-
paper, billboard and other ad suggestions,

And In order to Implement the local
sét-up, the web pointed the way with two
nighttime programs and five daytime
presentations. These were alred Coast-
to-Coast for two reasons—Ifirst to do their
own selling job and second to point to the
fact that the net Itself didn't count upon
the stations alone to do the job. The five
net programs actually had the efect of
doing just that of spurring the boys who
spend their own coin to put it on the line.
Likewise NBC's owned-and-operated sta-
tions' use of newspaper space, car-cards
and blllboards did a great deal to set the
pace for the other hundred-odd stations
who co-oped to put over the 1844-'45
Parade of Stars.

Pic Ad Trailers Effective

Part of the presentation that really sold
sponsors and ad agency men who gath-
ered at the Waldorf were the one-minute
pic ad-trallers NBC used in 716 movie
houses In 111 station clties—and which a
number of the affillntes themselves used
in other clties. NBC spent $150.000 buy-
ing circulation for the pix thru general
screen advertising org, paying approx-
imately &3 a thousand for dellvered audi-
ences, The ad boys admitted that this did
B key job and the only unhappy time-
buyers were those whose programs weren't
used in the trailers.

Several of the agency men who have
been making commercial plx for a long
time were more than slightly critical of
the production job on the one-minute of
film and the NBC boys admitted that the
use of silent still pix In the filming wasn't
too hot. However, the aches of obtalning
clearances on the stars who were used In
the traller were so overpowering that
nothing could be done about it. The pic
companies just wouldn't okay the use of
clips from even oldles despite the fact
that NBC sold the presentatlons on “See
these stars nt this theater and hear them
over your favorite NBC station" basls.

Pie Orgs Didn’t Help

The ple orgs “don't mind" using the alr
to sell thelr product but they certalnly
gdidn't help NBC use the screen to sell ple
gtars who are on the alr. The result is
that the NBC trailers were static and nar-
rated instead of allve and star-volced, ex-
cept in one oar two cases. However, regard-
lees of the fact that the trallers weren't
100 per cent and didn't use the showman-
ship for which the shows they flacked are
known, the trallers pald off —but big.

Being survey minded, as all of radlo
« most definitely 1s, NBC hired Ross-Federal

The Foce of Lincoln used the
technique of the best plcture magazines
and added the best of radio to a program
that wos as simple, as dignified, as
human as—the face of Lincoln,

To merely call It an experiment is to
glve it little eredit. A success 1s & much
better description. The highest compli-
ment we can pay to producer-director
Ffretz and to his assistants, Miss Swift
and Belanger, 15 to say that It was as
good, in its own way, as Leo Hurwite's
{irst showing of Folksay and NBC's
dramatization of Men in White, It is
difficult to explain The Face of Lincoin
from the viewpolnt of an ordinary video
program. The cameras remained sta-
tionary, there were no difficulties with
the lights, The elements of plot, of act=-
ing deflclencles, of llve musle or of set-
tings were shsent. All that was required
was Imagination, sensitive eye for pic-
ture values, Intensive research, Intelli-
gent writlng, dramatic narration and
precise direction of the operators of the
photo slide, Al those things were press
ent. Rudy Bretz has pointed a new di-
rection for educational video.

It 15 unfortunate that the Imagination
that went Into The Face of Lincoln was
not applied to Ben Felner's Here's Hallo-
ran, & potentlally fine production that
fell down for three reasons: Fallure to
exploit the possibllities of the material,
attempt to crowd too much into too
short & time and non-integration of
sequences.

