1. The Federal Communications 
Commission, aS expected, declined 
to intervene in the fracas over 
charge. by National Volunteers for 
Stevenson that the GOP is plan-
ning a $1 milbon TV-radio "blitz" 
in the election campaign's closing 
days. 

2. Internal Revenue Bureau 
warned that there'll be no tax 
deductions for funds contributed 
for political campaigning on TV-
radio or press.

tee maneuvered to borrow com-
mercial sponsor time on TV and 
radio for several of the major 
talks by the party's standard-
bearers and looked for another 
big audience when vice-presiden-
tial candidate Richard Nixon de-
livers his first nationwide simul-
cast Monday (13) sin. his Cali-
fornia fund explanation. 

Internal Revenue stepped into 
the picture with a public notice 
by Commissioner John B. Dunlap 
stating that the bureau has 
learned that "certain business cor-
porations are providing newspaper 
or magazine advertisements, or 
radio and television programa, 
which urge voten to prefer one 
political party over another, with 
the expectation that the expense 
of such evertisemmta or pro-
grams may be deductible for in. 
come tax purees." "In order that 
there may be no misapprehension 
on the part of these con:oratiofls! 
or of any taxpayer.," continued 
Dunlap. "the Bureau of Internal 
Revenue directs their attention to 
the long-standing rule, based up-
on departmental regulation& that 
contributions for political cam 
pelen expense ... are not deducti-
ble for income tax purposes."

Net, Agencies 
NEW YORK. Oct. II. — The 

American Feder•tion of Radio 
and Television Artists opened ne-
gotiations this week with the 
radio networks, agencies and 
packagers. Initial demands made 
by AFRTA include a 15 per cent 
increase in wages for actors and 
announcers and a non•contribu-
tory health and welfare fund. The 
fund would be set up by the 
broadcasting industry, and would 
be paid for entirely by the 
erePloYen. 
The union has also started 

negotiations with transcription 
firma, and is teeing for a similar 
16 per cent increase in every cate-
gory but spots. AFRTA, however, 
ta not demanding any increase for 
singers who work on network ra-
dio and on transcription.. In its 
new contract, the union wants 
staff announcer.' pay hiked from 
$115 to $150, with a $35 rase for 
thou announcers already making 
over scale.

SMPTE DC Turnout 

Interest in Tele Pulls Record Crowd; 
Group Membership Hits High of 4,000 

WASHINGTON, Oct I I.—Inter-
est in theater television was 
credited here this week as at-
tracting the biggest convention 
turnout in the 36-year history of 
the Society of Motion Picture and 
Television Engineers. Althe less 
than two days were devoted to 
theater TV, it was more time 
than the society had given it in 
any previous convention. At the 
same time SMPTE officials lull-
rated that TV's growth has been 
a factor in an increase in society 
membership to a record-breaking 
4.000. 
The theater industry was urged 

at SMP•TE'a convention here to 
recognize that "system consider-
ations may be more importent 
than apparatus comideratione in 
adopting a color theater TV sys-
tem. A. V. Laughren, member 
of the National Television System 
Committee and research director 
of the Hazeltine Corporation, Lit-
tie Neck. L. I, N. Y., advised the 
theater industry to "make sure 
that the system adopted is not one 
of inherent limitation." He said 
the Eidophor system. which re-
quired 'transmission of about 
twice as much information as dais 
a simultaneous system in order 
to provide an image of comparable 
quality" and a wider bond of 
frequencies "involving greater 
transmission caste" had the "in-
herent limitations of a sequential 
system." 
At another session three top 

photographic authorities of the 
Army. Navy and Air Force 
stressed the imoortanee of mo-
tion pictures and TV in training, 
morale boating, evaluating weap-
ons and equipment. and docu-
menting military hist. They 
were Brig. Gen. Brooke E. Allen.

NTSC Preps Tint System 'Ready 
For Commercial Use' By Mid-'53 

WASHINGTON, Oct. 11—The 
National Television System Com-
mittee will be ready to unveil to 
the Federal Communications 
Commission a compatible color 
TV system "ready for commercial 
use" aometime after mid-1953, it 
wu disclosed here this week by 
A V. Laughren, research director 
of the Hazeltine Corporation, Lit-
tle Neck, L. I. Lerughren in an ad.

