This is the first Quarterly issue of a
Record Programming Guide that has been on the
drawing boards for many months.

Any new service must have a reason for
existence. We believe there is a substantial
need for this one.

The Billboard, in its weekly issues,
provides up to the minute news about the industry,
as well as the most accurate charts showing
the true current status of recordings. These
must be the main functions of a newsweekly
serving as the communications center of
the music industry.

However, the editors of The Billboard
recognize that juke box operators and disk jockeys
have been in need of new and better programming
aids to help them make the most effective use of
records. While this type of material could not
appear in our weekly issues, it has been
packaged in this form for compact and convenient
presentation each Quarter.

Each feature included in this first issue
was conceived, researched and developed to have
lasting value. The Quarterly, therefore, is a
reference tool, designed for virtually daily use
during its lifetime. Its material was
specifically planned to retain its programming
value for a specific period of time—to be
exact, until next September 14. In that issue,
The Billboard will publish the Fall Quarterly,
the contents of which will supersede the
material in this issue.

We will welcome your comments and
suggestions about this new Quarterly service in
the interests of improving it for you.

The wealth of chatter in
the brief biographical summaries is
presented here alphabetically by artist
for easy reference. And many fine
programming ideas can be developed
from the record info data.

Buyers and Bookers of Talent will
need no diagrams to tell them how
valuable this compilation is, or how to
use it. They have continuously re-
quested biographical data as well as
for the personal managers and book-
ing offices or leading talent. This
