— Al-
bert A. Carretta, NARM special
counsel, Tuesday (21) presented
to the NARM convention here a
“Formuls for Prolitable Com-
pliance.” With the upcoming
FTC Trade Practice Rules.
Carretta, who represented
NARM at the Trade Practice
hearing in Washington March
13, said the formula can bring
members into comphance with
existing law and at the same
time improve their r-rr-[it and
loss statements through elimina-
tion of illegnl pricing practices

Carretta made a strong argu-
ment for compliance “because
compliance will keep you oul
of legal difficultics and will
mean a belter relurn on your
invested capital,™

Making a profit is the pri-
mary motive in business, but
yome think volume selling is
the primary motive, with profit
secondary, The latter philoso-
phy, Carretta noted, leads to
demoralization of the entire in-
dustry. “The conservative busi-
nessman who is willing to op-
crate within the law and with
moderate profits in mind, often
adopts the practices of the un-
scrupulous operalor who wants
o become Mr. Big—even
though he has to violate existing
laws to do 1. The conservative
businessman adopts the practices
of his volume-hungry competi-
Lor too often, one will fight
fire with fire and retaliation
becomes the order of the day
Price wars result and evervone
suffers.”

Industry-Wide Basis

Practically every industry
member a1t one time or another
violates trade regulation laws
and thercfore, a member 15 un-
willing to voluntarily correct his
practices—because il he does, he
will lose out to a competitor
who continues to wiolate the
law Carretta  explained. He
added, however, that the device
of Trade Practice Rules offer

members the opportunity to
eliminate illegal practices simul-
taneously and on an industry-
wide basis.

Carretta  pointed out that
rules will mean little unless the
members of the industry want
the rules to be effective. "Your
association 1 the best medium
for the effective implementation
of such rules.”

Carretta's formula for profit-
uble compliance, & program for
a “sick industry plagued by dis-
criminatory pricing practices,”
entails three steps:

1) Promulgation by the FTC
of rules; and it is desirable that
the rules contmin many examples
of violations of law,

2) Following publication of
rules by the FTC, NARM
should undertake an educational
program to explain the rules.

1) NARM should adopt a
complinnce program  through
which industry members may
co-operate  with the Federal
Trade Commission by calling
violations of rules to the atten-

tion of the FTIC

Carretta said the last-men-
tioned step can be most effective
through the establishment of a
privale trade practice committee,
which would co-operate with
the FTC. It should not be the
function of such a commitice to
attempt to enforce compliance
on its own responsibility

Thus, Carretta noted, under
this program each industry
member becomes a privale de-
tective without pay—rendering
a4 service for the commoen good

MAREK'S VIEW:

Rack Merchandisers to Play Vital
Role in Record Industry Growth

MIAMI BEACH. Fla. —
George K. Marek, RCA Victor
cxeculive vice-president, In ad-
dressing the NARM Convention
Monday (20) on the general sub-
iect of a “Reaffirmation of
Faith,” analyzed trends emerg-
ing during the past decade and
gave s prognosticalions—or
wishes—{or the [uture. The
RLA Victor execulive's lalk was
ilustrated by shdes and was re-
plete with literary allusions. He
traced the revolotions in mer-
chandising and selling; the de-
velopment of self-service; the
mtcrnationalization of music;
the growth of interest in music,
and the growth of leisure time
which fosters additional interest
in all forms of entertainment,

Moving to the future, Marek
presented his “guesses,” stating;
“Perhaps these [ﬂlth\t:ﬁ are no
more than wishes—wishes 1
wish for you and for me. | have
10 wishes.” These are, in con-
densed form, as follows:

1) The record merchandiser
will become even more impor-
tant . , . and his function of dis-
tributing records through multi-
product retall outlets will
continue to be vital. Marek
added, however, that the record
merchandiser must improve; he
must develop new ideas rather
than engage in an undisciplined
drive for volume. Marek sug-
gested that informed sales per-
sonnel be added "to the bloodless
browser box"” in some locations,

2) Records sre likely to be
sold shortly in supermarkets,
variety stores and other non-
record outlets overseas. The
American pattern of distribution
will develop in foreign countries.

Gallagher Advises Rack Jobbers
To Get Product Customers Want

MIAMI BEACH, Fla—Bill
Gallagher, Columbia Records’
marketing vice-president, Tues-

“The essentinl marketing job
of management in the record
industry,” he explained, “is to
view the business [rom the
market place, not the market
place from the business. To-
day’s record buyer is no longer
a sales target—he knows what
he wants and it's our job to
make it as accessible 1o him as
possible—at realistic prices.”

