(The Billboard, Jan. 16), or by 
way of a publishing subsidiary 
of the National Broadcasting 
Co., seemed more likely this 
week as a result of newest in- 
formation. 

Following on the heels of 
RCA Victor's exploration of 
publishing as a possible means 
of diversification, it was learned 
that NBC has been having talks 
with representatives of the 
Aberbach interests but at press 
time no agreement had been 
reached. It is reported that Rob- 
ert Sarnoff, NBC board chair- 
man who assumes the presidency 
of RCA on Jan. I, has become 
very interested in the publishing 
field, and that surveys have 
been made in order to ascertain 
manpower and catalog needs 
for a comprehensive publishing 
operation. 

Several facets of this over -all 
picture, intrigue the insiders. 
Those close to the scene point 
to the possibility, for instance. 
of two publishing ventures un- 
der the RCA banner -one by the 
disk wing and the other by the 
network wing. Others feel that

Tijuana Sound Pacesetter 
For New Pop Music Style

HOLLYWOOD -The Ti- 
juana Brass, currently riding high 
on A &M Records, is forerunner 
of a new sound movement in 
pop music. After four years of 
building the Mariachi sound, 
the Herb Alpert -led studio 
group is scoring heavily on the 
nightclub circuit and on top 
network shows. 

Up until the last few weeks, 
the Brass had the field alone 
as the leading exponent of Mex- 
ican- flavored pop music. It ap- 
peared no other label felt the 
biting harmony trumpet style of 
the group (with a contemporary 
rhythm sound as a base) was 
anything to duplicate. 

Now, however, with A &M sin- 
gles and albums all over the 
charts and "Whipped Cream 

'Sound of Music' Sells at 
400,000 Monthly Clip

NEW YORK - RCA Victor 
soundtrack album of "The Sound 
of Music" is selling at such a hot 
clip, many sales records are 
likely to be topped before its 
final figures are in. The album. 
which is expected to pass the 
two -million mark before the end 
of the year, is now selling at a 
rate of 400,000 copies a month. 

The two -million figure is all 
the more impressive in that it's 
been achieved in only nine 
months and takes in domestic 
sales only. The album, which 
is on release overseas, is the No. 
1 LP seller in England. The 
foreign sales of the album have 
not been tallied yet, however. 

Victor executives anticipate 
no let -up in the sales of the 
album for some lime and see it 
easily passing its top soundtrack 
seller "South Pacific," which hit 
three million. Since its release 
in March, "The Sound of Music" 
is running 600 per cent ahead of 
the sales tally racked up by 

"South Pacific" during its first 
nine -month period on the mar- 
ket. 

Victor's bullish attitude on 
"The Sound of Music's" sales

Epic has also recognized

Sherman and the Arena Brass.

Good" as the top side of the

The 
meeting was followed by an- 
other meeting between the com- 
mittee and BMI representatives. 

The committee meeting held 
a discussion of proceedings now 
pending in Southern District 
Court of New York for fixation 
of ASCAP fees, and Judge 
Ryan's order asking for produc- 
tion of ASCAP records. The 
committee resolved that efforts 
continue to conclude the ASCAP 
proceeding as expeditiously as 
possible. 

With regard to BMI the dis- 
cussions concerned the recent 
demand for an increase in fees. 
Subsequent to the meeting, the 
committee members met with 
BMI execs, including President 
Bob Sour, and Sydney Kaye, 
chairman of the board. The 
committee informed BMI that 
there was no basis at this time 
on which the committee could 
recommend that its stations pay 
an increase to BMI. BMI agreed 
to supply data supporting its 
demand.

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N. Y. Probe May Be Harbinger 
Of Full -Scale Fraud. Inquiry

NEW YORK -In what may 
be the forerunner of more seri- 
ous meetings and the start of a 
full -scale investigation into al- 
leged misrepresentation in the 
record industry, more than 50 
artists, personal managers, in- 
dustry attorneys and record com- 
pany executives gathered for a 
public hearing here at the of- 
fices of State Attorney General 
Louis J. Lefkowitz Thursday 
(16). 

Among those making state- 
ments were Peter Nero, Xavier 
Cugat, Maxine Brown, Walter 
Hofer, U. S. attorney for the 
Beatles; Jerrold H. Kushnick, 
attorney for Erroll Garner; Her- 
man D. Gimbel, president of 
Audio Fidelity Records; John 
Clark, attorney representing the 
Harry Fox office; Sidney She - 
mel, attorney representing 
United Artists; Murray (the K) 
Kaufman, and Richard B. Jab - 
low, attorney representing John 
Gary. 

The open meeting followed 
on the heels of cease and desist 
actions by the Attorney Gen- 
eral's office against Ambassador 
Records, Pickwick International 
Records, and Premier Records; 
all three companies agreed to 
repackage product that was 
questioned. The Attorney Gen- 
eral had also recently launched 
court action against Buckingham 
Records, alleging the firm had 
misrepresented its product on 
the jackets of five albums. 

Among the labels held up for 
discussion at the Thursday 
morning session were Wyncote, 
Coronet, Spinorama, Guest Star 
and Gozo. MGM was mentioned

terviewed, and catalogs evalu- 
ated for possible purchase, by 
RCA representatives. It is known 
that among the yardsticks of 
catalog value, those being used 
are: (1) the performance of the 
copyright for a three -year 
period, and (2) an analysis of 
the number and value of me- 
chanicals secured by a staff on 
a specific copyright as compared 
with those that come in over the 
transom. 

That RCA or its segments 
should enter the publishing field 
is regarded as logical in this 
era of the music business. Victor 
today is the only major Ameri- 
can record label which does not 
engage in publishing -although 
overseas in the international 
field RCA is in the publishing 
business. Increasingly, the re- 
quirements of the world music 
business are regarded as favor- 
ing joint record -publisher enter- 
prise. As a result, no longer does 
any odium attach to a record 
manufacturer who concurrently 
is a publisher. 

Too, it is increasingly corn - 
mon for the giant user to enter 
the publishing field -an out- 
standing example being the pur- 
chase of Leeds by the Music 
Corporation of America. 

No timetable can be set for 
the implementation of the RCA 
publisher moves -both on the 
NBC and RCA Victor levels. 
Obvious determinants will be the 
availability of adequate man- 
power and a decision as to 
whether it is necessary to acquire 
a sizable property or build from 
scratch. 
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in connection with an early 
Beatles product that had been 
withdrawn from the market two 
years ago. MGM's economy la- 
bel- Metro -and Sears, the la- 
bel of Sears, Roebuck and Co., 
were mentioned in connection 
with John Gary. Jablow, Gary's 
attorney, said that after Gary be- 
came famous, six different firms 
released his early demonstration 
record ... "all made a long time 
ago." One of the firms lifted a 
cover directly off an album of 
Gary's on RCA Victor Records 
that was selling well. The LP's 
featured mainly the same songs, 
Jablow said. He said five law- 
suits were presently pending re- 
garding these albums. 

