Record Sales Hit New Highs

By any yardstick, 1967 was a big year for the U.S.
record industry. Total sales at retail ($1,051,000,000) rep-
resented an increase of 9.6 per cent over the previous year
and broke the $1 billion mark for the first time.

On the distribution level, racks continued their spec-
tacular climb, with sales of $463 million, up 17.8 per cent
over the previous year. Racks now account for more than
44 per cent of all sales volume—including sales to jukebox
operators, clubs and mail operations. The only other type
outlet that showed any appreciable increase during last
year was the club-and-mail-order category—up 8.5 per cent.

Sales of singles were virtually the same, while album

sales rose 16.2 per cent. On dollar volume, albums now ac-
count for more than 82 per cent of the market.

For the first time, the majority of album sales (through
non-racked outlets only) were stereo (54.1 per cent). Last
year, of course, marked the move to price equalization be-
tween monaural and stereo and the discontinuance of
monaural production by several labels. Some 53.2 per
cent of the popular records were pressed in stereo, and in
classical the figure jumps to 68.8 per cent.

These increases were reflected in the number of rec-
ord releases during the year—7,231 singles and 4,328
albums. Singles release activity was up 20 per cent over the
previous year, while album release activity rose by 15.4
per cent.
