Pickwick’s Takeover Firm
For M.S. Distrib In Calif.

LOS ANGELES —Pickwick Inter-
national, largest retail/rack/inde-
pendent label distnbuton enuty in
the world, has strengthened 1ts share
al the industry with the acquisition
of M.S. Distributing for the entire
state ol California.

The acquisition (reported exclu-
sively in Ballboard’s July 15th 1ssue),
enlarges the scope of Pickwick distri-
bution from Minneapolis east. south
1o Miami and westward through
Dallas w Califormia

The deal engineered between Jack
Bernstein, Pickwick distnbution
boss, and John Salstone, son of Malt
Salstone, M.5. founder, involves
Pickwick acquinng the inventory in
the M.S. Sun Valley warchouse here
and its downtown sales office in San
Francisco. Chuck Smuth, Pickwick
president, notes that Pickwick 1s ac-
quiring no other assets or liabilites
of M.5

The Pickwick takeover com-

mences dunng the first week of Au-
gust. It's understoad that Jack
Messler, presently Pickwick branch
manager in Atlanta, was at press-
time jeting here 1o assure M.S. em-
ployes that their jobs were secure
Messler left MLS. here about a year
ago o jon Pickwack. Up o that time,
he had been M.S. general manager
here

John Salstone, speaking for his fa-
ther, who was unavalable (see In-

LONDON—An esumated 250,(K0
fans attended Bob Dylan's open-air
concert “picrmic” July 13, staged on a
23-acre site at the old Blackbushe
airfield m Hampshire, making o
probably the biggest rock event yel
in the LK.

Only Dylan’s Isle of Wight “love-
in” of nine years earlier comes near
it in terms of attendance, though it s
impossible W project a completely
accurate higure.

Al the Isle of Wight, Dylan’s lee
was around §55.000, For his Black-
bushe triumph he received a re-
ported $630,000 from & towl pale

receipt of more than $2 milhion, itself
belheved a world record figure for a
one-day festival. Fans paid around
$13 for each ucket

Afterwards, a police spokesman
sand: “There was a remarkable aura
of goodwill about the concert. The
fans were in good humor and we
had little trouble from anbody.”

Eliminaton of vimually all regu-
lauon for radio broadcasting, in ex-
change for a spectrum use fee (small
for radio, larger for television)
brought the most outspoken crit-
asm from FCC commssioner Ty-
rone Brown

He saw it as a disservice 1o minor-
ity listeners il broadcasters no longer
have to provide some portion of ma-
nonty programming. Also he ob-
jected strongly o the bill’s dropping
the need to prove community ascer-
tinment under the kind of report-
ing the FCC presently requires

Commissioner James Quello ap-
plauded the general tum-"em-loose
philosophy of the Van Deerlin bill,
but he was nevertheless balfled by
the lack of any antipayola provision
for radio, although there 15 one for
ielevision

“l am at a loss 10 understand this
since the payola problem pnmanly
exists in radio broadcasting rather
than tv broadcasting.” he said

By junking the radio pavola pro-
viso in the present law, the new legis-
lavon (if and when it may pass)
could produce a “plethora ol new
arrangements between broadcast
personnel and record companies or
distibutors.” This should nol be
part of the general deregulation of
radio, Quello believees.

FCC chairrman Ferns, lead wit-
ness af the heaning, tactfully praised
the subcommittee for the many good
qualities in the bill, and for wo
years of much needed congressional
oversight of commussion doings

Ferns agrees that markeiplace
competition should have a strong
role in the functioning of the broad-
cast industry. He also agrees that the
comMmission must promote more vig-
arously the new technologies which
provide program diversity to the
Amencan public.

He admits that in the past, over-
regulation by the FCC has blocked

some new lechnological develop-
ment, usually in order to protect the
broadcasting struciure. This failing
is being rapidly corrected at the
commission, he pomted oul,

But he argues thal competitive
forces in the marketplace do not al-
ways work perfectly, The program-
ming fare served o consumers In
large cities can be vaned, but far
fewer choices are offered in smaller
muarkets.

