But I am tell­
ing the truth when I tell you that the 
actor man hail the insi<le track, and was 
making go()() S)Wl'I} lo the wire, with the 
prnsJ)l'l'l of distancing his rin1l aa,l the 
fiel1l, when thl· actor was tliro\\'n down l.ry 
a startling occnrn:nce that created a 
terrific sensatimt. 

"Sallie Ste,·eus' golll watch was stolen 
from her. ro11111; a search was made for it, 
arnl it was f1nm1l conceale1l betwl·en the 
mattrl·sses of the bed in )liss Stcn·ns' 
actor-lo\'cr's room. 

"There was a scau,lal an<l a sensation 
for you! 

"The cll·rk was extra officious am} 
wanted the actor pullc1l ofT the stage be­
fore the play was finished, but :-,;ick For­
rl:'ster, who still h:ul confidl:'ncc in the 
player, persuaded the officer not to make 
the arrest until after the perform ance. 

"The whole thing was in the morning 
pa1x-rs, and it dist ressed the Forrcsters 
and ~allie Stc,·cns amazingly. To them 
it was an appalling calamity: but the poor 
actor fellow he hore up manfully, aml 
protested that the whole thing was a con­
spiracy and that he was innocent of the 
crime. 

"As for old man Ste\'ens he was just 
about crazy through the whole unfortu­
nate affair. 

"At that time there was more prejudice 
than thl:'re is now against theatrical peo­
ple, or showmen, as all of the profession 
wl:'re calll:'d, aml, to tell you the t ruth, 
the most of the folks came right out plain 
in speaking of the matter, an,l said:

to enjoy it when he said it. He went on 
to say that he ha<l been suspicious of the 
actor, ha\'ing seen him at times prowling 
ahout the hallways of the hotel, an<l it 
was this suspicion that caused him to 
search the room of the actor. Then he 
told about the finding of the watch, anrl 
stepped down, all smiles, as if he were a 
sort of a hero. 

"Just then I got up and spoke a piece, 
and I had a mighty attenthe audience, as _ 
I sai1l: 

"• JU1lgc, I "ish to he sworn as a wit­
ness in this case,' and then I passe<l to tht 
other side of the rail an<l took the oath, 
as the prisoner and the Forresters an,l 
the Ste,·cns' looked at me with all the 
eyes in their hea<ls. Before I proceeded 
to testify I whispered to a court offic('r, 
and as he was passing out I begun: 

" ' Last night, after the rl1,ors were 
open, I went O\'tr my route re-billing se\'­
eral of the larger billboards for the For­
resters, for the play of East Lynne. As 
there was. considerable wind blowing, I 
carried a light ladder with me so as to put 

up the sln':nncrs to ht:tkr a1l\':111ta).!l'. 
\\'hile putting the strc:mll'rs 011 thl' hill­
hoard at the l"nitl·,1 ~taks Ilotl'I. I h;11l 
more than usual ,litliculty in putting up 
the stn•amcr letters, a111l was oblige,} to 
post lhl' letters in the word East I.y11111 .. • 
separately. In so ,loing I h;ul a ,·iew oi 
the inside of 01:e of the rooms, an,l, 
without any <lesire to pry. was forn·d to 
see what was in front of me through the 
partially closed bli111ls. • Right then• I 
got excited, aml. without knowing that I 
did so, I jumped to my feet a111l put till' 
balann• of what I had to say strong: 

" ' I saw this last witncs.,;;, who has l1t.·en 
trying to com·ict an innocent man, plal·in~ 
a gohl watch between the mattn•s,-cs of a 
he,l. I l'ould see him pbinly, fur a light 
in the hall shone directly upon him 
throuj.!h the transom O\'er the ,lot)r. · 

"(-;ec-whillikens'. what a chel'r went up 
in that court room. The pl·ople just hur­
rahe1l until they were hoarsl', and the 
jmlge ne,·er kicked either. I le was too 
busy wiping away the tears am} blowing 
his 110-.e with his bandanna, to make 
hclil•,·e he was not crying. 

"In the mi,lst of all the lmbhuh, the 
court otlicer 1 had gh-en the tip to brought 
in the guilty man, the sd1cmi11g hotel 
clerk, who had completely wilted, and 
hi1l his face in his hamls. 

