The Rise and Fall of the Cigarette As

TiiIcuto, a \v<>«‘kly puhlloatlon, In Its Is¬ 
sue of Aug. It), has a two-page article on 
"Tile Uise anil Fall of the C'learetto," giv¬ 
ing a illagrain of internal Itev’enue reports, 
showing that the cigarette Industry grew 
from an output of two thousand millions 
In is'.io to an output of four thousand five 
hundred millions in l.SitC, from which time 
to the present day It has made a swift to- 
lioggan tiaek to the figures of IK'JO. 

The man who has watchtnl the advertis¬ 
ing field, and espei’lally cigarette advertis¬ 
ing, during the past ten years, will hear In 
mind that during the period from 18!X) to 

cigarettes were very heavily adver¬ 
tised hy all manufacturers, not only hy the 
Aineriean Toliacco t'oinpany, hut hy other 
numerous comptdltors, including the Ad¬ 
miral r-igareite people :and he must also 
reimunher that on or ahout the early part 
of Is'.h: pra<-tically all comiietltlon had been 
absorbed hy the American Tobacco Com 
pany, and advertising of cigarettes was 
then practically discontinued. 

Just to show my absolute lack of mod¬ 
esty 1 will stat«- that during the period 
froin iv.i.'! to the time of the cigarettes 
largest gains, 1 was responsible for a heavy 
amount of cigarette advertising, since 
which date I hitve done absolutely nothing 
in that line. 

l.eaving aside, however, all perslfiage, I 
thitik this showing proves conclusively that 
advertising does create :i demand. By this 
I mean It produces new consumers, and 
catises the old consumers to use* larger 
(piantilies. 1 believe it Is a fact that ad¬ 
vertising of one article never materially In¬ 
jures a competitor who also advertises; but 
while It may, to a eertain extent, draw 
from that competitor’s trade, the advertis- 
Itig will iiriKluce an additional demand, a 
portion of which trade will go to the com¬ 
petitor. 

In this connection look at the cigar In¬ 
dustry. Teti or twelve years ago an ad¬ 
vertised cigar was practically unknown, and 
the manufacturer who believed advertising 
was "good for the other feIlow'’s goods" 
tlaiined It to be linpossslble to advertise his 
own sptwial brand of cigars. But the two 
or three pioneers who started advertising 
In a small way. some seven to ten years 
ago, received such wonderful benefits as to 
Induce others to enter the field, all of whom 
ha\e had unprec»*dented returns, and ap¬ 
parently without hurting each other.

He is also largely Interested In rail 
way building, lieing a large stockholder In 
the’ St. l.ouis t'olorado Litie. now under 
consirtictioii from St. I.ouls into the far 
\Yest. 

.Although' a hard-workltig business tiian. 
Governor I'rancis has found lime during his 
carts'r to serve ih*| people In an otilclal ea- 
liacily. in is.s."i he was the liemocratic 
nominee for Mayor of St. I.ouls. and al¬ 
though he faced an adverse majority for his 
(larty of 1-1.(Nm four years before, he was 
elei'ted liy a majority of l.'Jbb. .At the head 
of the city government, his superior ability 
was no less strikingly evidenced than It 
had been in the conduct of his private af¬ 
fairs. 

His admirable administration as Mayor of 
St. l.ouis altracl«sl the attention of the 
;ieople of the State, and in ISNS he was 
elected Gov<'rnor of Missouri. His ailniin 
istration of State affairs w.is signally stie- 
cessful. practical views and common sense 
methods governing his action in every de¬ 
partment of the public business.

A Man of Brains, Push and Perse¬ 

verance, a Statesman, Gentleman 

and President of the Louisiana 

Purchase Exposition Company.

Ex (lovxTiior David it. Frunels, president 
of the l.oulsiana Purehase Exposition t'om- 
pany, and ex otlleio chairman of the Exec¬ 
utive (.’omulittee of the organization en¬ 
gaged in eonstructlng the Worlds Fair ts> 
li<‘ held at St. Louis in lilU3, and whose 
|)i<-lure iidonis the first page of this Issue 
of "The Itlllboard," is a native of Ken- 
lueky. H(* was born at Itichinond, .Malison 
County, tliat State, f)et. 1. IXiO, and went 
lo St. I.ouls at the age of 10, a p<K>r but am- 
biilotis lad. His father was the descendant 
of a prominent Yirginla family. Through 
his mol her, who was Eliza Caldwell How- 
laud.

The Whalens and Lou Ramsey in 
Cincinnati to Get Ready for Their 

Coming Fight. 
John and "Jim" Whah-n and "I.on" U.tra- ' 

s«‘y. of the Cotisolldated Hill Posting Com¬ 
pany, at l.oulsvllle. were iti Cincinnati last 
week, shiir|>enint: their knives ami enlist- 
liiK the sym|>athles of their respective 
frleinls for the coniltit; lejjal li^ht for tne 
Ass.s'iation franchise In Louisville. Hoth , 
sides say they are di*termlned to tl^nt to 
the death, which means that there will tie 
tome larttc didntts in the Louisville, if not 
In the rnited States. Court la-fore the bat 
tie Is won by either side. The Whalens 
and Kamscy make all sorts of charges 
afcalnst the other, each claliuini; to have . 
evidence sufficient to resort to criminal pro- 
cetsllnts. Kamscy charges Ccd. Whalen 
with perjury In regard to the transfer of 
Heverlti's stiK-k in the Consolidated, and , 
says he will have Whalen In the peniten¬ 
tiary before he gets through. Kamsey, ! 
howev« r. shows no documents to prove his 
charges, and "The Hlllltoard" has nothing 
but his verbal and unsupported statement 
as to the Whalens Iwdng "In bad." Col. 
Wh.ileii. oti the contrary, eshibited to "The 
Hlllboard" some d<M-uments properly signed, 
8«‘ahsl and acknowledged before a notary, 
which makes things look blue for Kiunsey. 
Among the documents Is an affidavit from 
Kd. Ileverln. in which he charges that the 
ten shares of stock which he transferred 
to Kamsey wets- obtained by fraud and 
that there was never any consideration that rtassed for the transfer of his stock. This, 
f true, would of Itself Invalidate the trans¬ 

