IN CINCINNATI 

The Executive Committee Meeting of 

the Associated Bill Posters and 

Distributors May Be Held Next 

Month. 

If iiiilications count for aiLytliin;;, tlion* 
will In* some tall doings at tin* senii annual 
nieelilig of tile l^ii-eullve Hoard of the As- 
so<-iated Hill I'osters and liistrdnitors of 
oi (lie l ulled ^^tates and I'anada, to lie 
held in lleeenilier. Heretofore tlie ineeliugs 
have lieeii diviiU-d lietweeii I'hieago and 
New York, eaeli eily heing favored alter¬ 
nately. 'file last meeting was held in t'hi- 
eago, and it was naturally su()posed that 
I he eoming meeting, which is to he h«dd in 
lieeemher, would he held in New York. 
However, I'resideiil llryan, in a telegram to 
"The I’dllhoard." sa.vs the meeting never 
was sehednied for New York, and that the 
meeting place has not yet heeii agreeil upon. 
It is understood that I’resident Itryau, as 
well as his uncle, tavors the selection of 
1 ineitinati heeause of its central location 
iitid tht‘ fact thiit one of the most iiuitortant 
of the many thitigs to come hefore the 
meetitig interests t'incinniiti itself. This is 
the war which has heeii declared oti the As 
soeiatlon h.v I’ll. .Morton, the opposition 
hill poster atnl sign writer of t'ltieitimiti. 
lie has sited the As.soeiation, or is ahout 
to sue, alleging a <-onspiraey to ruin his 
hiisitiess, and has»‘s his case upon a circular 
recently issiiwl hy the Association forhid- 
ditig tlie posting of paper haiidhsl l>y .Mor¬ 
ton. It is exiiected that steps will lie taken 
to hring ahout a hartnotiious feelltig he- 
Iweeti .vlorton and t'ha|nnaii Hros., who 
hold the v’iticinnatl fratichise. Atiother 
matter with wliieh the meeting will have to 
deal is the Whaleii-ltatnsey einhroglio at 
l.oiilsville. As it is, Itamsey is without say 
iti the conduct <if the affairs of the t'on- 
solidated Itillpostitig Cotiipany, having heeii 
eiiioined hy the Louisville courts from in 
lerfering vvitli the conduct of the husiness. 
It is said that Col. Whalen will make his 
light against Kainsey at the coming meet¬ 
ing of the Kxecutive Committee, preferring 
that tvi !i legal battle in court. If they are 
successful in their tight against Itamsey he¬ 
fore the lOxecutive Committee, it is under¬ 
stood that the Whalens will go after him 
on the charge of uiicraftsmanlike conduct 
and eiidciivor to have his franchises in Lex¬ 
ington anil tieorgetown, Ky., forfeited. 

.Yiiother matter that will receive atten¬ 
tion is the recent decision of the New fork 
.Supreme Court, which holds that hillhoavds 
are a nuisanee in Itiiffalo, N. Y. it would 
not he sui'iirising if the .\ssoeiatioti takes 
up the matter as a hiMly, with the view of 
a|i|iealing the deeisloii of the New fork !Su 
preiiie Court to the Su[)reme Court of the 
I nited States.

Hurr Itohhiiis 
leiidereil his resignation as secret a ry-t reas 
iiier. The vote on the acceptance of the 
resignation was a tie. which left t.'ol. Koh- 
hins in his old position, it was known that 
he was anxious to he relieved from the 
duties of his otliee, hilt lio one was quite 
readv for the unexpected action which Col.

The matter 
was then adjusted a second time, and the 
show got out of town before any other 
aunts or cousins could make a claim fur ! 
(l.-tmagea l»ecause of the injuries of a boy 
already paralyzed. 

J. C. B. Maddux, a bill poster with the 
Ringling Bros. Circus, was run over and 
killed by a Louisville & Nashville Railroad 
train at Newcastle, Ala., Oct. 22. He was i 
caught between the bumpers of the circus 
car and a l»ox car. lie worked under Geo. 
Ilartford, of the Columltia and Walnut the¬ 
aters, t'lncinnatl, O., who was with the 
Ringling show during the summer. The 
management of the circus notltled Hartford 
of his death and asked what should be 
done with the remains. A woman, claim¬ 
ing to be his wife, telegraphed from Chi¬ 
cago to send the body there, and while 
Hartford was trying to locate the mother 
the circus people followed her instructions. 
The body was sent to Chicago. Hartford in 
the meantime found Mrs. Maddux, who 
claims her boy is not married, and upon her 
instructions wired the Chief of Police in ' 
the Windy City to hold the body pending 
her orders. This has been done, and Mrs. 
Maddux was sent there to press her claim. 
Young Maddux had a life Insiuance, 
which he carried in his mother’s favor. He 
worked in the winter as a bill poster for 
the Illinois Theater, Chicago.

