founded on its value as a news or a literary 
journal, and that suliscrliitlons are not 
made liecattse »if such value, but liecausi 
its offers of inenduindlse or other consider 
atloii. result itl effect, in Its circulation at 
a niertdy nominal rate, such pulilicatlon 
does not' come within the reiiulrenicnts of 
the law for acceptance as second class mat 
ter.

ns If It Is enforied It means that the great 
mall order joiirtials like Comfort, witli Its 
clrciiliition of L2.'i<i.tsi<i. and American Wo 
tiian with LiNXi.itcO and hundreds of other 
similar pnblieutlons. will be compelled to 
slil|i by express llielr sample copli-s and 
thus d'e|s-nd on distributors for their de 
livery from house lo l.oiise. Take note of 
this and don't forget to solicll w'ork friiiii 
the large publishers.

Chicago. 111., Nov. 11.—A generall.v good 

assortment line of attractions are occupy- 
Ing Chicago's play houses this week—with 
ruddy William H. Crane. Kyrie Bellew. 
Henrietta Crosman and their talented asso¬ 
ciates; the heavy production of "The Price 
of Peace;” Dearborn’s new play, called "The 
Sixth Commandment;” uniformly attractive 
dramas at the popular-priced theaters; a 
full roster of specialty people at the vaude¬ 
ville theaters; happy Al. Wilson, his cut 
songs and worthy little company at the 
Northern, and with gingery burlesquers at 
the several places devoted to this style of 
iMitertnlnment. makes up the brief of nearly 
everything that is going on theatrically in 
dear old Chicago. 

’’Well, I can see his finish.” This fa¬ 
miliar expression is frequently heard when 
this or that individual takes hold of an 
amusement scheme that doesn’t look very 
good, and then. If it does fall, the ”I told 
vou so” fidlow pops up like a bad penny; 
but. on the other hand, if the aforesaid 
scheme does happen to succeed, then it’s a 
case of ’’Well, who would have thought it?” 
A few years ago a theater on the west side 
known as the Standard, later as Hopkins’, 
and possibly some other names were called 
It (that would not look well In print) by Its 
numerous managers who could not make it 
go. was given up as a had Job and an unde¬ 
sirable Investment, until a Mr. Macoy 
turned up, took the house without asking 
anyone's advice; he possessed pluck, brains 
and other things necessary to properly in¬ 
troduce his new theater and policy, and it 
goes without saying the ’’Who would have 
thought It” chap was very much in evidence 
when it was learned that the Hijou. under 
Mr. M.tcov's ideas, was a howling success. 
I also < ail to mind that tlie house formerlv 
known ns the Schiller, now called the Dear 
born, prior to change of name and man¬ 
agement was little short of a “frost” and 
kept its stockholders jumping hurdles ail 
the time. This theater Is now Chicago’s 
lending stock house and Immensely sue 
cessful from every standpoint. I also' recol¬ 
lect. not so many years ago. when Harrv 
Clifford converted the old hail on Washing 
ton street into a modern playhouse, failure 
followed his numerous endeavors to make 
the Gaiety, as he called It, go he finally 
dropped the reins, having Incidentally 
dropped many good, hard American dollars. 
Then along came James Htitton and Martin 
Julian, who secured the lease, erased every¬ 
thing that had the name ’’Gaiety” on It; 
the word "Lyric” was hung over" the door 
.■)nd another style of attractions offered. 
1 he Lyric did not last out the seasfin, 
Hiirtlg A- Seamon dropped In from New 
York, looked the house over, and another 
lease was closed, and this time when re 
opem-d the electric sign read, “Hiirtlg A- 
Seamon's Music Hall.” They made a bold 
fight for it. At one time the house w*as 
about half destroyed by fire; they were 
handed all kinds of hard lines, and were 
finally crowded out. The place then fell 
Into the hands of four gentlemen; one had 
had some theatrical experience, the others 
were In other lines outside of It. They 
seemed to know exactly what they were 
about from the start. The name "Grpheon” 
was seb'cted for their new venture (which 
was sofne seven months ago), and ever since 
the house of many names, managers, hard 
luck !ind other things has lM*en a wonder 
fiilly big winner. 

In the past few da.vs I have met many 
who have asked. “Well, what do you think 
of Charlie Elliott’s scheme up on Wabash 
av«'nue’'” Well. It’s true the old AdelphI 
has known little or no successs under its 
many names (except Havlln’s). Mr. Elliott 
will soon have the house In “apiile pie 
order.” It will be known ns the tbiliirnbla, 
and of Mr. Elliott and his new Columbia 
Theater I have only to add. "You never 
can tell.” 

FRICE OF PEACE IMMENSE. 

McVlcker's Theater, (Sol. LItt, Mgr.)—

Of 
the many heavy settings, the most surpris¬ 
ing to me was the steam yacht with the 
Haroness and maid aboard, and the villain, 
Marcus Henton, the yacht was cruising 
about in a fog. The yacht was realistic 
and at)i)arently as solid as the real thing, 
and there was a view of deck and cabin, 
with the crew on the former and a pretty 
tea-table spread In the latter.

Is there Any Limit to the Gall and 

Genius of the American 
Circus Agent? 

