In the baUet ot the Farls Opera, died
May 18. in her vUla on the gulf of San
Juan, at the age of eiehty-two years.
Rosati was one of the most celebrated
dancers of the nineteenth centnry. She
was bom in Bcilo»na and mad* her
first appearanee In Florenoe at the age
of ten. Her first great sncceas was
achieved In Venice, and at the ace of
fiftera.

lantic City to interfere with blllpost-

ing. About two years ago council
passed a similar ordinance, which w
attacked In the Supreme Court and
declared unconstitutional. As the pres-

ent oidlnano* praotloaUy prevents pri-

vate owners deriving a revenue from
their vacant lots, it will no doubt suf-
fer the same fate, m th* miantliiie
blUpoatlng wHI not be fntertered with
by the law.

We an plaued to give publicity to
the above suggestions for the reason
that they are In line with the belief
on the subject of organlztlon that we
hmti hM tut atnai ymn. Of aU
tbt dUCttrcnt trade organiaatlons in
this country there ia none constructed
as peculiarly as the' Associated Bill-
posters. The usual, or American
mtiiod, to to .follow the plan of oar
state and national govemments. The
Initial or subordinate organisation Is
first defined; tben the several subord-
inate bodies through properly ac-
credited representatives meet and
tonn. the superior or national body.

The national body to the tow maker
and tbe subordinate bodies are the en-
forcers, under the direction of the ex-
ecutive otBcers of the national body.
The representatives of the sobordlnate
bodies In convention esttmate the ex-
pense of the national administration
and spread a per capita tax among the
members at large according to' a pre-
determined .plan. Tliia per capita tax
Is added to the dues of each member
to the subordinate organization and
paid to the treasurer of tbat organlza-
tloii. Who In turn remits to the tieas*
war oC tte naUonal orgaotoatioii.

A plan of this character simplifies
the administration of both the law and
the business of an organization in its
every branch. There Is no conflict of
authority or multlpllction of dues or
duUes. The national administration Is

relieved of the petty details and its

officers aM- free to damte tMr time
and enari^ to the toner wttitta at the
trade.
