(As evidence of the work ethic; he still 

hones his guitar skills for two hours a das; though he hardly 

needs the practice) Lynne, a North Carolina native who now 
lives near Minneapolis, wrote or co-wrote all the songs on his 
debut, which is chock-full of potential singles. 

Universal Music Group (TO Doug Morris, who brought 

Lynne to the attention of Universal South partners Tony 
Brown and Tim DuBois, signed the charismatic artist to a 
six-album deal. Kevin Law co-produced Lynne's album with 
Blake Chancey and Brown. 

"What an honor," Lynne says of being named most likely to 
succeed. He considers himself successful already just for getting 
to do what he loves for a living. "Any level of success for me is 
more than I thought I'd achieve."

1\1 ews/talk grew tremendously as a format during 2005, 
improving on its performance from 2004 to gain more 

stations and listeners throughout the year. The for-

mat, as measured by Arbitron's national averages, did 

not hit as many new highs in the ratings or with station counts, 

but it still showed a strong performance with both metrics. 

And with the year's deluge of major news events—from the 

death of Pope John Paul II to the rampaging devastation that 

Hurricanes Katrina and Wilma wrought—radio staffers and execs 

aroirid the country proved to the world that terrestrial radio is still 

an essential line of communication during an emergency. 

Radio also proved how it can be a focal point for giving. To 

date, according to the National Assn. of Broadcasters, the indus-

try has raised more than $200 million in hurricane relief, with all 

funds donated to the American Red Cross. That number is 

expected to keep increasing, an NAB spokesman says. The fig-

ure is also twice what had been expected, which is testimony to 

the compelling power of radio as a medium that can inspire a call 

to action and get results. 

In the ratings, the news/talk/information format faltered, 

briefly, during the spring 2005 survey period, when it fell from a 

winter 2005 17.6 (12-plus broadcast week), to a 17. Signs of con-

tinued strong performance returned vi hen the results of the 

summer 2005 survey showed a climb from that 17 to a 17.4. 

The format's all-time high was the 18.3 rating posted in fall 

2004, a number greater than the previous peak in fall 2001. 

The number of stations programming commercial N/T radio 

grew by a robust 73 in 2004, the biggest station gain that year for 

any of the 22 formats tracked by M Street and Billboard Radio 

Monitor. At the end of October, N/T had added another 25 sta-

tions to its tally, and stood at 1,343 commercial outlets. Sports-

formatted stations increased as well, from 448 in January 2004 to 

495 by January 2005. 

REPORTING TO THE WORLD: POPE JOHN PAUL II 
A news network's preparation for the death of a pope begins as 

soon as a new one is elected and becomes head of the Roman 

Catholic Church. In the case of Pope John Paul II, each U.S. net-

work had spent time during the last 26 years revising its advance 

obituary; updating biographical profiles and maintaining prepa-

rations for establishing a remote newsroom as close to the 

Vatican as possible. 

But all this planning still does not change the essential chal-

lenge of journalism—the tension between getting it first and get-

ting it right. 

Fox News Radio experienced both sides of that test, first when 

it erroneous:y reported the pope's death a day early. and then 

when it missed scooping ABC News Radio with an accurate 

report by scant seconds. 

ABC News Radio won that radio race, when it accurately 

reported the death of the pope on Saturday, April 2. ABC affili-

ates were advised of the news at 2:55 p.m. (EST) and were able to 

take the spe a*al report from ABC News Radio at exactly 2:56 p.m. 

The ted Press wire service ran its first bulletin at 2:54 p.m., 

and the first on-air report by AP Broadcast's radio service came 

at 2:59 p.m. S Radio News aired its first bulletin at 2:58 p.m., 

while CNN dio broke the news at the top of its 3 p.m. newscast. 

And the ompetition in news radio is stronger than ever. 

Earlier in e year, Fox News Radio cut a deal with Clear 

Channel th gave Fox a giant leg up in the race for affiliates 

throughout he country. The other news providers have been 

waging a fig t to hold affiliates against the rise of Fox, which has 

seen particu arly strong gains in regional strongholds for its Fox 

News Chan el counterparts on TV.

The United Radio Broadcasters of New Orleans formed as an 

alliance of broadcasters that devoted manpower, resources and 

seemingly unlimited budgets to keep the news flowing. 

As URNO leaders, Clear Channel VP of news/talk program-

ming Gabe Hobbs and Entercom VP of news/talk Ken Beck 

combined their efforts and staff to produce news and informa-

tion that would stay on the air as long as necessary. 

Other broadcast groups, such as Citadel Communications, 

with its own stations in the same stricken area, formed another 

information network to keep people in New Orleans and Baton 

Rouge, La., informed. Those efforts were aided by the national 

news networks, like ABC News Radio, which picked up the local 

signals and made them available to affiliates around the country. 

CBS Radio News did the same when Entercom's WWL was 

temporarily off the air during the crucial first hours of the catas-

trophe. To keep listeners informed, the network fed its affiliates 

audio from Belo Corp.'s WWL TV. 

There was no way of knowing that less than a month later, in 

late September, URNO would turn out to be the information 

network required for the next hurricane: Rita. The damage Rita 

caused was not nearly as devastating as Katrina. But the united 

efforts of various broadcasters that had proved effective earlier in 

the month did so again. 

