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IT'S GOOD TO BE KEITH URBAN.

The Australian artist’s three solo albums, the first of which
came out six vears ago this month, collectively have sold more
than 6 million copies,according to Nielsen SoundScan. His most
recent, “Be Here,” is at 2.4 million and climbing, and appears
destined to eclipse sales of “Golden Road,” his previous release.

Two singles, “Making Memories of Us” and “Better Life,”
spent a combined 11 weeks atop Billboard Radio Monitor’s
Country Airplay chart in 2005. A third, “You’re My Better
Half,” peaked at No. 2 in January of last year. His current single,
“Tonight I Wanna Cry,” is in the top 10.

As a touring artist, Urban grossed nearly $11 million in 2005,
according to Billboard Boxscore, ranking him No. 7 on the list of
top-grossing country artists last year.

In November, he won his second straight Country Music Assn.
male vocalist of the year award and also scored a dark horse win as
entertainer of the year. He picked up male vocalist and album of
the year trophies from the Academy of Country Music last spring.

Yet in light of all his achievements, Urban remains connccted
to radio and readily acknowledges its role in his success.

Emmis KZI.A Los Angeles OM R.J. Curtis, who believes
artists, no matter how big they get, should continue visiting radio,
says Urban recently spent more than an hour at his station.
Besides taking the time to visit, Curtis was impressed at how
Urban arrived. “Keith and two other people came walking up the
street and into the station,” Curtis says. “No entourage, no limo
with dark-tinted windows, no guys in suits with radios . . . it was
real, and so is he.”

Greater Media WKLB Boston APD/MD Ginny Rogers
says “the evolution of ‘Keith Urban, superstar’ has been fun
to watch. He’s the quintessential ‘artiste,” the gifted gui-
tarist/artist who cares so much about his music and his fans.”
But what touches Rogers most is Urban’s involvement in St.
Jude Children’s Research Hospital. He encourages his fan
club to raise money for the hospital, a challenge that it takes
seriously. “He cares about the kids of St. Jude and does it in
his unassuming way,” Rogers says.

On Feb. 15, Urban will headline the Music City Jam at
Country Radio Seminar in Nashville. In an exclusive interview
with Billboard Radio Monitor, Urban talked about what radio
has meant to his career.

What is your earliest memory of radio?

My carliest memories would probably be AM radio in the early
to mid-"70s in Australia. The great thing about AM radio at the
time was the diversity. You would have Johnny Cash and then the
Beatles and then Glen Campbell and then the Rolling Stones. It
was a great mix.

Now that radio is interwoven with your career, have your
views changed from the early days?

Radio has certainly changed a lot in the last 20 years or so, but as
far as its role in my career, it’s obviously very, very important.

Did you do a radio tour, and if so, what do you remem-
ber about it?

The first real significant one I did would have been around the
beginning of 99 into 2000 to support the first solo record. [I
remember that] it involved a lot of traveling. It was very tough
and not for the faint of heart [laughs].

Was it tough because of the travel, the hours involved
or because you had to "sell yourself,” as it were?

I think all of the above. I've never been great at selling myself. I
just play. There are certain artists that are really good at selling
themselves, managing themselves, promoting, hustling, just
working what they do. I've never really been good at that. I've
been more fortunate to have people around me that do that, so I
can stay focused on playing.

But [radio tours are] a time that you have to get in there and
play and hope that you connect. It was really difficult. Once
vou sort of felt like you connected and you’ve had some success
there—vou’ve finally won them over—vou feel this tremen-
dous sense of accomplishment, and then you realize that you’re
getting in the car to drive to the next station and do it all over
again. It’s a very grueling process.

Keith Urban

Despite your success, you continue to make time for
radio, doing phoners, cutting liners, etc. Why is that
important to you?

The first thing I do is try to do what I can when I can, which is
obviously getting harder as I get further into my carcer. There’s
a lot more requests for your time, which [is] the one thing that
hasn’t increased—my time. Trying to spread it around and stay
connected to evervbody is a hard job to do.

It’s obviously important for me to stay connected through
doing something like the CRS show and to show my gratitude.
[Radio has] been extraordinarily good to me and continues to be.
I think it’s a team effort. You recognize that hopefully you need
each other. That’s certainly the best system.

Capitol has worked your records to other formats. Do
you feel like you have had to prove yourself all over again
there, like you did during those early radio tours?

Not in the same way, because I was fortunate to have just made
music that in a certain song situation worked in another format.
The label took it to them, and they loved it and they played it.
That allowed us to get to a whole new group of pcople that
hadn’t heard our music before. I was fortunate that I didn’t have
to go and record specific crossover material. I was making music
that found its way across anyway.

Country programmers are notoriously proprietary when
it comes to artists crossing over. Have you gotten any
flak because your music is now heard on other formats?
I haven’t personally heard any flak about it. I try to leave the
business side of it up to my record company and my management
and have faith that they know what we’re doing. My job is to
make music, and they find a home for it.

Why did you want to do a show at CRS, and what can
the audience expect?
It’s an opportunity to present our music a little bit differently.
We're tryving to find a way to do variations on these songs, i.e.,
bringing in some other artists and having them do some songs of
theirs in more of an acoustic setting. Then maybe presenting some
of the songs that we’ve done in just a singer/songwriter presenta-
tion so that we can talk a bit about the creation of these songs.
It’s going to be . . . [laughs] I actually don’t know what it is
yet, because I’m sort of piecing it together in the middle of this
tour and doing the Grammys and working on an album. 'm a
little creatively drained right now, but it seems to be getting
there somehow.

Do you approach an industry show like this different
from how you would for one of your regular shows?

I don’t expect to have them jumping up on the tables [laughs],
but as long as you go out there aware of that, then that’s a good
place to start. But I also think that at the end of the day, people
are people and they just show their appreciation in a different
way. If you just get out there and play music and be in the
moment and connect with the music, it should connect with the
people listening to it. .

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cn vears ago, it seemed as though the country music

industry was relving on a few superstars and the quick

rise of relatively unknown talent to generate profits.

Meanwhile the “workaday™ country artists—those
who needed good touring opportunities and a couple of albums
under their belt to generate longer-term success—were not get-
ting enough support.

Victor Sansone

To put it bluntly, there was so much pressure on the labels to
generate a steady stream of success that it became nearly impos-
sible for them to commit to nurturing artistic talent. The time
line for success had shrunk to months rather than years.

Country music sales, according to Nielsen SoundScan, rode a
rollercoaster from 1997 to 2005. ‘That ride secems to have hit a
newer, higher level, with sales of 75.3 million last year, a dra-
matic increase from 2000’s low point of 67.6 million.

This resurgence in country music’s popularity is reflected in
the comments made by country radio GMs that Billboard Radio
Monitor spoke with across the country. Even more encouraging
is the phrase many of them kept using. Today’s country radio has
a “broad appeal,” they say, and they are seeing that in younger
and older listeners alike.

Victor Sansone is president/GM for ABC Radio’s Atlanta
country duo, WKHX (Kicks 101.5) and WYAY (Eagle 106.7).
He is also the chairman of the Country Music Assn.

Sansone tells Billboard Radio Monitor that 10 years ago, “we
were struggling,” and that the country format started to erode
“from the power period of 1992-93.” But in the last few years, he
has seen the format recovering, “even with a tough fall 2005
[Arbitron ratings] period.”

Today, Sansone says, country radio can draw upon “a great

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mosaic of artists that are driving the business. We are less reliant
on any one act to drive the format. We were afraid that the absence
of the Dixie Chicks would be the last nail in the coffin, and vet we
have withstood that and grown. We have traditional-sounding
artists, new sounds and artists that are shaking up the scene.”

