Those
same people are now 17-18-19 and right smack dab in the middle of the target demo for most album radio
stations. We're getting good early reaction to: 'I Love It Loud'...One of the big audience participation
songs in the J.Geils show is 'Walls Come Tumblin Down', so it's no surprise that the same song is getting
a big reaction whenever we play it from the new live album. The Police have their 'EEyo, EEyo', Joan’
gets them to sing 'Yea Oh Yea', and now the Geils Band gives us '000h Yea, 000h Yea'...Former and present
Deadheads should call up Howie Klein at 415 Records and ask him for a copy of Pop-0-Pies, especially the
rap version of 'Truckin' that definitely gets this month's funniest record award. By the way, Howie, I
appreciated the compliment. For a guy who so rarely gets his record played here, you still keep a very
positive attitude. I'm sure that one of these days soon, I'11 manage to live up to your faith in me by
committing airplay to one of your records...Those of us working at consulted radio stations at times tend
to get so locked into our systems that when a record comes along that doesn't fit into one of the clearly
defined categories (to which we fit all new albums), it drives us nuts. 0zzy Osbourne's new live album
is one such record. I was talking to Roger Lifeset the other day, and I was amazed that a number of
stations were giving him a hard time about the album because 'it's all old material'. These people don't
want to report 'old' music as getting current airplay. They don't want to clutter up their current
airplay categories with 11 year-old songs, and their systems don't provide a category in which to place
this record. They don't know what to do with it. The bright programmer should realize the ozzvious
necessity of giving this album more than the limited airplay of a jock option when those old Sabbath tunes
come up in recurrent rotation. The smart programmer makes exceptions to the system when necessity arises.”

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY M.D.-ROSIE PISANI: "Good news. The latest Birch Reports show WLIR doubling our
ratings in NYC...It"s great to see Missing Persons, Duran Duran, Stray Cats, and ABC achieve their recent
success, both sales and radio wise. I think each of these artists reaffirm the fact that there is a
significant market ready to hear music for new and innovative artists...WLIR's very own Bob Kranes and
Ben Manilla spent Thanksgiving weekend at the Jamaica World Music Festival.

If urban contemporary radio can have open ears when 1t comes to the Police, Toni Basil, The
Waitresses, ABC, and numerous other bands, I really think album radio, as a format, can take a chance on
one of the true superstars, Michael Jackson...Things I don't understand department: When a portion of a
station's audience calls in about a record, it's perceived as 'receiving great phones', but when the calls
are about Kiss, the callers are dismissed as 'members of the Kiss army‘'. Give me a break! [ don't care
if you're uptight about Kiss' image, which is pretty calm compared to Culture Club, for example. If the
music's good (as in the case of Michael Jackson or the Culture Club), then the music deserves a shot--plain
and simple. So thank you to everyone who put aside 'image' and are playing Kiss music...'It's Alright',
the Yoko Ono album, should be yours for the listening now. Please do, it really is a wonderful musical record
that album radio can deal with if they want to. I've found in the past few weeks that interest in Yoko as
a person is extraordinary. I think her music deserves the same attention...I'11 leave the rest of our music
to my colleagues in the Rock Department, but while opening your ears to new music, please don't overlook
Dexys Midnight Runners. 'Come On Eileen' is the song...Hot at home: 'Pass The Dutchie', Rank & File,
English Beat, Mission Of Burma, Siouxsie And The Banshees, Marvin Gaye, and the reggae album Mike Bone sent
me. Thanks, Bone!...And thank you Linda at CBS for the great package. It was really appreciated.

DREW MURRAY, POLYGRAM (213-277-1412): "Just a brief thank you to all concerned (album radio, consultants,
MTV, etc.). On July 21st, 1981, we released 'High And Dry', the second album from Def Leppard. On
Monday, November 22nd, 1982, the album and tape sales surpassed the 500,000 mark. In the words of

Tonio K, 'Better late than never'. While we await that 'gold' certification, the Rock Department would
1ike to thank all of you for the last 16 months of support, and we hope you all get a severe case of
'Pyromania' on January 21st, 1983."

