LET'S START WITH A CAREER ENCAPSULATION...

College with a broadcast journalism major, TV for a year, and two radio stations: WIOT for five,
and two here at WLVQ.

YOU WENT FROM PROGRAM DIRECTOR AT WIOT TO DOING THE MUSIC AT WLVQ. EXPLAIN THAT MOVE...

Of course, I wanted to move to a larger market, and I also wanted to be able to work for a major
broadcast corporation that was responsible, committed to radio and people-oriented, and that's what
Taft is all about. Also, I missed music as a PD and found the longer I was away from Music Director
the more I realized it...Naturally, money was a consideration, and now I am Assistant PD here.

IT SEEMS A LOT OF PROGRAM DIRECTORS WHO DON'T SPEND TIME KEEPING UP WITH THE SONGS AND ARTISTS THEY
PLAY TEND TO DOWNPLAY THE IMPORTANCE OF THE MUSIC...DOES PD PAT STILL STAY CURRENT IN HIS LISTENING

AND OFFER REGULAR INPUT?

The success of WIOT when I was there was that interaction between PD and MD. That's what kept us in
the 12's and 13's--and the 14's and 15's when Pat and I worked together there. It was a real thrill
to regroup the team here, because we hear records differently. He hears certain styles that I don't
and vice versa. And a lot of times if we both don't know and throw our hands up in the air, we

add the record. :

BUT IF YOU BOTH CAN'T HEAR IT, WHAT'S THE MOTIVATION TO ADD?

We just get a feeling that we are neglecting a record, and in those cases, we simply involve the
audience to get some feedback. We actively ask for music response through all dayparts, to get some
kind of heartbeat or pulse for the record or artist.

WHAT KIND OF MUSIC DO YOU HEAR FIRST?

Deeper album tracks and what I call street rock and roll, as personified by things 1ike Los Lobos
and Stevie Ray...Pat can hear a power record in two listens, whereas something 1ike Steve Perry's
"0h Sherrie" or John Waite's "Missing You" may take me ten or twenty.

YOU'VE BEEN A KEY ELEMENT IN THE ARB SUCCESS OF TWO OF THE COUNTRY'S TOP-RATED AOR'S...NOW YOU'RE
SITTING ON YOUR FOURTH STRAIGHT BOOK IN THE 12's...WHEN YOU CONSISTENTLY SCORE THAT HIGH, DO YOU STILL
FEEL PRESSURE TO TAKE IT INTO THE 15's OR 16's?

Sure. Where's the 14? We know it's out there and we're going to get it. And when we get the 14,
we'll feel pressure to hit 15. Our plan is consistency. Strong morning show--thought-out music mix--
controlled 1ibrary of new songs--emphasis on music--creative air talent with team work--and those ex-
tremely important face to face promotions.

PLEASE ELABORATE.

We think it's crucial to get out and see our listeners, to hear their ideas, and get their input.
We'll do everything from giving out albums in the street to doing shows from different locations.
Why sit in the studio when you can get out with the people. Our morning show is out three times a
month, even our night time guy is out. And these are not the tacky hardware store remote approach,
For example, on Halloween, we were out at a stereo store judging Halloween costumes and giving
away prizes.

ARE YOUR DOUBLE DIGIT ARB SUCCESSES A FUNCTION OF NO ALBUM COMPETITION?

No, our threats are very present. We've got two CHR's in a very hip AC, and a few other very, very
well-targeted radio stations, all out there for the listeners. The album competition doesn't enter
into it. When 4 stations have added the Honeydrippers and Huey Lewis and Bruce Springsteen, do you
think that's album competition? I do.

WITH THAT MANY CHR'S BREATHING DOWN YOUR NECK, HAVE YOU FOUND YOU CAN PROFIT MORE BY STRETCHING YOUR
PLAYLIST TO INCLUDE AS MUCH OF THEIR MUSIC AS POSSIBLE, OR DO YOU MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO AVOID THEIR
POWER RECORDS?

