THE THOMPSON TWINS bounce back into action as they're due to return to
the studio next week to get working on the new Lp. Tom Bailey has now
fully recovered since his collapse in a London hotel a few weeks ago.
Nile Rodgers will be sitting in the producer's seat, and the album is
set for release in the late Summer with a U.K. tour due to take place in
the Autumn.

Meanwhile, the BRONSKI BEAT saga continues. The band are denying rumors
that Mark Almond (ex-Soft Cell) will be the replacement vocalist for
Jimmi Sommerville. Mr. Almond, of course, recently teamed up with the
Bronskis to record their British Top 10 hit "I Feel Love", s0 it seems
that the marriage was temporary after all. On the other hand, Jimmi

Needless to say, I was mesmerized
throughout. 'Set Them Free' does the same thing to me on vinyl as it did live, and it really sounds beautiful
on-the-air...Paul Young's ‘Everytime' showing up everywhere on every radio station and Top 10 sales just
everywhere. It's not too soft--it's perfect!...'PinkAndBlack' from Robert Plant sizzles. That's our favorite...
Many requests coming in for 'Money For Nothing'...Hooters #1 sales, four cuts deep and their independent release
'Amore' is Top 10 sales again'...Added note from Paul Heiné and Erin who saw Van Morrison last week: "It's rare
when you get %o see musicianship of that caliber. Some of the Plants on-stage were better than many players
we've seen in the last year, and we're not talking Plant music here!"...Due to unprecedented U2-mania in
Philadelphia, we featured every track off the import mini-Lp. Kudos to Island for bringing it to us domestically.
This is a must-deal-with-record for any album station!"

KGON, PORTLAND, OR M.D.-INESSA YORK: “Night Ranger's and Sting's offerings have, of course, been straight
away attention grabbers. [ do notice that with Sting it's a song that seems to take several listens, but I
think that's a positive (easier on the old burnout factor)...Nice to welcome Heart back to the Northwest
airwaves with a gutsy ballad...Frankly, I don't know yet where I stand with the new Ratt, but I do have to
admit the goods are there. They throw those lines out and reel the kids in...The new Talking Heads album
appears to take them out of funksville back to the more simple song approaches of the early days and the
early albums - a comfortable kind of Lp, all about babies and stuff...Tastiest to come along in some time
is Bryan Ferry's solo album. Not one let-down on either side, except I could stand more. Ah, euphoria, absoluta!"

I had the opportunity a few months back to see his live show, and to say it's
amazing is an understatement...To not play Bob Dylan is a sin. 'Tight Connection' is on the radio and I'm
waiting for the listeners to respond. It's gonna be up to them. If they come thru early, Dylan is going to
be a hit...Paul Hardcastle's thoughts are touching, and his sentiments well taken. If you're a doubter, that
is,you don't think the song fits, your audience is going to miss out on something- that's as relevant as the
new Beatles' record was fifteen years ago...Pick up the flip to 'Glory Days'. ‘'Stand On It' by Bruce is a
great B Side that'1l make you shake, rattle, and roll...Charles Lacquidara's Big Matress Song Of The Week
comes from Paul Hardcastle. It's 'Nineteen'."

WSKS, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-MARTY BENDER: "Lp extensions: 'Sixes And Sevens' by Plant is paving the way to
Tollow-up the single...Night Ranger expands with 'The Boy Needs To Rock' and the album's finale 'Goodbye'...
Track down the Tears For Fears retail remix on 'Everybody Wants ToRule The World'. Its format revitalization
involving CHR is knocking it dead...The REQO Speedwagon song from 'Goonies' is a sleeper. Very reminiscent
of 'Sister Moonshine' by Supertramp...There's a lot of ballads out there, but we're cleaning house for
Shooting Star's 'Somewhere In Your Heart'...Speaking of ballads, the Don Henley B Side 'tears' it up. Is it
industrial smoke or dust in my eyes?...The Alaska album deserves at least an objective listen...Who is this
Shadow Page band?...Hey, is any radio station anywhere actually playing Nina Hagen?...Finally, Webster defines
hat trick as 'the retiring of three batsmen with three consecutive balls'. Just thought you'd like to know...
And whatever happened to Rolf Harris?"

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-RICK VAN GIL: "After a three-day weekend of laying out by my Mr. Turtle pool, about the
only part of my body that doesn't look 1ike a lobster is my ear lobes, thanks to my Walkman-type cassette
player, and even though the speed of the tape goes fast for 17 seconds and slow for 42 seconds, I could still
enjoy listening to the new U2. 'Wide Awake In America' is another gem in U2's crown. This is a group that
sounds great no matter how good or bad your Close And Play sounds. U2 has become one of the new core groups
for us, with great phones and sales to back us up...Sting goes right into heavy in a very safe move, as does
Supertramp because of jocks'demand and high quality phone people...Dire Straits sales are really moving, so
in goes another tune from that quality Lp...I thought I was doing my air staff a favor in giving them Omar And
The Howlers records and tapes, however problems came up when listening to Omar in the car because of pedal to
the metal reaction. 'I Told You So' could be the ultimate summertime cruiser. I know the superstar product
is great right now, but take the time to check out Omar And The Howlers.

It would seem to me that

China Crisis and Translator could fill the empty void. Both bands have roots in traditional AOR playlists -
Walter Becker produced China Crisis and it has the feel of Steely Dan. Translator's guitar styling and vocals
are quite reminiscent of the Byrds. Both are late 60's/early 70's artists that attract those good ol'

upper demos. Enough with my tirade...A couple of other acts that don't have their roots that far back but
are great, nonetheless, are Animotion, whose follow-up 'Let Him Go' is every much a hit as the first; and
the Boomtown Rats who have their strongest record ever with 'Rain' which is doing quite well...Hot on the
home turntable: Newimports from the Chameleons and Propaganda."
