*Women" should pick up right where they left off-at #1! Producer Mutt Lange and the
band get off more hooks in the opening 30 seconds than many do in an entire album
and from there "Women® thumps, crunches, rocks, rolls and takes you through some
mighty powerful changes as Def Leppard continue to set new standards in their genre.
Hysteria indeed!

COCK ROBIN, "JUST AROUND THE CORNER®, COt UMBIA

Our initial response after hearing “Just Around The Corner® was, ‘This is Cock
Robin!1??*  Sure, we all liked their first album but the final analysis found too much
sugar and not enough fiber for format survival. Somehow the combination of producer
Don Gehman and the confidence that comes with 3 Top 10 European singles has
imparted a tougher, more satisfying and compatible sound; sort of like a super slick
Roxy Music, highlighted by Peter Kingsbery's fiery baritone vocalizing. We think this
much improved follow-up will give your ears a new lease on this elegant international
outfit. Hey, Mark Chernoff was so knocked out he put it on WNEW OTB.

DIO, "DREAM EViL*, WARNER BROS.

The airplay stats and audience reaction reinforce KUPD's J. David Holmes’ contention
that "I Could Have Been A Dreamer" is Dio’s "Most memorable song to date”: a 29
station #4 Most Added finish has "Dreamer” playing at 74 reporters, with over a third
already citin\% Good to Excellent phones. And when KBPI, KTXQ, WYNF, KISS, KLOL,
WLAV and WAQX have it in heavy 2nd week out, you know this one's for real. Chris
James, WTPA calls it "A heavy record with definite adult appeal’; Joe Skare, KFMQ
hears “A much more accessible track that could net Ronnie his best success so far" and
Robin_Mathieu, WBLM relates "One spin told us Dio was going to be a tremendous
phone record”.

That's
rian McDonald. This Minneapolis based dude may cite Beethoven as a major influence,
but we hear a turbo-charged Billy Squier meets Honeymoon Suite sound that cooks like
a house on fire. That massive melody and sturdy Beau Hill (Roger Daltrey, Ratt, Bob
Dylan) production will ?et your core’s attention right quick, while the song's subtle
anti-suicide message will score big public service points with the community at large.
Do we smell a major phone record here?

GUNS N' ROSES, "WELCOME TO THE JUNGLE", GEFFEN

Sounds inviting, eh? This five piece powerhouse unit has been raising hell in the City
of Angels for the past few years, and now they're primed to take on the nation. Call
‘em a blend of Aerosmith, early Stones and the Pistols but don't call them late for
dinner, these guys are hungry! Ready to out Motiey the Crue and out Twist TFS, Guns
N' Roses speak the language of the street, cuz that's where they earned it. On the
lead-off track there's a "Back In The Saddle” groove that works into a fiery frenzy
guaranteed to disturb the neighbors. It's high caliber, potent rock delivered by the new
bad boys of the street!

KBP1 IMPOR
ELEVATES EDWARDS TO ASST PD

You'd expect a hybrid like KBPI, Denver to hire a program
director with a multi-format history. After all, previous 'BP
programmers like Tom Hunter, Howie Castle and Frank Cody
all have backgrounds that go well beyond AOR. The latest to
join the ranks of those who have programmed the Rocky
Mountain way is former WINZ, Miami PD Gabe Baptiste. He
claimed the coveted KBPI PD assignment this past Friday,
replacing Tom Hunter who left in May to join MTV as VP
Music Programming.

With a resume that includes programming experience in
Contemporary Adult Rock (the "95-INZ° incamation of WINZ);
Top 40 (WINZ's °I-95° period)) AOR (WXLP, Quad
Cities/Davenport); and Short Wave Radio (Radio Nacional de
Venezuela), Gabe believes in going beyond traditional AOR and
CHR parameters and extending KBPI to become “format proof.”
“You can be certain things to people in the market,” he told
FMQB, “that really don't have anything to do with the music
you're playing. For example, in Denver we're perceived as
being a ‘big radio station.’ Being programming types, we have
our own little niches that we put the station in, but the
presumption on the street is just that this is a real big radio
station.”

