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Clear Channel Spins 72 Stations 
In a flurry of activity this week Clear Channel 

effectively spun off 72 stations in 27 markets, 

necessitated by its pending merger with 

AMFM Inc. The proposed divestitures, which 

themselves are subject to regulatory scrutiny, 

were expected to raise some $4 billion dol- 

lars-enough to offset Clear Channel's pur- 

chase last week of SFX Entertainment-but 

many analysts doubted that the combined 

spin-offs would actually achieve this goal. 

Clear Channel's stock dropped following the 

announcement. 

After the merger with AMFM is complet- 

ed, Clear Channel-which had revenues of 

$2.68 billion in 1999, will operate some 874 

radio and 19 television stations in the U.S. 

The company also has equity interests in 

over 240 radio stations internationally, and 

operates more than 550,000 outdoor adver- 

tising displays worldwide. 

Major operators that picked up stations shed 

by Clear Channel include Infinity Broadcasting, 

which will pick up 18 stations for $1.4 billion; 

Cox Radio, which will acquire seven stations 

for $380 million; Cumulus, which gets 11 sta- 

tions for $227 million (cash and debt); and 

Hispanic Broadcasting which lands three FMs 

for $127 million cash. Other groups that picked 

up Clear Channel properties include Blue Chip 

Broadcasting, Chase Radio Partners, El Dorado 

Communications, Entravision Communica- 

tions, Mega Communications, Nassau 

Broadcasting Partners, Salem Communi- 

cations, and Urban Radio Broadcasting. Radio 

One, which also is expected to acquire some 

spin-offs-including KKBT-Los Angeles- 
currently is "in a quiet period" and will 

announce its deals next week. 

Radio Revenues Gain 20% in January 
Combined local and national radio ad revenues soared in January 2000, 

increasing 20 percent over the same month last year; local dollars were up 18 

percent while national sales 
jumped 25 percent. It was the 89th 
consecutive month of radio rev- 
enue growth. Revenue figures are 

based on the Radio Advertising 
Bureau's radio revenue index for 
more than 100 markets. 

"This is by far the largest 
monthly gain in the history of 
radio," commented RAB 

President/CEO Gary Fries. "High 
growth rates were witnessed 
across the board in all size mar- 
kets, with the largest experienc- 
ing the biggest gains."

ArtìstDìrect Buys Mjuice 
In a deal that could signal a major shift among the five major record 
labels, ArtistDirect has announced plans to acquire Mjuice.com, an 
online retailer of MP3 files. Four major labels-Sony Music, BMG 
Entertainment, Warner Music Group, and Universal Music Group cur- 
rently own equity positions in ArtistDirect, and EMI will also have a 
relationship once that label's merger with Time Warner is completed. 
According to documents filed with the SEC, ArtistDirect intends to 
issue no more than $15 million worth of its stock for Mjuice. The com- 
pany is in the middle of a "quiet period" surrounding its proposed 
IPO, so company officials are unable to comment on the deal. 

San Francisco -based Mjuice sells music downloads via a proprietary 
MP3 format that the company claims is secure. The major labels have 
strongly resisted MP3 technology and, through the Secure Digital 
Music Initiative (SDMI) are to develop a secure digital download sys- 
tem. No word yet on whether the labels are comfortable with Mjuice's 
use of MP3.

"Intimacy Issues"

When I was a senior in high school 
my best friend Steve and I went 
and saw Steve Martin do his stand- 
up routine at a small theater in 

Minneapolis. Later that year we saw 
Martin again, this time with 18,000 

other fans at the St. Paul Civic 

Center. Same routine, entirely dif- 

ferent experience. I knew then, 
even at that formative age, that 
size did indeed matter. 

Radio has edged into the concert 
promotion business over the past 
two decades until we're now at a 

point where just about every con- 
temporary station does a mega 
show at least once a year. These 
have often become burdensome 
monstrosities that suck the pro- 
gramming and promotions depart- 
ments of time and energy, and 
seem to have started a vicious 
cycle. The more of these you do, 
the bigger they become and the 
more of them you're expected to 
put on. 

But a new and startlingly refresh- 
ing trend has begun, with stations 
embracing the "more is not neces- 
sarily better" vision of station -spon- 
sored live performances. Whether 
it's the Mix Lounge that WBMX in 
Boston presents, or the counterpart 
Star Lounge at KYSR in L.A., these 
smaller shows give the audience 
something they could never buy: 
an up -close -and -personal show by 
one of today's leading artists. 

In the Twin Cities, Dusty Hayes 
who programs WXPT "The Point," 
started a series of what he calls 
Point Encounters in 1999. "These 
types of shows seem a natural for a 

station like ours. With the competi- 
tive situation in this market, it's 

increasingly difficult to do big 
shows. The labels don't want to get 
caught in the middle between us 
and the other company, so coming 
up with a dozen bands to put on a 

show is a challenge. But with the 
Point Encounter I treat a small 
group of winners to a once -in -a - 

lifetime experience. Like sitting in 

the media room at the Target 
Center for an acoustic show by the 
Bare Naked Ladies. How cool is 

that?" asks Hayes. 
Other artists like the Indigo Girls 

prefer the smaller, non -corporate - 
sponsored shows that allow them 
to perform for their true fans. 

"When we did Tori Amos you 
could have heard a pin drop," says 
Hayes. "The fans were rapt." For 
Dusty and The Point, an additional 
benefit is the recordings that come 
out of these sessions. "The small,

intimate shows are a much better 
environment for getting a pristine 
recording and these live versions 
are immensely popular on the air 
with our audience." 

South and east of Minneapolis, 
Barry James at WTMX in Chicago 
offers a couple of levels of intimate 
showcases for his audience. 

"We've had our morning show 
host some lunchtime performances 
by established acts like Dave 
Matthews and Melissa Etheridge at 

a local recording studio. These 
have tremendous marquee value 
and can not be duplicated," says 
The Mix's VP of Programming. 

