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Gavin's Gab  
A few correspondents have reported this week that they are beginning to receive listener 

complaints about two current hit records - the Donna Summer and The Who singles. A col_ple 
of stations have drooped one or both from further airplay. Each week since their release 
we have checked with our reporters to learn if they had encountered adverse reaction to 

either of the records, and until this week the reports were: "No complaints". Even now, 
the level of protest is quite low. I mention it here only because the two records are 

fairly typical of the recently developed " sex rock", and the extent of their acceptance 
illustrates the extent of society's changed attitudes in this area. Significantly, however, 

a substantial segment of our society still finds suggestive records offensive and in bad 
taste. (I number myself among this segment) We continue to list the records on our page 
one because there is no solid evidence that they are damaging to a station's community image. 
Given such evidence, they would be dropped from our "Recommended Playlist". 

PD Chris Curtis calls our attention to his stations' rating gains in the Milwaukee market. 
WZUU - an AM/FM simulcast operation - shows combined shares that place it number five Ln 
the market (total persons, Mon.-Sun., 6AM-midnight) behind WTMJ, WEZW, WOKY and WISN, Ln 

that order. 
KSAR-San Francisco will present a 24 hour weekend special - noon to midnight, Jan. 31 & Feb. 1 - 

a "retrospective" of the heyday of the Haight-Ashbury district and the "Summer of Love", 

the sub-culture phenomenon that swept our city ten years ago. Program title: "What Was That" 

or "Suddenly Lost Summer". 
Chuck White (KTBB-Tyler) says that the big bird sighted in the Rio Grande Valley recently is 

"Thunderchicken", who flys south every year in search of "Thunderchick". He hopes that the 
guys from KRIO will wear protective covering on their heads when they go searching for the 
bird. ( Hey, Chuck, shouldn't that be a "Thunderooster"?) 

KI1F's morning team of Charlie and Harrigan followed the Dallas Cowboys to the superbowl, 
where they did their show from the Gault Ocean Mile Hotel. They also presented their team

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Gavin's Gab  

Last week in this space I noted that, given evidence that programming the Donna Summer single 
would be harmful to a station's public image, we would omit further listing of it in The 
Gavin Report. We have checked carefully with our correspondents this week and here is a 
summary of our findings. 22 stations report "a few" " some" " increasing" listener complaints. 

7 report that they've discontinued playing it, although some continue to list it in their 
printed charts. One station reported a spurt in complaints when they inadvertently started 
playing the long version. Five report that they have drastically reduced airplay rotation - 
in some cases to only once in 24 hours. One station took a yes/no phone vote - found tnat 

about 40% of those voting objected to the record - dropped it out of deference to the minority. 
As I interpret these reports, the record is offensive to a sufficiently large share of radio 

listeners that its airplay constitutes a harmful threat to a station's respectable position in 
its community. I am therefore withdrawing the record from our "Recommended Playlist". 

New Yorker magazine recently carried a cartoon showing an imposing, columned entrance to a post 
office building, above which was this inscription: "Neither lethargy, indifference or the 
general collapse of standards will prevent these couriers from eventually delivering some of 
your mail". Thanks to Del Roy for sending the reprint. Del comments, "I hesitate to put this 
in the mail since you may never see it... We might as well laugh - not much else we car do". 

Well, we're doing what we can to eliminate the recent delivery delays of The Gavin Report 
mailings. We've written our postmaster and our congressman. Since most of our West coast 

mailings arrive on time - some even on Saturday, the mailings are apparently leaving Sar 
Francisco on time. I'd guess that there is some new kind of routing that causes delays in 

sorting and re- sorting for certain areas. We ask that our readers keep us informed, either of 

a return to normal deliveries or a continuation of the delays. 
Retreads? The trend toward re- makes of old hits ( old, old hits) still continues. On page one, 

out of 71 records listed 10 are such re-arranged versions of classic old timers. ( Some not all 
that classic). On page 3, 21 out of 87 are re-makes. In part, this may be attributed to the 

disco influence but out of the 10 page one re-makes only two are disco- slanted. One nice thing 
about bringing back the old timers, many of them are songs I used to sing on my little 15 
minute radio show ("Hi, there, neighbor!") and I know most of the words. 

