Lots of new music to ramble about this week. Of the eighty plus LP's auditioned, several call 

attention to themselves. 

The name, Frampton, is on everyone's lips this week, with good reason. He had to follow a 
historic "Live" album and he manages to do it with a really steady, musical first side. The 
album's second side gets a little lumpy and uneven. That sets the pattern for several other 
top performers. 

For Neil Young it is also a strong side one which carries his new album. It may be the best 
single side of music he has done in several years. With James Taylor it is a warm, melodious 
second side which brightens the day. 

A somewhat different kind of Joan Baez emerges her more strident delivery. The hootenanny 
is over, folks. And what she does to Time Magazine... 

Some rock and roll specials are handed out by the marvelous singing team of Mary & Leon Russell. 
They've been to New Orleans. Likewise, Geils or J.Geils Band or whoever, turns out a hot 
rockin' mixture which is obviously steeped deeply in musical roots. Their influences are more 
the urban blues of the North. 

Notable, too, on the rock and roll front, is a New Wave act called the Modern Lovers. Fronted 
by a rock and roll Walter Mitty named Jonathan Richman they are among a growing number of 
artists who are potentially the next generation of rock music. They get bad mouthed with the 
very put-downs which were used years ago against Elvis Presley and later against the Rolling 
Stones. These New Wave Groups might be the next threat to the established order, and the kids 
will love them. 

For art's sake we must mention two further albums. Another two record set of Keith Jarrett's  
solo piano improvisations presents music from inside a man's soul. Possibly as inspiring is 
a two record set presented by jazzman Paul Horn. He has recorded his unearthly flute from 
inside the great Pyramid. Horn's most memorable work was his musical reaction as recorded 
inside the Taj Mahal.

Inside Progressive Radio  
(by George Meier, Editor of Walrus) 

• (7/22/77) 

The onset of summer has not slowed the output of albums in any discernible way. Of the 80 or 

so releases auditioned in the last couple of weeks the thrust of much of the good music is rock 
and roll. Johnny Winter accentuates the roots by laying into a feisty brand of Chicago style 

blues, with his friend Muddy Waters taking part. Burton Cummings ( with the aid of Richard 
Perry) and Kiss ( with the aid of Eddie Kramer) take slightly new approaches to their rock. 
Cummings hardens his sound and gains points for it, while Kiss soften their sound enough to 
legitimize themselves. 

Two live rock LP's draw a sweet and sour response. Ritchie Blackmore's Rainbow delivers a 

surprisingly articulate, punchy rock and roll set to distinguish themselves, while Derringer  

doesn't seem to care. 1967 sonics, for which there is no excuse, ruin any interest their 
music might have engendered...talk about Muddy Waters. 

On the more mellow side, super-trio Crosby, Stills & Nash make a delivery of their comfortable 
warmth. Even the weaker tunes are elevated by that almost holy harmonizing. 

For more obscure tastes there is a fine folk album by the returning Jaime Brockett. Brockett 
is known for one song, which he'd like to put behind him, called "Titanic". It is a gem from 
his previous recording career. "North Mountain Velvet" is new and boasts superfine 
presentation and several inspired tunes. 

Finally, we leave it to a black South African jazz player named Dollar Brand to generate 

possibly the single best tune of this batch of recordings. His 15 minute version of "Cape 
Town Fringe" is just plain joyful.

With Carole's music, however, time should 

not be of the essence.

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On The Record 
In past years some of the most successful top 4o stations have fit yell into the category of 

"mass appeal" radio. They reached the teens with the top hits and attracted substantial 

shares of adults with personalities, a top quality news staff, entertaining promotions and 
contests and a thorough involvement in community affairs. 

Today, Ln many cities, the picture is changing. The proliferation of FM signals now provides 
many new alternative choices for listener tune in. In the "old days" a mass appeal format 
(top 40) might hold a 40% ( or more) share of audience. In more recent times audience surveys 
of maor markets often show the number one station with less than a 10% share. In many cases 
the mass appeal station will no longer be on top. As each of the many specialized formats 

concentrate on a narrow demographic target, mass appeal proves less potent than class appeal. 
I doubt that a genuine mass appeal format can succeed in today's radio. True, there are those 
programmers who proudly boast of their station's vide ranging audience composition. And true, 
we haee the massive adult audience shares enjoyed by KDKA, WSB, KMOX and WCCO. But these 
giantt in their way are also specialized formats. They respond wisely and well to the needs 
and interests of their adult communities, but that's about all. Certainly they don't pretend 

to be all things to all people. 
A top 4c station that has a long track record of a number one audience, developed through a mass 

appeal concept, probably has a heavy commitment to news and public service. Such program con-
tent cffers much appeal to adult listeners but makes the station vulnerable to competition 

from an aggressive FM operation that offers more music and fewer commercials. On the other 
hand, the top 40 music content tends to build an image among adults that it's just a teen 
oriented station, and so most of the 25+ group give their listening choice to an adult appeal 

format. 
While tcp 40 on AM radio can't be classed as " in trouble", it certainly faces many new difficul-

ties, all growing out of the multiplying of specialized formats. AM top 4o these days has to 
run harder than ever just to stay in the race. The old rule of "Play the hits and get the 

ratings" no longer is that simple. Many top 40 operations have brought in highly paid 
consultants to refine their sound, to analyze the market and to make depth studies of the ARB's. 

Programmers are up to their necks in call out research, day parting, rotation frequencies and 
quarter hour maintenence - things that that 1960's PD had never heard of. 

Naturalle, regardless of format, AM radio's emphasis on news and public service can't be reduced 
overnight. These commitments are locked in with the FCC. Meanwhile, the FM competitor has 
probably gotten his license with few such promises and is free to play more music. 

It's no longer enough for AM top 40's to play the "right' music. FM stereo can do that, too, 
and make it sound better. The trend these days seems to be for AM radio to personalize the 
air staff - to encourage the jocks to be individuals, not just high energy copies of the Real 
Don Steele. Restrictions against LP cuts are being loosened. Occasional flashes of courage 

shine out as a major market top 40 adds a new record "out of the box". 
In general, AM top 40 radio has been trying to get away from its teenager image. It has pretty 
much abandoned the idea of being mass appeal and is aiming its program content at a narrower 
demographic target. As a result, AM top 40 radio now offers more in the way of entertainment, 
originality and showmanship. And that's good!

"Terrapin Station"-Grateful Dead ( Arista) A group who nearly a decade ago was hyphenated 

with the Jefferson Airplane as the epitome of San Francisco's Acid Rock, the Dead have 

long since transcended the now mythical boundtry. The compositions on this album, written 
mostly by the playing members of the group and their long time friend Robert Hunter, 

exhibit flare and imagination above and beyono even their own high standards. The title cut 

TERRAPIN STATION which occupies all of side tvo is a thoroughly absorbing masterpiece which 

deserves to be played in its full unabridged 16 minute length. ( The banding on this side 

is mostly cosmetic however as you will find out when trying to excerpt specific cuts). 

PASSENGER, SAMPSON & DELILAH and ESTIMATED PROPHET are significantly shorter but no less 

heroic.
