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KEYS T0 SUCCESS
IN TOP 40 RADID

Dave Sholin talks to Gary Bond

Gary Bond has devoted the greater
part of his broadcast career to his first
love ... research.

Following months of intensive study, he
has completed a fascinating work of
research tiled “The Top 40 Success
Report.” The updated Information in this
report destroys many myths about Top 40
programming, based upon Gary's in-
depth analysis.

| caught up with Gary recently at his
Flagstaff, Arizona office, and we talked at
length about the current state of Top 40
and about what went into and- what came
out of this report.

Dave Sholin: Gary, tell us just a little of
your background in radio.

Gary Bond: Okay. | have a degreein
economics, Phi Beta Kappa from the
University of Wisconsin. And I've worked in
radio for over a dozen years now. I've
consulted Top 40 stations, but more than
anything else, | really key in on ratings and
related matter. I've been doing that now for
over ten years. What I've always found
interesting is there is far more that people
can get out of rating books than they
realize. There's a tot of stuff there and
particularly when you do what I'm doing,
dealing with a national sample of stations.
There is an amazing amount of information
you can extract.

DS: Your latest project, The Top 40
Success Reponrt, has been how long in the
making?

GB: Well, actually, it was in the planning
stages a couple of years ago. | really didn't
get down to the nuts and bolts until
November of last year. Then | really started
to put things together. What it really came
down to was six months of very intensive
work.

DS: More and more studies of this type
come out each year. Everybody has gota
repon, there are dozens of research firms.
What makes this report unusual or different
than the rest?

GB: That's kind of hard to answer, because
there’s so many things I've done with it. One
of the approaches I've taken is that | wanted
to have as much useful information as
possible. There’s been a lot of bad research
done in the business and a lot that's

misleading; not based on a big enough
sample. So I've worked real hard at getting
down to the basics and looking at things in
a fresh light which should open some eyes.
One of the things Top 40 stations have had
problems with over the years is the idea that
the audience is so young. It goes back to
the sixties, when the audience was teen
oriented. I've done a study based on the
ratings of I73 stations. It is very saleable to
people showing that, in fact, the audience
has matured.

DS: Do you use Arbitron and Birch, or
strictly Arbitron?

GB: I've used Arbitron ratings for this study
because | believe if a Top 40 station can do
well in Arbitron, it's in damn good shape
and it's more likely, of course, to look really
good in a Birch.

DS: Can we discuss success factors and
tracking?

GB: There are certain things that separate
successful stations from the less successful
stations. Some of those factors have come
out more clearly in this report than they
have in any other format that I've analyzed.

“Again and again, people
fail to realize that their
biggest competition is
‘OFF.” People simply
turning the radio off.”

Another area that we get into is tracking. Of
course, The Gavin Report is pretty familiar
with tracking and the importance of looking
at what other stations around the country
are doing. One of the ideas is, you can be
researching in your own market, but you
can't know every little thing, especially
when it comes to adding new music.
Another important factor is knowing what
other stations like yourself are doing. Say
you're targeting for a median listener of 26,
which is not all that uncommon with Top 40,
if you track a station like WHTT in Boston or
KPKE in Denver, those stations are quite a
bit younger and may not be entirely
appropriate for your station.

DS: So in this report you'll find out how to
doit correctly?

GB: Well, you can pick the stations
according to how they're appealing so that
you can pick the right stations to track.

DS: If you mention the word research,
some programmers become nervous. This
is really hands-on stuff for those of us who
do not have a research background or feel
uncomfortable with it.

GB: Yes, and | think that's the essence of
research. There are a number of
companies that have talked about how
important image research is. | don't mean to
say there is no place for that, but one of my
strong beliefs is that when you believe
image is everything, you've quit believing in
the very essence of your product. Dealing
with the nuts and bolts brings you down to
reality. | don't think any of us would be in
this business just to impress everyone else
with how much we know, and how much
they can't understand.

DS: You make this report very easy to
read. For the purpose of analysis, you use
two stations in the L.A. Market, KIIS and
KKHR for this study. What prompted you to
use those stations?

GB: Well, as far as lookingas music and
programming, | wanted to show a Top 40
station that targets an older vs. a younger
demographic. We see a strong difference in
the ratings and appeal in various
demographics, and there are real
differences in the product that they play.
And they really, | think, sum up two kinds of
Top 40 stations very well. i recorded thirty-
six hours of each and have gone through a
song by song analysis.

