Dave Sholin: Let's talk about Carl Perkins and
‘The Birth Of Rock 'N' Roli". You were there
when it happened and you went back to Sun
Studio where so many great rock and roll
classics were cut. How did it feel?

Carl Perkins: Well I'll tell you Dave, when you've
been around as long as | have in this business,
you think that you've experienced everything
that it has to offer. It was a real unique thing.
First of all, when Chips Moman called me and
asked me if I'd like to do this album, | wondered
how in the world he was ever going to get four
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Elvis Presley was quickly becoming a household name, and rock 'n’ roll's age was coming into
view when a young man drove to Memphis to find his place in the Sun Studio. Little time passed
before Carl Perkins was on top of the pop, country, and rhythm & blues charts with "Blue Suede

Shoes", establishing himself as one of rock’s founding fathers. All signs pointed to a bright future
for Carl and his brothers, but several months later, fate dealt a cruel blow in the form of a tragic

It is not an understatement to say that Carl Perkins' music style is one of the very threads that
defines rock 'n’ roll. Carl was in Memphis when | recently spoke with him about the early days, his
encounter with The Beatles, his years with Johnny Cash and his latest project..."The Class Of
‘55" album that reunited him with Cash, and fellow Sun Records greats, Jerry Lee Lewis and Roy
Orbison. The result was a candid conversation that went twice as long as planned and gave me
the opportunity to get the real story from one of our industry's true gentlemen, Carl Perkins.

old broken down rockabillys singing together
back in that studio. |didn't know what he had in
mind, or how he was going to do it. But it was a
very emotion-packed week. By that | mean
there were tears mixed with a lot of laughter.
We just shared a lot of things together. Of
course, Jerry Lee worked on a lot of my early
songs before he ever recorded on his own. He
was on a record called "Match Box" and "Your
True Love".

DS: That's right. | remember Jerry Lee playing

on "Match Box". Was he crazy in those days?
CP: Exactly, the same fellow. He hasn't
changed. He's Jerry Lee. As somebody once
said, "You take him as he is, or you close the
school.” {Laughs) He's Jerry Lee all the way,
he's one of the most talented individuals I've
ever known. The boy can flat sing. It doesn't
matter if you get him in too high a key. He can
do it if he wants to or not, depending on that
particular day.
DS: When did Carl Perkins first pick up a guitar?
“the GAVIN REPORT July 4, 1986
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CP: Well, 'm 54 years old. | was raised in the
cotton part of Tennessee up in the Northeast
corner. We were share croppers. | started
walking around with a broom handle, making
like | was playing the guitar. My daddy made the
first one for me when | was about five years old.
It had a cigar box, a broom handle neck, and it
had two strings of backing wire that they used
to put around hay bales. | had my first real guitar
when | was about six years old. It came from an
old black man who lived on the same plantation.
My daddy gave him $3.50 for it, and he had to
sacrifice to do that. I've had my hands on a lot
of great guitars though the years, but | was so
proud of that guitar, and | knew down in my
soul, some way or another | was going to learn.

| didn't have anybody to teach me. We didn't
have electricity back in those days. All| had was
our radio and my dad didn't like anything except
country music. We'd listen to the Grand Ole
Opry. | worked in the fields with the black
workers and ['d listen to them sing religious
songs. That rhythm just kind of bleeds over my
bones, and I'd start singing "From the great
Atlantic ocean to the wide Pacific shore ..." and
my daddy would get mad and say, "Now boy,
that's not the way Roy Acuff sings that song. If
you're gonna do it that way, you can hang it back
onanail." And | remember my momma saying,
"Buck, leave him alone, let him sing it like he
wants to." And | was getting mixed up with
hearing that black rhythm and loving those
country songs. | just did them faster and | never
quit doing it. I've done it that way all my life.

DS: Well that's the inspiration behind rock and
roll. You pretty much described it right there.
CP: I've been asked through the years what it
was. To me it was a white man's lyric with a black
man's rhythm. | think the two types of music
come together. Elvis was also influenced by
that black rhythm and that Southern church,
free-flowing spirit in those hymns. Jerry Lee
and all the guys at Sun Records were
influenced just as | was. | always thought it was
‘feel good’ music. Bill Monroe was a main
influence and everyone at Sun liked him. | sure
did, and of course Elvis. His record was "Blue
Moon Of Kentucky.” There's a close kin in that
"Bill Monroe" type of bluegrass, to rockabilly.
Bluegrass has the up-tempo beat. We just
tapped extra licks.

DS: The story of how Elvis was discovered has
been told again and again. In the case of Carl
Perkins, did you find Sam Phillips or did he find
you?

CP: I heard Elvis' first record. At the time | was
living in a government housing project in
Jackson, Tennessee. | heard a disc jockey play
"Blue Moon Of Kentucky", and he said, "That's
a new boy on a new label, right here in
Memphis, Tennessee. The boy's name is Elvis
Presley on Sun Records.” My wife was ironing
in the kitchen, and she said, "That sounds like
ya'll" (meaning myself and my two brothers who
played with me back then), and | said, "It does,
don'tit?" And | found out that Sun was in
Memphis and | only lived about 60 miles away. |
set my goals on getting to Memphis so | could
get a record. | called Mr. Phillips after that. | was
told by his secretary, who could tell | was a
hungry hillbilly wanting to sing, "I'm sorry, but
we're loaded down and we got a new boy,

Elvis, and boy is he hot” She said, "Mr. Phillips
is not here". So | walked back out to the car
which | parked in front of the little studio he had
down the street and they said we had his
parking place. Then his '54 Cadillac pulled up
and almost ran into my old car, and he was mad
that we had his parking space. | was talking to
my brothers and said, “That's him. That's gotta’
be him." He was dressed just like his car. He
had dark blue coat with light blue trousers, and
he had a '54 Cadillac that was that color. | beat
him back to his front door and | told him who |
was and that we were from Jackson and that we
"Sure would love to sing you a song." |was
just burning inside to do a song for him. He
liked one song that | did and he told me to write
another and come back. So it didn't take long
til | had my first record out.

DS: So your first one was...

CP: "Turn Around" a slow country song. See,
he didn't think at that time that he had the room
on his little tiny label to have two boys singing
the same kind of music. He said, "Carl, | like the
way you do this up-tempo stuff but Elvis has
gotta do that. You've got to do the slow
country songs." That was alright with me, but
my heart was really in the up-tempo music. |
certainly don't mind doing the slow country
songs. | still like a lot of that, and do a lot. At
the same session we cut a song called "Honey
Don't", and after that record came out, he sold
Elvis in '55 to RCA Victor and he said, "Man, we
got to have songs to go with "Honey Don't"
and that's when | came up with "Blue Suede
Shoes". | put the record out January 1, 1956.
DS: |, like so many kids at the time, had to have
a pair of those shoes besides the record. What
was the inspiration behind the song?

