CARLISLE, GLORIA LORING, MIAMI SOUND 
MACHINE with REGINA, STACEY Q and 
JANET JACKSON on the move. 

HUEY LEWIS AND THE NEWS continue to 
make astounding Hit Factor gains.. starting at 
6% going to 38% last week and now 81 %!! 
DARYL HALL has been in the wings waiting for 
the smoke to clear and finally got the all -clear 
sign...Hit Factor up from 6% to 18% with top 
twenty action at 106X -Florence, 
WQUT- Johnson City, Y100- Miami, 
KDWB -Minneapolis, KSAQ -San Antonio, 
KMJK -Portland, KYYA -Billings, etc. 

It was only one month ago that RUN DMC was 
listed on The Personal Picks page and an 
overwhelming majority of key programmers 
believed right from the start. Moves are 
powerful, as Dave Van Stone and Robin Silva 
take it 17 -9 at KWSS, along with Richard Sands 

KITS 19 -7, Doug Erickson KPKE debut #21, 
Jonathan Little and Matt Hudson Z104 14 -10, 
Greg Lawley WDBR 26 -17, etc. PAUL 
MCCARTNEY picking up more chart strength 
debuting top 30 for WNYZ, KQCR, WWYO, 
WHSY, WLGA, KHTY, KWSD, FM104, KWTX, 
etc. 

Though NU SHOOZ is short of 100 total 
reports, they nevertheless have a strong 26% 
Hit Factor and top ten numbers in Toronto, 
Laredo, Charleston , Fresno, Modesto, etc. 
JANET JACKSON eams the Certified seal on 
the way to her third consecutive hit. Debuts 
#23 for Nick Ferrara at B -94, #21 with Scott 
Shannon Z100, #30 for Rob Poulin WWHB, 
#25 with Jeff McCartney 94Q, etc. 

It was back on July 18th that EURYTHMICS 
debuted as an Up & Comer and has steadily 
grown in airplay and chart movement...new on 
B104, WCGQ, WROQ, WRCK, SLY96, KFMY, 
WABB, WWKZ, KUBE, KRQ, etc., plus debuts 
#15 WXKS /FM- Boston and #14 94Q -Atlanta. 
STACEY Q was Record To Watch on July 11th 
and has now blown right by Chartbound with a 
30% Hit Factor and 139 reports. 

LISA LISA WITH CULT JAM is another former 
RTW that's taken off quickly. Currently #4 
Z100, moves 25 -10 WJLK, 21 -15 FM102, 
27 -17 1 -94, 21 -16 KMEL , 26 -18 KSTN, etc. 
JETS developing a good profile on the West 
Coast, picking up 14 adds including WBIZ, 
KHIT, K104, WPDZ, Y100, WBBQ, KKOS, etc. 

Three edging closer to Chartbound territory 
are EL DEBARGE, EDDIE MONEY and the 
FABULOUS THUNDERBIRDS, who all showed 
significant airplay growth going over 100 
reports for the first time. Last week's Record To 
Watch ANITA BAKER more than doubles in 

airplay with adds at KC101, PRO /FM, WBLU, 
KZPS, KMEL, KYNO, KROY, KBEQ, B -96, 
KFYR, 94Q, B106, B -94, 95XXX, etc. 

GWEN GUTHRIE has a major market chart 
story happening...already up to a 12% Hit 
Factor, she's top 15 in Boston, New York and 
San Francisco. New on B96, WCGQ, WKXX, 
106X, WPDZ, KMGX, etc. Currently number 
two on our Urban chart, it's inches away from 
going to the top.

MUTUAL'S KI \G OF 
LATE - \IGHT TALK 

by Joe Belden 

Larry King is the nightowl's 
radio companion. His voice, 

marinated by decades of cigarettes 
and coffee, is carried by nearly 

three hundred affiliates of the 
Mutual Broadcasting System (now 

part of Westwood One). He has 
become such a fixture -- winning a 
special lifetime achievement award 

from the NABINRBA last year- -that 
its easy to forget his network show 

only began in 1978. King was 
born in Brooklyn in 1934 and 

broke into broadcasting 

as a pinch -hit announcer 
at a 250 -watt station in Miami 
in 1957. Since then, his career 
has included virtually every 
medium (including a cameo as 
himself in "Ghostbusters "). In 
addition to his nightly Mutual talk 
show, King hosts a cable TV 
interview program on CNN and 
contributes a weekly column to USA 
Today. We caught up with King 
when he brought his show to San 
Francisco for a week of remote 
broadcasts. 
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JB: One of the local papers took a potshot at 
you for your well -known practice of refusing to 
read your guests' books beforehand. Would 
you feel comfortable being interviewed by 
someone who's never heard or seen your 
show? 
LK: You have to do what works for you. For me, 
it's not reading the book. If I'm not good at it, 

