Both Z100 and POWER106 were hurt by
declines in adult numbers. The big beneficiary
in New York apparently was WNSR,
celebrating its first anniversary as an A/C. Out
West, A/C KOST jumped 4-1-4.8., while the
former KMET, now KTWV ("The Wave") made
a modest splash. Here in the Bay Area,
listeners were contrary as usual, boosting
KMEL and nuevo Top 40 LIVE105, while
deep-sixing A/C KYUU.

HOWARD'S NOT BLUE
Though WXRK dropped slightly in New York,
Howard Stern wasn't blue. Not only has he
signed a TV deal with Fox Television, but his
5.8 share in morning drive was tops among music
stations. Those ratings aren't likely to be hurt by
the FCC's warning, issued April 17th. In an
opinion that could have a far-reaching impact on
broadcasting, the commission warned it would no
longer limit its definition of "indecent language" to
the famous seven dirty words specified in the
George Carlin/Pacifica Radio ruling.
Henceforth, sayeth the FCC, any discussion of
sexual or excretory activities might subject the
license holder to administrative penalties.

Infinity Broadcasting head Mel Karmazin
reacted cautiously: "Howard Stern got the same

warning that all broadcasters got: They're
expanding what they have in the past considered
indecent and will enforce a stricter interpretation of
the Pacifica case.” Expressing the concern of
many colleagues, Karmazin adds, "Obviously,
we're looking for clear-cut guidelines. We're all
business people serving our communities. We're
not looking to violate any policies or laws. If they
expand the seven dirty words to twelve dirty
words, most broadcasters would understand what
they don't want on the air and would conform. But
some vague ruling like, 'We don't want you to
discuss sex on the air' would really present
problems for broadcasters--and not just in radio.”

The Infinity chief blames the flap on outside
pressure on the FCC. "It's not like Howard's
suddenly done something different. It's not like
he's suddenly gone on the air and said things he's
never said on the radio before. What happened is
that when Mark Fowler was not re-appointed,
that triggered a lot of pressure from groups like
Morality in Media “

Karmazin believes the courts--not federal
bureaucrats--should decide what is obscene and
indecent material: “How can they, sitting in
Washington, determine when a conversation
dealing with sex is done in a ‘patently offensive
manner'? If a broadcaster is found to be in viclation
of the law, then you can subject them to fines or
possibly suspend their license because their
character is such that they should not be a
licensee."

Defending Stern, Karmazin insists, "Howard's
show is based on humor. He doesn't shock
people. He doesn't say the seven dirty words. He
has the same repertoire available to him as to any
broadcaster in the country. His ratings today are
stronger than ever before. In the five years he's
been in New York City, he's never had more
listeners. You don't do that by shocking people
every day "

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A Gavin Interview ®
with Simply Red's e
Mick Hucknall

imply Red vocalist Mick Hucknall seems to be the hot interview ticket these days. It was a late Friday

n London time (Hucknall's day off), and we were the middle of three scheduled chats. Currently
t in Europe and the UK, Simply Red's performance at this year's Grammy Awards attracted even
ttention than their best selling debut album, Picture Book.
ith George Michael, Paul Young and Boy George, Hucknall has lodged himself in Britain's
distinguished lineup of young, soul-flavored singers. He shares with them certain halimarks of
respectability: Number one is a fanatical taste in the basics of classic jazz and soul/R&B. As major musical
muses, Hucknall cites jazz heavies John Coltrane, Miles Davis and Ella Fitzgerald. Second, is an ability to
hang with musical giants he once worshipped as a youngster. Simply Red's "Shine" was recorded for an
upcoming Diana Ross LP, and Mick recently joined singer Ben E. King onstage for a duet of "Stand By
Me." Thirdly, and most obviously, all have sold millions of pieces worldwide, cultivating the same legions
of fans as Top 40 radio--young and old pop music lovers who crave for more than a rock sound. Hucknall
takes pride in Simply Red's diverse audience and goes as far to emphasize that they are indeed NOT a rock
n roll band.

Finally, to really understand Simply Red and their success, we need to consider their home town in
Northern England. Manchester, with its multi-racial melting pot and avant-garde underground, is key to
Simply Red's musical fame and acceptability. Long known among progressive music fans as a hotbed of
extreme individualism, the city is the home to such innovative musical entities as the Smiths and Factory
Records, a label that has brought to the forefront such important experimental bands as A Certain Ratio,
Joy Division and New Order, as well as Durutti Column, where Hucknall found drummer Chris Joyce,
trumpet player Tim Kellett and bassist Tony Bowers.

We began by discussing with Mick why he called the new album Men and Women and what usually
follows such a combination.

