giant finger poises over

the radio’s gleaming

chrome buttons,
hesitating over one, then
another, before plunging with
the finality of a thunderbolt from
Zeus. The choice has been
made--and it's NOT YOUR
STATION.

Many a program director has
awakened with the cold
sweats at three a.m. with
that nightmare, and gone on to
dream of a sure-fire formula
for ratings success.

Eighteen months ago, Emmis
Broadcasting seemed to have
discovered that formula, when
it transformed "Magic"
KMGG-Los Angeles into
POWER 106, and saw the
station rise from 21st to first
place in the Fall book. Sister
station WAPP-New York
underwent a similar
transformation, to HOT103
and began its march up the
ratings path. Down in Miami,
Beasley Broadcasting's WCJX
emerged as WPOW (POWER
96).

Besides their success, the
stations shared a certain
eccentricity in their playlists.

They played Urban product
that had never been played on
Top 40, and Top 40 product
that had never been played on
Urban radio. Trade
publications (including this
one) agonized over where to
list them. Some sought to
resolve the confusion by giving
them a new label--"crossover"”
--as if the format could be
mass-produced in other
markets.

ut closer examination

reveals that what these

stations really have in
common is not a format, but a
style. "Day to day, all we're
doing is simpiy trying to get as
much of the available
audience as we can," says
POWER 106 PD Jeff Wyatt.
"How you label it doesn't
really have anything to do
with it.”

"Anyone who wants to
dominate must create a radio
station custom-tailored to the
market,” adds Jerry Clifton,
consultant to POWER 96 and
most recently to First Media's
WCLY-Washington, DC.
"There is no standard record to

play. What we do is play the
music the market is asking for.'

Ask Bill Tanner what label
he puts on POWER 96 and he
says, "Top 40. I've always
called it that. The only thing
POWER 96 is playing is the
traditional Top 40 that Gordon
McLendon and Todd Storz came
up with, but I'm tailoring it for
Miami!”

In New York, HOT103 PD
Joel Salkowitz also perceives
his presentation as "pretty
much straight-ahead Top 40.
Our chief competitors are Z100
and WPL]."

That does not mean his
playlists are identical to Scott
Shannon's and Larry Berger's.
"Musically, we're a lot of
things,” says Salkowitz. "One
of the best descriptions I've
been able to come up with is
‘Top 40 dance music without
the rock and roll guitars."

Ithough rooted in the

traditions of

mass-appeal radio,
these stations have responded
to the racial diversity of their
markets by redefining their
target demographics along

lifestyle, rather than ethnic
lines. Salkowitz notes that
blacks make up only about 12
percent of his cume, with the
balance including high
percentages of Hispanics,
Italians (remember "Saturday
Night Fever"?) and gays.

"The stereotypes are
breaking down,"” Wyatt
believes. "If three people live
in a house and one of them is
black, one of them is Hispanic
and one of them is white,
you're going to merge tastes a
bit."

Tanner, whose audience is
about 50 percent Hispanic and
17 percent black, notes that
ratings for POWER 96 have
gone up by "leaps and bounds”
in the Anglo bedroom
community of Fort Lauderdale.
"We're really the only station
down here that's playing the
hits. The other stations are
playing the hits to more
limited groups of people.
That's certainly their right,
and I hope they continue!"

Maintaining the loyalty of
these different core groups doe:
require a lot of research. Says
Wyatt: "We look at clubs. We
listen to records. We aren't

“Our own jocks are out in the
clubs, in the streets, not just
occasionally, but every day of
every week," echoes Tanner.

We have in mind
certain songs that will fit and
certain songs that do not seem
to fit, but that we think we
need for balance and variety.”

To determine audience
tolerance for atypical
songs—like The Starship's
"Nothing’s Gonna Stop Us
Now"-POWER 96 uses focus
groups, mail tests and mall
tests. “"We were there when a
new shopping center opened
and 100,000 people went
through in one day,” Tanner
says "We talked about music

had the Dade County Youth
Fair recently, and in order to
win a night out on the town in
the POWER96 limo, people
had to tell us things we
wanted to know about music.”

