Once
all your creative effort in attracting
listeners has paid off, the last thing
you want to do is lose ‘em to a
competitor. Besides playing music
that will please your listeners rather
than drive them away, how do you
hold their interest? One key factor
that can make a radio station sparkle
in the crowd is the production director.
Today's media-conscious society is
bombarded by an average of 200,000
messages annually.

I was reminded of that fact while I
overheard a discussion about general
listening habits. Programmers face a
daily battle of getting and
maintaining listener interest. See how
fast a viewer starts flipping through
the channels if that TV show doesnt
grab hold in the first few minutes...or
witness a reader skip over a
newspaper article is the headline is
boring..or how quickly a listener (PD
or MD) will lose interest if a song
doesn't get to its hook fast enough.
We're conditioned to instant
gratifaction. The public receives so
much input these days, they've
become accustomed to either
physicully or mentally tuning out
without a second thought. It's
important to remember the job of
communication lies squarely on the
shoulders of the communicator. It is
that person who has the
responsibility of getting other people
to listen. We'll be looking into the
subject of production, in depth, in
coming months.

Here is the top of our pyramid of
new artists. The Cure are not the
newest act in this issue; but this
dark and eclectic band's immense
base positions them on the brink of
mega-stardom. Those in the indus-
try who dismissed The Cure as
weird and inaccessible years ago
have seen their latest works go
gold as the band packs arenas with
young people dressed in black.

The ladder to success has been a
ten-year grind that'sincluded some
stormy times and personnel revi-
sions. The Cure's focal point has
been theinimitable Rpbert Smith,
whose direction has been unwaver-
ing and-uncompromising. "I don't
think our increased popularity has
really changed anything within
the group,” he says. "It's happened
so slowly and gradually that we're

While the band's style has seen
significant changes, their audience
has alsa broadened--most notice-
ably by the'addition of teenagers
disillusioned with mainstream
radio. "I think they all crawl out
of their bedrooms whenever we go

Before there was Fire Town,
there were nine recorded songs that
eventually became In The Heart Of
The Heart Country, an album origi-
nally released on tiny Boat Records
out of Madison, Wisconsin.

"The band evolved out of the
songwriting," explains vocalist
Doug Erikson, "Phil Davis and I
had been writing songs for about
four years. We had all these songs
that we had decided to record. We
gave it a name and put an album
out. This was before we started
performing. Our experience with
audiences has been good because we
had a product out before we had
even played. From the very begin-
ning, that gave the band a focus.”

Hometown radio support
materialized quickly on Jonathan
Little's Z104, as well as WMAD
and WIBA. Airplay eventually
rippled as far Milwaukee and
Chicago. Next came international
interest. In fact, Fire Town was
inches away from signing to a
British label when the call came
from Atlantic Records.

"The day we were about to send
the contract, we got a call from
Atlantic. [t was that close. If the
lawyers in England had been faster
and on the ball, there's no doubt we

Slowly, the masses are beginning
to take notice of this movement as
the current single, "Why Can't [ Be
You," crosses over onto a growing
contingent of Top 40 radio stations.

would have signed with them.”
Atlantic wisely settled on
releasing In The Heart Of The Heart
Country in its original form.
"Atlantic took the record 'as is'
and remastered it," recalls Davis.

Davis is proud of the new
attention paid to music from the
Midwestern states. "Groups here
have something different. Things
have been brewing for a while.
People are just now starting to
notice. Look at the success of the
Violent Femmes out of Milwaukee,
the BoDeans out of Waukesha, the
Replacements out of Minneapolis
and, of course, Prince.”

He disagrees, however, that
there is a specific Heartland
sound. "The flavor and openness is
different from music centers like
New York or Philadelphia,” he
concedes, "but to label it strictly as
Midwestern rock n roll, [ don't
agree."

So far, most of the attention has
been centered around the lead
track, "Carry The Torch," a
graceful song that caters to a
determined sense of strong will and
devotion.

contributing to the fan base. Since,
the chalice has passed on to
Tommy Conwell and the Young
Rumblers. Conwell and his
Rumblers have been assaulting the
Northeast with their aggressive
brand of rock n roll since 1984, when
the band's personnel jelled.

Their debut album on Antenna
Records, Walkin’ On The Water, has
barely been smuggled west of the
Alleghenies, but that's okay. The
buzz has been centered deliber-
ately around the Northeastern
United States. Young music fans
there are well aware of Conwell's
live fire. Six of his shows have
been broadcast or simulcast on
radio and television. Songs like
"Love's On Fire” and "Do You Still
Believe In Me" reveal the early
stages of something that, once
produced and fine-tuned, will rival
The Hooters in national appeal.

