Once again we turn back the hands cm 

time and get rewarded with shorter 
days and longer nights. To many this 
time honored tradition truly signifies 
the start of a new season. Besides 
causing the overnight air talent to put 
in an extra hour of playin the hits, the 
time change has a definite effect on our 
moods. Its always nice when music 
complements those changing moods, 
dictated in part by the environment. 
Check out some select gold titles that 
were giant hits during this time of 
year. Some new songs just seem right for 
this season. While great music is 
always great music any time of year, it 
never hurts to be sensitive to the 
changes Mother Nature brings and the 
resulting changes in the way we feel.

Making a bid to become one of the survivors in the cut -throat network 
business, the owners of United Stations have purchased a 20 percent 
chunk of Transtar Radio Network. Although management will remain 
separate, United Stations will take responsibility for selling spots for 
Transtar's 24 -hour programming and specials through its offices in New 
York, Chicago, Los Angeles and Dallas. 

Says Transtar President Terry Robinson: "This is an extremely 
beneficial arrangement. Not only are we able to consolidate the sales 
function in all the key marketplaces, but we are able to do so with one of 
the most successful sales teams is network radio--who now have a vested 
interest in Transtar's continued success." 

"It was and is important for the United Stations to be on equal footing 
with ABC and the Westwood One /Mutual/NBC conglomerate." says 
United Stations Executive VP /Programming Ed Salomon, noting that 
the deal gives United Stations a total inventory of about 2,000 30- second 
avails weekly. "There's no question now who the big three are," he 
asserts. 

Uncertainty on Wall Street and rising interest rates may be the only 
barriers to United Stations increasing its position in Transtar. Says 
Salamon: "It's a really good marriage. We do not have 24 -hour 
satellite- delivered programming, and Transtar has outstanding RADAR 
ratings with quality clearances that match the quality clearances we 
have." 

The same financial realities may mute the response from Westwood 
One, but the trend is evident: grow or die. "The network radio business 
has changed to a point where it's important to be strong," says Salamon. 
"It's going to be more and more difficult for smaller companies to get 
attention in the marketplace."

HOW TO LOSE FRIENDS 
AND ALIENATE PEOPLE 

Last week I experienced something 
truly extraordinary: I witnessed a major 
corporation completely alienate three 
customers within ten minutes. I think 
that's a noteworthy achievement, and I'd 
like to tell you about it because I think 
there's a lesson in it for all of us. 

At Logan Airport in Boston, there is 
an hourly air shuttle to New York City. 
People who take this shuttle are usually 
in a hurry. They often catch it on the run, 
same as a bus. The airlines are aware of 
this, or should be, anyway. On the even- 
ing in question, I hurried to the gate with 
my ticket and stood in line behind three 
people. Time: 6:10 p.m. The flight left at 
6:30. Plenty of time, I thought. Then I 
noticed a woman frantically running 
around our queue, saying, with a foreign 
accent, "My daughter just flew in from 
overseas. (The airline in question is an 
overseas carrier.) Please, how can I find 
out where she is ?" 

The ticket agent coolly told her to go 
to the end of the line and wait. "But all I 

want to know is what gate her flight came 
in on,' she wailed. The agent continued 
to ignore her. Finally, the somewhat 
frantic woman got the information by 
literally barging into another group of 
airline employees who were doing some 
paperwork behind the counter. Once she 
had the information, she stomped off 
cursing the airline and the ticket agent. 
Time: 6:15. 

At this point, there were only two 
people in front of me. A man, clearly 
from Great Britain, wanted to write a 
check for his $70 fare. He was told the 
airline would not accept a check without 
a major credit card, which he did not 
have. A loud and abrasive argument 
began, with the man hollering that he'd 
been told earlier on the phone that the 
airline would take a personal check, while 
two ticketing agents (a second one had 
joined in) insisted that regardless of what 
he was told on the telephone, "policy' 
would not allow them to accept a check 
without a credit card. The man was 
furious, saying he had to catch an 
international flight in New York City and 
did not have enough cash. Finally, he 
scraped together the money from his own 
pocket and that of a friend, paid the bill, 
and strode off roundly swearing never to 
fly the airline again. Time: 6:20 p.m. 

During the above melodrama, the 
woman standing in front of me was 
becoming increasingly agitated because 
two agents were involved in a seemingly 
endless argument with the English 
gentleman while we stood around 
fidgeting helplessly. Her palpable disgust 
at the airline was not alleviated by our 
ultimate mad rush to catch the plane. 

