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Many artists have sampled 
the good and bad aspects of 

success, but few as emphatically 
as Natalie Cole. Ten years after 

losing her father, Nat "King" 
Cole, to lung cancer, she released 
her own debut album, Inseparable, 

when she was twenty-five, 
winning three Grammy awards, 

and starring in her 
own TV special. 

After marrying producer 
Marvin Yancey and having a 
son, Robbie, she released six 
albums, all certified gold or 

platinum. Her next three LPs 
were less successful, and she 

ended her seven -year association 
with Capitol with The Natalie 

Cole Collection in 1981. That same 
year, she checked herself into a 

rehabilitation clinic for 
cocaine addiction. 

Eight months later, she 
re- entered the entertainment 

limelight, released another 
album, and assured interviewers 

she was drug -free. She wasn't, 
and after suffering a nervous 

breakdown, she asked her 
mother to take control of her 

finances before she did too 
much damage to herself. She 

went into another drug clinic for 
six months, then released the 
aptly titled, but unsuccessful 

Dangerous LP. In 1985, her 
ex- husband died of a heart 

attack at the age of 34, leaving 
her with a nine -year old 

son to raise by herself. 

Now things are beginning to 
look up for Cole. Everlasting, her 

debut album for Manhattan 
Records, has yielded a smash. 
The first single, "Jump Start," a 

Reggie Calloway production, 
skyrocketed to the top of the 
Urban Contemporary charts 

before crossing over to Top 40. 
Dennis Lambert lent his 

experienced touch to her current 
release, "I Live For Your Love," a 

slow, passionate ballad 
that shows the versatility of 

Nat Cole's daughter. 
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Betty Hollars: You originally wanted to be 
a doctor? 
Natalie Cole: I started off wanting to study 
internal medicine and gradually I moved 
over to child psychology. I've always wanted 
to work with people. 
BH: "I Live For Your Love" is such a 
passionate ballad, and your delivery and 
style are unnerving. What do you feel 
when you sing it? 
NC: I have to put myself into a different kind 
of attitude. It's somewhat spiritual to me. 
When we were recording it, I remember 
thinking to myself, 'How many women 
really have that kind of a relationship where 
they would really live or die for that person ?' 
In this day and age, there really aren't too 
many of those. If there are some people out 
there who can relate to that, I think it would 
be very special. 
BH: You've had more rebounds than Wilt 
Chamberlain. Is there a new Natalie 
Cole? Are your goals and aspirations 
different now than when you first started 
out in this business? 
NC: My approach is different. I'm making 
my own personal statement with every song 
I sing. Before, I got caught up in what was 
happening in the musical trends. I can't 
totally ignore that because of the business 
I'm in, but I don't have to be a total victim to 
it any more. I'm concentrating on holding 
on to my individuality. I try to love 
everything I do, whereas before I was doing 
a lot on remote control. I don't want to be a 
clone. I don't want to follow what everyone 
else is doing. When I was recording this 
album (Everlasting), I was saying, "God! 
Please let radio like these songs!" You never 
have any idea what they are going to do. 
BH: You feel your strength is the ballad, 
yet "Jump Start" was up- tempo. 
NC: For this first single I felt, along with 
Manhattan Records, that "Jump Start" was 
the perfect choice. I was very anxious to 
come with it because I thought it was a great 
summer song. There was so much energy to 
the tune when it was finished, that was what 
we wanted radio to hear. Even the 
video--there's no statement, no deep 
meaning. It's just a "Have a good time" 
song. 
BH: When (Capitol's) Joe Smith 
introduced you at the BRE conference, Joe 
Bullard of WANM in Tallahassee was 
singing "Jump Start My Heart" before your 
name was even announced. Everyone else 

around him joined in, even though the 
single hadn't been officially released yet. 
NC: It's been great to have a big hit right off 
and the publicity has been great. Radio did 
like it. 
BH: On the new album, you do one of 
your father's tunes, "When I Fall In Love." 
Is there an album planned of your father's 
songs for you? Or did you have to fight to 
get even this one on the album? 
NC: Not at all. There's absolutely an album 
coming. We're trying to get it in the works 
for next year. It's going to be at least a 
double album. For this particular selection, 
I wanted to set a precedent for the 
forthcoming project. I wanted to open the 
door and feel the people out -feel radio 
out -and see how they reacted. When the 
album comes out, I don't know how many of 
them will be contemporized like "When I 

