Phone companies are spending millions
to convince businesspeople that using the
telephone effectively will increase profits.
It's doubtful they'd have to go to great
lengths to convince radio folks about the
value of the phone. Besides the obvious
off-air use, the telephone has opened up the
airwaves to more and more music radio
listeners. A station benefits by positioning
itself as accessible ("Hey, this is your radio
station!”) and by creating the illusion that
everyone in town is tuned in. However, not
every air talent is equally adept or com-
fortable putting callers on the air. My
biggest gripe is the all-too-common practice
of repeating what the caller has just said. An
example would be:

Jock: Hi, who's this?

Caller: Roberta.

Jock: Roberta, well, where are you calling
from?

Caller: Snoozeville.

Jock: Snoozville...great!

Also, there’s a tendency to jump in too
quickly and cut the caller off, which has
ruined some great bits. For pointers, it helps
to check out the techniques of the best talk
show hosts. The telephone can be a great
ally for those who have learned to master it
on air. Everyone else should use it with
caution.

One glance at this week's Most Added
lineup will tell you it's tough out there for
acts trying to score their first hit. Among an
unusually high number of artists, seven
pulled in 60 or more adds. WHITE LION is
a new group that hasn't let up since they
became RECORD TO WATCH on
February 12th. Jeff Jennings at Z95.5 Detroit
has tracked top five requests for the last five
weeks, and at KTRS Casper, Brian Scott logs
top three phones and notes sales are the
best he's seen on any record in some time.

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INSPIRATION

A couple of years ago one of my
MBA students was reminiscing about one
of his bosses in a bank he used to work
for. He said wistfully, "She was a great
manager. She knew credit and lending
inside out. Of course, nobody wanted to
work with her. People in her department
were always quitting. But other than that,
she was great.”

Other than that? Re-read the above
and tell me if it makes any sense.
Somewhere along the line we've gotten
the most peculiar idea that the ability to
work effectively with people is a minor
factor in choosing and evaluating
managers. "It's nice if it happens" is the
typical mind-set, but if we look at many
people in management now, it's clear this
ability is not considered crucial.

This "typical” mind-set is killing many
of our businesses. The MBA student was
dead wrong. A manager who can't work
effectively with people is nota good
manager, regardless of the technical and
functional skills that he or she possesses.

In my last column, I discussed a few of
the pittalls we make when we promote
people. I ended the column by saying
that we often overlook the most important
criterion in deciding whom to promote.
You may be thinking I'm going to say it's
the ability to work well with people. Not
true, though it's halfway there. My
colleagues and I have concluded that the
most important criterion is: Can this
person inspire others?

We specifically advise senior mana-
gers to promote people on the basis of
their ability to create energy, excitement
and feelings of pride and competence
among colleagues and subordinates. We
specifically advise senior managers to
promote people who take great pleasure
in coaching, developing and helping
others to achieve high accomplishments
and personal growth on their jobs. In
short, promote people who can create a
climate that inspires others to go the
extra half-mile, to be conscientious and
creative, to take on new responsibilities,
and to do whatever it takes to get the job
done superbly.

Nowadays, when markets are volatile
and chaotic, when information and
technology are exploding, when compe-
tition is frenetic, when customers are
more knowledgeable and demanding,
what sort of managers do we need? Not
cops. Not Lone Ranger-type heroes who

attempt to solve all problems on their
own. Not analytically-detached types who
are basically uncomfortable with people,
or who see people as merely "costs” to be
"optimized” or "minimized”. These kinds
of managers, if you study the business
literature, are often at the root of business
failures and our inability to compete
effectively with domestic and inter-
national rivals.

We need people at all levels who can
inspire others. And if that sounds too soft
and squishy for you, think about the best
boss you ever worked for. Didn't he or she
inspire you in some way? And even
though "inspiration” is a nebulous
concept, don't you know who in your
organization does inspire people—and
who doesn't?

