I“SIDE TOI 40 by Dave Sholin

This week Dave Sholin takes a restful week
off. Sitting in is Keith Z.

First, a little chart talk...This week
GEORGE MICHAEL pulled a tighter grip
on the top spot after edging out JOHNNY
HATES JAZZ by the narrowest margin last
week. DEBBIE GIBSON made the
strongest entry into this week's top ten, Look
for CHEAP TRICK to do the same next
week. Next week should be a pivotal time
for both CHER and TIMES TWO since
MICHAEL JACKSON and BRUCE
HORNSBY could stage giant moves behind
them next weck. Besides being two great
image records for Top 40, PRINCE and
| LITA FORD both posted double-digit adds
| again this week. On the bottom part of this
| week's chart, a few should be watched for
I future momentum. ROBERT PLANT at
#36, is starting to really prove himself as a
viable Top 40 crossover, while BARDEUX,
PEBBLES and POISON show great
potential as well.

BETWEEN A ROCK AND A HARD
PLACE...Last weekend I went to my favorite
musical hangout--the legendary Fillmore in

San Francisco--to catch THE CHURCH. As
the band tore it up, I was somewhat relieved
about two things. First off, progressive music
has returned to a more traditional guitar
point of view. Secondly, isn't there more rock
n roll on the Top 40 airwaves these days?

Maybe so. But after speaking to more
than a few programmers this week, we
found it's not necessarily so. Many stations,
particularly in smaller and medium
markets, say they're having trouble
balancing their overall sound with what they
see as a bumper crop of quality ballads
being released. For the majority of stations
not entrenched in heated urban/major
market ratings wars, balancing ballads with
rockers can be a tricky situation.

Sure, CHEAP TRICK, MIDNIGHT OIL,
THE CHURCH, POISON, LITA FORD,
DEF LEPPARD and VAN HALEN are
threatening, but a glance at the high end of
the chart still shows a high concentration of
urban and ballad-flavored songs.

Dena Yasner at 95XXX in Burlington
agrees. Dena sees the national trades
emphasizing urban and ballad smashes,
while quality rock tunes like a HONEY- ¢
MOON SUITE struggle to gain réspectgble
chart momentum. Dena feels that her
rock-oriented market in Vermont needs®ll
the help it can get to balance such hot new
singles as the new ones by BILLY OCEAN,
SADE, TAYLOR DAYNE and RICHARD
MARX. Doesn't this phenomenon generally
occur when we have so many second and
third singles off albums? Is today's rocky
road paved only with ballads and
crossovers?

AROUND THE HORN...Bob O'Dell at
WZIX-Starkville thinks the new BARDEUX
single is "red hot,” charting it 26-16. Initially
hesitant to add it, he now likes the female
demos the record is attracting. Jim Nelly at
KXGO-Eureka agrees. He's rarely seen a
power ballad test so well its first week out.
Jim reports number one phones and
needless to say, KXGO added it this week. ;
Jon Olson at KDON-Salinas reports a 26-19
move and it looks like the record could take
off nationally next week. And speaking of
lovely ladies, our crazy Aussie mate Rob
Taylor of WWUF-Waycross is flippin' over
THE COVER GIRLS. Heavy phones and a
hit where it's played.

Across the border into Quebec, our
French-Canadian connection Guy
Brouillard of CKOI-Montreal reports

MIDNIGHT OIL at number one for the
third straight week. Guy says the album is
number two in album, single and CD sales.
Vachement formidable!

Top 40 radio is hyperventilating over the
new single from BREATHE. Jeff Ryan at
KIQY-Lebanon expects it to chart well for
him next week. John Ivey at KlIK-Daven-
port likes the audience response for this
passive but strong sounding song. The
record picked up a solid 43 adds this week
and Bill Summerville at 94Q-Atlanta
compares its sound to, pardon the pun, an
Air Supply record.

And speaking of 94Q, Summerville says
that there's top ten retail action on ZIGGY
MARLEY--the album much more than the
single. 94Q charts it 23-19, with a bigger lcap
forthcoming. Good young adult interest.
Along with the Euro-hit single by ASWAD,
Top 40 seems to be having a curious
flirtation with reggae-mon sounds. Rastafari.
Jah lives on Top 40!

CHEAP TRICK exploded this week,
closing in on the national top ten with a
24-16-12 move. Jon McCormick at
KDOG-Mankato (home of "the Dog Tags")
charted it 15-8 with top five sales and
number one phones for the last three
weeks. Look for the comeback story of
CHEAP TRICK in an upcoming
school's-out Gavin issue.

