Well the bad news is that Top 40 radio for
the most part, is unadventurous and boring.
The good news...that's the opinion of Los
Angeles Times music critic Robert Hilburn.
His recent diatribe against Top 40 music
programming entitled, "How To Put Rock
Back Into Top 40" was reprinted in the San
Francisco Chronicle last week. The lead
sentence asks, "Has Top 40 radio ever been
worse?" Hilburn answers with a definitive
no, pointing to safe passive music as turning
off "serious pop-rock fans.” He goes on to
list ten songs he feels should be exposed on
Top 40 radio, including GUNS 'N ROSES
(which someone should tell him is firmly
entrenched in the top ten right now). While
Mr. Hilburn is entitled to his musical tastes,
he really misses the boat when he argues
that Top 40 features "an increasing number
of records and artists with virtually no indivi:
dual personality or even a pretense of an
original point of view." No other format can
claim as many varied styles and balance as
Top 40. Why is it that Hilburn, and many of
his colleagues around the nation, detests
anything that smacks of commerciality?
Reading articles like this makes you wonder
how a responsible journalist can be so out of
touch. The comment to top ‘em all was the
following line: "The punk revolution of the
late '70's was, in part, a reaction to the
tendency of pop/rock programmers to shy
away from challenging or provocative music
in favor of bland, conservative sounds
aimed at attracting the widest possible
listenership.” THE WIDEST POSSIBLE
LISTENERSHIP! Just why does this
supposedly knowledgable observer of the
music scene figure Top 40 attracts all of
those listeners? Could it be because it's
giving people what they want? And it's
because Top 40 delivers such a huge and
diverse audience that virtually every rock
artist wants that elusive hit single. But it's
important we all remain vigilant, for when
critics like Robert Hilburn begin praising
Top 40 and the music it plays, it's likely
there's trouble's ahead.

PINPOINTING
THE PROBLEM

At the end of July I drove from Portland,
Oregon to Newport Beach, California to attend
the second "Adult Radio Conference.” En
route I heard much radio, some of it very good
and some of it pretty mediocre. 1 was parti-
cularly interested to get a cross-section of what
A/C stations are doing, since the latest figures
indicate that close to 1/4 of all radio stations
call themselves Adult Contemporary, and, as
usual, there was a great diversity of
approaches to the format.

I did hear some A /C stations that are pro-
bably in more trouble than they think. A/Cis
hard enough for us in the business to define;

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has a tendency to define music by what it
doesn't play, and it's practically impossible to
define a station that way to the listener.
Consequently we see the labels such as "lite,”
which are intended to convey the impression
of what the station doesn't play, but say itina
positive way.

The impulse to tune in the station is usually
based on the expectation of hearing more of
the programming heard in previous times. If
the station has a musically inconsistent image
to the listener there is less likelihood of future
tune-ins (and less positive reinforcement to
keep a listener listening longer when he or she
is tuned in). There may also be a problem with
the previous image of the station conflicting
with the image you are now trying to establish!

Reflecting on all this led me to devise a
questionnaire to help programmers and ma-
nagers determine on whether their station has
this sort of problem. This quiz would work with
any format, but should be particularly useful
in "grading” an A/C station. Here are the
questions. If you want to evaluate your own
station, fill out your answers on a separate
piece of paper. Be honest—this is for your own
information, or for devising a management
plan.

(1) What do people expect of your station,
based on its tradition in the marketplace? I
(2) What are you actually providing the

listener, and how are you positioning it?

(3) If someone turns on the radio, why
should they switch it on to your station?

(4) 1f someone is listening to your com-
petition, why should they tune over to your
station? (Think in the listeners’ terms!)

(5) What stations penetrating your market
lead in the major programming niches:

Top 40/CHR

AOR

A/C

News/Talk
__Country
Urban
Oldies
Classic Rock
__ (Other)

(6) 1f your station is AM, how are you taking
advantage of FM's weaknesses? How are you
responding to audience expectations of AM
music stations? (Note: The audience doesn't
expect AM to be a "talk” medium unless it's
taught to.)

"Grading” this little test should be pretty
obvious. The idea is to establish weaknesses
and strengths, both in your station and in the
competition.

However, if you like, you can send your tests
to me and I'll go over them. Results will be
kept confidential.