Here's Halloran is also hard to explain
with conventional names. It was pre-
sented by CBE and the staff of the army'’s
Halloran General Hospital on Staten
Island, N. Y. It was Intended to be a
salute to our wounded men. In a sense
it accomplished that because nothing
can prevent viewers from appreciating
the high courage of our army and the
splendid care the medical corps glves
It. But producer-director Feiner at-
tampted too much. He used a singer and
a pianist, a dancer, a description of oc-
cupational therapy, and explanation of
military strategy and the story of a
bombing mission all in one half-hour.
None of the subjects were thoroly ex-

WASHINGTON, Feb, 10.—Hottest toplc
of radio execs here is Federal Communi-
catlions Commission testimony before ap-
propriantions committee, printed coples
of which were handed out during the
week, In which Commissioner Jett states
flatly that FM must go up to 84-102 mg.
band and that tele will go up eventually,
While Jett gave tele as his own opinion,
he used “we” (the FCC). In references
to FM llkewise, he refused to back down,
testimony reveals,

Jett's statement was under sharp Cross=
fire from Rep. Bverett Dirksen (R, I1l.),
who obviously had been grilled on some
of the 64 questions,

Regarding tele, here is what Jett had
to say:

“T feel that the 12-channel system
under the 6 meégacycles band might pos-
sibly result in granting licenses over a
period of some years, with the result
that the public may purchase, let us Bay,
several milllon recelvers before higher
definitlon service is ready. If that

should happen—I don't sy it wil—but
if that should happen some provision
will have to be made for a transitional
system of televislon; that s, two sys-
tems of television for a considerable
period of time Obviously, it would be
difficult, {f not impossible, to close down
abruptly the television service which
may be established after man-power and
materials become available and which
may be serving sets at the time the
newer system 15 ready on a commercial

basis."
Jett on FM

Admitting that the FCC expects "some
protests” from the FM'ers, here is what
Jett had to say on FM: “. . . Bince
man-power and materials are not avall-
able today, we fe€l that this is an excel-
lent opportunity to cause this change.
Six months' delay should not make &
difference because the service cannot go
ahead anyway at this time.”

NEW YORK, Feb. 10—Music boss
James Caesar Petrillo this week clamped
down on video and with it hammered
on a lid of secrecy as tight as the top
of & trap drum. Close on the heels of
the American Federation of Muslelans®
edict barring union music from CES Sta-
tion WCBW, in New York, the AFM
struck again., This time telllng all video
station ops that they can not use union
musiclans for any purpose until Petril-
lo flashes the green light.

The crack-down came on Thursday
(8) and by Friday, program managers
were frantically searching for the cause
and the solution. A confused welter of
reports, Tumors and innuendoes began
to develop from the ban, One source
says that Petrillo called together di=-
rectors of all stations and informed them
that music was out. Another sald that
the AFM prexy broke the news in a let=
ter to statlon heads. Despite these two
reports, one outlet manager told The
Rillboard that the first he had heard of
the crack-down was when the director
of one of the advertising agencles using
his facllities, called him to say that his
shows would have to be re-vamped 0
eliminate live musiclans.

From it all, however, there stood oub
one pertinent fact—there will be no
music on any New York statlon, perhaps
any U. 8. statlon. untll the union
rules otherwlse. Musle has been oub
of WRGB, Schenectady, N. Y. for somd
time,.

Most logleal of several explanations
of the move mads by the trade today,
ls the hellef that prexy Petrillo issued
his order for one specific purpose—io
take time out to determine tele rates
and to formulate a code which will pro-
tect his musiclans.

N. Y. Outlets Hit Hard

Wew York statlons, particularly the
DuMont ocutlet, which depends heavily
on musie shows, will be hit hard. WCBW,
CBS station, has not had llve musie
sinee the AFM ruled three weeks ago
that Ernle Waxman, staff planist, would
have to guit. The union sald ha Wwas
doubling between Columbia radlo and
Columbia video. Thus, WOBW has &
three-week head-start In the field In
programing without musle. WNEBT, the
NBC outlet, has been putiing on maore
live shows in the last four weeks than
it has since the war started. Petrillo's
ediet will put a serious crimp in its ac=
tivities.

Mo outsider knows how long the ban®
will last and those who do know won't
talle. Broadcasters are open-mouthed
and the union is closed-mouthed.