Specifically, Liebman believes 
in the adoption of a "I3-on, 19-
off" aeedule, t n which a show 
such as his own would air for 
13 consecutive weeks, and then 
would be off the air completely 
for • similar period before re-
turning. 

In its absence, another show of 
comparable importance, but with 
a different cast and perhaps • dif-
ferent approach, would take Si 
tuna for a cycle. 

leek NBC OK 
Ilebman said that next season 

would not be tee early to try this 
method, and indicated that he 
plans to seek approval for the 
change from National Broadcast-
ing Company toppers and from 
the sponsor. on "Show of Shows." 
He anticipates at least initial ob-
jection from bankrollers on the 
grounds of interrupting the con-
tinuity of viewing, and thus of 
advertising impact But he thinks 
that if a suitably strong show, 
such as • 90-minute Jimmy Du-
rante stanza, goes into the alter-
nating cycle, the result could be 
salutary from • rating viewpoint.

Schools Warned to Act 
On Video by FCC Rep 
WASHINGTON. Oct. 11.—A 

new warning to educator. that TV 
channels won't be reserved in-
definitely for them carne from a 
federal communications commis-
sioner this week. Commissioner 
Robert T. Bartley In a frank. 
spoken talk at the annual study 
conference of the Alabama Asso-
ciation of Broadcasters in Tus-
caloosa Ala, hinted that the 
educational TV drive lacks en-
thusiasm. and he declared: 
'Let me say to the educators, 

and I speak as their friend, that 
unless you wake up to these new 
opportunities in television, and 
wake up promptly, you will low 
one of the gains you won under 
the commission', recent alloca-
tions plan." 
"Television channels belong to 

all the people and the people de-
rive benefit from them only when 
they are used for purveying pro-
grams," said Bartley. "Unused 
channels constitute waste and 
that waste is accentuated when 
channels are withheld from use 
in the lace of an overwhelming 
demand for their utilization. 
"The commission has done its 
art in providing the facilities. It 
s now up to the educators to do 
their part or face the loss of their 
new opportunities. The critical 
lime will be next summer or only 
a few months hence" 

Declaring that schools "have 
not always been prompt in adapt-
ing new mechanical aids to the 
educational processes." Bartley 
said the educators have even been 

slow in adopting movies. "Lack of 
funds, lack of trained operators 
and lack of material are 4ume-
times given as the reasons," he 
said. "The same reasons are 
usually given for the abandon-
ment of AM station operation by 
schools in the peat and for their 
failure to make greater use of 
the educational FM channels. But 
if these are the correct reasons, 
and I aro not sure that they are. 
the problems will be magnified 
many times over in the field of 
educational television.... What-
ever the reasons may be. the fact 
remains that educators general!, 
and there are brilliant exceptions, 
have not been alert in the past to 
the opportunities provided in the 
field of broadcasting. Will the ad-
vent of television change this 
trend? In any opinion, the trend 
will change only if the public de-
mands it . . But up to date. 
there has been no great public 
response.

Keyed to arouse interest in local 
stations and their programing, the 
promotion section shows the 
amount of free trade space gar-
nered. and the trade ads taken 
by CBS-TV for its syndicated 
shows.

ing techniques include billboard., 
window displays, product wrap-

displays, premiums, fan club 

membership and certificates, ar-
ranging tours and tie.ups with 
star personalities, etc. Jack Ma-
honey, the "Range Rider," re-
cently toured 20 cities and drew 
20,000 kids in Pittsburgh alone 
on such • junket.

The press section contains biog-

raphies of the stars and featured 
players, favorable press clippings 
and other material which helps 
build the show. Another strong 
virtue of the CBS-TV film sales 
merchandising program is its 
flexibility. Should a client desire 
a different idea for a billboard 
ad than the several suggested, 
the network will create one for 
him. 
CRS-TV film sales will also 

send Walter Scanlon. ha sales 
promotion manager and origina-
tor of the kit, around the country 
to instruct sponsors and station 
salesmen in the use of the man-
ual_ Fred Mahlstadt is director 
of operations for CBS-TV film 
sales. 