Gallagher emphasized  that
intelligent buying determines the
success of the record merchan-
diser. He pointed out that the

consumer doesn't care what the
merchandiser hus in inventory
—but he does care (o gel
what he wanis.

"I urge vou,” Gallagher said,

rack jobbers were guilty of these
sins, but added that the innocent
ones were in the minority.

The following statement out-
lined the policy of the Capitol
Record Distributor Corporation
with regard (o its rack jobber
policy.

“"CRDC will solict only those
accounts whose current exposure
and sale of Capitol-Angel prod-
ucts are significantly below their
potential or below their own
prior experience. CRDC will not
solicit an account that can better
be serviced by its rack jobber.
CRDC will pot seek business
from those accounis whose rack
jobber is conscientiously mar-
keting reasonable amounts of
our product.

“This means that in many
cases CRDC will solicit no ac-
counts of a given rack jobber,
but instead will do evervthing
possible to support the current
relationship between that rack
jobber and his customers.

“In short, this approach will
be a selective one, very much
akin to a rack jobber's own
praclice of selectively soliciting
accounts regularly served by the
conventional distributor.”

'‘Country music is the best
drawing program we have ever
offered at the Charlotte Cali-
seum,” Buck said. “And besides
that, we have wvirtually no
trouble from the [ans.”

Also due for recogmition f[or
the success of the show is Bill
Waugh, the coliseum's publicity
director. Bill is all over the
coliseum handling details and
insuring a successful evening.

And much of the credit for
the show's success rightly be-
longs to Hubert Long, who
packages the talent for each
show.

As men-
tioncd earlier, the wide accept-
ance of r.&b. music by white
music buyers and listeners has
brought WWRL and other
Negro stations many white lis-
tener — especially from the
teen-age and sub-teen set. The
exciiing “soul sound” of r.&b.

As frue r.&b. is not under-
stood by many white program-
mers, the Negro stations such
as WWRL are monitored as a
guide to which r.&b, records
could be popular with white
audiences.

TO THE RECORD DEALER, there should be
no guestion about it at all. The only opportunity
he would have to get into the pay TV business
would be the chance to buy some stock in a pay-
TV company. But the HVT business is his I:m‘tz-
right, and whether he forfeits it depends largely
on him. "

When visual recordings arrive on the scenc.
there’s no reason why they should cut into the
atdio phono record and tape business, and many
a4 record dealer will undoubtedly be satisfied 1o
leave well enough alone, and shy away from this
new unknown medium of video tape.

Most photographic dealers, however, will be
ready to rush oul and embrace this new business
Phey're no strangers to the visual medium, and
most of them have had plenty of experience with
lape—at the expense ol record dealers. Many
have long been in the rental business—rental of
cameras and of film—and it's possible that the
i'h"T' Business will be more closely akin 1o rental
than sale

RECORD CLUBS, TOO, should welcome a
home video Business—a hll‘qlﬂfii which could
casily dwarf their audio merchandising.

U Course, nobody knows for sure what form the
pre-recarded HVT business will take. Barring a
ew sCieniific breakthrough (such as the record-
ng of piciures on inexpensive disks), it would be
2 good guess that the HVT business will be. as
we said, a form of rentsl. The consumer may pay
4 “membership fee,” or buy the first tape—and
then exchange il for another, paying a rental fee.

UNLESS A REALLY low-cost process is de-
veloped, 1t now appears that HVT recordings will
be quite expensive, Unlike musical recordings,
visual recordings probably won't be played over
and over (with the exception of educational and
how-to-do-it recordings such as golf lessions, ete,).
Fresumably, therefore, recordings will be ex-
changed penodically, in lending-library fashion.

Since HVT recorders, like audio recorders, can
e used (o record as well as to play back, there
presumably would be an important market for
raw video tape. Big as this market may be, the
pre-recorded tape field looks far bigger. The
noveity of recording directly from the home TV
fand even of making home TV movies) eventuall
will wear off—but preprogrammed tape, wi
its never-ending vanety, will be no more a novelty
market than the phonograph record business or
the TV network business,

ALL OF THIS IS conjecture, of course, But
it's rooted very soundly in the history of televi-
sion and the history of the phonograph. The com-
ing of HVT will make fantastic changes in our
business. Its revolutionary impact will be com-
parable to that of the introduction of television
itself. Evervone in this industry has an important
obligation to himself — to keep informed, to
keep llexible, and to prepare for the challenge
and opportunities in this brand-new field.