UA Objecting 
Shemel of United Artists Rec- 

ords objected to an album on 
the Wyncote Records label 
which stated on the cover "Music 
from the George Stevens produc- 
tion of 'The Greatest Story Ever 
Told'." The record gave the im- 
pression it was the soundtrack, 
said Shemel. United Artists Rec- 
ords released the soundtrack of 
the film. He said there was 
probably only one song in the 
Wyncote product that was in 
the movie. 

Maxine Brown said, "I'm also 
a victim." There are several al- 
bums out, she said, and "the 
covers are even better than my 
present company is turning out." 
She now records for Scepter Rec- 
ords. But only two of her songs 
were on each of the Wyncote 
and Ambassador LP's. She also 
complained there was no way of 
collecting royalties on the songs 
she'd written that were on these 
LP's. 

Seeks Legislation 
Erroll Garner's attorney, Jer- 

rold H. Kushnick, exhibited 
several albums with Garner's 
name on the jacket. Several of 
the jackets said stereo. "Stereo 
wasn't even in existence when 
these were recorded in the 
1940's," Kushnick said. He com- 
mented that New York legisla- 
tion now permitted this type of 
labeling and asked something he 
done about it. 

Of the Garner albums, most 
on Guest Star and Crown Rec- 
ords, Kushnick said that on one 
jacket they even misspelled his 
name. On another, they teamed 
him up with unknown artists. 
One record packaged in two 
different jackets with two dif- 
ferent order numbers. Another 
jacket claimed the record fea- 
tured Stan Getz and Erroll Gar- 
ner and "Garner wasn't even on 
the record." 

Kushnick called upon all rec- 
ord companies to get behind a 
movement for legislation to pre- 
vent this. He said some of the 
music was even recorded at con- 
certs without Garner's permis- 
sion. 

Harold D. Gimbel, President 
of Audio Fidelity Records, said 
he was 100 per cent against 
these deceptive practices, but 
felt the record companies should 
get together with the artists and 
stop it where it starts -to stop 
the high advances being given 
because these force the compa- 
nies to sell old masters to gain 
back some of their money. 

Cugat Gripe 
Xavier Cugat said, 'The rec- 

ords I'm ashamed of, I made 
for RCA Victor 40 years ago. 
They are still selling them; in 
fact, these older records sell bet- 
ter in Europe and South Amer- 
ica than my new ones. My new 
ones haven't got there yet, I 
guess. I only used five musi- 
cians then, now I record with 
35. I'm ashamed of them. but 
what can I do ?" He said he 
thought it was up to his label 
to stop the sale of his old prod- 
uct, but RCA Victor kept turn- 
ing out his older records with 
new covers. 

Heading the investigations in- 
to deceptive practices of various 
labels was Barnett Levy, chief 
of the State's Consumer Frauds 
and Protection Bureau. 

Lefkowitz said other firms are 
being investigated. "We don't 
know if we have enough statutes 
to cover the situation." But the 
State could, however, enjoin 
companies from deception, he 
said. "One thing is certain, I 
feel I owe it to the industry and 
the public to stop these prac- 
tices." 

Another problem came up 
briefly for discussion when 
attorney John Clark representing 
the Harry Fox office displayed 
an LP titled "Jocko's Two Dozen 
Oldies" on the Hammer Records 
label and "Original Golden Old- 
ies" on Gozo International Rec- 
ords label. 

The Gozo firm is in Wilming- 
ton, Del., according to the 
jacket. But neither Hammer 
nor Gozo International could be 
located by a detective agency, 
Clark said. He termed the two 
LP's as bootlegged product, 
charging the manufacturers ob- 
viously had no intention of pay- 
ing royalties. Price was 69 cents 
each, he said. 

MGM Distributors 
View New Product 

BEVERLY HILLS - Thirty - 
eight distributors across the na- 
tion will gather here Jan. 3 -5 to 
preview new MGM Records 
product. The event will include 
a screening of "Dr. Zhivago," 
from which MGM is releasing 
both the single, "Lava's Theme," 
by the MGM Singing Strings, as 
well as the soundtrack. 

Among the distributors attend- 
ing the meeting will be John 
Towles, Bill Binkley and Conrad 
Friedman of Dixie Distributors, 
Atlanta; Iry Gomprecht and 
Jerry Friedman, Jos. M. Zamoi- 
ski, Baltimore; Gordon Diner- 
stein of Music Suppliers, Bos- 
ton; Herbert Weisman of Man- 
gold, Charlotte; Morrie Price of 

Metro, Chicago; L. Heartstone 
of Cincinnati; Ed Rosenblat and 
J. Shipley of Mainline, Cleve-

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Audio Magnetic to Construct 
Overseas Tape Factories 

By ELIOT TIEGEL 

BEVERLY HILLS -The Au- 
dio Magnetic Corp., which pro- 
duces pre -recorded tape using 
the European -developed base 
"PVC," is entering into joint 
ventures with foreign companies 
for the construction of magnetic 
tape factories. 

Audio Magnctic's first over- 
seas project is with Jai Electron- 
ics of Bombay, India, on a 49- 
51 per cent basis in a factory 
scheduled for completion within 
90 days. AMC plans join con- 
struction deals in Mexico, South 
Africa, Israel, Australia and in 
a Common Market country, ac- 
according to President Irving 
Katz. 

Cost of construction for the 
Indian facility is $200,000, with 
machinery running below $100,- 
000. The plant will have the cap- 

ability of producing 500,000 
reels of 1,200 feet of magnetic 
oxide tape in a year. 

President Katz, formerly in 
the record industry 15 years, ex- 
plains that by setting up joint 
agreements, current magnetic 
tape development in the U. S. 

may be passed onto his foreign 
accounts. Katz claims AMC is 
the only American tape manu- 
facturer (there are 16 U. S. reel 
outlets he says) importing raw 
materials from Europe, convert- 
ing them to magnetic tape and 
exporting the product back to 
Europe at a cheaper price than 
can be obtained on the local 
level. 

The company firmly believes 
in "P V C" (polyvinylcoride), 
which it says is many times 
stronger than an acetate base 
and unaffected by weather and 
temperature conditions. AMC 

also produces polyester base 
tapes and makes reels from 21/2 
to t01/2 inches wide. 

In business over three years, 
AMC produces private label 
brands for a score of U. S. re- 
tailers, including White Front, 
Award, Dixie and Alaron lines. 

In addition, AMC's foreign 
export business accounts for one 
third of its revenue. Handling 
foreign ventures and distribution 
is Artco Custom Imports, a com- 
pany - owned operation with 
Robert Abor president. 

AMC is the only U. S. com- 
pany to formulate oxide and cre- 
ate a solvent system to work 
with "PVC," according to Katz. 
Production man George Abit 
says that foreign companies 
which know about "PVC" prefer 
it to acetate, but that in America, 
the German -developed chemical 
is relatively unknown.

U.S. Launches European Drive 
To Aid Country Music Image 

By OMER ANDERSON 

FRANKFURT -The U. S. Armed Forces is 

pressing a campaign in Europe to present country 
music as "an integral part of the American cul- 
tural heritage and of the American way of life." 
The program seeks: 

I) To halt the disparagement of country as 
"hick" or "hillbilly" music. 2) To increase the 
availability of country music for sale in Armed 
Forces post exchanges in Europe. 3) To increase 
country music exposure on the military network 
in Europe -the Armed Forces Network (AFN). 
4) To bring more country artists to Europe for 
appearances at U. S. military installations. 