By retaining the broad public in-
terest standards. the Communi-
cations Commission under the new
hill could intervene when the market
forces [ail, endangenng service in a
particular locality

Ferris believes there should be a
mixiure: encouragement of free
competitve market {orces, while re-
laining the public interest standard.

A case in point is cable v, He ad-
mits frankly it was held back by a
commuission imbued with a old phi-
losophy based on a channel scarcity
which is now no longer a major fac-
Lor

But if the Van Deerlin bill elimi-
nates all cable v regulations at the
federal level —-all control of this serv-
ice would be at state and local levels,

The FCC chairman and other
commissioners could foresee a
hodge-podge of local regulations-
and no junsdicuon for federal assisi.
ance in those cases where import of
distanct stations can have a senous
impact on broadcast service in some
markets

Subcommittee chairman Van
Deerlin and his majonty counsel
Chip Shooshan seemed skeptical of
promises that the FCC would move
fast in providing access to the mar-
ketplace for all new technological
advances in communication.

PHILADELPHIA-Coming up
from dying embers and sagging so
low that there wasn't enough in the
ull 1o meet payroll, it’s a ditlerent
ballgame for FM station WIOO
since local businessman Dick Butera
bought the station some 1 months
ago and brought in Art Camiolo as
general manager. Moving over from
the highly-rated WMMR-FM
where he was sales manager, Cam
jolo virtually started f'rom scratch

Unul Jan. 1, 1977, when Camiolo
moved in, the station was compul
enzed to play Top 40 and rated at
the bottom ol the heap. In lact
WIOQ has had a shaky existence
since the top-rated WFEIL-AM shed
isell from s WEIL-FM shadow
which was bought up by vanous in
dependent buyers. And to try to gel
out of 1ts stagnation, changed 1ts call
letters 1 1969 10 WIOQ with s
prayers linked to the Top 40 format

For Camiolo the challenge was
more than just (rying (o breathe
some fresh oxyzen into a stagnant
pulse beat. The new owner, who 15
connected with the Hprcl-u‘m CONm-
plex of enterprises here that includes
the famed Spectrum rock temple,
put Camiclo to the test. And he has
come through not only with thving
colors but with mounting lhisieners
that continue to mount with each
Arbitron rating book

It was no easy task finding a for-
mat that mught forge ahead in the
highly competitive rock-laden FM
band here. With a background that

In fack il was
Demers himsell who was selected 1o
emeee the Rolling Stones concert
here mid-June belore 90,004 fans at
JFK Stadium, More than just em-
ceeing the concerts, the station will
carry "post-concert” interviews, as
Demers did backstage at the Stones
concert. Belore 4 copcert or whale in
town [or a recording session or what-
ever, the rock groups always find a
welcome open mike at 'WIOQ
Moreover, the artists are encouraged
to take phone calls from lListeners
while on the ar

There isn't a hall, club or outdoor
facility in the area thal hasn't had
WIOOQ involvement in a rock con-
cert, In fact, the station was jusi
signed by the aty’s Cultural AlTairs
Council 1o stage a senes of Iree out-
door rock concerts in July and Au-
pusl under a tent along the water-
front 1n a popular tounsts’ area
called Penn's Landing

However, WIOQ' s community in-
volvement goes Lar beyond just con-
certs. The station sponsors the na-
tional fnsbee championship staged
twice 1in the summer at suburban
Rose Tree Park. Last yvear, WIOQ
joined with Widener College n
nearby West Chester, Pa., in spon-
soring a Fresh Awr Day highhghted
by a hot aur balloon race

“We get involved because we
want to be with our listeners wher-
ever they are and what they are in-
volved,"” said Camioloe, “We want 1o
be more than justa twist of the dial ™
Llemers and the stabon plaved a ma-
jor role in helping the Spectrum re-
solve the problem of firecrackers
rock concerts and all the public serv-
ice spots by arusts to wam against
the practice were produced at
WIOQ. “Wherever our people are,
that's where we want to be,” Cam-
iolo added