"I ~hall ne,·er forget that ,lay. Talk 
about being helter than a play; it was 
better than a circu.:. ! 

"The actor was frel\ and enc-rybody in 
the court-room wantc<l to take his hand 
anu express their 1lelight, e,·en those who 
<lid not think well of showfolks and the­
atrical people anyway. 

"You may not helie\'e me, but so help 
me! Sallie Stc\'ens put her anus around 
the actor's neck and hugged him right 
before the whole erow,l; aIHl then she 
grabhcd me and kissed me, smack'. arnl 
to cap all, oM man Stc,·eus came up to me 
and patll:'d me on the back, because he 
was too much o,·crcome to express him­
self. 

"That was a great night at the theatre. 
The Stevens an1l myself hail a box. a111l 
the peopll:' calk<l out the falSl:'ly-accused 
actor·aIHl showerc<l him with flowl·rs. Of 
course, ~ick Forre~ter talked bel\n:cn the 
acts-well, say for half an hour. 

"That was a night worth rcmemlx:ring '. 
"The next day being Christmas, oM 

man Ste,·ens im·ite<l the entire compauy 

aml myself to thl' ti1wst Christmas ,linnl·r 
I 1..•n·r s;1\\, aml :\li"s ~.1llil· "·'" till· hap­
pil·st nnl' ,,f till' lot.

The poster docs 
betlt'r work in some lines than the 11ews­
paper, :.nrl i·it-,· •'t'rScr. Let us know that 
art ( reason) is boundless in its resources, 
and it appeals lo anyone in any place- to 
different persons with different clegreesof 
effect. I do not see where there is any 
ground for one to halt on ahout a,h-ertis­
ing on the poster. It's a little game of 
"tit for tat" with the newspapers. Space 
has its ad,•antages in hoth: th1:re is room 
for suggestion amt growth in each. So111e 
d.iys ago I was out walking ancl ran up on 
a picturL"sque piece of posll:r work ; it 
stopped me-thl·rt: was a time whl'n I 
claime,l to l,c in\'iucible against these 
poster "fellers "-but it calle,l for just 
what I ,-.anted, and why, ,lt'ar re:t1ler, 
shouldn't I buy it> I arguL' another 
strong point for lht' poslt'r, and that is, 
that it strikes with a ,trong force, Imsy 
people. If they glance at it, which they 
always do now-a-clays, it will ll'ach them 
all day that "it" or "the,·• whall'vt'r it 
is, is a "mighty g00c.l thing," and they'll 
go home al night with a bundle of "it," 
or a package of it, or ( ,·xcuse 111e) a bottle 
of it, only to fiml th:,t it w:1s exactly what 
his wife so \"igorously tried to write in his 
morning 1111:1110. 

There is 110 lbt: for lht: classes of alh-er­
tisers lo oppn,L' each othl'r; the ,lealcr is 
out aft1:r results, an•l he'1l :1s soon get it 
off of a shingle as :,2 a pouml papyrus a111l 
an editor with a gol,l ln·pa1111L•ol capi tus 
thrown in.

A knowledg-e of the "principles of ,ksig-n" are 
as essential to the printer as thev are to the 
painter aiul sculptor. Without this knowledge 
ltis work m11'-t he of nn ordinary •111,dity, with 
perhap>- an occasional lucky hit; or ii hy chance 
he shoul<I find a pleasing- style and adopt it he 
will fall into a "rnt" and display a sameness 
ahout all his work, because he does not reali7.e 
the •·1,rinciples" involn·d in the snccessful de­
si~n. and consequently dares not attempt to ,·ary 
hi~ st vie for fear of failure. Ile will experience 
the s:;me difficulty if he attempts to )lriut hisjoh 
in two or more color,.., if he i>Jthrown on his 01vn 
resonrces. In this case, again, he may 1,e able to 
imitate a piece of printing that has a pleasing 
com hi nation of colors in it, hut he ?-hould be in a 
position to take any color for hi.; ground work 
and make it heantiful hy printing-it in the colors 
that propc.-rly coml,ine with it. This, however, 
can only be accomplished throug-h a familiarity 
witlt the "laws of harmony and contrast."

A UNIFORM TER.Ml~OLOOY 

In State and County Fair Premium 
List s . 