fer and would leave Kamsey with control 
of only fifty shares of stock. Ilevcrln’s af¬ 
fidavit also makes some serious charges 
against Kamsey and his attorney regarding 
the manner In which he says they induciMl 
him to assign the ten shares of stock to 
Kamsey. Col. M’halen also shows di>cu- 
ments which charge Kamsey with raising 
the price of a wagon he purchased for the 
t'onsolldated. Last week, in Louisville, 
Whalen secured an Injunction restraining 
Kamsey from opening the mall, handling 
the finances or lut<‘rferlng In any way with 
the business of the Consolidated. This 
was followed by an order of "ouster." 
which pnicilealiv bars Kamsc.v out of the 
office l•ntlrcly. This was followed by ser- 
eral attachment suits against Ramsey, all 
of whli-h Involve him badly. 

Xot\vlthstandlng all this advantage which 
the M’halen faction has undoubtedly re- 
c»‘lved from the l.oulsvllle courts. Kamsey 
says he will win out In the end and that he 
will carry the matter Into the rnlt«*d States 
• ’onrt If nec»-ssary. However, If Col. Wha¬ 
len's documents prove good It wonld seem 
that Kamsey will have a poor showing In 
< otirf.

THE INTERSTATE AND WEST 

INDIAN EXPOSITION AT 

Now that the end of the "Fan" at Buf¬ 
falo Is In sight. Interest naturally centers 
in the great Interstate and West Indian 
Exposition at Charleston, S. C., which is to 
hold from Dec. 1, IbOl, to June 1, lllO’J. it 
being the next big fair on the calendar. 

No better time or place has presented 
itself to American manufacturers and mer¬ 
chants to advance their Interests In a num¬ 
ber of ways, than will be given at this ex¬ 
position. Much Interest should, and un¬ 
doubtedly will lie manifested In the expo¬ 
sition; not alone from the fact of Its being 
the first opportunity given the new posses¬ 
sions of the United States In the West In¬ 
dies for the exhibition of their wares along¬ 
side those of their newly acquired sister 
States, with a feeling of being at home and 
among friends, but also on account of Its 
being the tlrst time, since the clouds of war 
have been lifted from over them, that the 
islands have had a chance to display their 
resources at a moderate cost and to advan¬ 

tage. 
.\11 of the West Indian Isles abound In 

mineral and agricultural wealth; especially 
Is this a fact with regard to the Islands 
over which the American eagle has spread 
its protecting wing, and It only needs the 
American capital and the Implements of 
our manufacture to develop them. When 
this la done the benefits which will re¬ 
dound to the enrichment of the Amencan 
people will be unsurpassed by anything we 
of this already rich country have produced. 

Contmry to predictions, the exposition 
will open promptly on time. The construc¬ 
tion of the buildings Is going forward fast, 
and other arrangements are proceeding rap¬ 
idly. The financial status of the exposition 
company is first class, and the banks of the 
country are accepting the bonds, of the ex¬ 
position as first-class security. 

Concessions aggregating a revenue yield 
of over fifteen thousand dollars have al¬ 
ready been let, and a number of applica¬ 
tions for others are now in the hands of 
the exposition company to be passed upon. 
Other applications are pouring in fast, and 
some time before the opening day arrives 
all available space wMll undoubtedly be 
leased. Among the features which have al¬ 
ready booked space are; ‘‘The Infant In¬ 
cubator;” “The Cyclorama of the Battle 
of Gettysburg;” a theater of National 
Dancers and a Moorish Palace. 

The Exposition Company authorized re¬ 
cently the construction of the Midway En¬ 
trance and Bazaar, which will be one of the 
handsomest buildings on the grounds. This 
building will cost $10,385, and has been so 
designed as to yield a good revenue. The 
United States Fisheries Building has also 
been contracted for at a cost of $8,500, and 
will be one of the chief centers of Interest 
at the exposition. By a very clever ar¬ 
rangement of the architect, the building 
will be placed to advantage on the dyke, 
which will form the western Imundary of 
Lake Juniata, and the building itself will 
be furnished with all the appliances em¬ 
ployed at Buffalo for the care and exhibi¬ 
tion of the fishes. The main collection at 
Charleston will naturall.v be salt wat<T 
fishes, but ample quarters will be provided 
for the fresh -water contingent. 

A grand organ has been built for the ex¬ 
position by Mr. M. P. Moller, of Hagers¬ 
town, Md. IJe reports that It Is now ready 
for shipment, and will he in place by the 
middle of Novemlter. This organ Is 28 feet 
wide. .34 feet high and 16 feet deep. It is 
a three-manual instrument, with 45 stops. 
!t p(‘dal movements and 2,160 pipes. The 
organs at the exposition in Omaha and at 
the Export Exposition in Philadelphia were 
made by Mr. Moller. He has reserved the 
right to give a number of recitals during 
the expftsltlon by some of the most noted 
organists In the world, and lovers of music 
are anticipating great pleasure from this 
feature of the musical part of the expo 
sltion. 

Great Interest Is already being shown by 
the people of Cuba and Porto Rico In the 
exposition, and the exhibits from those 
countries will he large In comparison with 
what might be expected from present con¬ 
ditions. ' 

All of the Southland, especially, la giving 
the exposition Its support, and the exhibits 
from ali neighboring States will lie large 
and varied.