After 

thc.se, the midsummer fetes in the North 

ern cltl«‘s will come round and tluoi the 

autumn fairs will arrive again. 

There is no longer a fair season. It lasts 

the whole year round. The mid winter 

functions are liound to grow in popular 

favor, from Florida to California, and it 

will not he long before there will Ik* enough 

cities given over to them, to obviate all 

nec»*ssity for a lay-off on the part of fair 

followers.

Well-Known Circus Agent Passed 

Away Unexpectedly in New 
York, Oct. 23. 

2X.—E. I>. (l>ocl Colvin 
died at the Sturtevant House, In this city, 
at t*:!.”* M’cdnesday morning, Oct. 23. He 
died In Mike Coyle’s arms, and was con¬ 
scious up to the last moment.

White and Mr. Mike Coyle accompanied 
Mrs. Colvin to Geneva. 

Mr. Coyle attendisl to shipping the Bar- 
num & Bailey horses, also to the shipment 
of the large consignment of animals, which 
left here on the "Falatia” Oct. 2ti. Mr. 
Coyle, having heli>ed Mr. Colvin while the 
latter was sick. In getting together the 
horses and animals. Is well posted, and his 
shipnu-nt went away on time, just as 
Colvin directed before his death. Mrs. Col¬ 
vin has turn«*il over the business to Mr. Ed¬ 
ward C. White. HiMiiu 11. IS-'iS Broadway, 
to close up and get in as gmid shape ns 
(lossible. This applies simply to his New 
York shipment of animals. 

Mr. Colvin’s death was a shock to his 
friends, as they considered him in no dan¬ 
ger. and had been assured by his physician 
that there was nothing to fear. .\t one time 
his fever was entirely broken, and he was 
considered out of danger, and even his 
physician assured his wife and friends that 
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I was making the routids of the West Side 
theaters, and met him at the Bijou. We 
started off together, visiting several other 
houses. He spoke of his stock farm uinl 
the excellent sto<.*k he owned, and other 
things he was Interested In. The next day 
1 met him at his otilce at the National. I 
hade him good-bye. little thinking that It 
was for the last tiuie. He remarked: 

“I’ll have some news for you when 1 get 
hack.” 

His desk liM.ks forsaken, the unopein-d 
mail seems sadly without an owner, and the 
modest little sign on top of his desk which 
rca.Is: ••E. 1». Colvin, American Ueprescutu 
live C;irl Hagcnhcek,” Is now only a n*- 
miiidcr of the many little chats I have en¬ 
joyed with my dear old friend—now past 
and gone. 

E. I>. Colvin was particularly adapted to 
the work of importing wild animals, stock, 
etc., ami the zo.doglcal gardens and ineiing 
erb's' of America were supplied almost ex¬ 
clusively through him. He was thoroughly 
expert In this sort of husincss, and this, 
together wltli a fondness for It, made him 
invalualde to the llageiilKK-k firm. Mr. Col¬ 
vin also has lK‘eii aeling In the capacity of 
purchasing agent for the Baniuin A; Bailey 
Shows, now In Europe, and some weeks ago 
a reinarkaldy <|ulck shipment of stock math* 
hy him to the alH.ve-mentloiKKl firm was 
recorded In "The Billhoard.” 

E. H. Colvin resided in (,'hlcago. and own¬ 
ed a residence at 123 Garfield Boulevard.

He was one of the 
rust postetl men in the show business in 
Hagerstown, and was •“specially popular 
with the men In the variotis shows with 
which he was connected during his life 
time. He was a memlxT of the ICoanokc 
lodge of Elks. 

He started with Barnuin’s Clreus In 
In the No. 1 Advertising Car, from New 
York; then went to Roanoke and was city 
bill poster for two .v«*Hrs; lie then opened 
the new Academy of Music there as man¬ 
ager; he went on the road In IWt.o in charge 
of Car No. 2 advertising I’awnee Bill’s Wild 
West; in IWKl-lSltT he had Advertising Car 
No. 2 for Walter L. .Main’s Clreus and in 
IH'.tK he was with the Robinson’s Clreus un¬ 
der the manag<‘iiient of the Ringling 
Brothers. In Ikldt he was with same under 
the Robinson management, and lastly he 
was with Al. O. Fl«*ld, being advance man.