American enterprise and resourcefulness 
will assert Itself, no matter what handi¬ 
caps may have to be overcome. A notable 
instance has just come to the notice of 
“The Billboard” from Mous, Belgium, 
which was the last stand for the Barnum 
& Bailey Show on the continent before en¬ 
tering I’aris. H. II. Gunning was in charge 
of the first advance brigade, and was com¬ 
pelled to bill the show in twelve different 
languages. There were all kinds of obsta¬ 
cles to overcome, all kinds of people to 
meet and all kinds of railroads to travel 
over, but 'Vankee pluck and perseverance 
“got there,” and not a stand was missed, 
nor was the show or any of the advance 
brigades late. At Mous there was not a 
billboard in the town and, worse than all, 
no place to l.ulld one. A billboard had to 
t.e secured some way, so Gunning conceived 
the idea of securing a concession from the 
government authorities to erect a billboard 
around the statue of Leopold L, which oc¬ 
cupies a grass plot in the very center of 
the main street of Mous. Gunning had the 
nerve to make the application, and actu¬ 
ally got away with IL He then conatruct-

GROUND PLAN 
Of the Louisiana Purchase Exposition 

at St. Louis Has Been 
Laid Out. 

St I.ouls, Nov. IL—The general ground 
plans and perspective views of the build¬ 
ings of the Ix>ulslana Purchase (Centennial 
Exposition were furnished the press for 
publication during the past week. They are 
the designs of the most celebrated archi¬ 
tects of the country, and their setting, or 
grouping, among the forest trees in the 
Forest Park World’s Fair site makes a 
picture so stupendous and daixllngly beau¬ 
tiful in every detail as to fairly startle 
the creators of the work themselves. The 
working plans for these buildings, which 
will cost atxiut f8,0()0,ft00, are now being 
prepared, and contracts for their construc¬ 
tion will be let about Dec. 1. of the present 
year. Other building plans are to follow. 
Altout $4,0ftft,(k)0 will be expended on the 
grounds within the next six months. Con¬ 
tracts for this work will be let within the 
next thirty days. 

Supervising Architect J. Knox Taylor, of 
the I’nlted States Treasury Department, 
has made plans for the Government Build¬ 
ing at the World’s Fair, which have been 
approved by the Government Board. The 
building win be 8ftft feet long, about 100 
fei't wide, and contain about 100,(X10 square 
feet of 6oor space, without Interior col¬ 
umns. the roof being supported on steel 
trusses. Its construenoD. Mr. Taylor saya, 
will requite about one year, and, therefore. 

will be begun as soon as the finishing touch¬ 
es can be put upon the plans. 

Governor Davis, of Arkansas, visited the 
grounds in wblcb the World’s Fair (Commis¬ 
sioners of bis state will probably choose 
tbeir building. Governor Davis reported 
that Interest In the World s Fair was grow¬ 
ing fast In bis state, and that the next 
Legislature would, no doubt, double the ap¬ 
propriation already made. 

The great Agricultural Building, the 
largest single building In the world, cov¬ 
ering about acres, will be located out¬ 
side of the Forest Park site. In order to 
leave room therein for the various other 
buildings needed besides those of the great 
Ceutral Exposition picture. The site cbo- 
sen Is across the Skluker road, south of the 
Washiugtou University buildings. 

The railroad and other transportation 
companies are keeping tab on the progress 
of World’s Fair matters. A belt Hue will 
be built connecting all tracks with the 
grand entrance to the Exposition grounds, 
near wblcb will be erected a great station 
with abundant trackage. Union Station 
will he relieved of congestion during the 
World's Fair by providing other stations 
fur local trains. Une of these relieving 
stations will be at the west end of Eads 
Bridge, provided with elevators to transfer 
passengers between cars on the surface 
tracks, on tbe bridge tracks and on the 
elevated road on tbe Levee. 

Ou his arrival In New York, Oct. '23, after 
speudiiig tbe summer in Europe, Chairman 
Adolphus Busch, of tbe World’s Fair For¬ 
eign Relations Committee, gave the press 
a very Interesting Interview about tbe 
World's Fair outlook in Germany. He said 
that the ministers In Berlin had assured 
him of their favorable disposition toward a 
goverm%'nt exhibit at 8t. Louis; that tbe 
invitation from our Government had ar¬ 
rived while they were away ou a vacation; 
that they would take up tbe matter of an 
appropriation at tbe fall meeting of the 
Reichstag; that this appropriation might 
not quite reach 10,UUft,iNA> marks, tbe 
amount appropriated for tbe Paris fair, but 
would be proportionate with tbe conditions 
now' existing In the empire, and that com¬ 
missioners would then lA; appointed to take 
charge of tbe exhibit provided for by tbe 
lawmakers. 

Ground will be broken for tbe grading In 
Forest Park within two weeks. Tbe Com¬ 
mittee on Ceremonies is at work on a pro¬ 
gram which. It Is said, will Include a grand 
parade of state and United States troops. 
Governors and other otUclals of state and 
high United States ofllclals, orations, etc. 
The famous old wooden shovel dug up at 
•Mine LaMotte and other historic Imple¬ 
ments will be used.