THE BEST OF THE REST 

Progressive talk radio experienced major changes in 2005. The 

format launched in 2004, via the pioneering efforts of Air 

America, but it came into its own this year and gained added sta-

bility with Clear Channel's involvement in the development of 

liberal talk radio on a number of its own AM stations. 

In fact, the format's personalities—epitomized in part by the 

rise of talker Ed Schultz—proved valuable enough to be lured 

away from their founding organizations into the welcoming arms 

of new partnerships. 

Former Clear Channel Radio CEO Randy Michaels and for-

mer ABC Radio and Premiere Radio Networks VP Stu !Crane 

formed Pl as a new company and plucked Schultz from his orig-

inal network, Democracy Radia 
"Democracy Radio has accomplished its first mission," CEO 

Tom Athans said in a statement. "Now we will return to our core 

mission, to incubate and launch new progressive voices on 

America's airwaves." 

But by early November, Athans had shuttered Democracy 

Radio and joined Air America as an executive VP. 

KEY TO THE HIGHWAY: NEWS ON MUSIC RADIO 

One of the most important topics this year was how to inject 

more news elements into the programming on FM music sta-

tions. Billboard Radio Monitor provided several key round-table 

discussions on the issue in 2005. One thing that became clear 

from those sessions was that PDs—in every format—should be 

asking news radio providers to at least take a look at their opera-

tion and make suggestions. 

Podcasting arrived on the scene, too. Radio personalities, sta-

tion programmers and even a few networks began moving into 

the audio-on-demand marketplace—each following the lead of 

the BBC, NPR and hundreds of individual programmers and 

webcasters who have embraced the Internet as a new platform 

for delivering audio and video to the world. 

By Labor Day, Infinity's nine all-news AM stations had each 

developed its own podcasting page, designed to attract younger 

listeners to the format. 

But the biggest podcasting play was the effort NPR made to 

unite a disparate number of member stations and other, non-

commercial networks into a unified Internet presence that could 

rightfully be described as the country's largest podcast provider. 

On the music-rights scene, BMI became the latest music 

industry resource to embrace podcasting. In early May, the per-

formance rights agency began a series of podcasts called See It 

Hear First to feature new music by represented, unsigned acts. 

Other programming trends included the spread of more N/T 

and sports programming to FM. At midyear, Cumulus Media 

debuted KFNC Houston as Newschannel 97.5, a modern take 

on the format. Cumulus president/CEO Lew Dickey Jr. pre-

dicted to Billboard Radio Monitor that FM talk would see major 

development in the top 50 markets during the next 12 months, 

with sports on FM to be in the vanguard. 

MODERN TALK: PERSONALITY RADIO IN 2005 

In the same may that a few key songs can transform a play list, so, 

too, can a few integral personalities redefine talk on FM. 

Howard Stern is the most obvious example. But there are 

other major personalities who also lend a talk station's lineup 

some attitude. None are expected to fill Stern's shoes, but that is 

not really their role. Tom Leykis, Steve Dahl, Don & Mike, Bob 

& Tom and others present a markedly different strain of talk 

than what Schultz, Sean Hannity, Rush Limbaugh or Al 

Franken deliver. 

Each of these personalities proves that there is a real future 
for talk on radio. The parallel movement of more sports talk on 

FM confirms that trend. But the most advanced trend is to 

import more talk programming into music-intensive radio, and 

it is not just in mornings or late at night. The new hot slot is 

afternoon drive. 

"There is strong, hard evidence that talk is stronger than 

ever," Barry Mayo, Emmis Communications' GM in New York, 

told Billboard Radio Monitor earlier this year. That is certainly 

the case for adult R&B talk in the afternoon. 

Mayo, who runs R&B/hip-hop WQHT (Hot 97), adult R&B 

WRKS (Kiss FM) and smooth jazz WQCD (CD 101.9), cites 

two New York-based syndicated personalities who give a fresh 

flavor to that time slot: Michael Baisden and Wendy Williams. 

Baisden hosts "Love, Lust & Lies" on WRKS. ABC Radio

HOW NOTICEABLE? 

With man) media choices either commercial-free or on demand, 

cleaning up clutter is something that radio needed to do. Edison 

Media Research co-founder and president Larry Rosin says he 

has noticed the change, seeing "Clear Channel stations every-

where with improved images on commercials and more music." 

But when Less Is More began, casual listeners did not neces-

sarily notice, even though many stations trumpeted reduced 

commercials in their production. "They knew stations were say-

ing they had lowered their spotload, but some still perceived 

more ads than a year ago," Edison Media Research VP of music 

and programming Sean Ross says. 

Ross adds that Less Is More has affected him as a listener. "I 

programming," Mancini says. "Some of the changes in the evo-

lution and the program will be getting those mixes right, while 

the other part [will be] having time to build a market for some of 

these products that weren't available in radio anymore. Typically, 

people were buying radio in 60-second spots, so you had to build 

the market for someone using 30- and 15- second spots. It's a 

learning curve, and you're re-educating the advertiser." 

Ross says, "A few years ago, you were impressive if you could 

promise 50 minutes of music an hour. Now, if you want to trump 

three-minute stopsets, you either have to do one short stop like 

[Quinn Broadcasting classic rock] WKLU Indianapolis or go all-

sponsorships like the Morey Long Island [N.Y.] stations." 