He says there are “still some cowboys and some bad boys,” and
he is encouraged by the fact that the genre’s superstars are active.

“To still have core artists like Alan Jackson, Brooks & Dunn
and George Strait—to mention a few—making great music
gives a great foundation for the Miranda Lamberts, Jason
Aldeans and Sugarlands to take hold,” Sansone adds. “We
should be very pleased. This is a far better foundation than we
had even in our hevday.”

The business of country radio has always been healthy. Since
records were first kept on format categories, country radio has
been the most popular format in the United States.

For Sansone, the key to country radio’s continued success is
that “we have great demos, deliver audiences with great family
values and we are not a risk to listen to with vour family or kids.
We work at the cash register, and . . . while shares have depleted,
rank positions in respective markets are usually enviable.”

Emerging technologies are a concern for terrestrial radio,
Sansune says, “but we can’t get drawn offsides by their presence.
Satellite is here. [High definition] will grow. Regardless, we have
to be the best we can, offer the localism and super-serve our lis-
teners . . . We have to remain the listeners’ old, best friend, and
we can be best-served by not taking that friendship for granted.”

Carole Bowen is the newly installed GM for Beasley WKIS
Miami, but the position belies her 22-year history with the country
outlet. Bowen started at WKIS as an account exec and has risen
through the sales ranks to assunie the top slot as of late January,

“I love the country format,” says the woman who grew up
going to fiddlers’ conventions near her hometown of Danville,

»
S
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Va. “Every format has its ebbs and flows. I grew up with the
‘Urban Cowboy’ movement, and we enjoyved the early 1990s
with the hat acts. Now, I think this has to be as exciting a time as
any. There’s not one particular artist, or movie, that is driving the
entire format.”

Bowen says country radio, like its music, is showing a “very
broad health,” and she notes that there are a lot of younger lis-
teners coming to the format. Using a sales analogy, she likens
this broad appeal to having a diverse client list: “If you have too
much of your revenue generated by one client, that’s a danger-
ous place to be.”

Bowen says she tries to “super-serve the entire span of coun-
try listeners” in the market and notes that there is a “tremendous
amount of interest by high schoolers. That doesn’t move the rev.
enuc needle, but it’s a very exciting indicator.”

Jim Dolan is V'P/market manager for Clear Channel’s Balti-
more cluster, which includes country WPOC. Dolan, who
describes himself as a “hacker pianist,” says he gets “particularly
excited when the music gets really good.” That is how he feels
about country radio right now.

“There hasn’t been a more exciting time for me since I came
to be involved in the format in 1989, he says. “The potential
for another historic period i1s upon us, based on the combina-

| tion of brilliant young talent and veterans continually reinvent-

ing themselves.”
Dolan says he can see that evidence in the airplay charts. “You
can run down the chart and see a legend and a kid, a legend and

That sort of diversity leads Dolan to say the future is clearly
bright for the format. “My 17-vear-old daughter and her
Baltimore prep school friends love this format as much as the
elder plumber that is caulking my bathtub,” he says. “This must

COUNTRY RADIO’S TOP BILLERS

COUNTRY RADIO'S 20 top-billing stations brought in
nearly $374 million in revenue in 2004, the most recent year
for which BIA Financial Network has estimates (see chart).

Nine separate radio groups own those 20 stations; CBS
Radio owns the most, with seven FMs. CBS also has the
lion's share of that $374 million, according to Billboard
Radio Monitor’s analysis of the BIAfn data. In 2004, CBS
Radio’s seven country stations brought in $132.4 million,
or approximately 35%. Clear Channel’s four outlets took in
$67.1 million, the next-largest share. The Dickey family’s
soon-to-be-acquired Susquehanna Radio will give Cumulus
Media Partners two top billers and the third-biggest stake,
with $41.8 million.

Radio wars still rage in the country world, although there
may be fewer than in years past.Three markets have ongo-
ing country battles between different groups: In Phoenix,
Clear Channel’s KNIX competes with CBS Radio’s KMLE; in
Houston-Galveston, Texas, CBS Radio’s KILT dukes it out
with Cox Radio’s KKBQ; and in Dallas-Fort Worth, Texas,
Susquehanna’s KPLX competes with ABC Radio’s KSCS.

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WITH A CAREER IN COUNTRY RADIO thatspans
some 26 years, RJ. Curtis has built up quite a list of superlative
moments on the job.

“There’s my first night on the air at KZLA,” the OM of
Emmis’ KZ1.A Los Angeles says. “That was the first time in my
entire life that I listened to a country song from start to finish.”

Then there was the Country Radio Seminar, circa fate *80s: “I
stood at the urinal between [radio legends] Gordon McClendon
and Covote Calhoun. What else can I say?”

In a business where programmers move from city to city and
format to format with the fervor of a nationwide game of musi-
cal chairs, Curtis is one of few country stalwarts who have spent
the bulk of their years with a singular focus on the format.

Billboard Radio Monitor spoke with and collected stories from
six such broadcast veterans who have each been in radio for a
minimum of 25 vears: Curtis; Clear Channel WAMZ Louisville,
Ky, PD/MD Calhoun; Beasley WXTU Philadelphia PID Bob
McKay; CBS Radio KMPS Seattle ON/PD Becky Brenner;
Cox Radio WZZK/WNCB Birmingham, Ala., PD Justin Case;
and Jefferson-Pilot KSON San Diego PI) John Marks.

Brenner is a case in point: She has worked in only two markets

the start, I've just had this great feel for the city and the people
who live here. I'm at the point now where I can’t imagine being

anywhere else.”

HOME IS WHERE THE SIGNAL IS
Curtis has been in radio for 28 years, beginning in his hometown
of Los Angeles answering phones and acting as a gopher at
KBIG. Just two vears later he made his debut in country radio,
in time programming KNIX Phocnix, “when it was still owned
by Buck Owens and run by Michael Owens and Larry Daniels,”
he says. “Those were amazing years and a time in radio we’ll
never see again. We were the best radio station in the market on
every level. Working for thosc guys was like being awarded a
Rhodes scholarship for programming.” In fall 1987, the station
scored an astonishing 20 share 25-54 in the Arbitron ratings.

Curtis has had three distinct tours of duty at KZL A, first as
an air personality and APID/MD, the second two as PD, for a
total of 16 vears at the station.

“L.A. is probably the most challenging country market in
America, but it’s also the biggest, and I'm proud of the contri-
butions KZLA makes to the business of country music: CD

sales, touring and artist development,” he says. “I’'m also blessed
to work in my hometown.”

McKay entered commercial radio in 1968, after a stint in
Armed Forces Radio in Vietnam. During the next couple of
decades, he worked at 20 radio stations before settling in at
WKIS (Kiss Country) Miami for the next 16 vears. He has been
at Beasley sister WXTU Philadelphia for six years.

Before that, he had done it all, including a brush in 1978 with
disco that convinced McKay that country might make a more
stable home. “Disco was beginning to happen on a large scale,
and it just had no soul,” he says. “I was a closet country listener
for a long time, but wouldn’t admit it.”

When he arrived in Miami in 1984, there were three country
outlets in the market, which, following buyouts and format
changes, left Kiss the victor. During his tenure, McKay initiated
the Kiss Country Chili Cook-Off, a concert extravaganza he had
created while working in San Diego. “It’s now the biggest event
in South Florida; I take great pride in that,” he says.