SEAN COAKLEY, ATCO (212-484-6400): "Vandenberq is already busting into the top 20 retail in several cities,
notably San Jose, Grand Rapids, and Portland. Simply put, the record sells where it's heard. And nost
recently it's being heard on VKLS, WMMR, WDVE, WQMF, and WAPP. Hey, this is the best 'Burning Heart' I've
ever had. It's nice to know that a long-haired band can still be heard on album radic...Personals: Rand
Raley: The same people you walk on on the way up, you meet on the way down. Bear in mind, in this business
there 1s room for both hard, well-fought competition and professionalism. The key ingredient is honesty.
It's perhaps the only thing we on the record side have a right to expect...Bob Welch: I'11 never forgive
you for that one...Bone: Mick says he'll do it...To Regis Boff from Bill HeTtemes: Thanks for the best
seats in the house. Long live rock!"

JEB BRIEN, CHAMPION ENTERTAINMENT (212-765-8553): "It's been a long time comin', but WEBN is on 'H20'.

“This is the first record in the last five I believe they've played. It's great to have them back. This
is indicative of what's happening across the country on the album...POWER TO THE PEOPLE: Hattrick's KKCI
debuts 'H20' in power due to phenomenal research on 'Maneater’'. Thanks to Joe MacCabe for the support
he's lent to this record. The last time we had a #2 Lp in Kansas City was never!...Phil Strider could
make us local heroes in Denver; three weeks at #1...Both 'Family Man' and 'Maneater' are heavy at MTV. As
a matter of fact, both cuts are listed as #4...0ur reorder pattern has developed to the.point where we have
overtaken Supertramp, which by the way ain't no small potatoes. We are over 850,000 units, a shoo-in for
platinum by Christmas. The Lp has just turned platinum in Canada...While Lambert vacations, Heckman takes
to the road. Or while Craig fiddles, Eric burns!...We are looking for increased rotation as we approach
the holidays. With the record going so well, another cut would be the wise move. On a.record this huge,
you can only help by going deeper...Why are all the successful new modern groups appearing on the lame
'Square Pegs'?"

JOEL WEBBER, INDEPENDENT (212-255-7408): "The P-Furs are rounding the home stretch and are headed for the E@V
finish line. Following Tn the successful paths blazed by Men At Work, FOS, etc., the Furs look like a sure
thing at this point. Columbia has really stuck by the act and will be rewarded by yet another new band
broken this year. By the way, MTV just upped the rotation on the Furs video...One of the factors of KROQ's
success has been the heavy amount of 'novelty' songs that they play. Album radio, however, does not have
much to choose from when it comes to novelty records that fit the format, and that's why I'm amazed more
stations aren't taking advantage of Blotto's 'Metalhead'. Not only is it one of the funniest take-offs on
a genre of rock and roll that is ripe for satire, it also happens to fit the format on a musical level.
Songs like 'Metalhead' will always work for you if you play them...My vote for the most overlooked song of
the year goes to Prince's 'Little Red Corvette'. How many album radio M.D.'s have even listened to that
song? It is a S-M-A-S-H. Best lyrics this side of Bruce Springsteen...Personal to David Filipov: If 1
make you nervous when I ask you to explain to me why a station that purports to be into playing new music
never played ABC, Toni Basil, and didn't even play the Adam Ant record until after your Pollack consulted
competition did, I wonder who's a turkey. Start playing the hits, Dave, instead of old Tull records, and
I promise I'11 stop yelling at you...It's Christmas record time again. Among all the new rock and roll
Christmas releases, my fave for the year is Christina's 'Things Fall Apart' on Island. Those who remember
my 'hang in there for the holidays' X-Mas cards a couple of years ago will love this record."