Our bottom Tine is to always play new music first in the market. Any station can play the Honeydrippers,
Springsteen, Billy Idol or the Cars. Our job is to make QFM96 the station that people want to hear
those records on first. Our cut depth depends on what we think is great. When Bryan Adams came in,

we played 5 tracks. Most PD's might think that's risky, but it helped us narrow it down to two tracks,
with a good feel for the others we'll add later. That positions the CHR's as narrow minded, and not
artist-oriented or interested. The Bryan Adams fans are here and they know that WLVQ is where they'll
hear most of this new record first, and where they'11l hear his next record. Even though more record
people seem to be saying,"the CHR's are going to beat you on this or that", in fact, we're beating the
daylights out of them with yet another great track from the same record.

DO YOU THINK THE OLD "YOU CAN'T GET HURT BY WHAT YOU DON'T PLAY" AXIOM STILL APPLIES?

No. I don't want people cuming other radio stations for records we should have played. Good records
are gonna get on, and if you miss a hit, the audience will seek it out somewhere else.

YOU'VE NEVER PULLED PUNCHES IN YOUR COMMENTS. HOW HAS THAT STRAIGHT-FROM-THE-HIP STYLE EFFECTED
YOUR RELATIONSHIP WITH THE RECORD COMPANIES?

It has only helped. We have fun with promotion people. They bring us records!! We keep that relation-
ship open and honest and very down-to-earth. The right records get more listeners, so we help our-
selves and the various reps by taking our listening seriously. And playing the heavy role when you're
top-rated will work until the day you're #2, and then that philosophy will be out the window, along

with your promotions, your exclusives, and possibly your record service. Good business is what gets
the job done.

HOW MUCH TIME DO YOU SPEND LISTENING?

I don't spend more than six uninterrupted hours a week. Twenty percent at work, 40% at home, and
the rest in the car--probably 80% of which is on cassette.

DO YOU LISTEN TO THE WHOLE ALBUM?

Not unless it's an artist into their second or third project, and I rarely listen to side 2.
Experience says if you can't find it on side 1, it probably won't be on side 2. I'm sure every
record guy has four examples of me being wrong, but that's the general case.
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‘ Paging... Lee Randall

BILL: DO YOU EVER DISCUSS TIME BUY SUPPORT WITH LABELS?

LEE: No I don't, and the programming department doesn't. Our salesmen deal with that and tiu’;hnys gre ¢
never a criteria to add a record. We consider that tacky. X

BILL: DO YOU BELIEVE WHAT YOU READ. IN THE TIPS AND TRADES?

LEE: I don't believe anything I read. Sometimes chart position doesn't cut it as a reason for a drop or
an add. I have to get in there and find out for myself. I call around, talk to people, and ask
some non-industry types for their opinions on music. And every now and then, I call our consultant.

BILL: WHAT DO YOU CALL THEM?

LEE: Actually, we have a great relationship with BAMD. We turn our dialogue into an idea factory. We
don't argue about new records, we talk intelligently about them and why we think they should be on
and who they're reaching.

BILL: WHAT'S TOUGHER, LEE RANDALL'S JOB, OR THAT OF, LET'S SAY, MIKE WHITENECK, YOUR RCA REP OUT OF DETROIT?

LEE: I'd say we both have our difficulties due to scheduling. His road demands sometimes equal my
promotion and concert demands and other obligations, but I would bet he works a four-day week and I
work six days, and that's a fact, Jack.

BILL: WHAT DO YOU LISTEN TO AT HOME?

LEE: Jazz and Motown. The Crusaders, Grover Washington, Earl Klugh, and the first Michael Jackson album-- 4
last record bought? A Barry White cutout.

BILL: WHO ARE YOUR RADIO HEROES?
LEE: The great communicators--Larry King, Dick Clark, and I think Steve Dahl and Garry Meier take it to the max.

BILL: OF THE RECORD PEOPLE WHO WORK YOU, WHO DO YOU THINK HAS THE BEST EARS?

LEE: Larry Bole, WEA, Bob Clark, Atlantic, and occasionally the New Avenuesguys when they are working some
baby band, because they take time to listen to the entire project.

BILL: CONSIDERING THE IMPORTANCE OF OHIO STATE TO COLUMBUS, HOW DO YOU APPEAL TO THE STUDENT POPULATION
WITHOUT TURNING OFF THE TOWNIES?

LEE:  First of all, you've got to remember that students don't get ratings books, but this city is out of
control for Ohio State. In a town where Woody Hayes could run for any office and win, 1'd say we
spend a good 15%-20% of our programming in tne appropriate seasons with promotions, concert tie-ins,
and live broadcasts.