Although KBPI operator Sandusky Radio is generally regarded
as being highly research oriented, Gabe subscribes to the
theory that you've got to balance science with emotion. *One
of the things about having all the research and tools around
you is that once you have that under control, then you really
have the opportunity to take a few risks and walk on that
tightrope of having Radio Fun. But if you're at a station that
doesn't have all the foundations taken care of, and then you
take a few risks and try to have fun, you can get your nuts
cut offi*

KBCO currently leads the crowded Denver Rock Radio race
with an 8.3 in the Winter ARB, compared to KAZY's 5.4 and
'‘BPI's 5.3. How does Gabe view the competition? “We're
hoping that some of those syndicated satellite companies will
be able to create a few more Format 41 type formats for
some of those other stations that are in our way.”

One of Gabe's first moves after taking over the programming
reins was to elevate MD John Edwards to Asst PD/MD. °it's
a pleasure to formalize that which he's been doing, which is
basically the work of an Asst PD, rather than just the work
of an MD. He's obviously been holding things real close
together in the time that we haven't had a PD, and everybody
here has the highest regard for him." Edwards added, “I'm
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continuing to enjoy the opportunity to contribute even more
to America's premiere broadcast group.*

Dual promotions at Elektra followed Mike Bone's resignation
as Snr VP Marketing/Promotion.

KBPI PD GABE BAPTISTE: "YOU HAVE TO FIGHT FOR YOUR
RIGHT TO SAY WHAT YOU PLEASE WITHOUT CENSORSHIP”

"One of the areas we
dealt with in the ‘Radio:

Right Or Wrong’
discussion was
censorship. Even

though you may not
want a Howard Stern on
the air at your radio
station, you really have
to be prepared to fight
for your right and his
right to say that which
he pleases without
censorship. Because if
we let a little bit of
our First Amendment
rights go, then first they're going to say that you can’t say
these words, then theyll say you can say that, and pretty
soon it's going to reach down to affecting what a radio
station in a real conservative market has to worry about
saying, which is a real shame. It's one thing in the big
markets where you're looking for a certain amount of shock,
but if we don't right now take the bull by the horns and let
the F.C.C. know that we're not pansies out here and that we
are very interested in protecting our Constitutional rights as
the media, then we're going to see certain things which we
take for granted today removed. Face it, a small station that
gets into a situation like Infinity has with Stern is going to
knuckle under and say, ‘Gosh, we can't afford the legal fees.
We just won't get into this subject if the F.C.C. says that
subject is not to be discussed.’ In the smaller markets where
there's less fragmentation you have a wider range of ages
listening to the stations, so it should be more of a
consideration in the smaller markets versus the big ones.*

"I don't think I've ever heard anybody say, until this
Conclave, that ‘If you don't like it, turn it off’ Maybe we've
reached a certain maturity as a media now where we're not
always worried about having people listen for 900 hours and
where we expect to have them listen every hour of the day.
Maybe now we know what the parameters are for listening
and now we have the maturity to say on the air, ‘If there are
certain things on this radio station that are not for you, then
turn it off.’ In response to those people who want to censor
us, we're saying, ‘look, there is an alternative. If this radio
station is garnering ratings, then there’s a reason for it to be
there. And if you don't like what you hear, don't call the
F.C.C., just turn the thing off."

*On a related subject, radio stations can demand moral, ethical
and technical standards that are higher than those set by the
government or the law. We have to keep that in mind if we
really want high quality and we really want to find our niches
and stick to them, and really find some things to fight for.
For example, there are certain technical standards that the
F.C.C. has that were developed back in the late 40's for FM.
Your station’s going to sound pretty shitty if you only use the
F.C.C. standards by which to operate your transmitter. And
maybe we have to examine not only our standards in moral,
ethical and technical issues, but also in editorial issues. So
often we do things automatically and we don't really think
about them or their far-reaching implications and in order to
survive into the 90's we're going to have to look at those
far-reaching implications."

*And lastly, let's not forget that Tipper Gore is once again

looming on the horizon with Albert's presidential bid."

CONSULTANT TOM TEUBER: ‘WE'RE ON THE BRINK OF A
RADI EATIVITY”

"For me, the highlight
of the Conclave was Dr
Timothy Leary's keynote
address on ‘The
Triumphs Of Radio In
The Roaring 20th
Century. I'm a child
of the 60's, and it was
exciting to be reminded
twenty years later that
The Summer Of Love in
1967 really was an
important benchmark for
social, cultural and
political change. Radio
was right there,
spreading the word and playing the music. Fve had the
feeling for some time that we're on the brink of a new era of
creativity in Rock Radio. Dr Leary’'s speech reinforced that
feeling. In the 60's he was teaching us how to use
psychedelic drugs to expand our consciousness. In the 80's
he’s using computer software to do the same thing. | was
energized by that and in this age when complex problems are
reduced to simple slogans like ‘just say no’, it was refreshing
to be reminded of the distinction between drug use and drug
abuse.”