"On another level, we have After 

5 Live, which we do at The Back 
Porch at the House Of Blues. It's a 

whole different goal and objective. 
These shows introduce new acts to 
the station. We don't have a Top 40 

here that can break music for us, 
and I can't just put a bunch of unfa- 
miliar music on the station. With 

After 5 Live we create an event 
around a new artist and it's done 
extraordinarily well for us," says 
James. Among the acts that made 
their first radio concert appearance 
at a WTMX show were Paula Cole, 
Duncan Sheik, and Billie Myers. 

The first 100 tickets for After 5 

Live are done on -air and winners 
get VIP seats, drinks, House Of 
Blues Cajun cuisine, and the 
opportunity to have some private 
time with the act. The other 200 

seats are first -come -first serve, and 
the competition can be tough. 

"For Matthew Sweet the line 
stretched two city blocks," says 
Barry James, who says the labels 
are enamored with these shows. 
"The labels have been phenome- 
nal. No one has ever said 'no' and 
I think that they know these are a 

great showcase for their new acts. 
The people who come are truly 
interested in hearing this exciting 
artist that we've pumped them up 
on. It's not like flying an act in and 
having them play to a conference 
room full of PDs. This is a one-on- 
one experience with the audience 
and the labels see what great first 

exposure this is for the band," says 
James. Following the live show, 
Sam Goody sells the CDs on site, 
which provides an additional retail 
opportunity for the label and artist. 

One of the challenges we have is 

to provide something to our audi- 
ence that is special, un-pur- 
chaseable, and impossible for the 
competition to duplicate. In an era 
of mega concerts put on by radio 
stations, the smaller, more intimate 
experiences may be the ones that 
your audience treasures the most.

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Wall Street can rest easy. Radio's 
fortunes look solid, in part thanks 
to one of the bedrock formats, A/C, 

rebounding nicely from some atyp- 
ical doldrums in the second half of 
'99. The lucrative A/C format usual- 
ly prospers in Arbitron. And the 
news from the Fall '99 Arbs should 
calm some ulcers, although there is 

an area of concern relating to Hot 

A/C. Let's X-ray the data and see 
what shows up. 

NATIONAL CROSS-SECTION 
To examine the condition of both 
mainstream (soft) A/C and the Hot 
A/C variant, GAVIN used a solid 
sample of markets from across the 
nation. Regionally, here's how the 
lineup looked... 

EAST: Boston, Buffalo, Hartford, 

New York, Philadelphia, 

Providence, Salisbury/Ocean City 

(Md), and Syracuse. 

SOUTH: Atlanta, Austin, 

Charlotte, Ft. PierceNero 
Beach(FI), Jacksonville, New 

Orleans, and Tulsa. 

MIDWEST: Chicago, Cleveland, 

Detroit, Indianapolis, Kansas 

City, Milwaukee, Minneapolis - 

St. Paul, and St. Louis. 

WEST: Denver, L.A, Las Vegas, 

Monterey -Salinas -Santa Cruz, 

Portland, San Diego, Seattle - 

Tacoma, and Tucson. 

From these metros we gleaned 
25-54 numbers from 40 A/C and 29 

Hot A/C stations. As for regional 
variations, there were some of 
note. Among mainstream A/C, the 
east and west were strongest, the 
rest of the nation so-so. Among our 
Hot A/C universe, the east and 
south were solid also, while there 
was really soft standing among 
such stations out in the far west. 

Now on with the show. 

SOFT A/C FIRMS UP 

Looking at 25-54 cume and AQH, 

mainstream A/C had solid growth 
in this book, but the real rebound 

NC Fall Arbitrons Looking Up! 
was for cume compared to Summer 
'99, (or Spring '99 in those metros 
only surveyed twice annually). 
Look at the notably healthier pro- 
file when this book's data are put 
against the most recent sweep... 

Soft A/C Adults 25-54 
Metro, Total week 
Fall '99 vs. Fall '98 

ih percent were up notably. 
20 percent were stable (within 
two -tenths of a share point 
from previous). 
32 percent were notably softer. 

However... 
Fall '99 vs. Most Recent 
Previous Survey 

65 percent rose. 
25 percent were steady. 
Only 10 percent were down! 

An encouraging report card! 
Especially given the softness the 
format was showing in many 
Spring/Summer surveys last year. 

On the 25-54 cume front, the 
news is positive also. The format 
needs a ton of marketing support 
to avoid "phantom cume" prob- 
lems and it looks as though sta- 
tions in our sample have been 
making the advertising invest- 
ment. Compared with Fall '98, just 
43 percent of soft A/Cs possessed 
a larger cume this book, while an 
equal number were down from a 

year ago. However, versus their 
most recent previous survey, 60 

percent saw a larger 25-54 cume 
with only 30 percent losing listen- 
ers in this lucrative demo. 

HOT A/C: CUME CONCERNS 
If you're a Hot A/C PD or OM, 

you might want to not throw out 
the antacid just yet. True, the 
AQH shares look better in our 
comparisons, though not as hefty 
a rebound as mainstream A/C. 

The real alarm though should be 
in regards to the 25-54 cume 
hase. In our sample, this base 
shrank in both survey compar- 
isons. Not good. 

First though, the encouraging 
AQH shares story. 

Hot A/C Fall '99 vs. Fall '98 
Metro Adults 25-54 Total Week 

45 percent were stronger. 
17 percent held Steady. 

38 percent were softer. 

There's a somewhat brighter pic- 

ture when comparing to the most 
recent previous local survey. 

Fall '99 vs. Most Recent 
Prior Sweep 
Adults 25-54 

56 percent rose. 
20 percent were stable. 
24 percent slipped. 
However, a look at the data that 

follows spotlights the cause for 

cume concerns. 
Compared to Fall '98, Fall '99 

saw 49 percent of our Hot A/C 

sample suffer notable cume loss. 