Celsius? Noting our report here last week that KFRC-San Francisco is now giving out temp readings 
in both Fahrenheit and Celsius, two correspondents flashed they had been doing that very thing 

for quite some time - WKEE-Huntington, W.Va., for almost a year and KIM-Rapid City for about 

six months. ( Lots of good things start in smaller markets.) 
Gertie Katzman is indignant about Rudy Garcia's by-lined story in the Jan. 31 edition of Bill-

board, in which is reported trial testimony by Edward Hurley, formerly of Brunswick Reccrds, to 

the effect that she received a $499 television set as a gift from his company. Gertie 
emphatically denies the allegation. She bought her present TV set last May from Korvettes, 
paid for it and can prove it. It replaced a ten year old model that finally wore out - and 
she can prove this, too. Somehow, it strikes me as odd that the music director of conservative 

WNEW should be rated as a likely target for a gift from the Brunswick label, which, aside from 
Jackie Wilson, produced little if anything that the station could play. Mr. Hurley is also 

quoted as admitting that he stole $22,000 from his company and that he lied to governmert 
officials conducting an investigation. Hurley is said to be the government's chief witness in 
its trial of several Brunswick executives, but in the area of comparative credibility, I much 

prefer to believe Gertie Katzman. 
Jay Trachman, formerly with Concept Productions, has now started publishing "Fruitbowl" - not a 
gag sheet, not a record sheet, but a weekly newsletter " to supply jocks with things to say 

on the air". Anyone interested may receive complimentary sample copies by writing him at Box 

382, Fair Oaks, Calif. 95628. 
Jeff Craig, of WIVY-Jacksonville, tells us that beginning in February, his station will ccnduct 

special artist weeks, conducting telephone - or live - interviews with one certain performer 
or group Monday through Friday, then making Saturdays and Sundays feature days for the featured 
artists. Lined up to start is Bachman- Turner Overdrive, to be followed by Tommy James, KC and 

the Sunshine Band and George & Gwen McCrae. 
KSTP-St. Paul/Mpls., in co-operation with the Univ. of Minnesota Senior Marketing class, is 

tabulating the results of an intensive market survey, with hundreds of call out interviews 

to determine listener preferences in the Twin Cities. 
KNOW- Denver, is conducting its own audience research project, using the Todd Wallace phone list 

for the area as a call out directory. Attitudes toward various artists will be analyzed and 

compared according to sex, age group, residence, etc. 
Speaking of Todd Wallace, who operates Radio Index out of Phoenix, some of our correspondents 

have told us that his monthly profiles of the radio audience in their areas provided a projec-
tion of audience shares that were later well confirmed by the fall ARB. 

The folks at WERC-Birmingham are very happy with their numbers in the Oct.-Nov. ARB, which, placed 
them number one overall, and for the first time ever pulling ahead of black- oriented WEN. 

Texas format changes. KXOL-Ft. Worth switches this week from rock to country. Tom Wayne, from 
KBUC-San Antonio, comes in to replace PD Mike Lucas. New morning man will be Jim Travis, from 

KVET-Austin. Over in San Antonio, PD C.T. Wigglesworth announces that KONO is switching from 
rock to adult contemporary. He needs a good airman who can run a bright show. 

Reacting to Elvis Presley's recent gift giving in Colorado, KTLK-Denver will give away a ''Cadillac 
Full of Elvis". Bobby Rivers reports a contest whose grand prize will be a '64 Cadillac filled 
with Presley LP's, posters, books and other memorobilia. 

Andrew Forsyth, CFCF-Montreal, notes that the 20,000 signature telegram from KLIF listeners 
to the Dallas Cowboys was not the "world's longest telegram", as quoted. CFCF sent a telegram 
to the Canadian Prime Minister protesting the language laws in Quebec. The wire carried 

600,000 signatures and was, he says, 3 miles long! 
Syndication, anyone? Ken Rice tells us that KAOK-Lake Charles, La., is in the market for a 

syndicated tape program to run every Sunday night. Syndicator salesmen please note.