DS: Okay. This is a two part-er. One, you
call the study The Top 40 Success Report. |
don't think you'll get too much argument to
the fact that Top 40 is now certainly a lot
more successful than it was several years
ago. Why do you think it is more successtul
now than in the late 70’s or early 80's?
Secondly, you credit Mike Joseph with
breathing life back into the format. Whatdo
you feel Mike’s major contribution was?
GB: Well, | think they kind of go together. In
radio and many other industries, people
follow like temmings to the sea sometimes,
and are likely to follow a mistake simply
because it's being done alot rather than
thinking things out and looking for

‘Anyone who has ever seen The Who

perform live during any stretch of their
almost twenty-year reign knows that their
success was never based solely on one
particular member’'s contribution. In fact,
The Who was at their absolute best when
roles and responsibilities were more or
less distributed. After the 1982 breakup,
lead vocalist Roger Daltrey found himself
teeling “heartbroken and abandoned.”
Almost therapeutically, through his most
successful solo Top Three Gavin LP,
Under A Raging Moon, Daltrey has once
again found himself. No longer wary of
showing immense personal pride in the
achievements of The Who, Daltrey is now
juggling two careers, one as a
rejuvenated rock’n roll singer, the other
as a stage and film acflor.

replace The Who for me. | count this, really,
as my first solo album. The beginning.

KZ: How is it working with a producer on
the latest LP as opposed to The Who not
having used one in the last decade of its
existence?

RD: | think that was to our cost that we
didn't. | think they’re very necessary. Alan
Shacklock was a great help. It just helps
you keep sight of what you're doing. For

singing performances, you need someone
in that box with a good pair of ears. What
sometimes is good for the singersisn't
necessarily good for the listener.

KZ: During The Who days, you said you
gave up on writing, yet on “Under A
Raging Moon” you co-wrote four of the
songs.

RD: | think within The Who, | felt a bit
intimidated by the quality of Townshend's
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writing, which was always so superb. |
was quite happy to devote all of my
energy in The Who into being a rock 'n’
roll vituoso singer. 've never been one to
belittle that art. A very valued part of rock
'n’ roll is a virtuoso singer. It was when it
started and | think it still is. But again,
since The Who broke up, I've felt | didn't
care anymore, | wanted to try everything.
KZ: | saw Peter Townshend on the “Today
Show” and he was talking about how you
were the best interpreter of all his songs.
RD: Believe it or not, we've always gotten
along very well. The differences we've had
have always been artistic ones. They've
always been creative. We've obviously had

rows in the past. But who doesn't have
rows? I've been with him twenty odd years.
But our general relationship is extremely
good. | like the way Pete sings, but for
someone like him who writes the kind of
stuff that he sings, to have someone like me
at his side devoting all my energy into just
interpreting his music, it's a brilliant
partnership.

KZ: Sometimes Townshend’s vocal
inflection sounded alot like yours.

RD: Well, he used to write for me. One of
the reasons The Who broke up was the fact
that he |ost sight of The Who. He didn't have
a picture in his head to write songs for. But
he says he can write songs for me very
easily. When he writes a song for me, he
imagines me singing it. So obviously , a lot
of his songs that he writes . .. probably
subconsciously, he's trying to sing like me.
But there again, subconsciously, | probably
sometimes try to sing like him. It becomes
very incestuous. | mean, it was a true
partnership.

KZ: | remember that all of a sudden you
became an actor. Last year, BBC 2 had you
doing Shakespeare’s Comedy of Errors.
RD: That's right.

KZ: Did you do like your friend
(actor/singer) Adam Faith and go through
any training?

RD: 1just went out and did it. | didn’t get into
it until | was 30 or 31, when | did Tommy, a

bit old for new training. But was very
serious about the craft, and I'm determined
to learn it from the bottom up. | just worked.
That's the best training in the world, just
keep working. | mean, it's not Hollywood
style work and the pay is lousy, butI'm
learning the craft and I'm having a great
time doing it. 'm extremely happy that I've
managed to do some very good work. |
wouldn't be satisfied just playing myselfin
an occasional film, which is what most rock
singers seem to end up doing.