CP: At the time, I had not owned a pair of "Blue
Suede Shoes". They were gettingto be a
scarce item in this area. | had my eye on them,
but I was a young married fellow with two small
children and | didn't have the money to buy
them. But the thing that bothered me was that
right in front of the bandstand this boy told this
really pretty girl, “Don't step on the suede".
And | said , "Oh me, he thinks that much of a
pair of shoes." It bothered me, it really did. So |
went home to the government project and |
couldn't go to sleep. The song had to be born
that night. | got out of bed mad, thought of that
old rhyme, one for the money, two for the
show...l said that's the way I'll start my story.
That's the way it happened. It was one of those
songs. | had so much to say, | was just picking it
out of my head, it was all there. It was trying to
getout. | couldn't find anything to write on.
Honestly, | took three potatoes out of a paper
bag and wrote the words to "Blue Suede
Shoes" on the bag. And didn't know to spell it.
Let's see...S,W,A..SWAED.

DS: "Blue Suede Shoes" was really the first
song to top the pop, country and R&B charts
simultaneously.

CP: | may have come along, Dave, in a period
when teenagers were changing. It seemed
that up until the '50's, if Dad wore his hair in a
cut then Junior did. Momma went to town and
bought everybody's clothes for them. And it
seemed that about that time kids were saying,
"Hey, give me the money. Let me buy my
coat.” | think they did so and then saved

enough to buy a record, and they were the
ones who took to rockabilly music. | don't think
that they were alone. When they went out to
the sock hop, Mom and Dad played those
records and learned how to Jitter Bug a little
too. | worked a tour with Chuck Berry after the
record came out. | heard "Maybelline” and
some of those great records that he had. |
detected in Chuck’s music some "white
rockabilly”. And as | found out he loves country
music. You listen to the old Chuck Berry
records and you're getting that bluegrass. But !
heard his voice coming down the hall saying, "I
want to meet Carl Perkins.” Somebody said,
"He's right there." | met him just inside the
dressing room door. He looked stunned. He
said, "l thought you were one of us." 1 said,
"Well brother, | am”. It's just music that knows
no barriers. | don' think that people back in the
early days, even here in the South, questioned
color when that nickel hit that Wuditzer. It didn't
matter what color the man was singing it. It was
music. | think it played a big role in intergration.
I've talked about it several times since then with
people like Fats Domino. He said, "You know
Carl, we did maybe as much as the politicians
did". Because blacks were listening to white
music and the other way around. So maybe
somewhere in the history books of music, it can
be recorded that music did play a big role in
integrating the South. | think it did.

DS: Your life took quite a twist. An automobile
accident that changed things.

CP: Itwas March 22, 1956 and | was on my way
to do the Perry Como Show in New York, a
network T.V. show, when we had a very serious
accident, killing two people, one being my
brother. | was hurt pretty bad. Enough so that |
couldn't get out there and back up my record. It
was a real critical point in my career. Looking
back on it, you cash in on them when they
happen to you. I've often said and think this to
be true: there is no way in the world, that we
being on the network would have hurt Elvis in
any way. | know that it wouldn't have hurt me to
have gotten on with the music. There was no
stopping him. To have been known to do the
shows that | was booked on would, | think,
definitely have would had an effect on my
career in those days.

DS: You said that without Elvis, there would be
no Carl Perkins, Jerry Lee, Johnny Cash or Roy
Orbinson. Do you think Elvis would have
agreed with you?

CP: I wasn't really around him in the later part of
his life. 1think that he would disagree. He
would say that "it would have happened
anyway." But | would always say that somebody
opens the door to anything new that comes
along. And this music was new and we had the
greatest door opener any type of music ever
had. We had the most charismatic, good
looking, hip shaker that ever came down the
pike in Presley. And it did cause attention to
come back to people like me and Jerry Lee. I'm
not saying the music wouldn't have happened.
It just would have taken much longer. 'Cause,
when he came on the scene, he didn't come
through the gate, he busted it down. There he
was, one day the world had the greatest
entertainer there ever was, as far as I'm
concerned. The most complete. And we were
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fortunate enough to have him singing the same
kind of music we were.

DS: After you left Sun, you put out a couple of
albums on Columbia. When was that?

CP: 1 left Sunin 1958 and went to Columbia
Records. Just really never happened.

DS: | remember "Pink Peddle Pushers".

CP: Right, that was my first Columbia Record.
DS: And "Pointed Toed Shoes”. Was thata
follow up to "Blue Suede Shoes™?

CP: That's right. There was a lot of excitement
there for a while. But it didn't have what the
public wanted.

DS: At the time it must have been a surprise
that it didn't happen.

CP: Yeah, because | thought, "Well it's gonna
happen again." You get your hopes built up,
and the bottom drops out and you go back to
the lesser paying jobs and the roadside honky
tonks again.

DS: Didn't you make an appearance on Dick
Clark's Saturday Night Beachnut Show?

CP: That's right, | did.

DS: Do you remember anything about that?
CP: It's ironic you mention that show. | did his
20 year celebration, and the Academy of
Country Music this year and during the
rehearsal he said, "I want to remind you of
something that you probably have forgotten
about.” (And that could be most anything if it
happened past yesterday.) "Do you remember
a pink coat that you had on when you did my
Saturday night show?" | said, "man | do.” A lady
in my home town made this thing. And Dick
Clark said, "That's the prettiest coat I've ever
seen.” It had cuff links on the sleeves and was
really outlandish. | had this woman make it out
of hot pink silk. It had a high Elvis type of collar,
a pink stripe down my black pants to my blue
suede shoes. He said, "l remember it vividly.
It's unfortunate the audience didn't.”

DS: You mentioned Jerry Lee working with
you. You also played for Johnny Cash for
years, playing in his band.

CP: Ohyeah, 1965, That was after | went over
to England. | went over in '64 with Chuck Berry,
before the Beatles came to America. Anyway,
they hadn't been to America at that time. | was
invited to a party over there that they had given
in my honor. | didn't suspect nothing 'til | got
there and met John, Paul, George and Ringo.
They invited me the next night to Abbey Road
where they recorded three of my songs. | was
in the studio and watched themdo it. The
following year | had an accident with a shot gun,
and | almost blew my foot away. Johnny and |
have been real strong friends ever since Sun
Record days and he just stopped by to see
how | was doing. | was dragging this cast
around for 2 or 3 weeks and at that point he
invited me to go with him to Chattanooga, and
Atlanta. | crawled on the bus, crutches, cast,
and all. He pulled me out on the stage both
nights. 1did a couple of songs, and he asked
me about joining his show. He had the Statler
Brothers and the Carter family with him at that
time. | said, "Well John, I'll think about it."
When | get this cast off | might just do that.”
Two days turned into a little over 10 years. |
stayed with him from '65 to '75.