I've been faking it pretty good for a long time. 
Let's say an editor at "Fortune" has written a 
book on the Wall Street crash. I may not have 
read the book, but I know about "Fortune," and 
I know about the Wall Street crash. So yes, you 
could say, "Larry King runs a very popular radio 
talk show and a television talk show and writes a 
column..." You may not, in the course of that 
interview, ask me, "What is it about that guy 
who calls in a lot ?" On the other hand, you may 
ask me some very good questions that 
someone who listens all the time would never 
ask. I interviewed an Australian talk show host a 
couple of months ago. I'd never heard his 
show, but he told me it was the best interview 
he'd ever had. I didn't know what he did -- and I 

didn't want to know. I asked simple questions, 
like, "What do you do ?" A lot of interviewers are 
afraid to sound dumb. One of the biggest 
problems with talk show hosts is they think they 
have to sound smart. I do an honest show. I 

ask street questions. I think that's one reason 
my show sells a lot of books -- because I'm in 
the same boat as my audience. 
JB: For the benefit of someone who may not 
have heard or watched your show, how did you 
get to where you are? 
LK: I was a radio freak as a kid. My earliest 
memories are the voices of Red Barber, Arthur 
Godfrey, Bob and Ray and Robert Q. Lewis. I 

tended to really enjoy the risk -takers --I knew 
very early on who was reading a script and who 
was ad- libbing. I was fascinated with everything

there might be some openings in the future. It 

was a small station --WAHR, not around any 
more --and one day an opening did come up 
and I found myself doing the morning show. It 

really caught on, with writeups in the "Miami 
Herald." As luck would have it, a local restaurant 
owner heard me and decided he wanted a 
kaffee -klatsch show from his place. So I started 
doing it in mid -mornings. That show probably 
honed my style a lot because there was no 
producer, no booked guests. I just set up the 
microphone and said, "Okay, who's here ?" The 
first week I had Bobby Darin, the next, Jimmy 
Hoffa. That's where it all started, and from the 
first day, I just loved interviewing, loved 
meeting people for the first time and getting 
them to answer questions. Thirty years later, 
weird as it is, I enjoy having the producer say, 
"The guest we were planning on didn't show 
up," because I'm just a freak for off -the -wall 
kinds of things. If you handed me a 
microphone right now and said, "Let's go out 

about them -- Were they standing up or sitting 
down? Wearing ties or open -collared? At 
baseball games I would sit in the top row and 
broadcast to myself. It was a fantasy all through 
high school --I didn't go to college. My father 
died when I was ten, and I worked a bunch of 
odd jobs in New York. One day I ran into a guy 
on the street, and he told me Miami was a good 
place to break into the radio business. I 

decided, "I'm twenty -two years old, I'll give it a 
shot." I got off the train with thirteen dollars in 
my pocket and started knocking on doors. One 
station let me try out reading the news. It was 
the first time I'd ever spoken into a microphone. 
They told me I had some potential and that

and do a Man -on -the- Street," I'd love it. That's 
why I don't read the books ahead of time. I want 
to learn things first -hand. I hate asking 
questions when I know the answer ahead of 
time. 
JB: You must listen to a lot of radio in your 
travels around the country. What station did 
you tune to when you arrived in San Francisco? 
LK: I always turn on my own affiliate first, so it 

was KCBS. I think it's a teriffic all -news station. 
Then I hopped around the dial. I like (recently 
fired KSFO host) Al "Jazzbeaux" Collins a lot. 
My own musical tastes are Frank Sinatra and 
Ella Fitzgerald, so I usually tune into a Nostalgia 
station. I tend to like the personalities on 

Nostalgia stations because they're aware of the 
music. The other music I listen to is my 
eighteen -year -old daughter's. She does not 
know the term "AM." She knows I'm on AM, and 
that's all. 
JB: But some FM stations are beginning to pick 
up your show. 
LK: WFYR in Chicago is our first major -market 
FM music station. I think that's happening 
because, as FM continues to dominate, it's 
going to have to do something. If you have five 
FMs in a market playing AOR, one of them's 
going to say, "Maybe we ought to take Larry 
King." I hear some of the music they play 
because of my daughter. She enjoys the 
way -out jock. She likes Howard Stern and the 
Greaseman. They're both friends of mine, 
although obviously they're from different eras. 
They think I'm funny and I think some things 
they do are funny. 
JB: But not everything? 
LK: The one problem I have with that kind of 
thing is that at times, it's forced.. I learned a long 
time ago, by thinking funny and being around a 
lot of great comics, that forced humor never 
works. I've told this to Stern and I've told it to 
the Greaseman, I don't mind the 
outrageousness, but at times it sounds like 
they were sitting there while the record was 
playing, saying, "What can I do now that's 
outrageous ?" Humor is never funny if it's 
perceived that way. What makes Steven Wright 
so funny is that he's not saying that. 
JB: You got started in radio before the era of 
audience research and demographic cells... 
LK: I know what you're getting at. Bob Costas, 
the NBC sports guy, says the tour people he 
most admired in the broadcast business were 
myself, Charlie Osgood, Charles Kuralt and 
David Lettermen, because we always are 
ourselves. One thing we have in common is 
less managerial interference. I have never in 