KZ: This new album certainly lives up to its title. There are a lot of songs about
relationships and sex.

MH: It wasn't really a conceptual thing. It just seemed to evolve that way as each song was written.
KZ: "The Right Thing," for example, has heavy sexual overtones.

MH: In a way, it does. There's a problem with the way people tend to perceive things with sexual
overtones, as if there's loads of people running around fucking each other. Rather, it's directed
more to people who are having a relationship and just pleasing your partner. It's not so much about
pleasing every girl you meet every night. The idea behind it is wanting to please the person that you
like a lot.

KZ: How about a song like "Infidelity," where the guy openly confesses to

sleeping around?

MH: The verses are basically saying that there is this person who is quite openly admiiting that he
is sleeping with everything he can get his hands on. Yet the chorus turns around to say that, as
much as he enjoys doing that, he still wakes up in the morning feeling shitty and pretty unfulfilled.
KZ: "Move On Out" is pretty volatile. It says, "This is my flat. Get on out of

here."

MH: That was not really a personal experience, but it happened to some friends of mine. Their
relationship was crumbling because one of them didn't want to be stuck inside our equivalent of the
ghetto. She wanted to get on and do something with her life. He was quite happy to sit around and
smoke dope all day.

KZ: You have a pretty realistic view of relationships. Can someone have a

relationship when they're on the road constantly like Simply Red?

MH: Well, our trumpet player does. I think he's a bit of a miracle man, actually. Because I don't. 1
just don't think I've found the right girl, that's all.

KZ: I've heard that each album is somewhat autobiographical. Do they stand for

different feelings you have at the time you record them?

MH: They're just things that I'm thinking about. They're not necessarily autobiographical. The
album is a mixture of both. Some of it is about other people. Some of it is about me. I just prefer to
let the words mean something to whoever is listening to it. Couples hear something together and
the song means a lot to them because they were going through a difficult or wonderful time when
they first heard it. It becomes irrelevant who the writer is. If in a hundred years time they're still
playing my record, they're not going to give a shit what kind of life I was leading.

KZ: How long did it take to make Men And Women?

MH: We recorded it in under two weeks--about a week and four days. A couple of the tracks were
recorded live. "I Won't Feel Bad" was caught live. A second take, I think it was. We like to play
like that because we enjoy playing live a lot. (Producer) Alex (Sadkin) had too much of a
conceptual idea of it. Originally, he just wanted to record a live studio album. It became fruitless to
do that. I'm not a conceptualist at all. I go for what I think is good. Sometimes concepts can get in
the way of quality. It took two weeks because we then changed a few things.

KZ: Did you redo some parts?

MH: We went over some basslines and some keyboard parts. It varied from song to song. Most of
the vocal performances are mostly direct live. There's a couple of drop-ins and a couple of edits
taken from other vocal lines.

KZ: When you look at old jazz albums, they always date the sessions and the

album is usually recorded in a couple of days. Could Simply Red do something

like that?

MH: Well, there is that potential. The problem is that you're ignoring technology. You're ignoring
the ability to make something more improved. The instruments we use nowadays are not just down
to string bass, piano and live insruments. A lot of the keyboard things can be improved by
layering. I'm kind of weary of going back in that sense to try and imitate. I love that music. But I'd
feel strange about going back and trying to recreate it. Everytime I've seen people go back, they
always seem to blow it. It becomes revivalist, which is dangerous. I don't consider us revivalists at
all.

KZ: You recorded Cole Porter's "By The Time We Say Goodbye." Was it the

version by Ella Fitzgerald that moved you to do it?

MH: It's off The Best Of John Coltrane, which is out on CD. I was playing it a lot when we were
making the album. His version and Ella's inspired me to do the song. It was more of a challenge
than anything else.

KZ: From a singer's standpoint, do you find John Coltrane a lyrical sax player?

MH: I find it both with Miles Davis and Coltrane. Sometimes I wish I didn't sing. Sometimes I
wish I sounded like a saxophone. I have ambitions to sound like a saxophone. (laughs)

KZ: 1 always perceive your voice more of as musical instrument than somebody

standing in front of a band.

MH: Miles has always said that he wants his trumpet to sound like a voice. He wants it to speak.
KZ: So you're turning the tables on that concept.

MH: Yeah, but not in a conscious way. Just in an ambitious way. There's something about the
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KZ: What do your friends in Manchester think about you

being famous? Is there any jealousy?

MH: I don't have friends who are jealous. I've lost those because I don't
really consider them to be friends. The people I consider to be friends are
the ones who have been very supportive and very unchanging. They still
know who I'am, and I'm fortunate that they think that I've not become
too self-important. I hope I haven't.

KZ: So they still buy their rounds at the bar.