Salkowitz recalls that
HOT103 added the Bangles'’
"Walk Like An Egyptian" asa
result of keeping a close eye on
the club scene. "The day we
signed on, playing a record like
that wouldn't have entered
anybody's mind. But we saw
the record hit top 10 in 12-inch
sales, and saw people going
crazy when it was played in
the clubs. We said, 'Maybe
this really js a dance record.
Maybe if you edit out the one
real loud guitar passage...' All
of a sudden it worked.”

hile admitting the

importance of music

research, Clifton
cautions, "I don't think any
radio station can say the
reason it's successful is simply
because of its music. There's
also the frosting on the cake.”
That frosting includes getting
a buzz going on the street. "You

need to be creative and
energetic,” says Wyatt. "One
obvious way to get your
message out there is promotion
Start things happening and

get people talking about
you-billboards, air-dropped
turkeys on Thanksgiving,
whatever it takes.”

Clifton believes the formula
for success in radio today is...no
formula. "There is no standard
record to play on any radio
station. People who want to
program to be winners have to
do what any other person
might do who wants to make a
product successful, and that is
to give people the product
they would like to have. If
they happen to be Cubans,
then it would be a highly
Latin-oriented music format. If
they happen to be Yuppies, it
would be a Yuppie-type
sound.”

"No one should try to be like
us because it's 'the coming
thing," says Wyatt. "Look to
your own market and decide
what you should be. Maybe
you'll find the next new thing
and the Gavin Report will
interview you next time!" [l

CHI WAITS
FOR A KISS

"We've got a direction we
feel pretty strongly about, but
we don't expect to make any
big changes until
mid-summer," reports
WRXR-Chicago GM Michael
Donovan. New owner
Pyramid Broadcasting has
applied for a call letter
change to WTKS, widely
interpreted as a tip-off of a
format revamp to an
Urban-flavored Top 40, along
the lines of company flagship
WXKS (KISS108)-Boston.
"There's been a lot of
speculation, both locally and
in the trade press,” Donovan
acknowledges. "Some of it's
been right, and some has been
wrong. For competitive
reasons, we're really not
saying anything except that
we've got at least another 30
days in the present (Classic
Rock) format." So far, the
only major change at the
station has been the arrival
of Donovan himself from
crosstown Q101 last April.
Donovan says he is "still
interviewing and negotiating
with" PD applicants, and is
close to choosing a general
sales manager.

MIAMI
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ow entering their second decade as

recording artists, Miami Sound Machine

Is a relative newcomer to mainstream

U.S. radio. But for years, their
Latin-based dance rhythms earned them
star status in Cential and South America
without any conscious attempt to attract
American pop radio.

Their path to domestic crossover success
led, strangely enaugh, through Europe,
where their English-language song "Dr. Beat”
went to the top of the charts. The success of
their follow-up single, "Conga” spread to
Miami and rippled Into a host of hot dance
clubs in major markets.

“Congaq,” their signature song, formed the
centerpiece of their first English-language
album, Primitive Love. Three hit singles and
another world tour later, the band is back
with a new album, Let It Loose, and a
graphlc change in their billing. We talked to
lead singer Glotia Estefan, who took mild
axcephon to the change.

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Ron Fell: | notice the billing on
this album puts you more out
in front...

Gloria Estefan: It wasn't my
idea!

RF: But you are becoming the
focal point of the band. How
does that affect the other
members?

GE: People were always asking
me if someday | wanted to go
out as a solo act. I'd say. "l am
a solo act. This Is a band. and
I'm the only singer. The guys
sing backup. What more do |
want?’ When they showed
me the record cover | said.
"*Can't you make my name
smaller?” It's embarrassing. |
really don't care about those
things. It was their idea. They
thought *"Miami Sound
Machine" was too impersonal.
They wanted people to
identify a face with a name.
But i still cringe when | hear it.
RF: The group has been
together for more than 10
years...