Guitarist Dave Mustaine formed
Megadeth in 1983 after leaving
Metallica due to "musical differ-
ences.” A founding Metallica
member, Mustaine co-wrote four
songs on that band's independent
debut. By the time two of those
tracks found their way on
Metallica's Elektra debut (now
over one million units), Mustaine
was long gone. Taking with him
elements of punk, speed metal,
haunted house images and a sense
of the old renegade, Megadeth
have since assembled a coven of
several thousand Megadethibel
devotees.

(Mega) Beth Gustafson of Metal
Rendezvous magazine notes that
"Megadeth proved once and for all
they have emerged from the
realms of the underground with
class and style without going
commercial and without losing
their original, dedicated fans.”

Even as you're reading this, it's a
safe assumption that Megadeth is
on their way to yet another barn-
storming, hellraising, earsplitting
live gig. Look for them to join
Motley Crue, Metallica and
Whitesnake, up where the air is
thin and the competition is fierce.

Formed over a decade ago, Wire
has retained its original line-up:

Less than
six months after their stormy first
gigs, they were signed to EMI
Records in England by producer
Mike Thorne and Nick Mobbs, who
once signed the Sex Pistols. Since
1976, they have released four
albums, with varying degrees of
lack of commercial success--but a
monumental impact on young,
impressionable groups such as U2.

As their relationship with EMI
deteriorated, the band members
began working on individual
projects. Wire put their "beat
combo” concept on the shelf. Colin
recorded solo material and
produced the Virgin Prunes and
Minimal Compact.

The Silencers are a happy colli-
sion between Jimmie O'Neill,
formerly of Fingerprintz, and Cha
Burns, who spent time playing lead
guitar for Adam Ant. They have
been together a mere two years, but
so far, it's been a productive two
years. Augmented by bassist Joe
Donnelly and drummer Martin
Hanlin, this Scottish foursome is
handled by Edinburgh-based
Schoolhouse Management, who
also tend to the affairs of Simple
Minds and China Crisis. A year of
recording demos resulted in a
worldwide recording contract with
RCA Records. Last September, the
band began recording their debut
album, A Letter From St. Paul, with
Dave Bascombe, who engineered
Peter Gabriel's So and Tears For
Fears' Songs From The Big Chair,

and produced an LP with It's
Immaterial. Throughout last
winter, The Silencers bounced
around studios in Berlin, Denmark,
London and Scotland before ending
up with a gleaming finished
project. The music has a sweetness
that recalls other Glaswegian
aggregations, Aztec Camera and
the Bluebells.

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ALTERNATIV
SURVEY RESULTS

By Denise Daniels

Earlier this year, the Gavin Alternative department conducted a
survey, asking both radio stations and record companies involved
in the format for their opinions on criteria for reporting to the
Gavin Report. Our purpose was to refine the guidelines set up
nearly five years ago, when we established a separate section to
deal with the most influential noncommercial stations and their
most adventurous commercial counterparts.

The results were both gratifying (more than a 50 percent return
rate!) and interesting. We found a remarkable unity of opinion on
the important qualifications of an Alternative reporting station. Of
the possible criteria, only a few were considered "unimportant.

We found the unanamity of radio station and record company
opinions interesting and surprising—especially since the criteria
are almost a "wish list" for record companies, while the radio
stations actually have to execute them. Another surprise was that
college radio is not as "free-form" as its reputation suggests.
Nearly nine out of the ten radio respondents felt MDs and PDs
should set up programming guidelines and record rotation
systems and almost all said they should influence the station
through personally communicating to DJs about records.

The results showed record companies consider playing local

artists the top criterion for "local visibility" of alternative stations.
Almost all record company respondents (and three-quarters of
those in radio) believe that tracking retail sales locally is
important. Finally, record and radio folks agreed stations can
make up for a low-power signal through quality programming or
year-round format consistency.

Comments and feedback included on the survey responses
reflected the diverse trends in the format. On the subject of

playlists, they ranged from "Too many deadbeat stations that were
once significant but have lately gone into extended eclipse” to
"There are stations which are too progressive. There is nothing
wrong with them but there should be more stations which are at
least half & half in order to create more of a balance.” Others liked
the balance: "Your reporters are the most varied and important
alternative stations around, you have every end of the spectrum
reporting to you and at the same time you're selective about
reporters.”