Ten minutes. Three angry alienated 
customers. Is that some sort of record? 
"So what ?" you may say. "It couldn't be 
helped." Well, I think it could. I've just 
finished reading a marvelous book called 
"Moments of Truth." In this slim volume, 
Jan Carlzon, president of Scandinavian 
Air Systems, tell us how he transformed 
SAS from a money loser to a money 
maker within one year, despite a Euro- 
pean economic recession that cost other 
airlines billions of dollars in revenues. 
How did he do it? By creating an environ- 
ment where business travelers flocked to 
SAS because the airline was so incredibly 
responsive to their needs for quick 
service, courtesy, comfort and punctu- 
ality. Carlzon created this environment by 
urging all SAS personnel to manage the 
dickens out of what he calls "moments of 
truth." 

Carlzon's philosophy is that such 
"moments of truth" occur every time an 
employee interacts with a customer. If 
that moment is positive for the customer, 
then the customer will be happy and 
continue doing business with SAS. If it is a 
negative, the customer will be inclined to 
take his business elsewhere. Carlzon's 
management philosophy is twofold: First, 
cut costs everywhere- except when it 
comes to those moments of truth. In fact, 
invest more in those. Thus, if SAS had 
been running that Boston -New York 
shuttle, you can bet that additional 
employees would have been available to 
answer questions quickly and courteously 
and to expedite the transactions with 
impatient customers waiting in line. 

The second part of Carlzon's magic is 
that employees are given a great deal of 
for positive moments of truth. Thus, if 
SAS had run that shuttle, you can bet that 
the ticketing agent would have had the 
authority to issue the English gentleman 
a ticket if she had found him trustworthy. 
At the very least, the agent or another 
alert employee would have quietly and

courteously taken the man to another 
spot to wrap up the discussion, so as not 
to spoil the moment of truth for the rest 
of us. 

At SAS, no manager has the power to 
interrupt an employee's handling of a 
moment of truth. If an employee makes 
an inappropriate decision, then the 
manager talks to him about it later. In 
fact, SAS employees are so well -trained 
and versed in the company's philosophy 
of providing the best service possible to 
the frequent business traveler that 
employee errors and misjudgments are 
rare. 

You still may be saying: "So three 
passengers got upset and angry. What's 
the big deal, anyway ?" It is a very big deal. 
The fact is that alienated customers cost 
firms a tremendous amount of money. In 
my next column, I hope to demonstrate 
to you that the airline, by alienating those 
three customers, actually stands to lose 
over $100,000. Not bad for ten minutes!

o borrow a phrase from "Somewhere Down The Crary River," take a picture of this: 
In 1962, when discos were discotheques, a mad "band" of blues -hungry Canadian 
and Southern musicians is fired from New York's Peppermint Lounge. The band goes 
on to back up Bob Dylan, later evolving into The Band -- spearheaded by 
guitarist /songwriter Jaime Robbie Robertson. 

Born in Toronto of Jewish and American Indian parents, Robertson's unique songwriting with 
the Band made him one of the few articulate spokesmen for rock n roll Americana. After the 
Band properly dis- Banded in 1976, Robertson deliberately walked away from music. 

In the eleven years between The Last Waltz and this, his first solo music project, he 
remained active in films, producing and acting in the critically acclaimed "Carney" and 
scoring and selecting soundtrack music for movies by his "best buddy in the world," director 
Martin Scorsese -- unofficially, for "Raging Bull" and officially for "The King Of Comedy." In 
between his own album's sessions, he collaborated on the incidental score music for "The 
Color Of Money" with the blues master Willie Dixon and legendary jazz arranger Gil Evans. 

We visited Robertson at his cozy two -room "workshop" tucked upstairs at a Santa Monica 
recording studio. Speaking with a hint of a Canadian accent, Robertson graciously 
elaborated on the birth and content of his nine -song masterwork LP which utilizes the talents 
of U2, Peter Gabriel, the BoDeans and other hand -picked contributors. 

The walls of his small control room are ornamented with guitars, amps and a mini -gallery of 
contemporary Native American art. At the center of the control room is a chair and a small 
table on which sits an antique lamp and a microphone windscreen. It was at this table that 
Robertson sat and sang the lion's share of the haunting vocals for his new album, simply titled 
Robbie Robertson. 

KZ: We understand this record was a year in the 
making. 
RR: I started a year ago last June and mixed it last 
July. During that year, I did the score for 'The Color Of 

Money.' I'd never scored a movie before in my life. 
Originally, it was going to take three or four weeks, but 
it ended up taking three months. 
KZ: How did you wind up getting involved in the 
"The Color Of Money" score 
RR: Martin Scorsese is my best buddy in the world. I 

came up with this idea and told him, 'If I were going to 
do this, which I can't, I would get somebody to write all 

the themes and melodies based on Chicago. Make it 
blues oriented, sleazy blues, poolhall music. Get 

someone to write the themes and get them to work with 

Willie Dixon, just for the authenticity of it. Then get Gil 

Evans to write the charts on it." Scorsese said, "Wow! 
That's a great idea. You have to do this thing." I said, 

'No, no. I'm making this album, Marty. I'm in the midst of 
it. I can't stop' He said, 'What am I supposed to do? 