Fall In Love." That was a very flexible song, 
where a lot of my father's songs are not. 
BH: What about the way you did 
"Unforgettable" in live performances, 
where you sing over the recorded tracks of 
your father's songs? Can we expect some of 
this on the album? 
NC: We could do that a couple of times. I've 
been doing it in my live shows where I do a 
tribute to my dad, about ten minutes long, 
and it's great. 
BH: What did your father think of rock 
and roll? 
NC: He didn't like it -did not like it at all --he 
was offended! 
BH: Where did the nickname "King" 
come from? 
NC: That was a name used back in the '40s 
when he first started. His first group was 
called Shorty Nadine. I think that was after 
his first wife. Then the second trio was called 
the King Cole Trio. I have pictures and my 
mom has pictures in the mid -'40s of him 
with a little crown. They would paint him 
with a little crown kind of tipped off to the 
side of his head. Even then, he was the king. 
I think the nursery rhyme, Old King Cole, 
made it really easy to remember- -and he 
carried it with him. A lot of people thought it 
was part of his name. 
BH: Did your father ever discuss fighting 
prejudice with you in his battles to get his 
songs on the radio? 
NC: No, I was much too young -I had no

idea what I was getting myself into! 
BH: If you had your father to turn to today 
for advice, what do you think he would 
tell you? 
NC: Oh, boy! One thing he would advocate 
would be to be myself. I think he would be 
glad I don't feel I have to sing the types of 
song that everyone else is singing, because 
that was one thing that stood out about him. 
He wanted to go his own way, he picked 
songs he liked, and there was no similarity 
between his songs and other people's songs. 
That was something he was very adamant 
about. I guess that part I got from him, he 
would have advised longevity. Pick songs 
that will last, rather than picking songs for 
the moment. 
BH: He certainly did that with his 
"Christmas Song." 
NC: That's right. He was the "king" of 
longevity on that tune. He was a balladeer in 
the rare form, in the sincerest form of the 
word. There aren't many who believed in the 
ballads like he did. It was almost like he'd 
been there because of the way he sang 
those lyrics. 
BH: You've described yourself in 
interviews as having a deep- rooted lack of 
self- esteem. Now you have a son who is a 
concern of yours- -how are you dealing 
with it? 
NC: Sometimes I feel I play a small part in 
that whole thing because I pump him up as 
much as I can and I try to be a good 
example to him. He is with me now a lot, 
and because he's an only child he may have 
a little less of a problem with it than I did. 
That may have had something to do with it. 
I'm not sure, but I'm leaning toward that 
fact because he's the apple of my eye! He's 
not a spoiled brat by any means, but he 
certainly gets all the attention. When he 
walks with me into a room, he feels really 
good to be with me, and can get very upset 
with me if I forget to introduce him. If I 
don't, sometimes on his own, he'll walk up 
and say "And I'm her son!" So I'm not sure 
yet if he has a problem with self -esteem --it 
doesn't sound like it, does it? 
BH: Not at all. Do you have 
advice for people like yourself 
who are in a constant 
limelight, whose fans expect 
them to be perfect and at 
their best at all times? 
NC: There's a sense of self that 
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NATALIE COLE .... 
you have to have and without that, you're 
headed for trouble like I had. I didn't have 
that, and consequently it did get me into 
trouble. When you start believing your own 
fantasy, you need to surround yourself with 
people who love you whether you ever sing 
another note or not! And that's hard to find! 
Hopefully you'll find it in your family, in 
those who knew you before you ever started 
singing. They will keep you grounded. Then, 
when it comes to working with business 
people, your management, your musicians, 
your crew, your entourage, these people you 
live with on a daily basis, especially when 
you're on the road, they will also have a 
sense of who you are. You're their friend as 
well as their employer. A lot of times being a 
woman and being the boss is not easy. Since 
I still have that people -pleasing thing in me, 
sometimes I come down too much. That 
allows people to take advantage of you. You 
have to keep the separation but at the same 
time allow yourself to be human. Allow 
yourself to make mistakes. You're always 
going to be criticized! You're either going to 
be too nice or not nice enough. The 
expectations are very high and the 
criticisms are numerous. And when the 
people who expect you to be perfect meet 
you, God forbid if they meet you on a bad 
day! You're supposed to be smiling all the 
time. You can't, but again, that honesty 
about yourself, it kind of prevades within the 
circle of folks that work with you. Whether 
it's radio people who meet you, or the 
general public, or people in business, just be 
human. I've met a lot of people who have 
said, "I didn't expect you to be so nice." 
BH: You've dealt with the deaths of the 
two men in your life -losing your father at 
such a young age, and then your child's 
father when he was only 34 years old. Can 
you tell us maybe one thing that stands out 
in your mind as helping you get through 
both of those tragic events? 
NC: When I think of those two people in 
particular, I have nothing but fond 
memories. So that tells me that the time I 