People who inspire others come in all
shapes and sizes, all personalities and all
backgrounds. Some of the most inspira-
tional people are quiet and unassuming.
Some are gregarious and outgoing. Some
are managers with a lot of power. Some
are not managers at all. But they all have
one attribute in common: People not only
like working for them—they want to work
for them, and work hard.

Management expert Tom Peters puts it
well: "Basically, I'm asking you to take
leadership seriously. Promote into
leadership positions those who perform
like leaders. That sounds silly...at first. But
too often we give our support chiefly to
the young man or woman who gives
brilliant presentations or who is terrific to
be around at lunch.”

It's good that our candidate for
promotion be able to give a brilliant
presentation, and it's nice that he or she is
terrific to be around at lunch. It's also
good when the candidate has a proven
track record of accomplishments,
experience and skills. But all this fits into
the "necessary but not sufficient”
category. The most important factor
should be the ability to inspire others.
Those who don't have this attribute
should not be promoted, regardless of
their track records, their politicking, their
length of tenure or their glowing resumes.

If you're thinking of promoting
someone in-house, you know who's got
this attribute and who doesn't. And if
you're not sure, ask around. Suppose
you're thinking of bringing in someone
from the outside? Once again, start
sleuthing around and asking people who
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have worked with the candidate. And if
the candidate has worked in a manage-

ment position, ].5. Nimoniya, a 27-yecar

veteran at Ford, has a better idea:

"Get references from a candidate's old
subordinates. This may sound radical. It
certainly is unorthodox. Why should
references of past subordinates be less
important than the references of past
employers? When we hire someone to
manage people, we need to know what
previous employees thought. Unlike old
bosses who often write complimentary
letters on behalf of people they were
happy to see go, old subordinates are
likely to say what they mean. There is no
better judge of a supervisor's character
than the people who depend on him or
her to hear their complaints, arbitrate
their differences, sharpen their skills and
lead them to the fulfillment of their
goals."

How powerful is this idea of
inspiration? Here's just one example.
Before Bob Townsend took over Avis
Rent-A-Car, the company had suffered 13
straight unprofitable years. Townsend
didn't know anything about the car rental
business. He'd been a manager of the
investment division of American Express.
Despite this, Townsend was chosen by
Avis--for one key reason: He was well
known as someone who could inspire

others to perform at their best. And he did

just that, while guiding Avisto a
remarkable and highly profitable
turnaround.

So next time you're ready to promote
anyone, think about inspiration. If you do

that, you'll know whether that candidate is |

the right one for the job.@
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any people had written off Dan Hill

as a one-hit wonder after he succeed-

ed with a number one-single,
"Sometimes When We Touch,” in 1978. Songs
of quality followed, but without the ac-
companying sound of ringing cash registers.

In the early '80s, Dan took time out to write a |

novel, "Comeback," about a pop music star
accused of statutory rape who must then deal
with the "celebrity'’ status that comes with
making headlines instead of music.

Dan's real-life comeback has just recently
occurred with the release of his eponymous
Columbia Records debut, Dan Hill, and its own

number-one single, ""Can't We Try," followed by
"Never Thought (That I Could Love)" and now
his third single, ""Carmelia." |

I met Dan for the first time at this year's Gavin %
Seminar, where he not only suite-hopped, and
cocktail-partied, but attended some of the