BUiA |4 O sOasunas

Last week's Record To Watch by that
smooth-talking Bahamian, JOHNNY
KEMP, picked up some impressive call
letters. Z100-New York charts it 11-9 and the
best is still yet to come. Add to the list,
WXKS, 7294, WEGX, Z93, WHYT, KRBE,
FM102, KIIS, KMEL KPWR, etc. One of
Frésno's finest, Kevin Carter of KMGX
wonders if he's the first to go number one on
AR B. SURE! Also, Kevin reckons that the
ngw one by SEQUAL is an overlooked gem.
A few miles up the road, Eric Hoffman at
FM104-Modesto likes the "female BON
JOVIsound” of LITA FORD. Eric hopes
there's more great material on her album to
follow up the success of "Kiss Me Deadly."
LITA is currently battling neck and neck
with PRINCE as the strongest climber in the
center of the chart.

Finally, this week's Record To Watch is
an unusual and challenging sound from
TRACY CHAPMAN. Hailing from Boston,
this singer/songwriter is making major
demographic inroads on Album Radio.
Even stations that play hard rock n roll are
playing it. Also, the record just charted top
thirty in our A/C section.

As usual, we appreciate all of your
comments and valuable research input
each week. We know it takes a real
commitment and we salute you. Meanwhile,
stay well.

We talked
just before his departure for Ireland to start pro-
duction on Elvis Costello’s first Warner Bros.
album. This will mark Elvis and T Bone's third
studio collaboration, counting the impromptu
C&W Coward Brothers and the heralded King Of
America LP. Currently awaiting release is Sam
Phillips' (aka Leslie Phillips) debut as an "acid pop”
singer on Virgin Records. T Bone has also just
finished work on Kris Kristofferson's new album,
which has yet to be released due to the political
nature of the material, and an LP is in the works
with blues legend Willie Dixon for Bug Publish-
ing's label on Capitol.

T Bone is uncomfortable "talking music,” opting

instead to draw oblique political and social anal-

ogies to his music. Our first session was mired in
reluctance and moody introspection. However--
bingo!--we struck paydirt the next time around as
T Bone described his music in terms of dim,
fascinatingly paranoid views of society in decay.

Finally, we coerced the maker of such soul-o and
solo classics as Truth Decay, Trap Door, Proof
Through The Night and The Dot Country Album to
comment Freudian-style on his work and a few of
his famous colleagues (including Bob Dylan).
These descriptions (few of them serious) typify T
Bone Burnett's odd sense of humor.

KZ: What made you change your mind about doing this
interview?

TBB: I wanna talk about the wild truth. I figured that since I
haven't been doing any interviews, this is something that
can do that is palatable. Most of the stuff, [ really can't do.
They want me to go on the Johnny Letterman Show. But I can't
do any of that.

KZ: Do you detach yourself from the promotion process?
TBB: L try to, because if you pay too much attention to it, it
gets too debilitating. You want everyone to like you. But it
stands to reason that everybody isn't going to like you.

KZ: You definitely have your fans, both fellow artists and
listeners. A lot of the rest probably perceive you as a

critic's darling.

TBB: I got stuck early on with the reputation of being a
moralist. But people make judgments all the time about what
they think is right and wrong. That's what a moralist is. I
think--and this may be my paranoia or fear--that there are
times when people want to take a hard look at things, and
times when they don't. This is one of those times when people
don't want to take a hard look at things at all.

KZ: So far, all your recorded work has been within an era in
America where people don't seem to want to take a hard
look at issues.

TBB: I started solo recording about the same time Reagan

It's
really affecting our bottom line
because we can't get calls from
advertising reps. About the only
thing we can do is have our sales
office in downtown Chicago set up
a conference call, but we only have
one line that can handle that.”

Seventy-five miles southwest,
WAJK-La Salle was forced to rely
on a phone in GM Peter Miller's
car for long-distance calls. "I can't
call out and they can't call in,”
said PD Jeff Geessen, but for some
reason cellular phones work." A
few areas may be without full
service until mid-June.

IN VINO VERITAS

This is the story of a good lesson one
of my students taught me about manage-
ment.

At the University of San Francisco,
where [ teach in the MBA program, this is
the last week in the semester. Last
Monday night was the final meeting of a
course I teach which is the "capstone” in
the MBA program, so it was one of the
last class periods before graduation for
nearly all the students.