I hope you'll feel free to give me feedback,
both on the quiz and what you may have
gotten from it! Are there any questions you
think should be included or deleted? Letme
know if you're willing to have me print your
reactions here in the column.

ORGANIZATIONS

"Organizations are stupid. People who
work in them are smart.”

Does that comment make any sense to you?
Read it again, because I think it is an accurate
observation of many business firms today.
Have you ever asked yourself why the firm you
work for (assuming you're not part of the
senior management team) does so many
things that seem to make no sense and are
dearly, well, stupid? And if you are part of the
senior management team (or any team, for
that matter), have you ever asked why it takes
so long to get your ideas or directives accom-
plished, if at all? In fact, have you ever asked
why it takes so long to get anything done?

There are no villains in this story. The
answer to these questions is simple: Despite
the brainpower of people, organizations
themselves are not very bright. They are slow.
They are ponderous. They take ages to make
changes. They don't "get" the value of good
ideas quickly. These statements refer to 10
million dollar outfits as well as 10 billion dollar
ones, though I suppose a case could be made
that there's a direct correlation with size and
stupidity.

What makes organizations dumb? Well,
think about the firm that's encumbered with
layers of bureaucracy, masses of regulations,
rules steadily piled up one on top of another
over the years (many of which are long out of
date) and organizational cultures that reward
backstabbing politics and no-action "cover
your ass” decision-making.

How can such a firm be nimble and alert,
even with smart people in it? How can sucha
firm not confuse people? Itcan't. Sure, it may
even declare a "profit” annually, but think
about the cost-inefficiencies and lost oppor-
tunities as the firm lurches along drunkenly in
the marketplace. Some firms simply fail, as
well they should. Others are failing and don't
even know it. Observed a colleague of mine,
referring to some big, inefficient firms that are
a presence in the marketplace only because
they accumulated huge assets in the past:

know how much we hate all sports other than
hoops. We've done columns about how much
we detest football, revile baseball, can't
stomach boxing, sleep through golf, avoid
bowling and drive away from car racing. All of
this leads to the point of this venom spewing.
On August 10, 1988 the L.A. Times featured
front page coverage of the sport that is the
biggest joke of them all.

Wayne Gretsky, known to hockey afi-
cionados as "The Great One,” was traded from
one mayhem outfit (The Edmonton Oilers) to
another (The Los Angeles Kings). Canada
wisely unloaded the hotshot mugger and
dumped him right here in Hollywood.

Sports sections of L.A. papers have tra-
ditionally placed their hockey stories some-
where below lacrosse and greco-roman
wrestling.

One
time he noted with exasperation that:

"At EDS (Perot's prior business) if any of us
would see a snake, we'd kill it. AtGM, a
committee would be set up to study snakes.
Consultants would be called in and maybe a
year later you'd get some sort of decision about
what to do about the snake.”

Not long ago I saw a poster above a clerk's
desk, which I think offers another example of
how organizations can create "stupid” cultures
for otherwise bright people. The poster read:

Speaking of stupid cultures, I think a recent
cartoon also expressed it well. A manager is
addressing his subordinate: "You do have a
good idea, Smith, but around here we don't
use ideas just because they happen to be good
ones.

So, let's go back to the original point. Most
people are pretty smart. Most people have
some sense of creativity. Most people would
rather do a good job than a crummy one. But
imagine that these people are trapped within a
slow, overweight, ponderous entity we'll call an
“organization,” which stumbles along a path
welll call the "marketplace.” How can we get
this entity to be faster, brighter and more
attuned to the capacities of its "people-parts?”

THE SPICE OF LIFE TOO-KAZUMI
WATANABE (GAIA)

When it came to selecting a rhythm section
for his new album, Kazumi Watanbe didn't
mess around. He went straight for the best.
Grabbing Bill Bruford, Jeff Berlin and
keyboardist Peter Vettese, Kazumi zoomed
off to London to record Spice Of Life Too
with care. Kazumi knows how to balance out
the melody lead lines with raging electric
licks. Vettese then erects a supple backdrop
of synth textures, while Watanabe takes
ocassional trips to Venus and beyond. "We
The Planet” and the concluding "Men And
Angels" combine acoustic and electric
playing with pleasing but progressive
results. "Fu Bu Ki” funks things up a bit in a
transcendental way.