AFM Due to Revise 
Policy on TV Film 
NEW YORK. Oct. 11.—It is now 

being freely prognosticeted that 
the American Federation of Mu-
sicians will ultimately revise its 
policy on television film. Current 
policy decrees that the Music Per-
formance Trust Fund collect 5 per 
cent of station time cost. This 
policy, regarded with much hope 
when AVM chief James C. Petrillo 
announced it to the federation at 
the 1950 convention In Houston, 
has proved a financial fizzle. 
AFM has already revised its 

policy with regard to TV film 
jingles. Instead of a 5 per cent 
levy, there has been set a fixed 
fee (The Billboard, October 11). 
It is known that AFM brass is 
now re-evaluating the entire pic-
ture, with the ultimate end in 
view of either reducing the levy, 
or charging a fixed fee. 

Either modification, it is hoped, 
would result in hiking musician 
employment, arid would bring 
more money into the trust fund. 
Currently, producers are using 
numerous dodges to avoid pay-
ment of the 5 per cent levy. This 
was also true of jingles, and was 
brought to the attention of the 
AFM, with the result that the 
union modified its regulations. 

Here are some comparative fig-
ures on the income accruing to 
the fund from TV films on the one 
hand, and phonograph records on 
the other: 
TV receipts for the first half 

year of 1952, for sales during the 
last half of 1951, totaled approxi-
mately $85,000, based on 5 per 
cent of elation time (less time dis-
counts and agencies' IS per cent). 
During the same period, the disk 
fund totaled $946.000, based on 
sales of about 100,000,000 disks 
(royalties averaging 1 per cent of 
retad price up to $1). 

The belief is growing that with 
a reduction in the levy, or with 
the levy modified to a fixed fee, 
the TV fund will do better finan-
cially. Currently, all TV film 
pacts with the AFM are being 
written so as to expire by January 
31, 1954. Negotiations for a new 
TV film deal are expected to get 
under way before that date ar-
rives. 
One source close to the picture 

predicted, "There is no doubt but 
that a new deal will be worked 
out." 

AWARD WINNER 

'Dangerous 
Assignment' 
Series to End

NEW YORK, Oct. 11. — The

whereby the radio commercial 
testing expert will provide the 
web with inexpensive 80-second 
spot TV films designed to test 
audience reaction to advertising 
film spots before they're put on 
the air.

Benny, the master of the long 
take and the significant sound. 
has become. for TV. the king of 
the meaningful stare. He has, off 
this show, demonstrated that he 
has adapted his style to video in 
firstrate manner. 
The stanza itself was a situation 

comedy dealing with Benny's ef-
forts to get Bob Crosby. who is to 
appear on seven of Benny's 10 
programs this season, to work for 
$50 per show instead of $500. 
The technique involved adjusting 
Benny's lush apartment to look 
like a lesser Hooverville set-up. 
This, finally, was countered by 
Crosby via having his five mop-
pets troupe in. looking like or-
phans of the road. Only after ink-
ing the deal at the 9500 rate did 
Mrs. Crosby show. dressed to kill. 

Gnat Badinage 
This badinage was given the 

full Benny treatment, and the re-
salting product was profession-
ally sharp and visually funny. Big 
cast assists came from Eddie 
(Rochester) Anderson and Don 
Wilson. The former opened the 
show with • routine of dusting 
via an extension handle which en-
abled the brush to reach unbe-
lievable distances. Wilson spieled 
one plug with typical good humor 
while Benny was continuing aud-
ible attempts to beat down 
Crosby's price in the background. 
Crosby himself contributed a 
good warbling job on "You Be-
long to Me," with some imagina-
tive camerawork. shooting out 
toward the audience, helping 
things. 

If this show is a reliable guide, 
Jack Benny definitely has ar-
rived, as far as television is 
concerne .l. Sam Chase.

Patsy Kelly (playing a dis-
gruntled motion picture studio 
secretary) walkçd off with the 
show Wednesday (1), and it's 
quite possible that her slick com-
edy performance made the lines 
sound funnier than they were in 
actuality. Anyway, it was is most 
amusing hour of entertainment, 
thanks to Miss Kelly and the vo-
cal talents of Miss DeHaven and 
Johnston.