Ve doni
sell 1o operators—why should we exhibit at their show, an execulive
with one of the nation's largest record firms said. "Now i there
were one stop operators at the show, we'd be interested

So—why not? One stop owners should be interested in meeting
operators—after all, the operators are their customers. The oper-
ators should be interested in meeting one stop owners—they buy
from them all year long, rely on their judgment, often seek their
advice. It would seem the two would have a great deal 1o learn
from each other—perhaps in a series of seminars or business sessions

As far as the record manufacturers are concerned, their interest
in meeting one stop owners Is obvious. Equully obvious 1s the
contribution they can make to an MOA convention. Aside from
being exhibitors, aside from adding color and excitement by bringing
their artists, they can also contribute a great deal by telling op-
erators about such things as programming and one slop owners
about such things as marketing and the like,

How about a seminar with record manufacturers, one siop
owners and juke box operators participating. How about giving each
record manufacturer who exhibits a chance lo speak to one stop
owners and operators,

How about a separate room where one stops could put up
small individual booths, scaled very low in price, to meel Operalor
customers. How about a series of revolving appointmenis where
cach one stop owner present has a set time to talk to each record
manufacturer present—just as is now pracliced by the National
Association of Rack Merchandisers (NARM), :

Only 10 years old, Tape-
Athon has grown today to one
of the most respected names in
the music business. The equip-
ment it now provides is o series
of prolessional-type reel-to-reel
tape trunsports and the music
that's used with them. Engi-
neered for the “long haul™ in-
stallation, these tape transports
arc rugged night down 1o the
name-plates, Realizing that in
many cases the machine will bhe
located on the ultimate custom-
er's premises, their designers
have made it as [ully automutic
and as durable as matenals and
processes will allow,

The firm deploys its systems
through 2 number of national
reps and from these to several
hundred distributors and dealers
The music end of the business
itself has grown so large that i
must now be operated as a
separate entity, Tape-Athon Mu-
sic, Inc. This firm is equipped
with one of the largest and most
costly tape duplicating facilities
on the West Coast.

Tape-Athon, as the name 1m-
plies, provides music on tape
for background play, but it goes
mto a truly scentibic study to
select just what music 15 used
The company's philosophy is to
provide background music on a
custom basis—cach user receiv-
g a specific program for his
establishment. What this boils
down to 15 Tape-Athon's well-
founded belief that no two busi-
nesses need exactly the same
kKind of background. Here are
just a few of the considerations
maide when selecting music for
a particular location.

(a) Type (department slore,
motel, cocktail lounge, etc.).

(b) Georgraphical area,

(c) Ethnic origin of custom-
ers.

(d} Time of day in operation.

(e} Image desired.

What evolves from all this
study is a program for an
establishment that provides an
atmosphere, designed to in-
fluence the patrons by attracting
or retaiming them. This “cor-
rect” atmosphere has been
shown to be many times more
effective than run-of-the-mill
hackground music. At the same
time, the Tape-Athon organiza-
tion is able to produce these pro-
grams and tape players and sell
through distnbutors and deal-
ers at prices competitive to
other sources.

The process of developing
these programs to meet the
firm’s requirements is lengthy.
as can be imagined. The music
is strictly instrumental since vo-
cals tend to make the patron
“listen.” This is objectionable

.

for true background atmosphere.
Sources for musical numbers
are international, necessitating
frequent Irips to foreign music
centers, most notably, Europe.

Literally thousands of musical
numbers and arrangements are
auditioned dnnually at Tape-
Athon’s facility in Inglewood.
Only 10 per cent of the
total music submitted is finally
selected for use in the various
programs. And what music the
firm can’l find already recorded,
it will procure by having original
recordings made. All music is
thoroughly studied by Tape-
Athon's three-man auditioning
staff, representing over (100
vears of aggregate musical ex-
micnu_ Once a number has
ween approved by the audition-
ing stafl, 1t s recorded on a
special master tape and becomes
part of the firm's library.” Ac-
tually, three masters are made
simultancously: one dual track
duplicating the original, a sec-
ond identical to the first for
Candby or safety, and a third
four-track for stereo. These
original tapes are kept on
individual reels, cataloged, and
stored in a controlled-atmos-
phere room. This cataloging op-
cration itself 1s extremely com-
prehensive, providing coded
data on every aspect of the mu-
sic, simplifving selections for
program matching.