The military's interest in country is a matter of 

morale. Studies show that virtually all military 
personnel prefer -or at least listen regularly to 
-country music. 

Aside from giving the soldier what he wants in 
the way of music, the military has discovered 
that country music is an important adjunct to in- 
stilling loyalty and a sense of duty to country into 
members of the Armed Forces. 

This discovery traces back to country and west- 
ern music as an integral part of the American 
heritage. The military finds that no music has 
as strong an emotional appeal to soldiers. 

Accordingly, military information media has 
been directed to employ all possible means to 
upgrade the image of country music with military

;BBC Request Show to Be Aired 
To Listeners in 41 Countries

LONDON -The British Broadcasting Corpora- 
tion's claim that its record library is the most 
comprehensive working library in the world, will 
be put to the test when a new program goes out 
in January. It's called "Records Round the World" 
and will be a request program beamed out to 
listeners to the BBC's overseas programs in 41 
countries. 

The BBC's collection of commercial records 
now totals 700,000, and is unchallenged for the 
range and complexity of its daily operation. 

The library is the control center and main store- 
house for record supply to the BBC's three U. K. 
networks, its regional services, television service 
and the Corporation's World and European Serv- 
ices. 

World -Wide Source 
The source of supply of the library is world- 

wide. In 1964 alone, 30,000 new commercial 
records were added to the library. Every new re- 
lease in the U. K. is purchased by the library 
which may mean a dozen or more versions of 
one title. 

Records from abroad are purchased on a 
selective basis. They could be anything from a 
Maori chant to a Neopolitan song. The recent 
extension of the Corporation's broadcasting hours 
and those allocated to record programs has pre- 
sented a further challenge to the service of this 

library. This is being met by not only a bigger 
volume of record intake, but by extending the 
diversity of interest. 

"Records Round the World" follows the style 
of one of the biggest listenership programs on 
the air today, "Family Favourites," which has 
12 million listeners and two-way radio pro- 
gram between London and Cologne. 

Archive Section 
The Archive section of the library possesses 

some record rarities. There are 7,000 records, 
many of which have no known matrix. The oldest 
is a seven -inch Berliner made in America in 1895 
of George J. Gaskin (baritone) singing "Sweet 
Marie." 

The nonmusical treasures include speeches by 
Robert Browning, Puccini, Stalin and Lenin. 
Others include Jelly Roll Morton's "You Ought 
to See My Gal," recorded in 1929 and thought to 
be the only copy on this side of the Atlantic, 
Edna May (the original Belle of New York) sing- 
ing "The Purity Brigade," and the smallest record 
in the library-a disk measuring less- than- one 
inch of the National Anthem- made in 1924 for 
Queen Mary's doll house which is now a per- 
manent exhibition at Windsor Castle. 

In charge of the BBC's Gramophone Depart -, 
ment is Anna Instone and the head of the library 
is Derek Lewis. Lewis reports that records from 
territories which previously were in the. "hard. to 
get" category are now easing up- notably from 
Russia.

LONDON -Pye Records has 

invited Frank Sinatra to join a 
week of celebration honoring his 
50th birthday and 25th anniver- 
sary in show business next 
month. The invitation has been 
extended through Warner Bros. 
chief Mike Maitland and im- 
presario Harold Davison who 
has been holidaying with the 
singer. 

British Sinatra week will be 
staged between Jan. 17 -22 -a 
month late because Pye did not 
have the two special Reprise al- 
bums in time to coincide with 
the American festivities. 

The albums include a two - 
album pack "Sinatra -a Man 
and His Years" -which is a mu- 
sical history of his career with 
link narration by the singer, re- 

tailing at $8.50. The other is his 
"My Kind of Broadway." 

Special promotion campaigns 
have already been arranged and 
will include TV advertising. The 
label has set itself a target of 
paralleling the recent American 
promotion on Sinatra.

Britain Plans Action Vs. Pirates 
Through Licensing Requirement 

By CHRIS HUTCHINS 

LONDON -Two of Britain's 
four pirate radio stations face 
the threat of prosecution as a 
result of a new move by Post- 
master General Anthony Wedg- 
wood Benn to stamp out com- 
mercial radio until such time as 
the government is ready to 
grant licenses. The two are 
Radio City, which was taken 
over recently by Radio Caroline, 
and Radio 390. Both are vul- 
nerable because they operate 
from forts in the Thames estu- 
ary which are within British ter- 
ritorial waters. 

Benn plans to take action 
against the two ships Radio 
London and Radio Caroline- 

which are outside territorial lim- 
its under legislation to be pre- 
sented to parliament. The aim 
of a new bill is to prevent the 
ships from being maintained 
and supplied and to ban firms 
from advertising via them. 

At a press conference follow- 
ing the Postmaster General's 
hard -hitting statement, Tom All- 
beury, managing director of 
Estuary Radio, which runs Ra- 
dio 390, said he was taking new 
legal advice covering every as- 
pect of his station's operations 
including its basic right under 
the laws of salvage to be on the 
fort. 

Allbeury Reply 
Commenting on the sugges- 

tion that Radio 390 and other 

"pirates" were unauthorized, 
Allbeury claimed that there 
were many other "unauthorized" 
stations using wave lengths not 
allocated to them under the 
Copenhagen Plan which distrib- 
uted such wave lengths through 
international agreement. 

These included, he said, the 
U. S. Forces Network, Radio 
Berlin, Russian stations, most of 
those in East Germany, Spanish 
stations, the Voice of America, 
Radio Stuttgart, Paris Three and 
Four, Tel Aviv Radio and Vat- 
ican City. 

He denied the postmaster's 
contention that the stations were 
interfering with authorized chan- 
nels and with ship -to -shore radio.

Barclay Is Dancing Up a Storm 
PARIS -Disk boss Eddie Barclay's genius for 

launching new dances and promoting them into 
nation -wide and, sometimes, world -wide adoption 
has brought thousands of francs tumbling into 
the record company's coffers. 

Not a year goes by without a new dance from 
Barclay. First the Letkiss and the Sirtaki. Now its 
the Monkiss, a sort of combination of the Monkey 
and the Letkiss. 

Barclay's Monkiss Girls- Francois, Yannick and 
Martine -launched the new dance in two fash- 
ionable Paris discotheques this week -the Bus - 
Palladium and the King Club. 

The Monkiss, which can be danced alone, with 
a partner or in groups, made its official debut in 
the Bus -Palladium on Dec. 9, when the Monkiss 
Girls danced it to the rhythmic support of the 
Airdales. 

The following night the girls took the new 
dance to the Left Bank's King Club. The new 
dance is getting country -wide promotion from 
Barclay and dozens of different Monkiss disks 
will be put out in the next few weeks. 

Eddie Barclay is also putting great promotion 
behind his new singing discovery, Henry Tachan, 
whose first album has already won a Grand Prix. 