While the stauomn’s instututonal
adverusing 1s hmited to tv, Camiolo
goes heavy on merchandising. There
are thousands of piveaways, includ-
ing Q-buttons, T-shirts, posters,
[risbees, posters and all sorts of nov-
elties that lend themselves to a bla-
zoned “Q" letter. Tie-ins with record
companies, retail stores and artists.
For a Rod Sterling album, the sta-
tion offered an identifying scarf with
a "Q" impnnt; record stores will mive
$1 off to a customer coming in wear-
ing & Q-button; and there may be
free admission 1o anyone weanng a
“Q T-shin

Instead of newspapers and bill-
boards, Camwlo sad “we'd rather
put our adverusing dollars where we
can be in front or a part of the au-
dience.” He depends on the station
iself, on and off the air, to promote
call letter Wdentuficauon. Where v
tme 18 purchased, it 15 used more to
promote a special event rather than
the station itself.

While working closely with the
record companies and calling con-
unually on other radio stations here
and throughout the country to be
aware at all imes of what H.g'mngnn
in the industry, Demers does not de-
pend on store reports or similar
sources. "I an artist deserves to be
heard, even though his album is nol
sclling, we'll play a cut or even two if
its sounds nght for us,” said Demers,
telling how he selected cuts from the
first two non-selling Kansas albums.
“They didn’t hit until their third al-
bum came oul,” he added.

Demers said there are many excel-
lent albums that don't sell at all, and
if they depended on sales sources,
they would never know about them,
By the same wken, there are many

artists who wall put out a “bad™ al-
bum.

“This 15 more of an evolubionary
move for us, rather than a sudden
change.” he says, adding that WIND
was among the first in the nation o

‘hello” 1o an entirely new sitvation,”
he says. Toward that end. he 1s keep-
ing music personalities Eddie
Schwartz, Clark Weber and Dave
Baum, all of whom have successfully
hosted talk segments in the presen)
formal

However, program director Alan
Mitchell. now mudday man, will be
replaced by Dave Graves, joining
WIND after two years with KDKA
in Pittsburgh, Graves also has
worked with WBZ in Boston. Both
are Westinghouse oullets, as s
WIND

Emery stresses his decision s
based on his conviction that a station
today faces three umes the competi-
tion in formats of just a few vears
ago “You must maintain an abality
to be unigue.” he explains, “and of-
fer something of value toa histener.”

Additonally, he cites the need to
make that umgue sound attractive
and compelling. And, linally, =if
you accomplish those first two. then
you should be able to cause ulk
among the audience.™

"Acts aren’t confined o plaving the same
situdtion anvmore, Marty Klein
recently named co-manager of the agency's
East Couast music department. “We can book
the same aclon a nru.'-mgllh.'l Or put litm in one
of the Music Fairs for a week.”

It's all a result of being able o work more
closely with dgents in other departments who
are now aware of the strength ol contemporary
atiractions, he maintains

“Larry Auerbach, Jay Venctianer and Mike
Gursey, who are all i our television depart-
ment, have music backgrounds,” Klein says
“They're aware of what's going on in our de-
partment and that's a big plus.™

GIANT AGENCY NO LONGER ‘'TOO LARGE’

The agency began shifung personnel when
Peter Golden, who co-managed the William
Morns West Coast music department, left to
munage Juckson Browne. who is sull being
booked through the agency. Hal Ray and Dick
Alen now head the West Coast music depart-
ment, Klein shares his East Coast duties with
Jay Jacobs,

“We've also brought m new blood in New
York,” Klein points out. “Sw Weintraub
comes 1o us from Associaled Booking and
Wavne Forte has come over from Magna Art-
ists. Plus we have Steve Levine, Nat Burgess,
Mike Farrell and Bruce Eisenberg.”

“The point 15 that there isn’t a g division
between the music department and whal we
call the vanety department anymore,” he adds

“We're very close now, almost one depart-
ment. and it makes things a lot easier. The va-
riely guys can sel vou up for a week or we can
sel you up for a might. In any event, we work
ogether.”