In the prq1aratio11 of a pn:111iu111 list for 
a fair or an exposition it is foun<l nt:Cl'S­
sary, for the sake of con,·enience, first to 
assort the pa·miums offrrt·d into sen·ral 
large groups, and then to diYide tlu:se 
large groups into smaller sub-groups. 

Thl· first dh·ision uaturnlly gi,·es us 
a group for horses, another for cattle, 
anothe1 for swim·, still anothl·r for poul­
try, etc. A further di,·ision 1-,•hes us sub­
groups for the difTerent breeds, \"aril'til·s 
or kiuds. 

This system of j.,'TOnping amt sub-group­
ing is a universal one. In all fairs we 
have first the large group amt tht:n the 
s111alkr sub-group. In all fairs then· exists 
the necessity of designatin!' the main 
groups by some name, as also does the 
necessity of 1lesignating thcsuh-groups by 
some name. 

In the pn·mium li~ts of the Cotton States 
and International Exposition, Canada's 
Great Fair an<l Industrial Exposition, {he 
Great Inter-State Fair at Trenton, ~- J., 
as also in the lists of the \\"isconsin, Ohio 
and Indiana State Fairs, these main groups 
for horses, for cattle, for shl'l·p, for poul­
try, etc., are termed ,kparlmolls. )lich­
igan, Iowa and :\Iinnesota knn them 
dfrisions. In ~ew York, Illinois and 
~ebraska they are termed dasst's; while 
in :\laine and :'-lontana they are giYen the 
double-header of d11ss and 1kj>,1rl111t'nl. 

The sub-groups, as for instance the sub­
groups for "Jerseys" and for "Poland 
China," are called in the premium lists of 
the Great Inter-State Fair at Trenton,~­
J., Canada's Great Fair amt Indnstrial 
Exposition at Toro1ito, an<l in the pre­
mium lists of the State Fairs of \\"iscon­
sin, ) l ichigan, Indiana and )linnesota, 
classes; in ~ew York the same idea is 
expressetl by the word salio11; in Illinois 
a nd in ~ebraska hy the word lo/; in 
Ohio by the words cnby book; in :'-laine 
by the word ,:Yo., and in Georgia by the 
word group. 

The foregoing illustrates briefly the 
varied tenuinology now in use in the pre­
mi um lists of our large state fairs an<l expo­
sition. An examination of the premium 
lists of cou nty fairs reyeals a stiH wider 
breach in the use of terms. 

This marked di wrsity in the use of 
t erms, eyen in arljoining states, to express 
exactly the same idea, makes it almost 
impossible for fair managers to correspond 
inte[ligently wi th each other, or with ex­
hibitors, and leads to much confusion in 
numerous ways. \ \"by use the word dc­
p arlmenl in one state, class in another , 
and di,:ision in another, to express one 
and the sam<; idea? \\"hv should that 
part of the premium list co~responding to 
a section in the premium list of the ~ew 
York State Fair be tenne<l bv t he Wiscon­
sin State F ai r a class, hy th·e Ohio State 
Fair an t'nh:i• book, hy the Illiuoi s State 
Fair a lo/, by the :'-laine State Fair a .\"o., 
and by the Cotton States :111<l I ntt:rna­
tional Exposition agroup/ 

At the recent annual meeting of the 
\\"estem and Eastern Fair Association, 
held in Chicago on the 19th inst., this 
matter was acted upon and a u11.iform 

terminology was adopted to be used in 
the premium lists of all the :-.tate fairs. 

The words chosl' ll by this .·hsodation 
are " I kpartllll'llt," " Ctass," and for 
such fairs as 1lesire a further di\'ision, 
" l'rize :--:umhl'r." 

Thl•: " l>epartml•IJt" will he kttl·n·1l, 
while the "Cla~s" will be 11umben·1l. 
There willl>e, for instauce, a Ikpartment 
".·\" forhorses, a I>epartment ''C" for 
sheqi, a Department ''I>" for swine, 
l·tc., l'tc. There wilt be for instanCl' a 
Class " 10" for Jerseys, a l'lass "q"' for 
llolsteins, etc. Each animal or artide 
in a class may be designated, if desire<l, 
hy a " Prize ~umber" which, if usl·d at 
all, should commence with number one 
aud run consl·cuti\'ely through the pre­
mium list. 

The adoption of this uniform system by 
the state fairs is a grl·at step in the right 
direction. County fairs ought, one and 
all, to fall into line.