For its part, shortly after unveiling Less Is More, Clear 

Channel appointed three executives to its Creative Services 

Group to oversee an effort to help in the transition to less clut-

ter. "Creative Services Group has done a terrific job of teaching 

[Clear Channel] staff, advertisers and even some agencies how to 

do better creative," Hogan says. "Everywhere they have been 

they have increased the awareness of better creative and helped 

advertisers get a better result."

he says. "It doesn't necessarily stop me from punching out, but 

I'll go back sooner, now that I know the stopset isn't going to be 

seven minutes" long. 

MORE OF LESS IS MORE 

Is there room tor even less? Some, like Mancini, can see inventory 

decreasing even more than it did in 2005. "I'd say the average 

minutes per hour in radio is in the 12-minute range, and I think 

there's room for that to come down further," she says. "The goal 

here is to get the supply to a level where the existing demand for 

the medium brings your demand high enough that you get rate 

increases." She says that will happen in two ways: either by an 

aggressive sales force budding new categories of business or by 

pulling back the supply of commercials, creating a demand. 

Wilkey agrees that innovative ways of selling radio could help. 

"We need to think outside the box in terms of how we generate 

revenue," he says. "We need to get creative and nontraditional, 

or, in a sense, retro and very traditional. When you look at small-

market operators 50 years ago, when radio first was a viable 

medium, they would sell the weather report and everything else 

on the station . . . I think there are much more effective ways to 

advertise on the radio than a 30-second stopset." 

The initiative's long-term impact might change how ads are 

scheduled overall. "In cutting 20% of the airtime, some of that 

was non-cash-generating spots, like barter spots for network

duction each hour right before the stopset," he says. "They'd get 

you fired up about hearing the station, and then you'd go into 

commercials. Now, some of the [Less Is More] stations are doing 

their best production of the hour to tell you that they're playing 

fewer commercials, right before the spot break." 

And Wilkey hopes that the reduction of clutter is not being 

done at the expense of information. "There's a reason that radio 

still reaches 93% of the American population every week," he 

says. "It's because it's an institute in our mind, and we're getting 

away from the very thing that made radio an institute, and that's 

information. We're becoming an entertainment medium, which 

is fine, but how can we hope to compete with something like an 

iPod, where the individual user is in total control?" • • 
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INTEREP COO GEORGE PINE 
SEES THE GLASS HALF FULL 

BY PHYLLIS STARK 

AT INTEREP'S MIDYEAR SYMPOSIUM, company 

chairman/CEO Ralph Guild said the radio industry is at a "cross-

roads," but predicted that the industry's next phase of development 

"could be our greatest growth period yet." 

President/C00 George Pine shares Guild's cautious opti-

mism in this probing Q&A with Billboard Radio Monitor. 

It has been an eventful year for Interep. In November, the long-

time radio rep firm entered the TV rep business through an 

agreement with Una Vex Max, the largest owner of TV stations 

affiliated with the Azteca America network. Interep's new TV 

division, Azteca America Television Sales, represents 12 stations. 

On the downside, Interep lost Radio One and Cumulus as 

clients this year, both of which consolidated their business with 

rival Katz Media, owned by Clear Channel. 

Pine has been Interep's president/C00 since 2003, and his 

radio career has spanned nearly four decades. Prior to his current 

position, he was president of the Interep firm ABC Radio Sales. 

Before that, he managed Interep's entire Eastern region. 

In his current role, Pine oversees all of Interep's radio repre-

sentation firms. His responsibilities include client development 

and performance, share performance at agencies and the 

achievement of new business goals. He also serves on the Radio 

Advertising Bureau board of directors. 

What are some of the important radio industry trends 

you saw developing in 2005? 

We have seen a tremendous spirit of cooperation within the radio 

industry this year. Broadcast radio is undergoing an exciting 

transformation with the imminent rollout of [high-definition] 

radio and other emerging audio technologies. As an industry, we 

understand that we have one chance to get this right, and based 

on the level of strategic thinking and cooperation that I have seen 

so far, I am confident that we are going succeed. 

What trends are shaping up in the radio business for 

2006, and what impact will the post-Hurricane Katrina 

economy have on the radio business? 

Actually, the economy in [the] third quarter was stronger than 

expected, with GDP growth of 4.3%. This implies that the 

economy alone, barring any unforeseen developments, will not 

negatively impact ad spending in 2006. 

In addition, the return of political spending in 2006, coupled 

with a firming of radio pricing due to more stable inventory, 

should positively impact radio next year. 

All in all, we expect modest growth in 2006, with improved 

pacing over .005. lt 

Where are he radio advertising dollars coming from 

now versus five years ago, and what are the growth 

areas for radio advertising? 

The primary revenue categories for radio have not changed dra-

matically over the past five years. Retail, automotive and 

telecommunications continue to be the top three drivers. Of 

course, in 1999 and 2000, we saw the influx of dotcom advertis-

ers, which bolstered our business. Since then, we have not seen 

any one category make such a dramatic impact. 

We do believe that the direct-response category will pick up 

substantially for radio, as accountability and return on invest-

ment becomc increasingly important to advertisers, and tradi-

tional direct-response vehicles, such as telemarketing and direct 

mail, [are] becoming increasingly difficult to execute. 

What do you think of the National Assn. of Broad-

terrestrial radio business? Are there opportunities for 

advertisers in these areas? 