In 2001, his former Kiss Miami boss Dave Donohue, who
was transferred to the GM post at WXTU, offered him the PD

during 28 vears in radio: Oshkosh, Wis., and Seattle. She started
as a news reporter at a country/top H) combo in 1977, then
moved to KMPS in 1982 where (except for three years as a con-
sultant) she has been ever since. Her résumé includes stints as
evening and midday personality, production director, promotion
director and now, OM. During the heart of consolidation, she
also worked as general program manager for the market cluster
and even spent several vears as morning host at a sister station.

“I really liked both markets for different reasons,” Brenner
says. “Oshkosh is great because you get to be a big fish in a small
pond, and everything is very hands-on. When you work in a
smaller market, you get to learn all aspects of radio.

“However, Scattle is in my blood. I was born here. I had
always planned to move back here as soon as I graduated from
college. T grew up at KNIPS, and it is home. I think the Scattle
radio market is dynamic, competitive and a great combination of
big city with a lot of hometown fecl,” she says.

Calhoun has taken a more traditional journey in radio, with
stops in Salisaw and Mushogec, Okla.; Topeka and Wichita, Kan,;
Chattanooga and Knoxville, Tenn.; Louisville; Houston; and back
to Louisville, where he has been PID/ND of WAMZ since 1980,

“No doubt about it, Louisville is my favorite by a landslide,”
Calhoun savs. “I was fortunate enough to work for Johnny
Randolph at [former top 40] WAKY |[Louisville] for my first
five-and-a-half vears. Working around talent like Gary Burbank,
Bill Bailey, Lee Masters, Tom Dooley and Dude Walker made
me improve overnight. Being able to come back eventually and
do country at WAMYZ over 26 years ago was great. Right from

“I’m still a radio guy through and
through, and I was ready for the challenge to create the magic

ON THE CASE

Case has called radio his home for more than 28 yvears in six mar-
kets: Springficld, Mass.; Pittsburgh; Buffalo, N.Y.; Chicago,
Hartford, Conn.; and now, Birmingham. Working in country
since 1990, he has been at his current job for just 10 months.

“T've been fortunate to work with great companics and great
people to rebuild, re-image or refocus stations in each of the mar-
kets I've worked in,” he savs. “To know that all of those properties
remain vital today is a great personal reward. I enjoyed Chicago
from a challenge standpoint, Buffalo was just a great sports town
and passionate about country music. But it always comes down to
the people 'm around. That makes the job enjoyable.”

Marks has spent 35 vears as a broadcaster in 11 markets,
beginning as an announcer and MID, but primarily as a PD or
OM. “I've spent my formative vears in the country format,” he
savs. “It has been good to me.”

At KKAT Salt Lake City, he piloted the station to double-
digit shares and market domination from 12-plus to 35-6+ “and
evervthing else for that matter, for a long time. It was a great
experience. I learned much from my time there.”

While at KWNR Las Vegas, Marks learned the value of star
caliber talent and a killer promotion staff “who helped us be scen
evervwhere in that town, which is no easy feat in Las Vegas. We
were united in purpose and dedicated to ensuring our sole posi-
tion in the market every dav. No one on the airstaft or promo-
tions staff ever rested on our success or took it for granted.”

Today, at KSON, which he joined in 2004, he has found his
dream job. “I always wanted it, but thought it would never hap-
pen,” he says. “It’s a joy to come in to work every day. Everyone
is ready to make this day better than yesterday.

“KSON has been in the format for 40-plus years,” Marks
adds. “It’s a heritage brand, and we all respect what those four
letters mean in San Diego and in country music. Evervone is
dedicated, from corporate to the board ops, to strive for excel-
lence. Our mission is to do it with class and not only to prevail,
but do it big and proud.”

A CHANGING WORLD
After spending at least a quarter century in the business, the pro-
grammers recount a radio world that is barely recognizable.

“If you brought somcone into a station now who had gotten
out of the business 20 vears ago they would be completely lost,”
Calhoun savs. “Therc’s everything from records to CDs to
evervthing being loaded into Prophet/Selector and the elimina-
tion of tape. What hasn’t changed?”

Marks adds, “I plaved +3s with cue hash in them, and mild
panic would set in when I heard that clicking sound at the end of
the record if I lingered a little too long at the coffee pot. Today,
evervthing runs off the server, and when it quits, it shuts down
evervthing. I still have those dreams about a song running out
and having nothing to play.”

He also vividly recalls an early lesson in professionalism,
thanks to a Conway Twitty concert in the early 1980s.

“He was never a personal favorite until I saw him live,” Marks
savs. “Back in the day when he started with ‘Hello, PDarlin’, you
would have sworn it was the Beatles. He knew his audience, and he
knew how to give them what they wanted, without uttering a word
between songs. After the show, backstage, he was in total control.
Ile was managing his merchandise, the backstage, offloading
equipment and all of the business side of all things Conway Thwitty.
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It became evident to me that he wasn’t just an artist, he was in
show ‘business.” That was onc of my first experiences, and I've
never forgotten his mastery of all aspects of his business.”

FORMAT EVOLUTION

Of course, the format itself has endured as dramatic an evolu-
tion as the radio business. McKay notes that “back in the mid-
1970s, country radio had no format structure; it was just a
folksy, down-home, lazy genre that nceded attention. Today, it
can compete with anyone.”

“Country certainly has become more popular,” Brenner says.
“The production quality has improved tremiendously. The
acceptance of multiple styles of country has increased and kept
us vital. Country is very cvclical, so we have had our ups and
downs in terms of mass audicnce appeal. But overall, the format
has been strong and viable for my 28 vears.

“Our biggest challenge right now is competition for space
and time in people’s lives,” Brenner continues. “We compete
with Internet, satellite, iPods and more. We just have to stay
local and relevant.”

Casc adds, “The carly *90s were great. I think we got lost a lit-
tle in the mid- to late *90s, but in my mind, country has been on
aroll for a while now. The last four or five years have been great.
We have consistent performances from established stars and a
good variety of music.

“Plus, we are getting a share of late-night TV appearances,
exposure on entertainment shows and stories in Us and People.
It’s nice to be considered hip and mass appeal again,” he says.

Musically, Case also believes that balance is making for a healthy
format. “Heritage acts like Alan Jackson and Brooks & Dunn are
still bringing the music. We've clevated Kenny Chesney, Toby
Keith, Keith Urban and Martina McBride. There is lots of young
talent. So, I think we are on track and accclerating.”

McKay thinks that country music is as vital today as it has
ever been. “There’s more depth to the music now that there was
in the halcyon days of the *90s. Comparing now and then, I think
the amount of and the quality of the talent are deeper.”

And, Calhoun adds, “You go to se¢ Kenny Chesney, Rascal
Flatts [or] Keith Urban and you see so many yvoung people
there who are really into the music. You realize just how far
we’ve come.”

Curtis is excited about the music right now too. “There’s a
good roster of established acts—Tim [McGraw], Toby, Kenny—
and for the first time in a while there seems to be another wave of
strong artists right bchind them. I've been blown away at the
enthusiasm and the look of crowds at Rascal Flatts and Keith
Urban shows. I love Sugarland. Brad Paisley’s last album was his
best ever, but not the best he’ll ever make. Carrie Underwood and
Miranda I.ambert secem poised to be the yin and yang of female
artists for country.”

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THE REWARDS
A number of the programmers point to their stations’ charity
efforts as among their most rewarding experiences in radio.

McKay recalls the horror of Hurricane Andrew in South
Florida and his station’s efforts to raise funds for victims. 1le
called Alabama, Sawver Brown, Pam Tillis, Mark Chesnutt and
Randy Travis, all of whom agreed to donate their time for a con-
cert. The event sold out the Miami Arena, raising $450,000, and
became “one of my most memorable moments ever. My God, it
was unbelievable.”