MIKE BONE, ARISTA (212-489-7400): "Let it be remembered that Arista Records started working A Flock Of
SeagulTs in December of 1981, one year ago. 'Space Age Love Song' continues to build impressively on CHR.
(Breaker this week)...The Members' ‘Working Girl' track is doing just that, working. If you like 'Girl
Of My Dreams', you will love The Members' ‘Working Girl'. No, this song is not about a lady of the night,
but rather a factory worker who is supporting her o1d man...Fashion gives a tip of the stylish camouflage
cap to Joe MacCabe and Phil Strider for getting off on the good foot with 'You Only Left Your Picture'.
This is the song that's doing the trick coast to coast...You received a single in the mail this week by
the Bus Boys entitled 'The Boys Are Back In Town'. (Not the old Thin Lizzy song). This single is from the
movie '48 Hours' featuring Eddie 'Buckwheat' Murphy and Nick Nolte. It is a store killer, and the movie
will be a huge Christmas hit...T know I've been raving about the Thompson Twins since I got back from
England. Now that they are on tour, you will start to see raves from other people coast to coast. The
Thompson Twins 1ive Ep is #1 in Rockpoo! this week, and the album is slated for January release...Qther
upcoming releases from 6 W. 57th include: the Heaven 17 album, and the Ministry Ep, 'Work For Love'.

Both of these items are guaranteed to light up any playlist that's in need of pep...Personals: Welcome

back to Bill Nosal...George Hawras: May your T-shirt business be as successful as you were at making

friends in the record business...Steve Leeds: Thanks for a good time at the Fixx show...Bruce Bond:

Jerry Aldini sends his best regards and says you are a beautiful cat. and don't you ever change. Ciao, baby."

BILL McGATHY, RCA (212-930-4095): "This week you can look for one of the most exciting new signings in
years to show up on final from RCA. Before you gasp, 'Oh.God; how many times have I heard that before',
Tisten to 'Escalator Of Life' from the Ep presented to us from Robert Hazard. Robert has been a Philly
phenomenon for a couple of years selling out concerts and 30,000 pieces on an independent label. The time
has come to turn the rest of the country on to Mr. Hazard...The Jefferson Starship have been playing some
of their best gigs in years around the country, and many thanks for the great comments from programmers in
these pages. They are getting ready for 3 sold-out dates in L.A....Steel Breeze continued its maiden voyage
across the heartland last week with Who dates in Houston and Dallas...Chilliwack's upcoming single looks to
be 'Secret Information', but we should not let that take away from the success that the current single and
‘Don’t It Make Ydu Feel Good' are generating in many markets...Triumph's new Lp "Never Surrender” will be on
your desk January 3rd. It's a step beyond 'Allied Forces'. Til next week, cheers."

ROGER LIFESET, PEER PRESSURE PROMOTIONS (213-506-0771): *"Thanks, Bill, for the mention of our organiza-
tion's 'phone moxie" regarding Frank Marino's 'Strange Dreams'. What a capper. This is my most dynamic
year in record promotion. What do you do with a hit that was never meant to be? 'Juggernaut’ was
released the same week of the big blood bath at Blackrock and timing has always been the 'X' factor of
this campaign. When we came back on this project in October, it seemed that the timing of a change of
seasons was our biggest difference from the token airplay of August to power plus rotations from the
metros this fall! As the temperature went down, our radio interest got hotter. I expect the next 3 weeks
to be our hottest since release, and you must know by now we will stil1 be touting Frank's 'Strange Dreams'
in January as the hit that beat the system...Onto a fresh newcomer: Tony Carey. We have pencilled a long
term agreement with Anaheim, CA based Rocshire Records whose dynamic roster will amaze you. Although we
are currently doing a large scale reservice, many of you should have received Tony Carey's debut with
Killer Kut 'I Won't Be Home Tonight'--very catchy and quickly finding immediate acceptance in southern
California, Detroit and Dallas...With over 8,000 records out on Jimmy And The Mustangs, we are getting
sales in L.A., Denver, Boston, and D.C. Our southern California base 1is enough to attract strong retail
feedback at both KMET and KLOS. Watch!...Last week's comments on 0zzy's creative use of cranberry sauce
makes we wonder. Do you really know what bat innards and dove brains look 1ike? In any case, after our
double platinum war cry of 'Ozzy Rules', we now feel '0zzy Drools' is what the world wants to hear.
Remember P2 won't do. To treat this double 1ive monster as a recurrent is 1ike burying Dracula in Bil1l
Bennett's garlicmalt recipe. 0zzy might be testy, but those enormous sales and requests are going to
eventually max you out. In over 200 calls made by us folks at Phone-at.-the-Mouth, 0zzy requests are out-
doing Zep's 2 to 1...Boogie on voodoo chile."