BILL: HOW ABOUT SPORTS COVERAGE?

LEE: We have our own sports guy, The Munch, who is a sports junkie. He runs a sports bar that seats
about 300, with Satellite sports feeds on three giant 10x10 screens, and we have him on for 3 minutes
at 4:00 every afternoon, and occasionally will show up in other dayparts.

BILL: ANY INDUSTRY PHRASES YOU'D LIKE TO SEE PERMANENTLY RETIRED?
LEE: "It sounds great in the car"..."I've never heard one like this before“...and "Everybody's adding this"

BILL: HOW DO YOU SPEND YOUR SPRARE TIME?
LEE: With my wife. Since we're independently wealthy, we generally pursue a variety of hobbies.

BILL: YOU'VE EFFECTIVELY SIDESTEPPED MOST OF MY MORE PERSONAL QUESTIONS. WHY?
LEE: Because I 1ike to leave work at work, and that's hard enough to do in this business.

BILL: HERE'S ONE MORE.. GOT ANY NEW YEAR'S RESOLUTIONS?
LEE: More quality listening...

Your Love'...Also functioning well and providing me with momentary chills of delight: Bryan Adams, Planet P,
Bryan Adams, Don Henley (a stone cold mo-fo), The Kinks, Don Henley, Deep Deep Purple, Bryan Adams, Queensryche,
Don Henley, The Honeydrippers and that's not all. Oh, did I forget Bryan Adams!...At home - hey, do you really
give a shit? If so, let's talk on the phone."

Any time a new band is getting on ‘Entertainment Tonight'and People Magazine before I've
even had a chance to hear them, I'm naturally wary. But once I got over my prejudice, I realized that 'Two
Tribes' is a damn good song that belongs on the air. It probably won't call-out but historically neither
did the Pretenders, Billy Idol, or even Bruce Springsteen, and I can't imagine a statiom not playing any
of them. So don't miss out, 'Relax’' and go with Frankie...Triumph is off to a good start which 1s no surprise.
They've always been huge in the Northwest, and 'Thunder Seven' will continue to keep their fans happy.
‘Spellbound' gets the album off to a rockin' start and 'Killing Time' with the two intros especially captured
my ear...Is that Tina Turner in the background on the Foreigner single? It sure sounds like her. We're
going to hit this love ballad hard because we know it will be an across-the-board smash. And then, we'll
play the rockers we anticipate to be on the album. Lou Gramm has evolved from a Paul Rodgers clone to one
of the great rock singers of our time."

WYNF, TAMPA, FL M.D.-RON DIAZ: "“The new Foreigner is an obvious 'Waiting On A Girl', 'Every Breath' 'Keep
On Loving You™ hit. Tots of syrup but with Lou Gramm's searing vocals, it's a multi-format sure shot...
'Will The Wolf Survive' is growing on me 1ike fangs on a vampire. Los Lobos, count me in, muchachos...

The Giuffria unfolds at WYNF. Now some of the jocks tell me, 'Hey Dude, at first 'Call To The Heart' was
casual. But now, it's killer'...Another survivor of the airplay wars is John Parr. We are getting good
research back on 'Naughty Naughty'. It's there...The Dokken album has held up well for many weeks here so
we're more than willing to go further into 'Tooth And Nail'...It's been a fun-filled week at the Pirate
station with a double shot in-store featuring Patty Smyth and John Waite at the grand opening of Tampa Bay's
second Peaches location. Big crowd, lots of autographs signed, and your basic successful promotion. A tip
of the rock and roll cap to one of the most courteous and professional in the business - Patty Smyth. Thanks
are also in order for Rickie T from CBS and Simon Buchman of the Scandal management team as well as Chris
Hensley and Terry Lawson of EMI...The Fixx put on two tremendous sold-out shows at our Bay Front Aud{torium
with HiV and FEO there to film the concert for The Fixx Christmas Show on cable.

Wnite...With Christmas just around the corner, T95 needs Christmas ID's. Please help... As far as music goes,
the John Parr and the Bob Dylan look 1like big smashes in Wichita...Until next week..."