TRACE YOUR CAREER PATH.

My first hands on
experience in radio was
between '72 and '76 at
a great college radio
station, WGSU-FM in
Geneseo, NY just south
.= of Rochester. It was a
highly organized free-
form station. At the
‘same time, from '74-
B '76 | also worked at a
commercial station,
WCJW in Warsaw, NY,
an AM-daytimer with a

format that crossed AC
and Country. The station was run by a Mormon family, whose
fervant belief in their religion often effected our

programming. For instance, records would regularly be pulled
off the air on Monday mornings. The family would go to
services on Sunday and if any member of their church
community had a problem with one of our records, no matter
how strong the record was, it got pulled off the air the
following morning. After college from ‘76 to ‘77, | went to
work in Rochester at a Public Radio Station, WXXI-FM, the
city's NPR affiliate. The wages were the worst, but the
experience was great. | had a classical music show, | had a
jazz show and | engineered everything from the Polish hour
on Saturday to far too many Gilbert and Sullivan weekends.
Then from '77 to '78 | went to WMJQ, Rochester which at the
time was a soft rock station programmed by Al Peterson. |
left there just as they had gone to an Abrams format in 1978
when | segued over to WCMF which at the time was a
progressive station. Although the first six months were a lot
of fun with all the freedom we had as jocks, WMJQ in its new
guise kicked our ass so soundly that the progressive ideals
had to be left behind for fiscal realty. We went through
some changes for awhile and then were sold to Sconix
Broadcasting who cleared out personnel as fast as they did
our antiquated equipment. A total of six people made the cut.
Jeff Pollack was brought in, in fact we were the first station
in his consultancy after leaving WMMR. With his help we
soon became the format leader and eventually WMJQ dropped
Abrams as a consultant and they became John Sebastian's first
consulted station after he left WCOZ. Obviously a classic
battle was about to begin as this was the only market at the
time where Jeff and John were going head to head. WCMF
and Jeff Pollack triumphed and | think that got me my next
job. WCOZ at the time was the highest rated rock station in
a top 25 market in the history of radio ratings with a 12.5
share. Tom Hunter, then the program director of WMJQ, told
me he and John Sebastian wanted me out of town. So when
the music director position opened up at WCOZ, they both
made sure | had an interview. Honestly the way | felt about
myself at the time was that | wasn't quite ready for a market
so big, but apparently Andy Beaubian thought | was. In a few
weeks | was living in Boston. It was a very exciting and
painful year and a half. Some of the people in the company
started to make our jobs very difficult and dismantled our
beautiful radio station. It soon became apparent to me that
the scapegoats for the decline were being sought out and |
wasn't about to be one of them. As much as | liked Boston |
had to consider some options. Through an incredible stroke
of luck | quickly had an interview at KGB. | flew in
Halloween weekend in 1982 and was offered the job at the
end of my interview. | know it sounds corny, but | felt like
| had come home. The station was everything | wanted a

station to be: solid, understanding ownership, an incredible
leader in Larry Bruce, a great staff.and support system and
with the physical environment in San-Diego to top it all off |
thought | had died and gone to heaven. Except for a
momentary trip to the East Coast last year, when | had the
priviledge of being the WIYY PD for two weeks, KGB's been
my radio home. '

WHO WERE THE THREE MOST INFLUENTIAL PEOPLE IN
YOUR CAREER?

| find this a hard question to answer. There are a number of
people who have influenced me in ways that go far beyond my
experience as a broadcaster. Completely isolating this
question to my career I'd have to say, 1) John Davlin, the
General Manager of WGSU-FM. John taught me the
importance of quality over quantity.  Although at times
extremely frustrating, he was an inspiration. Probably the
most lasting influence | got from John, was to always
remember that all music, no matter how basic, complex, raw,
irritating, etc., was inherently good and should be given the
benefit of the doubt. | hope I'll always remember to believe
in that concept. And from what | understand John is working
at a college radio station and is probably causing trouble
there at this moment.  2) Jeff Pollack. Working with Jeff
Pollack at WCMF, when he was in a position to work hands
on with a radio station on an almost day to day basis, was
incredibly stimulating. What | got from Jeff was an
understanding of the balance in a radio station of formatics,
love of music, playing to the audiences needs and not your
own, and within that context still having fun doing rock and
roll radio without compromising your personal or musical
integrity. 3) | know this isn't a person, but sometimes it felt
like it was. The staff of WNEW-FM from their start-up to
about 1975, especially and specifically a jock named Jonathan
Schwartz. He was an inspiration. He had a beautiful voice
and incredible presentation. The man could talk for 20
minutes and | could be completely and totally enthralled. |
thought at the time that if | was ever lucky enough to work
at a rock and roll station I'd want to try to be Jonathan
Schwartz.