The picture grew darker when 

the data line up next to the most 

recent previous book. In that 
context, 55 percent of Hot A/Cs 

suffered cume sags. 

Looking at the numbers seems to 
suggest that the cume loss among 
Hot A/Cs is accelerating. Those 
PDs concerned about this issue 
should re-examine plans for the 
Spring-marketing will be needed 
to turn around the cume erosion 
before it becomes a landslide. 

A/C ALL-STARS 
GAvin always enjoys spotlighting 
overachievers. In the A/C arena.

March 1999: After sing through a

year when she sang "Reflection" 

on Disney's Mulan soundtrack. 
"This is great-we've all started 
building our success together now," 
she says. 

Eighteen -year -old Aguilera nailed 
the Mulan gig when she got a call 

early last year from her A&R guy.

"He asked me if I could hit the high 
E note above middle C, and I said, 

`What?"" Aguilera recalls. "I went 
over to the piano, tried it, and it 

worked. He had me Fed Ex a tape 

to Disney," who had apparently 
been shopping for an artist to tack- 
le the vocal gymnastics required. 
"Twenty-four hours later, I'm in 

L'A. auditioning for [producer] 
Matthew Wilder and got the job. It 

was difficult, because I actually had 
to take my first real vocal lesson 
the week I recorded it," she says. 

"That same week, I got signed to 

RCA Records. It was really wild." 
That RCA debut, to be released in 

June, marks a bit of a departure 
from those squeaky -clean Disney 
days. The debut single, "Genie In a 

Bottle," which impacts Top 40 radio 
in early May, features some clever 
and mature wordplay from song- 
writers David Frank and Steve 
Kipner: "You gotta rub me the right 

way..." (get it?...Genie...rub...?). "I 

thought the whole idea was very 

cute," Aguilera says. 

Another track, "So Emotional," 
leans closer to the R&B tip. "R&B is 

a big part of me," Aguilera says. 

"When I was 7 or 8 I used to take 
B.B. King guitar tracks and just riff 

over them. I was really into Billie 

Holliday and gospel and I think 
those influences really show in `So 

Emotional,"' she says. The album 
has another big gun-the requisite 
Dianne Warren ballad, "I Turn To 

You." 

Meanwhile, like other new artists 
who recently boarded the 
promo train, Aguilera's life is 

sometimes not entirely her 
own these days. "It's crazy abut 

fun," she says. "When I record- 
ed the album I was living in a 

hotel in L.A., and I recently 
moved into my first apartment 
in New York. Right now 11I'm 

bouncing back and forth 
across the country like a Ping- 
Pong ball." 

That bouncing includes coast - 
to -coast concept meetings for 
another artistic milestone-her 
first music video. "I'm really 

enjoying that process," she 
says. "While I see myself as a 

singer, I also really enjoy dancing, 
which I did on The Mickey Mouse 
Club. Right now I'm working irwith 

my choreographer, and, as far as 

being in front of the camera, I'm 
like, a total ham...I love the aitten- 

tion, so I'm really looking forward 
to getting started." 

Between promotional appear- 
ances, Aguilera is finishing high 
school by mail, and tries to stay in 

touch with old friends like Spears 
and her parents in Pennsylvania. 
"Oh my God, did you see Britney 
on the cover of Rolling Stone? 

That's awesome! I'm so proud of 
her," she says. "We don't see, each 
other as much as we'd like to 
because of our schedules." 

When Aguilera is asked what she 
sees for herself five years down the 
road (at the ripe old age of 23), she 
laughs. "I hope that I've sold 'some 
records...My dream has always 
been to be a successful recrding 
artist," she says, before opening 
the door just a bit further: "I'd also 
like to look into acting; maybe 
movies or something...that Would 

be fun."

Space doesn't allow for an 
entire transcript of the ses- 
sion, but here are some 
excerpts for you: 

Who's Listening? 
"I think the modem adult listener was 
the Alternative listener of ten years 
ago, who is looking for a little more 
mature sound. So when I describe 
my station I call it a Pop/Alternative 
station because it is what Alternative 
was ten years ago. Our listener is 

maybe 25-34 years old, has a great 
career, drives a Jetta, maybe works at 
an advertising agency, and has the 
income to buy CDs and concert tick- 

ets. We're very lifestyle oriented and 
the format should not be based 
around just the music and what's 
trendy, but also around their 
lifestyle." JULIE STOECKEL 

Making Promotions Unique 
"When I was programming against 
'BMX in Boston-which was no 
walk in the park, Michelle and 
Greg came up with one of the 
smartest promotions I ever saw... it 
spoke to the lifestyle, it did every- 
thing. They got a big theatre in 
Boston and screened the final 
episode of Ally McBeal in its first 
season. After it was over, Vonda 
Shepard did a concert. That was 
the coolest promotion because you 
have to differentiate yourself from 
your competition and everyone's 
going to do concerts, so you gotta 
do something better and more 
interesting or something that 
speaks to the lifestyle of your lis- 

tener, and that was a perfect exam- 
ple." -MIKE MULLANEY 

The Importance of Branding 

"It's really important that we have 
branding with our format. There's 
too much confusion as to where a lot 
of this music originates from. At Star, 

we did the Star Lounge CD, which 
has been very successful that's a 
great unique branding opportunity 
for us to put the music out with the 
Star logo on it. Another thing was 
with Interscope to see Sting in Paris. 
Yes, it's a flyaway and you're going 
to see Sting in a really exotic place, 
but it was all about how we present- 
ed it. It's the nuts and bolts of going 
out there and putting some contents 
and brand on it." -CHRIS PATYK 

Fighting for What You 
Believe In 
"I'd like to see more music direc- 
tors fighting for what they believe 
in. We should all play the core hits 

of what's charting and what's work- 
ing for the radio stations, but I real- 
ly think it's the fringe elements that 
make your radio station special. 
People should really look for those 
gems, look for the spice records 
that will tailor-make your station 
because I don't think our listener 
wants to hear a generic station."