KZ: Your role as McVicar was very intense.
There were quite a lot of British
colloquialisms.

RD: That's right. It was made as a very

lose money on any of those films. We had to
do soundtracks to make it work, but it
worked. We proved our point. And | think
they're reasonable films. | don't think they're
brilliant films, but they were very cheap. |
think they're very good for what they costto
make.

KZ: It wasn’t just an act of charity.

I've got a film
project now that I've been trying to get off
the ground for five years. It hasn't made it
any easier to get projects off the ground.
KZ: Let me guess: Is it the one about the
Cray twins?

RD: That's right. It's a thing I've been
working on for four or five years. It's abouta
pair of identical twins that were running
London as a pair of gangsters in the sixties.

English film. | think he's got an intensity
about him and a believability. This is my
whole idea in acting—to be believable, but
not being myself. | think within the parts, I've
managed to achieve a certain amount of
success in that area. 'm a method actor.

It was quite
amiserable time for me. It took a long time
to come out of that one. The Comedy of
Errors was greatfun. It's the first comedy
I've ever done. ] found it a bit easier to keep
a grip of myseif.

KZ: Is the whole thing of doing lines any
different than being onstage for two hours?
RD: It doesn't bother me at all. Learning the
lines is the easy bit. Making them
believable, that to me is the art of good
acting.

KZ: There was a time when The Who were
producing movies. How did you getinto
that?

RD: The film industry in England was on its
knees. Well, basically from Tommy, we
made a lot of money. We proposed, then, to
plow some money back into the film
industry. We did The Kids Are Alright,
Quadrophenia, and McVicar. They were
really excursions into the British film
industry because we wanted to prove that
you could make British films for British
people and not lose money on them within
our own territory. And we didn't We didn't

KZ: So you'd play both of them?

RD: No, no. 'm going to directit.

KZ: From what {'ve heard about the Cray
twins, there’s bodies built into the
motorways.

There’s a lot more to the story than
that. | don't really want to be a film director,
but 1 do want to direct this film. I've gota
feeling aboutit.

KZ: What's your impression of (movie
director) Ken Russell (Tommy,
Lisztomania, Women In Love, Altered
States)?

RD: I'think he's fabulous. | don't think he
gets half the opportunities he deserves.
He's never, never predictable. | said it when
he made Tommy. He's going to have to die
before people go, “My god, wasn't he
good?”

KZ: Did he teach you a lot about acting?
RD: He's not an actor's director. He told me
everything about a camera. By the fact that
he wasn't an actor’s director made me
realize how much | had to learn on my own.
KZ: On your new album, you used Big
Country’s rhythm section.

RD: Mark Brezezicki, the drummer, has
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always been my drummer when | did solo
records. Basically, it goes from there. The
idea to put the rest of the boys on the single
was Alan Shacklock’s, the producer. He's
classically trained. But what was great for
me is, he's a mad Who fan. | was not going
to sing anymore. After The Who finished, |
was just not going to make any more
records. | was heartbroken, | felt absolutely
abandoned.

KZ: Really?

RD: | was invited to sing a duet with
Meatloaf last year, and Alan was producing.
And while | was doing that, | suddenly
thought, “Bloody hell, | really miss doing
this.” Alan actually suggested at that
session, “Why don't | produce the record for
you? You justsing like you sang with The
Who.” And | thought and thought and
thought about it, and around Christmas |
believed he was right. Don't run away from
itanymore. Be what you are. You know, my
voice has sold an awful lot of hit records
and it's my voice. Why do | want to be
running away from it all the time? So that's
the album. | went out and did it like that. |
want to celebrate the band and | think it
does that | think it also captures the spirit of
The Who.

KZ: 1 noticed that the song “Under A
Raging Moon” is “for Kit.” Was that a
reference to the late Kit Lambert (the
original manager for The Who)?

RD: Actually, it's Kit Moon. | went back to
the house on the day of Live Aid. She was
sitting in front of the telly and she had tears
in her eyes. And she heard this song I've got
that 'm doing on my album. And | thought,
you know, it's a nice thing. It's for her, you
know ... because she still misses her son.

KZ: Kit Moon is his mother?

RD: His mum.