DS: You mentioned the Beatles and your
relationship with them. Did it continue?

CP: | never saw them together again. Paul
McCartney called me in ‘80 or 81 about coming
down to a place called Montserrat which I'd
never heard of. He said , "I'm doing an album
and Stevie Wonder's down here, | got asong |
really wish you'd sing with me and | want you to
play guitar." 1 said, "l only have one problem...|
don't know how to get there." He said, "I'll fix
that", and he had his travel agent send me a
ticket and | went down to the West Indies and
stayed 3 days. Recorded on an album called
"Tug Of War", and played on the top record of
the year, "Ebony and Ivory”. But as | said, |
hadn't seen any of the other guys since 1964.
When | did my Cimemax special last October, |
got in touch with George Harrison and Ringo
Starr and they did the special with me. I've read
that through the years, they liked me and they
liked my style. It was a great feeling to know
that people like Harrison and Ringo, Eric
Clapton and Dave Edmunds, and all the people
that gathered around me to make that special

what it was, really buried themselves in my soul.
I'll be grateful to them forever and ever. The
show is them. My part in it was mighty small.

DS: Italked to Little Richard a few months back.
He had talked about going through some
difficult times in his life. What period for Carl
Perkins do you think was the roughest?

CP: Well | have to place that period at 1957.
My brother Jay, who died as a result of that
wreck in '56 lived almost a year, but he never
was without pain. He did travel a bit with me
with a neck brace on. When | iost him, | buried
myself in the bottom of a bottle. | really thought
| had to have booze to perform without realizing
that it was destroying me, my family, my friends,
my music. | am one who could not handle it.
And | had a period from 1957 until 1966, a year
after | was with Johnny Cash that | was an
alcoholic. There's no question about it. Johnny
Cash, and | quit our habits the very same day.
He has stated in his life story, "A Man in Black,”
that he was on a different thing, but a drug is a
drug, | guess. John threw his pills in the ocean
and | threw my whiskey bottle in the ocean.

And we leaned against each other. There is a
brotherly love between Cash and | that will go in
the ground with me. | love this man and |
believe he loves me too. We accomplished
something together that has meant so much to
me and my family, my life, my children and my
whole life. | think without a doubt Carl Perkins
wouldn't have survived the bottle, but we beat
it together.

DS: Is there a Carl Perkins Hall Of Fame in
Jackson, Tennessee?

CP: Well, it's a Carl Perkins Museum.

DS: There is?

CP: Yes. It's stuff that I've collected through
the years. Old ragged blue jeans that | wore,
some home made clothes, guitars, Elvis' belts,
a white suit that Elvis wore and some Beatle
memorabilia. Johnny Cash and some close
friends through the years have given me things
that my wife has just kept. We found a place for
them in Jackson, Tennessee, and named it the
Carl Perkins Museum.

DS: Let's bring this up to speed and talk about
this album. I gota cassette copy of it and I've
been listening to it ever since. | loveit! Thisis
not the first album that you've cut with Jerry
Lee, and of course, Roy's on this. But with
Jerry Lee and Johnny, you recorded a live
album in Germany called ""Survivors™.

CP: Yes. We did that in Stuttgart, Germany. It
was loosely done. By that | mean it was cut live
on stage over there, without any direction as to
what we were going to do. | think the sound
could have been better. Other than working
with them, 1 was never really knocked out with
that album. It just wasn't there.

DS: But the fans in Europe, they seem to be
fanatical about 50's rock 'n’ roll. How do you
explain that?

CP: I've thought a lot about it, I've wondered
myself. I've asked some fans that are now my
age, that were fans when it first came out. | sign
autographs on old Sun albums that have been
under plastic all these years. It means an awful
lot to me that they cared enough to protect
them. They're so sincere when they say with
tears in their eyes, "l finally got it autographed.”
That's so special to me. My fans are special to
me. When | ask them, "What is it about the
music?" They respond, "It makes us feel
good.” And you know, all the countries are not
as fortunate as we are here in America.
England's a beaufiful country, but let's face i,
those people eat what's on their plate. We
throw a lot away. We don't realize just how
much we really do waste. Maybe the music
makes them feel good, loosens them up and
helps them forget about some of the things
they don't have. Maybe that's why the music
has lasted so long. Ironically, that's what |
thought it was when | was a kid, "Feel good
music." So if music can help you forget a car
note or a house payment, or a grocery bill, then
it's done something, and it's worth something.
DS: You've said that all four of you were
nervous the day you began this project. Why?
CP: Well, I'l tell you Dave. We met at the
offices of Chips Moman at the Peabody Hotel
here in Memphis. Chip said, "Well we gotta go
down and meet the press.” | thought that there
might be someone down there with a Brownie
Hawk Eye and a lead pencil asking some
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questions about some old rockabillies. When
the elevator door opened, the whole lobby was
packed with news people from all over America.
Everyone from CNN to ABC. | thought, "Wow,
what is happening here?" The other guys were
shocked too. Dick Clark's camera crew filmed
everything we did, every song. Everywhere we
looked there was a camera on us. They stayed
out of our way. The first day was the one that
kind of made me nervous to know that the eyes
of the press were on us so much. | think we
realized that we were fooling with much more
than making a record, because there was so
much attention focused on us. It shook us up a
little, but we got over that very quickly, we really
had a great time. There's a song on the album
called, "We Remember The King". When we
got through singing that song,

Chips Moman was out in an 18 wheeler with all
the digital equipment. Over the phone he
said, "come out and listen." We went out there
and there weren't two words spoken as we
listened to the playback. Afterthe tape
stopped there was dead silence. | looked in

the eyes of the other guys..they were misty.
There's no question we gave it everything that
we had, and in talking with the other boys, we
sang that song for Elvis. We do remember him.
He was The King. And there was a special,
tender moment when | seized the opportunity
to say, "Guys, 1 want to tell you something, |
didn't truly realize 30 years ago, that we'd be
standing here listening to the song we just got
through singing. | want all three of you to know
{and you too Chips), that I love you. And if I'm
planted first, you can sing a verse of this song,
and | might raise up and help you." That was on
my mind, and | had to tell them | loved them. |
do and it was a great experience to work with
them that week. Of course, the next night
Ricky Nelson, John Fogerty and everybody
flew in here and the studio was full, and we did
"Big Train From Memphis."