my career been called in and told, "Jazz up the 
interview because we're appealing to 28 -32s." 
I've always had a niche to myself. Just like 
Osgood. He does poetry. Charles Kuralt is a 
chubby guy with a bald head who interviews 
ironworkers. Letterman throws darts at TVs. 
Who would hire such people? 
JB: You now work fora company that got its 
start in rock radio. Has Westwood One's 
acquistion of Mutual changed your show any? 
LK: The only thing that's changed is having the 
satellite linkup in L.A., which helps me get 
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better guests. Westwood was after me even 
before they bought Mutual. I had intense 
discussions with them and several other 
networks when my contract was up, but 
(Westwood One president) Norm Pattiz was the 
most aggressive. I work for two very interesting 
people: (CNN head) Ted Turner and Pattiz. 
They roll the dice and go with it. Don't get me 
wrong --just because I'm fifty -two doesn't mean 
I'm a fuddy -duddy who's against all research. 
Research can help. There are in this business 
very talented people, talented people and 
ordinary people. The minority are very 
talented --if they were in the majority, we'd all go 
crazy --and ordinary people follow. You 
shouldn't bury your head in the sand. If Ford 
came out with large bumpers and sold eighty 
million cars, Chevy would have to take notice. 
But I tend to like gut programming. (Former 
Mutual head) Ed Little put my show on out of 
guts. He asked no station, "Will you carry it ?" 
He took no surveys. What he said to himself 
was, "An overnight national talk show out of 
Washington will work." We started with just 
twenty -eight stations. 
JB: Do you think a twenty- two-year -old Larry 
King today would be able to walk into a Miami 
radio station and get a job? 
LK: Maybe not in Miami because the market's 
changed, but yes, somewhere in a smaller 
market. He --or she --would face more 
obstacles, but also more advantages: more 
stations, more opportunities, like cable. The 
dynamic is much bigger. But I really believe 
this: If you are superior talent, and working in 

Keokuk, Iowa, and say you can't get into a 

bigger market, you're crazy. You may prefer to 
stay in Keokuk, but if you want to work in a 
major market, you will. The only secret in this 
business is...there's no secret. Just be 
yourself. 
JB: And that's how your nightly talk show grew 
from twenty-eight stations to...how many? 
LK: I think it's two hundred ninety -two. But I 

was always myself. I never said, "What should I 

do to get more stations ?" I have never gone on 
the air and said, "Wonder how they're going to 
like this tonight ?" I never thought about the 
individual listening. 
JB: Never? You're on the air in Canada now. 
Has that affected your show in any way? 
LK: It modified it a little. If you're good, you've 
got to have an open mind. Someone called me 
from Montreal and said, "Now that you're on so 
many stations here, please don't say 'The 
Nation's Capital' when you're talking about 
Washington." He was absolutely right. I now 
say "Washington." 
JB: Ever think about taking your show up 
there? 
LK: I'm sure we will. The Bronfmans of 
Seagram's have invited us. 
JB: Do you see any fledgling Larry King's 
coming up through the ranks? 
LK: There's a kid, Ed Tyll, at the Hearst station 
(WTAE) in Pittsburgh. The first time I heard 
him, he interviewed me in Palm Beach, Florida, 
five years ago. He told me I was his cult hero, 
but he had his own style, he was very direct. 
He's the best young one I've come across. 
JB: Some AM programmers have tried to target 
talk to younger listeners, so far without much 
success. What do you think of the idea? 
LK: We've always had younger callers. The 

crowds have always been younger people. 
Every guest we've had here in San Francisco 
has remarked on it. The average age is thirty. 
One way to get younger listeners is to program 
guests who appeal to them. We're having 
Huey Lewis in a couple of nights. My television 
show is helping a great deal, because we've 
had rock stars like David Lee Roth. It's more 
likely that my fan will be a college student than a 

senior citizen. 
JB: Your show now starts an hour earlier, 
doesn't it? 
LK: That's right. I do the TV from nine to ten, 
drive over and I'm on (Mutual) eleven to three. 
That's meant a doubling of our first -hour 
audience in New York and other East Coast 
cities, but I think the shift came too late for the 
RADAR figures. 
JB: Would you like to start your radio show 
even earlier? 
LK: No, but I'd rather cut down an hour and be 
on from eleven to two. If I weren't doing the TV, 
I'd like the early evenings for things like going 
to the movies. Here on the West Coast, I'm 
doing the show starting at eight. I wouldn't like 
that permanently. It's weird getting off at 
midnight! I have yet to see a Giants or Dodger 
night game. 
JB: Speaking of audiences, let's talk about one 
man who knows how to get them, Paul 
Harvey... 
LK: He sent me a beautiful letter thanking me. 
He said I'd gotten more press attention for radio 
than anyone else since television began. I 

think that's partially due to all the newspaper 
people who are up driving around late at night. 