MH: Oh, yeah. But sometimes I say, "Look! Forget it. I've got more
money than you have. Let me get it.”

KZ: Is there more musical competition in the UK because of

so much unemployment? Are there more young people with
nothing to lose who find themselves in bands rather than

getting into business?

MH: I don't know. It's a bit of a generalization. There are difficult areas
in every couniry, and wherever you find those ghetto areas, music or
sport is about the only thing that they can get out into. They have to find
ways of breaking out. Some places have no opportunity and it's not just
directed to the North of England.

KZ: Some people look at the music scene in Manchester as

ultra hip, with the Smiths, Factory Records and Durutti

Column. Did that whole scene help Simply Red?

MH: Manchester is an interesting place because it's full of a lot of
individualists. It's not like one big movement. In Liverpool, there was
very much a movement at one particular time. You had Echo & The
Bunnymen and Teardrop Explodes and WAH!--people like that. They
were linked together, whereas in Manchester, we were not a part of the
Factory scene at all. Chris (Joyce) and Tony (Bowers) were in Durutti
Column, but they pulled away from the Factory thing very carly on. We
rose out of Manchester on our own. The same with the Smiths. We don't
know the Smiths and they don't know us. I've met them but we've never
mixed in the same clubs or anything. Manchester spawns individualists. I
prefer it to London. There's actually a lot more happening musically in the
North than London at the moment. Down here in London, there's too
many people desperate to make it. In the North, they don't really care as
much about that.

KZ: You've spent some time spinning records in clubs.

MH: About four years, yeah.

KZ: Did that teach you anything about audiences?

MH: Oh, yeah! Absolutely. Just how they react to different things like
liming of sets. We don't do the same set every night. We always do a
different set.

KZ: Do you make up the set list?

MH: Yeah. It keeps it fresh. I try and suss out when I'm onstage at the
soundcheck what the venue feels like and what it's going to feel like when
people sit in there. If it's a standing venue, I'll cut down the amount of
slow numbers we do. If it's a seated one, I'll have a section of slow
numbers and go for a build. I just try and create a bit more theater. We're
not a rock n roll band. People shouldn't really come with that kind of idea
in mind. It's not just a get-up-and-whoopie-band at all. It's more of a
theatrical thing.

KZ: Do you ever change a set if you feel that you're going in

the wrong direction?

MH: We always seem to get 'em. I've not blown it yet. I don't know
why. You can never please everybody, of course. But I don't even try to
please everybody.

KZ: When you were young, were you one of the early

so-called punks?

MH: Apparently, yes. I've been told I was. I don't give a shit about all
that elitist nonsense. There's so many people who reckon they were there.
You'd have fifteen million first-generation punks. All I would say about
that whole thing is that it wasn't about having spikey hair and black
leather jackets. It's nothing to do with it. The idea about it all was that it
was almost existentialist to the extent that it was individual. Everybody
wore what they wanted.

KZ: "Money's Too Tight To Mention" didn't beat anybody

over the head ideologically, yet it communicated a political
consciousness.

MH: The only thing I'd say from my point of view is that | don't like to
stand up and tell people what to think. I don't think it's my role to tell

people what to do. I have my political opinions, but I'm not going to
stand up on a soapbox and tell kids to believe what I believe. I pass my
opinion in the ballot box.

KZ: Some people here are getting disillusioned with Ronald
Reagan.

MH: The only impression we get painted over here is that he's senile.
(laughs) The cynical newspapers say he's lost his marbles. I don't know
what 10 say about your President. I can't work out whether America is too
embarrassed to speak about it or what.

KZ: Well, Margaret Thatcher can still run for another term.

What do you think about her?

MH: I can understand Americans perceiving Thatcher as this powerful
leader, sort of Churchillian, you know. I don't object to that. But what I
do object to about any political leaders is that she's only giving a good
deal for people who have money. For the people who are living in shit,
they don't stand a chance under this woman. That's all I care about. I'm
in a position where ]'ve got enough money perhaps not to care about that.
But unfortunately, I do. I don't want to see people living in shit. There's
more people now living like that than there was when she came into
power. I don't care if people say I'm a Communist, which I'm not. All
I'm talking about is giving a fair deal for people who work.

KZ: There are a lot of sixteen-year-old girls with kids and no

jobs.

MH: I don't like this kind of thing. It's not fair. Pcople have a right to
live.

KZ: Have you been able to take care of your family?

MH: Yeah, but not everybody can be winners. This is the ragedy of
those kinds of attitudes. Not everybody wins. There's got to be losers.
The winners should do something about some of the losers. They should
help them. You have to decide whether you're living in a caveman
mentality or a civilized society. Civilized society should learn to care for
people. This isn't the case, certainly in our country.