GE: It was started In 1975 by
Emilio Estefan. our director.
Before | joined. it was called
Miami Latin Boys. | joined right
out of high school. We
actually met by accident. He
had been called in to give us
some pointers on how to get a
band together. We were
gonna do Jjust a one-night thing
for fun, at school. He came
and listened to us. | ran into him
again at a wedding that | got
dragged to by my mom. He
asked me to sing a couple
songs with the band. He liked it
alot and asked me to join. We
started writing some tunes,
and in January of 76, we
recorded our first single. in
Spanish. We had written some
English stuff too, but the record
company that signed us at the
time was very heavily into the
Latin market. Our Latin single
went to number one so quickly
that we had to gointo the
studio and put together an
album. It became the number
one-selling Latin album in
Miami. We continued
recording both In English and
Spanish, but since we had
already started building a
career in Spanish, that's where
all the releases went.

RF: Did you feel any frustration
over not being played on
mainsfream Top 40 radio
those early years?

GE: Everybody wanted to. of
course, because the United
States Is the number-one
record market in the world. In
1980, Discos CBS International
became interested in the
group. They are basically a

Latin-oriented record
company, so the releases
were geared toward the Latin
market. We weren't upset that
we were not getting airpiay,
because the releases weren't
belng geared toward that
market at all. We decided to
put all our energy into the Latin
market. and do as well as we
could there. We decided that
when the time was right we
would try to make the move.
That point came in 1984, we
were putting together our
seventh album--our fourth for
CBS. It was called A Toda
Maquina, which means “full
steam ahead.” It was a play
on words because "‘magquina”
also means ‘machine.” Our
drummer had written a tune in
English called "Dr. Beat." We
thought it was a definite hit but it
wasn't translatable to Spanish.
So we asked the record
company to let us put it on in
English, and then we
convinced them to put it on the
B side of the single for the Latin
market.

RF: And that brought about the
big breakthrough?

GE: There's one Miami
station--Super Q (WQBA)--that
plays bilingual music. We
talked to the program director
and sald, "Take alisten to the B
side, and see what you think.”
He loved it and programmed
it. along with the Spanish single
The Spanish single went to
number one on his Spanish
chart and *Dr. Beat* went to
number one on his English
chart. We played it for Mark
Shands at 195 (WINZ/FM., now
WZTA) and he fellin love with
it, too. At the time they weren't
playing local music, just the
Top 40 hits from the States. He
took a chance with it and
started the whole thing going.
All the Anglo stations in South
Florida picked it up and started
playing it because of the
requests.

RF: So that led to your first
major American album?

GE: Epic called and asked for
an English-language album to
follow the single. We really
weren't ready, because we
were touring through all of this.
We ran into the studlo and
kinda threw together Eyes Of
Innocence. Epic decided to
put it out in the States as an
R&B record, with no more
singles. "Dr. Beat® was just
considered a dance club hit,
and that was it. We were
already preparing the next
album, which was to be In
English. We had some very
strong material, Including

*Congaq,” which we had come
back from Europe with already
written. That wasn't going to be
the single in the States,
because they thought it was
too Latin. All of a sudden, Epic
in England released "Conga’
as a 12-inch and it got
exported to the United States.
Then the South Florida stations
that were so crazy to get a
single from us started playing It.
It started creating an
excitement that spread to
New York, then to L.A. Epic
said, "Forget It, we're not

going to cut in on what's
happening naturally.” So they
released "Conga’ as asingle.
RF: There wasn't any other
conga song on the album, so
you knew that even if this
became a hit, you were going
to have to do something
ditferent.

GE: We knew, but we planned
It that way. We wanted to
come to the United States
market with our own sound.

The reason we came |
out with "Bad Boy® second
was that It was very different.
We knew it was going to be a |
long process before people
redlized it was the same band.
RF: Then you confused them
with "Words Get In The Way,”
which couid have been a
Carpenters record.

GE: Exactly. We knew that was
going to happen. but we
wanted to hold out for the
long-term effect so people
would redlize we aren't a band
that only does one type of
thing. We can interject the
Latin percussion when It fits the
song. but we also can leave it |l
out when the song doesn't
need it.