Record company comments centered on retail. "Tracking

record stores outside of your broadcast range, particularly for up
and coming indies, can keep a station closer to the so called

cutting edge. I don’'t mean if you're in L.A. you should call
Pittsburgh, but L.A. should call Orange County or even S.F." Quite
a few respondents mentioned the idea of publishing a retail chart
“listing the top ten in retail and the top three retail on each
station's playlist."

Others commented on the importance of communication
between the two industries. One record company representative
stated, "A suggestion well-taken for Gavin and otiier trades is to
publish a survey such as this frequently. Your survey inherently
suggests some standards which you assure are understood by
your readership.” On the topic of consistency, a radio program
director said, "Too often, when management graduates, the
station is left cold, leaving new management to start from the
ground up. No radio station can develop or progress with this type

of approach.” CONTINUED ON PAGE 58

I'm sorry to say that doesn't necessarily
mean it is carried out at the station.” Another said, "All of these
objective criteria are insignificant compared to how good a station
is to listen to in the town it lies in. Stations with pretty playlists are
often dull, noisy, disorganized and impossible to listen to."

PDs and MDs had a lot to say about programming; "I think
trade magazines should be used to see what stuff a station is
missing--not to decide what goes on the air. The person who plays
a record because it's #1 on the college chart is as non-alternative
as the person who consciously does not play a #1 chart record
because it's #1." Another noted, "Stations must have a good
training, indoctrination, brainwashing program. Tossing a D] on
the air is no good." Other comments: "DJs should make much of
their own choices--(and be) informed about the new music that

comes in and listen to a variety of it before they program their own
shows.” "In order to break new artists, people need to hear it,
realize they like the song, learn the name of the artist, and this all
takes more than one listen. Even the hippest listeners need to hear
a brand new artist a few times."

PRIZED--
AND COMPROMISED

In recent years, urban contemporary
radio has expanded considerably, both in
share of listeners and number of stations.
The format—-or one of the several versions
it's spawned--could well become one of
the strong music formats of the future.
Some of its success is accounted for by the
phasing out of format definitions.
Traditional black or "Quiet Storm”
stations moved into the urban
contemporary radio orbit so Madison
Avenue would feel more comfortable. The
blurring of station formats is due to the
over-reaction of time buyers and others
who think they understand the music,
and then label our stations and formats
according to what they perceive the
music to be.

While the new title has drawn a lot of
attention, the success of the format has
also lost some of the source of its pride.
This is both predictable and
understandable. So is another ironic
by-product of success: as urban
contemporary radio proliferates, it loses
some of its advantage as a winning format
because of that proliferation.

But the format will survive and thrive
because it fills a hole. The music continues
to be strong. Artists now have VH-1 and
MTV exposing their talents on television.
Performers like Anita Baker, Janet
Jackson, Prince, Lionel Richie, Stevie
Wonder, Smokey Robinson, Freddie
Jackson, Miami Sound Machine and The
Jets are consistently crossing over to Top 40
and A/C. Even rap music has come into its
own. The wide acceptance of black and
urban artists is a fact--and not just an
extension of disco, as some would have us
believe.

Has black music lost something in the
process? The answer is yes—but so what?
There's no doubt that the music had to
compromise. Ten years ago, the raw,
earthy sounds of Aretha, Earth, Wind &
Fire, The Ohio Players, Al Green and
others contained few pop ingredients, and
often lyrics that non-ethnics could not
really understand or relate to. These
trailblazing artists had to rely on the
sheer magic of their music and its
infectious beat and rhythms to lure
mainstream audiences over to them. When
they went on tour with a strong rock act,
as Stevie Wonder did for The Rolling
Stones, it was all over. There are some
things that our audiences just do well, and

putting on a great visual show is one of
them.

There is no doubt that the success of the
urban contemporary format has been
aided by crossover music—the new songs
and artists that most other formats will
wait on or avoid completely. So how do
the artists themselves feel about this?
We've talked with a number who are
frustrated. On one hand, they want to do
what they feel-what made them stars.

On the other hand, they want to reach
that crossroad. Jeffrey Osborne, whose
"Woo Woo" song sent him to new heights,
feels most people want a song they can
relate to and sing along with—even
though they may not be able to hit the
same notes. If a song hits them that way
the first time, and they want to hear it
again, that's usually the critical

difference.