Look in the Yellow Pages ?" I said, "I'd love to do it. To 

work with those guys would be an experience of a 

lifetime. But I have to do this album." He just ignored 
everything I said. He started talking about particular 
pieces. I would say,' Yeah Marty, but..." The next thing 
I knew, I was doing it. 

KZ: What was it like working with those legends? 
RR: I went to New York and worked with Gil Evans. 
Then I'd work with Willie and we'd write a thing to- 
gether. I'd play him some things and say, "Listen to this 

piece, Willie. Tell me how this feels' What you do with 
Willie Dixon is bring him in and whenever you're not 
sure about something, you just look over at him. If he 

gives you the nod, then you know you're right. 
Explaining this to the movie company was a little 
bizarre. They didn't understand this technique too 
much. It was fantastic. When I was in New York, I got 

together with Gil and I played him this album. He sat 
and listened. There were those chill bump moments. 
Every time he looked up, he'd give me one of those 
stares. He'd sit there like he was sleeping. Then some 
music would come up and he would react. He got it 

completely. 
KZ: How did you feel about music when you started 
making the new album after eleven years? 
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RR:1 think were all in agreement that there was a bit of 
a drought in music. Every once in a while there was 
good stuff going on, but them wasn't a feeling in the 
air. A little excitement here and there, not so much over 
artists, but for particular things artists did. I liked some 
things the Sex Pistols did. I liked some things Elvis 
Costello and the Clash did. But what I was finding was 
that a lot of people who were making music in this 
generation were not overly exciting to me. It made me 
think, "I don't want to do that. I don't want to just chum 
it out like 'This is your duty --do a record and go do a 

tour.'" That was the reason I did The Last Waltz. It was 
a relief. I liked the idea of stepping away and 
disappearing, changing colors for a while. I didn't know 
whether I'd ever feel like doing this again. Then I got 
some ideas. I heard some sounds in my head. I thought, 
'Maybe there's something coming. I don't know for 
sure' Then time went on and it got closer and closer. 
Then I got this workshop set up here. I could come and 
think about ideas and songs. Then all of a sudden I 

started to think, "I'm in a mood. I'm gonna stir up some 
dust. It's going to be a wholehearted effort and I've got 
something in mind' As I wrote the songs, I got more and 

more excited. Then I started feeling the right 
feelings- -anger, helplessness, all those things that make 
you do good work. But mainly that fire. All right, all 

right. Now we're talking. Now we're ready to step up to 
the plate. 
KZ: Didn't you have that feeling when you were 
working on "Raging Bull" and "King Of Comedy"? 
RR: No. Marty asked me to work on source music in 

"Raging Bull "King Of Comedy" was an experiment we 
had in mind. It didn't call upon me to bring thunder out 
of my soul. It was just doing some good work. I'm a 

movie bug, but complementing movies is not what I want 
to dedicate my life to. 
KZ: You were also contemplating acting? 
RR: I did 'Carney" as an experiment. After that I 

worked with several other film projects, but I started 
bowing out of them one by one. I was just not passion- 
ate about it. You get this call and someone says, "We 

want to hire you to wear these clothes, say these lines 
and stand over there." I understand the art and some 
of these roles were okay, but I would end up saying, "I 

don't know if this means that much to me. Maybe this is 

somebody else's story." 
KZ: What brought you to the level of your new 
album? How did the new album get so advanced as 
opposed to a bluely, Band -like album? 
RR: This is what I feel like now. I wanted to write these 
things. I wanted to declare these points of view. I 

wanted these sounds. I wanted that timeless quality. I 

didn't buy into any of the obvious techno- things, yet the 
record sounds modem. It makes me feel good. I know 
in my heart it's all very real. I didn't change that much. I 

feel like I'm just continuing to write this American 
mythology thing I've always been obsessed with. It's 
just a continuation of that. I just don't have that "Band' 
to play with now. I'm just using my imagination to do 
what I think works for my music now. It was not a great 
conscious effort to figure out how to bring this up to 
date. 
KZ: How is it different being on your own rather 
than being a bandleader? 
RR: It's a different position. Now instead of writing on 
behalf of a band or something, I don't have to take that 
into consideration anymore. Is this too indulgent for me 
to be writing this for these people to present? Now I'm 
on my own and confronting different emotions. 
KZ: It's eerie. I can hear Rick Manuel and Rick 
Danko's voices on this record. 
RR: It has a lot to do with the Band while writing the 
songs. When you write the songs, it's not just the 
chords and the melody and the words...it's the attitude 
and the sound, too. When I would express it to the 
other guys, I would tell them how to get the right feel- 
ings from those lines. A lot of times they would do their