spent with them was quality time. I think 
that the only thing that has kept me from 
losing it totally is the Lord and the people in 
my life who have suffered and taken on that 
burden with me. They have lent their love 
and their support during those rough times. 
Our family was torn apart terribly by my 
father's death. We're just now beginning to 
come back in the fold with one another. My 
mother was deeply affected by it, I was 

deeply affected by it. Then I had my own 
personal problems -that didn't help. When 
I was starting to see some daylight, I lost my 
husband. Only because I'm the one in the 
public eye, does it look like I'm carrying it 
all. I'm not carrying this by myself by any 
means. I have quite a little batch of 
cheerleaders! (laughs) They are people who 
say, "You're the spokesman. You've got to 
carry the crown now as graciously as 
possible, as gracefully as possible." If it 
wasn't for them, I couldn't do it. 
BH: On the new album, is "More Than 
The Stars" the first thing you've written? 
NC: No, I've written several things dating 
back to the third album, "Unpredictable." I 
wrote two on that one and two on the next 
one. Sporadically, I do write things. There 
was an album called Don't Look Back that my 
husband and I wrote together, which was

BH: Do you have to be in the mood, or 
have an event happen in your life to sit 
down and write a song? 
NC: Not for me! I don't have a routine. I 

don't consider myself a writer yet because I 

don't put aside a time during the day to 
write. I'm not writing here at home, I'm 
writing out on the road. "More Than The 
Stars" was written on the road with my 
cousin Eddie Cole. It started in my hotel 
room, in, of all places, in Australia. The song 
is six years old! I find that I'm more 
motivated when I'm working 
BH: What about duets? "We're The Best Of 
Friends" with Peabo Bryson back in 1979 
was the last one we've heard from you. Do 
you have any coming up? 
NC: I did have the opportunity recently to 
do a duet with Ray Parker Jr. called "Over 
You." I think the next single he has out 
might be this duet, it's a Burt Bacharach 
tune. That's the first since Peabo Bryson. My 
album was really completed when we did 
this song, and by the time it was put 
together, it ended up on his album. I could 
be a two -edged sword. My song is out now 
and the duet will come out, so it's going to 
be interesting to see if it helps my song or 
hurts his song, or if they both do well. 
BH: Reggie Calloway produced "Jump 
Start." How did you hook up with the 
Calloway guys? 
NC: We would run into each other every 
now and then on the road when he was still 
with Midnight Star, and he had expressed, 
just in conversation, an interest in writing 
something for me. Apparently he and Jerry 
Griffith, who does A &R at Manhattan, were 
talking a good six months to a year before I 
ever went to the label of Reggie doing 

something for one of their artists. He called 
up when I signed with the label and asked 
to do a song. He came out from Cincinnati 
to L.A. and played just the chorus for "Jump 
Start " -- that's all he had. Jerry and I looked at 
each other and said, "Oh, we like it." 
The song was actually being put together 
while we were recording it. It took 
about three weeks. 
BH: I saw your TV show, "The Natalie 
Cole Special." If you were to take up 
acting to add to your list of 
accomplishments, would you lean toward 
drama or comedy, or would you go the 
inevitable route of a Broadway musical? 
NC: I like comedy. I'm really good at 
playing the straight man. This was actually 
told to me when Chuck Berry and I did a 
presentation at an award show and he was 
totally acting up and crazy. I was not 
expecting it, we were all dressed up and he 
was acting the fool, and I was flabbergasted. 
It came off like it was planned! It was the 
Image Awards and it was not televised that 
year, but a woman came up to me who was a 
casting director for comedy, and said, "If 
you ever decide to leave your singing career 
behind, call me. You are the funniest 
straight man of all time!" I look at Thelma 
Hawkins and Mel Carter, they play off of 
each other, and I can do that. Or Maude, 
you know, Beatrice Arthur - -I love her role, 
I'd love to do her part. She's very sarcastic, 
she plays down everything she does, and 
she's hysterical! 
BH: "Flabbergasted " --one New York critic 
wrote after your Avery Fisher Hall 
performance in '86, "Her staying power 
left the audience flabbergasted!" 
NC: I've never heard about that one. 
BH: What do you think it is you do to the 
audiences? 
NC: My mom was in the audience that 
night. I have been fortunate in that most of 
my reviews have been more favorable than 
not. Through the years, they have been very 
nice to me. "Flabbergasted" is a new word, 
though, because, the particular 
performance that night was George Benson 
and I. The first half we did our own material 
and the second half was a tribute to my 
father. It was a special night for me. Maybe 
I turned on a little more than I usually do. I