sessions.
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RF: Welcome back. It seems as if you've been
away from recording for a long time. Many
people think of "Sometimes When We Touch" as
your last single. Did you work on material
between then and now?
DH: There are four albums separating "Sometimes
When We Touch" and this one. It's hard to
believe. A lot of time to practice and get better.
RF: Were you born in the U.S. or Canada?
DH: I was born and raised in Toronto. I think the
confusion is that my parents were from
Washington, D.C. They came to live in Toronto a
year before I was born. My father is a sociologist.
He started the Ontario Human Rights Commission
in the '60s, building it from scratch. The
Commission looked out for people who were
discriminated against because of race, sex,
religion. It is now the ombudsman for the province.
It looks after grievances against the government,
for things they're not acting fairly about.
RF: Has discrimination ever affected you?
DH: I don't think the discrimination was as
blatant, because I was raised in an upper
middle-lass background, and it's hard to come™
right up against discrimination. Of course, class
discrimination is in some ways worse than race
discrimination. What I did feel was a certain
isolation, because I was raised in a predominantly
white area. Coming from a mixed marriage, I often
felt like I didn't fit in, although I didn't feel
totally alienated. Music was the natural thing for
me to indulge in when I felt a little isolated --it
was natural for me to pick up the guitar and write
a song rather than ask someone out for a high
school dance.
RF: Did you start on guitar or piano?
DH: It was guitar to begin with. Now, when I
write by myself, I go to the piano, and just start
fumbling over chord progressions. If it's something
Ilike, it usually triggers a lyrical idea, and the
two just sort of chase each other through the course
of the song--the lyric pushing the melody, the
melody pushing the lyric. If I can come up with a
concept or a title that works, it's pretty easy and a
lot of fun to work a song around it. I'm always
trying to make the characters in the song as strong
as possible, like little short stories.
RF: Has there ever been pressure on you to be
more "black" sounding?
DH: No, not at all. Most people don't realize I am
half-black, so they haven't expected that from

me, though I do think those influences come

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through, particularly on this last album. "Can’t
We Try" definitely has strong R&B elements to
the melody.

REF: Lyrically, there is also a reference to a mixed
relationship.

DH: Yes.

RF: I've heard stories about how an artist's
biggest song is sometimes the easiest. Was that
true of "Sometimes When We Touch'?

DH: That was easy on two different tiers. The first
was when I was 19, and absolutely crazy about a
woman who wasn't crazy about me. I thought, "1
have to do something so extraordinary that it will
make her pause and think twice before she walks
away.” I went home and wrote "Sometimes When
We Touch” solely as a device to get her
attention—not ever thinking about radio hits or
anything.

REF: A courting song, in other words.

DH: Exactly. And it made her pause--but she still
walked away! Three years later, the publishing
company I was with--ATV Music--said they'd
love for me to get together and work with Barry
Mann, that they loved my lyrics and they loved
his melodies. I had never written with anyone
before and I kind of froze. But as I was leaving, [
said, "Here's a poem that's been kicking around for
a few years. See if you can do anything with it. "
gave it to him, went outside to phone a cab and
came back to say goodbye. He'd already written
the chorus to "Sometimes When We Touch.” SoI'd
have to say in both instances it was ridiculously
easy.

RF:yIs it safe to say that song has paid a few bills
for you?

DH: Yes. In fact, just as I was coming into the office
today I heard it on the radio. Another song I
wrote, "In Your Eyes” with Michael Maser, was
recorded by George Benson and Jeffery Osborne.
RE: Michael Maser is associated with great
ballads. How did you two divide up your
responsiblities?

DH: Again, I was the lyricist, and he wrote the
melody.

RF: I read that in 1977 you tried to stop 20th
Century Records from releasing your product in
South Africa...

DH: Yes, I did, and they just thought I was nuts,
bonkers. They thought I was speaking Martian to
them They said, "We want to introduce you to all
our black artists who let their records out in South
Africa," as if therefore it was okay. When I didn't

go for that, they tried to tell me my songs were so special that they
would heighten the consciousness level in South Africa to such a
degree that it would erase apartheid. I said, "Listen, 'Sometimes
When We Touch' is a good song, but let's not get carried away!"

RF: What are the differences between working with 20th Century
then and Columbia Records now?

DH: The major difference was that at 20th Century the staff
turnover was unbelievable. You couldn't form a relationship with
anybody there because they would be gone a month later.

RF: Did you have any heroes there?