A few hours before the class, I had the
idea of bringing the students some wine
as a kind of last hurrah. They'd worked
really hard during the semester and were
getting ready to wrap up college careers,
and a little wine seemed like a nice way of
saying goodbye.

Greg Kennedy, one of my students
from another course, kindly agreed to
walk to a nearby liquor store with me to
help haul the wine back to campus. Well,
when we got to the store, I received a
couple of rude shocks.

First of all, in order to properly lubri-
cate 37 students, I was going to have to
buy a lot more wine than I anticipated.
Secondly, unless | was prepared to
purchase Night Train or Thunderbird, the
cash outlay was also going to be a lot
more than I planned. Thirdly, since the
white wine had to be kept chilled for
several hours, | would have to go to the
neighboring grocery store to buy a
storage cooler and ice. Then I'd have to
buy cups and, of course, nonalcoholic
beverages for any students who might not
want to imbibe.

At this point, [ thought to myself, "Why
the hell am [ going through all this?
Nobody expects wine, and besides, I'm
not even sure it's legal to bring alcoholic
beverages to the classroom. Even if I buy
wine that's only a shade above jug
vintage, I'm going to spend double what ]
anticipated, and the students might even
be insulted because ] have no intention
of buying a case of 1961
Mouton-Rothschild. On top of everything
else, it's going to be a hassle to transport.
So why bother? Let's just forget the whole
thing."

I voiced my thoughts to Greg, who
came right back with the following:
"You've always taught us that it's the
symbolism that counts--that employees
remember the little gestures a leader
makes to show appreciation for the team.
It doesn't matter whether the wine is

great or not. It doesn’t matter if it's not
perfectly chilled. Students will remember
that you did it, and that's exactly why you
ought todo it."

He was absolutely right. In the minds
of the students, as with the employees,
the vintage or the taste of the wine
wouldn't be nearly as important as the
fact that I had showed them a gesture of
my appreciation for them as people, and
for the work they had done the whole
semester.

Yet, as leaders, how often do we take a
few bucks from our own pockets to reward
people, as a group or individually? How
often do we set aside a little chunk of our
own budget for rewards or small cele-
brations? Often we don't think about it.
Or we rationalize away our failure to do
these things, just like I started to do
before Greg brought me back to carth by
reminding me what I had taught his class.

Students and employees recognize and
deeply appreciate such gestures. Of
course, these gestures don't replace
employees’ need for decent pay and
benefits, or interesting work (or superb
wine). But they are an important part of
the effective manager's repertoire.

And when such gestures are linked to
specific events, such as an outstanding
performance by an individual or group,
they are powerful reinforcers. That is, the
rewards and celebrations are an excellent
investment because they encourage
people to continue doing the very things
that are being celebrated. One company,
for instance, recently held a "Zero
Defects Day" to celebrate a significant
improvement in the quality of goods its
employees had produced over the past
year. People received prizes, bands
played, and the hoopla reinforced the
company's commitment to top quality. On
a smaller scale, one very effective
manager regularly brings coffee and
donuts to his people whenever a team
goal, no matter how small, is achieved.

In my case, 1 was simply acknow-
ledging my students' hard work and
wishing them the best in their future
careers. Greg was right. It was a good
decision to go ahead with it. [ think the
students will remember it, and everyone
—including me—felt really good about it.

(Postscript: To top it all off, I was left
with a couple of bottles of wine, which I
promptly took home. My girlfriend, upon
seeing them in the kitchen, said, "I'm sure

it was a wonderful gesture, but the reason
you had the wine left over is that you
bought crummy wine!" Well, the guy in
the liquor store assured me it was good

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started his whitewashing. We've sort of had
parallel careers.

KZ: Did you ever think that the election of
Ronald Reagan would make rock n roll more
rebellious?

TBB: No, I never thought that.

KZ: Well, 1did, and I guess you were right.

It didn't. In fact, we don't hear a lot of protest
music these days.

TBB: I'm not writing Sixties protest music, but I
am writing songs saying that this civilization

is crumbling. Usually, people ignore me. I don't
feel like a critic's darling at all.

KZ: Yet what about being viewed as a
moralist?

TBB: I think people look for easy tags. There
has been a trend for a long time towards using
things like market research, causing all sorts of
market fragmentation.

KZ: So you do somewhat understand radio
and the media.

TBB: I just don't think it's a good idea for any
society to become fragmented. Yet I think this
society has become fragmented. Fragmentation
puts up walls between people and furthers an
evil trend.