SPEED OF LIGHT-PETE BARDENS
(CINEMA /CAPITOL)

Pete Bardens extends his vision beyond last
year's debut. Though he experiments with
subtle vocals, on trax like "This Could Be
Paradise,” Barden's instrumental priorities
are seldom sacrificed. I would venture a
guess that the last album may have been
ahead of its time from a radio standpoint.
Speed Of Light seems a little more on
target. With pop radio now flirting with
"Gold," | see Adult Alternative ears checking
out "Paradise,” the opening "Westward Ho!"
and "Columbine” with its low key vocal. Nice
stuff.

101 NORTH (CAPITOL)

Produced by George Duke, 101 North (a
highway I cruise quite frequently) mixes Jazz
and Urban almost at the halfway mark. On
"Lady Of The Night," originally written by
Duke for Miles Davis, 101 North faithfully
retains its modern Miles flavor faithfully.
The band plays with a few international
ideas on "Africa” and "Sashimi." "So Easy"
and "Pillow Talk" are almost self-
explanatory. Duke and the band take
special care not to overfill the trax with
synthesized ideas. [ feel the holes left in the
sound are important. 101 North's music is
uncluttered and groove oriented. Note:
Wayne Shorter's name is misspelled on the
inner sleeve notes.

BACK OF MY MIND-CHRISTOPHER
CROSS (REPRISE)

Christopher Cross is back with sidekick/
producer Michael Omartian. With aimost

a latter day Beach Boys' flavor, Cross stacks
his vocals (especially on side two) with
enough synthesized instrumentation that it
may find its way onto Adult Alternative
airwaves. If you find that vocals are a
necessary daytime ingredient, why not try a

familiar voice? "She Told Me So" and
"Never Stop Believing” arc up and jumping.
"Just One Look™ Alibi" are the two album's
softer moments.

CRUISIN' THE 'BIRD-BOBBY
HUTCHERSON (LANDMARK

I confess to spending last New Year's Eve
watching Bobby Hutcherson play with a
special group of Jazz All Stars that included
Harold Land and Cedar Walton. For
having such a delicate sound, I was amazed
at how hard Hutcherson seemed to hit the
vibes. The inner dictionary of riffs he carries
in his head must be massive. After
twenty-five years on the trail, Hutcherson is
still youthful and plays with fury and
attitude. Some of the fast runs on "All Or
Nothing At All" are absolutely death
defying. I also enjoyed the edge and
intensity of "Imminent Treasures." In case
you were wondering about the "Bird" image,
this time it's a reference to Hutcherson's
prized 1964 T-Bird, though I'm sure that
when he's cruising, the other "Bird" may
occasionally sneak into the picture.

YARDBIRD SUITE - ERANK MORGAN
(CONTEMPORARY)

Bebop lives! Hot on the heels of his
collaboration with McCoy Tyner, Frank
Morgan releases a six track tribute to the
original Yardbird himself, Charlie Parker.
Morgan, also an alto player, was an actual
acquaintance of Parker, and like original
Contemporary saxman Art Pepper, also
spent some time in the San Quentin
bighouse. The rhythm section here—Ron
Carter and Al Foster--are Miles alumni.
Pianist Mulgrew Miller even sneaks in a
few chords from Milestones' "Miles" halfway
through "Scrapple From The Apple.” The
entire session happened direct to digital in
two days last January. More proof that Jazz
continues to celebrate its roots.

TRILLIUM - ROB PRESTER
(ANTILLES/ISLLAND)

This fusion flavored set was co-produced by
pianist Prester and drummer Roland
Vazquez, who has spent his fair share of
time on the Jazz/AA charts lately. "Cyborg,”
the album'’s opener, is a light fusion romp
with the main theme juggled by guitar and
sax. All in all, Trillium will soar only within
the confines of its straight-into-the-board
sonics and the tracks that work best are
those with an extra dab of percussion. Also
check out "Trillium" and "La Cumbre Pass."