Johnston entered the 
picture as editor of the. school 
paper, out to expose the coning 
as "fixed."

The initial program. "The 

Naked Heart," traced the discov-
ery of various surgical and medi-
cal techniques that have "made 
cures of some heart conditions 
commonplace rather than the ex-
ception." The script first explored 
the heart break (both literal and 
figurative) that followed in the 
wake of hard-to-diagnose heart 
diseases in 1927. 
Improved X-ray techniques ul-

timately led to the perfection of 
today's miraculous technique of 
diagnosing heart ailments via a 
tube inserted into a vein In the 
arm, which is then slowly moved 
thru the vein, up past the shoul-
der and finally directly into the 
heart itself, where it makes a 
minute inspection of the organ. 
The program created consid-

erable suspense with a well. 
enacted sequence depicting the 
first time this technique was 
tried on a human. The patient 
was the doctor chiefly responsi-
ble for perfecting the technique. 
The scripters did a fine job of 

translating medical terms into 
understandable layman language, 
while still retaining the non-mel-
odramatic integrity characteristic 
of the best kind of public service 
documentary.

The task of producing • chil-
dren's show which will hold the 
youngsters attention, yet at the 
same time be acceptable to par-
ents and educators, has always 
posed a difficult problem. And 
it's a particularly vital one in the 
news field where broadcasters 
must even exercise extra caution 
when serving it up for adult 
consumption. 
Judging by the pilot film. Fox's 

?Movietone Children's Newsreel" 
has licked this problem. The 
series is carefully tailored to meet 
the viewing demands of both chil-
dren and their parents, and its 
successful format is no accident. 
Fox experimented with various 
approches all spring. and the 
final pattern was arrived at, via 
the "Wiggle Test." devised by the 
National Children's Film Library 
Committee of the Motion Picture 
Association of America, to deter-
mine behavior reaction of young-
sters while films are being 
screened. 

Tiro Titles 
The series, which has already 

been picked up for sponsorship in 
10 markets by International 
Shoes, is a streamlined kids' news 
show, which makes no effort to 
talk down to the small fry. In 
fact, on the surface, the series is 
so similar to adult newsreels that 
Fox has arranged to offer sta-
tions a choice of titles — .Movie-
tone Children's Newsreel" or 
"Movietone Family Newsreel." 
An analysis of the pilot film. 

tho, makes it apparent that each 
news seg is carefully styled for 
its young audience. Commentator 
Frank Luther. a top performer in 
the under-six field, plays it 
straighter for this series, his only 
concession to his audience's age 
being unusually clear enunciation 
and a simplified vocabulary. 

Tailored Subjects 
Subject matter for the pilot in-

cluded special filmed material 
featuring children and animals, 
and edited segs of Movietone's 
regular news coverage, ranging 
from a jet plane take-off to a 
canine soccer game. Films used 
on the series are carefully 
screened for objectionable scenes, 
and Luther's comments are styled 
to keep children from getting too 
excited over sequences of dan-
ger. For instance, after a shot of 
an Australian lifeboat's turning 
over in a sea of hurricane-sized 
waves, Luther added reassuringly, 
"And they all got back safely." 
A noble conjecture, but one we 
seriously doubt. 

Public service values of the 
series to sponsors, of course, are 
obvious, and Fox plans to follow 
than on extensive promotional 
tie-ups with local schools and 
educational groups. Some enter-
prising stations are arranging to 
supply local schools with TV sets, 
and will schedule the newsreel 
around noon, so that students can 
watch the show during lunch.

Take away Margaret Sullavan 
and "Deep Blue Sea" adds up to a 
great big old nothing. The mag-
nificent Maggie is superb and 
compelling, and is almost able to 
breathe life into a play that 
seems to be all motivation, but 
no solution. 
The capable cast gives the opus 

a good playing, but the extremely 
slow tempo of the British style 
will doom this play for a Stem 
audience. It is far teo wordy, and 
much too complicated. 
Terrence Rattigan has written 

an incisive play which despite its 
over-articulateness, is at times 
extremely engaging. The whole 
production has the stamp of high 
quality, and its success with a 
British audience is easily ac-
cepted. However, the fact re-
mains that the audience is left 
with more problems to solve than 
they had when the curtain went 
up. 