The next step in producing a
salable “atmosphere” is to com-
bine 200 to 400 such recordings
into a single, continuous pro-
gram. Here is where the tech-
niques of psvchology as well as
musical knowledge are prime
qualifications for editing. The
man who masterminds this func-
tion is Max Urban, well-known
Eﬂmp[‘li-ﬂl', ATTanger, and con-
ductor. Urban must not oaly se-
lect the proper numbers but
must sequence them in the most
desirable and efficient order,
provide proper breaks between
them, time the entire program,
and compensate for variations
in amplitude so the finished
work has a constant volume
level.

Using this program master
as an original recording. the
firm then produces one or more
duplicates, as required, in its
extensive and  well-equipped
duplicating department. All re-
cordings are made on l-mil
mvlar for truest reproduction
and maximum duarability.

Thus, the customer receives
a taped program that is not only
unique but one designed to fit
his business like a glove. It is
intended to realistically reduce
emplovee absenteeism, improve
production, atiract new custom-
ers, put patrons in buying mood,
or do whatever the occasion
demands. Usually, this music is

Pessar told the bulk opera-
tors that a supermarkel exec-
utive isn't interested in  how
much commission he gets in
terms of percentages—but he is
interested in how much revenue
he will receive for a given
square lootage

The supermarket executive—
who had been a vending op-
erator before entering the food
fiecld—said that a supermarket
must do 335,000 in volume for
cach $1.000 profit it makes

Cleanliness Essential

Pessar said that keeping bulk
vending machines spotless s
essential in a supermarket op-
cration. He explained that if
anything remotely associated
with food is not clean, the re-
sults are disastrous

He added that the store also
has a responsibility in supple-
menting the cleaning efforts of
the operator by making sure
that one of the store employees

runs a damp rag over the
globes from time to time.
Pessar 1wok the manufac-

turers to task for overlookin
a safety factor, He said that
unless machines are bolted
down, there is a possibility that
they will topple over and in-
jure a chald

Pessar said that supermarkets
don’t like to have their floors

marred by bolt marks and sug-
gested that the industry could
solve the problem.

He also advised operators to
learn to say “no” to a location
\f the commission demands are
unreasonable.

Don't Beg

Pessar pointed out that bulk
vending machines bring in to
the store revenue for unusable
space and that the operator
need not beg for the location.

Under the Food Fair plan,
store managers share in the
vending commissions and hence
are encouraged to promote bulk
vending. Food Fair will field test
new items in an cffort to boost
vending revenues.

Pessar told the operators to
fill their globes with increasing
regulanity. He pointed out that
about half the monthly bulk
vending volume is done in the
first 10 days a new fill is put
in the machine.

Machine Posting Is
Help to Seattle Op

SEATTLE—Running a con-
tinuous analysis on sales of each
type of fill, by machine and by
location, is only one of the
advantages which John C. Me-
Daniel, of the big Palmer Com-
pany here, has obtained from
investing in modern machine
bookkeeping.

Instead of depending upon
the usual notebook entries,
hand-written checks and memo-
ry, operator McDaniel and his
wife use a National Cash Reg-
iter posting machine which al-
lows him to keep just as tight
control over a single ball gum
machine in a marginal location,
as on an cight-head machine in
a modern super drugstore.

The National Cash Register
posting machine, brought up to
date daily, provides for complete
information on sales to date for
the yeur, sales noted at any
given collection, a comparison
with sales for the equivalent
period of the year before, com-
missions paid, accumulative bal-
ance on total sales made by the
machine from the time it went
on location to the present. Al
the same time this information
is posted on the bookkeeping
machine, backing sheets provide
for posting a daily ledger, the
sales analysis, and for writing
the commission checks for the
location owner, tax records, etc.,
all in one motion.

The posting machine keeps up
o the minute on sales of some
4 to 18 times included in the
inventory. Among them are lic-
orice gems, Boston baked beans,
chicle treats, jelly beans, 100-
count gum, specialty gum, |I-
cent, S-cent und 10-cent cap-
sules, various candy mixes and
leaflets. All are popular and
have their place in the inventory
because the analysis shows that
they sell.