Tachan has already had two of his songs taken 
up by Juliette Greco and is highly regarded by 
Jacques Brel, who has written the notes for the 
new album. 

It was Brel who, meeting Tachan in Canada 
after the young singer was reciting poems in a 
nightclub, persuaded him to return to France. 
Tachan, a doctor's son, received his Grand Prix 
award even before his first disk was in the 
shops.

GUETERSLOH, West Ger- 
many -Ariola -Eurodisc, which 
has just taken over the catalog 
of the Soviet State -owned phono- 
graph company, plans rapid ex- 
pansion of this catalog. 

Export Manager George 
Ehmke said Ariola plans to have 
100 LP's in its Soviet repertory 
by next year. This will establish 
Ariola as Europe's leading dis- 
tributor of the top Soviet artists. 

This will represent a better 
than five -fold expansion of the 
starting Ariola program of 18 
LP's. Soviet artists in the pro- 
gram include Sviatoslav Richter, 
David and Igor Oistrakh, Msti- 
slav Rostroprovitch, Galin a 

Vishnevskaya, Gennadi Rosh - 
destvensky, the Borodin Quartet, 
and the Alexandrov Ensemble. 

Ehmke said Ariola has plans 
to offer the Soviet artists in a 

quality of pressing heretofore 
completely unknown to Western 
markets. The uncertain quality 
of Soviet pressings exported to 
the west is due to the pressing 
process, and not to the tapes, 
from which Ariola will work. 

Ariola has satisfied itself that 
the Russians are using the finest 
equipment in producing the 
tapes, some of it developed 
especially for the Soviet space 
program.

AMM Deal 
Set in Britain 

LONDON -British release of 
Lou Guarino's new U. S. label, 
American Music Makers Rec- 
ords, will be negotiated through 
the independent production 
company set up by James Econ- 
omides last month. The deal 
was clinched here by Guarino 
and Economides and gives the 
latter complete European rights 
of AMM. 

In turn, Economides' British 
product will be distributed in 
the U. S. by AMM. The pro- 
ducer has not yet set a British 
release deal, although he is un- 
derstood to be negotiating with 
all five major companies. 

Cap. Canada to 
Elektra Sets Deal for UK Make, Distribute 

LONDON -The American 
folk label Elektra is to be manu- 
factured in Britain and distrib- 
uted by Decca's distribution sub- 
sidiary Selectra. Elektra exec- 
utive Joe Boyd has arrived in 
London to organize his job as 
the company's British -based pro- 
duction supervisor. 

Boyd commented: "Elektra in 
Britain will now be a fully 
Fledged British label. First, we 
shall concentrated on getting our 
American product on to the Brit- 
ish market, then I hope that we 
will sign and record British tal- 
ent for Elektra releases on both 
sides of the Atlantic. 

"I think that there is a major 

folk revival going on in Britain 
and some of the artists signed 
to our label -Tom Raxton, Phil 
Ochs and Judy Collins -are 
partly responsible." 

Elektra already had release 
deals with three British inde- 
pendent wholesalers and these 
will stay in addition to the 
Selecta deal. 

As a result of the local press- 
ing of the product, price of the 
label's album drops by 65 cents 
to £ 4.80.

American hit album, "The Ba- 
roque Beatle Book" featuring 
Beatle compositions in classical 
stylings.

LONDON - The Animals 

have been involved in a battle 
here to prevent Decca issuing 
an EP of their early recordings.

Recommended usage includes "country," "west- 
ern," "c&w," "American folk music," or "music 
of America." 

The Armed Forces Network is pressing the 
steady expansion of country music programming, 

despite protests from listeners that this is being 
done at the expense of classical and light classi- 
cal. 

The military takes the position that music pro- 
gramming must reflect the wishes of its listeners, 
and that studies show the expansion of country 
music is justified by polls and studies. 

Moreover, the U. S. Forces in Europe are en- 
couraging the organizing of country music groups 
among military personnel.

military installation in Europe now has its own 
country music organization.

Basic controversies which rage 
around the festival are those 
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created by the Four R's, the 
organizers of the various festi- 
vals. Gianni Rayera, organizer 
of San Remo, also is head man 
at Castrocare Terme whence two 
young singers are sent each year 
of right. 

Likely Entrants 
As a result of the last three 

events, there are six singers who 
are under contract to Rivera 
who are likely entrants. This 
bothers the other three R's- 
Ezio Radaelli, organizer of the 
singing tour known as Canta- 
giro, Teddy Reno, director of 
the Festival of the Unknowns at 
Ariccia, and Rome's Festival of 
the Roses, all of which are close- 
ly allied with RCA and with 
each other, although the doors 
are open to other diskeries ex- 
cept in the case of the Teddy 
Reno event. 

Ravera's success in making 
San Remo an international event 
and in promoting other non- 
competitive festivals at Venice - 
detracting from Cantagiro pub- 
licity at the same time -and at 
Bari have prompted Radaellï s 
weekly release sheet, "Lo Spet- 
tatore" to fire barbs at the San 
Remo organization which was 
previously headed by Radaelli. 

Despite the latter's effort to 
keep the AIDEM-ATA fight 
alive it has simmered out. Ra- 
daelli has countered the inter- 
nationalization of San Remo by 
taking the Cantagiro to Russia, 
Austria and Germany and plans 
to expand in this area as well. 

Reno is competing with Cas- 
trocaro next year by holding his 
semi -finals in every region of 
the country instead of concen- 
trating on Arricia where he 
heads the local tourist office. 
If San Remo were to fail most 
likely successor would be Fes- 
tival of the Roses which has 
established a high standard of 
quality in its two years of 
existence. 

Stones Associates for Canadian 
representation.

French Solons Want Reforms 
To Save Classical Music 

By MIKE HENNESSEY 
PARIS-Concern is increas- 

ing every day for the plight of 
classical music in France -a 
plight which underlines the fact 
that however strong and well - 
established a country's cultural 
tradition may be, it cannot sur- 
vive unless the State is prepared 
to nourish it with finance. 

Currently one of France's 
leading orchestras is battling 
with the Ministry of Cultural 
Affairs for an increased subsidy. 
The Orchestra of the Paris Con- 
servatoire will play only 18 
concerts next season, instead of 
the usual 24, because, says its 
Secretary General Manuel Re- 
casens, the Government has per- 
sistently refused its pleas for 
more money. 

The Conservatoire Orchestra 
is not alone. The Colonne, 
Lamoureux and Pasdeloup or- 
chestras also suffer from inade- 
quate subsidies, it is claimed. 
M. Recasens says that his or- 
chestra receives $8,000 a sea- 
son, "which is not enough to 
cover the rental of the concert 
hall." The subsidy is given on 
the understanding that the or- 
chestra gives the first perform- 
ances of four new French works 
each season, but such perform- 
ances have hitherto drawn very 
small audiences. 