Klein sees the continuing homogenization
of the music as a positive factor in booking acts

in a wider variety of seitings. He poinis to the
ability of Lou Rawls and George Benson Lo
pull crowds for limited Broadway engage-
ments and for Jackson Browne 1o work state
fairs

‘It's 1ough booking hard rock in some of
those places,” he admits. “But generally the
old ways are changing "

Klewn hears mixed reports these days about
atiendance being down at some rock concerts
but he generally thinks the markel is strong.
Availability 1s a problem, he notes,

“I'm booking some of those fine concerl
halls now with pop acts but I'm booking & year
in advance in some cases just to hold the hall,”
he says. Booking 1s generally easier in the sum-
mer, he believes. due 1o the fact many arenas
are booked for weekend sports events in the
fall and winter.

He sees the trend toward “finer halls™ as a
venue for rock acts on the increase. A lot of
the halls are more equipped now to deal with
contemporiary acts than they were 10 years
apo,” he noles.

His walk 1s always brisk, and sometimes he runs, plowing

Magid to delay the concert until the rain stops. Magid refuses.
He says the kids prefer to watch a show in the rain to walting.
someone asks Rudge when the Rolling Stones themselves are
coming. “You know | can't tell you that,”" he replies.

Befora the Stones can get onstage however, Rudgs neads
to find his friend Sonny Fox, program director of WYSP in
Philadelphia who Has the tapes the two men made at the sta-
ion the night before. They actually made four tapes allowing
the band to pick the music it wants to play as it comes on-
stage

Rudge hears that Fox may be at the press box. located high
up on the nm ot the stadium.

It is noon, and down below, onstage, Peter Tosh opens the
concert on ime. Rudge watches the show for a minute. then,
on his way back, goes out among the audience. The stadium s
nearly tull and the rain is lething up.

"Why s there no Atlantic rep in the press box?" he de-
mands of a nonplussed John David Kalodner, Atlantic’s West
Coast director of akr, " There is naothing up there. No refresh-
ments, no beer, no soda, nothing. | am going 1o tell this to Ah-
met (Ertegun), and I'm going to tell this to Jerry (Gréenberg),
but | am telling this 16 you first.”

Rudge does as he promises,_and in the course of the after-
noon he lets Prager, Magid, Leeds, Greenberg and others
know what he thinks of Atlantic's press relations.

(Refreshments for the press are finally arranged by Cathy
Schenker, former publicist at Capitol Records. and now assist-
ani to Prager on the Foreigner tour.)

As Tosh i5 playing Rudge gets up onstage and briefly
watches the new Rolling Stones Records act. The rain has all
but ended, and though it remans avercast, no more falis. The
joke backstage duning the day i1s that it was Hudge's presance
onstage that made the ramn stop

Jerry and Baob Greenberg, president and West Coast gen-
eral manager of Atlantic Records, respectively, arrive and ex
change embraces with Rudge. Rudge tells Mick Jones of For-
elgner who is getting ready to go onstage that the Stanes have
not yet left New York, “so don't threaten to play 50 minutes
on me."

Rudge inspects the trailer the Rolling Stones will use. Inside
Is & modest spread of nuts, cheese and crackers, and a few
bottles ol hiquor, wine and beer.

Back in his own trailer Rudge has a meeting with his aides
A circus is playing the Spectrum nearby, and Rudge wants to
know what he can get from it to enhance the show, and, if
need be, hill in the time should there be a long gap belween
Foreigner and the appearance of the headliners,

Arniving at the “'bands only™ area is a large delegation from
Atlantic Records led by Ahmet Ertegun, the chairman, and
Earl McGrath, president of Rolling Stones Records. Ertegun
has with im an entourage of five and he wants free access
passes for all of them

“Sometimes you have some very dubious friends, Ahmet,”
says Rudge, sitting in his trailer. He painstakingly and with a
bit of show peels off the wax paper backing on each of five
small golden stickers and carefully sticks them in the center
of the larger blue general backstage admittance passes, thus
creating the special total access combination