As an industr), we are being challenged to broaden our vision in 

order to grow our share of ad dollars. Rather than position ter-

restrial radio against the influx of audio technologies, we must 

begin to market ourselves as part of the expanding audio universe. 

We must come together as audio entertainment providers and 

expand our platforms to embrace these emerging technologies. In 

other words, radio is not the box, it's what comes out of it. 

From a sales perspective, we know that advertisers are con-

stantly looking for new ways to break through to consumers. So 

the business opportunities offered by new audio technologies are 

very promising. 

What are the prospects for HD radio long term, and 

will it help grow radio's share of advertising?

casters' new ad campaign directly targeting satellite 

radio —the "Radio: You shouldn't have to pay for it" 

campaign? Is it the right move? Will it be effective? 

Understandably, as a new technolog), satellite radio has received 

a tremendous amount of publicity over the past few years. 

I lowever, realistically, only a very small percentage of the popu-

lation currently listens to either of the two satellite services. 

That being said, broadcast radio cannot be complacent. We 

must keep our programming compelling and continue to keep 

and attract new talent. With radio's well-established brands and 

history of programming innovation, we can do this as well, if not 

better, than satellite. 

Moreover, with the rollout of HD radio's side channels, the 

variety of programming on broadcast radio will rival that of 

satellite, and it is free. So, I believe the current campaign is 

right on target. 

What kind of impact do you see new audio technolo-

gies—satellite radio, Internet radio, podcasting, 

streaming content to call  phones, etc. —having on the 

The widespread rollout of HD radio has the potential to reinvent 

radio, giving our medium the buzz, the "coolness," the interac-

tivity and relevance to attract and retain the next generation of 

listeners, not to mention hold on to our current devotees in an 

increasingly competitive world. 

HD radio's capabilities truly are impressive. Improved sound 

quality for both AM and FM signals could mean the return of 

music to the AM dial. Perhaps even more alluring to both con-

sumers and marketers will be a station's multichannel/multipro-

gramming capabilities: LCD panel displays for artists/songs, 

traffic, advertiser information or purchasing options and TiVo-

like time-shifting/delay/replay/storage capabilities. 

HD radio could even be broadcast to a user's cell phone, 

which in turn could be used to "talk back" to the station for a 

number [of] uses, such as polling, purchasing or requesting on-

demand content. And on top of everything, it's free. 

How has this year's explosion of Hispanic-targeted 

formats affected the advertising business? Are you 

seeing everyone scrambling to get a piece of this 

potentially lucrative pie? And what has Interep done 

to specifically serve this market? 

Interep has been proud to represent the [Spanish Broad-

casting System's] Spanish radio stations for many years 

and has been doing a tremendous job in marketing them to 

radio advertisers. 

In addition, we recently opened our first Hispanic television 

rep firm, Azteca America Television Sales. This allows us to 

offer advertisers cross-platform multicultural marketing oppor-

tunities, which will bring incremental dollars to our clients. 

Why did Interep enter the TV rep business this year? 

Had that been a longtime company goal? 

We have been looking for opportunities to expand into comple-

mentary media for the past few years, with particular emphasis 

on emerging, high-growth markets. We have already expanded 

into the Internet sales arena. 

Our experience in the radio sales industry, including Hispanic 

radio sales, is a perfect complement to our expansion into national 

spot television. Azteca America offers an excellent opportunity to 

expand our presence in one of the fastest-growing media sectors 

in the country. 

At the recent Reuters Media and Advertising Summit, 

ad executives complained that radio ads are less 

memorable and creative than ads in other media. Do 

you think this is true and, if so, what is Interep doing 

to help combat this perception? 

Interep mas one of the founding members and continues to be a 

primary supporter of the Radio Mercury Awards, which rewards 

and honors excellent creative in radio. We also support and par-

ticipate on the Radio Ad Effectiveness Lab, which seeks to offer 

proven research on the effectiveness of radio advertising, includ-

ing radio creative. 

This association is making great strides in understanding the 

impact of radio in comparison to other media, and generally, it is 

quite good. And, of course, we are able to assist and advise any 

advertiser with their creative execution. 

What is the long-term future of the radio industry 

from your perspective? 

Vve must expand the definition of "radio" when we look into the 

future. It will include terrestrial radio to be certain, but it should 

also include HD radio, streaming, podcasting and even satellite. 

In fact, the list is still being written. 

By selling the power, the impact and the personal connection 

that is audio entertainment, rather than pilfer from one platform 

or another, we will create demand for the entire category. More-

over, our industry will participate in the unlimited growth 

opportunities that emerging audio technologies represent. • •

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JOEL HOLLANDER MADE 2005 A TRANSFORMATIVE YEAR FOR INFINITY BY PAUL HEINE 

IT WAS A FLIP that sent shock waves throughout the radio 

and record communities. WHFS Washington, D.C.-Baltimore, a 

rock torchbearer for more than three decades, was going Hispanic. 

The abrupt flip in January would not be the only era-ending 

format change Infinity Broadcasting engineered in 2005. Radio's 

second-largest company flipped 17 stations this year, most to the 

adult hits Jack format it first launched in summer 2004 in Dallas. 