He also brought the popular Chili Cook-Off concert from
Miami to Philadelphia. The first such event in Philly was
planned for Oct. 4, 2001. When the tragedy of Sept. 11 occurred,
WXTU staffers decided to go shead with the cvent. “We all felt
very strongly about doing it, but it was a big decision to keep the
concert or cancel 1t.”

The station brought in three firefighters from New York and
five from Philadelphia that were at the World “Trade Center on
that fateful Tuesday, “and we dedicated it as a day of celebration
of freedom,” McKay says. At twilight, the entire day’s artist ros-
ter—Brooks & Dunn, Keith Urban, Phil Vassar and Montgomery
Gentry—reappeared onstage to sing “God Bless America,” led by
Martina McBride, as the firefighters held up flags.

“I' can’t even begin to describe the feeling,” McKay says. “It
was a marvelous moment and a great American moment. It
brings chills to me now.”

Brenner’s years in the business have given her the opportu-
nity to host tclethons for United Cerebral Palsy, radiothons for
St. Jude Children’s Rescarch Hospital and local charity work
with the Forgotten Children’s Fund, Fred Hutchison Cancer
Research Centers, World Vision and others.

“The first year we went over half a million [raised] for St.
Jude was a great milestone,” she says. “This vear we collected
624 bikes for the FCF; it was a great feeling to know that so
many underprivileged kids would get brand-new bikes for
Christmas. We teamed with our sister stations and World
Vision to fill five semis with school supplies and clothing for
the victims of Hurricane Katrina. Those moments are the ones
I treasure the most.”

Of course, along with so many dcfinitive experiences through
SO many years, it is tough to imaginc that therc are not a few
dubious memorics that the programmers have endured as well.

“It was 1998, and the Dixic Chicks were having their first
radio station conference room tour,” Curtis recalls. “They
played and blew me away. I loved them.” But the next day,
when an ALl who was there asked what he thought, Curtis
remembers listing a varicty of offenses: “Too bluegrass. Dixie
is too regional. Women hate the word ‘chicks.” It'll ncver
work.” Today, he admits, “I’m not fond of that moment, but at
least it’s an ironic story.” ° .
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HEAD-TO-HEAD COUNTRY
BATTLES ARE BACK.
WE HANDICAP THE COMPETITION

ovote. Wolf. Willie. The names are different, but

what they have in common is that they are the nick-

names for new country stations that have recently

launched with the hope of knocking off—or at least
taking shares from——heritage outlets.

If the stepping up of new country radio bartles is any indica-
tion, then the format is getting stronger by the weck. Not since
the early *90s—a boom time for country music and radio alike—
have so many interesting market battles emerged.

With that in mind, Billboard Radio Monitor takes a look at five
markets with country competitions to keep an eye on this year.

SEATTLE: WOLF HOWLS
When Entercom launched KKWF (the Wolf) last November, it
became the first real, full-market challenger CBS Radio’s
KMPS has had since the mid-"90s.

KMPS is firmly entrenched in Seattle. It has been the format
leader (and frequently the market leader) for years. Morning
man Ichabod Caine, midday 13] Stubbs and MI)/afternoon
driver Tony Thomas are all longtime KMPS staffers.

OM/PD Becky Brenner, an Emerald City radio vet, has seen
her share of country competitors. In the mid-"90s, during the
country boom and preceding consolidation, it was KYCW
(Young Country 96.5) and KRPM (K106). KMPS’ owner at the
time, EZ Communications, later bought both stations and even-
tually flipped their formats.

More recently, KMPS, which has been a country station since
1974, has dealt with the advances of two stations whose signals
cover the Southern portion of the metro: Puget Sound’s KAYO,
which was sold to Bustos Media and is now a Spanish station,
and Clear Channel’s KNBQ, which remains country:.

At the Wolf, country veteran and former Citadel senior exec-
utive Scott Mahalick is leading the charge as PD. His airstaff,
which largely comes from other markets, is long on experience
but short on local recognition.

The key to this battle will be whether the Wolf gives country
listeners in Seattle any reason to make a switch. There is bound
to be some ecarly sampling, but what happens after that will
determine whether this is a real battle or just another ill-fated
run at the KMPS juggernaut.

Even before the launch of the Wolf, Brenner says her station
was prepared for the inevitability of direct competition. “We have
always programmed KMPS as if a competitor were attacking,”
she says. ““The launch of the Wolf has given us an opportunity to
expand our outside marketing, decrease our unit load and re-
evaluate everything we are doing both on and off the air.

“Competition makes everyone better,” Brenner adds. “The
listeners love to have a choice.”

NEW ORLEANS: REBUILDING WITH A NEW RIVAL
Clear Channel’s WNOE has long enjoyed its role as the only
country station in New Orleans. The last time the station had
direct format competition was in the 90s when then-parent
Radio Equity Partners launched a sister young country station,
KGTR (the Gator).

But in January, Citadel flipped its modern rock station,
KKND (the End), which had been off the air since Hurricane
Katrina hit the city, to a rock/country hybrid as “Rockin’
Country 106.7.” The station features a music mix that ranges
from Keith Urban to the Georgia Satellites, Dierks Bentley to
Neil Young, Gretchen Wilson to Jimmy Buffett and Rascal

Flatts to Kansas.

A typical hour might include a couple of country gold songs
and a few rock oldies, along with mainstream country currents and
recurrents with a decidedly male lean. One of the station’s imag-
ing liners is “Rockin’ country for the New Orleans workin® man.”

John McQueen, who serves as PD for Citadel’s decidedly
female-oriented adult top 40 WDVW (Diva 92.3) and adult
standards/soft AC hybrid WMTI (Martini 106.1), is also hand-
ling Rockin’ Country.

Interestingly, KKND populates the same 106.7 FM fre-
quency that the Gator did. The similarities pretty much end
there, though. The Gator had a younger-leaning, tempo-driven
approach, but played only country music. It lasted roughly a
vear before flipping to smooth jazz.

What makes this battle even more interesting is the fact that
as a result of Hurricane Katrina’s devastation, New Orleans is a
different market than it was just six months ago. Thousands of
people have left the city, many never to come back, and it could
be vears before any sort of normalcy returns.

Complicating matters for radio is that because of Katrina and
the resulting flooding, many residents are living in temporary
housing, and their mail service is still unreliable. As a result,
Arbitron canceled the summer 2005, fall 2005 and winter 2005
ratings surveys, and some believe the spring book will also be
canceled. So it will be a while before anyone knows how Citadel’s
new station will fare in the ratings.

WNOE PD Ron Brooks is confident his station is up to the
challenge. “WNOF has tons of heritage, a stable airstaff, a sta-
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ble position in the community and in the marketplace,” he says,
“and we’ve done nothing but push it harder and harder over the
last few years. It’s well-prepared to defend against an attack.”

LAS VEGAS: COYOTE’'S TURBULENT START
Although its 12-plus shares fell in the fall 2005 Arbitron survey,
going 8.3-6.5 during the last three ratings periods, Clear
Channel’s KWNR is a regular visitor to the top of Las Vegas’
ratings heap and one of the top billing stations in the market.
Apparently somebody noticed.

In early October, Beasley flipped adult standards KJUL to
country as KCYE (the Coyote). The new station got off to a
rocky start, however. Market manager Harry Williams left Jan. 9
and was replaced by director of sales Tom Davis. A few days
later, OM/PD Brad Hansen, who Williams hired in late
October, also exited. A week after that, veteran programmer
Kevin O’Neal was brought onboard.