LENNY BRONSTEIN, INDEPENDENT (213-450-6224): To all record companies: Now is not the time to be stingy
with DJ copies. Many stations compTain about getting more and more releases late or getting only one copy.
It's stil1 the cheapest form of promotion and most effective. Lots of jocks influence their M.D.'s and
P.D.'s and many of them eventually move up to M.D. & P.D. Also, the recently abolished VIP 1ists for
other record company personnel, indies, etc. should be reformed. Most of us talk about how good competi-
tive product is and 1ike to be well versed in it. My mailing address is: 2343 31st St., Santa Monica, CA
90405. 1I'd especially love EMI, ASM, Elektra and CBS service. Thanx for reading and 1istening. Stay
heavy and daring. (P.S. To Larry Groves & AR ears: Pick up those French girls and Blancmange for your
consideration)."

MIKE COOPER, IMPORTS (404-355-8686): "Two releases are the most obviously interesting ones of recent
weeks on the U.K. music scene. The Human League's 'Mirror Man' and The Jam's 'Beat Surrender' both show
a noticeable '60's influence. In the case of the Human League 'Mirror Man' because of several tempo
changes in the song, which in spots sounds very 1960's, while still sounding very electro-pop in others.
The Jam, meanwhile, have released an almost mod song for their last new release, which comes as the band
embarks on a farewell U.K. tour. Both tracks are highly recommended...Jo Jo Zep have a successful single
in Australia that sounds almost danceable, a la Kid Creole...The new album from Sicuxsie & The Banshees
is on a par with previous releases and doesn't seem stylistically different from earlier Lps. It's good
1f you 1ike them...Also notable is 'The Story Of The Blues' from Wah, the band formerly known as Wah Heat
and Shambeko Say Wah! Not exceptionally commercial, but one of the strongest U.K. releases of late...
Congratulations to the English Beat for their performance at the Jamaican music festival. I understand
the band was the hit of the Friday night show, coming back on stage for five or six encores...News from
the British music scene: Haircut 100 have cancelled tour plans to have more time to work on their second
album...Musical Youth cancelled their plans to tour because the show was so late that their very young
fans couldn't attend them...Pick up the British copy of David Bowie and Bing Crosby's 'Peace On Earth/Little
Drummer Boy'. While the domestic B side has a track from the 'Lodger' album, the British B side is a
spoken word exchange between Bowie and Crosby that sounds totally adlibbed. In it, Bowie rings the door-
bell to a home, and Crosby answers. The dialogue starts off: 'Hello, you the new butler?' ‘Well, it's
been a long time since I been the new anything.' and wanders on from there...Nice to see Culture Club video
on Atlanta's Video Music Channel."

Wow and Adam And The Ants. And now we've signed him as a recording artist in the United States. He has
travelled the different parts of the world to record local folk music and has compiled an album where each
track represents a different ethnic dance, drawing from places in South Africa, Cuba, and even the South
Bronx. The album is due in February, but we have just released the first single from the album entitled
'Buffalo Gals'. The 12" includes three versions of 'Buffalo Gals', a Tennessee square-dance tune. McLaren
recorded one version 'straight' with local 'hill musicians' in Tennessee. The other two versions include
the square-dance tune ‘Funked Up', using the 'world famous supreme team show' and are ypdated to portray
the current dance trends in New York.