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, M.D.-ERIN RILEY: "What a relief--things seem to be winding down around here. With the
exceptian, of course, of the 'Pyrple Rain' tour coming through Philadelphia. Three sold-out nights of
screaming folks standing on their chairs for two hours, I being one of them. Sometimes it's hard to maintain
your composure.

Third listen, 'I kinda like it--it sounds
Christmas-y'. Fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh listens, 'I think I Tove it! It builds nicely to a great
chorus--it's gonna be h-u-g-e! (We're talking number one.) A truly fantastic song...Looks 1ike Philip Bailey
is gonna have a big crossover hit. 'Easy Lover' is a good tune (or is that bad jam), and with Midas-man
Phil Collins helping out so much, AOR should have no problem with this one...We've been spot playing and
seeing requests for 'The Price' by Twisted Sister ever since the record has been released, but that's not
surprising considering this is their home base.

WDHA, DOVER, NJ G.M.-BOB LINDER: “Al Stewart stopped in to talk about his area performances at the Bottom Line
Tn N.Y.C. and the Stone Pony 1n Asbury Park. The tour continues for another month. Al said, 'The new
album "Russians And Americans" is like a time capsule of 1984 covering politics to drunk driving as well
as some humor. The song "The One That Got Away" is almost irrelevant to the rest of the album. It doesn't
belong. It was put on because radio stations tend to play things with saxophones. The other eight songs
are much better. When I was in England a lot of people thought "Year Of The Cat" was the first thing I did,
but in fact it was my seventh album. I used to tour as an acoustic folk singer. But when I came to America
I used a full electric band. Recently I've combined the two elements in my shows.' Despite Al's lack of
fondness for 'The One That Got Away' we are playing it with good response and feel it's the best track to
reintroduce Al to our audience...WDHA ran a promotional tour to London which was a lot of fun, but I am
a little behind (what time zone are we in) so belated thanks to Dave Morrell for a visit with W.A.S.P,
Bi1l McGathy with Stone Fury, Jim Del Balzo with Romeo Void, and Bruce Tennenbaum with Fiona...Phil Collins
continues to amaze us with his energy, musical and production skiTls., Re's done more for music in the Tlast
couple of years than anyone I can think of. And his most recent efforts with Philip Bailey have again
expanded the boundaries of AOR airplay...Interesting to note on my visit to London that while the U.K.
continues to have great influence on American rock and roll, Londoners can't get enough of our music. When you
*hink about it, the early Beatles music was very much influenced by American pop and blues. But of course they
carried it to the next plateau. Now some of the American rock and roll influenced by the Beatles is being
recycled back again from England with some new rhythms from Africa, South America and the Caribbean."

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-AMY DAHLMAN: "“Instant phone reaction to two majors this week. TFS's intros are the
ticket to revising both anthems and now with 'The Price' in the wings, Dee and the guys may have finally hit it
really big...Another phone jammer is the Phil and Phil show with 'Easy Lover'. Unbelievable across-the-board
acceptance...Spend some time with Triumph's 'Thunder' and you'll realize the full potential of this one. These
guys have taken it to the limit this time. They've retained their signature sound while progressing musically
delivering a final product that's exciting and new. No corporate made -for-TV bullshit here. They've done it
up right and the audience knows it. One week out, third most requested...Good news for Supertramp fans--

The remix really does the trick with blood, guts and guitar riffs. I love itl...Happy birthday to my favorite
--Mr. Plen...Hint to EMI: ‘'Heavy Pettin' is the cut!"

KILO, COLORADO SPRINGS, CO M.D.-ALAN WHITE: " 'Tis the season for lots of second, third and fourth album
tracks and there are some deep ones out right now. Henley, Adams, Benatar, Hatchet, and Squier to name a few!
We're gonna jump on Foreigner's with both feet, 'cause you can bet everyone will be on it like white on rice
in no time flat...Philip Bailey & Phil Collins 'Easy Lover' gets the nod this week. It's been in h-o-t
rotation this week at home, in the car, and in my head, for about a month now, and it's gonna be a monster with
calls starting to come in after just a few plays. The Collins touch is magic...Had a great time in Denver over
Thanksgiving with the Zuckers and the Meyers. Finer people you will not meet...Congrats to: Ex-KILO jock,
Tim 'Dusty’' Scott and his new bride, Judy.