MCCARRICK - and a new single, "Song From The Edge Of
The World"...the band played at the Finsbury Park Supertent
in north London on July 25.

As any Fab Four collector will know, EMI has for the past five
years been fastidiously re-releasing each of the BEATLES'
singles exactly 20 years on from the date it first appeared, in
regular black vinyl and highly collectible picture-disc editions.
While the first of these "Love Me Do", made a major impact
on the charts here once again in October 1982, climbing to
number four, since the fuss died down each record has been
bought only by the real enthusiasts, and EMI's been happy
enough with that. Now, with all the attendant publicity of °It
was 20 years ago today", the company is taking a far more
aggressive marketing stance as the next release comes around:

WHITESNAKE have announced their European tour schedule
following their final US date at Philadelphia on August
5..most of their time will be spent in Germany with just one
date each in Switzerland and Holland and four in the UK
including Wembley Arena on July 26. The band have just
notched up their first ever UK top ten hit with the ballad “ls
This Love".

CLIFF_RICHARD is close to matching ELVIS PRESLEY's chart
record of 55 top ten singles as his current release "My Pretty
One* goes up to six and takes his current score to 50...if you
include CLIFF's duets with SARAH BRIGHTMAN, THE YOUNG
ONES and PHIL EVERLY, his Top Ten total is 53...

BOY GEORGE was the guest single reviewer in the Record
Mirror magazine this week...his favourite was LUTHER
VANDROSS, but when faced with the new release from soap
star ANITA DOBSON with QUEEN’s BRIAN MAY, he lost all
courage and refused to play because he’s such a fan of Angie,
the character she plays in "Eastenders®, and couldn’t bear to
say a word against her!

It's time to polish up your nods and winks as London’s major
auctioneers prepare themseives for their annual Rock ‘N’ Roll
auctions. Sotheby's have brought theirs forward to August 5
and included in the sale will be GEORGE HARRISON's 1969

DURAN and THE SEX PISTOLS and many others. Christie’s
hold their sale on August 28..more info on that in next
week’'s news.

REMEMBER THE CLASSIC 1970 DAVE MASON album, "Alone
Together*, that was released on marble vinyl? Well, MCA

Records is planning to re-issue that piece of music via
compact disc, and guess what? It will be the first marbleized
cd. The label is re-releasing this classic Lp to ready everyone
for Dave's forthcoming *“Two Hearts" album which, as we told
you, pairs him once again with TRAFFIC mate, STEVE
WINWOOD. We can expect the new record in October via
Voyager/MCA.

SEPTEMBER WILL SEE THE RELEASE of GEORGE HARRISON's

first album in five years. Contrary to previous reports, neither
PAUL MC CARTNEY or JULIAN LENNON appear on the Lp.
RINGO STARR however does play drums on several tracks.
Another special guest is Harrison's old friend ERIC CLAPTON,
who lends his talents to a number of songs.

AUGUST 31 IS THE DAY that the new PINK FLOYD record
lands in record stores across the country. Tickets for the
band’s forthcoming stadium tour have already gone on sale
throughout the U.S. and Canada. Floyd (which now is
comprised of DAVID GILMOUR, NICK MASON and RICHARD
WRIGHT) will be on the road at the same time as former band
member ROGER WATERS, who's out supporting his own album,
*RADIO KAOS".

WE'RE__PLEASED TO REPORT that guitarist YNGWIE
MALMSTEEN is recovering nicely from his near fatal auto
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accident. Malmsteen sustained serious head and facial injuries
on June 22 when his Jaguar was involved in a one vehicle
crash in Northridge, California.

LOS LOBOS: Los Lobos is denying reports that they are
planning to sue Paul Simon over their contributions to his
album, “Graceland®. A spokeswoman for their label, Slash
Records, says that reports of a potential lawsuit that appeared
in English newspapers are untrue and that there was never
any problem between the band and Simon.