Getting the Job Done 
and More 
"You need to use the entire staff 
as a resource about music you 
play. Listen to music with people 
on your staff who are in the 
demo. Our marketing director is 

way into music, so I pay a lot of 
attention to what she likes. Plus, 
are you spending time looking at 
Websites, talking to your demo, 
and coming up with ideas for 
interesting production and stuff? 

Are you writing some produc- 
tion...try writing some good stuff 
for your production director. Just 
because you're a music director 
doesn't mean that all you should 
be doing is music. When you 
think about it, if you want to take 
the next step and be a PD, a PD 
isn't just listening to music-that's 
a management position that han- 
dles a lot of people. Talk to your 
jocks. How often do you ask your 
jocks what the biggest story of the 
day is? If they don't know, then 
they haven't done enough work to 
go on the air! Your music is gonna 
be a good choice, but the other 
thing is the delivery system 
around the music which is just as 
important to help compel people 
to listen to your station."

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Local Content: lt's That Simple 
BY MARK EDWARDS 

We've all been 

hearing about how 

the Internet is 

going to ruin 

broadcast radio, or 

how satellite radio 

is going to ruin it, 

or how too much clutter is going to ruin 

it. Over the last few months it's become 

more and more apparent to me that 

broadcast radio is going to be the thing 

that ruins broadcast radio. 

Slowly but surely, programmers who 

don't think and companies who don't let 

their programmers think are killing their 

stations, and it's time to do something 

about it. 

A couple of weeks ago, legendary 

Chicago morning man Bob Collins was 

killed in a plane crash. As horrific as the 

crash was, the big story was the loss of 

Collins, a fixture on WGN radio for 15 

years. From the media elite to the man 

on the street, person after person spoke 

of Collins; how he "was Chicago," how 

people felt he was one of the family. 

Collins had created a magical bond with 

his audience. 

As NC broadcasters, we need to 

work every day to make that bond with 

our listeners. The songs we play won't 

make that connection. People can get 

their favorite Britney Spears song almost 

anywhere. What we do between the 

records is what will distinguish our sta- 

tions from the other broadcast outlets, 

Internet stations, 

satellite stations, CDs, 

and whatever other 

choices our listeners 

have for their music. 

Do you know any- 

thing about your lis- 

teners besides the 

skeletal information 

you get from Arbitron? 

Does your station 

attract single people 

or moms with kids? 

These two groups of 

people do radically 

different things in their 

spare time. Where do 

for what you do between the songs. 

You can use a number of different 

methods to get a profile of your audi- 

ence. Once you have that profile, work 

with your air personalities to help them 

prioritize what they talk about and how 

they relate to the 

audience. Train the 

airstaff to make every 

second of non -music 

time matter. It takes 

time, but once your 

staff knows exactly 

who they're talking to, 

they can work at 

building that special 

bond. 

Don't be afraid to 

let your staff talk 

enough to make that 

relationship grow. Yes, 

they will have to do 

more than just the 

People can get their 
favorite Britney Spears 
song almost anywhere.

your listeners shop? A Wal-Mart shop- 

per probably has different interests than 

a Saks Fifth Avenue shopper. How many 

of your listeners are online? If it's very 

few, do all those dot-com spots drive 

them away? These things are important 

to know because they can help you tai - 

liner cards to make this happen. And 

they may go too far in the process of 

finding their way. But a good program- 

mer will let the air personality know 

when they've gone over the edge and 

show them how to do their show better. 

Also, use your promos, recorded liners, 

and marketing to help in the relation- 

ship -building process. 

How do we expect to compete with 

the Internet or satellite, or television, or 

recorded music if we don't take advan- 

tage of what makes local broadcast 

radio unique? If we don't constantly 

prove to our listeners that we are a part 

of their lives, we're going to be replaced 

by something more compelling and/or 

with less clutter. 

Program directors and their bosses 

need to start thinking differently-to take 

advantage of what makes their stations 

unique. The ability to talk about what's 

happening in listeners' lives, neighbor- 

hoods, and their minds is what makes 

local broadcast radio exceptional, and 

what will keep it competitive in the new 

media landscape. 

Without the element of localism, 

there's little that sets it apart. If a local 

radio station, regardless of their market 

size or format, aren't local and topical, 

they will fail, ultimately. 

The competition is out there, and it's 

quite formidable. You need to react now 

or lose. It's that simple. S

German-born trio Bell, Book, & Candle. 

They've kad platinum sales and sold out 

concerts throughout Europe-and now 

they're looking to repeat that success here 

ire the U.S. 

Comprised of lead singer Jana Gross, 
multi -instrumentalist Andy Birr, and 

bassist Hendrik Räder, their album Read 
My Sign, and first single "Rescue Me (Let 

Your Amazement Grow)," were released 

last year on indie label Blackbird and 

experienced sème regional success in, the 

States. Thanks to Blackbir 's new associ- 
atiorwith Atlantic Recor e band and 

the song are beingogiven another chance 
for life on Stateside radio. 

WCPT-Albany PD J. Davis is a believer, 

and has played "Rescue Me" both times- . 

last year and now currently. Davis tells 

GAVIN, "The song works and it's greathow it 

stands out from everything else that's on the 

ar right now. Our listeners really notice it." 

One of the things that helps BB&C cut 
through are lead singer Gross' stunning 
vocals, in spite of the fact that she has had 

no professional vocal training. Last year, 

the Chicago's Sun -Times described her as 

"an arresting leader." 