KZ: How did you like the Live Aid concert?
RD: I really enjoyed the Live Aid thing. |
didn’t want people to be mislead and
getting to thinking The Who was going to
be reforming. It took me two and a half
years to get over the break-up. | was very
worried about being reminded what{ had
lost. What was great about Live Aid was that
| walked away from itand itdidn't hurt. | had
a great time, a really good time and it didn’t
hurt.

KZ: Do you think you haven't given
yourself enough credit over the years with
The Who?

RD: 1 think when you're involved in it, you
aren't aware of what it is. | used to say it's
like someone else was doing it all. Two and
a half years after the break-up, | can sit
back now and say, “Wow, ! did do a lot,
didn’ti?” And be really proud it was my
band. | think it was one of the most
honorable rock bands of all time. | think we
lived up to most of our ideals. Not all of
them. But most of them. | don't think we shit
on anyone in the business, which is quite a
good record. And I'm proud of it.

KZ: I've read that you’ve spent time as a
house husband, taking care of the kids and
stuff.

RD: Yeah, I've done all that too. I still carry
the trash and do the washing up. There’s a
perfect balance in my life right now. {'ve got
the same wife, we've been together now for
18 years. Long time! I've had a fabulous life.
I've been very lucky.

KZ: Have you ever thought of returning to
the stage?

RD: Ah-ha.I'm going to. 'm going to be in
New York ata WNEW Christmas show in
Madison Square Garden on the Sth of
December. They asked meto play itand [
thought, “Oh, god!” I'm terrified. But|
thought, “Why not?” So 'm going to geta
show together and do it. 'm trying to get Big
Country to play support with me on the
show. | think we've got a few surprises. |
think Bryan Adams might come over and do
a couple of things. I'll ask Pete if he wants to
come and do a couple. You never know, he

might do it.
KZ: How did you meet up with Bryan
Adams?

RD: [ met him in London in the spring of this
year. | asked him if he would write a song
for me album. He said, “I've got one song
already written that might suit you.” That
was “Let Me Down Easy.” We talked about
the album and what it was going to be
about. He went away for a few weeks and
came back with “Rebel,” which is just
perfect. it was exactly what | was looking
for. “Let Me Down Easy” is very Bryan
Adams-y. | found it very difficult to make it
not sound like a Bryan Adams song. But
“Rebel” is a perfect Who song.

KZ: There was some speculation that one
of the reasons The Who split up was that
you were uncomfortable with Kenny Jenes’
drumming. Is that true?

RD: That had nothing to do with the break-
up. No.

KZ: How did you team up with John Parr?
RD: He's managed by one of our ex-road
managers, John Wolf. We've been aware of
his writing for a long time. He was writing a
lot on this Meattoaf album that i did. It really
came from that.

K2Z: A couple of early Who questions: |
read that you stuttered on “My
Generation” because the recording studio
was so cold. Yet Townshend said it
symbolized the character’s oppression?

RD: (laughs) That's right. It was a deliberate
stutter. | mean, i didn't say that, just
something to lighten me up a bit.

KZ: Do you think a band like yourselves in
the early, early days could make it today?
RD: Very easily, yeah. We were a good
band.

KZ: How has the business changed in the
last twenty years?

RD: It's a lot more product-criented. You
know what 1 mean? You have to fitinto a
certain mold now to make it. In the old days,
anything went. Off-the-wall bands were
making it afl the time. | think pecple like
safer music today for some reason. We
would have been the equivalent of The Sex
Pistols when they came out. And | think the

RD: | was very supportive. | think my main
thing with Pete was always to try and make
it work. He would get such grandiose ideas
that sometimes were so flowery and artsy-
fartsy that there were no foundations. If you
couid give me arole, if | could put a name
on the role, I'd play it.

KZ: When The Who played live, you
always gave [10%.

RD: One of the things that always used to
upset me the mostin my whole career, was
when people would say we were going
through the motions. We never did. . . ever,
everl The way | sing, it's impossible to me to
do that. Believe me, | never, ever cheated.
KZ: So that spirit translates to this new LP.
RD: It's an allegorical album. A |ot of the
songs, for me, is post-Who experience and
feelings. For me, the woman in “Fallen
Angel” is The Who. That song sums up how
| felt the day after Pete had announced that
The Who broke up. And that's how bad | felt.