DS: That's a great story.

CP: Thatwas a very special, tender moment,
listening to "We Remember The King.”

DS: Was it Chips' idea to get Rick Nelson and
John Fogerty involved in this?

CP: No, they heard about it. Ricky Nelson,
God rest his soul, and | had never met. One of
the first songs he ever recorded was a song
that | wrote called "Boppin' The Blues”. And
through the years, | had read where Carl
Perkins was Ricky Nelson's idol. | just never
met the guy. I'm so thankful that God saw fit to
let me spend a few hours before he was taken
away. They were special hours for me, and
always will be. 1was given a chance to find out
first hand what a genuine, good, sweet person
that boy really was. | sometimes shake and
shiver inside to think that..fate worked it so well

that | did get to meet him. That was special for
me, to spend time with him and to hear him say,
"l sure would like to work with ya, open your
shows." "What, you open for me?" | said, "No, |
open for you." We really talked about working
some shows together this year. He said, "l got
the plane, we could work together and fly
together in my plane.” That's something that
haunts me, but in a tender, sweet way.

DS: He would always talk about Carl Perkins.
CP: | heard through the years, I've read, and
entertainers have told me, "He just loves you."
To think that | did get to meet him, and shake
hands with him. He was standing right beside
me when we were singing "Big Train From
Memphis." He, Dave Edmunds and Marty
Stuart, who's recording on his own now, and
who's Johnny Cash's son-in-law. We had our
own little quartet. All four of us goton a
microphone by ourselves. I've seen some of
the footage that Dick Clark filmed and it really is
touching to see Ricky smiling and so happy. To

think that he is gone..it shakes you a little.

DS: To what extent did Chips, who also worked
with Elvis, affect the sessions?

CP: Well, | think he treated us like he did Elvis.
By that | mean, Chips is smart enough to know
that you can't take an old rockabilly, or a young
rockabilly and say, "Hey you got three songs to
do and you got three hours to do them in." He
didn't attack it that way. He did it like he did
when he recorded Elvis. He never said, "Hey
guys, we're running late." He never rushed us.
We did songs that we talked about and wanted
to do. That's why there's some magic on the
album. 1think some of the best performances
that Elvis ever gave, he gave to Chips Moman,
because Chips is a picker and a writer himself.
He knows that you can't hurry and you can't say
to somebody, "Hey, we're running into
overtime." You get an old rockabilly nervous,
and he might shut the switch off. You close the
door on his talent when you crowd him.

DS: You had to feel pretty good when you
finished “The Birth Of Rock And Roll".

CP: [l tell you Dave, we only did that song
twice.

DS: Youwrote it...

CP: Yes, I wrote it about 3 days before | came
down to record it. Chips said, "Give me
something hot and | want a slow song.” | had a
couple of ballads, and he stepped up and sang
me "Class Of 55" that he and Bobby Emmons
(the piano player) had written. 1said, "Oh,
no..mine's going out the window, | love that
song.” And that's the ballad that | cut, "Class Of
55."

!

DS: On “Birth Of Rock And Roll", you share
writing credit with your son. Are both of your
sons in the band?

CP: Yes, the oldest one plays the drums, and

Greg plays bass. Greg is the one who helped
me write this song.

DS: Did you both share in writing words and
music?

CP: Well, I've got a small studio in the back of
my home in Jackson. We were down there just
kicking around. | started "A Cat Named Elvis",
"he bopped into Sun right off the street,” and
Greg would say, "Daddy stop it right there. Yea,
| like it." One thing was feeding another. |
wrote most of the words because they were
coming out in the same fashion as "Blue Suede
Shoes.” | had so much to say and so short a
time to say it. | wanted to write a song that
would describe what really happened over at
Sun Studios, which Greg only knows by
hearing me talk about it. But the melody was
definitely his, along with the insgiration. He

'/k-t-.-
-

was there with a pencil, writing away as | was
spitting out the words. He said, "Yea, | like
that."

DS: There is going to be a TV special, is that
correct?

CP: Yes, fromwhat | understand it will be out in
the fall. | guess they're just watching what
happens to the album. It will be a good special,
I think. They have already edited it down from
30 hours to one, so there's got to be some
good stuff init. | can tell you this Dave,
everybody up to this point has made a happy
old rockabilly out of this man. | didn't have this
plan in my life at this time, but | accept it, and I'm
so thankful. | just hope that | can live up to the
recognition that I'm getting. | do appreciate
everything that you people are doing for Carl
Perkins.

DS: Now does this mean that we're gonna be
hearing more from Carl Perkins in the future?
CP: Ohyeah. Yessir!

DS: Have you got some plans to tour?

CP: Yes, I'm already working some dates. | got
a pretty good horn player with me now called,
Ace Cannon, and the old man is blowing his old
horn like he never has before. I'm really getting
excited about it. I've got the oil changed in my
bus and we're ready to roll again.

DS: Can, I'll be in the front row, and let me say
it's been just a pleasure and an honor tatking to
you.

CP: Well, | appreciate it and | thank you so much.
Maybe we'll get to meet in person someday and
we'll be able to carry this conversationon . . .
God bless you.

Tina 2AM concert, and we raced around town
catching everyone from Joey & The Doorknobs
to Eddie and The Placemats. All of this activity
required unusual dedication from my wife,

whose background was the violin section of the
Vancouver and San Francisco Symphonies.
But from Cream to Fanny, she was there.

One day she asked me, "Why am | doing
this?" and dropped abruptly out of those treks
after explaining, "They're paying YOU for this

DON'T mean Roll Over.." Since thenWE'VE
continued, on our own, to attempt to remain
current & stay up with the times. While
Rosemary's home hearing Mahler's Fifth, we
polish off fifths at Club Lingerie where we've
been slam danced off the stage, we've donned
leather at Madame Wongs, and we've poured
over copies of BAM and Music Connection so
that we're on top of every garage group in
Southern California. This isn't easy at our

advanced age of 29, but we're dedicated. It's a
dirty job, but SOMEONE has to do it, and Lord
knows Bobby Poe doesn't.

So it was with some surprise..almost
shock..that our wife chanced to pick up several
music trades this past week, and after perusing
the charts, posed the question (comment) to
us: "What's Going On Here?" We asked her
what was so unusual about the lists and she
said, "Moody Blues, The Monkees, Neil
Diamond, Billy Joel, James Taylor, Jackson
Browne, Rod Stewart, Kenny Rogers, Mick
Jagger, Gordon Lightfoot, Graham Nash, Everly

The
Poni-Tails may THINK that "Born Too Late"” was
the beginning and the end for them. We think
that taking the blue out of their hair and
introducing them to Jellybean or Little Stevie
could put them directly on MTV.