I have great respect for him, even though I 

don't agree with anything about him politically. 
I've had him on the show two or three times and 
he'll use quotes from my show -- always with 
credit. He's a great writer and a great 
personality and he's been very nice to me. I 

have a framed picture of him on my wall, along 
with a letter complimenting me on my talent. 
JB: What's the most treasured thing framed on 
your wall? 
LK: The Peabody Award and the NAB -NRBA's 
Radio Award, plus unsolicited letters from 
Sinatra, Harvey, John Chancellor and Jack 
Paar. I'm proudest of them because they're 
from people in my own industry. 
JB: A frequent complaint by network affiliates is 
that the product that comes down the pipeline 
is too oriented to New York, Washington and 
Los Angeles. Are remotes like this one your

way of keeping in touch with the hinterlands? 
LK: I think the producers of both the radio and 
TV shows are in tune with what's happening 
across the country. But there is no doubt that 
New York and Washington have a great 
influence on America. Financial decisions in 

New York affect Des Moines a lot more than 
financial decisions made in Des Moines affect 
New York. William Rehnquist is a lot more 
important than your local judge because your 
local judge can be overruled and Rehnquist 
can't. Any talk show producer given a choice of 
booking New York Mayor Koch or the mayor of 
Cedar Rapids would choose Koch. But I don't 
play any part in getting guests --never have. 
Never booked a guest and never cancelled 
one. 
JB: Ever wish you did? 
LK: If you go your own way, you make mistakes. 
For example, I'd rather have baseball guys on 
every night. But that does not diminish the fact 
that I'm curious about everything. So if you 
asked me, "Who'd you rather have on tonight, 
Billy Martin or Jacques d'Amboise of the New 
York City Ballet ?" I'd rather have Billy Martin, 
but once I know Jacques d'Amboise is on, I am 
intensely interested. I tend to interview 
everyone --even the guy I sit next to on an 
airplane. When I flew out here, the pilot let me 
sit up front. I must have asked a hundred 
questions. 
JB: This September, you're going to take your 
show before a live audience in Washington on 
a once-a -month basis. How did that come 
about? 
LK: We'll be broadcasting from the Jefferson 
Hotel, owned by my friend, Edward Bennett 
Williams, the famed criminal lawyer and owner of 
the Baltimore Orioles. It's a wonderful small 
hotel, and they wanted to create more of an 
image in Washington. And we have never 
done a public remote in the city we broadcast 
from. They wanted to do it every Friday, but I 

told them that was too much. When you work 
with a live audience, it detracts from the 
intimacy with the guests, and you tend to take 
fewer phone calls. So we decided to do the 
show on the first Friday of every month. We'll 
have things like a press table, coffee for cab 
drivers and guests like everyone from the U.N 
ambassador to Art Buchwald. I think a lot of 
tourists will show up and people will just come 
over and hang out. 
JB: Sounds like the old days in Miami. 
LK: Exactly. What goes around comes around.

THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN 
NEW AND OLD 
In publishing one of the semiannual 

lists of "recommended recurrents for 
the year in our "Adult Contemporary 
Music Research Letter" recently, I 

grappled with the matter of why the 
same research shows some real 
differences between the records that 
should be played when they are hits 
and those that should be played later 
as "recurrents" or "oldies." My 
experience shows this is also true in 
formats other than just adult 
contemporary, so I thought reprinting 
some of my comments might be 
helpful in understanding the 
paradox --or at least getting a 
discussion going! 

The functions of the two categories 
are different, so what's played in them 
is different. It's possible to play only 
one or the other, but most stations 
have some mix between currents and 
older material. Even the smartest and 
most diligent programmers find it 
difficult philosophically to reconcile 
playing as an "oldie" something that 
just didn't fit as a current record; in the 
name of consistency we pass into the 
oldies what we played as hits, and 
omit those we didn't. But this sort of 
consistency is irrelevant to the 
listeners, who only know whether they 
like what they hear or not. As an 
extreme example, a silly novelty 
record might be huge as a current hit, 
but wears very badly as a recurrent 
because its period of relevance has 
passed. A reverse example: Some 
semi- or non -hits, by conventional 
chart definition, are widely known and 
liked from LP or other exposure. They 
perform strongly as oldies even 
though during the time they were 
current they were not widely known 
due to reduced exposure, and may 
have then been out of the musical 
mainstream of the time. If you follow 
the chart positions in reference books, 
you might be more inclined to view 
THE GREAT AIRPLANE STRIKE by 

Paul Revere and the Raiders as 
several times more valuable than BIG 
YELLOW TAXI by Joni Mitchell. But 
you probably don't need research to 
tell you the reverse is true. 

Oldies and recurrents are of 
considerably greater value in A/C than 
Top 40; the adult has a much longer 
span of experience, knows much more 
music, and is less sensitive to the 
immediately trendy. There is the 
desire for familiarity and variety. No 
matter how well selected, a playlist of 
only currents lacks a foundation of 
"familiarity" and "relevant counterpoint" 
for the adult listener. The recurrents 
and oldies provide that context. It is 
not necessary to play on nostalgia; in 
fact, in most formats, that can be 
counterproductive. Older records work 
best if they are still relevant --still have 
some relationship with today's music 
tastes. (Giving dates of records, and 
routinely presenting them in a 
"remember when" manner, can really 
be counterproductive.) The 
noncurrent music supports and 
enhances the best of today's music 
and provides a context for the adult 
listener. 

A strong- testing record may be of 
great value to play when current --yet 
may never get the wide exposure 
necessary to become familiar to the 
listener nationwide. A music station 
can and should seek and play the 
current product that will best appeal to 
its audience, and distinguish itself in a 
positive sense from its competition. 
(The Gavin Report is here to help you 
do that, of course.) But the way in 
which the noncurrent music appears 
requires deep familiarity, since this 
music is the subconscious "context" in 
which the station and its current music 
places itself. (Plus, since audiences 
are always in flux, noncurrent material 
should have been widely enough 
exposed that any new listeners will be 
familiar with it.)