KZ: What does your family think about all this business of

seeing your face on the TV and everything?

MH: They're always talking about it: "I like that jacket you had on there."
All kinds of things. They've all become experts in the music business.
(laughs) My father says to me, "1 told you that was going to be a hit! But
look out for that song.” He's always listening to the radio now, you
know. It's very funny.

KZ: They don't take you too seriously when they see you on

the tube.

MH: Oh no! I don't let them.

KZ: What do you think about some of the American cities?

You've been here in the States a few times.

MH: The first time I went to America, I was quite leery of it. Then I'm
just the sort of person who just swings with the place. I try and enjoy
myself wherever I am. I eventually got into it and quite enjoyed myself,
There seems to be a a series of culture clashes. Different things going off.
We like that because Manchester is quite like that. There's a lot of
Indians, Jamaicans, Polish, Irish and all kinds of things going off. And
they all still have their own identities. America is intercsting because it's a
series of countries within one. The West Coast is so completely different
from the East, the Middle, the South and the North. It's pretty difficult to
call it "America.” The United States is a much more accurate term for your
country.

KZ: Some of the folks that listen to Simply Red here are so
different from your audiences in the UK.

MH: I'm really excited by that. Throughout the world, we've been getting
a very unusual audience. It's defying all the marketing, all the crap that all
the record companies play on you with all the justifications for working
this audience and that audience. We're transcending all of that. We're
getting people coming between fourteen and fifty who are not giving a
shit about fashions and what's trendy, or whether it's heavy rock or easy
listening or whatever. I find that much more encouraging because it's
much more unifying. It creates a much nicer atmosphere. When we
played San Francisco, a friend was telling me that behind them were two
guys wearing AC/DC T-shirts. They stood up during "Holding Back The
Years" screaming, "Go on Mick!" In Philadelphia, I met these three
women after the show. One was fiftcen and she was with her mother who
was with her mother. Three generations of people came to the show and
they all enjoyed it. As far as I'm concerned, everybody is welcome.
Every color, every creed, every age. There's no barriers because there's
no barriers within the group. I'm not some sort of big idealist, it just
scems 1o have happened that way. I ultimately belicve that people like a
good song at the end of the day and a band of musicians who are honest
and can play it. The only pizzazz with this group is the music, and we let
that spcak. ®

SCHUSS-PICIOUS CHARACTERS

Forty listeners of Live105-San
Francisco's Alex Bennett morning show
thought that they had won a relaxing
weekend of skiing in the recent "No Way
Out" promotion. But after arriving at the
Sugar Bowl Ski Resort, they found there
was much more to it than that. After a
day of skiing followed by a dinner and
comedy show, the electric power to the
entire resort was cut. The brief blackout
provided an opportunity for one of the
cast to be "murdered,” creating a
whodunnit that the guests spent the rest
of the evening trying to solve. Alex's
Monday morning broadcast included a
re-creation and solution of the
weekend's "murder” and a
live-from-the-slopes ski lesson with
Bennett.
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Iis a basic survival skill. It's hard to go
far if your boss* isn't on your side. Most
managers hope their boss will be on their
side. My challenge to you is: Help make it
happen.

Some managers may find it difficult to
believe, but bosses are human beings, too.
(Remember, if you have people reporting to
you, they may be reading this, too!)
Leaming what makes bosses tick, and then
"managing"”--not manipulating--them can
make a lot of difference in your career
success and job satisfaction.

There 1s one small problem, though: Since
bosses are human beings like the rest of us,
and since human beings are wonderfully
diverse, it's really tough to make
generalizations about how to manage all
bosses at all times. However, there are five
general rules of thumb that I'd like to share
with you. And if you yourself are the boss
to others, I hope you'll like the idea of
having your own people read them:

1. Accept the fact that your boss really is
the boss. Don't fight it. That man or woman
may be superb--or incompetent,
intimidating, insincere, wishy-washy and
insensitive. But the fact remains that he or
she is indeed your boss. We waste our time
and energy complaining about it, wishing it
weren't true or fighting the reality of it.
Accept the fact, and then start figuring out
ways of maximizing your own potential
within that relationship and those
circumstances. Do it for your own benefit,
even if you're simultaneously looking for
another job. It just might make your boss
more acceptable, and it'll make a good boss
even better for you.

2. Know your boss's style. Have you
spent time carefully observing what makes
your boss tick? Can you "read” your boss?
Some bosses like to have a memo in hand
before hearing an outline of a problem or
plan. Others dislike all paper. Some want
brief memos; others like detailed ones.
Some are most receptive 1o new ideas in the
morning; some right after lunch; others in
the late afternoon. Some are irritable or testy
at certain times of day. Do you know which
times? Some bosses need your active praise
and strokes; others would be offended.
Some bosses need time to mull over your
ideas or problems; others want to deal with
them immediately. Some want to shoot the
breeze for a while before hunkering down to
problem-solve; others want to get down to
business right away.