RF: Some people might think of
the Miami sound as being KC
& The Sunshine band and

Peter Brown, but there's a
whole new buzz going on in
Miami. What makes the Miami
music scene so vibrant and
special?

GE: It's just the people who
have been thrown together
here. In New York, you get alot
of different nationailities. In
Miami, the two main influences
are Anglo and Hispanic. At the
same time, we're so close to
the Bahamas and the islands.
We have the Caribbean
influence in the music., too.
There are many jazz clubs,
also. Latin music is full of jazz
players. And of course we
listen to Top 40 music. So i think
it's a unique place in the United
States. We are also

first-generation Latin, mostly
borm In Cuba and raised in the
States. so we're close to our
Hispanic and percussive roots.
At the same time we've grown
in a completely different
country. We're very close to
the music and heritage.

RF: I've read that there are now
discos for under-21's in

Miami. Is there a distinctive
difterence in the music
between juice bars and
21-and-over discos?

GE: Not that much.

So
when you have a scene that
starts emerging like with
Expose, Company B, Nice and

wild. and Erotic/Exotic, and
use very heavy beat-box and
synthesizer lines, and simple.
repetitive riffs—the youth really

gets into that. They can sing
along, dance. The
emergence of all this music
comes mainly from all these
teens, they've brought out a
whole type of music, because
usually an older crowd will go
for more variety.

RF: Speaking of peer groups, |
notice you studied
psychology at the University
of Miami. Have you been able
to apply what you've learned
to this business?

GE: People who study
psychology are already
interested in people's
behavior, and tend to be
more observant of the things
going on around them. The
book leaming and classroom
experience helps to
understand human behavior,
but | really think it helped me to
dedai with the changes in my
life. | was very, very shy,
believe it or not. | was painfully
shy. And for me to get into this
buslness. being shy took a lot
out of me. So the psychology
helped me to be the best that |
can be, and overcome my
shyness. It helps to understand
the crowd psychology. Every
time | go out there | can really
feel a definite difference In
each crowd. The first two tunes

1 try to feel them out. | always try

to make them iaugh a bit, to
relax. Belng able to take a
crowd to where you want to, to
lead them through emotions...
RF: Any ditferences between a
Latin crowd and an Anglo
crowd?

GE: I haven't found any. For
example, *Conga* got the
same reaction here, in Japan
and in the Midwest. In
Burlington, lowa, we broke the
world's record for the longest
conga line--and there were no
Latins there. In Japan, they
mobbed the stage. They went
up on the stage ond danced
with me. It was really exciting.
They told us when we went to
Japan not to expect
overwhelming enthusiasm. By
the second song, they were
up on thelr feet dancing. | think
music is the best way to
communicate, even in places
where they don't understand
the language. If you can
transmit it, they'll pick it up.

RF: Would you say you are
drifting more into the
mainsfream on your new
album, with less Latin
influence?

GE: It depends what you're
looking at. The rhythm
obviously is very
Latin-criented. On *Betcha
Say That." even though it's

very pop-oriented, we have a
breakdown that's very
Latin—although you might not
know it. *Surrender” has a bit of
a Caribbean influence. The
only one that | don't think is
Latin at altIs “Let It Loose.”
"Love Toy" is a cha-cha. We
took the Thirties-style grand
piano cha-cha and combined
it with the techno-sound of the
Eighties. We thought there was
so much feel and taste in the
stuff that they used to do back
then, especially with the
cha-cha in Cuba where it
originated. *One, Two, Three”

is definitely very pop-oriented.
The ballads are a little more
percussive.

RF: Before the album came out,
you bridged the gap with a
couple of hot Pepsi
commercials which are being
seen and heard all over the
world. That had to be a
satistying thing to be in the
same company with Michael
Jackson and Lionel Richie.

GE: It was the first time they've
been able to use one act for
both the English and Hispanic
markets.

RF: is this a long-term
relationship with Pepsi?

GE: From both sides it looks like
it's going to be a long-term
relationship. We're definitely
very happy with it, and theyre
happy with what we've been
doing. So as long as things
keep going well, we'll stay with
it. We're the kind of people
that don't like to switch around
alot. We like to stick with
things.