Crossing over also means risking the
loss of your base audience, and ending up
back in the minors. Yet sometimes, labels
try to force black artists into a mold for
the sake of mass acceptance. Aretha, in
her early days before she moved to
Atlantic, was placed in an environment of
lush strings and wimpy songs. Despite her
enormous talent, it just didn't work. The
truth is that even a top ten black song or
album will sell only so much. If
abandoning ship will take them further,
some will.

As black and urban songs make their
way into movies, music videos, Top 40 and
A/C, its uniqueness begins to fade. Today,
a large percentage of artists are producing
a sound that is almost indistinguishable
from contemporary pop music in terms of
production values. Very often the only
thing that makes a song "urban” is who is
singing it, and the fact that urban stations
are taking the lead in playing it.

Black music and dance music will go in
and out of style according to the taste of
the public. But in the quest for wider
acceptance, the unique qualities that
make black music special—-the
earthiness, the emphasis on vocal
expression over technical gimmickry, the
emotional release—shouldn't get lost in
the shuffle.

As competition between musical
formats heats up, stations and owners
will keep searching for the sound that
will keep the ratings high and the costs
reasonable. For many, urban contemporary

fills the bill. Now we have more
competition than ever--<able television,
compact discs and a plethora of
mind-boggling new high-tech devices
have expanded the range of leisure
options. The spectrum of black music and
artists is also broadening. But in this
fragmented business, consistency is still
the key to success.

Finally, as might be expected, today's
urban contemporary format has made
most of its penetration from FM outlets,
primarily in the top 10 markets. The
format's achievements are even more
interesting when you consider the fact
that urban contemporary radio accounted
for less than five percent of the stations
on the FM band in the top 100 markets
measured in the 1986-87 Arbitron sweeps.

Looking from another angle, urban
contemporary radio is the
highest-performing of all formats in the
top 50 markets, based on an index that
reflects total (AM and FM) audience
share, divided by the number of radio
stations in each market. The urban
contemporary format garnered an index of
358, far outdistancing all-news, the
second-place format, which had a 207.
The question is: Is urban contemporary
radio black with white dots—or white
with black dots. The answer is...both. @

Overnight on AM--is it really
worth it? Good question! And one
that relates equally well to FM.
Twenty-four hour operation can
enhance a station's perceived
reliability by "being there"
whenever the listener tunes in...but in
most market situations, there is a
very small potential audience. Is
there is a lot of all-night industry in
your locality? Does the station have
a wide-area nighttime signal? Is
there potential for selling blocks of
time to all-night businesses, or
devising a "total audience" rate
which includes an occasional spot in
the all-night show?

Youth-oriented formats tend to
pick up some listening from the
regular audience during the all-night
period, but the only older audiences
are all-night workers and the
elderly who cannot sleep well. 1
certainly don't think it's necessary to
| 80 24 hours to avoid losing large

amounts of audience, but if I were

signing off each night, I'd try to do it

at1a.m. or later, and sign on at 5:30

a.m. or sooner, to take full advantage

of the audience flow and the way

ratings are structured.

a PD you are most responsible
for--the format consistency of the
station! The PD must build a team,
but often instead of a team the PD
winds up with cliques. Delegating in
a even-handed way can be helpful to
bulding and maintaining a team
spirit if it is done properly. It may
help your staff understand more of
what your job entails, too!

"Image liners"--what's hot and
what's not. How about the topicality
of the language in posted liners?
Surely they must speak in the
language of the listener, whatever
demographic or psycho-graphic they
may be in, or they will have the
opposite effect than desired. If the
question relates to industry
buzzwords, I have always found it
most profitable to define my
programming on the air in ways that
may be out of fashion within the
industry, but not with listeners. They
have no idea what is "in" among
imitative programmers. By avoiding
"what's hot in the industry,” you can
confound your competitors because
they won't understand what you're
doing--and they get unnerved when it
works! If they react to what you've
done without understanding why it
works, they may react in precisely
the wrong way, completing the
victory for your side. Plus, of course,
listeners frequently do recognize and
appreciate originality.

How about you? What are your
responses to these same questions?
The question about the advisability
of all-night operation was
particularly fascinating, I think,
because in the nine years I've been
writing this column, that question
has never come up. Apparently for
most people, doing so is one of the
necessities of the business, whether it
makes any sense from a business (or
programming) standpoint, or not. For
some stations, it's pointless--and for
others it truly is a necessity. What's
your experience? What do you think?
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By avoiding "what's hot in
the industry,"” you can 1
confound your competitiors |
because they won't 1
understand what you're |
doing--and they get |
unnerved when it works!