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version of what you're doing. The Band would interpret 
it. That's why you still hear those traces. On one song, 
"Sonny Got Caught In The Moonlight," Rick Danko 
does sing harmony with me. It was a last- minute thing. I 

did it while we were mixing in Bearsville. I was going to 
do it myself. Then I thought,'l've done this on the 
record. I did it on 'Broken Arrow' and 'Somewhere 
Down The Crazy River.'" I wanted another sound. I 

called Rick and asked him to do it. It made me feel 
good just to hear that sound of the voices together. 
KZ: "Sweet Fire Of Love" has that Band vocal 
arrangement style. There's that relay of vocal parts... 
RR: ...where some voices go to the note right away 
and others trail behind. Instead of everybody singing 
like Crosby, Stills, Nash and Young, it's like "You go to 

it, then you follow, and you're like an echo ora shadow. 
Don't try to sing it tight. Try to get a little behind it all 

the time.' It's sadder. Sometimes it was just heart- 
breaking to hear it done like that. When it was done 
real tight, it made me uneasy. It sounded manufactured- - 
like we didn't do it with our heart and soul. 
KZ: Was that a concept you started? 
RR: It's stuff we took from timeless old Americana, like 

shapenoting and old harp singing. Oh my God, I can see 

the ghosts. I can feel these tremors around these 
people when they sing. There's a light shining. When I 

would hear the other things that were real slick, I didn't 
get any of that feeling from it. We would draw upon 
everything that had been handed down to us. It was 
like a gift. That's what the Band did. 
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KZ: Does "Somewhere Down The Crazy River" carry 
on your fascination with American mythology? 
RR: Absolutely. Were talking about a place we all 

know is out there somewhere in the country. Some- 
where in this country is a town just like this. Its hot and 

its thick. There are sounds in the night you don't 
understand. But you deal with them. I just drew from the 
experiences when I first went down South. When I first 
went to West Helena, Arkansas, from Canada, there 
was a place everybody went to late at night after 
everything else was closed. It was called Nick's Cafe, 
and that's where I got this idea. It was too hot, so 
people would go down and sit by the levee. You'd hear 
them singing. Down the river, you could hear this 
sound --a harmonica or the sound of the river, or 
somebody crying. You didn't know what it was. But it 
influenced me in the way I perceived music. It hit me at 
such a young age. I was in New Orleans a couple of 
years ago and it helped build this overall picture to me. 
"Somewhere Down The Crazy River has to do with 
just talking about this place. Maybe we've never been 
there ourselves, but we know its out there. It does 
exist. All these places are somewhere out in the 
shadowland of America. I took the part of being the 
storyteller of the shadowland. As I would go around, I 

would pull these stories out of the earth from these 
different locales. This was one of the things I had in 

mind when I started to make this record. American 
mythology does exist. Somebody needs to start writing 
it. It isn't all just make believe. Its very real. 
KZ: And that was the same impulse which led you to 
"Carney'? 
RR: It was a piece of Americana. Someone's got to tell 
this story. When I was a kid, I worked in a carnival a 

little bit. It affected me so much. I was fascinated and 
scared to death. "What do these people do back 
there? You don't talk to this one. This guy seems like a 

nice guy, but don't trust him." There was this whole 
game going on with these people. "Hey kid, come here. 
Let me see that watch. I got a watch just like that...Can 
I see that watch for a minute ?" I've always talked about 
carnivals in songs and I just wanted to tell the story. 
KZ: "Acadia Driftwood" is one of my favorite Band 
songs. 
RR: I felt a parallel to the story in that song. It's a story 
of people who lived in Canada. They got lost 
somewhere and I felt very touched by this whole thing. 
A war happens, then it's not your home anymore. A lot 
of these French people drifted down the Mississippi 
River and became this Cajun population. It's beautiful 
and very mysterious. I wanted to tell the story in a little 
epic song. It was an experiment. But over the years, a 
lot of people have said that to me. The last people in 
the world I would think would like it --very happening 
English record producers. 
KZ: "lt Makes No Difference" is another favorite 
Band song. 
RR: Its one of my favorites too. 
KZ: How could you step back and let somebody else 
sing a song like that? 
RR: But that's what made it the Band! If I had written, 
sung, and played the guitar solos, it would have been 
Robbie and the Band. That's not how we started out. It 