NEW KID ON THE BLOCK 

It d like to share with you an inspiring 
note that a new employee wrote to her 
colleagues at Southwest General Hospital 
in Cleveland: 

"Sometime or another we all have been 
the 'new kid on the block.' This time it was 
my turn as the 'new employee.' But to my 
amazement, all the butterflies stopped 
fluttering as I began to meet the new 
faces at Southwest General Hospital. 

"Each smile softened the jittering 
nerves. I was bubbling inside...Oh, and 
you know the uneasiness when you have 
to fill out all those forms -all those little 
squares to check and lines to complete. I 

was sure my fingers would not cooperate, 
knowing the anxiety I was experiencing. 
Of course, the courteous smiles and 
gracious personnel led me right through. 

Now with mop in hand, cleaning pro- 
foundly, I looked at the distinguished 
gentleman coming down the corridor. 
'Hello,' he greeted me humbly. To myself, 
I thought, 'I like it here- -I might be the 
new employee, but I've been accepted.' 

"After orientation, most of the topsy- 
turvy settled, I want to say hats off to all of 
Southwest General for making the 'new 
employee' welcome. And to that distin- 
guished gentleman -- Thanks, Mr. L.J. 
Schurmeier. If I had known I had been 
greeted by the President of Southwest 
General Hospital, I might have spilled my 
mop water that day!" 

Shirley Barker, the author of that letter, 
is a housekeeper at Southwest General 
Hospital, and I think her words are a 
lesson for all of us. 

How do you treat new employees - 
managers as well as non -managers? Do 
you go out of the way to make them feel 
welcome? Do you inquire as to their 
problems and questions? Do you help 
them cope with the paperwork and 
bureaucracy? Do you tell them "how 
things really work around here- -that is, 
what they can do and whom they should 
see to get things done quickly and 
efficiently? 

Or are they just left to fend for 
themselves? 

"Not my responsibility," some might 
say. I could argue against that from an 
ethical standpoint, but I also believe 
there are compelling business reasons for 
helping the new kid on the block, 
regardless of whether you're that "kid's" 
peer or superior. 

For one thing, work in firms today is 
increasingly teamwork. The more quickly 
you can integrate the new employee into 
the team, the more productive your team 
will be, and the more satisfied you're 
going to be. Secondly, some recent 
research indicates that effective mana- 
gers create informal "networks" with 
people at all levels throughout the 
organizations. These networks provide 
the manager with resources, support and 
help (and vice versa, of course). The 
networks are vital for skirting the 
bureaucracy in order to get things done 
quickly and efficiently. The new kid on the 
block will remember your helpful 
overtures and will no doubt repay them in 
kind. Why not create a new network with 
the new employee, regardless of the 
department he or she is in? Do it for your 
own self- interest, if nothing else. 

If you're a senior manager, going out of 
your way to help a Shirley Barker is a 
wonderfully symbolic statement about 
the kind of shop you're running, and don't 
think other employees won't notice. 
Making sure that all new employees go 
through a comprehensive and supportive 
orientation program is another good idea. 
A good orientation program should 
educate the new employee about the 
organization and its history, why it's 
special and unique and what its strategic 
distinction is. The orientation process 
should also explain the new employee's 
job and how it fits into the department 
and organization as a whole. A good 
orientation program should inspire the 
new employee to be proud of working in 
your organization. Most orientation 
programs are too brief, too narrow (a few 
basic policies and formal personnel 
issues) and not particularly "warm." 

I would also recommend that new 
employees can be useful "consultants" 
for senior managers. New employees 
come into your organization with fresh 
perspectives. Why not make it a point to 
ask them some questions after they've 
been on the job for a couple of weeks? For 
example: 

"What's it like to work here ?" 
"From your perspective, what could we 

do better around here ?" 
"Have we fulfilled your expectations of 

this job ?" 
"Do the things you have learned in the 

orientation program jibe with what you

actually experience on the job ?" 
If you're a senior manager in a small 

group, talk to each new "consultant" 
individually. If you have a larger shop, 
pick people randomly, or hold periodic 
focus groups. Don't rely solely on 
questionnaires. They won't give you the 
kind of feedback you get from face -to- 
face encounters. Those face -to -face 
encounters also make an important 
symbolic statement to the new 
employees. 