DH: Well, Lenny Beer was very supportive as a promotion person.
He was instrumental in breaking "Sometimes When We Touch.” And
Russ Regan--although ironically he was gone before the "Sometimes
When We Touch” album--was the first person in America, in 1975, to
hear potential in me. It's hard to appreciate it when you're from
America, but trying to break into America from the outside is very
difficult. I have to give full credit to Russ for being able to see the
talent when I was 21, as raw as it was. He really got me the
American break.

RF: In the liner notes you mention Howard Rosen. How did you
hook up with him?

DH: Through Steve Propas, who was representing me in Toronto.
Howard and Steve had worked on projects before, and Howard was
Steve's connection into the American record and radio world.
Howard was wonderfully supportive from the onset. I have to be
honest, this wasn't an easy project for any of us at the beginning. We
got a lot of rejections before we finally got the deal with CBS.
Everyone agreed I had hit songs, but no one was sure whether I could
be a hit artist, and of course both things are very difficult to define.
To Howard's credit, he never wavered in his enthusiasm, and in this
business, where someone would be on you one minute and off the next
he was there a good two years before we started to see any results.
RF: I read you spent almost three years putting this album
together. Other than doing interviews, what is occupying your
time right now?

DH: Well, I've been doing TV shows. I was just in L.A. taping a show
called "Throb,” which is a sitcom about a fledgling record company.
I'm doing a fair amount of performing in Canada, where my career is
a little more established. It looks like I'm going to be performing for
two weeks in England this month, with Art Garfunkel.

RF: Did the record turn out the way you thought?

DH: As much as could be expected. With every album there are
going to be certain things you're disappointed by, and certain things
you'll be happy with. Certain songs I felt were great didn't quite
reach their potential, and other songs did. I guess the thing that
surprised me was that when I went into the album, everybody was
very very excited about the uptempo, "modern" side of Dan Hill.
The thing that surprised me is that the first three singles have been
the softer ones. I'm surprised at how fast these have been respond-
ed to.I had a feeling they were going to be overshadowed by the
rock stuff.

RF: What lessons have you learned with this last album?

DH: I've learned so many different things. One is how absolutely
important the song is. Before "Can't We Try” came out, everyone was
worried that I should have a star on the song with me, to help it be

a hit. Vonda (Sheppard), of course, sang the song wonderfully, and
we realized we didn't need a star. The song itself was the star. I've
learned how important it is to use the raw talent that makes you
unique, but not to be afraid to sculpt the song, to improve it, and to
look at it critically, trying to make it better and better. Sometimes
you realize you've gone too far, and you have to take it back another
couple rewrites. In the past, I was afraid of touching a song after I'd
written it.

RF: Does it help to know what radio wants, and is playing at the
moment? Some artists say they intentionally never listen to the
radio.

DH: You have to understand your inner strengths as the
artist/songwriter. Some people are excellent formula writers.
They're very good at figuring out what the market wants. I'm not
very calculating. My writing is very much an instinctive, almost
unconscious, process. [ can, however, affect the production in a way
that might make the song more sympathetic to radio's needs. Some
ballads are so beautiful you could just do 'em with a piano, but you
can't exﬁect radio to play them like that. So I'm more conscious of
radio when the song is being produced.

RF: Were any of these songs written for anyone else?

DH: Usually when I write, I don't think of anyone. I think of the
songs, because when I have had songs recorded by other artists, it's

’

come out of me writing the song and not thinking of another singer. I
did have people interested in cutting some of these songs, but I didn't
want to give any of them away. I almost had a maniacal
possessiveness about them. I decided I didn't want to just be a
songwriter, that my need was greater than the need to make money.
RF: How does the process of granting permission work?

DH: No one can record a song without you grantin

permission—unless the song has already been released. Once the song
is on a record, anybody who wants to can record it. I'm sure you've
heard the stories of a single that's doing really well in one territory,
then someone in another territory will cut the song before it crosses
from one country to the next.

REF: 1 noticed you co-wrote some songs with John Capek. Have

you worked with him before?