KZ: Let me be the devil's advocate here.
There are different cultures and points of
view that relate directly to the things that
folks buy and the music that they listen to.
Shouldn't there be an easy way to program
music or market products that effectively
reach a given audience or consumer group?
TBB: That's the case now, but it wasn't the case
when I was growing up. And I'm glad it wasn't.
We now have a ghetto mentality--a rich white
ghetto over here, a poor black one over here
and a riotous Chicano ghetto over there. It's
fragmentation. Radio aside, what fragment-
ation does is makes us increasingly afraid. Look
at all these conservatives. You can see the
demagoguery in someone like Orrin Hatch
when he tries to control, sway, move and
motivate people out of fear of what he fears, be
it communism or whatever. What's happening
in this society is that we're running away from
each other out of fear. And that just breeds
more fear. It's leading to a very unhealthy
state, with leaders at the top telling us we are
healthy while people starve in the streets.

KZ: Does the song "The Wild Truth" have
anything to do with all of this?

TBB: I think that's exactly what the song's all
about. Do you know that ten years ago there
were over three hundred communication
companies and networks in the United States?
Right now there are just over twenty. That's
who controls radio, television and newspapers.
Everything is getting bought up. Ronald
Reagan used to be a spokesman for General
Electric. General Electric is now the biggest
defense contractor in the United States. NBC
was doing an investigation into wasteful
defense spending. General Electric bought NBC.
That investigation was then imumediately shut
down. Here we have a case of the government--
the industrial/military complex--running the
press. We're very close to absolute tyranny
where we no longer have freedom of the press. [
feel that the press is absolutely in the most
conservative phase it's ever been in. And I want
to stress that I'm not a liberal.

KZ: I recently heard an arch-conservative on
the radio complaining bitterly about the
liberal press.

TBB: That's demagoguery in a nutshell. The
press has never been so conservative in my
lifetime. This "liberal press" business doesn't
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wash. It's a good thing to say to alarm people
and undermine the credibility of the press. But
who do you think owns the press? Do you really
think liberals own it? Ninety percent of it is
owned and controlled by conservatives.
However there are a few token liberal coke-
head press people. This is why I wanted to
talk to you. I really wanted to address all of
this and this seemed like a good forum.
KZ: Then why do you term the truth as
llwildll?
TBB: Because I wasn't talking about the
mundane truth, like the sky being blue. I was
talking about the wild truth, like the sky is
red. I wasn't talking about the mundane truth
like there being stars in the sky. I was talking
about the wild truth, like the skies are going to
roll down like a scroll. This place we live, this
dimension we live in--whatever it is--is not at
all as we perceive it. It's something much wild-
er than anything we perceive as being wild.
KZ: So where does the artist enter in? Is it
enough to merely put forth a view of the
world or hold a mirror up to the
inconsistencies or the injustices?
TBB: No, I don't think it's enough. You can put
forth a view of the world and say it's a
horrible, awful place. Hopefully, an artist
should and can give a point of view that
inspires. I feel we're increasingly living in a
completely imaginary world. During the early
days at Walt Disney's EPCOT, there was a
talking robot of Thomas Jefferson. He was
sitting behind his desk framing the Declar-
ation of Independence. So he stands up from
sbehind the desk and says, "It's time for
America to start thinking more positively
about itself.” Now here's the Disney people
putting words in Thomas Jefferson’s mouth!
That's a terrible thing to do! I wouldn't be
surprised to see one of those characters like
Jerry Falwell erect a Bible amusement park
where there's a robot of Jesus who stands up and
says something like, "Today in America, the
secular humanists are trying to overrun the
schools. So Ollie North needs to be freed from
prison.” People would then accept that, in one
sense, as Jesus' words. You see what I mean?
This is what media tends to do. They are
representing life to us in that same way as
putting words and ideas into the mouth of a
talking head of Jesus at Bibleland saying,
"Free Oliver North.” I know it's slightly
futuristic--by about twelve minutes. Do I sound
like a crackpot?
KZ:1 don't know. I guess that's for our
readers to judge. Relating all of this to the
state of music and radio, isn't it encouraging
that the number one band in Americais U2, a
band that is complex both in its spirit and
philosophy and in its musical direction?
TBB: U2 is number one in some ways, but
remember that Bon Jovi sold more records.
KZ: Yet isn't it amazing that a U2 or T Bone
Burnett can make records that are experi-
mental in nature, yet reach a mainstream
audience that we constantly sell short?
TBB: I feel a lot of the popularity U2 enjoyed
on their last record was the same popularity
Bruce Springsteen enjoyed with "Born In The
USA." He sort of became the thing of the
moment. Bruce Springsteen probably has
thousands and thousands of fans who don't
know much about him at all, but just want to be
there. A lot of those people might not care
much about him as a man or his work as a
writer. Yet, at the same time, a huge number of
people care about life. I think these are the