NEVER TOO LATE - JAY AZZOLINA
(ANTILLES/ISLAND)

There are many AA followers out there who
swear that the guitar is the main emphasis
instrument of this format. If you agree,
Azzolina's album is worth your while. Just a
tad rougher than Rob Prester's Trillium, this
set was produced by Teo Macero—the man
who sat behind the dials with Miles. Don't
want to sound lazy, but each side-opener,
"Three Finger Slice” and "Jilly's Bounce,"
shows the most dexterity and imagination.
UNIVERSAL LANGUAGE - BILLY JOE
WALKER. JR. (MCA MASTER SERIES)
Billy Joe Walker, Jr. is this week's AA Most
Added. Plucking with Waylon , Kenny
Rogers and Hank Jr. can sure pay the bills,
but Universal Language is BJW on a much
higher level of the Nashville skyline. And
UL represents total guitar versatility. The
first track, "l Can Fly," is a electric ditty
slightly reminiscent of Mahavishnu's Birds
Of Fire era. It's followed by the acoustic
"Quiet In The Night,” and then "Roberto," a

KICK 'N OFF - SCOTT KREITZER
(CEXTON)

|Harvie Swartz plays one of those chopped-
up upright basses, similar to the one that
Sting popularized in his later Police gigs.
But he admits that playing bass is secondary
in his mind to being a composer and a
bandleader. Here we have two projects—one
being Harvey's latest LP, It's About Time,
and the other with Swartz as sideman for
Kick ‘N Off, an album by 23 year old Scott
Kreitzer who has previously played sax with
Chuck Mangione, Ira Sullivan and Blood
Sweat and Tears.

| can remember checking Folkways records out of the
library. In fact, never in my life have | heard a Folkways
record that didn't pop and crackle, scarred by Lord
knows what kind of torture machines people played
those records on. Still, the music was always alive.
Featured on this tribute to the Folkways legacy are
contemporary artists like Bob Dylan (who recorded
on Folkways under the name of Blind Boy Grunt), U2,
Bruce Springsteen, John Mellencamp and a
rave-up between Little Richard and Fishbone. As for
the tributees, a case can be built that Woody Guthrie
first forged the rambling radical rock n roll attitude.
Before there was Michelob, folk and rock n roll were
thought of as the forces which helped music
counteract the realities of war, racism and other eager
principles. The songs, as evidenced by these special
editions, show that both Guthrie and Leadbelly
addressed issues that are relevant today, especially
the rights of the worker and the plight of the
homeless.

TAKING IT HOME-BUCKWHEAT ZYDECO

This time around Buckwheat seems more
comfortable straddling the rock n roll and zydeco
connections. Most of the alterations and adjustments
have been in the addition of more production edge. But
don't worry. The charm of the last LP hasn't been
tampered with. While Eric Clapton puts in a powerful
guest solo shot on his "Why Does Love Got To Be So
Sad," the remaining back-up support comes from
Buckwheat's own lls Sont Partis Band. Buckwheat
holds up his end of the show as well, cranking out ten
hot ones creole-style.

AND THE NEWS (CHRYSALIS)

Huey Lewis takes the gem song off his new album,
combining both parts into an extended seven minute
extravaganza. I'd rate this as one of the News' very
best.

While "I Have Faith® is the album'’s shining
airplay moment, wait until you hear the mood spread o
the entire album.

Let it be known that there is no Grace Pool in this
band. Elly Brown is the lead vocalist of this quality
quintet. "Awake With The Rain" is awash with water
images. There's also an upbeat cover of Blue Nile's
"Stay." Producer Steve Nye accomplishes quite a lot
with this band, uniting their efforts with a punchy but
breezey sound. Alternative stations (as well as adult
listeners) may find this one a cool, refreshing shift.

‘EDGE OF A BROKEN HEART"-VIXEN
{EMI-MANHATTAN)

Controlled hard rock like this has been airplay
friendly--especially on the Top Forty airwaves.
Richard Marx debuts as an outside producer,
glossing up the audio portion of the show. Needless to
say, this female foursome is quite visual. All that
blonde hair, leather and lingerie hits below the bett,
making a strong pop statement. But it's the strong
chorus that will win radio approval.