Miss Sullavan does a truly 
grand job as the distraught wife 
who attempts suicide when her 
lover fails to remember her birth-
day. She is witty, sensitive and 
positive, and is in complete 
charge of the evening. The sooth-
ing Sullavan voice was never in 
better tune and was particularly 
outstanding due to the tendency 
of the English cast to swallow 
most of their speeches. 
Alan Webb as the husband, 

and James Hanley as the lover 
are excellent foils for Miss Sulla. 
van's pretending, and both pro-
vide a large share of the play'. 
conviction. 
The play opens with Hester 

Collyer (Miss Sullavan) being 
rescued from an attempted sui-
cide in the flat she shares with 
her test pilot lover, now a con-
firmed alcoholic. It tries to solve 
the problem of what happens to a 
marriage when the bottom drops 
out. 

Rattigan has drawn his charac-
ters with considerable insight, 
and has avoided the stereotyped 
figures so often seen in problem 
plays. But their weakness lies in 
the fact that an audience never 
learns enough about their pasts to 
understand their present. 

Direction is good except for the 
very slow tempo. Over-all, pro-
duction leaves nothing to be de-
sired. 

"Sea" has a stormy life ahead 
of it, unless something can be 
done, and very soon, about its 
wordiness, lack of action and too 
extreme motivetion.

; decidedly off moment, and it 
couldn't have been any better 21 
' years ago. Just why Parella, who 
has been around the local show. 
sloop scene for a good Iona time, 
should pick it to usher in tus four. 
play season at the little President 
Theater is hard to determine. Cer-
tainly. any commercial hope for 
it is more top dubious thinking. 
Since "Flame's" premise reins 

upon a mercy killing, Patella may 
have figured that it might be 
more acceptable today. An far as 
Maugham's excursion into the 
realm of the problem play, the 
answer is decidely in the nega-
tive. Incidentally, whether by de-
sign, or directorial accident, its 
real emphasis falls mainly on a 
justification of an adulterous re-
lationship between the wife of a 
crippled aviator and his hale and 
Ihearty elder brother. Further-
: more, over and above flashed of 
obvious writing skill, Maugham 
has endowed his play with about 
every dramatic cliche an the book. 
It all comes out very pat and 
, high-soundingly noble. But ac-
tually it boils down to the fart 
that • doting mother poisons her 
son in order that he may not dis-
cover his wife's defection. The 
whole thing seems incredibly 
manufactured, despite the au-
thor's high-flown philosophizing. 

Good Players 
Several good players have been 

lured into taking part in these 
unhappy proceedings, Patricia 
Wheel probably comes off best as 
the wife who needs an emotional 
outlet. At least the character's 
thinking is realistic and believ-
• able. Frances Starr, veteran 
• trouper that she is, gets moments 
I of credibility into the character of 
the ultra-sagacious mother. Her 
big thud act scene in which she 
explains her conduct is extremely 
effective, but by no virtue of any-
thing that Maugham has written 
into it. Nancy Coleman does what 
she can with the nurse who has 
fallen its love with her patient to 
a point of neurosis, and Noel Les-
lie registers competently in the 
role of family friend. 
John Relch's staging smacks of 

the author's earnestness. Nobody 
is ever allowed to speculate for a 
moment as to how the play is 
going. Events are meticulously 
sign-Posted. On the good aide, 
however, must be mentioned Leo 
Ken' well-designed and lighted 
drawing-room interior. Ken has 
managed an amazing illusion of 
space and depth for the President 
Theater's tiny stage. On all other 
counts Patella should have 
skipped Grade "C" Maugham for 
the opener of his new venture.

The Stem scene could certainly 
stand a solid new light comedy, It 
would be pleasant to report that 
"In Any Language" fills the bill. 
Those Hollywood scripters, Ed-
mund Beloin and Henry Gerson, 
have teamed up on an amusing 
notion about a somewhat wilting 
pic star and her last-ditch stand 
for a comeback via a trip to Rome 
and the charming of an Italian 
movie director. The core of this 
conceit is the constant battle-kiss-
and - battle - again between the 
lady and her estranged hero. 
aviator ex-husband. 