Alleged Government tightness 
is also the cause of another bat- 
tle which the French Minister 
of Cultural Affairs Andre Mal- 

raux has on his hands. 
On May 7, "Et Expecto Res - 

urrectionem Mortuorum," the 
most recent work of Oliver Mes- 
siaen, was performed at Mal - 
raux's invitation at the Sainte 
Chapelle. The same work was 
also performed at Chartres Ca- 
thedral on June 20 before Gen- 
eral Dc Gaulle. The 34 musicians 
of the Percussion Group of 
Strasbourg were vigorously ap- 
plauded, together with conduc- 
tor Serge Baudo. But the mu- 
sicians have still not been paid 
for their work. And repeated 
requests for payment have met 
with a stony silence. 

Former minister and President 
du Conseil Rene Pleven recent- 
ly took up the cudgels on be- 
half of France's classical musi- 
cians when he spoke in the Na- 
tional Assembly about the neg- 
lect by the State of France's 
musical heritage. "In o u r 
schools," he said, "music is al- 
ways the Cinderella. Germany 
has 101 symphony orchestras; 
France has only 15," 

To save classical music in 
France, said Rene Pleven, there 
must be a complete reform of 
musical education. There should 
be more practical instruction. 
National schools of music were 
largely run by local authorities. 
By an old law the State was 
supposed to supply 44 percent 
of the finance. But, in fact, it 
currently amounted to between 
3 and 5 per cent.

sophisticated and cold to coun- 
try music. 

As of this moment, the station 
has not only shown a marked 
increase in advertising billings, 
but has a two -plus Pulse rating 
-pretty good when you con- 
sider that shortly before its 
change to country music the sta- 
tion fared well to even be rated. 

So far, Purcell hesitates to 
take much of the credit. His 
first live talent show for the 
24 -hour country music outlet 
was held in Newark Nov. 12 
and it was the sellout Purcell 
thought it would be. He felt the 
market was already there; any- 
way, the package of artists vir- 
tually guaranteed an S.R.O. au- 
dience in the 3.500 -seat audi- 
torium. The headliner was Eddy 
Arnold, a king of both the coun- 
try music field and Billboard's 
Hot 100 chart and a stranger to 
practically no one. 

The Feb. 25 -27 shows will 
feature Marty Robbins as the 
headliner. Three other back -to- 
back shows scheduled for March 

25 -27 in the same locations will 
headline Buck Owens. But these 
are only the preliminaries to a 
big summer show one or two 
nights at Madison Square Gar- 
den. 

Talent Manager 
All of this is part of a plan 

of Purcell's to establish WJRZ 
as a major entity in New York's 
torrid radio market. Besides pro- 
moting shows for radio stations 
-he did 100 in the past year 
and has more than 120 lined up 
for the next 12 months -Purcell 
is a talent manager. Eddy Ar- 
nold is handled by Purcell. Art- 
ists not managed by Purcell are 
purchased as would any other 
show promoter. 

The benefit of having a pro- 
fessional promoter organize a 
show for a radio station, Purcell 
felt, is that, we can handle all 
the details; the station merely 
has to provide the air publicity."

"People believe teen acts on TV 
get high ratings. They're not the 
whole answer." 

ABC -TV's "Hollywood Pal- 
ace," which features many rec- 
ord acts, aims at an older audi- 
ence. Consequently, Vanoff and 
his partner, Bill Harbach, only 
sign a teen act if it has news 
value or curiosity appeal. The 
show was the first national show 
to expose Vikki Carr, Vanoff 
said, and has featured Hot 100 
artists such as Chad and Jeremy, 
the Rolling Stones, the Su- 
premes, and Sonny and Cher. 
But a hit record doesn't auto- 
matically qualify an artist for a 
booking, Vanoff said. The show 
tries for a broad spectrum of en- 
tertainment, using a different 
host each show. These hosts, at 
$10,000 each, present acts built 
around their per sonalities. 

BILL HARBACH and Nick Van - 
off, producers of ABC -TV's "The 
Hollywood Palace" discuss cam- 
era angles for one of the record 
acts appearing on a recent seg- 
ment of the Saturday night show. 

They've included Dean Martin 
and Bing Crosby.

at a dealer; luncheons with ad- 
vertisers and various other ac- 
tivities that will help people 
identify the artist with the radio 
station. 

"We do more than just pro- 
vide a show, he said. "Besides 
handling all arrangements for 
the show, we bring an artist in- 
to the area in advance to do 
promotions on the station. We 
provide placards, billboard ad- 
vertisements and other media 
publicity using the station's call 
letters. Then there are taped in- 
terviews with the artists." 

Purcell aims with each show 
he does for a radio station to 
"help the station improve its 
image in the community and to 
try to introduce new listeners 
to the station. Many people will 
come to see a show to see the 
artists. We make it a point, 
where possible, to introduce the 
air personalities of the station 
from the stage. They introduce 
the acts, creating a strong iden- 
tity with the audience. Top 40 
stations have been doing this - 
for example, the Good Guys of 
WMCA. We hope that by the 
time we've done a few shows for 
any radio station, their deejays 
will no longer be faces in the 
crowd. 

More on Tap 
Plans for WJRZ include four 

of five triple concerts a year, 
with a big event at Madison 
Square Garden once or twice a 
year. Purcell feels any station, 
depending on the market, should 
do six to 10 shows a year as a 
promotion. The advantage of 
having a professional agency do 
the shows lies mostly in quality 
and thoroughness, he felt. He 
works with radio stations in var- 
ious ways -willing to either 
share the financial risk or take 
the whole risk (and profits) him- 
self. "But we feel the chances 
of loss are minimal, if the event 
is done professionally with a 
good line -up of artists." 

Some of the talent agencies 
Purcell has worked with for 
past shows, which have included 
Hot 100 artists as well as coun- 
try music, include Lucky Moell- 
er, Hubert Long, Jimmy Klein, 
Jimmy Richards, Bob Neal, 
Acuff -Rose, and Key.

Gospel Goes Format; 
Listeners Lap It Up 

BOWLING GREEN, Ohio - 
Something new in gospel music? 
Yep, it's gone format. WMGS, 
a daytimer here, features coun- 
try music in the afternoon. But 
a 10:30 -to -noon segment of the 
broadcast time is devoted to 
gospel music. The country mu- 
sic part has been formated on a 
top 50 basis for some while. 
About three months ago, gen- 
eral manager James V. Bonnette 
decided he could do the same 
with the gospel music. 

"What we're trying to do is 

be more selective ... program 
the better gospel music as per 
top format," he said. The station 
turned to its audience to find 
out their favorites. As for that 
audience, Bonnette said, "It's a 
little different audience, but a 
well- monied audience." 

The station recently pro- 
grammed a couple of spot an- 
nouncements regarding a gos- 
pel music club and received 
3,200 responses immediately. As 
a test, the station suggested that 
if listeners wanted to support 
gospel music, they should write 
Billboard, Broadcasting, and 
other trade journals. Billboard 

received 38 letters from Michi- 
gan, Ohio, and Indiana. 