“You wait until you want something from me, Peter,"" says
Ertegun with a ight smile as he watches this little production,

Tosh. Mick Jagger does stretching exercises and then joins
the other band members at the door of their rehearsal trailer,
Warming up for the show, he sings “'Satistaction' alone and
unamplilied, with the only accompaniment a tumed down
electric guitar coming from within the trailer

"lsn't this really something, " whispers Jason Cooper, man
ager of Ron Wood, obviously moved. It is a magic moment

Rudge, meanwhile, makes a final check of the stage and
makes sure the backdrop is rolled down properly. He cajoles
Ertegun and friends to go up to the bleachers behind the
stage (and not onstage)

Rudge also works out the route by which the band will reach
the stage, pausing momentarnly to greet his wile, Frankie, and
Joe, his tive-year.old son, who just arrived

Itislittle Joe Rudge who gives the band word it has two min
utes to go before show time. A slight hitch develops when Wy
man refuses to go onstage without his Buitar. A security man
15 dispatched to the stage, some 50 yards away, (o bring the
bass so Wyman can have it in hand

“l can’t get into the traler and change. | haven't eaten all
day, but | can't get any tood, | suppose that is the price one
pays 1o work with princes,”’ complains one of the workers on
the tour, as the band prepares its entrance. It 15 not a casual
affair. As per Rudge's instructions, everything stops in the
backstage area, and everyone is cleared off to the sides as
RHudge leads his troops up to the stage. Sucking on a lime, Jag
per looks pale in his makeup. Coming ofl slage, 100 minutes
later, he will look worse

When he seas the show going smoothly, Rudge relaxes
somewhal, even taking his son up onstage for a closer ook
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Rudge, with Peter Tosh, Mick Jagger and Earl McGrath, look
at photos of the stage layout before the concert.

As this goes on, the band itself arrives at its compound, its
members staying close together

Rudge shows Mick Jagger pictures of the stage setup as it
looks from the audience, then joins him at the stage area for a
closer look. The two men speak quietly to each other

Show lime is rapidly approaching. but Sonny Fox and the
tapes shll have not arrived. Rudge is told over the phone that
they are an their way, but it may take yet another 20 minutes
Foreigner is ending its set. | am getting screamed at by the
band because the tape is not here,” he tells whoever is an the
other end of the line.

At 2:35 p.m. he, Rudge and Jagger close the trailer door be
hind themn to concentrate on picking the music, Meanwhile a
car bringing Bill Wyman arrives, ending Rudge’s “technical
problems’ with time to spare

In the next half hour a calm settles aver the compound. The
meeting with the tapes ends quickly, and Rudge goés off to
tell the security people that when the Stones get onstage no
one: no photographers, no fniends, nobody from Atlantic, not
even the Stones’ wives and girlfriends, are allowed up onstage
with themn.

In w\tﬁ chats with Peter

Rudge uses two obser-

vation points to survey

the crowd: top—near

the stage fence and

left—Irom the press
box.

They are back down gquickly, Rudge looking a little sheepish
The music was too loud for the little boy

Rudge has a little time to socialize with the various guests in
the bleachers, but 50 minutes into the show he begins to ar
range for the band's exit. There Is a commotion outside the
stadium between fans and pohce and Rudge instructs one of
his securily man Lo check what 15 wrong, since the problem Is
happening near the exit where the band will be leaving

Some ol the fans have chmbed over the fence in front of the
stage and up the scaffolding to the speaker towers. Climbing
on the fence to better see the situation, Rudge mobilizes his
forces 1o clear the intruders. They do—bodily

The show runs till 5:40 p.m. when, with “Jumping Jack
Flash" still echoing through the stadium, the band members
run offstage, into waiting police vans and on to helicopters
back to New York. Rudge is there to guide them offt The band
15 airborne befaore the applause ends