The conversion of 'HFS to "El Zol" exemplified the decisive, 

unapologetic management style of new chairman/CEO Joel 

Hollander, who took over Infinity the same month. Legendary 

call letters notwithstanding, WHFS' best days as a rock station 

were long gone, despite the best intentions of Kevin Weatherly 

understudy Lisa Worden. D.C. had a gaping Hispanic hole, and 

Hollander filled it. The station now ranks top five in persons 18-

34, according to Arbitron's summer survey. 

A Mel Karmazin protégé who rose to prominence at sports 

WFAN New York before captaining Infinity-owned Westwood 

One, Hollander made 2005 a transformative year for Infinity. Along 

with sweeping programming changes, he ended the company's 

Internet streaming aversion, embraced podcasting, introduced 

radio's first commercial high-definition multhast channel and 

marketed Infinity more aggressively than it ever had been before.

The amount of changes and new initiatives Hollander 

undertook in his first year behind the wheel is downright 

staggering. 

In March, Infinity began streaming 11 of its leading news and 

news/talk stations, after years on the streaming sidelines. In 

May, it took a struggling AM in San Francisco and made it the 

world's first all-podcast radio station. The same month, it 

launched the nation's first multicast HD radio channel by a com-

mercial broadcaster on WUSN (US 99), the group's top-rated 

country station in Chicago. 

In June it announced plans to offer free daily podcasts from its 

news stations, with flagship WINS (1010 Wins) New York 

pegged to lead the way. By early September all nine of its news 

AMs were serving podcasts. 

Along with creating new revenue opportunities, Hollander 

says streaming has produced "a little [ratings] pop in our midday 

shows." It is too early to expect significant revenue from podcasts, 

and Hollander says the company does not have any plans to 

charge for them. 

At the National Assn. of Broadcasters convention in April in 

Las Vegas, Nokia and Infinity announced a Visual Radio part-

nership, which will offer interactive content and services to 

mobile listeners. Developed by Nokia and offered by Hewlett-

Packard, Visual Radio allows listeners to tune in to local FM 

radio via their mobile phones while receiving interactive infor-

mation and graphics synchronized with the broadcast. 

Available in Europe, Visual Radio is expected to debut next 

year on rhythmic top 40 WBBM-FM Chicago. 

Hollander continues to talk with other cellular providers 

about creating a new revenue stream by offering Infinity content 

on cell phones. 

To date Infinity has lit up 56 of its 179 signals with digital 

HD radio. Hollander plans to increase the number to 100 in the 

next year. 

THE YEAR OF THE JACK 

No company has been more bullish on Jack, the format that sig-

naled radio's willingness to try something other than just a new 

flavor of an old format. Infinity put Jack on 10 stations in 2005, 

including signals in the top three markets. 

The June 3 flips of oldies legends WCBS-FM New York and 

WJMK Chicago prompted hasty, sharp criticism from listeners 

and local radio columnists. Infinity tried to placate listeners by 

rolling out online oldies stations in both markets. 

Jack's ratings in New York have been disastrous. In its last book 

as an oldies station (winter 2005), WCBS had a 3.4. In its first full 

book as Jack (summer 2005), it registered a 1.5. In Phase 1 of the 

Fall survey, the station has a 1.4. The 12-plus decline in Chicago 

has been less severe: 2.9 (winter), 2.6 (spring) and 2.3 (summer). 

But New York is the exception. (Hollander says "the jury is 

still out" in that city.) Jack has been a resounding success this 

year in other markets, most notably Los Angeles. KCBS-FM 

exploded with a 3.0 12-plus in the spring, its first full survey as 

Jack, up from a 1.7 as Arrow in the winter. In the summer, Jack 

jumped to a 3.4. 

"We took a radio station that was languishing in the ratings— 

it was 18th—and [it] went to ... first in 121 days," Hollander 

sas. "And what that proved in a very large market is there was a 

selection and presentation of music that wasn't being played to a 

section of the population that found it pretty quickly and said, 

Wow! We like this radio station.' " 

Launching March 17, Los Angeles' Jack debuted in fourth in 

adults 25-54 in the spring and lunged into first place in the summer. 

"It's not a fly-by-night," Hollander continues. "It just shows 

you if the content is good, people will listen. It has no bearing on 

the delivery, whether it's terrestrial radio or coming mer the 

Internet, whatever it is. If the content is good, people will listen. 

We proved that beyond a shadow of a doubt, whether it was 

WQSR in Baltimore or Jack in Seattle or Dallas. They're all very 

successful now, and they're helping the company." 

Infinity is also betting on FM talk, nearly doubling the num-

ber of static ns programming the format it helped pioneer at 

WJFK Washington, D.C., in the late '80s. The company began 

2005 with lye entrenched FM talkers—JFK, KLSX Los 

Angeles, WCKG Chicago, WKRK Detroit and KLLI Dallas. 

Each was rebranded as Free FM on Oct. 25, the same day the 

trumpets blared the names of Howard Stern's replacements. 

New Free FMs were born that day in San Francisco, 

Philadelphia, San Diego and Baltimore. Stern flagship WXRK

New York will join them on Jan. 3. 

"We're making a very big commitment," Hollander says. "We 

believe in New York City, San Francisco and Philadelphia we're 

going to be successful with an FM talk radio station." 

The Free FM concept combines an eclectic mix of syndicated 

and local personalities, "whose distinct creativity, perspective, 

sense of humor, intellect and unpredictability do not fall under 

the guiding principals of any particular narrowcast theme or ide-

ology," Hollander said in an Oct. 25 press release. 