Interestingly, KWXNR itself was once the attacker in a Las
Vegas country confrontation. The station signed on in 1990 to
take on Regent’s format leader KFMS. The competition raged

FRESNO, CALIF.: BIG COUNTRY DEBUTS
After a stuttered start in which the station first identified itself
as KCTZ (Cat Country), then switched to KHGE (Big
Country), Clear Channel launched Fresno’s newest country
station Jan. 5 with veteran programmer Chuck Geiger at the
helm. The change in station identification was reportedly
because of licensing—Citadel has a trademark on the term
“Cat Country.” It was a minor hiccup though, and Geiger says
“we didn’t miss a beat.”

The station squarely in Clear Channel’s sights is CBS Radio’s
KSKS, although the steady growth of Wilks Broadcast Group’s
KUUS, which signed on last winter, makes it a target as well.
KUUS has moved 1.4-1.6-2.2 12-plus during the last three
books and scored a 3.0 share 25-54 in the fall—good for a No. 7
ranking in the market.

But KSKS is the top dog and has been for quite some time.
During the last year, the station’s 12-plus ratings have ranged
from a 5.1 to its most recent score, a 6.3 in the fall book. Wake-
ups are handled by veteran morning man John Garabo, who has
worked in New York, Los Angeles and Pittsburgh.

until Regent bought KWNR, then cventually sold both sta-
tions to Jacor, which became part of Clear Channel. KFMS
flipped formats in 1991, leaving KWNR as the sole country
station until now.

If history is any indication, O’Neal will try to include Music
Row in the Las Vegas battle, enlisting his connections at
Nashville record labels to try to even the playing field, as he
most recently did at then-Gaylord-owned WSM-FA1 Nashville
and CBS Radio’s WSOC Charlotte, N.C. One of his first big
opportunities to steal KWNR'’s thunder will be when the coun-
try community descends on Vegas for the annual Academy of
Country Music awards show in May.

But one observer familiar with the L.as Vegas market says it
will be tough to overcome KWNR’s heritage and the star power
of its well-known airstaff. PD Brooks O’Brian “and her tecam on
the programming side are great,” he says. “Anyvone can throw
on country records. Duplicating their talent depth on the air
and on the streets in promotions and sales will be [Beasley’s]
biggest challenge.”

KHGE’s Geiger is a country radio vet. His last two stops were
Citadel WCTO (Cat Country) Allentown, Pa., which he signed
on in 1997 and subsequently dominated the market with. Then
came Clear Channel KZSN Wichita, Kan., a station that faces an
uphill battle against Journal’s deeply entrenched country KFDI.

He says he learned a lesson at his last post. “You [have to]
relentlessly keep chipping away,” he says, “driving with creativ-
ity, passion and embrace the audience. They will come, and you
will make notches against the competition.

“KUUS and KSKS are both great radio stations,” Geiger
says. “KSKS is an unchallenged monster. KUUS, although
signal-impaired, sounds great. This is going to be fun.”

Geiger says his station has charted a course right between his
competitors. “The other two stations have different music posi-
tions and stationality postures from what we are doing,” he says.
“We are applying the full-throttle approach to contemporary
country. We ar¢ the mainstream country station while the other
two stream right and left of center.

“KUUS deals with older songs and newer songs and no mid-
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dle,” Geiger says. “KSKS is really new with a few gold titles per
hour. We are all of that.”

DENVER: WILLIE LIGHTS UP

Jefferson-Pilot’s KYGO—a country outlet since 1979—is
another heritage station now under attack. During its 26-plus
years in the format KYGO has been blessed with very little
country competition. The most recent assault came in 1993 from
Shamrock’s KZDG, which was first known as “Big Dog 92.5”
then “Z92.5.” That attempt to knock KYGO off the top of the
mountain ended in 1996 when it became a classical station.

But that frequency is now home to CBS Radio’s KWLI (Willie
92.5), which came to life in 1December when the company flipped
R&B oldies KDDJM (Jammin’ 92.5) to country. The station is cur-
rently running jockless and has just hired ABC Radio oldies
WZZN/classic rock WXCD Chicago's Bill Gamble as PD.

As evidenced by the station’s positioner, “Wide Open
Country,” CBS Radio/Denver VP of programming Kcith
Abrams says Willie is taking more of a variety position, playing
current music along with some classics.

“The music has a Jack approach, but the Jack attitude is not
carried over,” Abrams says. Another station slogan is “The New.
The Known. The Legends.”

Like Jack, Willie has a voice. In this case it is Asleep at the
Wheel frontman Ray Benson, who is the station’s imaging voice.
Also like Jack stations, KWLI has a large music library. KWLI’s
spans five decades, and Abrams claims it is “three to four times
larger than that of KYGQO.”

Meanwhile, KYGQ has the strength that comes from a stable
airstaff lead by its long-running morning tcam of Kelly, Jonathan
& Mudflap. The trio has won two Country Music Assn. Awards
as major-market broadcast personalities of the year and in 2005
was a finalist for a Marconi Award. The threesome regularly
finds itself on top of the Denver ratings heap.

KYGO senior VP/GM Bob Call, who also oversees classic
country sister KCKK, says the station was expecting the compe-
tition. “Have we anticipated another country FM? Sure,” he
says. “Most markets have two country FMs, so it was inevitable.
Denver is seeing a number of rimshot FMs moving in. We antic-
ipated at least one of them would change at some point.

“With Clear Channel, CBS and Entercom in this market, all
were and are capable of putting a very credible, competitive sta-
tion on the air quickly,” Call adds.

Whether the station has a direct competitor or not, KYGO
PD Joel Burke says the station has a clear direction. “KYGO has
been consistently successful and will continue to be successful,
because we are focused on being the best we can be so that we can
be even better tomorrow,” he says. “It’s a constant process of set-
ting our own standard and raising the bar. Our biggest competi-
tor continues to be KYGO in both actions and attitude.” ¢ ¢

hen the ratings are released, Mike McVay likes
to rib his country clients about the reasons for
their Arbitron success. “Oh, man, I bet those
new liners really doubled your ratings,” the

McVay Media president quips to programmers.

Beneath the sarcasm lies an unmistakable reality: Country
music could not get much hotter.

The genre’s share of total music sales has risen four of the past
five years, according to Niclsen SoundScan, representing 12.2%
of 2003’ sales. You would have to go back to 1995 to find a
higher percentage.

Fueling the boom is a bevy of irrepressible crossover superstars
who seem to draw Hollywood’s attention as much as Nashville’s.

* In November Toby Keith began shooting his first feature
film, “Angel From Montgomery,” the first in his multifilm deal
with Paramount.

 Tim McGraw and Faith Hill, declared one of
Hollywood’s “most beautiful couples™ by People, made their
film debuts in 2004, in “Friday Night Lights” and “The
Stepford Wives,” respectively.