GARFUNKEL SAYS HE AND SIMON AREN'T SPEAKING: Art
Garfunkel says he and former partner Paul Simon aren’t
speaking to each other at the moment. In an interview with
the Los Angeles Times, Garfunkel revealed that although
they’'ve come close to actually recording a few times, and that
he would like to have another reunion, their relationship is
going through one of its "cool® periods. "He's busy denying
Simon and Garfunkel and hating those songs and trying to be
an artist who's outgrown the old stuff,” Garfunkel said. But
fans are always saying they love the old stuff and asking if
there’s a possibility of seeing us do it again. I'm with the
fans,” said Garfunkel. Garfunkel is working on a new album
for release later this summer. He denies that the resurgence
in Simon’s popularity had anything to do with him recording
again.

ANTHRAX SAYS THERE'S NO REASON TO COMPROMISE TO
GET AIRPLAY: Speed metal band Anthrax is six weeks into a
national tour of two to three thousand-seat halls. Bassist
Frank Bello says they would like to get the opening siot on
an arena tour by a big metal band, but he says the group
isn't worried that their latest album, "Among The Living®,
isn't getting any airplay. Bello claims the Lp has already sold
250,000 copies on college station airplay alone, and has
become the biggest seller Anthrax has ever had. The album
was co-produced by Eddie Kramer, who has worked with Led
Zeppelin and Jimi Hendrix. *Iron Maiden doesn’t get played on
the radio and look where they are now," he said. “That's the
road we're taking. There'll never by any compromise. There's
no reason to."

LENNON ITEMS BRING TOP DOLLAR AT ANNUAL ROCK
AUCTION: John Lennon items brought the highest bids at
Sotheby’s Fifth Annual Rock and Roll Auction held in New
York. Sid Routhier, the museum curator for the Hard Rock
Cafes, bought most of the Lennon items, such as his original
lyrics for "Dear Prudence’ - $17,500 -, and ‘Imagine -
$7,000. A pair of Lennon’s glasses went for $8,500. Other
Beatle memorabilia auctioned off included a photo proof of the
"Yesterday And Today" butcher cover for $3,250; a framed
Gold record for "Abbey Road" - $2400.; a complete set of
*Beatles Monthly" magazines - $800.; a single brick from The
Cavern Club brought $600.; and, Ringo’s auto insurance policy
dated 1961 went for $550.. Non-Beatie items that brought high
prices included a floral shit owned by Jimi Hendrix, which
went for $2700., and a Gold album by The Who, which brought
$2500..

THE NYLONS: The Nylons kicked off a month long tour
opening for David Sanborn in Tulsa, Oklahoma, on July Sth.
The tour will play Houston, Dallas, Atlanta, Nashville, New
York, Boston, Washington, Philadelphia, Detroit and Chicago
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betore wrapping in Los Angeles. The Nylons shoot the video
for their next single, ‘Happy Together", on July 28th and
29th.

TURNER AUDIENCE HITS 1.8 MILLION: Tina Turner starts her

North American tour August 10th in Portland, Maine, after
spending five months touring in Europe. She'll play 80
concerts in 70 cities in the U.S. and Canada. So far on this
tour, Turner has played 99 sold-out shows with a total
audience of 1.8 miillion people.

ELTON JOHN: Elton John, in Los Angeles to launch his new
live album, caught old friend Chris Hillman’s concert at the
Roxy. Also in attendance: Bernie Taupin, Stephen Stills and
Nicolette Larson.

SIMPLE MINDS: Simple Minds’ Jim Kerr says he hasn't heard

either of the songs his wife Chrissie Hynde, of The
Pretenders, wrote and recorded for the new "007° movie,
*Living Daylights®. And, Kerr says he's not even a fan of
*James Bond".

HOW * NDS OF SILENCE®" GOT BACK INTO SIMON'S SET:

Paul Simon has added a second Simon and Garfunkel classic to
his *Graceland® tour set, albeit by accident. Simon went out
on the road with his South African show, determined to play
only two oldies - “The Boxer" and his early solo hit, "Mother
And Child Reunion”. However, at the Sydney Entertainment
Centre, a technical fault developed during a duet with Miriam
Makeba and Paul asked rhetorically, "What can | say?"
“Sounds Of Silence’,” responded a fan, and a laughing Simon
began playing the intro in a languid, blues style on electric
guitar. As the audience responded warmly, he went into the
song, which brought the house down. So it is now officially a
part of the show.