Blackbird Senior VP of Promotion 

Catherine Burke adds, "What makes 

EB&C special is the rare combination of a 

c-arismatic and beautiful singer with a 

powerful and distinctive voice and strong 

songwriting. They're different enough to 

catcl- people's a -ter Lion on one listen." Of 

'eir fan base, Burke says, "They appeal 
to many ages. Our bounce back cards 

have the biggest diversity in demo that 

I've seen in a long time. Everyone from 

10 -year -old girls to their mothers, to 30- 
year-DId males. I -'s pretty amazing what a 

broad báse of appeal this band has." 

Bell, Book & Candle formed in 1994 

when Gross met Birr and Räder while 

waiting tables in a restaurant. Of thé 

group's fnystical-sounding name, that was 

suggested to them by a friend. "During 
the M ddle Ages, thecombination of a 

bell, a book, and a candle were thougttto 
get rid of witches and bad thoughts," says 

Gross. "We liked -his idea-that our music 

could be somethiig positive." 
The trio found their label deal relatively 

easily. As the store goes, they knocked on 

the dcor of East Eerlin label Turbo Beat 

Music President's Frank Maass' home and 

auditioned for him and were signed. Jana 

says cf Turbo Beat, "We went to a smaller 
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label because you can find more people 

there that have stronger ideals and who will 

believe in your music." 

Read My Sign is a wonderful collection of 

pop songs all written by the group with the 

exception of the previously unreleased 

Sheryl Crow -penned "Destiny." Favorites. 

incluthe current single "Rescue Me," the 

title trirck, The catchy "Heyo," the driving and 

rocky "Realize," and the ballad "See Ya." 

Infludnced by bands such as The Cure, 

Joy Division, and Sisters of Mercy, gross is 

also a big fan of '80s music. Of their song- 

mriting process, she says, "Usually Andy 

and Hendrik give me a tape with some 

ideas, drums, and rhythms on it that I can 

start singing a melody to. As.the melody 

gets into my head, the lyrics start coming 

to mind and I put the words on paper. 

Sometimes we can build a song in an hour, 

sometimes it takes more time, but usually 

it's a pretty simple process." 

Bell, Book & Candle hope to be spend- 

ing a lot mdre time on American soil soon, 

but of the time they've already spent here, 

what do they like the best? Gross laugh- 

ingly tells GAVIN, "We love the food-espe- 
cially hamburgers and the Mexican food. 

Plus, you can listen to good music all day 

long, whether yo re in your car or at a a 

shopping center.Vithout a doubt, BB&C 

is hoping that soon some of the music 

being played in people's cars and in shdp- 

ping cerrters here is theirs.

The year 2000 is already shaping u to be 

a "lucky" year for Anne Cochran. Last 

month, her soon -to -be -released single, 

"Send a Message" (co -written by Amy 

Grant) ranked top five at the recent GAviN 

Seminar's Mainstream NC Jukebox Jury, 

and tíalbum Lucky Girl is set to be 

released this spring. 

Of her new album she says, "I named it 

after the song 'Lucky Girl' because I'm very 

fortunate that I'm able to share music with . 
people across the country and still have 

the love and support.of my family at the 

same time." 

Neither Coçhran nor her voice are new to 

us as she has professionally graced many 
commercials, including ad campaigns for. 
General Electric, Hyatt Resorts, and 7 -Up, 

but she is best known as the vocalist of her 

longtime friend Jim Brickman's 1998 hit, 

"After All These Years." 

"You always hope that something is 

going to be succesSful," she says of that 

.special song that's helped thrust her onto a 

bigger stage, "but you never really know in 

this business because there are só many 

factors that contribute to the success of a 

song. However, the fact that 'After All 

These Years' was chosen for the last 

episode of Home Improvement, or that 

Olympic figure skater Rosalynn Sumners 

chose to skate to it in her final year of tour- 

ing with Stars on Ice, are things I could not 

have predicted and it's all me to sing 

live at venues like Madison Square Garden 

and all across the United States, which has 

been'a thrill." 

It seems that Cochran was born with 

performing in her blood. "All my life I've 

loved to sing and have always loved to 

perform," she says. "I've always gone after 

every opportunity I could when it came to 

singing...whether it was singing in three 

different bands at one time, or driving an 

hour every Sunday to sing with another 

band. And maybe I've done things a little 

bit reversed with having a family, but now 

my kids [sons Sean and Zach] are at an 

age where yes, they still miss me and I 

miss them-and that's the hardest thing

Equally as touching is "Hands of Peace," 

a song Cochran co -wrote in tribute to her 

father, who died of Alzheimer's. "People 

have come to me and said this song 

makes them think of God, which wasn't my 

intention; but if you can get more out of a 

song than what met my eye. all the more 

power to you." 

Giving credit where credit is due, 

Cochran thanks her "guardian angel" Jim 

Brickman in bringing her this far. "I have to 

*thank Jim for bringing me to a new level 

and for letting me perform for audiences 

across the United States. We've had a 

friendship since high school and I don't 
think he would have had me [on stage] if hE 

didn't think I was capable of iñterpreting hiE 

music, but we really have a great respect 

for each other." Cochran will continue to 

lend her voice to Brickman and is in fact set 

to appear on his upcoming PBS special. 

So. the stage is set and Cochran is ready 

to take the next step. "I would love to 

share my music with the masses and be 

received well. I'm proud of this record and 
very excited about it. I'm ready to give this 

my best shot."

February 29 wasn't just when we celebrat- 

ed Leap Year, it was the day Canadian 

singer/songwriter Tara MacLean celebrated 

the release of her Capitol debut album 

Passenger. She turned in an electric per- 

formance for a sold -out crowd as one of 

the acts for Alice@97.3 (KLLC)'s Acoustic 

Alice on Stage show at the historic Fillmore 

in San Francisco. Alice APD/MD Julie 

Stoeckel says of MacLean's performance, 

"She immediately captivated her audience. 