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THE ART OF

Marillion. Carrying on the tradition of Yes and early
Genesis.

by Kent/Keith Zimmerman

Marillion is a five piece band that dared
to resurrect (almost singlehandedly) the
progressive art rock sound that made
bands like Yes, Genesis, and Pink Floyd
household names. Starting off with an
underground following in 1981, the band’s
arrival in Britain during the

Punk era coutd have been described as
bad timing. However, amid early rejection
from the musical power structure,
Marillion hung tough—culminating, finaily,
with “Kayleigh” rising to number two on
the British charts this year. The band was
formed by guitarist Steve Rothery in 1979.
Lead singer Fish joined up in early '81,
followed by keyboardist Mark Kelly in late
‘81, bassist Pete Trewavas in 1982, and
drummer lan Mosley eighteen months
ago. As their latest LP, Misplaced
Childhood, makes inroads on Album
Radio, Marillion is banking on a Top Forty
crossover of “Kayleigh” in America. At
this point, the game plan is to conquer
America with no new LP until 1987. We

music we played was old hat and it
sounded like Seventies bands. It took a
while before people took any notice. We
built up a good following gigging around
the country. It took a good couple of years
before people realized the band had more
potential than just being a Seventies band.
KZ: Marillion has an impressive collection
of things availabte for your fans—picture
discs, special picture sleeves, tour books.
Al of it ties in with the same kind of
artwork. Did you decide to use your own
artist, Mark Wilkinson, the same way Yes
used Roger Dean?

MIK: A lot of the album sleeves come
directly from what Fish is singing about in
the lyrics. We sent Mark the first EP that
we recorded. He worked for an
advertising agency. He hadn't worked on
any album covers before. He seemed to
get the idea of what we wanted to put
across. So far, Mark has done four
albums and loads of single sleeves. With
each album, it was good to get a theme
going. They al! link together. That's the
sort of band we are. That adds to it.
People like to study the album covers and
read the lyrics while they're listening to
the music. The music lends itself to that.
KZ: Is Wilkinson’s artwork photo realist?
MK: He does use bits of photography, bits
of airbrush work. He'll take paintings he's
done and reduce them down on
photographs. He does work on some
figurative/realist style. It works well
combining photographs and drawings.
KZ: Can you interpret the messages on
the artwork of the new LP, Misplaced
Childhood?

spoke to Mark Kelly by phone from
Dublin after attempts to reach Fish (in
Japan at the time) were grounded by the
time lag between the Orient and the U.S.
{Seven o’clock in the morning is no time
to interview any musician.) Nevertheless,
Kelly articulated the plight of Marillion.

MK: There’s a lot of references to the
previous two studio albums (Fugazi and
Script For A Jester's Tean. The albums
are sort of a trilogy. They're related to
each other. We used the theme of the
jester for the first two albums. On this
album, we've decided he's being phased
out. He's going out the window on the
back cover. We brought in this new
character, the boy, which fits well with the
theme of the LP.

KZ: What does the jester stand for?

MK: The jester is a figure that Fish has
used. The crying jester is the image of the

“We're probably the biggest
cult band in Britain.”

KZ: Marillion arrived on the British scene
(1981) at an odd time ... New Music
bands like Siouxsie and the Banshees
were getting all the attention.

MK: It was. We spent a few years
struggling, trying to get people to listen to
us. A lot of people were saying the sort of
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Marillion’s total concept artwork makes for high
quality collectables.

Eighties—happy on the outside, screwed
up on the inside. That started off as the
working idea on the first album and we
just followed it through.

KZ: How does the symbol of the boy
figure into your new LP?

MK: The Misplaced Childhood theme is
looking back at childhood and
adolescence and using those experiences
now. The boy actually does exist. We
actually chose him because of the look of
him. He has a sinister look about him. He
lives down the road from Mark Wilkinson.
Have you seen the “Kayleigh” video? He's
featured in that as well. .

KZ: “Kayleigh” sounds more commercial
than anything else you've done.

MK: It's been commercially successful in
Europe and it looks like it's going to be in
the States. We wrote it as a part of the
album. The album is one piece of music.
it's still actually just part of the theme of
the album. It fits into the flow of the album.
KZ: Where are your strong markets in the
rest of the world?

MK: Up to this year, it's been mainly the
British Isles. Germany has been a good
market for us. France, Scandanavia. We've
been doing trips down to ltaly. Not big
markets, but it's suddenly taken off right
across Europe. We've done a few trips out
to the States, but so far it hasn't really
happened for us. Hopefully, next year will
be a bit different.