How about an ALL Jackson version of "We
Are The World" with Chuck, Dion, J.J., Mahalia,
Stonewall, Walter and Wanda? The possibilities
are endless. George Michael may be selling
records now, but in 1996 it might be George
Maharis.

Steve Winwood, back with a vengence. Side
one flies by as if it were just one song.
Everything we missed about him is back in the
forefront, well taken advantage of. There's that
voice, a great guitar solo on "Take It As It
Comes", and especially a generous splash of
Hammond organ (perhaps Winwood's most
endearing trademark). Back In The High Life is
still a radical departure from Winwood's
previous solo excursions. Rather than involving
just a tiny core of participants, Winwood has
enlisted scores of players, lyric collaborators,
and two dozen technical and engineering
experts. The texture and gleam of the album
certainly shows the expense, dedication, and
the effort, injecting a newfound energy and
direction. Back In The High Life succeeds with
as many consecutive greats as you're likely to
hear on one album this year. QOut of the box
interest on the following trax: "Split Decision”,
"Take It As It Comes", "Freedom Overspill" and
the single. My two cents would also include
"The Finer Things” and "Wake Me Up On
Judgement Day". | hear a number one Gavin
summertime album, don't you?

"The Wild And The Young"-Quiet Riot (Pasha)

Quiet Riot's back with a new lead guitarist (evil
looking dude) plus a few more cascading curly
locks (hey!). Big sounding, not too too metal,
and careful not to stray too far away from all the
chanting and repetition Quiet Riot's know for.

The sounds
Sakamoto pioneers on his recordings are
eventually absorbed down the line on
mainstream hit records. (Note: His "Behind The
Mask” just missed inclusion on Michael
Jackson's Thriller.) Futurista has just been
released as a Japanese import CD/LP, available
for an arm and a leg. I'd recommend the second
track by name, but it's written in Japanese and
the computer I'm writing this on lacks the
characters on the keyboard. Futurista's
production and performance is absolutely
heartstopping. It is both mainstream and
downright lunar strange, utilizing an
encyclopedia of musical origins.

"Relative To You" has been a guilty pleasure of
mine for the last couple of weeks. It doesn't
take an Einstein to get into this track. It's an
appealing love song with a certain charm.
Elsewhere on the LP, Jef Scott does the
customary rockin' out on 'l Watch My City
Sleep”. There's also a clever Beatle cover, “I'm
Only Sleeping”. But sooner or later it's always
back to “Relative” for me, relative to the rest of
the album, that is.

Andreas Vollenweider is not only an artist
reaching the most coveted Album Radio
demographic of all, but he's one of a few zillion
classical musicians able to operate on three or
four levels simultaneously. Originally perceived
as a classical prodigy, the originality of an
electric harp began to appeal to all kinds of
music fans, both progressively active and those
relaxed and passive. With very little organized
promotion and airplay, Vollenweider is king of
the so-called "New Age" movement. The last
classical act to cover so much ground was
Wendy/Walter Carlos with his/her Switched On
Bach. There's currently an underground wave
operating inside Album Radio at stations keying
in on a precise adult listenership using current
product and innovative artists like
Vollenweider. Andreas could be the first such
artist to rise above that undergound. In fact,
there are those who would argue that he

The ballad
"Lucky Moon" and rocker "I Get Excited" have
brilliant hooks, displaying their talented writing
skills. The highlight of the album is "The Rain
Won't Help You When It's Over”, which has a
distinctive Rank & File flavor to it. That
shouldn’t be surprising, since Alejandro
Escovedo was one of the co-founders of that
band before teaming up with the True
Believers. The album is clean and clearly
produced but I'd like to see them continue to
step out even further and more aggressively
with their guitar chords in the future.

CASSETTES AND AUCTIONS

Two more letters. The firstis from
David Daughty, Chief Engineer of
WRCK/WTLB in Utica, New York, who
appeared here recently in connection
with his use on the air of a Technics
RS-B78 cassette deck for most of the
music on WTLB. | had expressed the
hope he would share his automatic
cueing modification, but he points out
that "all too often | have shared my
circuits and ideas with other stations
only to find someone marketing them
for big bucks six months later...Most
engineers with an understanding of
today's electronics should be able to
figure out how to modify any 'auto
search’ cassette deck for exact cueing.
I'm surprised there isn't one being
manufactured. | would consider
modifying individual stations' decks for
this purpose if they want to contact me
directly. The features already
contained in the Technics RS-B78
make it an ideal candidate." Once
again, Dave's phone number is (315)
797-1330; the address is Box 781,
Utica, NY 13503.

I have been quite surprised at the
amount of interest stirred by this series
of columns on the use of cassettes on
the air. This is an idea whose time has
come, perhaps! The obvious
advantages include storage of a large
amount of music in a small space, and
the use of tape for broadcast music
without the phenomenal cost of
hundreds of carts. There appears to
be more than one feasible approach to
cueing in a combo broadcast
situation, and the audio quality is
excellent. As you continue to tell me of
your experiments in this direction, I'll
continue to present it in the column.

On another subject, in the May 2
column, titled "Making Your Listeners
Pay For It", I told of a Connecticut
station that | had learned had come up
with what struck me as a really original
way of making money--trading with the
merchants for desirable merchandise,
then auctioning it on the air and

keeping the earnings. It seemed to
have value for the merchant, for the
station both in income and
programming, and for the listener who
bought quality items for low prices. |
received a letter from Rich Harris at
KYMN, Northfield, Minnesota, near
Minneapolis/St.Paul:

"KYMN started the Big Kim Auction
Show in 1968, similar to what WSNG
is doing. We have had incredible
success with the show, both from a
promotional standpoint, and as a boon
to station revenues. | suspect most
every small market station from time to
time has cash flow crunches. The
auction show has kept money
moving...

"We celebrate each anniversary
trying to become more and more
creative in just what can be auctioned
off on the radio... Try these: A live cow,
a balloon ride over Minneapolis,
tickets to a sold-out concert, a
Jamaican vacation; it seems the more
unusual an item is, the more
promotional value it has.

"Our biggest success to date was
an auction show the Christmas before
last. We didn't make any money that
time, but boy did we make friends! A
local hardware store had gotten in a
shipment of the then-scarce Cabbage
Patch Dolls. The retailer didn't want to
disappoint people who wanted to buy
the dolls, and with his limited inventory
he really wasn't sure how to handle
his dilemma. He talked with us about
the possibility of donating them to a
local 'Christmas Sharing’ project, but
with a little brainstorming we devised
a promotion that turned out to be the
most fun thing | have EVER done in
radio. We decided we would auction
off the dolls with all the proceeds from
the auction going to our local
Community Action Center. The
promotion struck a chord, and we had
two television stations filming the
auction; the dolls were 'delivered’ by
the director of nursing at our local

hospital, and both the hardware store
and our radic station enjoyed the kind
of PR that money simply couid not
have bought. The local merchants
placed many bids just to get their
names on the air, and our final
Cabbage Patch Kid went for over
$1,000!