Therefore, strong records which do 
not spread and show strongly in the 
trades while current usually are not 
good programming material for 
recurrents and oldies. And the reverse 
is also true: If A/C listeners, for 
example, get familiar with Top 40 
songs to the point where they 
unthinkingly recognize them without 
being revolted, those songs usually 
should be considered strongly for 
recurrent use, even though they were 
not strong (might have even tested 
"neutral ") for the A/C listener when 
current, and rightly were not played 
much on A/C then. You may be 
troubled by the inconsistency of doing 
this; but the adult listener will never 
know. They just know the song. 

Listeners under 24, and especially 
those under 20, relate to current hits 
intensely, so the principle is less 
applicable to them. It is relevant, 
however, because the recurrents and 
oldies chosen must appeal to the 
constantly- renewing youth peer 
culture. The older records tend not to 
be very old, and frequent changes in 
the library context are necessary. 
However, the ideas in this column 
apply in varying degrees to all stations 
that play current music.

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finding it impossible to enact the necessary mood for "scary or thrilling 
parts." 

It was a live performance at the Montreux Jazz Festival in 1981 which 

resulted in Vollenweider being signed to the CBS label. But it was 

singer Carly Simon who became enthralled when she first heard 
Vollenweider's harp while shopping. Simon became such a rabid fan, 

she placed a personal call to Vollenweider's home outside of Zurich 

and persuaded him to do a small tour, going as far as promoting a string 

of gigs at Radio City Music Hall. Fittingly, Vollenweider's first American 

performance was a benefit for Greenpeace. 
That tour, in 1984, was conducted before the completion of the gold 

White Winds album, and featured his full band, playing larger concert 

halls. Vollenweider himself never takes a solo spotlight and even 

laughs at the thought of being a bandleader. 
"I don't see myself as the boss. I'm just delivering certain ideas." 

Suppose you wake up grumpy. Do you ever have trouble findina 

yourself in the mood to play? 
"I take the chance to tell you that I almost never feel bad. Whether 

you believe me or not, I know it sounds a bit strange." 
Vollenweider likes to describe his music as "invisible theater." 

"I grew up in a family of musicians, painters, and dancers. I tried out 

many things besides music." 
His talents include sculpture, painting, and film making, which are key 

creative indulgences for Vollenweider. In producing the video for White 
Winds, Vollenweider designed the storyboards and sets, directed the 
filming and performed the music. 

"So many art forms surround me," he admits in his soft spoken voice. 

If Vollenweider's music is indeed environmental, it is coupled with 
heartfelt concern for the environment. His music is closely associated 
with European Anti -Nuclear groups. At the end of one performance, he 

urged the audience to become aware of the nuclear age and its 

potential danger. 
"I feel close and I share the feelings with a growing amount of people 

all over the world, not only in Europe. Neutrality doesn't exist. Neutrality 
is originally a man -made capitalistic term." 

Does being categorized as "new age" cause feelings of frustration? 

"It's not frustration." 
Does anyone really know what "new age" is? 

"I think no one knows exactly." which is as close as you'll get to 

inciting the wrath of Vollenweider, if indeed there is any. 

"Every second is a new age. There is a change going on, but there 
won't be a complete change until there's freedom and freedom means 
no category, no names." 

Go The Strings Of Andreas 
Vollenweider 

by Kent Zimmerman 

There is a set of forces which I feel the harp is incapable of 
expressing- -the world of violence, the dark side." 

Swiss harpist Andreas Vollenweider could be on a hot streak and 

could be living in the fast lane. But chances are he isn't. Not that he isn't 

not. He is one of a handful of unique instrumentalists able to dodge the 
categories of pop, classical, or even the nebulous term "new age." The 

success of Andreas Vollenweider thus far is contrary to every axiom of 

popular music. As a million seller, Vollenweider officially competes with 
the most notorious rock n rollers. And though Vollenweider's popularity 
is contrary, the music is aurally positive, devoid of any sign of repetition, 

conventional melody hooks, all in favor of atmospherics and a calm 
attitude. 

At thirty- three, Vollenweider is no overnight success. The son of a 

prominent classical organist, Vollenweider recently told The Gavin 
Report, "I've been doing this almost twenty years. There were very hard 

times, but I have a lot of friends and my wife, Beata, has been with me 

fifteen years and she helps me a lot." 
As a teenager, Vollenweider had little interest in conventional 

education, opting to experiment with his music during school hours. As 

a musician, sculptor, and painter, he is completely self- taught, having 
never taken a formal music lesson. Among the instruments a young 
Vollenweider tinkered with was the zither (a multi- stringed cousin to the 
American autoharp). The zither then led to a small Irish harp which 
eventually led to a full -scale classical harp. 

Vollenweider has been improvising on the harp for over nine years. 
His tone is almost guitar -like. All forty -seven strings are individually 
miked by individual pickups. His unique sound is also derived from a 

knee- operated, string dampening system. Vollenweider uses artificial 
fingernails on his right hand, taping two fingers together on his left in 

order to strike the heavily wound bass notes. Though his technique 
isn't as "tenseful" as the traditional classical method, by the end of a 

lour, Vollenweider's knee has something in common with the now 
retired Detroit Lions running back Billy Sims. 