*I dislike the word "boss" since it connotes "cop,” but
"manager” and "superior” are clumsy alternatives. Let's
agree that "boss” simply refers to whomever you report
and hope that one day a better word wins acceptance.

MANAGING YOUR BOSS

Some bosses immediately try to find
flaws in your ideas simply because of their
analytical style--they don't want you to fall
apart because of their “criticism." Others
may seem to agree, but actually may not.
Can you spot that? Some may secretly
prefer that you confront them--even argue
and disagree with them; others may say they
want you to, but really don't.

Different bosses handle issues best in
different places--the office, the conference
room, the parking lot, a restaurant, a bar.
Do you know what your boss's hobbies or
interests are, so you can somehow link them
to your presentations? Do you know what
makes your boss nervous? Angry? Happy?

I think you get the idea. Know your boss.
Study that person, and use your knowledge
as leverage to work together better. It's not
manipulation. It's just common sense.

3. Don't surprise your boss. I've dealt
with enough managers at all levels to reach
that conclusion. Bosses don't like surprises,
especially unpleasant ones. So you're not
doing yourself a service by keeping bad
news from them. Keep your boss abreast of
what's happening--bad news as well as
good. Ideally, you'll also want your boss to
perceive you as someone who stays on top
of problems and tries to solve them. Again,
use common sense. ['m not suggesting that
bosses want you to run to them every time
there's a little problem. I am, however,
suggesting that when you see some
ominous weather approaching, you'd better
let your boss in on it. Besides, you may
find that, by bringing in your boss--or
simply asking for some quick advice, you'll
leamn something and improve
communication at the same time.

4. Be Prepared. There's nothing bosses
respect less than someone who comes to
them regularly with. "Here's a problem.
What should I do?" If you've got a
problem, or a great idea, do your homework
before you see the boss. Crisply outline the
issues, then point out some of the options,
consequences, hurdles and, in the case of an
idea, some clear benefits you have
investigated. Have facts and data available.
Anticipate questions or reactions. Make sure
you're emotionally ready--for example, if
you are feeling harried yourself, don't
approach the boss on a sentitive issue until
you have time to calm down. In short, do
your homework, and make sure your boss
sees that you've done it. It's impressive,
and you're more likely to win an ally in the
process.

5. Tell your boss what you need to do a
great job for him/her. Tell your boss you

want to do a great job. Then explain what
you need to do it. What do you need? More

spending authority? More expense funds?
More training? More support? More clarity
on objectives and priorities? More latitude in
decision-making? More help in pushing
things through other departments? More
regular feedback on your own performance?
Ask your boss for an appointment, and then
start a dialogue on these issues. And keep
the dialogue alive throughout the year. At
first it may be uncomfortable, but once your
boss gets accustomed to the idea of
discussing ways to make your life easier
and more productive, you'll wonder how
you ever got along before.

Remember, the idea isn't to give your
boss ultimatums. It's to convey the clear
message that you want to do a superb job
for him/her (especially important for
insecure bosses to hear), and to let your
boss know what you need to achieve that
objective. Who "wins"? Well, you certainly
do--but so does your boss, because most
bosses will be smart enough to realize that,
if you really do that great job, he/she will
also look good.

These five suggestions do not insure
success. A few bosses are indeed too
incompetent, insecure or ruthless. Most of
us, however, make the mistake of giving up
much too soon. Even with a
less-than-perfect boss (meaning everyone),
you can make your life a lot easier. Try it. I
can't guarantee that you'll strike gold, but I
can assure you that you're more likely

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A Decade Of
The Saints

By Peter Standish

ob Geldof once declared, "Rock music in the seventies was changed by three
bands--the Sex Pistols, The Ramones and the Saints."” But to hear Saints founder
Chris Bailey tell it, the Australian band's inclusion in punk rock’s Trinity came about
almost by accident. Like many artists, Bailey resists facile attempts to categorize his
music, and insists much of the punk movement's dark philosophy was alien to the
Saints’ beginnings under the sunny Queensland skies. Punk or not, the band left a
permanent mark on the rock highway, before slowly fading into cult status, with a series of
successful albums in Australia. Earlier this year, as its first artist, independent TVT Records

signed Saints Bailey and drummer Ivor Hay, the only original members still with the band. Under
a sweltering sun, Bailey called from a roadside pay phone in an Australian beach village as the
international phone operator regularly interrupted us requesting nine dollars per three minutes

of what turned out to be a valuable conversation.