RF: What about tour plans?
GE: We're starting in Santa
Domingo. then to Tucson and
two concerts In Hawaill. Then
we'll be in the Orient for a
month, which is going to be
great because we'll be abie to
tighten up the show while while
we're there. We're going to
play places no one has ever
been--Jakarta, Taipei.

Singapore, Bangkok. We'll be
all over Japan, we'll be in
Seoul, and In Manila. Then we
come back to the States from
July to mid-September. After
that, we'll be doing either a
European or a South American
tour.

RF: Seem:s like you're always
on the move.

GE: This last year has just been
incredible. We haven't had
much time to think about it.
Every time we make a step in
our career, somebody would
always say, "What are you
going to do now?" It's been a
constant challenge. When we
came out with ‘Conga.” we
were a new act to some

people. but we've been
around for ten years. They all
said, "How are you going to
follow a hit like *Conga?”
That's Impossible.’ So when
‘Bad Boy' went to number
elght, they said, 'Yeah, but two
in a row, you guys can't do any
better than that.”

RF: Sounds like your new LP
will solidity the band's
relationship with pop radio in
the States.

GE: What can | tell you. We've
been in this business iong
enough to realize that all you
can do Is your best. The final
judge Is always the pubilic.
They're the ones who are
going to tell you. Of course,
radio makes a major decision,
and radio was real good to us
last year. *Conga’ became
what It became because the
people would call up and ask
for the tune. It got tested in
markets that it never would be
expected to be a hit, and they
saw the positive response.
and they just got on it.
Personailly. this Is my favorite
album that we've done.
We've put our body and soul
into it. 'm real happy with the
final product and | hope
everyone else is. @

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INCENTIVE PAY

T'he columns 1 wrote last January on
"incentive pay" for air people are still
drawing comment. Randy Hill, Program

i Director of KIDN, an AM sterco
Country station in Pueblo, Colorado,
wrote to tell me how the problem was
tackled at his station--with success.

"With 19 radio signals in the
market, competition is fierce and money
is tight. Not being able to pay the air
staff the salaries we'd like, we came up
| with a two-phase plan to give

employees more money, as well as let
them feel more a part of the station.

"First of all, we 've set aside what

| we call our 'Creative Room," where
employees can put up ideas. One wall is
for ideas, one for planning, one for
communication and one is for
organization.

"The concept is simple: There are no
bad ideas. If an employee has an idea
for a promotion, a special program or a
budget-cutting move, or just wants to
bring up a problem, he or she posts it on
the Idea Wall. Someone else will sce
the idea, improve it, or perhaps spawn
a new idea. This way people feed off
each other's creativity. It doesn't
matter who came up with the
idea--everyone, from the overnight
| weekend jock to the General Manager,
| contributes. This way, rather than just

one or two people deciding the future of
| the station, all employees have input
| into its operation.

"Once an idea has been decided on,
the planning is posted on the Planning
Wall for everyone to sce, along with a
| plan of execution. And the

Communication Wall lets pecople who
normally don't cross paths during the
day talk to each other.

"So far, the Creative Room has been
extremely successful. Since the
beginning of the year, the Room has led
to a Super Bowl promotion which not
only made several thousand dollars for
the station, but also got coverage from
two television stations as well as the
local newspaper. In addition, we have
promotion and special program ideas
lined up through the next year.

"The second phase of our incentive
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plan is what we call our 'team concept.’
What we do is team two air people
with one salesperson. The team then
works out a plan to sell promotions,
weather, news, sports and special
packages to prospective clients.

"The salesperson comes up with a list
of clients that he or she wants to sell.
The air people then put together spec
sports and recorded presentations. They
type copy, proposals and many other
things to help the salesperson. Using
that method, the salesperson goes to
the client armed with not only a
written proposal, but spec spots and, in
the case of a news or sports sponsorship,
a pre-produced news or sportscast
complete with the spot inserted in their
tape for the client. The jock, or even a
newsperson, may also go along on the
sales call to help answer any questions
the client might have.