was a workshop concept. You make this, I make that. 
You fix this, we do that. We'd put it all together and it 
works out. Everybody does their thing. Everybody 
feels just as strong as the next guy. I was into this thing 
of writing the songs and saying, "Okay, here's what's 
going to happen. You come in singing here. Then when 
it gets to this line, you come in singing here. Then you 
come in with him. Then you drop off and the high voice 
will come over here." I was into directing these ideas. I 

was in a director mode. 
KZ: When was "Fallen Angel" recorded for the new 
album? 
RR: It was the first song I recorded. I got this mood of

the song and I started writing ideas to it. They were 
very mythical ideas. As I started writing the song, I 

didn't understand what things were working for me. As 

it went along, I realized I was writing about Richard 
Manuel (the late piano player for the Band). When it hit 
me, it knocked me over. I could feel what I was writing 
about. It was the kind of song you put off until you have 

to face it. It was very hard to work on too. One day I'd 
be fine, then the next day I was just hopeless. 
KZ: "Broken Arrow" is my favorite track. 
RR: I did that with Peter Gabriel after he did the 
background vocals on 'Fallen Angel.' We were in- 
spired and we cut that track. I played guitar and sang 
and he programmed this little high hat and tambourine 
part and played these keyboards. It was a very 
emotional track. Then I came back and put on the bass 
and the drums. 
KZ: It's hard to describe the sound of your album. 
Daniel Lanois produced it, but It doesn't sound like 
a U2 or Peter Gabriel album. 
RR: I talked to a lot of producers. As I spoke to people, 
I thought, "Am I going to listen to this person? Am I going 

to care what this guy has to say?" I cared what Daniel 
had to say. He's extremely emotional. He's from 
Hamilton, Ontario. He wasn't one of those guys in the 
control saying, "It's comin' along guys. A couple more 
times, I think we'll have it." He was out there sweating. 
He wasn't ordering coffee. Not having a band, I wanted 
to have the privilege of taking things too far. 
KZ: How spontaneous was your "Sweet Fire Of Love" 
session with U2? 
RR: It was pretty spontaneous. I had a few ideas on this 
little cassette of a guitar thing I played with a tom -tom. 
That was it. But there was something to it. We played it 

for the guys, and they said, "Let's go." 
KZ: Did you expect that to happen? 
RR: I didn't expect anything. These guys were still 
finishing up The Joshua Tree. They couldn't have been 
more righteous about it. We started from scratch and 

we built and built. I had scraps of paper with some 
ideas. As I'd be going along, Bono would be looking at 

my pad with stuff written on it. He'd say, "This is a 

fantastic thing, and you have to get this in there 
somewhere." We cut the song over a period of a few 
hours and it was twenty-two minutes long when we 
recorded it. We were trying different ideas and 
structure. We were mixing worlds together. They're i 
nto the whole thing of roots. They wanted to do 
something in that kind of vein. They thought it would be 
a worthwhile experiment. Would it crash or would it fly? 
It was melting together nicely. We got brave, starting 

with nothing and building, coming back down then 
kicking into guitars talking back and forth. It had a 

futuristic blues element with this Irish world and this 
Americana world. We tried to make them fit together. 
KZ: Whose idea was it to use U2? 
RR: When they were playing on the Amnesty tour, I met 
them with Daniel Lanois. We were just talking about 
musical ideas. Then Daniel said, "I think we should 
pursue this. We should try this experiment." When he 
went back to work with U2 and I went to do the Color 
Of Money, he called me and said he discussed it with 
the guys and they wanted to do it. We cut these two 
things together and it was a great musical experience. 
KZ: It's amazing when creatively artistic bands like 
U2 become mass appeal successes. 
RR: What are we doing in this business? What do we 
thrive on? What makes us get up in the morning and 
say, "This is worthwhile." It's like the difference be- 
tween those movies you go to and you get a couple of 
laughs out of them. Then you go see "Raging Bull" and 
you never get over it as long as you live. That's the 
difference in our lives. Something has to matter. That's 
what Gil Evans said. Here's this orchestra and we're 
working and writing. Finally one of the musicians says, 
"Hey! What do you call this stuff?" Gil looks up and 
says, "What's the matter with you? It's spiritual!" Then 
he goes back to writing. We were talking about a 

change. He said, "We have to know, does it matter? 
Does it make any difference?" It's such a little thing but 
it's very large too. People work on minute things. Then 
they say, "Oh, we got it now." But it doesn't matter at 
all. What goes on inside us matters and makes a dif- 
ference. 
KZ: Didn't you produce an album one time for Neil 
Diamond? 
RR: He talked to me about producing, and I said I didn't 
know where to start. They kept thinking I was holding 
out for money or something. Finally I got this 
connection --a crossroads in our past. We both went to 
Tin Pan Alley, to the Brill Building when we were kids. I 