So make that new kid feel welcome. 
You'll all benefit. Besides, one day that 
new kid may be you. Wouldn't you like to 
be treated the same way ?

THIS IS NOT A TEST 

In some parts of the country, winter 
has already arrived in force. If a local or 
regional emergency strikes, is your station 
prepared to activate the EBS (Emergency 
Broadcast System)? EBS is not just for 
wartime conditions, you know. Many 
stations activate it every year, when a 
severe storm, earthquake, conflagration, 
flood or other life- threatening condition 
occurs, and emergency information is 
needed by the people of the area. 

To activate the system, it is merely 
necessary to announce that you are doing 
so, stating why, and sound the EBS tone. 
The tone burst (about 27 seconds long) 
alerts any other stations that may be 
monitoring you by turning on an 
automatic receiver and putting your 
programming on a speaker. Various 
emergency agencies have such 
receivers -as do some private citizens, 
although I don't understand why 
consumers can buy an inexpensive 
weather radio with this feature at Radio 
Shack, but not AM and FM receivers 
equipped in this way. It seems to me a 
feature of great potential value, 
particularly in tornado areas where an 
emergency can arise within minutes or 
even seconds. 

So...is your staff informed as to the 
procedure in calling an EBS situation? 
Are scripts and carts available for this 
purpose? A station can handle an 
emergency without calling an EBS 
situation, and can continue running ads if 
it wishes, but is not freed from various 
FCC rules as is the case when the 
condition is called. 

The FCC regulations most often 
broken in an EBS situation are those 
limits on AM daytimers, or those with very 
weak nighttime signals. This may be done 
legally for as long as the EBS situation is in 
effect, but no commercials can be run 
during EBS operation by any station. EBS 
operation must be fully logged, and as 
soon as the condition is terminated, a full 
explanation must be sent to the FCC with 
all details of the operation. Any station 
may, on its own authority, declare an EBS 
condition, and commence operations 
under EBS provisions, but if the reason is 
frivolous, the station faces a certain repri- 
mand and fine. The FCC will usually not 
second -guess a station's judgment, if 
there appears to have been good reason, 
even when subsequent events do not 
seem to justify it. 

In the event of a national war -oriented 
EBS system, of course, your news teletype 
will bring you the news. The sealed 
envelope of code words from the FCC, 
when checked by date against the code 
words on the teletype message, will verify 
or cancel the alert message. Stations are 
expected to go immediately to EBS 
operation and stand by for word from the 
president -although when an authentic 
national EBS alert was mistakenly called 
15 years ago (somebody at NORAD put 
on the wrong teletype tape), most stations 
ignored it. Be aware that even if the 
message is a mistake, if it checks out as 
authentic using the authenticator words 
in the envelope, you are expected to go to 
EBS operation immediately. Is your staff 
aware of the envelope? Do they know 
where it is and how to use it? We hope 
and pray we'll never need it, but it's there 
for a purpose. Knowing and responding 
correctly to the EBS requirements is a 
mandatory duty of every station, and your 
license is on the line if you don't! 

Getting back to the very real possibility 
that your station may be called on for EBS 
service during a local or regional natural 
disaster, are you and your staff familiar 
with how the regional EBS network is set 
up? Although FM and TV stations are 
able to provide EBS service to the public if 
needed, in the official plan, at least a few 
of these stations have an important 
secondary role --as audio relay for AM 
stations operating in a regional emergen- 
cy. These networks are set up for each 
state or region, with every station 
supposedly aware of not only what station 
to monitor for the weekly EBS test 
(reception of which must be logged), but 
also what FM or TV station to monitor for 
this network feed. Each station is 
mandated to have equipment sufficient 
to receive the designated network relay 
system and to put it on the air imme- 
diately if needed. Is your station able to 
do that? If not, you risk a fine -and public 
censure if you prove inadequate in a 
crunch. 

If your station does come through for 
the public in an emergency, you will enjoy 
ratings and business results tht no money 
could buy for years to come. You have a 
lot to lose if you and your staff are not 
ready when the time comes!