DH: Yes. John is originally from Australia, and he lived in Toronto
for ten years, which is where I met him. He moved to L.A., and we
have continued to work together off and on for the last six years. He
was the co-producer on the album, along with Hank Mendress. He's
just a great writer. He's one of those guys whose time is overdue--I
know that sounds like a cliche. He has a couple of songs on Think Out
Loud, the new album Steve Kipner and Peter Beck have out. He

looks like he's about to explode upon the scene.

RF: During the gap between successful albums, you also wrote a
book, "Comeback."

DH: It's a novel-not autobiographical. I wrote it in 1982, at a time
when I was very frustrated with my musical career. I felt like [ was
banging my head up against a brick wall, and I was burned out. I
needed to try something a little different. I thought writing a book
would be a natural release for my energy because I could still be
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creative. Writing the book helped me deal with the pain and the
frustrations I'd gone through as a singer. I managed to wrap itupina
nifty little plot outline. It's very hard to rise and fall that fast, as I
did. There are a lot of things you can do to deal with that
trauma--some people do very destructive things. For me, the book
was a constructive thing to do, rather than sitting around being
bitter, or drinking and doing drugs. I just sat down for two years and
literally wrote 800 pages.

RF: Will you ever do another novel?

DH: Yes. My feeling is that I'm only now catching my stride as a
recording artist. In order to take it to the next step, I need to put
every ounce of energy I have into keeping the career alive, from the
performing to the interviews, the writing and the recording. This is
not the time to split up my talents, but in years to come I would like
to get back into writing books.

RF: Soon the album will be a year old. Is it frustrating that the
slower songs take longer to develop?

DH: In a way, I'm quite happy. It's given me lots of time to write
songs. The "Sometimes When We Touch” album seemed to explode so
quickly out of nowhere, and there was this incredible pressure to
follow it up immediately with something as good. With this album,
it's been a much more logical, slow growth. That makes it a lot
easier for me to watch and keep pace with it.

RF: It was a pleasure to meet you at the Gavin Seminar. As an
artist, what were your impressions of the seminar?

DH: I'd never been to a convention like that before. I was impressed
at how the barriers between radio and records seemed to drop. I've
always had the vague impression that records was "us" and radio
was "them,” and the trades belonged in a different category. It
really impressed me how those barriers seemed to melt. Everyone
was so easy in exchanging information. I was quite impressed. ®

" PROGRAMMING PHILOSOPHY--

CONCLUDED

For the last couple of wecks, I've been
reprinting a detailed "programming
philosophy” written by Chip Mosely for
inclusion in a job application package.
Some elements of it are not fashionable

in programming circles these days, but
there are many ways to program a station
to success--listeners don't know what's
fashionable within the trade, and the

“road less traveled" usually offers the

most opportunity. This week, we'll finish
Chip's philosophy by picking up where we
left off, in the "Personality” section:

"A good air personality is more than
just an announcer, and a great deal more
than just a disc jockey. He or she must be
able to relate to the listener, be friendly,
creative, witty, and able to think on his or
her feet. The personality must be able to
entertain without being offensive or
abrasive, capable of communicating
ideas effectively in an intelligent
manner...

"I judge the performance of an air
personality on criteria that include (a)
overall attitude, (b) format execution, (c)
content of program material, (d)
believability, (e) ability to relate to the
listener, and (f) ability to deviate from the
format when necessary in a manner that
is still consistent with the overall station
image.

"I work with each staff member
individually, to help them plan their own
goals, and to help them focus their goals
toward the overall station game plan, and
to help them better their individual
performance--not only pointing out weak
spots that need improvement, but also
helping them expand on their strong

points...

"In operations I direct, exceptional
perfomances is the standard, creativity is
encouraged and involvement is
mandatory.

"PROMOTION. Two types of promo-
tions are vital to building a winning radio
station: On-air promotions that build
listenership and recycle listeners through
involvement, and off-air promotions that
create new Opportunities to participate in
the community, to persuade potential
listeners to sample the station and
reinforce the concept of involvement of
those already part of the station's
audience.