people who are consistently ignored by the
media. I'm frequently accused in the press of
being cynical. And I don't think Iam at all. I
think people who program television for the
lowest common denominator are the cynical
ones. I don't think I'm cynical. I care about life.
I also think life is hard. It's a rugged uphill
journey. But it's eminently worth living.

KZ: We often think, when listening to mu-
sic, how tough it must be to be a kid these
days.

TBB: That's what I think. But you know, I've
noticed something about kids. Most children, if
you tell them there's a better way, will try it,
because they want their lives to be better. And
that goes for everyone else. Most people would
like their lives to be better than they currently
are. Right now, because we live in a material-
istic society, we're told the way to make our
lives better is by having more money. Then
people make more money and find that it's not
true. There are ways to have a better life that
you can try everyday. That's what I'm talking
about in my songs. And that's what that song,
"The Wild Truth" is about. That's what this
whole record is about.

KZ: I have to ask you about a line in the song,
"Euromad." I'm referring to the line, "Were

it not for Mr. Gordon and his fine distillery."
That line is unlike you, considering what a
wimpy drinker you are.

TBB: (laughs) I wasn’t one on that trip.

KZ: Gin is rough stuff.

TBB: It is. It's blues juice, you know? I grew up
on it. I wasn't always a wimpy drinker. I just
recently became that over time. Drinking is
like exercise. You can build up your muscles by
lifting weights. If you drink for a couple of
weeks straight, you become a heroic drinker.
KZ: Didn't you start your musical career very
young, not as a musician but actually as a
producer?

TBB: I was a musician, but I started producing
at about age sixteen. I realized very early on
that I wasn't cut out to be Elvis Presley.

KZ: Most people expect a producer to be a
seasoned and experienced traffic director at a
session.

TBB: It is sort of like that, actually.

KZ: But as a youngster, you produced
singers like Delbert McClinton. What makes
a young person become a producer, as
opposed to strapping on a guitar and going
for the girls? :

TBB: I was fascinated by the whole process of
the studio. At the time, it was 1965, the begin-
ning of the technological explosion. I mean,
this was the very beginning of rock n roll start-
ing with four tracks. You could really play

with things. You could turn tape around and cut

it and do tricks. We used to play with things a
lot. It was terrific good fun to put one sound
against another and make this crazy thing. I
started doing that, and I loved it! [ then chose
it as a life. I realized I was too insecure to go
onstage.

KZ: I remember seeing you with the Alpha
Band. You didn't seem that withdrawn or
timid to me.

TBB: Oh, but I was! Those tours were torture.
They still are. It's torture for me to go onstage.

But I got better when I went out solo for a year. [

finally learned what it's about and I began to
enjoy it. In order for me to do it again, I'd
probably have to get acclimated. It's hard to
put a record out and then perform it live. I saw
a study a few years ago that stated that one of

the most stressful things a person can do is to be
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a teacher, public speaker or a musician. It talk-
ed about how stressful it is to get up in front of
your peers and be judged. You see, I just don't
have that “thing,” that rock star "thing”

inside me.

KZ: What else are you excited about?

TBB: Sam Phillip’s new record is really
wonderful. You can quote me as saying that this
is my best work as a producer.

KZ: Better than Los Lobos?

TBB: As a producer, by far, yes. I think she's
about the best writer to come around since Elvis
Costello. That's what I think. You can call it
acid pop, okay?

KZ: Give us a hint as to how Elvis Costello's
record is going to sound.

TBB: It's going to be wonderful. Elvis has
written some really great songs. The album is
not going to be anything like King Of America.
Remember how he used to write hip pop songs?
They sounded like classic pop songs.

KZ: Like "Oliver's Army'?

TBB: Yeah, like that stuff. This record will be

a lot like that. These songs aren't as vague as
his recent stuff. His writing is getting more
concise again, but it's got a depth that he's
never had before. Very interesting songs. I'm
very excited about working on that record.
Also, I'm getting very inspired about music. I've
found some old music that's inspired me
enormously.

KZ: What kind of music is that?