PS: | think it all has to do with age. Each generation
eventually has to toke over the planet. You're a kid for
s long, then you realize that people running for political
office are the same oge as you. Or else you're twice as
old as the baseball players. (lughs) You must realize
that the planet will soon be in our hands. I'm not saying
that we have to grow up, that the fun's over, but we do
have to reclign ourselves and reaccess and toke
responsibility. It's our duty. Times are legifimately geffing
tougher and tougher. As you said, we are not only
suffering from all the different things, but we have an
overlay of media that tends fo de-sensitize us while we're
experiencing these hord fimes. We're bombarded. it used
to be a tremendous shock to see someone shot on
television. These days it's a ot like watching the world
soap opera. But confrary fo all of that, it's o great

planet and I'm happy to be on it.

KZ: | notice that you try to reflect that
optimism in your music.

PS: Even though | feel @ lot of somows and concerns, I'm
extremely happy; | have really great kids; ¥'m re-seeing

the world through their eyes; I'm happy with the work that

Fred and | are doing.

KZ: This is a very quiet album for Patti Smith.
PS: | think it reflects a certain period. It wasn't
intentionally so. After Fred and | wrote many many
songs, and just as we were about to record,  found out
that | was pregnont again. So | did the album in various
sfoges. Intensity is relafive. People have noticed the slow
and quieter aspects, but if you look through our past
albums, it wasn't unusual for us fo play all kinds of
music. | love all kinds of music, always have. Hence, |
don't feel ANYTHING is parficularly odd or
uncharacteristic. For instance, “The Jackson Song" is a
very slow song-a lullabye. It was a very difficult song to
do. It took a lot of physical concentration. Physically, it
was a difficult song because of the emotion and the key it
is in. Doing “The Jockson Song" was as intense an
experience os cutfing any other song on the record. "Up
There Down There" was fun. A lot of people say that that
is my most infense song, but "Up There Down There" was
only a few moments of abandon. | love that song. We
cut it very quickly. So when | think of infensity, "The
Jackson Song” was the more intense experience. We
worked hard on the whole record. It was done with a lot
of care. | feel good about it from beginning to end. There
isn't a moment or song on the record where we just filled
up an empty slot. It was pieced together thoughtfully. Still
it's just one piece of work. Fred can write any kind of
song. In another year, we might do something different.
Three years ago we may have approached this record
differently.

KZ: So the lay-off has been quite productive.
PS: Yes, very much so. Fred and | had some very
inferesfing travels before we had the kids. We went fo
French Guiana and Surinom and studied that area
extensively. We wrote a lot and took a-lot of
phofographs. I've written several different pieces. During
this creative period, | spent most of my time developing
my araft as o writer. | spent most of my time extending
my knowledge os a prose writer. Almost everything I've
written in the last eight or nine years has been prose.
Actually, | finished my first novel.

KZ: Just looking at the sleeve, every spare
inch is crammed with poetry and verse, not

counting the lyrics.

PS: 1 used fo struggle for weeks fo write one piece. Now
I've learned to articulate myself faster and with much more
satisfaction. [t's been wonderful. | love fo study. I've
studied whole areas of art history-things I've wanted to
study for years. Plus, I've been trying to develop
musically in areas of social awareness. It's been a very
heightened fime for me. | think it's funny to hear people
say that | refired. | don't believe arfists refire. Did
Gauguin refire? That's a funny concept. Unless you
complefely give up art, it doesn't matter what your
lifestyle is. Certainly the healthier your lifestyle is, the
longer you produce. But | had to relearn a lot of things.
My lifestyle has changed drasfically. | have a lot of
responsibility. Children are very time consuming. You're
on-call twenty-four hours. So | had to rethink my
processes and it's been great. Fred and | spend many
hours discussing and delving, exchanging ideas.

KZ: Over the years I've often wondered what
and how you were doing. Now we know
you're alive and kicking.

PS: We are happy and healthy. We haven't been insular

here. We've been concemed with what's been happening.
Alot of the album reflects that. The ideas on this album
aren't just advocating an idealistic dreamworld. We want
people to know that we feel the same reality and the
same reflection of hope. Work is important. You work to
create space for yourself and for other people. It seems
that people work for two reasons. First is the basic

need; you have o creative urge and it becomes essential.
But you also work to communicate with others. | don't
think there's anything wrong with communicafing o fittle
hope and vision. Peaple get enough of everything else.
The individual still has power. Even though we can feel
overwhelmed by all the different factions, the one that
can't be permeated is the will. The will represents the
ability and the vision of the individual. @

PATTI SMITH'S BOOK SHELF

A FEW STRAY LITERARY RECOMMENDATIONS

All through her career, Patti Smith has always
drawn inspiration from a rich source of poets
and prose writers. We asked her to spontane-
ously submit a list of those writers she consid-
ers essential and to comment on each.