It Is • set-up made for sharp 
dialog and rollicking short-scene 
comedy. The authors have taken 
full advantage of both, and their 
first act puts it securely on the 
funny - bone beam. However, 
comes a second stanza and the 
boys are considerably put to it to 
keep "Language's" slender plot 
abetting. There is a feeling of 
strain on everyone's part to keep 
it as wackily hilarious as it is sup-
posed to be. The third act picks it 
up again with the discovery 
by lady that she is a pretty bad 
serious actress, (a matter which 
has been made obvious early in 
the proceedings), and that her 
real career lies in battling domes-
ticity. If the comedy could only 
fulfill the promise of its earlier 
moments it could be a smash. As 
is, it adds up to an exceedingly 
well-played farce, with canny di-
rection by George Abbott to point 
up a hefty quota of laugh lines 
and give it typical Abbott sight. 
situation touches. 
However, what can sell "Lan-

guage" is its abundant proof that 
Uta Hagen can play boisterous 
comedy - or rather underplay 
it-with fine effect. She shows a 
completely unexpected sense of 
comedy values and can do any-
thing, from kicking up her heels 
to an absurd jitterbug chant, to 
registering a shocked realization 
of her own phoniness. She gets 
thoroly under the skin of her 
Hannah King and sees to it that a 
pewsitter finds the lady funny 
most of the time and likes her all 
the thne-quite a trick when the 
lady is • fading, somewhat in-
credible Hollywood star. 
Likewise a selling point is an 

exceptionally well-selected sup-
porting cast of 21. A good many 
of them are concerned with little 
more than character bits, but each 
adds his or her share impeccably. 
Walter Mathieu, who seems to get 
better with each Broadway stint 
is fine as the feuding husband. 
Joe De Santis is floridly right as a 
genius of the Italian cinema. Et.

Both Bloomingdale's and Col-

ony, which have been at list for 
more than a month, reponed that 
their September volume this 
year was greater than a year ago 
when discounts were in effect 
Spokesmen for these outlets 
maintained that despite the pub-
licity record price cutting has re-
ceived. there are many disk buy-
ers who are unaware of the exist-
ence of discounts. 
The change in price policy of 

these retailers now places them 
back at the level of such mid-
town stores as Schirmer's the 
Doubleday book chain. the Term-
inal Record Shop and Carl 
Fischer With the exception of 
the but named, none of these had 
ever joined the price war.

Passage of the Taft-Hartley Act 
brought about major change. in 
the field of theater entertainment. 
Prior to enactment of the act, 
theaters paid for the time of the 
musicians, but declined to accept 
its services when a name band was 
featured. After it became law, 
theaters repeatedly hired traveling 
bands without employing the local 

way productions, charged further 
that the union had passed the 
resolution on the insistence of 
several disgruntled contractors 
and that the whole matter came 
about as a "political expedient" to 
rally strength around 802 execs in 
the upcoming union election.

It is believed 
that one of the reasons the two 
majors have brought out the $2.95 
platters is because of the gains 
made by Remington Records with 
its inexpensive LP's over the past 
two years. 
The latter company has shown 

that them is a large market for 
the less expensive LP sets con-
taining the popular type of classi-
cal music. There are many other 
inexpensive classical labels on 
the market at the present time, 
including Royale. Parade and 
others, but the upsurging Rem-
ington line, priced at UAL has 
impressed the majors' long-range 
planners. 
MGM Records recently brought 

forth a new inexpensive LP, Lion 
Records, a 10-inch platter, con-
taining pop tunes and retailing 
for $1.69. However, MGM claims 
it has no intention of putting out 
classics on the Lion label at this 
time. There is no indication as to 
Capitol, Decta or London Rec-
ords regarding their intentions 
concerning a classical 12-inch 
platter retailing for less than $3.

Tho the chanter is "in" 
with the British, he is just getting 
acquainted with the rest of the 
Continental kids. 

America's recording phenone-
non, Johnnie Ray, is also a favor-
te with British retard buyers, 
having scared heavily with "Cry" 
and "Little White Cloud." Else-
where on the Continent, Mr. 
Emotion has not yet been given 
the full test, but Columbia dis-
tributors in every country are 
willing to push him strongly. For 
example, commencing November 
1, Johnnie Ray platters become 
available for the first time in 
Italy, with an all-out promotion 
campaign kicking things off. 
True, there's always room for 

talent—especially unusual talent 
—but sometimes it's a bit difficult 
getting heard. It is especially to 
when the veteran performers of 
American wax continue to shine 
on the Continental stage.