One letter from a Mrs. Ed 
Baumgartner, Cairo, Ohio, asks 
if it would be possible to give 
more space to gospel news in 
Billboard and "we pray that you 
might encourage more gospel 
music programs on radio." A 
letter from Alberta Simpson, 
Fastonia, Ohio, says WMGS has 
many listeners which enjoy their 
gospel music programming. "Oh, 
it is wonderful!" Another letter 
says, "As a Christian, I am writ- 
ing to let you know how much 
it means to be able to tune in 
at least one radio station and get 
something besides the screaming 
and yelling so- called -music of 
our modern age. It frightens me 
to see our young people swal- 
lowed up in such an ocean of 
despair. I can tune in to WMGS 
and get a message in song or 
word ... it's the only station that 
you can even get a religious pro- 
gram on anymore, even Sun- 
days." This was from Goldie 
Phipps, Swanton, Ohio. 

"It's the doggonest audience 
I've ever seen," said Bonnette, 
"and it's growing." He handles 
a 2 -5 p.m. Sunday air slot him- 
self, playing gospel music. 

KBLA Returns Weekly Playlists Build 

To DJ Format; Audience Identification 

Automation Out 
BURBANK, Calif. - KBLA 

has returned to disk jockey hosts 
after a brief period of automa- 
tion begun last July. Hired by 
owner George Cameron, who 
recently split with general man- 
ager Mel Leeds, are Harry New- 
man, ex -WAAT, Trenton, N. J.; 
Roger Christian, ex -KHJ, 
KFWB, Los Angeles; Harvey 
Miller, ex -WIBG, Philadelphia; 
Dave Diamond, ex -KHJ, and 
William F. Williams, ex -KLIV, 
San Jose, Calif. Vic Gee is the 
lone station remainer. 

The format remains, as al- 
ways, Hot 100. Duffy Blabon 
continues as general manager 
with Bruce Wendell record libra- 
rian. Wendell was brought in 
by Leeds from New York. The 
station has thus far been unsuc- 
cessful in breaking into the 
derby now represented by 
KRLA, KFWB and KHJ. 

NEW YORK -Nearly every 
station using a format -especial - 
ly those programming Hot 100 
records, country, or r &b -pub- 
lishes a weekly playlist as a 
means of building audience 
identification. These playlists 
differ widely, ranging from dit- 
to d sheets to two -color folded 
pamphlets that feature pictures. 

The basic ingredients- though 
not contained by all of the play - 
lists -are: A list of the records, 
in order, currently being played 
by the station; the position those 
records occupied on the list the 
previous week; the artist on each 
particular record and the record 
company that made it (some 
playlists even give the order 
number of the record); and the 
pick hit or hits of the week. 

Then, of course, there's the 
station's call letters and the city 
and State and usually the sta- 
tion's slogan; WPTR, Albany - 
Schenectady -Troy, N. Y., bills 
itself as "The Station With the 
Happy Difference." 

Playlists, of course, come in 

for other uses. WFLA, Tampa - 
St. Petersburg, Fla., features the 
lyrics of a Hot 100 song on the 
back of its pamphlet, as does 
KSTT, Davenport, la., and 
WBSR, Pensacola, Fla. Many 
playlists have biographies of rec- 
ord artists; the CFCF, Montreal, 
"The Dave Boxer Like Young" 
Hit Chart recently featured biogs 
of the Toys and Barry McGuire, 
with pictures. The CHED "Origi- 
nal 630 Musicaster" carried a 
picture one week of the Vogues 
with a brief note about the 
group; another week, the play - 
list carried a picture of Frank 
Sinatra with the announcement 
that the station was dedicating 
all of Nov. 26 to the "Chairman 
of the Board" (no little feat, 
since the station is a Hot 100 
outlet). 

WIRY. Albany- Schenectady- 
Troy, recently commemorated 
its topping of Billboard's Radio 
Response Rating survey for in- 
fluencing Hot 100 records in 
their area with a full page an-

St. Louis Case Grinds On 
ST. LOUIS -In action here 

last week U. S. District Judge 
James H. Meredith ruled in 
favor of a request by plaintiffs 
to have the date of the court 
trial in the $535,000 Jason 
Koritz and Four Gems, Inc. 
vs. Ford Gum & Machine Co. 
case slated for Dec. 13 moved 
to March 14, 1966, thus extend- 
ing the case to a full year from 
the date of its initiation (Bill- 
board, March 20, 1965). 

The rescheduling of the court 
trial to the March 1966 date 
points up the extensive back- 
ground preparation the attor- 
neys for both parties have been 
involved with in the case where 
the veteran St. Louis vendor is 
seeking $450,000 on two counts 
of restraint of trade. He seeks 
$85,000 in a subsequent coun- 
terclaim. 

Counterclaim 
In an earlier ruling in late 

October, Judge Meredith denied 
a motion by attorneys for Jason 
Koritz and Four Gems, Inc. 
which sought a summary judg- 
ment against the $85,000 coun- 
terclaim brought against the 
plaintiffs by Ford Gum & Ma- 
chine Co. (Billboard, June 1.9). 

"The court is of the opinion," 
Judge Meredith stated, "that the 
admissions and interrogatories 
on file raise a genuine issue of 
fact as to what, if any, relation- 
ship among these parties devel-

Jason Koritz. In its answers 
Ford Gum attorneys stated there 
was a Jan. 22, 1962 contract 
with Mark Koritz, and that 
through an April 4, 1962 adden- 
dum to this contract one with 
Four Gems, Inc.; but that at no 
time was there a contract be- 
tween Ford Gum & Machine 
Co. and Jason Koritz. 

In filing a second complaint, 
attorneys for Jason Koritz & 
Four Gems, Inc., again restated 
their allegations that there had 
been willful and malicious inter- 
ference on the part of Ford 
Gum & Machine Co. in the con- 
tractual relations between the 
plaintiffs and its customers and 
that there had been restraint of 
trade on the part of the de- 
fendant in refusing to sell the 
plaintiffs gum products. 

In its answer to Koritz's sec- 
ond complaint Ford Gum & 
Machine Co. attorneys denied 
the major allegations and issued 
a restatement of their nine -point 
$85,000 counterclaim making a 
change in one section with the 
statement, ". . . plaintiff Jason 
Koritz, was an officer and di- 
rector of the corporate plaintiff, 
was active in its business. and 
acted in concert with it and with 
his son, Mark Henry Koritz." 

The counterclaim, which al- 
leges a violation of contractual 
and fiduciary duties in the use 
of unbranded gum and the sub- 
mission of new contracts to 
sponsoring organizations which 
eliminated the defendant as a 

party also alleges malicious in- 
terference with the defendant's 
contractual relationships and a 
wrongful appropriation of the 
defendant's business.

Looking Back: 1915 to 1965

CHICAGO -Fifty years ago 
a Billboard classified ad began: 
"TO VENDING MACHINE 
OPERATORS. If you are in- 
terested in Ball Gum Machines 
or Ball Gum, write. . 

It was December of 1915. 
Woodrow Wilson was president. 
A bandit named Pancho Villa 
was raiding the southwestern 
part of the country, suffragettes 
were causing a national disturb- 
ance by their "lawless" demon- 
strations, and Ty Cobb had 
amazed everyone by stealing 96 
bases. 

A ship called the Lusitania 

had been sunk by a German 
torpedo, but everyone knew that 
America would never become 
involved in a European war. The 
car and the airplane were still 
new -fangled devices, but already 
a pair of inventors, Alexander 
G. Bell and Thomas Watson. 
were holding conversations on 
something called a telephone. 