But while Rudge is in the band's area accepting compli
ments lor a generally hassie-free concert, word comes from
the stage that all has not ended peacefully. While most of the
audiience is leaving, some in the infield have remained and are
pitching boltles and cherry bombs up to the stage

“"What do these people want?' asks an angry Rudge
watching the barrage. ""Mick had a temperature of 102 when
he came olf the stage and he collapsed. Where in the conltracl
does Il 5ay a band has to do an &encore’ And even when they di
four encores it 15 still nol enougn

With every broken bottle Rudge's temper gets closer (o the
edpe. He rushes o the promoter’s trailer to call three local ra
dio stations to berate the local jocks tor the poor behawvior ol
Fhiladelphia fans

'‘There are 5000 kids out there who have possibly j[popard
ized the Rolling Stones ever coming back to Philadelphia,” he
tells the jocks. 'l do not consider them rock'n'roll fans. They
are just a bunch ot ‘luded bums, and after this sort of behav
ior | don't think any rock'n'roll band should play Philadelphia
| think you should tell your listeners that

sonny Fox, listening to this, tries to calm Rudge down, say
Ing such calls to radio stations may be counterproductive
They offénd, he says, the 85,000 plus fans who lett quietly al
ter the show, as well as thousands of others who had nolthing
to do wilth the concert. “'Don’t broadcast negatives,”” he Lells
Hudge.

“This 15 not really our fault,” the local man reples. “‘We
pretty much had things under control when one of your
pecple hit some kid over the head with a bottle when he tried
1o €hmb up on the stage. That's what really started it."

Rudge is incredulous This turns to fury when he learns
someons may be up onstage throwing back at the audience

"Get him out of there,” he shnieks, running to the stage. *'|
don't care who he is, carry him o if you have to."

Calming down a bit, Rudge begins to think of his counter-
offensie. Getting word from the rather bemused cop on duty
that it i1s okay lor him to send outl his people to clear the re.
maining kids in the infield, Rudge ofters $150 to every roadie
who poes oul there to sweep the field of troublemakers.

"We don't have to take this kind of shil from them. Who are
we, the Rolling Stones or the Sex Pistols?' he tells the roadies.
It is almost an hour since the show ended. and the shower of
bottles is almost over. "'I1's because they've run out of things
to throw,”" he adds

As some of the securily men fan out into the infield seeking
out the last af the bottle throwers, Rudge gets up onstage to
survey the damage. Standing amid the broken glass he is dis
consolate

In 10 years of tourmg | have never seen anything like
this,” he says. ""Now | don't know i1 the tour can cantinue (it
does). S months of planning and it comes to this

Amid broken glass thrown after the concert, Rudge surveys
stage damage, top, while above, fans mill around the garbage
cluttered stadium field.

All thus,” he continues, gesturing at the stained, torn and
broken equipment around him, "will have to be replaced. It 1s
no gocd now. There s $250,000 damage here. And the media
will write about another Rolling Stones concert riot. You won't
hear anything about what a good show it was. "

(Though the concert was front-page news in both of the
Philadelphia Sunday papers the next day, there is no mention
anywhere of the bottie barrage. A later assessment puls the
damage closer to $63,000.)

While elsewhere two of the alleged bottle throwers are led
off to a corner to explain to the Stones’ proud and tough road
crew why they had them pmned down for an hour under the
bottle altack, munng two of them, Rudge retires to his trailer
for a peaceful glass of wine

But Rudge has no time for post mortems. His team, the
Fury, has an B p.m. game with Rochester. Gathering an en-
tourage of nine behuind him., including Charlie Watts, who re-
mained in Philadelphia. Rudige walks over to nearby Veterans
Stadium, site of the game. To discourage tans along the way.
Watts is escorted on both sides by two of the beetiest secunty
BUYS

While JFK Stadium was packed lor the Rolling Stones, only
6,000 fans attend the Fury game Some blame the low turn
out on the trathc jams caused by the departing Stones lans
which discouraged the soccer crowd from driving into the
Rudpe leads the cheenng from the owner's box. It
doesn’t help the team, which loses 3.0