Faced with the herculean task of replacing the ratings jugger-

naut that many of its most successful stations were built on, 

Infinity carved up Stern's 27-station empire mostly along 

regional lines: David Lee Roth in the East, Adam Carolla in the 

West and Rover in the Midwest. It also embarked on a talent 

shopping spree, recruiting Penn Jillette (one-half of entertain-

ment duo Penn & Teller, he gets a one-hour show on eight 

mostly Free FM stations), Leslie "the Radio Chick" Gold 

(returning to radio from satellite for afternoons on WXRK), 

Darian O'Toole (radio's rebel redhead grabs middays on San 

Franciscd's Free FM) and political adviser Jay Severin (for 
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WJFK and AM talkers in Dallas, PhiIly and St. Louis). 

While he remains committed to music, Hollander sees an 

opportunity for FM talk. "There certainly is less choice for talk 

on radia There's more choice for music," he says. "If you look at 

where that's going, we believe that having talk that is exclusive 

content is the way to go on some of these stations. 

"But we still have a huge commitment to all of our music radio 

stations," Hollander continues. "We have some of the most suc-

cessful music radio stations in the United States, whether it's 

[modern rock] KROQ in Los Angeles, WUSN in Chicago, 

[modern rock] WBCN in Boston or many others." 

Indeed, the rock format remained for at least a dozen Stern 

affiliates, even after the most tumultuous talent shake-up in the 

company's history. 

Hollander also hired late-night TV talk shoo host Jimm% 

Kimmel, who started in radio, to consult Carolla's show. (The 

two worked together before on TV's "The Man Show.") 

Kimmel's role will be expanded to help Infinity develop talent. 

"Jimmy is going to help us mine talent," Hollander explains. 

"When we first signed him, one of the first things we discussed was 

that there's a lack of a farm system and a lack of young talent com-

ing into radio. He'd like to help us find that talent and create some 

type of satellite school in smaller markets to help mine talent." 

MORE THAN JUST A GIGH_O? 

Handing over morning drive at key stations in New York, Dallas, 

Philly, Boston, Pittsburgh and other markets to someone whose 

radio career can be counted in hours rather than years has been 

the largest source of debate since Stern's replacements were 

announced. "We think we have a pretty diversified roster of tal-

ent," Hollander says, responding to a question about Roth. 

"Certainly you can make the argument ... that David has not 

done a lot of radio, but we think he's a pretty smart guy, has a lot 

to say on multiple subjects and will be successful." 

Hollander did not hesitate to cough up big bucks for market-

ing in 2005. It is one of the reasons for Jack's runaway success. 

Infinity sank $689,986 into outdoor and $89,559 in spot TV 

advertising from March to June for KCBS, according to Nielsen 

Monitor-Plus, and placed ads for WCBS on the front of every 

transit bus in New York. 

Hollander says he will spend "multimillions of dollars" mar-

keting his post-Stern morning shows. TV, outdoor, direct-mail 

and online advertising will be part of the mix. "We're going to be 

doing some soft-launch things in the end of December in markets 

where we're replacing Howard," he says. "We will start running 

heavier schedules on all those mediums as the year goes on." 

Marketing to the advertising community has also been a 

Hollander priority. He spent $2 million alone on the "How Far 

Will You Go?" print campaign. And he generated headlines (and 

the wrath of Stern) when he purchased every ad in an issue of 

Advertising Age to announce Stern's successors. "We've done 

more marketing and promotion than the company has ever done 

before," Hollander boasts. 

"We've really accomplished quite a bit in 11 months," he says 

as he approaches his one-year anniversary as CEO. "We're doing 

different things. One thing you can totally count on, as long I'm 

the CEO: We're going to be on the offense, not defense. We're 

going to be very aggressive. Where we see a hole, we're going to 

try and fill it. When you're trying to reinvent yourself you try 

new things. Some work, some don't." 

"Joel is a tough executive who's made some tough decisions," 

says Dennis McGuire, VP/regional broadcast director for 

media services company Carat. "He was put in a difficult posi-

tion with Howard leaving. But he could be a big winner, even if 

the replacements don't match Howard's ratings, by making 

more money from the advertisers who shunned Stern's show 

due to its content." • •

SPORTS TALK RADIO SHOULD BE THANKFUL 

for Philadelphia Eagles wide receiver Terrell Owens. At least 

that is the opinion of ESPN Radio senior director of program-

ming Pete Gianesini. 

"I think all of us in the sports radio business owe a debt of 

gratitude to Terrell Owens for keeping the joint jumping," he 

says. "Somebody must have communicated to him when the fall 

ratings period was, because he really started getting antsy after 

the book started." 

Senior executives at Fox Sports Radio and Sporting News 

Radio agree with Gianesini. All three pegged Owens and his 

continuing saga as one of the top sports stories of 2005. 

Owens' well-publicized battles with the team's ownership, 

coaches and his own teammates provided plenty of sports talk 

banter whether you were an Eagles fan or not. 

Also high on everybody's list was Major League Baseball's 

long-awaited stand against its players using steroids. From base-

ball executives testifying before Congress, to former player Jose 

Canseco's claims of rampant use in the league, to accusations 

that superstar Barry Bonds was a user, to Rafael Palmeiro's sus-

pension for banned substances during the season, the topic was 

fodder for hosts and listeners for much of the year. 