» Keith Urban, anointed by People as one of 2005’s “sexiest men
alive,” is dating Hollywood A-lister Nicole Kidman while his
triple-platinum album “Be Here” refuses to exit the upper reaches

of Billboard’s Top Country Albums chart—72 weeks after release.
* Kenny Chesney’s short-lived Tinseltown marriage to Renée

Zellweger provided entertainment gossip fodder while his “The
Road and the Radio” set also remains stubbornly lodged in the top
10 on the Top Country Albums chart 14 weeks after its release.
But Hollywood romances and tabloid headlines are merely
byproducts of an expanding body of mass-appeal music that con-
tinues to capture the hearts and minds of millions of Americans.
With the album “Some Hearts” certified double-platinum inside
eight weeks, Carrie Underwood, last vear’s “American Idol” win-
ner, has been a top 10 fixture on The Billboard 200 for 12 weeks.
With a combined 2005 income from music sales and box-office
receipts of $88 million, Chesney ranked No. 3 on Billboard’s
Money Makers chart, bested only by U2 and the Rolling Stones,
respectively. Also making the list were Keith (No. 13 with an
intake of $53 million) and Rascal IFlatts (No. 15 with $47 million).
Country is so hot that Bon Jovi and Elton John recently got in
on the act by recording duets with country artists. The WB made
Reba Mclintire’s sitcom “Reba” a regular on its network.
Charter Muzik Mafia members Big & Rich hooked up with the
NFL for a promo campaign. And the Country Music Assn. tem-
porarily moved its annual awards show to New York last year.
When an African-American woman soulfully rips into
Gretchen  Wilson’s “Redneck Woman” on
“American Idol,” it is clear that country has busted through

anthemic

traditional boundaries.

The genre is also benefiting from a bumper crop of strong
new and developing acts, including Joe Nichols, Craig Morgan,
Jason Aldean, Dicrks Bentley, Sugarland, Billy Currington and
Josh Turner.

THE MUSIC: A GROWING
MARKET SHARE

Country’s share of total music sales has been growing for
four of the past five years. Not since 1994-1995 has it had
a stronger market share.

RADIO’S HIGHEST-PROFILE ARTISTS
“Of all the formats, we have the highest-profile artists,” says
Charlie Cook, who joined Cumulus Media as senior programmer
Jan. 1 after a long stretch at Westwood One. Cook also sits on the
board of the Country Radio Broadcasters trade group.

“They’re in front of the public. They have hit records. That’s ‘

what’s driving the format today,” he adds.

“Big events create big moves in formats,” says CBS Radio VP |

of country programming Jeff Garrison, who also serves as PDD of
KILT Iouston. “Carric Underwood with Rascal IFlatts on
‘American Idol’ singing ‘Bless the Broken Road’ to the largest
audience in the history of prime-time TV on a nightly show was
a big boost to the format.”

McVay has some advice for programmers riding country’s big
swell: Fall to vour knees every day and thank the artists and man-
agers for the red-hot music they continue to deliver.

“The music is 90% of it,” the Cleveland-based consultant
savs. “Ten percent is how the programmers are putting it
together. If the guys play the big hits in a good rotation, they’ll
build TSI.. And that’s what they’ve been doing.”

Country surfed a similar wave in the ’90s, riding high on |

Mclintire, Garth Brooks, Alan Jackson, Clint Black and others.
But then “the labels started pushing songs out faster and faster,”
McVay recalls. “Radio stations would drop the song just as soon
as people were becoming attached to it. People would run a song
up and down the chart in 10 wecks.”

Today, songs remain on the chart significantly longer. On

Billboard Radio Monitor’s Feb. 3 Country Airplay chart, the |

average number of weeks on the chart for the top 10 was 22.
“It’s giving adults an opportunity to really become fans of the

music and fans of the artist,” McVay says of the lengthy chart stays. |

Country is negatively affecting every adult format, including
news/talk and AC, McVay contends. “In a lot of markets, espe-
cially in the Southwest and Southeast, country is used as if it’s
the market’s AC station,” he sayvs. In Mobile, Ala., for example,
country is the No. 1 at-work radio station, McVay points out.

“Really good adult lyrics” are part of the format’s success, he
continues. “It’s adult music about adult topics.” While risk-
averse AC has largely morphed into soft oldies, adult listencrs are
tuning in to country for new music.

“It’s a zero-sum game,” Cook says. “You’re either listcning to
an AC station or you're listening to a country station. You can’t
do both at the same time. Pve always felt country was the adult
format today.”

TOP MARKET BILLERS
In the early "90s, after the military action Operation Desert
Storm, when country began to take off on the wings of hits from
Brooks and others, “a lot of people looked at it as their also-ran
station,” McVay savs. “Today, serious broadcasters like CBS,
Clear Channel and Cumulus realize that the country station can
be the biggest moneymaker in the cluster” (see story, page 6).
Cumulus country outlets are top billers in Toledo and
Youngstown, Ohio; Ventura, Calif ; and other markets.



“Those are mass-appeal radio stations,” Cook says. But it is not
just the music. All three stations have long-running, consistent,
market-leading morning shows, he notes. “Not only are we fortu-
nate to have the high-profile artists, but we’ve run good radio sta-
tions that deliver the kinds of things the adult audience wants.”

Country is the largest format in CBS Radio’s portfolio, repre
senting 24 of its 179 stations. It is also the company’s top biller in
several markets. CBS is experiencing a 10°0-15% ratings increase
at its country stations, from fall 2004 to fall 2005, according to
Garrison. “It’s mainly been in younger demos, like 18-34,” he says.

Although country is a 12-plus format, Garrison believes it is
re-attracting 25- to 34-vear-old listeners who are rediscovering
the music or are just plain bored with their other favorite for-
mats, “which aren’t as good as they were in the past.”

Another factor is that non-country partisans are digging
crossover superstars like Chesney, Urban, Hill and Le¢Ann
Rimes. “It’s similar to the big boom we had in 92 with Garth,”
Garrison says.

A return to traditional storytelling and a genuine, real sound are
also at play. “It scems that ever since 9-11, country music has gone
back to its roots of reflecting stories,” Garrison says, citing songs by
Jackson and Keith that “reflect the American life group through our
music. That’s onc of the reasons country music has returned to such
heights. 'T'he sound Nashville puts out now isn’t as contemporary as
it was in the late *90s. It’s gone back to its roots. It’s stripped down,
raw and real, not as overproduced as it was in the past.”

The format’s sustained success has spawned scores of new
entrants. According to M Street data, country had a net gain of
10 new stations between December 2004 and December 2005.

| Last July, Chattanooga, Tenn., went from having one country

station to three in one week.

A 23 SHARE IN CHATTANOOGA

It was not uncommon for Clear Channel big dog WUSY
(US101) to pull a 23 share 12-plus when it was Chattanooga’s
only country outlet. That is why Citadel’s WOGT (GT108)
ditched oldies last July and flipped to Duke 107.9, playing a
mix of current and classic country and Southern rock. WOGT
PD Jamic Roberts says Southeastern Tennessee is one of coun-
try’s strongest sales regions.

But the week before the Duke’s debut, Clear Channel, per-
haps catching wind of an imminent new competitor, bowed clas-
sic country WTUN (the Legend).

Roberts says Citadel never planned classic country for its
107.9 frequency. And since it signed on, the Duke has dropped
classic titles and Southern rock in favor of mainstream country.
“If it’s a hit, we're playing it,” he says.

Six months later, the Duke has hardly dented WUSY, posting
a 1.7 12-plus in fall 2005, its first full survey playing country.
WTUN claimed a 5.9 in the fall, while WUSY remained No. 1

with an 18.4, nearly nine shares ahead of the sccond-place station.

But Roberts is unphased. “Some may look down on that, but
considering we completely flushed an oldies format and started
from scratch and have seen a decrease in the ratings of the sta-
tion that’s on top of the heap, I feel like we’re making some
inroads into their audience,” he says. “There are stations above
us by only a point or two that have becn on the air for years.”

Citadel and Clear Channel are not the only companies expand-
ing their country presence. In December CBS Radio fired a shot
across the bow of top-rated-and-growing heritage KYGO
Denver, signing on KWLI (Willie 92.5) as “no rules, wide-open
country.” Garrison describes it as a “personality-driven station in
the Jack genre” but friendlier (sce story, page 12).