MICHAEL JACKSON HOSTING RARE LISTENING PARTY AT HIS
HOME: Michael Jackson is planning to launch his new album

by hosting a party at his Encino, California, home for
executives of the country’s top record store chains. Jackson's
new single, “I Just Can’t Stop Loving You", will be released
July 20th, with the album, "Bad®, due in stores August 31st.
The party will be held on July 13th with guests being
chauffeured from a Beverly Hills hotel to Jackson’s home. In
addition to hearing the new album, they'll also preview the
18-minute video which has been completed for the song "Bad”.

ALL-STAR TUTU CONCERT POSTPONED UNTIL NOVEMBER:

The all-star concert being planned in honor of Bishop Tutu
has been postponed from its original September 5th date.
Organizers now say the show will probably be held November
gth, and that it will definitely be held at UCLA. Super agent
Norby Walters is booking the talent for the concert.
According to organizer Charmaine Modjadji, it was Walters'
idea to reschedule the event because he wanted all of the
artists on his roster to participate. Another agent is booking
English acts. At a press conference in late May, Jeffrey
Osborne, Klymaxx and The Fat Boys were announced as a
partial line-up. It's hoped that in the coming weeks such stars
as Janet Jackson, Whitney Houston, Sting and Peter Gabriel
will also be confirmed. Paul Simon, originally announced as
one of the performers, will not be appearing.

EX-REVOLUTION MEMBERS WENDY & LISA RELEASE D T
LP_THIS MONTH: Wendy and Lisa, the guitar and keyboard
mainstays of Prince’s recently-disbanded group, The
Revolution, have cut their first album and signed with
Columbia Records. Their self-titted Lp, co-produced by Wendy
and Lisa and former Revolution drummer Bobby Z, is scheduled
for release the last week in July. The two have been working
together for the past three years, contributing tunes such as
“Mountains® and "Sometimes It Snows In April® to Prince
albums. While they were with Prince, they composed over 30
songs, but when they went out on their own, they discarded
all of them and wrote new ones because they were determined
to create music untinged by the Prince influence.

WILSON PICKETT: Wilson Pickett is out on his own

recognizance pending an appeal on a weapons conviction.
Pickett faces up to five years in prison after a jury in
Hackensack, New Jersey, found him guilty of bringing a loaded
shotgun into a bar three years ago this month. Pickett claimed
he didn’t know the gun was loaded. The singer says he’s also
filing a harassment charge against the police who arrested
him.

HALF MILLION DOLLAR DISPUTE OVER TAX BILL ON
LENNON CATTLE: Yoko Ono is contesting a tax bill in excess
of half a million dollars from the Internal Revenue Service
stemming from a 10 year old cattle transaction. In 1977, the
Lennons invested $375,000 on a $2.7 million deal for 122 cows,
10 bulls, real estate and used equipment. The |.R.S. contends
the deal was entered into as a tax shelter instead of for
profit. The Feds are refusing to allow write-offs for losses
related to the operation and they now want $592,000 in back
taxes. Ono and Lennon's estate have filed suit in U.S. Tax
Count.

SIMPLE MINDS TOOK EXTRA CARE WITH LIVE ALBUM: Jim

Kerr says more goes into making a live album than the
average fan might think. Kerr says about 30% of Simple Minds'’
new doubile live album had to be overdubbed, due to a variety
of factors. He also says the set — recorded in Paris —~ is
actually a trial run for the shows in Australia, which they
intended to record and release as the live Lp. “In Australia,
we were very conscious of the tape being on,” Kerr explained.
*"Maybe we even held back a little bit. But in France, there
was nothing to lose because it was a trial run.” Kerr said they
deliberately played smaller places in France than they usually
dq. Because they did, the fans went wild. "There was sweat
dripping from the ceiling ~ ideal circumstances to make a
rock record,” he said. "The Australian ones sounded good,
tight and professional, but so what?* Ironically, the same
“ideal circumstances® that made it a perfect way to record a
rock album also necessitated the overdubbing. Kerr said
although the "energy" was good at the Paris shows, a lot of
technical things were "dodgy.” "For instance,” he explained,
“the hall was so packed, the heat was knocking some of the
things out of tune. We worried how we were going to sort it
out without losing the original. Overdubbing didn't come as a
surprise because we got in touch with people who had made
other live albums we were fans of, and they all told us to be
prepared to overdub some things. Feedbacks, echoes, and
microphones falling down, you don't notice in the hall because
you're so into the vibe of the thing. You have to fix those
things in the studio.”