Her single, 'If I Fall' was instantly recog- 

nized bÿ the crowd, even though we've 

only been playing it for a short time." And 

the audience was captivated indeed as 

after the show MacLean went on to sign 

copies of her just -released CD for over an 

hour and a half, selling a couple hundred 

CDs in the process. 

Though new to us Stateside, Passenger 

marks MacLean's second album, but first

CD, Silence was issued in 1996; 

helped win her Best New Solo 

ors at the Canadian Radio Music Awards in 

1997. She captured the attentn of Capitol 

Records when she performed at Austin's 

popular South by Southwest musical festi- 

val the next year. 

"Ever since I could remember, I've loved 

to sing and write songs," says MacLean. "At 

times as a child, I would see myself up on 

stage under a light and Singing something 

really beautiful, but that dream kind of went 

away as I got older and started trying to 

make ends meet. So to actually think of 

becoming a singer was too amazing for me 

to grasp. I was so excited just to make one 

record, now I've been able to make another 

one and now I'm the happiest girl on Earth." 

Contributing to her happiness is hus- 

band and collaborator Bill Bell, who co - 

wrote, co -produced, and performed on 

Passenger. Married for almost two.years, 

MacLean says of Bell, "He's a great guitar 

player and producer. We never say, 'Let's 

sit down.and write a song.' Sometimes 
he'll be working on something in our 

home studio and I'll start singing...it's'all 
very spontaneous." Perhaps her only 

complaint of this picture -perfect person- 

al/professional relationship would be what 

she humorously told the Calgary Sun last 

October, "...he gets to sleep in while I do 

all the interviews." 

Whir asked if she prefers songwriting or' 
performing, she replies, "Writing comes 

pretty naturally to me. I can go into this 

space and out comes a song, which makes 

me feel really satisfied and happy. I love the 

writing because it validates me somehow, 

but the performing isenother whole experi- 

ence...and both are vdry gratifying. I feel 

amazing whether I'm singing or creating 

music and every time you sing a song it's 

differenttoo...you're almost re-creating it." 

The fruits of her labor shine in Passenger. 

Every listen uncovers something new, 

thought -provoking, and intriguing for me. 

Aside from the single, other songs I'm par- 

tial to include "Jericho," "Divided," and 

"Jordan," as well ás the quiet elegance of 

.the French lyrics found in "La Tempête," 

and the tribal rhythms on the CD's bonus 

track, "Shakota." 
What would she like people to take away 

from her music? MacLean says, "I think that 

answer would be different for everybody, 

but I want them to take away whatever they 

need. If they just feel like they want to 

groove around the house while they're 

cleaning, that's OK, but I'd also like it if they 

really got into some of the des and it made 

them think, or made them smile."

Trish Murphy 
From hand -me -down -wearing daughter of 

a Houston construction worker to student 

of psychology to self -promoted folk/rock 

singer to pop/rock storyteller, it's been a 

long and winding road for Trish Murphy. 

That, in part, may explain the hint of 

Lennon/McCartney in her otherwise'unde- 
niably "American sounding" style. 

Cueing up the first of the 13 tracks on 

her new CD-the single, "Outsider"- 
Murphy evokes Sheryl Crow in voice and 

art, as she does throughout the whole of 

Rubies on the Lawn. While artists categori- 

cally hate to be labeled, placing Murphy in 

Crow's nest is something she's surprisingly 

okay with. 

"It's an organic comparison," she says 

over the phone from Austin, her adopted 

hometown. "I don't think I sound like her- 
but who does? I think She's among a hand- 

ful of women who are in the spotlight at the 

moment who are consummate musicians 

as well as performers and songwriters-so 
to be placed in that kind of category is 

rewarding. Aimee Mann is another person 

who I admire, and Melissa 

Etheridge...women who have the whole 

package. Another thing about Sheryl 

Crow," she adds, "is ttshe's a rock 

artist, but e has so much attentidn to 

pop melocand it's on that level that I real - 

Ix connect with what she does." 
"Outsider," a chiming acoustic -electric 

pop number, could not better demonstrate 

Murphy's emphasis on melody; as well as 

another lessimmediately noticeable 
attribute-artfully constructed lyrics. In a 

voice that meshes the confidence of Crow 

with the girlishrless of Lisa Loeb, Murphy 

tenderly articulates youthful angst with the 

lines, "Nothing really good or very bad has 
ever happened to me/And it feels like noth- 

ing matters anymore/As I open up this 

door/Hello these are my would-be 

friends/Who say, `You look fine to me'/But 

I'm'not what I seem to be.", 
.The intricacies of Murphy's sometimes 

narrative, sometimes lyrical poetry and hey 

effortless natural -sounding hooks team up 

to keep the songs qn Rubies on the Lawrr 

from membership in the ear candy club. 

As several music niters and critics 

,1lfaround the country have noted, it takes 

multiple listens for the music's full charms 

to ingratiate itself.The payoff, these same 

critics unanimously agree, is more than 

worth the investment. 
Besides "Outsider," highlights from 

Murphy's latest effort include the hum - 

friendly heartland rocker "Runaway Train" 

(that would have Mr. Mellencamp nodding 

his head), the tight -rhyming talk -sung 

story -song "Johnny Too Blue," and the Sg:.

In college, she helped support herself, 

with coffeehouse gigs. After getting a psy- 

chology'degree from the University of 

Dallas and going to work for the Wall 

Street Journal as a news assistant, Murphy 

decided a career in music was really wha- 

she wanted, so she moved to Austin whee 
she further honed her skills and learned the 

art of self promotion. Murphy put togethe' 
her first album there, the rootsy Crooked 
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PERFORMANCE SHOTS BY 

PAT JOHNSON STUDIOS 
Mile, and managed on the virtue of her 

own' sweat, wits, and appeal, to sell an 

incredible 10,000 units. 