KZ: You’ve definitely caught on with
Album Radio. Crossing over to Top Forty
will help.

MK: We thought that wouid be the way it
would happen. The album side of things
would take off first. If “Kayleigh” happens
as a single, it could break things wide
open.

KZ: No matter how big you are in
Europe, people still think of you as a cult
band, in a sense.

MK: | suppose it's true to a certain extent,
up until a few months ago. We're probably
the biggest cult band in Britain. We're
probably one of the best selling live bands
in Britain. It was because we were an
underground band. People hear about the
band through word of mouth rather than
by hearing us on the radio. With
“Kayleigh,” we've become, | suppose, a
successful singles act. it's really strange
for us. Overnight, the audiences have

gotten younger ... A lot of people assume
that we attract ail the older Seventies Yes,
Genesis, Pink Floyd fans that go and see
us now because there’s nobody else.
That's the misconception people have
about us. The average age tends to be
seventeen.

KZ: Looking over your history, Marillion
paid heavy dues. One of your tour books
show all your rejection letters.

MK: In those days, we sent tape to all the
record companies, Capitol and EMI
included. They all said, “No, this music is
not suitable at the moment in the present
musical climate.” We just kept going and
doing gigs. Through doing that, record
companies came and saw us. There's a
place called The Marquee Club in
London. One year we played twelve gigs
and every night was sold out.

KZ: Again, looking at the emergence of
Marillion, ! noticed bandmember changes
along the way. After the first LP you lost
your original drummer. Is it ever sad,
seeing people fall by the wayside on the
road to success?

MK: At one point we had a bit of a
reputation for changing members. We had
a stage where we couldn't find a suitable
drummer: Every drummer we tried didn't
work out. We went through four or five
drummers. Every band goes through i, It
just depends on how much. (Guitarist)
Steve (Rothery) is the only member who
was actually in the band from the
beginning. The line-up has been the same
as it is now for the last two years. When
you find the right line-up, everybody
knows it and you stick with it.

KZ: Are all the musical parts worked out
first, before the lyrics?

MK: In the past, the lyrics have been
written before the music. Fish would have
a lot of lyrics that he needed music for
and the rest of us would come up with
the musical ideas. With this last album,
everybody has been writing the lyrics and
the music at the same time. It worked
better because we were trying to do it in a
concept that flowed throughout the album.
Everybody worked together.

KZ: I've sensed that Mispilaced
Childhood has moved Marillion past the
early Genesis sound.

MK: Recently I've listened to the older
stuff we've done and it's worlds apart from
what we're doing now. When you start off
and you make your first record, you tend
to have a lot of influences _that are very
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obvious. Maybe people slag you for it or
whatever.

KZ: In the early days there was a lot of
criticism that Marillion sounded like early
Genesis. How did you handle that kind of
press?

MK: At first you take it personally. After
the first LP, a few journalists in Britain
picked up on the band and said it was
really great. It did us a lot of good to start
with. One of these journalists who has
become a good friend of the band said to
us, “On the second album, there will be
the backlash. If you're successful, they'l!
try to rip you down.” That's to be
expected.

KZ: Fish is from Scotland.

MK: He's from Edinburgh.

KZ: You once described Fish as “loud
and Scottish, incurable desire from
drink.” What kind of guy is he?

MK: He changes moods. But he's an easy
going guy. He talks a lot. He never stops
talking. He drinks a lot and has a good
time most of the time. But he does take
what he does seriously. He's not serious
to the point of being boring.

KZ: Does that explain his moniker, Fish,
because of his drinking habits?

MK: (Laughs) No. That’s a nickname he
got from staying in the bath too long. He
spends a lot of time in the bath.

KZ: Do you use a lot of visuals onstage?
MK: We try to present a show rather than
just getting on and doing a set and
walking off. On an album, you can go into
fine detail. You can listen to it again and
again and pick up different parts of it. It
has a lot of iayers of detail. But live, you
go for raw power. We keep away from the
cliches like dry ice and hydraulic drum
risers. But we do go for a more theatrical
show.