"How do you top that? This year we
hope to auction off a house! Shouldn't
be too hard to find a builder that wants
to be on the air for a few years. I'm
sure there are many ideas we have yet
to discover, but the challenge is
incredible, and an auction show could
help a lot of folks in small market
radio.”

Rich is willing to talk with anyone
wondering about the specifics of the
show. | have heard of other stations
that have done this sort of auction on
the air as well, but so far KYMN seems
to have been doing it longest. They've
innovated in another way--they were
one of the first stations in the upper
midwest with AM stereo! The KYMN
number is (507) 645-5695, and thanks
to Rich Harris for sharing. @
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"(Pop music) has
swung so much in
the techno-pop area

Michael Johnson is one of RCA's most recent
sighings, and one of Country's most recent
converts from the pop community. After an
extensive folk/pop career that included a stint
with the Chad Mitchell Trio (which at the time
included an aspiring young songwriter named
John Denver) and a string of solo hits in the late
70's (Bluer Than Blue, Almost Like Being In
Love, This Night Won't Last Forever), Michael
decided to explore new musical paths. Along
with producer Brent Maher (famed producer of
The Judds) they've recently completed his first
Country LP, and he's released two singles - a
duet with Sylvia called "l Love You By Heart"

39
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and "Gotta Learn To Love Without You™. We
recently talked to Michael at his home in
Minneapolis.

LS: How old were you when you developed an
interest in music?

MJ: IHellin love with my music teacher when |
was in the fifth grade - Sister Catherine - so
obviously it was an improbable set-up, even
despite the age difference. But | started playing
guitar when I was 13 and | guess that was when
I really got smitten.

A Man of Song

LS: You leamed to play guitar along with your
brother Paul, didn't you ?

MJ: Right. He had just been hit by a car, and |
had pneumonia. We were both in hospital beds
in our living rooms. This was in the days when
doctor's still made house calls. Anyway, my dad
bought both me and Paul a guitar and figured
out a way to plug it into the radio. So we were
on the radio right away, and just started playing
along with everybody.

LS: How much older is your brother than you?
MJ: He's seven years older. He's now repairing
motorcycles and buying and selling rare gems.
He has an interesting life.

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LS: You won an amateur contest in college that
resulted in a recording contract with Epic.

MJ: Yeah, and that looks great in print. | mean,
winning the contest was almost more than |
could bare - [ was just elated with it. But the
contract and the prizes were another thing.
One of the prizes was a reel to reel tape
recorder that never did work.Another prize was
atwo week engagement at a coffee house in
Chicago called IT'S HERE, and they never did
tell me that | wasn't going to get paid. It was just
supposed to be an honor to play there. And
with the recording contract, | recorded a song
called "Hills" that | had written when | was
fitteen. It sold 23 copies, and | got a royalty
check from CBS for 11 cents. | have it framed.
LS: Do you remember what you played to win
the contest?

MJ: Ohyes. It was a folk contest, and | played a
chain gang song. Here | was, this little waspy kid
from Denver, and | played a song called "Rocks
And Gravel". They told me right after the
contest, just to keep my feet on the ground,
that the voting had been very close.

LS: How soon after that did you go to
Barcelona to study guitar with Graciano
Tarrago?

MJ: That was about two years later in 1966.
That came about because [ had told so many
people that | was going to Spain to study guitar,
that [ set myself up to the point where | had to
do it. [ had no idea who to study with, so | wrote
to the National Endowment For The Arts in
Washington,D.C. and honed in on several
different teachers. | decided on Graciano sight
unseen. He turned out to be just wonderful.
The teachers over there are very competitive
about their different styles. They're very
passionate at what they teach and what they
believe music should be. It's like the old story
about the two guitarists playing Bach, and one
of them says "Ok, you play it your way and I'll
play it his way". There's a lot of snobbism in the
classical world, and when you combine that with
the flamenco passion in Spain, you come up
with some very opinionated people.

LS: It sounds wonderful, though.

MJ: It was just great. I'd sleep with my guitar
under my bed and I'd wake up every day and
immediately start playing the guitar. This was in
a boarding house full of people doing exactly
the same thing. | did it for a year.

LS: How did you get hooked up with the Chad
Mitchell Trio?

MJ: | went back to Denver and Randy Sparks,
the guy who had the Christy Minstrels and the
Back Porch Majority, came through town. | met
with him and he said he'd like to work with me in
L.A. So I wound up out there with him working
with various groups for about a year. Through
various friends, | found out that John (Denver)
was looking for somebody to replace the last
original member of the Chad Mitchell Trio. So |
left everything | owned in L.A. and flew to New
York to join the group.

LS: Around this time, you also appeared in a
Broadway play.

MJ: Rightt John and | went to see "Jacques
Brel Is Alive And Well And Living In Paris”, and it
really changed my life. | couldn't believe that
songs of that substance could be that
successful. The songs in that show are
amazing. | bought the soundtrack and learned a
few of the songs and went and auditione." to be

in the show. There were only four people in the
cast, and | had never acted before. So |
auditioned for the play by sitting down and
playing the guitar and singing for the producer.
He said "You obviously love the songs. | don't
know if you can act, but you've got the job".
That began a very terrifying education. |
remember going to see the show several times
before | got the part and thinking "Oh, | can do
that". Well, surprise, surprise. | enjoyed it after |
got over the terror. | did it for a year. I'd love to
do some acting again at some future date.

LS: Sometime early in your career, Phil
Ramone produced one of your albums. What is
he like to work with?

MJ: He's great. I've heard many stories about
him, and some of them say he's hard to work
with. But | never found that to be true. He co-
produced that album with Peter Yarrow of
Peter, Paul & Mary. { was still steeped in folk
music at that time, even though that album was
not steeped in folk tradition. | learned a whole
lot during the making of that album. They were
very gracious about listening to my ideas. They
were patient, and occasionally they'd wink at
each other. It was all kind of paternal. | think

"I think there's
more of me in
Country music than

there was in the

pop stuff."

they knew | was growing up during the
experience.

LS: In the late '70's, you had quite a few
successes on the pop level with "Bluer Than
Blue”, "This Night Won't Last Forever", etc.
Where were you recording then?