Prior to becoming an established solo act, Vollenweider saw his 

share of touring and recording. Before releasing four albums for CBS, 
Vollenweider toured Europe as a member of an ensemble, Poetry And 
Music, from 1972 thru 1978. Poetry And Music recorded three LPs of 

just that, poetry and music. It was prior to joining that group that 
Vollenweider harnessed electric energy. 

"I wanted to play with someone who played a very loud instrument." 
In between the early albums, touring and ensemble playing, 

Vollenweider squeezed out about fifty film soundtracks. As a film 
composer, he was relegated to mostly documentaries and nature films,

the artist. Cyndi Lauper is at the crossroads, right 
on the cusp of showing the world that she will be 
taken seriously as a singer, not as a fluke (if you 
can call all those Top Fivers a fluke). I expect 
mega- fireworks when the album shows up. 

Daryl Hall seems to have tapped into a creative 
rush without exhausting his style. Trax that 
contribute to the hit ambience include "Next 
Step," "Right As Rain"(with Joni Mitchell), "For 
You" and "I Wasn't Born Yesterday." 

Giant - The Woodentops (Columbia) 
It's your lucky day. The Woodentops have just 
released a new album, Giant, and it contains only 
one track culled from their last LP, "Well, Well, 
Well " -- giving us two LPs in one year from 
what looks like one of Album /Alternative's true 
up-and-corners. The Woodentops (named after 
the British kiddie show once damned by Mary 
Whitehouse) come from the Rough Trade/ 
Kitchenware stable that gave us The Smiths and 
Prefab Sprout. Produced by Bob Sargeant 
(English Beat), The Woodentops have what it 

takes to become the unpretentious darlings of the 
Gavin Album /Alternative section. They've already 
finished one whirlwind US tour. The next will show 
progress and escalation. Songs like "Good Thing," 
"Love Train," "Shout" and "Travelling Man" weren't 
orginally cut by Paul Revere, The O'Jays, Isleys or 
Rick Nelson: The Woodentops just have a fixation 
for borrowing titles and energy, not ideas. They're 
very much on their own. Severe thumbs up. Today 
our chart, tomorrow the world. 

Can't Hold Back - Eddie Money 
(Columbia) 
On the Album Radio side, Eddie Money's first LP 
in three years seems to lead off with something 
that's been eluding him --that is, a hit track like 
"Take Me Home Tonight." Though it's not yet time 
to count the chickens, Eddie Money can count on 
Album Radio to give him the best shot when it 

comes to out -of- the -box support and strong 
rotation. "We Should Be Sleeping" pays homage 
to our format in a big way, as does "I Wanna Go 
Back," originally cut by a band called Billy Satellite 
on Capitol. "Take Me Home" may be the track that 
takes it all home, but Eddie's roots as a rocker will 
be what maintains him as an Album Radio staple.

"Mystic Eyes " -DEATH COMET 
(J- Mark/Elektra -12 ") 
Van Morrison is presently achieving excellent 
results on our Alternative chart and, 
considering his significant influence on 
countless Alternative bands today, it makes 
sense that Death Comet should choose to 
cover his song, Mystic Eyes. But any similarities 
to Van begin and end with just the song title. 
Death Comet's version has a rapid -fire dance 
rhythm and acoustic guitar chords with 
selective electric guitar leads layered in and 
over wandering bass lines. It has a dark 
"death- rock" character to it with a heavy 
overpowering groove. Like many of The Cult's 
or Sisters Of Mercy's songs, Mystic Eyes could 
find popularity on both Alternative Radio and 
on the dance floors. 

Ink- EFFIGIES (Fever /Restless) 
Of the hardcore bands transcending beyond 
their cult audiences, Husker Du has been 
receiving the greatest amount of press. I find 
myself attracted to the Effigies for many of the 
same reasons I like Husker Du. It's raging music, 
but very listenable, with a conscious purpose 
and intent.

CONTROL WITHOUT THE 
PAPER -WEIGHT: PART 1 

I'd like to start this column by whole -heartedly 
agreeing that yes, of course every organization 
needs rules, systems, financial controls, formal 
procedures and paperwork. Having said that, let 
me go a step further: The trouble is that 
organizations start overdoing it. Systems and 
paper controls start proliferating like weeds. 
Managers start focusing their attention on the 
rules and paperwork to a greater extent than to 
the organization's products and customers. 

In my prior two columns I've discussed the 
importance of eliminating Mickey Mouse rules 
and useless paperwork. The question many 
managers then ask is this: How does one 
maintain control without adding mountains of 
systems, rules, procedures manuals and 
paperwork? Managers in both large and small 
organizations are afraid that without all this, 
chaos and inefficiency are inevitable. In fact, 
managers in small organizations that presently 
have few rules often think they must increase 
them exponentially in order to improve control 
and efficiency. All these premises are false. As 
I hope I've already demonstrated to you in the 
prior two columns, an ever -increasing mass of 
rules and paperwork paralyzes an organization. 