PS: Were you born in Australia?

CB: No, East Africa. My father was stationed there in the British army in the
Fifties. We come from Northern Ireland. We were part of the immigrant
wave to Australia about 30 years ago. Dear old dad thought he'd bring us
to the new world to start a new life. He just packed up and dragged us al!
here. | was about eight or nine years old then.

PS: Who were your early rock idols?

CB: Jimmy Reed used to be one of my teenage favorites. In fact, | learned
to play guitar by playing along with him. | also used to listen to Nina Simone
a lot as a youth.

PS: How did you get turned on to artists like that? | can't

imagine hearing them on Australian radio.

CB: There was a very, very good second-hand record shop in Brisbane.
My teenage elitism with my friends was to go back in music, as opposed to
listening to what was around in the early seventies. | had an older sister
who liked the Beatles and Rolling Stones, and another older sister who
liked Elvis and all that. My father liked lrish folk music a lot. | got exposed to
a fair amount of music early on.

PS: Is Australia now your home?

CB: Not really, but it's a place that | like to come to. It's odd. When | was 19, |
moved back to London. I'm really glad | have access to Australia because
it's a great little continent. | kind of feel like a tourist here.

PS: How would you compare American, Australian and British music?
CB: Historically, it's simple. We're all white bastards trying to play black
music or what was black music. Different hybrids have evolved. I'm sure I've
taken something from English music. Living in Australia has made my

approach to playing music a little bit different. But, it's still my own hybrid of
what is essentially a black American form.

PS: How old were you when you formed the Saints?

CB: About 15. We played in our homes and at parties for about four years.
Towards the end of our teens we tried to get a record contract. It didn't
work. We just pressed up our own demo record and sent it off around the
world and pretended to be a record company and pretended to be really
together. Then in the mid-seventies in the UK there was all that hype
about punk rock being the new savior of mankind or whatever.
Inadvertently, the first demo we did was "Rough As Guts." | think the British
industry thought we were an antipede of the Sex Pistols or something
which is not true. If you've been to Brisbane, you know it's not really
London. The whole fashion aspect and philosophy of the punk rock thing
was totally alien to us. Anyway, EMI in London sent out huge checks and
dragged us over. We worked throughout Europe and still were virtually
unknown in Australia, which is odd because | suppose the Saints are
considered to be an Australian group. Even though we were getting lots of
press in England, the English trade papers don't mean very much in
Australia. | didn't start touring Australia until about 1981.

PS: So you initially exported The Saints to England.

CB: My apprenticeship, or whatever, started in an odd way. We got a lot of
early hype from the English trades, but the band hadn't played very much
live. We were quite young and very naive and knew nothing about
business. So the band's real apprenticeship started in London.

PS: Tell me about the early days with The Saints.

CB: That was really a classic case of a bunch of teenagers being swept up
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up in something that was bigger
than we were. When EMI dropped
our contract, that was probably the
best thing that ever happened to
me personally. | was in London
without very much cash and had to
make a decision. Was | seriously
interested in having a career in
music? Or was it just teenage fun
because EM| was paying all the
bills? | played live to sustain my habit
of making records, because to me
that's one of the greatest things,
apart from sex, that I've discovered
about human existence. | was just
your classic archetypal cliche of a
rock singer. | didn't take any interest
in the business side of

things.Losing the high-powered
management forced me to become
more responsible. If { wanted to
keep on making records and
improve musically, I'd have to learn
to play the game a little bit better.
The next five years were my
stumbling efforts (laughs) to
maintain the credibility and viability
of the group. The Saints are a
difficult act to market, so | did
change the line-up fairly often back
then.

PS: Let's talk about your

latest album, A/l Fools Day.
What about the brass and

horns on the record?

CB: It's something that I've been
doing for about the past four Saints
albums none of which are available
in the U.S...yet. Back in my early
days, | decided that | didn't want to
keep making the same record every
time we made an album. | started off
just using electric guitars and all
that. If a song dictated the use of a
string ensemble, or woodwind

conglomeration, or whatever, 1'd just
use it. | think ['ve also developed a
bit as a songwriter as | hear it in my
head. The skill in making records is
getting what you hear, in your head,
on plastic.

PS: Tell me about the first
single, "Just Like Fire

Would."

CB: When | wrote that tune a few
years ago, | was in the middle of a
solo tour somewhere in France. I'd
just finished a gig and they dropped
me off at a motel room. It was the
first tour that I'd done by myself. I'd
just get on a train or a plane and
lecal promoters would meet me and
drop me off. For a whole month and
a half | didn't see anybody who
spoke English. That song was just
me sitting in @ motel room at night
thinking about what I'd do for a
living. It was one of the easiest
songs |'ve ever written. | find lyrics
quite hard but those just came in
about five minutes.