"After the sale is made, the
salesperson makes the commission and
the 'team’ as a whole gets a specified
percentage of the sale—and the station
still makes money. This way, besides
their base salaries, the air staff makes
money on every sale their 'team’
makes. The sales staff makes more
sales, the air staff gets incentive pay,
the station sells more advertising, and
it doesn't take away from the station's
bottom line.

"Another good thing about our 'team’
concept is that sales and programming
work hand in hand. The air staff gets to
see how the sales staff works and vice
versa. Air people can see the planning,
and often the rejection that sales
people face every day. The sales staff,
on the other hand, can sce how much
time, energy and sweat goes into
writing and producing commercials.
Because of this, our employees have
developed a deep respect for one
another's work.

"By the way, the 'teams' change
every month, so everyone gets to work
with everyone else. The Creative Room
is also used to post suggestions for new
prospective clients, and ideas to suit
existing ones, that the air staff may
offer the sales staff.

I ODO NOTEBooKby Eric Norberg

What we do is team two air
people with one salesperson.
The team then works out a
plan to sell promotions,
weather, news, sports and
special packages to
prospective clients.

It's amazing how well it has worked
for us. Sales and ratings are both on the
increase. The way I sce it, in today's
marketplace, where FM radio is so
dominant, the only way for an AM
station to compete is to utilize every
employee. We keep in mind that
everyone on the staff has ideas.’

My thanks to Randy, and it sounds as
if the principle could be employed
profitably by any station, regardless of
market size or broadcast band. @
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SALES SKILLS ..

LESS IS MORE

A lot has happened in the radio rep
industry lately. Firms that were major
names 20 years ago now no longer exist.
Katz's signal to buy the Blair
organization narrows the field of major
players down to two "super-reps.”
Between them, Katz and Interep now
control as much as 90 percent of all
national dollars. This, naturally, has
many broadcasters concerned.

One way to understand the history of
the rep business is to consider what
happened to Detroit. At one point, there
were 2,000 independent car manufacturers
in America. They evolved into a handful
of conglomerates. The same evolution has
occurred in the national rep business,
which, as recently as 1975, had more than
25 companies.

To get an insider’s perspective on the
mergers. | talked with Les Goldberg, the
President of Interep:

GD: Can you sum up the impact on
radio?

LG: The industry has spent a lot of
time and energy fighting with itself,
and I think that's destructive. We have a
medium that showed two percent
growth last year, which doesn't cover
costs. On top of that, we're into a lousy
1987. In our case, we are operating
separate, autonomous companies, so
the stations still get the same
individualized service as ever. What we
<an do now is focus our energies on
trying to develop new business. With all
the mergers, now we can all go out and
do what Interep's been doing: calling
on people who can affect the decisions
to buy radio. That's what we should be
doing, and it's a very healthy, positive
thing.

GD: So without Ralph Guild
spearheading rep mergers and new
business development on the national
level several years ago, this chapter in
American radio history wouldn't have
existed?

LG: And what would have happened?
You would have had a Iot of companies
scrambling for a decreasing amount of
dollars on the table. A lot of companies
that have been purchased or merged
over the past few years weren't making
any money because the pie was
shrinking. We reps weren't going
through those inflationary growth years
of the early 80s. From 1980 to 1985, the
industry grew at something like a
compounded rate of about 14 percent,
with the lowest single-year increase

being seven percent. Everybody
showed increases, whether they were
tied to inflation or not. Statements like,
"Well, we did ten percent more than last
year' made everybody content. We
started Interep because we anticipated
the growing problem. Our financial
people did a cycle curve and predicted
'86 would be a soft year. It came out
much softer than they anticipated.

GD: Will the rep mergers change how
national revenue will grow?

LG: We knew many years ago that the
only way to grow was to increase the
pie. And when I say increase the pie, I
don't mean buying more rep companies.
I mean that, instead of having a billion
dollars out there up for grabs, let's make
the pie two billion and stop fighting
cost-per-point battles.