went when I was fifteen. I met Leiber and Stoller, Pomus 
and Shuman, Otis Blackwell and all these people. Neil 

wanted to be one of those writers. So we built the ideas 
on the death of Tin Pan Alley around Beautiful Noise. I 

thought it was the last thing people would expect me to 
do. It appealed to me for that reason. It gave me an 
opportunity to experiment with a lot of things I didn't do 

with the Band. 
KZ: Will you ever put a band together again? 
RR: The idea of playing certain select things which 
would feel special would make me rise to the occasion. 
I don't know exactly what I'll do. 
KZ: Bob Clearmountain said your record was the 
best he'd ever worked on. 
RR: We had been mixing songs and he said, "Boy, they 
just keep getting better." Finally one day, he came 
bursting out of the studio and said "This is the best 
album I've ever worked on in my life' There was this 
guy from Rolling Stone and he said, "Excuse me, can 

we talk about this for a minute? What about Bruce 
Springsteen and all these other people you've worked 
with ?" He said, "I like what they're doing, too." Then the 
guy from Rolling Stone asked, "But you're going to lose 
work talking like this' He said, "No. They hire me for 
what I do, not for what I say." I was glad he enjoyed it 
and got into it. It wasn't easy catching up on all of this 
stuff. Once he caught up, he was excited and worked 
real hard. There was a lot of experimenting done duri- 
ng the mixing. It wasn't just a matter of having a few 
tracks, putting up the faders, putting on a little echo 
and we got it. Not at all. It was painting pictures. You 
see washes of things that come and disappear. I had 
this whole idea of things coming at you and then going 
by you...movement and moving pictures. 
KZ: Take a picture of this. 
RR: Yeah. (laughs)

LIP SERVICE 

Ihave known my fellow columnist 
Tony Richland for a long time. Since his 
sense of humor has always taken 
precedence over his record promotion, I 

have often wondered how he makes a 
living. However, in response to my 
August 7th column on music research, 
Tony sent me a serious comment. Not 
only that, it's on a subject the late Bill 
Gavin felt strongly about, and one I'm 
also in complete agreement with. Ever 
wary of the lurking bon mot, I reprint his 
note: 

"As a record junkie, I'm familiar with 
thousands of records from eras past. 
Why is it then that I find myself regularly 
frustrated at trying to figure out what the 
hell I'm listening to these days? The 
reason is the lack of back -announcing, 
and when I look at some of the high chart 
items in Gavin, I find myself wondering, 
'What is this ?' If it bugs me, in the busi- 
ness, its g,ó to be frustrating to layman. 
I'm trying to stay up with music, and 
radio wont let me. Just a thought -and 
one shared by a lot of people in and out 
of the business with whom I speak." 

Thank you, Tony. You're right -it isn't 
fashionable in radio these days to reveal 
what the records are. This strikes me as 
truly insane. Why do you think listeners 
listen to music stations? Dare I say it? 
The music! If the music matters enough 
to them to tune in your station, doesn't it 
make sense that they would like to know 
what music you are playing -- particularly 
the things they haven't heard before? For 
most listeners in all formats, the names 
of songs and artists are largely unknown, 
no matter how familiar or old they are. 
Most people are not music junkies, so 
telling them what you're playing when it's 
not new makes sense, too. 

Supposedly rational programmers 
have told me it's a drag for listeners to 
hear titles of records they already know. 
This is absurd. The same reasoning would 
indicate it's a drag for listeners to hear 
lyrics they already know --or DJ names, 
call letters, or the correct time. And for 
those stations that self -righteously 
respond, "Well, we tell them the artists," 
it's time for you to do a little research to 
discover how many real people recognize 
an artist by sound alone -and how many 
will put up with a dull record by a familiar 
artist in preference to an interesting 
record by an unknown. 

One point I've attempted to make 

before is that telling your audience what 
you're playing also has a subliminal 
effect of telling the audience that the 
music matters to your station. If you play 
music without comment, it sounds like 
you don't care about it-you're only doing 
it to get listeners. By announcing the 
records, you give your station a positive 
music position. 

Certainly, if only one announcement is 
used, the back -announce is more 
important, but a brand -new, unfamiliar 
record needs a pre- announce for 
maximum listener impact. I have yet to 
encounter a listener in 26 years of radio 
who objects to hearing what a song is, 
fore and aft. On stations for which I have 
responsibility, that is always the standing 
policy. 