A VERY SPECIAL CHRISTMAS (A &M) 
Here's a Christmas record that feels like a roller coaster 
ride. I know you're just getting over Halloween and getting 
around to Thanksgiving, but this one the Cecil B. DeMille 
of Christmas records. The likes of Bon Jovi, John 
Mellencamp, Eurythmics, Bob Seger, Bryan Adams, 
Whitney Houston, Madonna, Alison Moyet, Stevie 
Nicks, Bruce Springsteen, The Pretenders, U2, Sting 
and Run DMC are awash in holly, sleigh bells and 
Christmas spirit. A side benefit is that all proceeds from 
this all -star bash go to the Special Olympics. Highlights 
include RUN DMC rapping Christmas style. Bob Seger 
"pa- rum- pa -pum- pumping" is a hoot as well. You can't lose 
with this package. The New York Times called it the best 
Christmas album in 25 years. I'd rank this one up there 
with Father Phil Spector's classic package. 

CHARACTERS -STEVIE WONDER (MOTOWN) 
Stevie's still on a stone cold digital groove. His new album, 
Characters, still has a sense of the old ultra -violence when 
it comes to songs like "Dark 'N' Lovely" and "Cryin' 
Through The Night' Instrumentally, he's still playing 
solitaire inside his electronic solitude. Elsewhere on this 
new album, Stevie Wonder explores Synclavier, using 
techniques of happy and anguished melody. His world 
seems to be a tight inner circle of one man's ideas. And 
while sometimes one would welcome a little more input 
from the outer world, it's still fascinating to hear music 
from this mind. Obviously technology has a role in making 
such a talent completely self- contained, but do remember 
that it's the human touch that Stevie Wonder has on the 
end of his fingertips that sets him apart from a hundred 
producers with the same hard and software.

"SAY YOU WILL " -FOREIGNER (ATLANTIC) 
Though they are commonly Album Radio associated, 
Foreigner has been a favorite singles band of mine. "Say 
You Will does nothing to dispel that status. It is true to the 
high- crafted standards Mick Jones has been known for. 
With virtually all the big name projects already out there, 
Foreigner should slice through with even wider impact. 

PIERCE TURNER 
"WICKLOW HILLS " -PIERCE TURNER (BEGGARS 
BANQUET /RCA) 
A taste from an intriguing solo album by Pierce Turner of 
the Major Thinkers. Turner, a transplanted Irishman now 
living in New York, once released an odd funk ditty that 
caught the ear of street corner break dancers and, of all 
people, Cyndi Lauper. Since, Cyndi has become a star 
while Turner has put together his record co- produced by 
Philip Glass. There's even a cover of The The's 
"Uncertain Smile." "Wicklow Hills" is a shuffle -beat "up" 
debut from an album that sounds even better with every 
roll of the tape.

CLOUD FACTORY -O POSITIVE (LINK) 
"Talk About Love" is grabbing number one requests at 
WFNX according to Bruce McDonald. We are fans of the 
Positives from thei - Throbbing Lobster days. As guitars 
strum along hypnotically, the overall groove is power 
texture. 0 Positive is an inventive guitar band. This five 
song EP is a nice update as to what the band is currently 
into. Call Link at 212 -334 -9556. Hey, isn't that Andy 
Kipnes' number? . 

THIS IS SOCA (SIRE] 
So this is Soca, which I assume stands for South Carribean 
or something like that. Like the opening track asks, "Are 
you ready for a brand new discovery?" Calypso has been 
rocking the islands since the jazz era began. However this 
collection (comprising one disc by David Rudder with 
Charlies Roots and a sampler by other artists) is a

U2 CAN SCRUB BUSES. A lot of folks have 

asked about the U2 /Graffiti incident that's 
been blown a little out of proportion. It all 
started with a free concert performed 
November 10 in San Francisco in front of the 
Vaillancourt Fountain in Justin Herman 
Plaza. During the course of their 50 minute set, 
Bono Hewson spray- painted "Stop The 
Traffic, Rock 'N' Roll" on the side of the 
fountain /sculpture erected by Toronto artist 
Armand Vaillancourt. This action incensed San 
Francisco Mayor Dianne Feinstein, who has 
headed up a 24 month anti- graffiti program. 
Subsequently a misdemeanor citation was 
served to Bono on the eve of their Oakland 
Stadium per- formances. U2's next move was to 
present the artist, Armand Vaillancourt 
onstage. Armed with a roller and paint, 
Vaillancourt "altered" U2's Joshua Tree motif 
stage with an array of graffiti. Bono's contention 
was that his original act was an artistic state- 
ment rather than an act of vandalism. 
Unfortunately he was unaware of how per- 
vasive a problem graffiti is to those who ride 
public transportation. A hearing has been 
scheduled for early December. Bono was the 
346th person cited this year on graffiti 
vandalism charges. If found guilty, he could be 
subject to either a $500 fine or wind up 
scrubbing buses where the streets have no 
names.