"On-air promotions, including
contests, should work at two levels: For
the 10-20 percent of the listeners who
actively participate, they should be
simple and exciting, with believable
rewards and attainable goals. For those
listeners who choose not to become total
participants, the promotion must still
offer them some way of getting involved.
For example, a contest should have a way
that any listener can (mentally) 'play
along' with the contestant. (It's been a
staple of radio and TV game shows for
years.)

"Promotions held outside the station
should present the station with an
opportunity to involve the listeners as
well. A remote broadcast should not only
present a reason to participate, but also
an opportunity to meet and involve
people who may not normally listen to the
station, inviting them to become a part of
the audience.

“Criteria for selecting a promotion
should cover three elements. First and
foremost is what does the listener get? If
the listener doesn't benefit, then it isn't
worth doing. Second, what does the
station get? If the station can recycle
listeners, create new sampling and /or

| make a monetary gain, the results can be

positive. Third, if it is a commercial
promotion or a contest with advertiser
participation, what does the client get?
While an important consideration, this is
the last point to analyze. If the answer to
either of the first two questions is
negative, then the third should never be
asked. No promotion, no matter how
great the benefit to the client, should ever
be undertaken if the station and its
listeners have nothing to gain...

"As a side note, although not directly
related to the programming of a
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by Eric Norberg

station...cooperation between the
programming and sales staffs is critical to
generate the cash necessary to meet
payroll, to fund those important
promotions, and to keep the station
operating in a professional manner. I
strongly believe in a close working
relationship between programming and
sales. The air staff can better sell the
client's products and services if they know
more about them; the sales staff can
better market the station if they know
what's happening on the air...

"These are some of my basic philo-
sophies to create a winning radio station.
But to me, winning is more than just
being the #1 station in the ratings.
Winning is a state of mind in which an
individual constantly strives to be better
today that he was yesterday, and in which
a group pulls together to reach, then
exceed, a common goal.”

A few weeks ago, we printed a note
from an air talent who was frustrated that
his PD wouldn't explain what he was
doing. I commented that it's generally a
pretty insecure programmer who won't
reveal what he or she is doing. It's quite
clear that Chip has a lot of confidence in
his ability to program, and feels he has
nothing to fear by revealing how he looks
at aspects of the job. His ratings track
record supports that conclusion. I hope
his thoughts have been helpful--and the
least I can do is repay him for his courtesy
by giving you his phone number in
Jackson, Tennessee: (901) 422-3216.

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POSITIONING

At this year's Gavin Seminar, I was
asked to address the Country format
participants on the subject of positioning.
This month, I'd like to share with you
some of the things that came out of that
session.

Positioning in its simplest form is
describing who and what you are. We do
it in our daily lives. "I'm a program
director.” "I'm a consultant.” "You are a
disk jockey.” "You are a general manager”
—and so forth. Sometimes we add the type
of individual we are--morning talent, turn-
around specialist, Country consultant,
etc. Radio stations need to identify and
describe themselves, too.

Among the fine publications covering
the topic are George Burns' "Playing the
Positioning Game” and Ries and Trout's
"Positioning: The Battle for Your Mind."
Ries and Trout also print a monthly
publication dealing with the subject.
Reading the material in depth will be
enlightening.

Ries and Trout describe positioning as
finding a hole in the market. Essentially,
it's discovering a format or format
derivative that is not presently in
existence and then determining its
viability. Are there enough potential
listeners in the market to make it
profitable? Do you have the staff and
resources to execute the format and
dominate the "hole"?

THE "WHO AND WHAT YOU ARE"
POSITION. A clear, concise statement
describing your radio station in as few
words as possible. It should be true--but
not necessarily so. Sometimes it's not so
much what you do as what you say you do.

There are several details to consider in
selecting a positioning statement. If your
format is unique, you have a unique
selling proposition built in. If it's not
unique in the market, find the attributes
that set it apart from the others--i.e., your
position.