TBB: I'm not gonna say. But I've found some
music that has inspired me again, and I've
started writing again. I'll probably do another
record next fall. I'm glad to be worked up about
something again. It's that feeling, that crazy
feeling. Living in Hollywood, all events
conspire to make you think about everything
you shouldn't think about, and nothing
encourages you to think about what you should
be thinking about.

KZ: So why do you live in Hollywood?

TBB: I don't. I've been here and I'm getting out
as soon as I can. I've been looking at Virginia.
It's beautiful there. Meanwhile, I'll be in
Ireland for three months working on Elvis’
record. We're gonna work hard to make a good
record. @

| Responding to the "Programming
Philosophy" of Chip Moseley detailed in

| this column, Bill St. John, PD of WGAD in
Gadsden, Alabama writes:

| "Chip is right on! If this philosophy is
implemented at any station, I'd venture

| that that station would become a winner.
I'd also like to venture a couple of other
opinions: (1) There are plenty of other

| programmers out there with a similar
philosophy who will never get the chance

| to prove themselves (in large markets)

| because there are too many manage-

| ment types with the 'short-playlist, no-
research, moneymaking-promotions-
only, any-jock can-do-it' mentality. And
(2) It's not necessarily bad not to get that

| chance.

By that last comment, I mean being in

| a smaller market can make you happy. I
know. This is is the largest market ['ve

| ever worked in, and if I never leave, it will
be okay. 1 know what I can do; I've proven
it, and 1 believe in myself...On top of that,
this is a great town to live in, and my

‘ family is happy here.

“So if I get the chance to program a
‘biggie, great. If not, 1"11 be happy here,
working with good people, trying to make
a good station better."

I salute Bill for knowing what most only
find out when they get to the "biggies"--

' that there is a lot to be said for beingina

| smaller market, which is one reason so

many people "make it big" and then

move back to a smaller market, often as

owner or manager. Of course, there is

something to be said for a larger market,

too, particularly the bigger bucks. But in

| radio, as in any facet of show business,

the bigger your paycheck, the more you

are expected to earn it with solid (and, all

too often, fast) results. Programmers in

| big markets frequently are forced to live

| and die by the next ratings book, which is
one reason | have been railing against
the statistical unreliability of Arbitron's

| results for two decades now.

Major-market success as a program-

| mer can make you a national figure, but,
as Bill suggests, it is dependent on

| working for a management which has

| sufficient confidence in you to let you
institute your "programming philosophy"!

] At a big-market broadcast property,
billings are more dependent upon small
changes in ratings, and the station's value
when sold varies enormously with small
ratings changes, so there is a tendency to

lean toward the tried and true, rather

55

than gamble with original thinking.

I don't think things are quite as bleak in
large markets as Bill indicates, but any
programmer moving from a smaller
market to a larger one certainly has to be
prepared to change his or her manner of
relating to management. First and
foremost, be conscious of that bottom line
I mentioned. Second, seek input on the
expected goals, and make sure everyone
is in agreement on them--and on what
can reasonably be expected and when--
because you will be evaluated as a
Program Director on how well you meet
those goals. Believe it or not, many
programmers go into large markets
assuming they were hired for what they've
done before—-on their abilities alone—and
are embittered when shortly afterward
they are fired for failing to meet goals
which management felt they should have
known, and which they never thought to
help establish.

Third, develop your "people skills,”
since you will be evaluated also on how
well you get along with your boss, the
people you are responsible for, and
others in positions of importance at the
station. This does not mean you need to
be as obsequious as Bill suggests, but it
does mean that if you are inclined to work
alone, issuing edicts from an ivory tower,
you are more likely to get away with it ina
smaller market than at a "biggie.”

While on the subject, I'd like to reiter-
ate that the only programmers who ever
got famous copying other people’s
winning ideas were those who caught on
very fast. Quite a few PDs became
legends by being the first in major
markets to copy the Gordon McLendon
concepts of Top 40 in the late '50s. A very
few pulled off the same trick by copying
Bill Drake, who himself incorporated into
his "Boss Radio” format elements
originated by Ron Jacobs, who competed
against him in Fresno, and later worked
for him.

But the exceptions prove the rule: The
successful innovator is the one who
emerges. That's why I stress the value of
being a "contrarian.” You seldom beat #1
by copying #1. But if you can come up
with a not-currently orthodox approach
that works, you can not only win, but your
competition can help you win, by messing
up their own successful formula in
reaction to your success. @