ARTHUR RIMBAUD

“If you're looking for French poetry, one can't go wrong
witz any Wallace Fowlie translations. Many times you
can look at the translator and get a good piece of

work. All through the years | would recommend Arthur
Rimbaud's llluminations. They are intelligent and filled
with clarity and vision. For younger peopﬁe, Season In
Hell is still fontastic. Rimbaud addresses a ot of high
adolescent concerns.”

RILKE AND RUMI

"For people who are older, entering a different plane, |
recommend Rilke. He writes beautiful German poetry.
Choose any of his work. Another one of my favorite
poets is Rumi, a Persian poet. The best translator of

Rumi is Arberry. These are all paperbacks. Look for
them in the poetry section. If you look for the spiritual
poems of Rumi, you'll find almos? one hundred works.
They're like prose pieces.”

THE OLD AND NEW TESTAMENT

"I still prefer what one could probably call “spiritually
stoned” works. | have found that you can read a ot of
the Old and New Testament and be satisfied with the
poetry in the book Revelations, for instance. That's filled
with poetry. | found a book of interviews with (film-
maker Pier Poalo) Pasolini o be very beneficial. He
said some very interesting things. In fact, | revamped o
lot of my ideas about the New Testament and Christ
because Pasolini viewed the whole era as a very
revolutionary time. Pasolini viewed Christ as a very
intelligent man who had a fantastic grip on the future
and was able fo bind many people together.”

WILLIAM BURROUGHS

“There is a newly released piece by William Burroughs
called The Western Land. It's very beaufiful.”

DIEGO RIVERA

"Actually I've been reading pretty obscure works these
days. While writing the music for this album, especially
"People Have The Power,” | got a lot of inspirafion from
the writings of Diego Rivera. He was a Mexican muralist
whose works are pretty well known. We did a fittle

music video and his paintings are all through it. He wos
quite revolutionary and wrote some beuuti?ully articulate
works. Read his biography, which is very inferesfing.
Also his manifestos are very timely in terms of unity.”

MUSIC AND LITERATURE

"I'm really a creature of habit. | find myself still loving
the same books | loved twenty years ago. Ask me my
favorite rock n roll and I'll fell you | stﬁl like Jimi Hen-
drix. That's typical of the way | am. I'm always delving
into new things, but in terms of old favorites, | still like
the old guys. When it comes to poetry, I'm still a sucker
for anything French and anything from the turn of the
century.”

FOLKWAYS: A VISION SHARED -

A TRIBUTE TO WOODY GUTHRIE

AND LEADBELLY (COLUMBIA)

Talk about your homeless...Where does
something this special get played on late
eighties radio? Under the guidance of
Moses Asch, Folkways Records captured
the musical spirit of a rural and ghetto
America, telling human stories which
became the roots music of rhythm & blues
and popular folk music. Woody Guthrie
and Leadbelly (Huddie Ledbetter) chron-
icled the crushing of the grapes of wrath,
the blighting of the natural harvest of
human potential, and the gardens of stone,
often in the disguise of almost frivolous
pickin’ and grinnin'. It was this kind of
music which first reached and raised the
consciousness of those wealthy enough to
own a phonograph. This package of Guthrie

]

and Leadbelly songs is made special by the
faithful performances of superstars who've
all demonstrated, even prior to this project,
a fondness for Americana and its musical
heritage. Highlights for me include ROCK
ISLAND LINE by Fishbone and Little
Richard, PRETTY BOY FLOYD by Bob
Dylan, VIGILANTE MAN by Bruce Spring-
steen, HOBO'S LULLABY by Emmylou
Harris and PHILADELPHIA LAWYER

by Willie Nelson. This set was lovingly
recorded and compiled to benefit the
Folkways Collection of Washington D.C's
Smithsonian Institution. The need to pre-
serve America's musical heritage needs to
begin with the rare and precious generation
of music from the likes of Mr. Guthrie and
Mr. Ledbetter. It's a worthy start deserving
the patronage of American radio which
owes an unpayable debt to those who
inspired the music that began it all.