FIVE BANDS IN ONE 

D.C. Disk Jock Conover 
Springs a Unique Combo 

WASHINGTON, Oct. 11.—One and musicians in favor of single 
of the first "big bands" to come vocalists, small combos and ope. 
mat of Washington since Duke Ell-
ington made his bid may be on ad 
way soon. with WWDC disk 
jockey Willis Conover fronting it. 
In fact, it may be a combination 
of five bands in one, with the pay-
ing customers taking their choice. 
Conover is contributing Co DC's 
band-consciousness with his Big 
Band (19 musicians), an orchestra 
(15 musiciars and 2 vocalists), a 
Latin-American band (9 mu-
sicians), a modern combo (7 mu-
sicians) and the Dixieland group 
(6 musicians). 

All groups make up a total of 21 
performers pia.. Conover. No new-
comer to the music business. Con-
over began organizing jam ses-
sions and small combos five years 
ago and placed several groups in 
local night spots. He came up with 
the big-band idea a year ago 
when, as a platter spinner, he dis-
covered that "Washington was 
completely without music to 
dance to." The largest orchestra 
in the Nation's Capital was a 
seven-piece combination at Glen 
Echo Amusement Park. As a 
starter. Conover rented the Kays-
ko's night club every Sunday (the 
club's dark day) for a series of 
concerts. The orchestra drew 
packed houses, and all the side-
men made over and above the 
union scale on a share basis. Th i 
Conover band, and its bands with-
in the band, are now appearing 
every Sunday afternoon at Jazz-
land, with one-night stands at 
Turner's Arena, the Howard The-
ater. military installations and 
college dances. 
"No amateur aggregation, the 

sidemen include some of the best 
in the business. and the top ar-
rangers in the country have given 
the band permission to use any-
thing they have," according to 
Conover. All the sidemen hold 
down seats in small combos, sym-
phony orchestras and hotel en-
sembles in the Washington area. 
But the Conover band is their big 
pitch toward future recognition. 
As Conover is not a musician 

and not a member of the mu-
sician's union, the band is always 
billed as "WtIlis Conover presents 
the Big Band," not as Willis Con-
over and ais orchestra. At present 
the Conover band is confining its 
activities to Washington, Balti-
more and other nearby localities 
for single engagements. If a re-
cording company titto Id oiga 
them (two ire now nstening to 
audition tapes), they might con-
sider going on the road. 
As to why he has taken time 

out from Ins disk jockey chores to 
go into band business, Conover 
says he "felt he was a moocher." 
"As a disk jockey I spin records," 
he said, "and I noticed a definite 
trend during the last five years 
which seemed to cut out bands 

malty musicians. 
"It seemed incongruous to me, a 

radio announcer whose stock in 
trade is music, to be a gravedigger 
for the industry. After all, one of 
the quickest way to kill musicians 
is to take away their means of 
making a living. I don't want 
any part of this. I felt that the 
least I could do was to attempt 
to revive the big-band formula an 
Washington, my home grounds." 
Conover also voiced belief that 

the drift away from the big-band 
boom of the '30's and '40's is unfair 
to the public. Why should the 
public be limited in its choice o 
the differences in human voices 
or small combos when a big oand 
offers more real music, melodic 
lines and rhythmic variations?" he 
asks. "We're getting instrumental 
hits again like 'Blue Tango,' Deli-
cede' and 'Vanessa,' not swing 
band hits, but instrumental none-
theless." 
"Seconaly based or. the experi-

ences of our own band, I believe 
that the affinity between musi-
cians .d the public that existed 
during the swing era s return-
ing," he said. "The kids are hang-
ing around the bandstand again 
and voicing their appreciation. All 
this indicates that the time is ripe 
for a new. smart musical and un-
derstandable orchestra to be born. 
Maybe its the new Finegan-Sauter 
band,. or perhaps it's someone 
else We hope it's us." 