Billboard magazine had its 
headquarters in Cincinnati and 
sold for 10 cents a copy. There 
were stories, then, about a new 
singing sensation, Sophie Tucker; 
about a fellow named Will Rog- 
ers who roped a wine bottle in a 

Chicago nightclub; and about a 

John Barrymore who starred in 

a film entitled "The Incorrigible 
Dukane." The biggest news of 
the day was about a 70- year -old 
Colonel Cody who said he was 
planning to leave the Buffalo 
Bill Show and go out on his 
own.

Looking Backward: Top Stories of 1965 
By RAY BRACK 

CHICAGO -Right from the beginning it looked like an un- 
usual year for the coin machine industry. The dawn of 1965 found 
the nation's operators talking up a new concept in coin- operated 
entertainment called discotheque. Few coinmen knew little about 
it at first, other than the intriguing fact that it seemed to involve 
gyrating females in considerable undress. 

As the year waned, the industry, represented by the national 
trade association, was making an unprecedented offer of 2 cents 
per tune royalty for the use of copyrighted music on its juke boxes. 

And in the intervening months, the business was extraordinarily 
alive in such vital areas as serviceman training, copyright legislation. 
record supply and programming and legislation. 

The year might be called a turning -point in the coin machine 
business. Here are the events that made 1965 significant: 

January 
NEW ORLEANS -Seeburg Corp. national promotion manager 

Stanley Jarocki hits town with a Frenchman named Joseph Panarinfo 
and several lithe dancers in tow to introduce "discotheque." The 
Jarocki entourage has already made such towns as Chicago; Kansas 
City, Mo.; Columbus, Denver and Oklahoma City, and before the 
month is out he'll have presided over the opening of a new kind of 
juke box location with the unpronounceable (soon every operator 
in the country will be arguing "tek" as opposed to "teck ") name in 
every major distributing area. And in five months Seeburg will 
claim 1,000 such installations from Juneau to Jacksonville. 

VIENNA -The first international Congress of the Coin Ma- 
chine Trade (Incomat) moves to break down harriers to free trade 
among the national coin machine industries in order to establish 
the trade on a truly global basis. Meeting becomes known as the 
1965 "Congress of Vienna." 

WASHINGTON -Where are the nation's coins? A crisis 
confronts the operator (not to mention hanks and stores), but the 
Treasury vows that enough new coins are being stamped out to 
relieve the shortage by spring. But coin production is threatened 

by silver shortage, and discussion of non -silver subsidiary coins is 

begun. Fear arises in industry: will the new non -silver coins work in 
our machines? All major trade associations adopt an official recom- 
mendation: "We advocate the retention of sufficient silver content 

in the coinage to permit continued 
use of present coin mechanisms, or 
the use of alloys in any new coin- 
age which have similar properties 
to existing coins."

plained Jim Moran, customer 
service manager at Coin Ac- 
ceptors, "but the legitimate coin- 
age of many foreign countries 
become 'slugs' whenever they 
have a changeover in coins as 
they frequently do. This," said 
the fellow who handles the 
service problems funneling in 
from the company's five assem- 
bly plants and 20 branch offices 
scattered around the world, 
"creates some hairy problems 
for our engineers." 

Research 
That coin -accepting mecha- 

nisms have come a long way 
since the first crude discrim- 
inating devices for coin ma- 
chines is a fact that is founda- 
tional to the industry as we 
know it today. 

Veteran operators remember 
how easy the early slug rejectors 
were to cheat and before this, 
how coin -operated equipment 
accepted anything roughly re- 
sembling a coin. (One crafty 
crook froze water in nickel - 
sized molds and emptied out 
entire machines without leaving 
a trace of his frozen fakery in 
the coin boxes.) 

Refinements of early slug - 
rejecting mechanisms could 
hardly keep pace with the in- 
genuity of people bent on short- 
changing the operator. Early 
models employed a coin- collect- 
ing slide, which later had a 
magnet mounted next to the 
slide chute to draw away mag- 
netic- reacting slugs. Later re- 
finements added a small anvil 
on which coins had to bounce, 
with the coin's resiliency deter- 
mining its authenticity. Still 
later. measuring of a coin's 
electrical resistivity through use 
of the "Eddy Current Theory" 
revolutionized rejection equip- 
ment. 

Breakthrough 
"Coin- acceptor mechanisms 

perform seven different tests," 
explained Joe Lotspeich, head 
of research and development at 
Coin Acceptors. The coin must 
pass tests of weight, oversize, 
undersize, perforation, thick- 
ness. composition and elasticity. 

The major technological 
breakthrough that paved the 
way for today's ingenious mech- 
anisms was the development of 
a method to measure the elec- 
trical resistivity of coins. A

Works was selling "Satisfactory 
Roller Rink Automatic Bands." 
A bowling game called Ten - 
Pinnet was offered for sale, the 
Public Cup Vendor Co. of New 
York (now Dixie Cup) was 
vending drinks of water in paper 
cups, and the Mills Novelty Co., 
besides slot machines, was mar- 
keting cigar and peanut venders. 

The coin machine industry 
was young in 1915, but already 
it was beginning to shape its 
future, a future closely allied to 
the growth of Billboard maga- 
ine. 

1925. The roaring '20's. 
Cal Coolidge was president, 
Jack Dempsey was heavyweight 
champ, and Babe Ruth was play- 
ing in the Yankee outfield. 

Prohibition was in effect, the 
speakeasy was the place to go 
(there you could listen to a new 
kind of music called "jazz"); and 

the automobile, the airplane and 
the movies were part of the 
American way of life. Rudolph 
Valentino and Clara Bow were 
the big stars of the screen, and 
people were talking a lot about 
a place called Hollywood. Radio 
stations began dotting the coun- 
try. Families saved their dollars 
in order to buy a wireless set 
for the home. 

Lost Generation 
Flagpole sitters were mak- 

ing news and the term "Lost 
Generation" was applied to the 
young people of the day who 
had gone through the nightmare 
of the "war to end all wars." 
Young writers named Ernest 
Hemingway, William Faulkner, 
F. Scott Fitzgerald and John 
Steinbeck were creating their 
first masterpieces. 

The stock market was boom- 
ing and the business community 
predicted years of unparalled 
prosperity. 

Billboard magazine was sell- 

ing for 15 cents. Top stories 
were about a Boston banquet 
for veteran songwriter George 
M. Cohan, about a young come- 
dian named George Jesse', and 
about the greatest performer of 
the year, Will Rogers. 

Wurlitzer Band Organs were 
still being advertised, but the 
Rudolph Wurlitzer Co. was now 
located in North Tonawanda. 
The J. P. Seeburg Co., a Chi- 
cago manufacturer, was advertis- 
ing an automatic piano. Peanut 
and Ball Gum Venders were 
old hat; they came in many 
makes and models. Post card 
venders Blow -Gum machines. 
and perfume machines were new 
entries in the coin business. 