As the score becomes all too clear, Watts is asked if he has
seen Rudpe He has disappearad from view momentanly

Long Island Clubs Seek To Diversify Rooms

~ Competition
Rises With
‘Fever’ Film

NEW YORK —Dhiversification has
hecome the key word (or success
among Long Island discotheque op-
erators who, since the boxofTice suc-
cess of the movie “Saturday Night
Fever,” have been faced with esca-
lating competition from a growing
milux of new clubs,

This diversity has resulted in the
elimination of stercoty pe rooms, and
has lelt owners and operators taxing
their creativity as they search for
that unique new formula which
would attract and hold audiences
not oaly from Long Island, but from
New York City as well.

The overnding attitude is that the
discotheque represents the ideal en-
tertainment medium, and the night
atmosphere and attitude are impera-
tive 10 the sustained success of any
club.

One area of high priority in the
design and construction of Long Is-
land clubs is lighting and special ef-
fects, Influenced by the visuals in
“Saturday Night Fever,” many club
owners are seting aside a substan-
tial part of their budgets for hghting
and speaial effects.

For instance, the Levittown-based
Uncle Sam's, laid out 1n excess ol
$100,000 for its light and sound sys-
lem. designed by Smuthall Electron-
ics, and s said to be one of the
[lashiest on Long [sland.

Scoft Savikas, marketing director
for Amencan Avents, parent com-
pany of Uncle Sam’s. states that with
disco sound achieving a state-of-the-
arn. emphasis must turn W visuals.
The Long Island club leatures eight
poles of chaser lights

Also included are marror balls,
light nngs, strobes, rotting police
hghts, “eyeballs,” colored and pin
spots, and a dry 1ce fog machine.
The highting system is controlled by
three program boards. and reflects
the growing imponance of a full-
time light technician

Savikas plans on adding a projec-
tion screen which wll surround the
dance floor. He s also contemplat-
ing three dimensional projections.

Other clubs in the area are also
making additions. Decameron, lo-
cated disgonally across from Uncle
Sam’s, is turning to foggers and la-
sers, Chaz in Huntington. and Fokos
in West Hempstead, are also joining
the trend 1o lasers.

Atthe Lemon Tree in Forest Hills,
Bob Goodrich, the club's co-man-
ager has strung a network of neon
lights across the ceiling. Goodnch's
pariners are Stan Stefanou and
Al Gonzalez. Gonzalez who has
worked in Latin clubs and discos for
more than 15 years, likes special ef-
fects which challenge the imagina-
tion. He was responsible for the
ereation of the club’s black light wa-
lerfall and trees and shrubs which
conjure images of the tropics.

Rumours shys away from special
effects.

Actually tounng has helped some
E/A acts become big international
record acts. A tour of Europe in fall
1976 helped break Ronstadi 1o the
point that she sold close 10 one mal-
lion units of “Sample Dreams™ inter-
nationally. according to Posner, plus
more than three million uniis do-
mestcally.

According to Posner the Eagles’
“Hotel Califormia™ sold 2.5 million
units internationally and seven ml-
lion in the US.: Jackson Browne's
*Running On Empty” did 350,000
in foreign markets and 2.5 mullion
domestically. and Queen’s “News Of
The World™ did 600,000 for E/A 1n-
emationally plus another three mul-
hion in the States. Elektra has Queen
only m the US.. Canada. the Far
East and Austral-Asia; EMI has itin
Eurape.)

Another reason Posner gives for
E/A’s increasing international pres-
ence: “This company has changed
We're no longer a singer/songwnter
company: we're into rock’n’roll and
country, which s making some in-
roads in intemational now.”

Posner agrees that this latter de-
velopment is helping Ronstadt,
Browne and the Eagles who have
long been wagged country-rock art-
i5ts. “That handle held them back
miermatuonally for years.” he says

“Also, in the past there were a lot
of buili-in problems 1n breaking an
Amencan act abroad: language bar-
ners and radio formats. But now
music has changed around the
world. You look at any international
chart and you will see a wider vari-