On the field, the baseball playoffs, including early departures 

by the New York Yankees and last year's champion Boston Red 

Sox, served up plenty to talk about, as did the Chicago White 

Sox's first World Series win since 1917. 

Not everyone agrees on all of the top stories—Gianesini says, 

for example, that the resurgence of former college football pow-

ers Notre Dame and Penn State affords that sport a broader 

appeal, while Sporting News Radio senior executive producer/ 

director of marketing Jennifer Williams cites Phil Jackson's 

return as coach of the Los Angeles Lakers as big news. But what 

is important to sports talk radio is that they are stories that 

"moved the needle," as Gianesini puts it. 

What makes these stories "hits," as Fox Sports Radio 

VP/GM/executive producer Andrew Ashwood and Gianesini 

call them, are the different levels of discussion they provide. 

"The things that work for sports radio are the things that aren't 

just a yes or no, but have different layers or branches to them," 

Gianesini says. 

Ashwood agrees. "The beauty about what we do in sports 

radio is it's not just about what somebody is going to try on third 

and 11, it's about the soap opera that goes with it, all the actors 

on and off the stage," he says. 

"It's not just about the x's and o's, it's about those charac-

ters and those personalities," Ashwood continues. "We always 

call it 'the p's.' The plays, the personalities and the passion 

that's involved." 

While a story like the National Basketball Assn.'s dictum that 

players were to adhere to a dress code on game days did not last 

as long as the steroid debate, it did generate controversy. "That 

got the phone lines and the e-mails and the opinions of the tal-

ent just going crazy," Gianesini says. "It was certainly a polariz-

ing topic that works in sports radio." 

COVERAGE 

As important as what the top stories were is how the networks 

covered them. All three senior execs agree that experts and inter-

action help make the most of the news. 

For Gianesini, he says it has to do with "having the right people 

on." He cites as examples "Mike and Mike in the Morning" hav-

ing former MLB player Sen. Jim Bunning, R-Ken., on to talk 

about the steroid debate. Or, Terrell Owens' agent Drew 

Rosenhaus coming on the air; macho former coach and player 

Mike Ditka commenting on what he would do with the star player; 

and reporter Sal Paolantonio calling in from the Owens hearing. 

"It's having the reporters to break the news and the newsmak-

ers [themselves], plus the analysis and opinion, whether it be the 

talent or the audience," Gianesini says. 

While Owens' eventual suspension from the team was not col-

lege football-related, Gianesini says ESPN broke into its 

"College Game Day" program so Paolantonio could break the 

news. "There are so many ways [for listeners] to get information 

that I think to say, 'Oh, we're doing college now, we're not doing 

NFL,' if it's a big enough story and you don't act on it, you're 

not doing your job," he says. "If you've got a piece of informa-

tion that's of value to our fans, you've got to get it out there." 

Ashwood says real-time interaction is important to covering 

sports stories. "As it happens, people can pick up the phone and 

say, 'My God, what's my team doing now, what's my guy doing 

now?'" he explains. "What I think we do as good, if not better, 

than the others on the national platform is that we allow instant 

interaction. When Ron Artest and his guys got wooly at the 

Palace, we had our embed on live as it was happening, we had eye-

witnesses, we had people in the crowd, we had media people," he 

says, referring to the notorious brawl between players and fans at 

an Indiana Pacers/Detroit Pistons game in Auburn Hills, Mich. 

Fox's philosophy, according to Ashwood, is that two groups 

help further the story: playmakers and news breakers.

As in other radio formats, evolving technology remains one of 

the most important areas of growth. 

In June, Fox began encouraging listeners to give feedback 

and participate in surveys, quizzes and giveaways by sending a 

text message to "ON FOX" (66369). Fox then asks if they want 

to receive news updates, promotions and offers delivered to 

their cell phones. "We were the first one to wrap our ears 

around text messaging, and that's something we do 24/7 now," 

Ashwood says_ 

And there is more on the horizon for listeners. "When we roll 

out our new Web product the first of the year, which we're doing 

in association with foxsports.com, there will be more 

opportunity for them to be interactive, not just on the cell plat-

form—which is all the rage now—but in other ways as well. 

"I want to get Fox Sports Radio on as many platforms as pos-

sible to not only spread the brand, but to reinforce what we do 

24/7 on 270 great terrestrial affiliates," Ashwood says. 

Meanwhile, ESPN is now providing podcast downloads of its 

primary daytime talk shows, Gianesini says. "You can go back 

and pull down hour by hour or segment by segment from 'Mike 

and Mike,' [Colin Cowherd's show] 'The Herd' and 'The Dan 

Patrick Show,' " he points out. "For example, yesterday Dan had 

[former Dallas Cowboys receiver] Michael Irvin on. You can go 

and grab that segment and download it. That's obviously some-

thing that we're going to expand upon."

In addition to providing deeper coverage of popular sports, 

Gianesini sees podcasting and other on-demand options as a way to 

satisfy listeners with targeted programming. "I think there are areas 

that we can get into that we might not be comfortable committing a 

terrestrial radio show to, something we might not be comfortable 

spending an hour on over the air, but that has a market," he says. 