Unlike Tampa, Fla, and Scattle, where CBS is defending

deeply entrenched country positions from upstart attacks by Clear
Channel, in Denver CBS is pointing gun turrets at the incumbent.

NORMAL PEOPLE, NOT COWBOYS

Of course, country stations are not just jukeboxes. McVay says
outlets are developing strong marketing campaigns to lure non-
core listeners to the format.

“Country marketing that works best at expanding the core is
that which is not stercotypical,” he says. He advises stations,
“Don’t show the cowboy part of it—show the fact that it’s nor-
mal people who live in the normal world and they just happen to
like IFaith Hill and Tim McGraw and Kenny Chesney.”

Cook adds: “When you’ve got a foundation of superstars and
you’re able to put these other new acts on top of it, it brings atten-

tion back to your radio station. And then when the listener does
come back, they say, ‘Oh, veah, I'm comfortable with these morn-
ing shows. I remember they’ve been here a long time and provide
the services I want from radio.” It’s a knockout combination.”
Garrison believes the quality of new artists is “better than it’s
ever been. We as programmers have to take chances and push the
envelope. We're only growing by the future stars that we make.
“Country is building its base with new acts and wil! have good
years to come,” Garrison adds. Never has he seen, in any format,
marquee stars like Keith, Chesney, Urban and McGraw
“become even bigger when they’ve been around for seven to 14
vears,” he says. “It’s almost like a NASCAR track—we’re just
getting dialed in. I don’t know where it’s going to stop, but ’'m

very happy where we are now.” .

njoying close relationships with artists is one thing

country radio programmers benefit from much more

than their counterparts at other formats. This relation-

ship can be an asset not only to the stations, but very
often to the artists as well.

Actor/singer John Corbett, who is making his first foray into
country radio this year, noticed the relationship right away. As a
film and TV star, Corbett is obviously much better-known than
most new artists, but he has nonetheless been impressed by his
dealings with radio.

“The reception when we get to the radio stations is over-
whelming sometimes,” he says. “Sometimes these buildings
have four or five different radio stations in them, so when peo-
ple know I'm coming all the staff comes out to meet me. They
get in a big line to take photographs and have me sign stuff.
That was one thing I didn’t expect to happen,” Corbett says.
He adds, “Somctimes they get in trouble for it, 'cause they’re
supposed to be working.”

Billboard Radio Monitor asked other artists to share their
most memorable or amusing anecdotes involving some interac-
tion with country radio staffers. In a few cases, the artists may
have longer memories than some programmers might hope.

WOMACK: | HOPE YOU . . . WHAT?
MCA Nashville’s Lee Ann Womack can never forget an incident
from Country Radio Seminar 2004

“It was in between albums for me, so I was able to enjoy myself
a bit more since my schedule wasn’t as packed as it usually is dur-

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ing CRS,” she says. “I made some new friends at radio, caught up
with friends that I had known since the beginning of my carcer
and was able to enjoy a few drinks at the infamous Bridge Bar like
I had heard everyone talk about for so many years.

“Unfortunately, the next day I was performing at the MCA
luncheon in front of a crowd of radio folks and, feeling a bit
under the weather, I completely blanked out on the lyrics of ‘1
Hope You Dance,’ of all songs. Lucky for me, most of the audi-
ence was hung over too and had a good sensc of humor about it.

“I still get teased about that during radio interviews some-
times, which goes to show that it’s the unexpected things that
always make CRS memorable,” Womack adds.

TERRI TAKES IT OFF
On a visit to the syndicated show “After MidNite With Blair
Garner,” Mercury artist Terri Clark recalls, “I auctioned my bra
off impromptu.” It was for a good cause, though. “The money
went towards the kids of the people who were killed in the space
shuttle disaster,” she says. And the bra sold for $4,200.

“A few months later a guy came to a meet-and-greet with the
bra in hand and asked if I wanted it back. Uh, no thanks.”

In 1995, Clark arm-wrestled MDs for adds on her single
“Better Things to Do.”

“We got over 90 adds the first week, so I am not sure what that
means,” she says.

FLATTS GETS THE FLU

The members of Rascal Flatts had an experience very carly in
their career that actually prevented them from having much
meaningful interaction with radio at all.

It was January 2000, and the group was heading to the mid-
Atlantic region for the first week of its radio tour. At the start of the
trip Gary LeVox and Joe Don Rooney came down with the flu and
had to be taken to the hospital. Despite this detour, they soldiered
on with the radio tour, but were unable to sing a note.

They recall rolling out of their bunks on the bus to say hello
to radio, then crawling back into bed to sleep until the next stop.
On the second wecek of the tour, they were too sick to continue
on at all, so Lyric Street promotion staffers Theresa Durst and
Dale Turner had to hit the road alone on a huge bus armed only
with the group’s CD.

LYNNE’'S FREE SHOW AND DONUTS
With all the artists out on the road meeting radio, it 1s little won-
der they sometimes cross paths.

“I have always been told how hard it is to get an add, how tight
playlists can be and how much traffic exists at country radio,”
Universal South artist Rockie Lynne says. “I have even heard
people joking that there arc so many artists out there visiting
radio that they pass each other in the hall. Well, that happened
to me at CBS Radio’s WYCD Detroit.

“When we got to the station, Little Big Town was there, and
they were in the middle of an acoustic performance. I had always
been a fan of their sound, but that day I got to hear them singing
in person. They were amazing.

“Afterward, we hung out in the hallway and talked . . . And we
ate the donuts they brought after they left.”

VAN ZANT’S VIOLATION
Columbia duo Van Zant names names when recalling its favorite
radio stories.

At last vear’s Country Radio Seminar, in the early morning
hours, and with Clear Channel/Jacksonville, Fla., OM Gail
Austin aiding and abetting, they nearly got arrested while cutting
down the Van Zant/Sony Music banner.

With Austin’s help, they were able to convince the police offi-
cer that the banner had their picture on it, and he finally let them
take it with them.

Out on the road for their radio tour, Van Zant was running late
on its way to see WTQR Greensboro, N.C., PID Trey Cooler. As
the pair recall the story, its rookic bus driver swung the bus around
the corner like it was a car. The bus hit a ditch and sunk into the
mud. Van Zant was forced to haul its equipment a quarter mile up
a hill in the cold, pouring rain to see Cooler. The bus, meanwhile,
had to be hauled out of the ditch by a wrecker service.

Epic’s Susan Haynes also is not shy about naming names, at

least when it comes to people with whom she has had fun,
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Lee Ann Womack

“I was having dinner in Las Vegas with KWNR PD Brooks
O’Brian and her husband,” Haynes recalls. “The night turned
into too much sushi, too many martinis and a game of ‘Let’s sing
every bad 80s song we can think of.” The other restaurant din-
ers who weren’t joining us were loathing us. A three-hour, drunk
singalong—it was the most fun I've had on a radio tour.”

WILLMON GETS FIRED UP
Columbia’s Trent Willmon made his own first radio tour mem-
orable by bringing along a gun-shaped smoker to station visits in
the Southeast and cooking barbecuc for the staff on what was
billed as his Smokin’ Gun tour.

But one incident almost stopped the tour in its tracks.

“We headed down to Lakeland, Fla., to play a little appreciation
show for WPCV,” he recalls. The station “had playved several of
my songs, and I had a pretty good following in that arca.

“Initially, the show was supposed to be for about 50 people,
but the word got out, and more and more people began showing
up. We had stocked up on beer, whiskey and bought all the meat
I would need to cook for the next three days of radio visits.
Before the show, I fired up the smoker and got all of the barbe-
cue cooked so we would have it prepared for the next three days.
I iced down our beer and whiskey and had it stored in coolers.