HAS ANYBODY NOTICED those new ads G.M.C.'s Buick Division
is running? It's a take-off on the Buddy Holly classic, "Oh
Boy", and the words have been changed to "Oh Buick"... Paul
McCartney did something he said he never would: He put the
Buddy Holly catalogue up for sale to the highest bidder.

THE GRATEFUL DEAD, smashed an all-time box office record-

- with a little help from Bob Dylan -~ last weekend at the
Giants Stadium in Jersey’'s Meadowlands Complex. John Scher's
righthand man, super-publicist Ren Gravatt, bulletins that the
exact gate last week for the Dylan/Dead spectacular was
71,598, with a gross coming in at about $1.6. Both are new
records for the facilty. Two of the '60's biggest and most
influential artists served up their 1980's menu as if in a time
warp. The Dead were in superb form, and Jerry Garcia, very
health-conscious since his severe iliness, is concentrating on
the music again, and having a good time as the Dead wind
through one sell-out after another.

DYLAN'S SET SEEMED more aloof and introspective than the

Dead's. It was kind of strange to hear Dylan's songs come out
with a Grateful Dead sensibility and feel. Bob looked thin as a
lick, dressed totally in black, with a dark black coat and a
matching black beret. Among the highlights of Dylan’s set, a
virtual potpourri of his career, were: "Memphis Blues Again®;
‘The Ballad Of The Thin Man®; "All Along The Watch Tower";
*Knockin’ On Heaven’s Door®; and an electrifying version of
one of Dylan’s most popular compositions, “It's All Over Now
Baby Blue®. Spotted at the Jersey record center were Arista's
Clive Davis and his staff. Arista is riding high with a new
Dead album just on the streets, and Whitney selling like
there’s no tomorrow. It was a memorable day for the nearly
72,000 paying customers. The final song of the night was the
Grateful Dead’'s current single ~ the song many people are
saying will catapult them to the top of the chars for the
first time in their 25-year career — "I Will Survive®.

KATT just has 500 tons of sand shipped to
them and dumped in a parking area in the heart of the
downtown section of the city. The station partakes in all the
seashore rituals: volleyball games, tan line contests for men
and women and a sand castle building contest with $100 going
to the winning sculpture. Jon Butcher and Richard Marx will
provide the entertainment this year, the first year for national
acts to come to their stage. The price of admission is $2.00
with all proceeds going to the American Cancer Society. The
station expects attendance to range anywhere between 10 and
15,000 people......sounds like a shore thing to mel

WKLC TAKES YOU TO THE RIVER

Every year WKLC has a fireworks show by the river with
local bands supplying the entertainment, drawing between 50
and 60,000 people. This year they decided if they were going
to do the July 4th promotion, they were going to do it up big
and went on a search for national acts. They were able to
get the Hooters and The Truth, and Bryan Adams (with a day
off between shows) agreed to supply the sound system for
free.

The payoff was big for WKLC-it was probably their most
successful July 4th promotion to date. About 80,000 joined
them for the concert, with another 25 to 30,000 showing up
for fireworks. The event was held on the riverfront in the
downtown area of Charleston. The crowd reached as far as a
half mile back and went twenty deep on the other side of the
river. Over 400 boats parked themselves in the river and
watched from there. The station received TV coverage before,
during and after the event, and newspapers covered it from a
week in advance to the day of the show. The festivities
started at 2:00PM with music and went on until 8:30 when the
fireworks began. Beach parties and body building contests
were a few of the events that took place during the day and
the Hooters were given the key to the city by the mayor!

WKLC PD Brian Krysz was extremely pleased with the results
of the promotion. It was one of the most successful concert
promotions he’s ever done. He offers this advice to any
station wishing to try this sort of promotion themselves for
the first time and he's willing to talk further to anyone who
would like more info: “I've probably done fifty shows....It's
very important to have a production guy who knows what
they're doing to fulfil the needs of the bands. It's very
intricate. You have to go from making sure the stage is right
and the sound is right, to making sure the band has something
to hang their clothes on if it's an outside show. There are so
many little things that go into it. And if it's done right it's

an everybody wins situation; the station looks good, the city
looks good and the band looks good.”