"In a music scene hotbed like Austin, 

you're surrounded by people putting out 

their own records, going out on the road on 

their own dime, selling t-shirts to fund their 

tours. That was the prototype I had-make 
your own records and put them out. It was a 

pretty do -able thing." Apparently. Along with 

the eye-opening grass roots sales Murphy 

secured herself distribution in Europe and 

toured there twice. Back in the states, she 

landed herself quality time on the Lilith Fair 

second stage, and toured relentlessly. 

Murphy's new CD is out on her own 

Doolittle label which, at press time looks 

to win a new big-time distribution deal 

with Artemis. "I have a little superstitious 

and karmic story about Artemis Records," 

she says excitedly. "Shortly before we 

were introduced to Artemis, I was pn the 

road and I found this guitar in a guitar 

shop. I don't normally waltz into guitar 

shops and spend a bunch of money, but I 

found this electric guitar and I fell in love 

with it and it's actually called an Artemis. 

When I heard that Doolittle was consider- 
ing a deal with Artemis-first of all, she's 

the virgin goddess of the hunt and 

Artemis is her Greek name-I was like, 

'Man! That's all about me!' So I had this 

huge female reaction to Artemis and when 

I met [label President/CEO] Danny 

Goldberg he said, 'You know I've had a 

great winning streak with female 

artists in the music business,' 

and I thought this was Just way 

.too cool, like it was meant to 

be...if I'm ducky I may have this 

hot and heavy affair with fame 

or With something that's not as 

permanent, but as an artist this 

feels to me like it's the next log- 

ical step in my career."

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Peter Applebome's 
Take On Americana 

Americana has friends in high 
places, like The New York Times, for 

instance, where Peter Applebome is 

the Regional News Editor. 

While his new duties don't afford 

him the opportunity to write as 

much, his occasional music articles 
continue to grace the Sunday Arts & 

Leisure section. Call it a labor of 
love, his stories of the alt country 
movement have spotlighted the 
likes of Kelly Willis, Jim Lauderdale, 
and Steve Earle. 

His byline also appears on the 
cover of the book Dixie Rising, 

originally published in 1996, with a 

paperback edition released in 1997. 

The book is an exploration of 
how Southern culture shapes the 
rest of America; a study of cross- 
fertilization, where north and 
south, liberal and conservative, 
secular and religious, old and new 
intersect and where there's a larg- 

er -than -life quality to the lore, per- 
sonalities, and passions. Weighty 
stuff, I know, but when one pro- 
grams a radio station, it's impor- 
tant to take a giant step back and 
look at the big picture every now 
and again. 

Applebome, who grew up in a 

suburb of New York, has a per- 
sonal history that mirrors the 
nation's migration to the Sunbelt. 
"I thought of the North as the land 
of enlightenment, and the South 
as the heart of darkness," he says. 
"I ended up going to Duke for 
college, and then wound up 
working for most of my life in 

Texas (for twelve years) and 
Atlanta (nine years). I came more 

and more to see that in culture, 
politics, and demographics, things 
bubble up from the South to 
define American life in ways I 

would have never imagined." 
Applebourne argues that as the 

population below the Mason- 
Dixon line has grown, migration 
from the South to elsewhere in 

the country has disseminated 
Southern values. "When New 
Yorkers move south, they tend to 
slow down, become more like 
Southerners, but Southerners

EINSTEIN'S THEORY 

Pairing Up: Clive & Carlos, SFX & Clear Channel

Two unrelated but equally remark- 
able events were in the news this 
past week. On the same day that 
Clear Channel announced a mega 
merger with SFX, Carlos Santana 
popped into the Number One spot 
on SoundScan by selling in excess 
of 500,000 discs in a post -Grammy 
sales frenzy. 

Clear Channel CEO Loury Mays 

has been on a buying spree himself 
for about three years now. His latest 
corporate coupling will create a syn- 
ergy between more than 900 Clear 

Channel radio stations, TV assets, 

and a network of outdoor billboards 
with SFX's concert promotion and 
sports management holdings, includ- 
ing their control and/or ownership of 
most U.S. venues. 

This is not the first time that 
Clear Channel attempted concert 
promotion. Previously, the compa- 
ny tried it on a local/regional level 
in several markets like Denver, but 
never gained the critical mass to 
outbid promoters that had more 
dates and venues to offer. 

Even though in the first days after 
the announcement SFX stock went 
up and Clear Channel went down, 
Clear Channel's Mays has an invest- 

ment banking background and the 
trust of Wall Street. There are strong 
feelings that this will right itself 

under Mays' leadership and vision, 

and go on to become one of the suc- 
cess story mergers of the year. 

SFX CEO Bob Sillerman walks 
with $4 billion. Along with the 
cash, though, Clear Channel 
assumes $1 billion worth of debt. 
All this puts Mays' company 
somewhere between Seagrams 
and the USA Network in terms 
of size and capitalization. 

Driving forces behind this 
merger seem to be the desire 
to attain critical mass and to 
gain content and real estate. 
There are those naysayers 
who maintain the unsteady 
concert business puts an unpre- 
dictable variable in the formula 
that did not previously exist in 
Clear Channel's business model. 

A six- to eight -month approval 
process is also a hurdle yet to be 
leaped, but in the current environ- 
ment of deregulation there is little 
standing in the way of acceptance. 

Clear Channel believes that it has 
connected the dots between live 

performance and the marketing 
vehicle to make the venues consis- 
tent sell-outs for shows and events. 
But some of the questions being 
raised include, will stations be 
required to promote shows that are 

outside their format, 

and if a pop- 
ular tour comes to a town with a 

Clear Channel station in it, is there 
any doubt on which stations the 
co -promote will be heard? 

The other remarkable event was 
that with the buying frenzy stoked by 
Santana's nomination for 11 

Grammies and winning of a record - 
breaking nine, Supernatural reached 
over 13 million in world-wide sales.