KZ: Are you coming to America soon?
MK: We thought that if we get some
success and radio play going, we'll do a
proper tour. This year, the British tour
takes us right up to Christmas. If we’re out
in the States, it will be February, March,
April, May. The next album won't be out
until 1987.

KZ: Has anybody from Genesis heard
your music and commented on it ?

MK: Our drummer, [an Mosley, used to
play with (original guitarist) Steve Hackett
We know him quite well. All he's ever said
about it is that he can't understand why
people say we sound like Genesis. He
thinks we sound nothing like Genesis. B

alternatives. You look at, oh, say '77 or '78,
and there would be almost nobody in the
country who would have suggested that a
Top 40 station play almost nothing but
current material. And yet everybody in the
world was playing a large percentage of
gold at that time in all sorts of formats. There
was an obvious hole that few were willing
to react to. The very fact that Joseph was
willing to go against the conventional grain
when he saw it was intelligent, really meant
that he deserved to win with it.

DS: Pretty much using the early concept of
Top 40 radio when there were no oldies. All
there were, really, were currents.

GB: Right, that was the fifties and early
days.

DS: What about the product in the early
eighties, where Top 40 leaned softer and
softer to get that older demo that you were
talking about earlier? That seemed to be a
fad for a while, speaking of lemmings
foltowing each other.

GB: Yeah, it was. One of the things that has
happened on this is that there is an identity
problem. People have to figure out what
they are going to be. For example, I've done
a study on Adult Contemporary formats,
and you can be successful on that format,
but you have to target within that range and
not start sounding like a Top 40 outlet. In the
same way, Top 40 stations can appeal and
do appeal to a 25-34 cell, and certainly do
notneedtogo A/C.

DS: Whatever the term “Adult” means,

anymore. Have you done any studies on
the change of the composition of the
audience?

GB: Oh yeah. | looked at it going back to
1970 and certainly the Top 40 audience has
matured. Part of that, of course, is simply the
25—34 composition of the population is
greater than it was some time ago.

DS: Sure. You back up all these findings
with facts and stats. Do you have any tips
for programmers, especially rookies as to
how they can read, retain and find the
information they require, whether it's in this
report or in general?

GB: Be methodical and keep a questioning
attitude. Those are two important factors.
You mentioned younger programmers, and
| think it's important for them to pick up
some new ideas, but | also think a number
of seasoned veterans have accepted the
mistakes they have learned. Let me
rephrase that, they have learned things that
are not true and have continued to believe
them.

DS: Breaking the rules and tossing out
misconceptions and beliefs we have built
up over the years.

GB: These are a lot of things people don't
pay attention to that | think are real success
factors. People like to putit down to the
essence of, for example, the old tight list
versus the wider list. The very fact of how
stations have performed, let's say a KilS
versus a KKHR shows that kind of
dichotomy is not quite so simple.

DS: Whatabout the term Top 40?7 Does it
seem the term is back in vogue? People
who were afraid to say Top 40 tend to be
using it more and more.

GB: | see nothing wrong with saying Top
40. For example, the common phrase these
days is CHR, Contemporary Hit Radio. | can
understand how people are using that and
yet you go out and ask people what they're
listening to and most of them, at least the
people who are out of radio, are nct going
to be telling you, “Oh yeah, | listen to the
CHR station.”

DS: Nothing wrong with the term, but |
guess it's an industry term.

GB: Right.

DS: Are you going to keep this study
updated on some sort of regular basis?
GB: Whatl do here, | look at different
formats and | can'tdo it for every book. The
amount of work | putinto it, | just can't
possibly do for every format with every
book. What | found before, though, is they
tend to be good for several years.

DS: Before we wind this up, Gary, a final
point you'd like to make about your report.
GB: itried to balance itin the sense of
being useful in sales and programming, and
i think it's probably something record
people might find interesting as well.

s I've mentioned before, change and
social evolution comes from the young.
That's as true in radio as in anything else.
Parents were outraged by the Beatle
haircuts in 1964, a decade later the
Establishment was wearing its hair long
and the kids were moving on to something
else. One hesitates to guess what the
Establishment’s hair will iook like in 1995...!