MJ: The same place | recorded these new
ones - Nashville. | went down there to play on a
session for Gene Cotton, because he was
recording one of my songs. | was stunned by
how good the sound and the production was. It
was because of the combination of producers
Brent Maher and Steve Gibson. After that
session, a miracle happened. | asked Brent and
Steve if they would work on a session with me,
and they said yes! {laughs). So | took my life's
savings, and | played some songs for them and
they played some songs for me. The rest of it
was all very proper in that regard. One of the
songs that they played for me was "Bluer Than
Blue", and [ couldn't believe that no one had
recorded that song. | knew that could be a big
record.

LS: You were right.

MJ: Yeah, it turns out 1 was. | didn't know what
was commercial and what wasn't, but | knew that
1loved that song and that other people would
love it too. We recorded that and "Almost Like
Being In Love". We didn't have a record deal at
the time, so my manager took it to a lot of

places, and EMI liked it right away and they put
it out without re -mixing it or anything. They
were pressing the records while we were
negotiating the contract, which is kind of fairy
tale stuff these days.

LS: Why Country now?

MJ: Because that's where the songs are now.
I've always been a song man. | love production
and arrangement and instrumentation, and | did
those things in pop music. But now it's just
swung so much in the techno-pop area that the
song and the singer take on a secondary role to
the overall sound. It also seems to me that a lot
of pop writers are writing records and not
songs. | just miss songs. | love verses and
choruses and lyrics that stand up all by
themselves without any music. So I've always
been a song guy, and Country music has gone
through some changes so that hopefully they'll
embrace me. { can't say that | grew up listening
to Ferlin Huskey, but | do have folk music in my
background and | have the songs. | think
there's more of me in Country music than there
was in the pop stuff.

LS: Do you think that your music has changed,
or do you think that the definition of where your
music fits has changed?

MJ: 1 think both happened. The song choices
are the same, but the instrumentation is
different. It's not keyboard oriented and there's
not much synth in it and not very many strings.
So those things are different. But | also think
that Country music has grown larger and
embraces more things. There's room for me
there and | feel completely comfortable there.
LS: What do you think of the Country
community as opposed to the pop community?
MJ: The Country community does more things
and is more people oriented. Country has Fan
Fair and the Country Radio Seminar. And
promotion is also different. There used to be
this lull between the time | finished the record
and when the record came out. I'd go skiing or
just disappear. That's not the way it is now. |
don't know about other labels , but RCA is
keeping me real busy. I've been flying around
and doing a lot of promoting.

LS: How is this album alike and different from
your previous albums?

MJ: It's alike in that I'm basically a balladeer, so
dynamically the songs are about the same and
I'm still the same singer. It's different in that |
spent a year and a half writing and finding
songs. It's also different in that | played on all
ten songs, and all of the arrangements are
based on my guitar parts. So that automatically
puts a lot more of me into the record. I'm real
pleased with it.

LS: How did the duet with Sylvia come about?
MJ: Brent (Maher) got this song, and his wife
heard it and decided that it should be made into
a duet with me and Sylvia. So Brent called me
and asked if | liked the idea. I'd heard some of
Sylvia's stuff and liked it , and | also liked the
song, so we did it. It was a great introduction to
RCA and to Country music. @

Aﬂer years of in-fighting, a somewhat more
unified women's movement is ready to take on
new challenges in the radio and music
industries. There were always two branches of
the women's movement, the reformist or
women's right wing, and the revolutionary or
women's liberation wing. Out of the former,
spurred perhaps, or at least influenced
somewhat by the publication of Betty
Friedan’s "The Feminine Mystique”, grew the
demands of postwar middle-class women for
equal pay, equal promotions, and an equal shot
at the American dream of success. Out of the
latter, spurred by the civil rights and antiwar
movements of the last decade, came the
younger, more political, more theoretical
women. And it is the latter group that makes up
a large percentage of the women who are
willing to pay the price that includes
overcoming obstacles and achieving goals in
what had been, up until a few years ago, a
man's world.

WOMEN MANAGERS

Until very recently there were but a scant few
women in management or executive positions
in the radio or record industries...and even
fewer women of coler. On both sides of the
fence were the women who were willing to take
on the challenge of being the only women in a
male-dominated field and their example served
as an inspiration to others wishing to enter the
field.

As black and urban music has grown and
matured, so have many of the attitudes of the
past, and each year finds more and more
women achieving positions of power and
influence within the industry. As in any
business, climbing the corporate ladder is a
difficult task, one requiring an extreme amount
of drive, determination, and single-
mindedness. When you're breaking long-held
taboos like: women don't want to listen to other
women on the radio, or women can't operate
the equipment, or men won't respect a woman
program director or general manager, or women
are too emotional to make sound business
decisions, for example, the struggle and the
victories become that much greater.

WOMEN PROGRAMMERS
We want to focus, for most of this column, on

the women programmers. Fortunately, a
number of women have broken down the
barriers and have proven that success does not
depend upon gender but rather upon ability.
Their success came about in a number of ways.
Certainly through their own verve and tenacity,
coupled with the help and encouragement of
some forward-thinking men who nurtured their
careers along, with a fair amount of luck and,
just as their male counterparts, having timing on
their side. Many entered the radio field quite by
accident or through a quirk of fate, but have
proven to be just as equal to the challenge as
those who planned out their career step by
step.

Where have most of the women currently
programming black and urban radio come from?
The same places all talent comes from...the
colleges, smaller markets and other related
fields. As for this myth that women don't want
to hear another woman on-the-air, that's
absurd. Women like a professional and many
women can relate to a shamp woman
air-personality even more because she's a
woman. There was a time though when women
thought that being high energy or matching the
energy of the music with their voice,
compromised their femininity. But that has
changed and women now sound great doing
formats. As for the thought that experienced
men wouldn't take direction from a woman, that
is just as absurd. I've had the occasion to work
for several women and it was obvious that they
were sensitive about being women, but it was
just as obvious that they were qualified to do
the job. Aot has to do with attitude. And just
as attitudes are changing in the military and
other private sector jobs, it will continue to
change in our industry.

Qur studies continue to show that women,
when they are trained, and ready to do battle
(let's face it, there's a constant war going on),
are often more efficient and thorough than
men. They often don't mind calling a few extra
stores, re-typing a memo with some new
information or staying a little later. Some of
them have graduated from having been a music
director or an assistant program director. And
all they really want is a chance to prove that they
can do ajob.

One of the toughest jobs to master,
according to several women program directors
we spoke with, involves engineering. We
advise a technical school, if at all possible, and
then lots of on-the-job training. But radio is
getting so sophisticated now that most stations
don't require a lot of technical skills, but it would
be good to have them. After all, if you're
working alone and something goes wrong,
you'd like to be able to fix it. And suppose

you're a woman working the all-night show and
you go off the air? You would want to be able to
put the station back on-the-air.