So what can we do instead? Ah, I wish 
there was one simple answer to give you. 
There is no such animal, but I can give you 
some tips on how to maintain control without 
the Mickey Mouse, and simultaneously 
increase innovation and morale. Let's see what 
some well -run companies have discovered: 

1. Determine the two or three things that 
your organization (or department or division) 
does or wants to do excellently. Determine the 
two or three things that will set you apart from 
your competitors. Then obsess on those 
things. Fifty-billion-dollar IBM, for example, 
says over and over to all its employees that the 
goal of IBM is to provide the best customer 
service of any company in any industry in the 
world. Perdue Farms, the billion -dollar chicken 
empire, says over and over to all its employees 
that there is no limit to the quality of chicken. 
IBM obsesses on customer service; Managers 
talk about it, they spend money on improving it, 
and everyone )snows -- without a million petty 
rules- -that customer service is king. Perdue 

9/ 

Farms takes the same path with quality chicken. 
These companies do flat say they're for 

superior quality or service as long as it doesn't 
cost much. Certainly they have good financial 
controls, but they don't obsess on them. They 
obsess on what they'll do best, on what will 
make them unique. As Frank Perdue himself 
says: "If you make a better product or provide a 
better service, the profits will come by 
themselves." Frank Perdue invests money and 
time in the quality of chicken, and he's built a 
billion -dollar empire as a result. Going only for 
the "numbers" is a short-term strategy that 
excellent companies avoid. Besides, it's hard 
to get passionate about meeting a budget. 
What is your organization going to be best in? 
What special niches will it excel in? What does it 

really stand for? That's what people get excited 
about. Get that message across to people , 

stick to it, and you'll be amazed at the control 
you'll have without huge rulebooks. 

One final thing: Stick to just a few things 
that your organization will be tops in. Excellent 
companies have credo statements with a few 
key values that everyone is supposed to live 
by. IBM, for example, has three basic values: 
superior customer service, respect for the 
individual employee and excellence in 
execution. People at IBM live by that; They 
don't need a 300 page manual. In contrast, a 
manager who has twenty MBOs (Management 
By Objectives) or thirty annual goals for his 
organization is insuring that little will get done. 
A company that says it is equally "committed" 
to everything -- quality and high volume and 
customer service and cost -cutting and product 
improvement and innovation and risk and 
Earnings Per Share and Return On Investment 
etc., etc. --is in reality committed to nothing. 

2. Whatever your organization is going to 
excel in, you as the manager must pay a jgLof 
personal attention to it. Frank Perdue 
constantly talks about quality --in the hall, at 
meetings and at parties . He shares a great deal 
of quality data with all employees. He gives 
them frequent verbal and written feedback 
about their performance vis -a -vis quality. 
Perdue and his management team regularly get 
out of their offices to look at chickens and talk 
to employees and customers about quality. 
They provide all factories with comparative 
quality data daily . People are rewarded for 

getting out quality products. Unsurprisingly, 
quality is an obsession at Perdue Farms. 
Everyone knows its importance without 
massive rulebooks because everyone pays 
attention to it. Everybody knows it's their 
responsibility to figure out ways of improving 
quality. The quickest way to get fired is to 
reduce costs by reducing quality. 

Du Pont has a safety record that is much 
better than any of its industrial competitors. 
Why? Because managers pay attention to it. 
Safety is the first topic at all key management 
meetings. Any industrial accident in any Du 
Pont factory in any part of the world is reported 
immediately to the chairman of the company. 
Managers' bonuses are contingent on how 
much they reduce accidents. So what 
happens? People pay attention to safety; a 
10 -inch thick rulebook is unnecessary. 

3. Whatever your organization is going to 
excel in, you as the manager must be 100% 
consistent to it. One company had a superb 
reputation for quality products, and, 
unsurprisingly, very healthly sales revenues. 
Then consumer demand in the whole industry 
temporarily softened, and a new CEO came in 
and started to talk about "quality and cost 
trade -offs." Pretty soon it became unclear as to 
whether the new CEO was interested primarily 
in quality products or budget variances. Hence, 
many people were confused; How important 
was quality, anyway? Others started to focus 
primarily on meeting their monthly and quarterly 
budget numbers. It wasn't long before product 
quality started to suffer . The company slowly 
started to lose market share to competitors who 
did obsess on turning out quality products. 

In contrast, consider how Johnson and 
Johnson handled the first Tylenol crisis in 
which cyanide appeard in the capsules. J &J's 
first value in its credo is this: "We believe that 
our first responsibility is to the doctors, nurses, 
patients, mothers and all others who use our 
products and services." Hence, the firm quickly 
recalled all Tylenol bottles and invested heavily 
in research to develop a tamper- resistant 
bottle. All this cost a tremendous amount of 
money, and there was no guarantee that it 
would pay off. Why did J &J executives do this? 
Because their first responsibility was not to the 
short-term numbers, but to their customers.

And what happened? Tylenol, which had been 
written off by the analysts, regained market 
share dominance and the prestige of J &J 
skyrocketed. Recently, after the second 
Tylenol tragedy, the same philosophy has 
been used by J &J to get out of capsules 
entirely. It's risky, because they'll lose money in 

the short run. But J &J lives by its credo. 