PS: How long did the album

take to record?

CB: Given pre-production and that
sort of gear, we spent about two
months on it. That was in December
of 1985. | tend to go away for three
weeks, or a month, by myself. I've
got one of those multi-track tape
recorders and | demo everything.
Then | give it to the musicians who
are going to play on the album.
Then we do the actual physical
24-track, let's-sit-down-and-get-
serious-type recording.

PS: Where was the LP
recorded?

CB: In Wales. The studio we used,
Rockfield, is a little legend. | wanted
no distractions for the core
musicians. |'ve never recorded
residentially before. The prime
motivation was to take a bunch of
guys, put them in the middle of the
country without any distractions. If
you're in a recording studio in the
city, you still have to get up in the
morning and drive through traffic to
work. Then you come home and
people are ringing you up and want
to party. In Wales there was none of
that.

PS: Have the Saints ever
performed in the States?

CB: No, never. I'd never been to
America until the end of last year. |
was there for two days and | said to
Steve Gottlieb (TVT Records), "l
can't believe my stupidity for never
coming to this country before.”

PS: When do you plan to

tour?

CB: In the end of May we plan to
tour 20 cities in 40 days.

PS: Will the band be the

same line-up as on the

album?

CB: Basically the same. That's the
way we've been touring over the
past four or five years. @

Richard Bird of WCIL/AM-Carbondale,
IL, wrote me saying, "I am the program
director of a daytime radio station, and I have
been following your columns on AM sterco.
We have not yet been able to afford to
convert to stereo, but we have constantly
updated and maintained our studio and
processing equipment to broadcast the best
possible signal. I certainly agree that AM
will need sterco to survive in the long run,
but there are two issucs that I think it would
be a mistake to overlook.

"Most important is AM sterco versus FM
stereo. I have listened to AM sterco under
what should have been ideal conditions (the
Harris display at the 1986 NAB
convention)...You can tell the difference--and
AM sounds worse! The rcason, of course, 18
bandwidth. Squeezing the signal for 15 kHz
10 9 or 10 kHz is noticeable to the average
listener. Today, we are inundated by CDs,
digitally recorded albums, true high fidelity,
high-power car stereos (with CD players).
Even today's Walkman-style radio and
cassette players arc higher fidelity than the
home stereos of five years ago. The fact is
that FM's 15 kHz bandwidth is barcly high
(idelity anymore, and to limit AM bandwidth
to 120 kHz will doom the AM band to an
ever-aging audience or to automobile
listening.

"The most dangerous thing any
broadcaster can do is to make a big decal of
being an AM stereo station, then broadcast
an inferior signal. Getting listeners to try
the AM band and treating them to poor audio
quality could be the last straw for many of
them.

"Keeping the AM viable for the future
will be complicated and difficult at best. I do
not even want to get into the problems of
clectrical interference, nighttime propagation
characlteristics, and poor programming!
Stereo is necessary for AM o compete in
the future, but I hope we will not shoot
ourselves in the foot by limiting bandwidth
so we cannol compele with FM, lct alone
the constantly growing number of other
sources of high fidelity entertainment."

In my response, I suggested that things

might not be quite as bad as he imagines.
AM currently is allowed flat response to 15
kHz; FM is theoretically allowed flat
response to at least 18 1/2 kHz, but because
of the need to avoid interfering with the 19
kHz sterco pilot tone, and because high
modulation is not possible on FM with full
modulation of very high frequency material,
15 kHz is the practical upper limit. Also, in
order to have high modulation within the
FCC rules, most FMs use sophisticated
processors that do funny things to highs
above 8 kHz or even lower.

Perhaps what sparked this letter is the
NAB-backed proposal to add a pre-cmphasis
curve to AM, and roll off the highs above 10
kHz. Although I dislike the thought of
limiting AM high {requency response, I am
in favor of the proposal, since the receiver
manufacturers werc in on the planning of
this standard. It is obvious that
manufacturers are unwilling to design high
fidelity AM receivers without this sort of
standard, so I support the standard on
pragmatic grounds. If receivers arc developed
with a matching roll-off, and sharp low-pass
filtering of all audio above 10 kHz, then AM
receivers will be built that are flat t0 9.5
kHz, which is up to six times better than
what is available now.

The average AM/FM receiver in the home
is capable of better FM fidelity than most
stations allow themselves to broadcast, but
has no deep bass on AM, and is rolling off
the highs sharply as low as 1.5 kHz. In
other words, without this NAB standard, and
without most stations adopting it, the
manufacturers are never going Lo give us
high fidelity AM reccivers. So I support it.