GD: Broadcasters are now facing the
same inflation catch-up crunch that you
talked about. They are trying to cut
overhead and meet margins. Isn't one
major reason behind those rep mergers and
buyouts so you can consolidate all the reps
under one roof and save money on phones,
building leases and other overhead
expenses?

LG: Certain fixed costs will never go
away. But the answer is not to cut costs.
It's to increase the amount of dollars
available. Some very good Interep
client stations have a big portion of
their sales staffs devoted to going out
and selling radio, and a smaller portion
dealing with the transactional agency
business. What we've got to do is
address the issue of bringing in new
accounts. If the end of this chapter in
the rep business leads to a new chapter
that says we're not going to work in
harmony to develop new business, then
this will be the greatest thing the rep
business has ever gone through.

GD: Some people fear the mergers will
impact the aggressiveness of their
national reps...

LG: That's a bit of an overstatement. I
expect each individual Interep rep firm
salesperson to fight as hard as ever for
the dollars on the table. But I think they
could work together to talk to senior
agency planners about the value of
radio. Then, when they get the account
into radio, let them fight for it.

GD: Is any of this activity organized, or
do the Interep salespeople run into
conflicts on account development?

LG: For some time now, we have had
a major account-selling program

whereby each person in the company is
working on one major non-radio
account. They have a definite plan on
going after that account. Every planis
sent in writing to headquarters here in
New York. We've also worked on a team
concept, where people from five
different Interep companies will each
take somebody at an agency,
penetrating all levels of the agency. You
don't get people to buy radio just by
calling on a time buyer. That's not to say
the function goes away--but you just
can't impact major revenue growth at
the buyer level.

Our thanks to Les Goldberg for taking
the time to clarify a few of the issues
about the rep industry. Based on personal
experience, the most important yardstick
is face-to-face calls. If the rep is spending
all day at a desk, he or she is only
transacting. While it is critical to take
care of all the transactional business on a
national level, 1 believe national reps in
general don't make the face-to-face effort
necessary to increase the dollars in the
medium. That's why the individual
target account plan developed by Interep
has merit. If, among the five rep
companies, a total of 150 new business
plans are being worked, then each client
has a much better potential to share in
new business. @

FORTY YEARS OF
ROCKIN' STEADY

I celebration of Black Music
Month, this is the second in a series on
the roots of black radio and music in
America.

Black radio really came into its
own in the late forties. While there
were a number of stations that
featured some black programming
only a few were committed to serving
the varied needs of blacks in that
era. But by the end of the decade,
every major metropolitan area had
one or two major personalties
"Jammin' and jivin'."

Strange as it may seem, not all the
ebony communicators were black. For
years, WLAC in Nashville had a
number of jocks, from "Hoss Man" Bill
Allen to John R. and Randy, who
waited until the midnight hour and
then let it all hang loose. In
Cleveland, there was Alan Freed,
then known as "Moon Dog." He had a
late-night show on WJW called
"Record Rendezvous,” which, in 1951,
lined up the first "Show of Stars,"
featuring Charles Brown, Varetta
Dilard, Clyde McPhatter and Jimmy
"Night Train" Forest and his band.
The show sold out the Cleveland
arena and started a trend for the
radio station. The sales department
actually put out a flyer that said,
"Radio Alone Pulled 25,000!"

Alan Freed was certainly not the
first white disc jockey to love and
spin black music. Los Angeles had
Dick Hugg and Hunter Hancock. In
the San Francisco Bay Area, there
was "Jumpin"’ George Oxford,
"Bouncin™ Bill Doubleday and Phil
McKernan. Back East, George "Hound
Dog" Lorenz had ‘em humpin' in
Buffalo. In Pittsburgh, WPIT was
all-religion except for "Cousin Bob"
and his "Forty-Thirty Sess.” New

| York City had "Cat Man" Stiles and
| "Symphony Sid." In the South, there
| was Zenas Sears, Ken Elliott,

| Clarence Hamman, Dewey Phillps

and a guy in Shreveport named Bob
Smith, who sounded like Moms
Mabley and is known today as

57

Wolfman Jack.