For those too timid to counter the 
current programming trends, consider 
this: Do you believe a live air staff has an 
edge over an automated station? With 
continuous carts and network inserts, 
automated stations can give the current 
time, news and weather. They can rotate 
their music with mindless precision and 
inject eternal enthusiasm into tired 
liners. What they seldom do is announce 
the music. If you have an air staff, use it 
to your advantage! 

From the record companies' 
standpoint, not announcing the records 
makes it very hard to break new records. 
Radio folks are prone to say, "It's not my 
job to sell records," and often give only lip 
service to the hard fact that unhealthy 
record companies can't release the 
records that radio needs to delight its 
audience. But for the reasons listed 
above -and maybe some others I haven't 
thought to include -it's in radio's own self 
interest to announce the damn tunes! 

Some of radio's highest ratings go to 
Casey Kasem and his colleagues as they 
count 'em down. These programs are 
based entirely on the principle that the 
music matters...that people want to know 
what the songs are, how they came to be, 
who does them and why and how popular 
they are. Think about it. 

Telling your audience what 
you're playing has a 
subliminal effect of telling 
the audience that the 
music matters to your 
station.

Football is a dumb, silly excuse for a sport. Think of it. A bunch of 
overgrown, steroided oafs throw themselves on top of each other, 
exhibiting no athletic ability whatsoever, unless big people mug- 
ging slightly less big people is an ability. The alleged "action" totals 
about two minutes of the sixty, the uniforms are stupid and all the 
players look alike. In fact, our old friend Johnny Magnus has a 
theory that the 28 teams don't really fly around the country each 
week. They simply stay in town and change uniforms every Sunday. FO O T 
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playing for a team named after the city where the team is located, 
although none of the players are from that city, and jump from 
franchise to franchise at the drop of a shifty lawyer's negotiations. 
Therefore, when William "The Washing Machine" Foonman 
performs his Neanderthal activities while employed by Chicago, 
the Chicagoans who've doled out 40 bucks for this charade roar at 
his every sickening act, but were he to be traded (i.e. slip out of his 
valid contract) and play against Chicago, the same "fans" would boo 
him as the thug that he is.

ROBBIE ROBERTSON (GEFFEN1 Today its a rare bird 
that transcends all the format pigeonholing and 
airplay expectations to which we subject music. 
Rather than listening, sometimes we do tend to treat 
music like abalone, pounding it into small bite -sized 
chewy bits. Musicians then receive that message, in 
turn feeding the monster what they hope it expects. 
Robbie Robertson's new album is this year's grand 
exception. After eleven years on the sidelines 
(busying himself mostly with film work), he brought 
forth an album that gives even your most jaded 
warrior a brand new perspective from which to judge 
music of the eighties. Songs like "Fallen Angel' are 
like paintings, presenting colors and emotions in an 
almost abstract structure. In this case, a sound or a 
state of mind is as important as a lyric line or a 
guitar lick. The depth of emotions explored on this LP 
is exemplified by "Sweet Fire Of Love," part of a 
22- minute composition cut in Dublin with U2. Though 
recorded and mixed in expansive detail, bare bones 
and frayed nerve endings are left intact, inciting (or 
even daring) the rest of rock n roll to re -enter a spirit 
of improvisation. By far my favorite track is "Broken 
Arrow," a song that whispers a quiet tonal simplicity. 
Here is an album that celebrates modernity while 
respecting the truths uttered to us by the hallowed 
masters. You pick your own masters. 

'BIRTH SCHOOL WORK DEAR-I.-GODFATHERS 
(EPIC -UK) Not that crash boom bang doesn't have a 

place in this office. Is this the title of the week or 
what? Godfathers sing about the cruel cycle that many 
call life. The song is caustic and abrupt. You can't get 
much more to the point than this.

"DEEP AND WIDE AND TALL" -AZTEC CAMERA 
(SIRE) Finally --the return of Aztec Camera and 
songwriter /guitarist Roddy Frame, who regroups 
with a fresh- sounding ring of positivity. The essence 
of the song lies in the guitar solo, a beautifkl 
acoustic swan dive surrounded by aggre, modern 
production. 

KICK -INXS (ATLANTIC) Kick is one of this yea 
strangest sequences by a major band you'll heall 
year. Finding all the best trax will require tracki 
the whole mutha as the gems pop up in some 
unusual places. For instance, "Tiny Daggers,' the 
final track, is a real closer. Unlike its name, Kick 
tends to swell and throb, climaxing during the 
album's final three songs .