The Alarm re- ignite, sporting significant gains. 
But once again, the most talked about album is 
Sinead O'Conner's. Let there be no doubt that 
this artist is for real. It's very seldom that a 
debut album breaks the top 10 and she's 
drawing raves from: Jim Keller, KJET- Seattle, 
James Lien, WTUL -New Orleans ( "getting 
lots of calls "), Ivar Hamilton, CFNY- Toronto

MAX EIDER (Big Time) 
A few years ago it looked like the sophisticated 
acoustic jazz flavored rock of the Woodentops, 
Everything But The Girl, The Jazz Butcher 
et al. was going to take the Alternative scene by 
storm. Like any trend, it wasn't the avalanche its 
advocates touted, nor a mere snowflake as its 
critics retorted. Jazz Butcher exile Max Eider 
obviously has an appreciation for musical 
subtlety, on cuts like "It Has To Be You" and 
"Raking Up Leaves." But some- where inside 
him lives a raging character, not unlike John 
Belushi in Animal House when he smashed 
the acoustic guitar over the wimp's head. 
Tracks like "Rosemary," "My Other Life," "Quiet 
Lives" and "Let Somebody Down" are torrid 
examples of the fireball that exists inside him. 
Escape From Noise - 
NEGATIVLAND (SST) 
I remember almost driving off the road from so 
much laughter when I first heard Negativ- 
land's demo tape on KUSF two years ago. I was 
struck by their cynical and funny lyrics about 
suburban life backed by high -tech synthesized 
sounds. Negativland create a theater of the 
mind with their modern tales, almost like the 
Firesign Theatre meets Laurie Anderson 
pro- duced by Trevor Horn. The first track, 
"Announcement," is a hilarious spoof of the 
over -researching by radio programmers, and 
the cuts "Michael Jackson" & "Escape From 
Noise" continue the music industry theme. 
"Sycamore" is a parody of real estate develop- 
ments, and "You Don't Even Live Here" takes a 
surreal look at grass -roots community protests. 
'The Playboy Channel" and "Christianity Is 
Stupid" are other enter- taining songs, and the 
imaginative "Time Zones" is my favorite with it's 
Soviet Union theme presented in a radio talk - 
show format. Definitely one of 1987's most 
adventurous projects. I'd love to see a live multi- 
media performance of the album.

RIGHT FROM THE START 

This column is dedicated to the 
"virgin programmers" -those who are 
programming for the very first time, who 
may just have moved up from assistant 
PD or music director. 

While there are many differences 
among stations, markets and people, 
there are some basics to consider when 
taking on the responsibilities of program- 
ming for the first time. Rule number one 
is that, whether or not you retain an air 
shift, you are now an integral part of the 
management team. And as such, you 
have to be more responsive to whatever 
goals the general manager and /or owners 
have set. 

I've said it here before, and you've 
probably heard it from many different 
sources: Winning radio stations are those 
that respond best to their community of 
listeners. The only difference is how they 
choose to reach those goals. 

Some rules of thumb: If you're new in 
the market, dont immediately make 
major changes. Spend the first few weeks 
getting to know the market and the 
people -- including the people at the radio 
station -as well as you can. This doesn't 
mean you can't change the music and put 
on the newest hits, or change the dated 
copy and one -liners. It simply means that 
before making any major moves, be 
certain you're "stepping on solid ground." 

To find out about important local 
events that your target audience might be 
interested in, spend some time at the 
library going through newspaper micro- 
films. At the same time, try to get a feel 
for events that have happened in the 
recent past. Free up some time to visit the 
local chamber of commerce for useful 
statistical data. We used to call it "getting 
into the street." Naturally you want to set 
up a strong rapport with local record 
shops and promoters. In the past, working 
with a station's affiliated ad agency, I have 
also set up as many as 1,500 personal 
interviews with listeners. I ask about their 
musical preferences, their favorite 
personalities and features, and station 
awareness -kind of a preliminary focus 
group. If there is time, make arrange- 
ments to visit Arbitron in Laurel to get 
key ZIP codes translated into corres- 
ponding telephone exchanges. The latter 
are extremely useful in dial -out contests 
and promotions. 