Make sure these attributes are worthy
of promoting. Are they important to the
audience segment you're trying to reach?
If so, then begin the process of finding the
right words to state the position.

One appropriate method is a focus
group study. Potential listeners, carefully
screened, are brought into a focus group
environment. They're encouraged to
discuss the format as your moderator can
describe it--or the specific station if it's
already in the market. By listening
carefully to the terms these real people

use, you can very often come up with the
exact positioning phrase to use.

Get the entire staff involved. Ask for
suggestions and reject none. Write down
every suggestion with no criticism. Later,
as you review them, you can begin culling
out individual ideas that don’t comply
with what you're attempting.

Go through back issues of magazines,
checking what marketing positions have
been taken by non-radio businesses.
Perhaps some are adaptable.

Once you have several possibilities, go
into the community and try them out on
folks. Go to restaurants, shopping centers,
churches—-wherever pecople congregate.
Read each statement to them and ask for
a definition and an opinion. If their
definition describes what you're trying to
say, is easy to say, easy to recall, truthful
(or close to it), and exclusive in the
market, then you've got it.

Use it everywhere: On the air, in sales
brochures, promos, television, news-
papers, magazines and specialty items. If
your call letters tie in with the position,
that's great. If not, don't get so pre-
occupied with the slogan that you let the
call letters take a back seat.

There are three types of positioning
statements in use in radio today. Let's
look at them.

THE AMBIGUOUS STATEMENT. For
example: “Your Radio Station," "Your
Favorite Radio Station,” "Where Your
Friends Are," "The Legend(ary),”
"Megastation,” "Good Neighbor" and
many others of the same ilk. These are
generic statements that could be defined
in different ways by different people. It's
not crystal-clear what these stations offer.

THE INDICATIVE POSITION. These
either state clearly or distinctly imply
what the station is, as in "Light Rock,"
"Continuous Country,” "Hot Hits,"
"Relaxing,” "Easy," "Modern Country,"
"Soft,” "Warm," "Mellow,"” "Home of the
Rock 'n’ Roll Animals,” "Still Fun to Rock,”
"For the Good Times,” "Your Place in the
Country," "News Radio,"” "Talk Net" and
so forth.

THE RE-POSITIONING STATEMENT.
This is my favorite. Some currently in use
are "More Music, Less Talk," "Your
(X)-in-a-Row Station,” "New," "Best
Country," "Real Rock,” "Loud and Proud,”
"Radio for Grown-ups," "Our Music Does
the Talking,"” "All News, All the Time" and
a recent addition copyrighted by Viacom:
"Most Music Allowed By Law."

Before re-positioning, ask some
questions. What are your station's
strengths and weaknesses? What are the
competition’s? What is the audience's
perception of your competitor? Can you
assault this perception? Do you have the
time and resources to attack them
successfully?

Re-positioning is not comparative
advertising. It's a clear statement of who
and what you are that will place the
competition in another, hopefully lesser,
light.

Every station has a vulnerability. Some
are so well managed and programmed
that the weaknesses are almost
nonexistent. However, most have some
cracks in their hulls. So fire those
torpedoes!

If the competition has too much talk,
can you be the "less talk” station? If they
have no news, can you be the news
leader? If they're boring, can you be fun?
If they're "wimpy, wimpy, wimpy," can you
be "hefty, hefty, hefty™?

There are only leaders and attackers.
Leaders have to re-position by either
taking away every re-positioning
statement the attacker may use, or by
pointing out their own history, vaunted
position, first-class association, loyalty,
etc. For example: "The Real Thing" or
"Everything You Want." Sound familiar?

For the attackers, the world of Madison
Avenue has given us, "We Try Harder”
and "Have It Your Way."

Or, one of the great re-positioning
statements of all time: "A Choice, Not an
Echo." However, Barry Goldwater lost the
election by a landslide. Sometimes, the
great slogans don't work at all.

The final proof is always in the product.@