Promotion is handled by Lar-
rabee Associates, a Washington ad 
agency known for its ideas. The 
newspaper ads alone drew the 
first crowd. Conover's disk jockey 
show on WWDC, which is tailored 
to teen-agers, has kept the ball 
rolling.

Needed: MOA Members 
More than a month has passed since the close of the annual 

convention of the Mink Operators of America. The music 
machine industry is waiting now to see what direction MOA 
Will take during the coming year—what support it will get 
for a program which has to be considerably more ambitious 
than riny the group has tackled 'to date. 

As the convention drew to a close, the board members 
wisely decided to make the president. George A. Miller, busi-
ness manager as well. They extended his term of office from 
one to two years and they gave him a modmt ($3,000) annual 
expense account 

These moves are the best evidence to date that the mem-
bership of MOA is determined to see that its association not 
only stays in business but grows and hem.es more effective. 

The Time I. Now 
The time was never riper for an active, aggressive national 

trade association far juke box operetors Nor were oiNtntens 
ever more receptive to the idea. 

When MOA was organized by Miller, Al Denver, Hirsh de 
I. Vice, Dick Steinberg, Sid Levine, Ray Cunliffe, Clint 
Pierce and other operator emaciation leaders too numerous 
to mention, a great many in the phonograph business were 
skeptical. 

Was the association organized for personal gain? 
Did the association Intend to set itself up to put pressure 

on manufacturen and distributors? 
Fears groundless 

The past three years proved these fears groundless. Fur-
thermore, they proved that an operator association—even an 
association small in numbers and financial resources—could 
work for the good of the entire business and get results. 
The outstanding example was the copyright legislation bat. 
tie. 

MOA's efforts, in co-operation with the Automatic Phono-
graph Manufacturers' Association, were successful in beat-
ing the Bryson-Kefauver bills which would have imposed an 
additional tax burden on ramie operators. 'That fight is tar 
front ended, but at least operators have a competent organi-
zation to carry their position to Congress when the need 
arises again. 

It seems MOA's biggest immediate task is to increase its 
membership. More members are needed for two reasons: 
The association has to have additional revenue because its 
present budget is pitifully small, and because more mem-
bers will make the association that much more representative 
of operators everywhere. 

When 240A wu organized. it was set up as a loose feder-
ation of State and local associations. Memberships were 
not solicited among operators who lived in areas which did 
not have associations. The time has come, however, for 
MOA's officers and directors to launch a continuing cam-
paign to bring these operators into the fold. They would 
add much needed strength and go a long way toward in-
suring MOA's future growth.

Meta 
on this generally overlooked 
problem are presented In. a 
feature article in the October 
Sense of Vend, sister publication 
of The Billboard, out this week. 
In a recent field study by 

Vend, it was revealed that ap-
proximately 80 per cent of the 
nation's operators do not allow 
adequately for depreciation, in-
cluding vandalism and ob-
solescence. ITO means that net 
profit will be inflated, and the 
"Inflation" will appear beneficial 
until It is necessary to buy re-
placements of one type 
another. Also, the inflated profits 
distort the operator's business 
efficiency and mean that he mutt 
pay an excessive income tax on 
his fictitious net 

Major Problem 
Depreciation. which is an 

estimates at best, comes under the 
heading of the most troublesome 
expense Item. In prewar years, 
when businessmen went wrong 
on their depreciation write-offs, 
the loss was restricted to the 
difference between their estimates 
and the book value of the 
depreciated assets at termination 
of use. If a unit costing $1,000 
was written off at $100 yearly 
for an estimated 11, -span of 10 
years) and became mechanically 
deficient or obsolete In seven 
vean, management had to write 
off a lose of $300 when it had to 
be scrapped. 
Thus, In such a case, the 

operator shortchanged himself on 
depreciation, and his net profit 
for the prior seven years was 
$300 less than his books indicated. 
He paid an income tax on the 
"water." - 

In one instance, an operator's 
books showed a 1 per cent loss

• 7.3 per cent net profit- Others 
have been hit to varying 
degrees by erroneoit• handling 
of depreciation.

assets. Instead, set up a 
depreciation table for each unit 
or group of units. Maintaining 
a classified record of this type 
will provide the operator with 
good check on what the internal 
expense ought to be for his 
business.