A football game, an automatic 
"loop- the -loop" game, and some- 
thing called the Pah -Jigg game 
represented efforts to make dif- 
ferent kinds of amusement ma- 
chines, efforts that would even- 
tually lead to the pinball ma- 
chine. 

Three separate firms began 
to build cigaret venders. This 
was the first serious attempt to 
sell products from a machine 
for a price in excess of a nickel. 
Manufacturers wanted to sell a 
package of cigarets for 15 
cents in these machines. But, 
since cigarets only cost It 
or 12 cents over the counter, 
no one believed this new ma- 
chine could succeed. 

1935. The depression, FDR 
and the New Deal. Huey Long 
was assassinated, the Social Se- 
curity Act was passed and a 
German leader named Adolph 
Hitler loudly rejected the treaty 
of Versailles. 

Will Rogers was killed in an 
airplane crash, Japanese armies 
overran Manchuria and Benito 
Mussolini proclaimed Facism as 
the new wave of the world. The

Most of 
it was devoted to games. The 
new pinball machine was the 
talk of the day. Bulk venders 
were well represented in ad- 
vertisements. Cigaret machines 
had become well -established 
items, and high place of Bill- 
board in coin business was 
evidenced in a bylined story 
written by Marty Rosen, man- 
ager of the Bronx Supreme 
Vending Co., New York City. 

Juke Boxes 
A new addition to the Bill- 

board coin machine department 
was called "Music." It ran 
stories about a Simplex auto- 
matic phonograph made by the 
Wurlitzer Co., and had pictures 
of Symphonola and Seleoto- 
phone" machines made by' 
Seeburg. 

Rudy Vallee and Sophie 
Tucker were two of the more 
popular recording artists of the 
day and Tommy Dorsey's "Santa 
Claus Is Coming to Town" was 
the big holiday seller.

which suggested a 2 -cent statu- 
tory royalty for juke box use of 
copyrighted material, was a valid 
proposition. There was also gen- 
eral agreement that an agency 
outside the performance licens- 
ing agencies (ASCAP, BMI and 
SESAC) should be in charge of 
handling the royalty collections 
from operators. 

The performance royalty ques- 
tion, as much as any other as- 
pect of modern operating prob- 
lems, has aroused a renewed 
spirit of unity and communica- 
tion among Missouri operators.

stage of the accepting mechan- 
ism, rolls down an incline be- 
tween two magnets. If the coin 
is made of iron or some highly 
magnetic substance, it is im- 
mediately drawn off and ends 
up in the coin -return slot when 
the customer presses the coin - 
release button. But the magnets 
perform another all- important 
function in testing nonmagnetic 
coins. 

As the coin passes through 
the magnetic field set up by the 
magnets, minute electrical cur- 
rents called 'eddy currents are 
generated inside the coin. The 
legitimate coin is slowed down 
by this eddy current generating 
process and is projected into the 
"accept" slot. The illegitimate 
coin (or slug) is not slowed 
down by this carefully calibrated 
generating level and its greater 
force projects it into the coin - 
return slot. 

The sensitivity of these mech- 
anisms is such that only a slight 
adjustment is required for the 
acceptance of the new quarters 
now being minted, Moran ex- 
plained. "And it'll be the same 
for the new dimes when they 
start coming out." 

Future 
As to future advancements in 

slug- rejection mechanisms, Lot - 
speich believes there will be two 
directions. "We'll still be pro- 
ducing mechanisms that employ 
the eddy current theory," he 
said, "because these mechanisms 
can be produced at less expense 
than the electronic models we're 
working on. But," he went on, 
"for operators with severe slug 
problems and specialized needs 
I feel we'll be developing elec- 
tronic mechanisms that will be 
astoundingly sophisticated in 
their ability to detect whether.a 
coin is acceptable."

ret .machines. Poppers Supply 
Co. introduced a new coin - 
operated popcorn machine. 
AMI, Wurlitzer, Seeburg, Rock - 
Ola, Aireon and Bally com- 
peted for the automatic pho- 
nograph market. 

A Billboard article stated that 
although "soft drink, candy, and 
cigaret machines are still most 
important to the vending busi- 
ness, operators should look into 
coin -operated laundries, news- 
paper. coffee, fruit juice, ice 
cream, and postage stamp vend- 
ers." 

NAMA Code 
The National Automatic Mer- 

chandising Association, aware 
of the public interest in vend- 
ing, came out with a nine -point 
code of ethics for coin merchan- 
disers. Manufacturers hired 
more technicians and engineers 
and the coin machine industry 
prepared to move out of the 
business standstill that had been 
created by the War. 

1955. Ike suffered a heart 
attack; Winston Churchill, 80, 
retired as British Prime Minster, 
and the AFL merged with the 
CIO. 

It was a new world. The hy- 
drogen bomb had been exploded 
by both the U. S. and Russia. 

Jetliners passenger service had 
been started. The Nautilus, first 
atomic -powered submarine, had 

-been launched, and racial segre- 
gation in public school had been 
ruled unconstitutional by the 
Supreme Court. Joseph Stalin 
was dead, Mount Everest 
was conquered and Joseph Mc- 
Carthy had been censured by 
his fellow Senators. 

Ernest Borgnine won the 
the Academy Award for his role 
in "Marty" and Anna Magnani 
was given an Oscar for her per- 
formance in "Rose Tattoo," 
Grace Kelly, Audrey Hepburn, 
Ingrid Bergman, and Marilyn 
Monroe were the leading ladies 
of the screen. Veterans like 
Clark Gable, John Wayne, Gary 
Cooper, Cary Grant and 
Humphrey Bogart were the male 
super- stars, but a couple of 
young men called Marlon Bran- 
do and James Dean had cap- 
tured the imagination of the na- 
tion's youth. 

Kentucky Derby winner, 
Swaps, lost a special match race 
to Nashua; the Brooklyn Dodgers 
won their first World Series in 
baseball history; and the Cleve- 
land Browns were pro -football 
champs of year. 

Television 
Billboard cost 25 cents and 

added a new section called 

"Television." (The Nielsen rat- 
ings showed a program entitled 
"$64,000 Question" to be most 
popular in the country.) New 
Chicago offices were at 188 W. 
Randolph and Bob Dietmeier 
was editor of the Coin Machine 
department. 

Automatic pool was the big 
story of that year as dozens of 
manufacturers competed for this 
big new coin market. It was a 
good year: 63.000 new juke 
boxes were built, 130 new models 
of games were introduced. and 
vending sales reached 1.8 bil- 
lion (a 10 per cent increase over 
1954). 

Wurlitzer was preparing to 
celebrate its 100th anniversary 
and juke boxes had become al- 
most a national institution. Bill- 
board printed record charts, the 
guide of the music industry, 
which showed the popularity 
of Pat Boone, the Fontane Sis- 
ters, the Platters, the Crew-Cuts, 
and Les Paul and Mary Ford. 
Charts indicated that "Sixteen 
Tons" and "Davy Crockett" 
were two of the biggest hits of 
the year, and Billboard pub- 
lished -the fact that someone 
called Elvis Presley had been 
named the "most-promising c&w 
artist of the year." 

And that was 10 years ago. 
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