"You could do a show, for example, about tennis or poker. You 

can do a 17-minute radio show. It doesn't have to fit the format 

and the clock and whatnot." 

Sporting News Radio's Williams says her network has similar 

goals. "In 2006, we expect to begin offering podcasts of SNR 

content and to become more interactive with our listeners by uti-

lizing text messaging," she says. 

Sporting News Radio has signed on with cell-phone content 

provider MSpot as part of its forthcoming MSpot Sports offer-

ing. "You can listen live or on demand," Williams explains. "We 

make every interview conducted on SNR available and also full-

show archives of Tony Bruno, James Brown and Troy Aikman." 

MSpot Radio is currently available only on certain Sprint 

phones, but the company is negotiating with other cell services. 

Meanwhile, ESPN is also getting into the mobile phone busi-

ness, and Gianesini says, "We're seeing what ESPN Radio's role 

will be in that rollout." 

CAN THE GROWTH BE SUSTAINED? 

Giancsini says sports talk radio's phenomenal growth will con-

tinue, but not just in the number of affiliates networks have. "I 

don't know that the expansion will simply be in the way of more 

stations, but in more ways that people use sports talk radio, or 

more specificall), sports talk audio," he says. 

Streaming, podcasts and other new media will help sports net-

works find "more ways to get our product and our people out 

there," he believes. "It's going to be the next area of expansion of 

our business, and that's not in conflict with traditional radio. I 

think it's more of an enhancement." 

Beyond, but also including sports talk outlets, Gianesini sees 

an opportunity for growth among the male demo. "The whole 

landscape of morning drive is going to be unsettled," he says. 

"There's going to be a lot of guys looking for a new home with 

[Howard] Stern going to satellite. How everybody takes advan-

tage of that and reacts to that" will be important. 

Gianesini believes that some programmers and radio execs 

are myopic when it comes to their primarily male audience. "I 

personally think that sometimes people put too much into one 

versus the other and forget that there are guys that don't lis-

ten to either one," he says. "There's more to it than A vs. B. 

There are going to be a lot of people who don't listen to ESPN 

in Chicago or [Infinity WSCR] the Score [Chicago] or ESPN 

in New York or [Infinity WFAN New York], that are going to 

be looking for a new home" when Stern goes to Sirius. 

Ashwood also believes sports talk will keep expanding. The 

level of competition reminds him of earlier music radio wars. 

"It's like the old days of the original top 40s battling the bejesus 

out of each other," he says. "The great thing is you're talking 

about hits, no pun intended, and you're talking about personali-

ties. I see a lot of similarities between that and the old [top 40] 

battles of the '70s and '80s." 

While it is always difficult to predict the future, at least one 

exec says one 2005 newsmaker may end up being one of the 

biggest stories of 2006 as well. "I think our old friend Terrell 

Owens is going to make things interesting when he's looking for 

a new team," Gianesini says. "What will that team be? What will 

the contract look like? How will he show up to camp? When will 

he show up at camp?" • •

Holiday Tune Is A No. 1 Locke; 
DeSol Sets AC Debut Record 
Kimberley Locke's 2005 holiday offering, "Up on the Housetop" 
(Curb), takes over the No. 1 spot at Adult Contemporary in just its 
third week at No. 1. The last track to move to the top that swiftly was 
Josh Groban's holiday hit from a year ago, "Believe," which also hit 
No. 1 in three weeks. 

There has never been more than one holiday track to top the AC 

list in a given season, though that streak could end this year. Jim 
Stickman has released a Christmas mix of "Beautiful" (Holly-
wood), which combined with the original mix moves 11-2. In addi-
tion, DeSol's "Little Drummer Boy" (Curb) claims the highest 
debut in the history of the chart at No. 6. That tops the Na 9 debut 
earned by James Taylor's "Deck the Halls" last December. 

Locke's ascension ends the 17-week run at Na 1 for "Lonely No 
More" by Rob Thomas. However, as in years past, Thomas could 
very well return to the No. 1 spot once the holidays wind down and 
AC stations return to normal programming.

COLE 'CHEATS' HER

Keyshia Cole jumps into the driver's seat at R&B/Hip-Hop for the 
first time as "I Should Have Cheated" climbs 2-1. The success is 

sweet for Cole as "Cheated" is not only the singer's first No. 1 but 
the first of her three charting singles to break the top 25. Her previ-
ous best was a No. 30 peak with "(I Just Want It) To Be Over." The 
track also gives Interscope Records its first non-rap Na 1 since 
"Addictive" by Truth Hurts in June 2002. 

While Dem Franchize Boyz Featuring Jermaine Dupri, Da 
Brat & Bow Wow abdicate the No. 1 slot at R&B/Hip-Hop, "I 

Think They Like Me" takes the top spot on the Rap chart in its 20th 

week on the list. It is the first No. 1 for Virgin Records on that list 
since "Boombastic" by Shaggy in the Aug. 4, 1995, issue. The 

song's 20-week ascent to the top is the slowest climb to No. 1 at Rap 
since "Mo Money-, Mo Problems" by the Notorious B.I.G. 
Featuring Puff Daddy & Mase hit the top in its 21st week in the 

May 15, 1997, issue 
At Adult R&B, Heather Headley has her third straight top 10 to 

start her career as "In My Mind" leaps 12-8. The last female to 
debut in such lofty fashion was Jill Scott in 2001.