“My bandmates and I head in to do our acoustic show, and
everyone was partying and having a good time,” Willmon con-
tinues. “When the show was over, we went back outside to pack
up and discovered that the crowd had caten every piece of bar-
becue and drank or carried off all the beer and whiskey. All they
left were the empty coolers.

“About that time, this big monster truck pulls up and these
guys vell, ‘Y’all wanna go alligator huntin’?’ At that moment, I
was wondering what I was going to cook for the next three days,
and I almost took them up on it.”

URBAN RENEWAL

Sadly, most artists can recall a story or two about some interac-
tion with radio that was less than pleasant. Keith Urban, now a
superstar in the format, has such a story from his first radio tour
as a solo artist.

Upon his arrival at one station, Urban was told by the sta-
tion manager to head into the conference room to set up. “I
went in there and they were having a mecting, so I slipped qui-
etly in the door and took my guitar out of the case,” he recalls.
“The whole room stopped and looked at me, and one guy said,
‘What do you think you’re doing?’ I said, ‘I’m just going to take
my guitar out of the case, and I'll be out of here.” He said, ‘You
know we’re in a meeting,” and he just basically hounded me to
get the hell out of there.

“It’s a pretty grueling thing to do anyway, and it can be quite
dispiriting,” Urban says of radio tours. “Sort of like a little kid, I
left with my head bowed and went to the manager’s office and
said, ‘Maybe we should do this another time.” He said, ‘Oh, no,
no, no, they’re dving to see vou play’ or some crap like that. I
said, ‘I don’t think they’re dying to see me play, I think they’re
maybe dying to see me leave.’

“We went back in, and the station manager explained that I was
this new artist on Capitol and I was going to do a few songs. The
guy that had sort of reprimanded me leaned back in his chair and
said, ‘OK, let’s get this over with.” It was with that sort of tone
that I had to launch into my songs and make everybody happy.”

Fortunately, the mood in the room lightened. “I don’t
remember what song I played,” Urban says, “but it changed
pretty quick.”

CHURCH GETS RELIGION
Capitol Records Nashville newcomer Eric Church also has an
anecdote from his first radio tour. Not surprisingly, it involves
Mike Krinik, Capitol’s West Coast regional, and a visit to KZLA
Los Angeles.

“IL arrived with Mike at the station, and all is pretty normal,”
Church recalls. “They show us to the conference room, and we

start to set up. Krinik excuses himself for the restroom and, in
the meantime, the KZLA folks walk in and we chat for a bit. All
the while ’'m thinking, ‘Where is Krinik?’ I mean, it has been
a few minutes.

“As this thought gocs from one side of my head to the other,
in walks Mike, dressed like a clergyman. Mike thought that since
my last name was Church, the costume would be a good gim-
mick to make a memorable impression. Problem was I was
laughing so hard I could hardly sing. T kept cracking up.

“Pm just glad we were not struck by lightning.” o

What makes a country sta-
tion inclusive?

* Play all the music that can
be loosely considered country
—according to listeners, not
we “radio experts.” This
would include great classics,
hip oldies and country rock as

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well as the awesome new music
we are fortunate to have for our
use in today’s country radio.

* Structure the radio station
like a great AC or rock station.
Make the presentation passion-
ate, genuine and real—no hype.

¢ Put the music on a pedestal.
Make the music the star, not the
air talent or any single person at

the radio station.

* Do not be restricted by
the chart system. It is too
slow, too political. Often the
best-testing songs do not
make it to No. 1. And all too
often some really poor-testing
songs do go to No. 1.

If you follow this flawed sys-
tem for vour radio station, you
will be perpetuating mediocrity.
Break out and find out what
vour listeners want and when
thev want it. The timing of
these hits is often not consis-
tent with the charts.

GOOD FUN

* Do localized research.
Whether it is traditional call-
out, auditorium music tests
and/or online music testing,
find out what vour listeners
really want to hear. And test
songs that break out of the
subjective boundaries we have
set for ourselves.

I sincerely believe country
radio can be the most mass
appeal and successful of all the
radio formats. As well as we are
doing across America, we can
do better by inviting all of the
people to get turned on to our
great music. o

CLARKSON CLOCKS IN
WITH FIFTH TOP 10

Kelly Clarkson carns the fifth consecutive top 10 on the
Mainstream Top 40 chart from her “Breakaway” album as “Walk
Away” (RMG) climbs 15-10. Clarkson is the first artist since Usher
in 2004 to place five singles from the same album inside the top 10.
Janet Jackson still holds the record of
six top 10s from the same album, which
she accomplished in 1994,

“Walk Away” earns Clarkson Greatest
Gainer honors at Adult Top 40 where she
jumps 30-23. She also takes Greatest
Gainer at AC with “Because of You,”
which holds at No. 5.

“Because of You™ maintains its top 10
rank on Mainstream Top 40 as it dips a spot to No. 6. That gives
Clarkson two top 10 songs on this chart in the same week for the sev-
enth time in her career. Only Mariah Carey, boasting 18 weeks with
concurrent top 10s, has had more among female lead artists.

Cole Coasts IntoThe Top 10

Keyshia Cole streaks her way to a second top 10 at R&B/Hip-
Hop as “Love” (interscope) jumps 12-8 and gains 816 spins to
grab Greatest Gainer honors for a second consecutive week.
In only its fourth week on the chart, “Love” hits the top 10 in
half the time Cole needed with her former No. 1, “l Should
Have Cheated” The last artist to enter the top 10 so quickly
was Mary J. Blige, who also did it in four weeks with “Be
WithoutYou” in the Dec. 9, 2005, issue.

Speaking of Blige, she becomes the fourth female artist
since April 2005 to break the detection record at Adult R&B.
In her third week at No. 1, Blige ends the survey with 1,791
spins, which tops the 1,691 detections reached a month ago
by Alicia Keys’ “Unbreakable” Prior to Blige and Keys,
Mariah Carey and Fantasia held the detection mark with
"We Belong Together” (1,572 spins) and “Truth Is” (1,558
spins), respectively.

‘WHEEL LOCKED IN AT NO. 1

Carrie Underwood’s “Jesus, Take the Wheel” (Arista) logs a fifth
week at No. 1 on the Country chart, marking the longest chart-
topping stretch since Keith Urban’s “Better Life” began a six-
week run in the Oct. 14, 2005, issue. Underwood’s No. 1 stay is the

most for any female artist since Gretchen Wilson’s five weeks with
“Redneck Woman” in spring 2004.

Meanwhile, Kenny Chesney gets his 25th top 10 as “Living in
Fast Forward” (BNA) jumps 12-9 and takes the chart’s biggest
gain (up 2.5 million impressions). Chesney first cracked the top 10
when “Fall in Love™ peaked at No. 6 in June 1995. Eight of his top
10 songs have reached No. 1.

On our religious music charts, Nicol Sponberg takes the Hot
Shot Debut at No. 20 on Christian Adult Contemporary with
“Hallelujah” (Curb). This is Sponberg’s highest position to date on
that chart, topping a No. 39 peak with “Safe” in the Aug. 20, 2004,
issuc.

the process. Pink Floyd has made two visits to the Heritage Rock list
since the chart’s 1997 inception, with live versions of “Young Lust”
and “In the Flesh” in 2000. The act’s last studio album, “The
Division Bell,” landed three top 10s on Billboard’s Mainstream Rock
chart in 1994. Gilmour hit the chart, then known as Album Rock
Tracks, three times in 1984 with songs from his “About Face” album.