The alignment of all the right planets 
to propel Santana's career to this 
level some 30 years after he started is 

truly heart warming to observe. It 

also answers those critics of Clive 

Davis, who said he didn't under- 
stand rock. It also serves to blunt the 
recent attempts by BMG to maneu- 

ver Davis into a quiet retire- 
ment at age 66. 

The ultimate irony in their 
partnership is that they were 
both expected to go quietly 
into the night after long and 
fruitful careers. Neither would 
have it that way, and that is the 
stuff of which legends are 
made. Santana is a spiritual man, 
an almost unlikely candidate for 
the type of media attention that is 

coming his way right now. The 
good news is that he has seen it 

before and will know how to han- 
dle it better than a rookie. 

It's hard to say what's in store 
for either Davis or Santana in the 
coming months. Santana will prob- 
ably tour, and Davis will continue 
to be the catalyst for musical 
superlatives, making us all wonder 
how he seems to make these 
things happen so easily. For now 
they are unlikely co-conspirators 
in a musical phenomenon that is 

truly "supernatural."

"I Love That Song! But Will They Ever Tell

Listeners to instrumental -based 
formats like Jazz or Smooth Jazz 
are much more likely to be in the 
dark about the music they're hear- 
ing. Without lyrics to grab onto- 
or even sometimes with them- 
music on the radio can be a mys- 
tery. And who can always wait 
around for the back announce, if 

one even comes? 
Just north of Silicon Valley 

there's a company called Xenote 
that wants to change all that with a 

product they say can help radio lis- 

teners "bookmark the world." It's a 

device called "iTag" that fits on a 

key chain like a car alarm trigger, 
and it could be an answer to the 
puzzle of how to cement the bond 
between listener and station, not to 
mention increasing music sales. 

One of two stations nationwide 
to engage in beta testing of the 
iTag system is Smooth Jazz KKSF- 

San Francisco. In fact, it was at my 

final KKSF airstaff meeting where 
a demonstration of iTag caught my 
eye and captured my imagination. 
I followed up on iTag with Mark 
Kaufmann, Xenote VP/Marketing. 

"KKSF was the perfect station to 
begin testing our device," says 

Kaufmann. "Both the station and 
their listeners are very Internet 
savvy. KKSF was one of the first 

stations in the country with a 

Website-and being in San 
Francisco puts them at the heart of 
wired culture." 

If a listener hears a song or spot 
on KKSF that piques their inter- 
est, they simply push the button 
on the iTag device. It works by 
marking the specific time the 
button was clicked. At a conve- 
nient time later, the user uploads 
these tags into their personal 
computer. Then they're matched 
time -wise with songs and other 
events on the radio station. 
Instantly the user can find the 
name of a song, artist, or CD, 

and furthermore, can click 
through to purchase that music 
from an online retailer. Plus the 
iTag can help the user recall the 
sponsor whose clever commer- 
cial may have struck a nerve, but 
whose brand name still didn't 
quite register. 

Why did Xenote choose a 

Smooth Jazz station for prelimi- 
nary tests? "We look for passionate 
listeners and this audience is truly 
excited about their music-they 
go to concerts and buy CDs," 

Kaufmann notes. "When com- 
pared to other formats, they show 
a very high percentage of Internet 
usage. Perhaps most important, 
the format's high percentage of 

Me What It Is?" 
instrumental pieces makes it par- 
ticularly difficult for listeners to 
know or remember the title of a 

song or the name of an artist." 
Obviously, music sales can be 

stimulated by iTag. 

"The biggest hurdle to purchas- 
ing music is knowing and remem- 

listen to samples of the other songs 
on the CD. You're now just a click 
away from ordering it online. The 
iTag shortens the time between 
that passionate moment when you 
first hear and fall in love with a 

song and the opportunity to know 
what it is and buy it," he says. 

Currently users can buy from 
Amazon.com and CDNow. Ad- 

ditional future options include 
downloadable music and even- 
tually concert tickets and other 
music -related items. 

In case you're wondering if 

your station will be properly 
equipped to work with Xenote's 
iTag, you probably are already if 

you use any of the popular 
automation or live -assist systems 
for music and spots. 

"At the GAVIN Seminar we 
announced a partnership with 
Mediabase 24-7 that will provide 
us with exclusive rights to the 
playlist information of the nearly 
1000 stations they monitor in the 
U.S. This will enable us to work 

with both automated and non - 
automated stations throughout the 
U.S.," says Kaufmann. 

Consumer iTag trials will go 
through the spring. Then what? 
"We're starting by giving con- 
sumers the ability to `bookmark 
the radio,' Kaufman says. "But our 
ultimate vision is to create direct 
connections between our many 
offline interests and online infor- 
mation and opportunities. Every 
day we encounter products, media, 
people, and even places that we'd 
like to make connections to." 

If you think that technology is 

distracting radio listeners and 
music buyers, testing their loyalty 
to tried and true channels-per- 
haps iTag is technology that can 
help reverse the trend. Imagine 
creating a direct link between your 
listeners and the products they 
crave, with your brand name 
solidly placed at the point where 
they connect.

in," says Kaufmann. "Traditionally, 
would-be music buyers have to 
hear a new song several times on 
the radio before they make a point 
of listening for and actually catch- 
ing a back announce. Then, of 
course, they promptly forget it and 
have to wait to hear it again. A 

week or two later, on their next 
trip to the record store-assuming 
they've still retained the song title 
and artist name-they search the 
bins for the CD, hoping that the 
store has it in stock. There's a lot 
of room for error in this scenario. 

"With the iTag, that whole 
process is simplified. The first time 
you hear the song you click the 
iTag. Later, you connect to your 
computer, upload the tags and 
you're automatically connected to 
the song title, artist name, and the 
CD it appears on.