In much of the '70's and the early '80's,
Contemporary Hit Radio and Adult
Contemporary sounded quite similar
musically. It was more a difference of
degree rather than of kind. Recently,
though, there has been increasing
divergence of the popular musicin the two
fields; top 40 is going through changes,
reflecting the tastes of the young. While
top 40's were sleeping, tilting toward the
adult listener, the shares declined, the
teens listened to AOR, and top 40 was
proclasmed dead. Thanks largely to
consultant Mike Joseph, and those few
diehard stations that never gave up true
top 40, the format is back in fashion and
the kids are back in control. Music has
some development going on, and adults
are once again, as at all suchtimes, having
increasing difficulty accepting what the
kids are listening to.

Our firm, Consolidated Communications
Consultants, has been testing records for
A/C acceptability since 1980. We test
everything that comes in, because we
have learned better than to second guess

the A/C audience, and filter in advance;
and lately we have been publishing a
newsletter containing the results, for those
who are interested in optimizing the A/C
music appeal. Lateiy, we have seenmore
and more records that do not test well for
the A/C audience going on to become top
40 hits, and the strong A/C records
seemingly are less likely to be the top hits
in other formats.

A consultant recently remarked that
increasingly the A/C stations are going to
have to test what they play, and that is
certainly true, since the top 40 charts will
increasingly not even provide hints. We
note some A/C stations, still trying to follow
a successful past philosophy, are selecting
from the top 40, and playing a lot of records
that don't appeal to their listeners at all,
and missing many that do. (An excellent
example of the atteris FRANKIE by Sister
Sledge, which tests very strong for A/C,
but did very little at the top 40 level.)

For A/C stations, there is an unfortunate
side effect to all this. As A/C successes no
longer correlate to succuss at the top 40
level, there will be a decline in records
released for A/C formats, and indeed
testing willbecome increasingly necessary
to ferret out the strong A/C records from
among even the songs that don't make the
top 40 charts atall. (Two recent examples
of strong testing A/C records that didn't
make conventional trades were
COLORED LIGHTS by the Blasters, and
BOYS WON'T LEAVE THE GIRLS
ALONE by Greg Kihn.)

Stations wanting to develop their own
music testing face formidable
problems--because whatever system is
used, it mustbe calibrated to the real world
in such a way as to yield useful results.
Stations that play “hooks” of songs down
the phone line are creating a very artificial
listening environment and frequently find
it difficlut to get meaningful results, for
example. Pick a method, no matter how
conventional or unconventional, that gives
you results that are right for your station!

| have had knowledgeable people in this
business tell me that music testing is of
little value with new records, and is mainly
useful as a means of determining
“burnout”. This is absolutely backwards.
Returning for a moment to the left
brain/right brain model | bring up from time
to time to explain how people perceive
things, people use music radio as a
right-brain accompaniment most of the
time, yet intellectualizing a music rating
from an artificial environment--or
intellectualizing when a record is “burned
out’--is a left brain activity. Unless you find
what their emotional, right-brain response
is, the resultis wrong. We find that if people
like arecord it will never fully "burn out” for
them, they simply may eventually grow a
little tired of it if it's overexposed, and we
find good programmers can spot the time
to decrease exposure better than any
listener poll will.

However whether you like the sound of
something new, and are interested enough
to want to hear more of it, is a right-brain
response, and can be meaningfully
determined from a properly set up music
research system. Thus good music testing
is more apt to reveal the value of new
records than the burnout time of
established ones, at ieast in A/C. In top
40, the attitude of peers toward an artist
or sound is sufficiently important that the
testing process cannot rely on “sound”
alone; sales are still vital in gauging
popular appeal of music at the top 40
levelm

They received VIP accommodations at
the game, where the scoreboard flashed
their presence with a welcoming
announcement In addition, the winners
were selected by a call-in contest at the
following Top 40 stations: WAVA—
Washington, KAFM—Dallas, KSAQ—
San Antonio, KIMN—Denver, KRBE—
Houston, KWK—St. Louis, KX104—
Nashville, KPLZ—Seattle, and WPHD—
Buffalo. Callers were asked to correctly
identify the outstanding harmonica
player on “There Must Be An Angel.”
Thirty runners-up in each market
received a Hohner harmonica.

SATELLITE SWEEPSTAKES
KHOP/FM in Modesto/Stockton, CA,
recently held their Satellite Sweepstakes
promotion, in which they gave away a
complete home satellite system. The
lucky listener won by calling in when she
heard an excerpt from a movie played on
the air.