Finally we spoke with some of the men to
whom these women report. Whether they were
owners or managers or both, many who had
hired and promoted these women felt strongly
that they had made the right decisions. One of
the drawbacks we got from a couple of male
managers included the fact that he had second
thoughts about hiring a woman initially because
of the possible litigations; it was his opinion
that the less women sue, the better off they're
going to be. Another said the only thing that
frightened him about hiring a woman was the
fact that he might have gotten hold of a radical
woman..."but overall, | think women are easier
to work with". Another said, "They're (women)
much more trainable and willing to learn.”

Remarkable too is that within the past few
years, black and white women have been
brought closer together by fighting parallel
battles. Even Coretta Scott King, who has
never been known as a feminist said, "We
recognize that we're all interdependent.” The
80's have seen and perhaps certified a new
mass dimension to the radio revolution for
women, birthed in the sixties, matured in the
70's and we're a better industry because of the
many contributions women have made. And
while the women's movement in the media in
the 80's is maturing into the high expectations
of the 70's, sisterhood is still mighty powerful
and growing daily. Real men no longer hide
behind women's skirts; neither do women. @

DEL EGATION:
DO'S AND DON'TS

The sad fact of life is that too many managers
are poor delegators. Some delegate hardly
anything; they can't "let go", and they wonder
why they're constantly overworked and
burnt-out. Others delegate only the grunt work
and then wonder why their people are
dissatisfied and unmotivated. Others dump a
bunch of work on their people but offer little in
the way of support and resources, and they
wonder why their people try to avoid additional
responsibilities. Here are a few tips that can
help you be a more effective delegator :

I. Prepare: Think carefully about exactly what
you want to delegate before you delegate it.

What do you really want accomplished? Why
should it be done? How important isit? The
above three little guestions may seem
“obvious", but | have seen many managers
delegate projects without thinking these
guestions through .

As a result, their directives to subordinates
are often vague, sloppy, or incomplete. Even
worse, when managers don't think things
through beforehand, they tend to "change
their minds” a lot, which to subordinates means
that whatever is delegated today may be
significantly altered or even dropped next
week. That lack of foresight and consistency is
damning to morale and performance.

Whenever you're not really certain of the
answers to these three questions, bounce
them off colleagues, or--often even
better--discuss them with the very person(s) to
whom you're planning to delegate the work.

Il. Prepare: Think about the person(s) to whom
you're planning to delegate the work.

Is the work a good use of the person's time?
In other words, will he be learning something
new, or at least will he be expanding his job in
order to make it more productive? Why are you
picking this particular person to delegate the
task t0? You may even want to explain to the
person why you're delegating this work to him.

It the person seems less than pleased with your
proposal, find out why. Sure, you can always
order him to do it, but you'll get much better
results if he buys into it. By listening and
encouraging two-way communication, you two
may wind up reshaping the task into one that
meets both of your needs.

Will this work help the person develop some
new skills and competencies? Don't just
delegate the simple or routine work. The more
a person learns, the more he/she is motivated,
and the more you're freed up to tackle other
projects.

Does the person have at least minimally
adequate resources--time, budget, staff,
authority, equipment, etc.--to do the job? If
you're not sure, ask. If the answer is no,
provide.

Does the person have the skills, experience
and self-confidence to do the job? If yes, great.
If you're in doubt, that doesn't mean you
shouldn't delegate. Remember what we've just
said: effective delegation means the person
gets a chance to develop new skills and habits,
not just use old ones. You may have to break
down the task into sequential, do-able chunks
that become progressively more difficult . You
may have to act the role of confidence-builder,
encourager, and cheerleader. You may have to
do some preliminary (or ongoing) teaching or
coaching.

You may want to send the person for outside
training. You may want to pair this person with
someone else who could act as a mentor. Be
prepared to do all this when necessary. The
payoff to you is a more satisfied employee who
takes more and more responsibilities off your
shoulders.

lll. Clarify expectations, standards, goals,
procedures, and boundaries.

Make sure that both of you understand and
agree on these. For example, say you want a
written report next month. Well, do you want an
outline, or a detailed report? How detailed?
How long? What format? What topics should it
include? What topics are most important to
cover? What topics should be ignored? What
style of writing should be used? Descriptive or
prescriptive, or both? What priority should this
report take relative to the person's regular
work? Can you show the person examples of
good reports, or poor reports, you've received
in the past? Any "don'ts” in preparing the
report? Any other guidelines or tips? Have you
checked and rechecked to make sure that the
person fully understands what you want him or
her to do?

IV. Discuss potential obstacles and problems,
and how to handle them.

MANAGEMENT

This seems obvious, doesn't it? It's too rarely
done, unfortunately. Don't shortchange your
time on this one. You may even want to ask the
person to do some preliminary thinking on what
sorts of problems--logistical problems, people
problems, any problems--could emerge, and
how he and/or you could deal with them. What
a great opportunity for you to act as coach, to
improve your communications with your
people, and to solve problems before they
arise.

V. Clarify checkpoints along the way.

Determine in advance how you will be
appraised of what's happening. You certainly
don't want to wait until the end before you can
check things out. So agree on how you'll be
kept informed--via a weekly memo? Bi-weekly
discussion? Weekly meeting? A daily
check-in? You decide and agree. Also make
sure the person understands (and make sure
you understand) that your interest in checking
is not to threaten and police him, but rather to
assist him in staying on the right track and
overcoming obstacles. Sure, you'll be giving
negative as well as positive feedback along the
way, but that's part of the coaching role to keep
him on target.

VI. Show suppeort throughout the whole
project.

While the person is carrying out the project,
be there for him. In other words, be available to
talk to him if he has any problems. Offer advice
and help without doing the work for him and
without stripping him of ownership of the
project. Resist the temptation to “show" him by
doing it for him. Allow him even to stumble
while learning, but not to fall and net to sink the
whole ship either. In short, let him work
through it, with your guidance. That's how
you'll build confident self-reliant employees
who'll be on your side and who'll be ready for
more.

VIl. When it's all over, review—and celebrate—
what's been learned.

When the project's over, talk about it. What
went right and what went wrong? ‘What did
both of you learn {about each other, about the
task, about the organization) and what could
have been done differently? What needs to be
done now? And for heaven's sake, don't forget
to celebrate and reward successes. | can't think
of many nicer tributes than to take successful
employees out to dinner and toast their
success.

So here's to effective delegaticn, and | hope
you have lots of successes to celebrate. I'll
drink to that. @