The moral of the story is this: Live by your 

standards in both good and bad. The manager 
who says, "l'm in favor of innovation as long as it 

doesn't cost me" is not in favor of innovation. 
The manager who says he's in favor of quality 
but spends most of his time with the 
accountants is not in favor of quality. The 
manager who's in favor of superior customer 
service today and something else tomorrow is 

in favor of nothing. 
Do all this and you'll find that you won't 

need ever -increasing masses of systems, 
rules, hierarchies and procedures to maintain 

control and direction. In fact, you'll find your 
organization will work a lot better without them; 
People will control and guide themselves once 
they know what really counts. Remember: 
Self- control is the most powerful control of all. 

And there's even more. But I see that our 
time has run out. In my next column, let's 
continue this discussion. We'll examine some 
other tips and take a close look at one company 
which completely changed itself from near 
death to profitability by following these 
suggestions. See you then.

"WHO'S GOING 
TO WIN THE WAR" 

BUILDING WELL 
ENSURES SUCCESS 

For years, black and urban stations 
never really showed well in the 
ratings. Oh, there were a scant few 
stations that did well, but for the most 
part, the big victories went to the big 
stations with big signals, big staffs and 
big budgets. Then a few 
urban -formatted stations started 
winning - AND WINNING BIG! This 
gave hope to all black stations who 
saw it WAS possible to win. But 
thinking like a winner is only half the 
story. 

Often the symptom is personnel - a 
lack of good people as a result of 
industry recruiting and development 
practices. There is often a symptom in 

sales which contributes to the loss - a 
lack of good data upon which to base 
decisions in the sales and marketing 
areas. The disease though, is a 

general lack of commitment to 
planning as a means of achieving 
victory. The disease may not be 
terminal, but could be if we don't give 
a much higher priority to planning. 
Many victories that seemed easy were 
actually the result of lots of planning 
and hard work. There were failures 
and firings until something 
happened...victory became not only 
possible, but probable. 

BEEFING UP FOR BATTLE 
Those of us involved on a daily 

basis with the ratings wars are 
sometimes too involved in the battle to 
sense the big picture. But how we 
handle each battle depends on what 
we believe the outcome will be. There 
is always a connection between 
despair and surrender. The will to 
struggle is directly related to the 
possibility of victory. It is a mistake to 

judge the whole world by one event. 
Your children are not doomed forever 
by one bad report card. A quarterback 
should not be dropped because a few 
of his passes were. All is not lost 
because one promotion failed, or one 
ARBitron dipped. Misfortunes come to 
everyone after a while, but so does 
good fortune. 

I've often written and said that being 
a program or music director, or an air 
personality, is a lot like playing cards. 
If you don't like the hand you've 
gotten, there's little you can do. You 
can learn by watching others play well. 
You can play well and still lose. But 
eventually, if you're a consummate 
card player, and are allowed to sit long 
enough at the table, you will get a 
hand - sometimes several in a row. In 

our business, that usually means a 
raise or better job offer. But the idea is 
to stay in the game long enough. 

To win, you need not only good 
people, but good managers. Even the 
best staff can fail if it falls victim to 
another of our industry's most fatal 
diseases - a lack of motivating 
managers. This disease - a general 
lack of commitment to achieving 
victory - infects the very largest and 
smallest.stations. 

Many of our daily dilemmas result 
from our failure to read the events of 
the moment against the wider picture. 
As a consequence, we make serious 
mistakes. We take shortcuts trying to 
find success. We forget that genuine 
success comes only to those who 
build carefully with proven procedures. 
In the end, these are the people who 
win the ratings wars. 

CURING THE DISEASE 
The cure is a well- constructed,

goal- oriented, information -driven plan. 
No, it is not a new format or a new 
series of hot clocks, though they may 
be part of the solution. A winning plan 
requires a vision of the organization as 
its leaders would like it to be. That 
vision must be communicated to and 
shared by those in a position to help 
its realization. The plan must have 
goals, strategies and timetables. It 

must have contingencies to deal with 
unexpected events. Properly 
prescribed, an overall plan is like a 
miracle drug, but carelessly applied, it 

may be worse than no plan at all, 
since it gives a false sense of security 
to those operating within its 
parameters, and this is sometimes 
worse than no plan at all. If you want 
something solid and dependable, you 
must do your building and planning 
that way. Far more often than not, the 
people who try to build a better station 
will finally make a difference. The 
reason is this: The world is made so 
that seeds reproduce their own kind.

TOTO - It'll Be Over You (Columbia) These Grammy winners have been 
quiet for too long.

LIONEL RICHIE - "Dancing On The Ceiling" (Motow j 
Worth the wait! The man who co -wrote the most famous song of the 
decade WE ARE THE WORLD, who won an Oscar for SAY YOU, SAY ME 
and who sold ten million plus copies of his last solo LP is back with 
another blockbuster album. Since its two already existing singles have 
caught everyone's ear, let me call a few more great songs to your 
attention. SE LA (which translates to "listen ") is an authentic reggae 
piece filled out with a full choir. BALLERINA GIRL is a delicate ballad. 
DEER RIVER WOMAN (with Randy, Teddy and Jeff from Alabama) is an 
obvious Country and A/C smash. And Lionel's no stranger to Country 
Music. SAIL ON was a decent Country hit in 1979. LOVE WILL