As far as AM stereo head-to-head with FM
stereo, it can and docs sound better--on a
high fidelity AM radio. There, of course, is
the rub. The only such unit ever sold widely
to the American public was the superb Sony
SRF-A100, which has been discontinucd for
over a year, although you can often find
them in stores as a closcout. On that
receiver, a high quality AM stereo signal
sounds better than the average FM sterco
signal, since the FM is squashing and

clipping its highs to achicve high
modulation. (If you can't find one of these
receivers in your locality, writec me, and I'll
help you obtain one.)

Actually, neither AM stereo nor FM
stereo can match the quality of today's "TV
sterco,” since it incorporates advances made
since FM sterco was authorized, and which
were not even considered for AM
sterco--such as DBX-encoding for the stereo
"difference” signal to improve the
signal-to-noise ratio and reduce
overmodulation problems.

However, work continues on the FMX
FM stereo system, with the promise of
eventually improving the caverage area for
stereo FM signals, and AM sterco needs to |
provide inducements for manufacturers to
build receivers that approach the capability
of their transmission! It appears the NRSC
standard curve and roll-off will accomplish
that, so I encourage all AM stations 10
implement it as soon as possible, to get the
manufacturers off their seats and into the
factories! @

THE RITES OF SPRING

us in radio get concerned about two
things--Spring housecleaning and Spring
Arbitron sweeps. Both are necessary, and one
affects the other. Let's look at how even a
mild winter can leave your station with
things that need attention.

MUSIC PURIFICATION

Obviously, for the best possiblc chance
at garnering and keeping a huge audience.
you have to clean out your music closet.
Some of those old recurrents and oldies, no
matter how well-rescarched, are beginning to
wear. So, out they go--although some can be
stored and aged, and possibly brought back
for a special or a theme weeckend.

Spring is also prime time for some
long-term planning. What are you going to
do for this summer? What about Memorial
Day? The Fourth of July? You have to be
aware of those "firecracker” songs and beach
tunes that signal summer. And when school
is out, more teens are available to keep the
radio on your frequency--how will that affect
your dayparting?

Spring is still when a young man's fancy
turns to love--and if this is truc of the male
of the species, what about the females? A
woman who's apartment-hunting may not
care ncarly as much about beamed ceilings,
track lighting and closct space as about the
six-foot-two heterosexual hunk living next
door. For the same rcason, she will choose a
radio stauion that lets her know love is in the
airwaves.,

What aboat him? Ofien, all he really
cares about is the woman. He likes a lot of
motion--things to do almost every waking
moment and an endless choice of ladics to do
them with. His choice of a radio station
might be the one she likes--played, of
course, on his big stereo. But if he's into the
latest dances, maybe he doesn't want his
favorite station to go "soft" at around 10
o'clock. Watch out for those "Quiet Storm”
warnings. If everyone's playing soft songs,
who's rockin’ the city? Maybe it's the Top
40 station that will attract his energy.

PERSONALITY PLUSSES

Spring may be IN the air, but who's ON
the air? Now that you've found an cffective
way to program, balanced with a safc
playlist, what next? Let's look in the
“answer book" and find out what it says
about personalities during Spring Break--and
how they can last right through summer.

We can't forget the emotion and the
valuc of conveying it. When someone
discovers a new station that's really saying
something, the cumes rise. It's still
necessary o understand the depth of
existence to achieve a meaningful existence.

That doesn't mean we should talk more,
or break and bend the format. It simply
means we should develop people at the same
ratec we develop formats. And we should try
to have personalitics communicate honcstly,
instcad of reading jokchooks or punching up
formula picces of canned humor.

Certainly experience has shown it is
possible to capturc huge cumes with a sterile
sound, but those radio stations have greatly
reduced the number of really creative people
willing to cnter the business. Maybe we
nced to go back and ask why did liner-card,
formula radio caich on in the first place? The
answer is that we are in a business where
safe is better--even if it does not build
tomorrow's programming, music director and
air talent leaders.

What really happens when a new jock
springs up with a different sound? Usually,
he or she is ignored. Just like the safe
records, no onc wants to take a chance. After
all, how can you be sure the fresh sound will
work? Will it draw attention to the radio
station--or drive the audience away?

So as we enter the scason when flowers
(and romance) bloom, look at some of the
fresh new music and jocks that are waiting
to blossom. They're just waiting for a
chance to grow. As for the "me too”
formats, the only tune they're hcaring is
"Send In the Clones." @

A few of you may remember that | raved in this space in March of '86
about Dwight's debut album, Guitars, Cadillacs, Etc. It was the genuine
article--a collection of cowhide, saddlesore, rural route cowboy tales.