The black players of the early
fifties were a colorful and talented
lot, too. There was "Jockey Jack"
Gibson, now known as Jack the
Rapper, Chuck "Buggs” Scruggs,
Larry Dean, Hal Jackson, Ramon
Bruce, Jocko Henderson and "Hot
Rod."” The list goes on and on. These
pioneer "platter pushers” were fun to
listen to and totally entertaining.
They were showmen, not just
announcers. They didn't just introduce
records. They could draw a crowd and
keep the crowd entertained by
themselves.

A number of early deejays were
also artists. Howlin' Wolf worked at
KWEM in West Memphis. Elmore
James spun for WOKI in Jackson,
Mississippi. Muddy Waters was on
WOPA in Chicago. Perhaps best
known was Riley King, who began on
WGUM in Greenville, Mississippi,
and acquired his nickname "B.B." as
a result of being the "Beale St. Blues
Boy" on WDIA in Memphis. All
these players on Negro or Race
Radio, as it was known then, helped
to launch a sound and a fever that is
still going strong.

EARLY PAYOLA

During the fifties, radio was the
crucial factor in the growth of
R&B--as had been the jukebox in the
war years. Played extensively in one
area, a song and artists could be
“broken" in a matter of days, first as
a regional hit and, if the "region”
was New York, that's all she
wrote...it could literally take over!
Both regionally and nationally,
deejay exposure became the sine qua
non of sales for an artist, and could
determine the very survival of a
small record label.

As the key to the very fiscal
existence of a small independent, the
deejay was in a position to command
favors without even having to ask. It
was the distributors who first made
the temptations difficult to resist.
They had records to sell--78s back

then--and the inventories. Without
payola, some great arists might
never have been heard.

While there were many motives
and situations at play during the
early payola probes, many innocent
people were hurt. Station managers
resented the tax-free dollars passing
into the hands of their deejays. Since
all the early station owners were
white, racial prejudice was mixed in
as well. And, not the least of the
factors was the struggle of
older-generation publishers,
songwriters and recording artists to
halt the sweeping tide of black music
that was taking them out of the
market. It became a question of
economics and power, for these
established groups had themselves
practiced payola as far back as
World War I, and had, in fact,
devised the term "payola” long
before it became popularized in the
1960s.

The payola scandals toppled some
influential deejays from their
pinnacles of power, brought fines and
jail sentences to a few, and
foreshadowed the end of the early
R&B era. Just as those in government
and other professions, some black
deejays got into trouble when their
yearnings got way ahead of their
earnings. Trouble teaches you two
things: how many friends you have
and how many people are waiting to
catch you bent over.

ROGER WATERS - "Radio Wapes” {(Columbia}

Once in awhile, I want an album to beam me up to another place, far from
the ringing phone. I'd like the album to have a theme, even a story line. It
must have state-of-the-art technology suitable for headphones, and it
must cut against the grain. "Radio Waves" is my ticket for 1987.

Waters, the force behind every Pink Floyd masterpicce, is back in rare
form, with a totally absorbing musical short story. (I suggest reading the
libretto in the liner notes.) Waters' genius is his ability to bring great
theater to vinyl and fuse sound and thought in provocative music. His
depth perception isn't blurred by the usual obligations of music makers.
He can see a pending apocalypse from the perch of his personal ozone, and
yet he can still have his eyes opened further by a fleeting event such as
Live Aid, music's proudest moment. His intelligent use of texture, his
cynical pen and his willingness to dance to his own drum machine are all
singular traits which distinguish him as an eccentric. One of the album's
recurring themes is man'’s ability to harness and reconfigure the often
misapplied technology of communication. Listen to THE TIDE IS
TURNING. It's obvious that Roger's head was turned by the use of
satellite technology to broadcast Live Aid. If that song doesn't send a
chill down your spine, then you either have no circulation or no spine.
Much of the album's production effects are classically Floyidian, but
Waters' use of KLOS/KMET deejay Jim Ladd and the selective use of a
rumbling punctual bass line are decidedly new.