As strong as "Rain 
In The Summertime; is, it's nearly upstaged by songs 
like "One Step Closer To Home," "Sheltef and 
"Rescue Me." In the past, The Alarm has been more 
than able to capture their fury as a live band ade- 
quately on vinyl. However, Hurricane is their most 
balanced release yet. While the songwriting gets 
more skillful, the performances aren't diluted. Like 
their neighbors U2, The Alarm has found a means 
ofexpression that's compatible with American air- 
waves. No one can ever accuse this band of not 
meaning business. They use peaks and valleys to wield 
a serious edge. I don't know if it's the water or the 
beer, but Eire has a knack for turning out quality 
hands.

LEARNING TO SKATE 

IN EIGHT EASY SITTINGS 

Two old friends found themselves 
working as morning men in the same 
market. These two guys were always 
putting each other on and even called 
each other on the air and disguised their 
voices. One Saturday, one visited the 
other when he was doing a remote, and 
said, "I see you slipped a little in the 
monthlies, my man." 

"You know my audience doesn't get 
the diaries when they used to," replied 
the guy who was working. "Since that new 
lady took over the postal route, the mail 
doesn't get there 'til way after lunch. By 
that time, they're off to the beach. By the 
way, what made you come see me on 
your day off ?" 

"Well," said his buddy," I have a cold 
and the doctor told me to avoid crowds!" 

Morning talents have become radio's 
star quarterbacks. Those who can throw 
the long "bombs" can practically name 
their price. What makes a great morning 
show? The talent has to be there, and so 
do the basics, like time checks, traffic, 
weather, etc. Good morning talents 
usually take a lot of phone calls, play 
some parody songs or bits and have good 
interaction with the other regulars on the 
show. Most great morning shows do a 
super job of relating to the town they're 
playing to. They know the market and 
can touch the people. They tend to carry 
on all morning and get into topical 
discussions about things their audience 
is into. 

Making this come off well every day 
requires a great deal of planning and 
pre -produced bits. Yet show prep is often 
last minute --as it should be. If something 
happens overnight, you've got to be right 
on it. This may mean staying up late at 
night and working with little sleep. 

The planning process can really be 
aided by a producer or assistant. One big 
problem, in even many large urban 
markets, is that budgets simply do not 
allow for a producer. I recently spoke to a 
winning morning man who confessed, 
"I've been paying my producer out of my 
own pocket so I can have a better show." 
As a result, his ratings have gone up, and 
he's about to go into a bigger market. 
He's taking his producer with him --and 

this time the station pays. 
A common complaint by morning 

people is that they feel restricted. One 
told me, "I'm pulling double digits now, 
but if they (the PD and consultant) would 
just turn me loose, I could really soar." I 
have had the duty of policing some 
strong morning shows in the past, and I 

can tell you it's not easy. But there has to 
be some structure or things will get 
completely out of hand. 

The 7:00 -8:00 hour has to be the 
strongest. That's the peak listening time, 
and the morning audience tends to tune 
in for shorter time spans, so you may 
have to repeat some material. Some 
songs, information and topical stuff can 
be re -run with some new twists. 

A lot of morning jocks tend to wing it a 
little too much. As a result, they are not 
consistent and tend to repeat bits, and 
that can affect ratings. Now that doesn't 
mean you have to script every show, or 
that you should never repeat yourself, 
but by the time you wing it through all 
your "A" material, the "B" stuff just 
doesn't fly. 

That doesn't mean you should be 
afraid to experiment. Just be sure to talk 
over your new ideas with your superiors. 
It's a lot easier defending something that 
may not work, or takes time to develop, if 
they know about it in advance. 

Hopefully, the further along your 
career gets, the fewer mistakes you will 
make. But there will always be a few 
things that could go better. It's only 
logical for someone who is trying hard to 
make some errors. Many set a feverish 
pace, moving through a tremendous 
amount of material in a short time. That's 
where a strong programmer can help. A 
regular critique or talent -development 
session is vital. If you have a drive to 
succeed, insist on some one -on -ones with 
your program director or operations 
manager. You both could learn from it. 
Don't measure yourself by what you have 
accomplished, but what you should have 
accomplished with your talent and 
ability. And remember too that it's 
difficult to inspire others to accomplish 
who you haven't been willing to try.

There are 
many sides to her musical make -up, and this super- smooth ballad seems 
just right for her about now. From sweet beginning to clever finish, it'll be 
weeks of heavy play before this one's forced off the air. 

HEART -There's The Girl (Capitol) 
Their hot streak has been amazing. You can't count too many weeks during 
'86 and '87 when Ann and Nancy haven't been in the top ten. Producer Ron 
Nevison knows exactly how to enhance their material, doing just that on 
this remixed single that makes it a custom package for Top 40 radio. 

THE BANGLES - Hazy Shade Of Winter (Columbia)