Armed with this fresh information, you 
will be able to set up four or five focus 
groups. Based in part on what these focus 
groups tell you, you can make some 
determinations regarding music, 
features, personalities --even contests. In 
one major market, we found a majority of 
our adult listeners wanted more hits, 
more often. both library and current. 
Since we pretty much knew what the 
current hits were, we went into the library 
aspect of the research and found that, as 
in so many formats, the obvious power 
golds and recurrents had been over- 
played. If we hadn't taken the time to 
research this information, we could have 
played some burned -out songs that might 
have hurt the station from an image 
standpoint. 

When you're a new programmer, it is 
vital not to make any avoidable errors - 
those errors that can be eliminated by 
research and planning. Musical choices 
can be determined through a number of 
techniques, including focus groups, store 
calls and in- person interviews. I tend not 
to trust request lines because they tend to 
reflect only the taste of the most active 
listeners -- usually females, teens and 
sub -teens- -and not of your core audience. 
Call -outs, properly done, are much better. 
Proper call -outs require at least four 
dedicated phone lines. They should not 
be the station's business phones, and 
certainly not the contest lines. Most 
stations don't want to go to this expense - 
and you may not either. But it's important 
to know how it should be done! You shoulc 
involve your interns, with one paid intern 
in charge as group leader. Call -out 
research is essential and should be part 
of the budget you set up for the new fiscal 
year. 

Once you have established the 
station's musical base, you might want to 
keep it sounding fresh by experimenting 
with other compatible musical styles. In 
the case of the urban format, there's jazz, 
reggae and even some new age music. 

Naturally, you must daypart, anyone 
who's not dayparting in 1987 is looking to 
take a back seat in the ratings. As a young 
programmer, you should establish a 
policy and stick to it. Look at all dayparts- 
weekdays and weekends. What is the 
audience make -up? Schedule and 
program accordingly. The record

promoters may object, but they'll respect 
you, especially if you take some time to 
explain what you are looking for, and let 
them help you with certain contests and 
promotions.

can't think of any secret to what I do 
onstage other than that I give my 
everything. I know that at the rare times I 

get to be in an audience, I want to be sung 
to and not át. I am concentrating on getting 
your attention and not having to get all in 
your face to do it! If I can do that, then I 

know I've got you in the palm of my hand 
and I'm not going to let go/ I can feel when I've 
got the audience where I want them and 
there's a presence that I might have on 
stage after all this time, I'm not exactly sure. 
I'm aware of the audience and at the same 
time I'm not. I'm drawing them into what 
I'm doing, it's fifty- fifty -I tell them, "This is 
your show," I get on their case! That might 
have something to do with staying power- - 
giving of yourself, being really into what 
you're doing. The most amazing thing about 
my career, that after having done "This Will 
Be" 3,985 times, I can still do it with the 
fervor that it was originally done with. 
BH: What about a tour? 
NC: We have been biding our time and 
letting the album do as much as it can 
before I get out there, because we really 
want to do some great dates and make a 
nice impact. 
BH: Kids who see Nancy Reagan out on 
the road saying "Say No To Drugs" might 
feel, "Don't knock it if you haven't tried 
it." I was wondering if you feel it would 
make more of an impact if a Betty Ford or 
a Natalie Cole went out there and talked 
to these impressionable kids? 
NC: I think to get to the root of the evil, it 
certainly would make a better impact if they 
were dealing with someone who's been

there. Then they would know that person 
knew what they were talking about. They're 
not dumb kids, they're very critical. I was 
involved in Nancy Reagan s program with 
Genesis, which is a rehab house back in 
Washington. I talked to those kids and we 
could really relate. They looked at me and 
couldn't believe that I had been there. But 
that's the irony of it all! You can come back. 
You can make a beautiful recovery if you go 
for it lock, stock, and barrel. I think that it 
does make more of an impression. 
BH: What about the other kids, those who 
haven't started taking drugs but think 
that, even if they do get hooked, they can 
always kick it like you did? What do you 
tell them? 
NC: It starts off with their self- esteem. They 
won't even want to try it if they feel good 
about themselves. We, as parents, and 
media -- writers, producers, filmmakers, 
entertainers -we need to start making some 
films about people who have low 
self- esteem and the trouble it gets them 
into! Write songs about this kind of thing, 
because kids that feel good about 
themselves won't want to be bothered. 
That's really it in a nutshell. You try to tell 
them to live one way, and then you're doing 
something else. You try to bring up your kids 
one way, and then television and film and 
literature show them something entirely 
different. There's a lot of confusion, so we're 
the only anchor they have. Unfortunately, 
being in the position that myself and other 
entertainers are in, we can get a word or 
message through better than parents 
sometimes. It's a shame, but it's a reality 
and we can use it to our advantage, and to 
their advantage.
