DIARY DIFFERENCES:
HOW IT'S DONE
ELSEWHERE

he Arbitrondiary is, for most broadcast

ers in over 260 markets, the Bible.

But is there another, perhaps better,
diary technique? My consulting in other na-
tions has allowed me to see other ratings
systems, and say “maybe so.”

And, if vou look to how other nations sur-
vey their radio listening using diaries, you'd
have to say there are differences when com-
pared to the latest version of Arbitron’s re-
search tool. Let’s look at different diaries,
from Canada and Australia for example, and
see how it’s done elsewhere. Maybe there’s a
lesson for us.

SOME SIMILARITIES

What we’ve done to give you an idea of the
similarities/differences between diary ap-
proaches is to picture a typical "Thursday”
page from Arbitron, the Canadian BBM (Bu-
reau of Broadcast Measurement), and
Australia’s McNair Anderson diary. You
mightnoticeright away some differences, but
let’s focus first on the similarities:

*Diarvkeepers in all these cases keep their
booklet for one week

*Each person in the household above a
certain age gets their own diary

Basically, each approach relies on the indi-
vidual to somehow keep track of their listen-
ing and record it, hopefully on a current, or at
least a daily basis.

DRAMATIC DIFFERENCES

While therearesomesimilarities, evenanon-
expert can spot some notable nuances that
show howeach firm differsin their technique.
Some of the differences are not apparent just
from viewing the diary pages, so here’s a
sampler:

* Arbitron surveys for 12 weeks, McNair
Anderson for either 6 or 8; BBM surveys three
weeks out of a six-week window, without
telling stations whicl three weeks are being
counted.

¢ Arbitron and BBM give a station credit for
a quarter-hour if the person listens to one
station for at least five minutes; in the Aussie
system, a station must garner at least 8 min-
utes within a 15-minute block in order to get
credit for that quarter-hour (imagine how
such a rule would affect U.S. programmers).

*As you may be able to see from our ex-
amples pictured, both the Canadian and
Aussie diaries are what's called “closed-
ended,” namely meaning that they show 15-
minuteblocks throughout thebroadcastday—

whereas the Arbitron page is “open ended,”
meaning the diarvkeeper has to supply the
listening times. Thisisa most dramatic differ-
ence we'll delve into a little later.

*There’s less attention paid in the interna-
tional diaries to locations of listening.

eFinally, the bottom ages of respondents
differs. Arbitron surveys no one under the
age of 12. BBM goes as young as 7; McNair
surveys those aged 10 and above.
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McNair Anderson (Australia)

SUPPLY QUARTER-HOURS/STATIONS?

Perhaps the most dramatic difference is the
closed-ended layout, wherein the quarter-
hours (and, in the case of the Aussie version,
the stations shown at the top) are supplied on
each page. All the diarykeeper has to do is
check off the time block in which they heard a
station for the minimum amount of time (8
minutes in Australia, 5 here and in Canada)
and the station gets credit for that 15-minute
period. No trying torecall when the listening
was done, as in the current Arbitron layout
where the diarykeeper luas to supply not only
thestation, but also the timeframe listened. And
as you'll note in the Aussie version, it's even
easier, since stations are supplied too. Just
check off the time/station tuned to. Maybe
that’s one reason McNair has a much better
response rate than Arbitron, getting back
many more usable diaries.

Given the number of stations in some of our
markets, prelisting the stations on each diary
pagemay notbe practical—butmaybethere’s
a kernel of an idea there.

Bottom line is that while since the mid-'60s
the seven-day Arbitron diary has been the
route to ratings success, there may be ap-
proaches tried in other nations that might be
implemented here.

/ SCTONNIOERN, . SUCCESS STORY

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ast October, Mercury Records was about to release the first

single from their newly-signed group The Kentucky Headhunt-

ers, and there weren't too many people in Nashville—or any-
where else in Country Music for that matter—who were betting on their

success. They didn't sound Country, they certainly didn't look Country—

the name of the band didn’t even sound Country. Now, one year later,
The Kentucky Headhunters are undeniably the surprise success story of
the year. Their debut album Pickin' On Nashville has been one of the
biggest selling Country albums of the past year, and has already
produced three hit singles. The band spent the summer with Hank
Williams Jr. on one of the season’s most successful concert tours. Last
April they picked up an ACM award for Best New Group and are
nominated for four awards at Monday night's Country Music Associa-

tion Awards.

ho would've guessed it? Not the Headhunters, that's for sure.

As Richard Young puts it, “There’s no reason on God's green

earth that this should have worked.” When brothers Richard
and Fred Young and their cousin Greg Martin teamed up with brothers
Ricky and Doug Phelps, their goal was to make the best music possible,
have a lot of fun and hopefully "get a little money out of the deal too.”
While they've certainly succeeded on all counts, it doesn'’t appear to
have changed their lifestyles very much. Richard's biggest purchase in
the past year has been his first car (a Nissan Stanza) and he laughs at
the thought of buying a luxury car. Obviocusly, Headhunter mania

hasn't gone to their heads.

LISA SMITH: How did you
meet?

RICHARD YOUNG: Greg,
Fred and | played together
starting in 1968. Greg's
our cousin, but we'd never
met each other. A guy
named Larry Sutherland
said, “You know, this guy
who's kin to you plays a
good guitar.” So he set up
a meeting with us, and
Greg came over the hill
with a guitar like Ron
Wood of the Rolling Stones
would play. We thought
that was cool. The four of
us {Richard, Fred, Greg,
and another cousin, Andy
Kenny) played together
from 1969 il 1981. It was
a good band but eventually
we ran out of steam. We
did it and did it and didn't
get record deals affer
coming so close. Finally
one day we just said, "We
can’t do this anymore.” We
had to have a reliable

source of income.
LS: You then started

working in Nashville...
RY: Being an hour and a
half or so away, the most
logical thing to do was go
down there and find work.
Our band had played all
over the country, but we
had never played in
Nashville. During that time
none of us moved fo
Nashville, we just com-
muted from Kentucky.
About late 1985 we started
getting the itch to play
together again. Andy
decided not to come back
with us so Greg suggested
we use Doug who fit in
really well. He’d never
played in a real band and
he worked at it diligently.
We worked hard over the
next six months and turned
into a real good band.
Everybody said we
sounded like Savoy Brown
or Foghat. About six
months lafer Ricky joined
the band. Ricky had that
tool, that voice—that
hillbilly preaching voice, |
call it. When he came into
the band, we had a ool to
broaden our music with.
LS. You started to jell...

| think what made this band
click so fast—aside from
Ricky joining us—was that
there was something there
between Doug and Ricky
who had never gotten to
play together and always
wanted to. | think Fred,
Greg and | had a good
band before and now, all
of a sudden, we saw this
stuff transform right before
our very eyes. The band
went from two sets of
brothers and a cousin to
five brothers.

LS: At what point did you
decide to go in a Country
direction?

RY: We didn't decide to be
Country, rock 'n’ roll,
bluegrass... We just got
together and played.
Whatever happened,
happened. {Mercury’s)
Harold {Shedd) decided
what we were going fo be.
He just said, “Sign here”
and we did, so | guess that
made us a Country band.
(laughs)

LS: Why do you think you

worked so well as o
Country band?

RY: You tell me. We don't
know. There is no reason
on God's green earth that
this should have worked,
and you know that as well
as | do. But it did, and
that's the magic.

LS: How was touring with
Hank Jr.?

RY: That was a tour made
in heaven. On the first
night we were a litle
nervous because we'd
never played in front of
18,000 people. Hank came
to the soundcheck that
afternoon and we started
talking. By the time the first
week was over we were gl
eating dinner together. Our
crew and their crew were
working like a machine.
We became just one big
family.

LS: Do you think you'll
tour with Hank again?

RY: | don’t know. He
walked off the stage and
said, “I'll see you guys next
year.” He lent Greg an
$8,000 guitar to play all
summer. Greg took it hore
every week and took care
of it. The last night Hank
looked at Greg and said,
"Take care of my guitar,
man.” About two weeks
ago, | was up at the house
and the phone rang and it
was Hank. He calls me up
now and we talk for hours.
We've become good
friends. Behind Hank's dark
glasses and black clothes is
a real soft heart.

LS: How much control do
you have of your videos?
RY: We've been awfully
instrumental in the making
of our videos, and in
promoting our records. A
lot of performers don’t
want to get involved in
those things, but we've gct
to keep our fingers in the
pie. That's what it took to
break the Headhunters.

LS: What do you think the
Country industry can learn
from your success?

RY: They need to take
advantage of the door we
opened and find somethirg
else just as unique. It's out

MAKING YOUR
NEWS
AN AUDIENCE DRAW

n the last couple of columns we’ve dis-

cussed ways of making news your “secret

weapon” on a music station—adding to
your cume without tuning out your regular
listeners. We've discussed ways of rooting
out the important and interesting local/re-
gional news stories that keep the news inter-
esting for your regular listeners, and talked
about how to make your newsperson(s) far
more productive.

Now comes packaging—presenting the
news to enhance the desired listener percep-
| tionof your station as the one they can rely on
for news as it happens.

We've already covered the desirability of
having a newscast iz all hours, with the length
varying depending on the audience’s per-
ceived need for news by the audience. Omit-
ting news in some hours torpedoes the
listener's expectation that they can count on
you for news; even your own listeners will
tune elsewhere when they need the news.

1 suggest you consider adding more pro-
duction to your newscasts—a sounder at the
start and between specific sections—to in-
crease the profile of your newscast although
some programmers will not feel comfortable
doing this. The listeners will perceive what
you're doing in news more, if you do though.

Next, and vervimportant, newsstories need
to be sejqueiiced to enhance the local/regional
advantage. Many stations will sequence sto-
ries to alternate between local and national/
| international news, blurring any perception
of local news leadership, even if there’s lots of
local content. Sequence the stories from local
to regional to national/international, with all
national/international stories short (unless
events dictate otherwise) to devote most at-
tention to your region. As an escape valve to
permit prominence to important national and
international developments, consider open-
ing the news with alead story that can be from
anywhere, playing your spot and then ob-
serving the above sequence rigidly in the
portion of the news that follows.

And I'll take it one step further with a con-
cept of my own which [ have not heard used
by others, althoughit’s perfectly possible oth-
ers have developed it independently.

Radio’s greatest strength in news is its im-
mediacy. Listeners have been sold a bill of
goods by TV that TV can do the best job on

news coverage; public opinion polls usually
place TV and newspapers ahead of radio as a
preferred source for news, but radio is the
universally perceived leader in being first with
the news—and people will keep track of
breaking events using radio.

That being the case, it's astonishing to me
that radio has not structured its news to en-
hance this perceived strength. Specifically,
using the newscast structure just suggested,
why not require that the lead story always be
“here’s what's new this hour?” Either a fresh
story (from anywhere in the world, but pref-
erably from the station’s locality or region, if
there’s a choice), or an update of a previous
important story—never a story that is essen-
tially unchanged from an earlier newscast.

If the news opening line presents that story
as something “new this hour” every hour, you
not only accent your news leadership image,
but you give the listener a very strong reason
to keep tuning back to hear future newscasts
on your station—they’ll always miss some-
thing if they don’t! But it's essential that last
hour's lead story appears someplace, in se-

quence, in the body of the next newscast or |

two, so that there is a sense of continuity and
evolution to the news.

Probably one reason why stations have been
afraid to try this technique is the fear that
nothing will be “new” next hour. With news
gathering techniques discussed in previous
columns, there’s a good chance that in many
hours your own newsperson(s) will be gen-
erating “what’s new this hour” locally, but
believe it or not, it's actually possible to use
this powerful news concept with no
newspecple on the staff—just by making
creative use of a good news wire service. And
inmany years of seeing the output of both UPI
and AP inmany markets, | have tosay that AP
stillseems farsuperiorto UPlin news coverage,
local to worldwide, both in quantity and
quality of stories. If you have never compared
the two services, [ do suggest arranging a
side-by-side test to judge yourself.

Have those who pull the wire to compose
the news not only observe the sequencing
mentioned earlier in putting the news together
and saving regional stories for continuing use
in the body of the news, but specifically watch
the wire each hour for the story they will be
using as their “new this hour” item. If thereis
nobrand new story, then watch for significant
updates on continuing stories. ['ve imple-
mented this approach with great success on
stations with little or no news staff—stations
that built a news reputation exceeding that of
competitors with substantial news staffs.

The packaging is at least as important as the
content in molding public perception about radio
stations—and the expectations that motivate
tune-in are based on listeners’ perceptions
thatinturnarebased on what they’ ve observed
the station doing consistently! A postscript
for programmers on this subject next week. 4

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Kevin Welch, one ofthe new
stable of literate Country songwriters,
is not exactly new. He's not o hat act
and he's not a headhunter. He loves
what Travis Tritt is deing, but doesn’t
feel comfortable in leather pants. He
might tell you that he's trying fo
recreate the feeling and spark of
classic country music without re-
hashing the sound. But then again,
he might not. He probably will just
tell you he's writing what he feels is
true, all the while turning up the amp
and turning out the house.

Oklahoma-born Welch
first went out on the road as a teen-
ager with the band Blue Rose Cafe.
He lived the rock n’ roll lifestyle for
the next few years, touring non-stop.
“| had been on the road steady for
about four years, which was fine for
a kid to do,” he laughs, “but when |
got to be about twenty-one | started
thinking about what it would be like
when | was fifty. 1 could tell | wasn't
going to be wanting to do that when
| was fifty, and | started thinking in
terms of songwriting.” So Welch
moved to Nashville in 1978, to try to
make his living at it. This was at the
height of the Urban Cowboy days,

and Welch
didn't

have

much luck with his honest sengwriting
style. He kept his spirits up by hanging
outand writing with other struggling
songwriters, the likes of Don Schlitz,
John Scott Sherrill and Martin Parker
{now of Billy Hill), Mark Germino
and Steve Earle. "We were dll
sunken-cheeked and hungryas hell,”
Welch remembers, “but we fed off
each other. We were writing so that
when we got to the writer’s nights
we’d have something fo show every-
body, and in a pinch | always had
that fo keep me going.” After trying
unsuccessfully to fit some sort of
Nashville Songwriting Formula,
Welch says he finally decided to sit
down and write one “strictly for my-
self.” That song, “Everyone Gets
Crazy” was recorded by one of
Welch's heroes, Roger Miller. Kevin
began co-writing with others he had

Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, the Judds,
Dan Seals and Gary Morris.

Things were going fine, but
Welch couldn’t help but think about
histwilight years again. “Once again
| started thinking, “you know, when
I'm fifty, do | want to be doing this
every day? Do | wantto be coming in
and seeing who's looking for songs,
and who's cutting?’ | realized that
the answer was ‘no,” that | wanted to
broaden things a bit.” Welch's de-
but album is the result. It's full of
Welch's descriptive songs, from the
character songs “Hello I'm Gone”
and “Some Kind Of Paradise,” to the
simple, honest love songs “Prayin’
For Rain” and "I Came Straight to
You.”

In J.D. Salinger’s Catcher
In The Rye, protagonist Holden
Caulfield said that he likes a book

that—after you finish it—you want to
call the author on the phone and be
his friend. Welch has created songs
that make you want to call up the
characters and be their friends. In
“Hello I'm Gone” the heroine is so
real you find yourself not only liking
her, but worrying about her future.
Welch laughs and admits the song
has the same effect on him. “I found
myself worrying about her a litfle bit
the first few times | played the song.
That woman reached a point where
she was either gonna give in or she
was gonna brave it. I'd get to that
point in the song and inside I'd be
ofraid that she was going to give in,
even though | knew what the lyric
was. | always found myself being
really proud of her when she tells him
that she’s not coming back.”

“| like my lyric to be as conver-
sational as possible,” he continues.
“Sometimes | tend ‘to get sort of
poetic and dreamy and all that
bullshit, and it's a fault of mine.
When | write character songs, |

have to stop and think, "What would
this guy do? There's no way this guy
would say this.’ You try to stay true to
the character. Although sometimes
the characters come fully formed, as
in "Hello ' m Gone.’ Also ‘Some Kind
Of Paradise.’ That song was visited
on me—it was fike the pencil was
moving my hand.”

"Some Kind Of Paradise”
describes a man who lived always
reaching one step further, finally tak-
ing his own life. The song is a
justification of his suicide—definitely
notyour average Country radiofare.
Was Welch’s record label inclined
to shy away from such a song? ‘I
think the people at Warner Bros.
were intrigued by the song. The
people there love music, but at the
same time they’re there to do a job.
Nobody has ever suggested that we
try to getit played on Country radio,”
he admits.

Welch not only shunned
studio musicians in favor of using his
own band the Overtones, he also
chose to record the album live, giv-
ing itan immediacy that is missing in
a lot of studio productions. “When
you cut live,” Welch says, "there’s
blood all over the tracks. There's
crashes and bangs, all kinds of re-
alness all over the record. These
days, we've slid into technical ways
of recording, where everything is
real compressed and machined and
perfect, which has nothing to do with
what Country music’s all about, be-
cause there's no fire.”

A lothasbeen made lately about
Nashville’s “new aftitude,” and it's
easy to make a point that the success
of Welch and others like him is due
to this openness to different styles.
Welch, who came to Nashville when
itwas mired in sugary, pop-Country,
has been around long enough fo see
the city and the industry go through
changes. Are things really more
creative now, or is it just one more
Music Row illusion? "Nashville is
getting cooler all the time,” Welch
says without hesitafion. “Maybe |
just say that because it suits me better
now—because the people that came
to town when | came to town have all
been here long enough so that we're
the ones that are sefting the pace.
And eventually they’ll kill us off and
the next batch will come up and do
battle. It's a cyclical fown.” With
folks like Welch continually pushing
the limits of Country songwriting, we
can be confident thatthe new regime
will reign for years to come. ®

there, believe me. Now's
the time to find something
else new. We made it cool
fo be crazy. People want to
hear this stuff. So Country
should find something
else—not another Head-
hunters—find something
else that's just as off-the-
wall, and educate Country
music, because that's the
only way Country music is
going to grow.

LS: Who are your fans?
RY: When we first started
touring, it was really
heavy—we'd walk into
those Country bars and
have to win people over.
There'd be these old guys
with their hats and boots
sitting out there with their
wives, and we were
scared. But we won them
over. Our audience went
from that to kids. I'd say
70 percent of our
audience is under 25, and
half of that is under 21.
This is a kids’ band. But,
on the other hand, there’s
just as many of those devils
with their wives out there
listening too.

LS: I'll bet that makes you
feel good.

RY: To be accepted by
every age group is an
award right there. But the
little kids mean the most to
us. You can fool people our
age a little bit, and you can
fool the old people, but
kids from 2 to 15 years
old—if they don’t like you,
you may as well hang it up
because they’re the future
of whatever kind of music
you're playing. I'll tell you
a little story. “Dumas
Walker” was a very big
song with the kids. There's
a place up in Kentucky
called Campbellsville.
There was a two-year-old
little girl up there who was
dying from cancer. The
only thing that she would
smile or react to before she
died was "Dumas Walker.”
Isn’t that weird? So they
played it at the funeral.
There's another story about
a little girl who had never
walked a step, and she
learned to walk by listening
to “Walk Softly.” So if we

That's why we all hold it so
dear, I'm no religious freak
by any means, but | think
this band has brought us all
closer to God.

LS: You’re keeping busy,
aren’t you?

It's what makes
us tick. There was a period
time back at the end of
summer where we were
playing seven days a week
and got totally exhausted.
We fried not to do any
interviews during that fime.
We've decided that next
year we're only going to
play about a hundred
shows. We're 35 years old.
When we were 21 we
could have done all this

got in it one night, drove
over to J.D.’s house, pulled
it up in the front yard, got
out and said, “Here’s you a
bus” and walked away.
J.D. eventually sold it to
someone else and we got it
from them. What's funny
though is we've got this guy
who works for us, Big
Dave, who's real supersti-
tious. He can’t sleep on a
bunk because he weighs
295, so he'd sleep back on
the star bed—back on the
big bed in the back room,
where Elvis’ stayed. Fred's
always teasing him, and
one day he said "Dave, |
wouldn’t sleep back there
anymore. The other night |
saw Elvis standing over you
smoking a cigar.” For two
nights after that Big Dave
wouldn’t sleep back there.
We finally told him we
were kidding.

LS: Do you think you'll win
at the CMA awards?

RY: The competition’s stiff. |
feel like brother Garth is
going o clean the plow.

LS: Do you live in Nash-
ville now?

RY: No, and we never will.
We'll always live up there
on the farm. It's about eight
miles outside of Glasgow in
Wisdom, Kentucky.

That store building is at a
crossroads, and my house
sits right beside it. My
grandma and grandpa ran
that grocery store there in
town. They started it in
1921.

LS: Your grandmother
gave you “the practice
house.”

RY: Yes. We've been
playing there since 1968,
She owned a farm and my
father talked her into
buying the one next to it.
Instead of leasing out the
farm on that property, she
let us use it to practice in.
We ripped all the wallpa-
per off the walls and made
it bare wood paneling.

LS: So it's a special place
for you?

RY: When we were in high
school we'd rehearse there
every Friday night if we
didn’t have a gig. We
didn’t go to football games
ourselves, and after the
games the jocks didn't
come around, but the
cheerleaders did! {laughs)
But then it cought on and
everyone started coming. It
became a weekend thing.
The practice house is where
we wrote “Dumas Walker,”
and all of our songs. If's
where | met my wife! We
jom there—everything
comes together in that
place.

LS: Is it true that once
when you guys got
cheated at a nightclub
your Grandma Effie went
in there with a pistol and
got your money?

RY: I¥'s true. Grandma Effie
was a wild woman. Back in
the '70s we wrote a song
about her called Shotgun
Effie that we'll put on one
of our albums. She was our
saviour. She went out and
bought our equipment for
us. She ended up paying
for everything. It was a big
loss to us when she died,
because the same year we
lost cur old band we lost
her.

LS: Well, she’d be proud
of you.

RY: She would be. She had
a lot to do with us being
able to stick it out in the
business. There were a lot
of times when we didn’t
have any money and she’d
always see that we were
taken care of. She gave us
a house to make our music
in, and then died right
before all this great stuff
happens. We'll always
miss her. Jakey, the old
Black man in our video,
started helping Grandma
with the farm after
Grandpa died in 1946,

He sat on the front porch
all his life, but now he
doesn’t anymore. | asked
him why and he said,
“Hell, child, | can’t sit out
there anymore. People are
always stopping and
asking for my autograph!”e

Madeline East-
man, a Jazz vocalist in the cabaret, plush
roomgenre, attacksthe classicsinanamiable
scatting stvle. What reallv sets Eastman’s
work apart is her foresight to include Tom
Harrell’s brilliant rough-around-the-edges
trumpet work. On tracks like "Wild Is The
Wind” and “! Only Have Eves For You”
Harrell sneaks up behind Eastman and
whisks her vocals to greater heights. Sinceits
release last year, not a week goes by when
the sultry tones of Kitty Margolis pop up on
somebody’s Jazz playlist. Her vocal improv
is punchy and bluesy; her song arrange-
ments stretch out a little more than Ms.
Eastman’s do. Margolis employs a confi-
dent, gliding intonation where the notes
tumble over each other in a technique a bit
reminiscent of—believe it or not—Leon
Thomas’ African inflections. Jazz ravers like
the way Margolis flaunts timbreand volume
intensity. Check out her cocky versions of
“All The Things You Are” and “All Blues.”

MARK COLBY/FRANK CARUSO

MANGOTANGO-MARK COLBY/FRANK
CARUSO (BEST RECORDINGS)

Mango Tango by saxist Mark Colby and
keyboardist Frank Caruso has been drawing
both Jazz and Adult firepower out of the box.
Commercial stations like the blue fire chops
and airplay-friendly jams. With their smooth
approach, Colby’s tenor and soprano solos
scintillate wilh an urgent fury. His fingerings
are acrobatic, and it's common for him to take
an extra few bars to fan the flames. On the
other hand, Caruso tends to embellish the
mood with his lush offerings. Together both

make Mango Tango an open-tracked, melo- |
dious, full-bodied collection. All the more ap- |

propriate when you consider their talents
have been heartily endorsed by Stan Getz
and Bob James.

SOLAR - LEO GANDELMAN (VERVE
FORECAST/POLYGRAM)

Citing Coltrane and Rollins as role models,
Leo Gandelman is among the new genera-
tion of sax players who look toward current
success stories like David Sanborn and Mi-
chael Brecker. On songs like the opening title
cut and “Traveler,” Gandelman delivers a
dramatic headlock on the main themes, ren-
dering an increased emotional push as op-
posed to studied virtuosity. Looking for a
companion pieceto RicardoSilveira’sjumpin’
opus “Marimba Dance?” Look nofurther than
“Baganas,” featuring the jangling funk guitar
of Silveira himself. “Sax Talk” isan intriguing
duet with a samba-charged accordion. Well
versed in session work in his native Brazil
(Gilberto Gil, Gal Costa and Elis Regina) as
botha player and a producer, Leois proficient
in building tight-fitting mosaic arrangements
filled with passion and spirited romance.
Check out the caring ballad, “Castigo.”
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FAMILY STYLE -
THE VAUGHAN BROTHERS

(EPIC)

Sure hope the tragic passing of
Stevie Ray doesn’t cause folks to
lose perspective of this Vaughan
Brothers project. Like the title
implies, this is a homey effort, a
downand dirty “progressiveblues
experiment” using tight drum
sounds and funky rock tones. It
was a great opportunity to juxta-
pose the differing styles of Jim-
mie and Stevie Ray. Stevie usu-
ally played with flash and pa-
nache—he was a pyrotechnician
if you will, while Jimmie (a fast
player himself) halves his notes,
editing himself for the sake of
clarity. So far radio has wisely
gravitated toward songs like
“Long Way From Home,” “Tele-
phone Song” and “Good Texan”
while groove slices like “Hillbil-
lies From Quterspace” and the
blues jamming "Brothers” (with
its hilarious “parental” snips) have
been left to the fans. 1 liken Family
Style to Keith Richards’ solo al-
bum. Both contain all the ditties
and tones that each existing ca-
reersleft onthe back burner. Some-
times it’s good to hear rock n roll
kick back and deviate a little and
move far away from the high
stakes and seriousness.

“THE OBVIOUS CHILD"” -
PAUL SIMON
(WARNER BROS.)
What's fascinating {(and certainly
death defying) about Paul
Simon’s recent music is how he
literally grafts Americanized lyr-
ics and guitarwork right on top of
international music forms.
Graceland used musicindigenous
to black South African townships.
On the Rhythm Of The Saints,
Simon journeys to back to Africa
(this time West Africa) and South
America, mixing Everlyesque
strains with what sounds like
Third World military-like parade
drums. As for “The Obvious
Child,” like the early tastes of
Graceland, it’s hard hearing just
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one song outside of its conceptual
universe. But I'm optimistic that
radio (which somewhat missed
the boat on Graceland) will ven-
ture way past the halfway mark
when it comes to evaluating this
project for airplay. To put it an-
other way, as Pete Townshend
once wrote, "so’s we won't get
fooled again.”
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NOMADS INDIANS
SAINTS -

INDIGO GIRLS (EPIC)
Nomads Indians Saintsisanavid
continuation of the Indigo acous-
tic celebration. While the Indigo
Girls are careful not to plague
themselves with over production,
they do venture out with more
lyrical images, something that no
doubt comes with success and
more life experiences. “Hammer
And A Nail” is a robust opener, a
positive decree with a construc-
tive attitude. “Southland In The
Springtime” is a literate Southern
ode ("When God made me born a
Yankee/ He was teasin’”) featur-
ing background vocalsby thegreat
Mary Chapin Carpenter. Another
strong favorite is “Watershed,”
probably the album’s second best
track. It features as full a band
sound as the Indigos allow. Nice
follow-up from a duo that contin-
ues to grow within the proper
acoustic boundaries of their abili-
ties.
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GUITAR TROUBLE -
TOMMY CONWELL & THE
YOUNG RUMBLERS
(COLUMBIA)

Tommy Conwell shifts some
major career gears. Ina surprising
move, he enlists producer Pete
Anderson (Dwight Yoakam and
Michelle Shocked) and does the
blues-soaked boogie woogie. Trax
like “Guitar Trouble,” “Nice ‘N
Naughty” and “Rock With You"”
sound more like the T-Birds than
the Rumblers. In many ways
Guitar Troubleisa reality check/
pit stop for Conwell, a talented
guitarist and singer who has
reached a crucial crossroads. The
results are songs like “I'm Seven-
teen” and “Hard As A Rock,” trax
that are almost primal, getting
waaaay down.

Weiss puts
together the sounds while Rollins
supplies hard poetry and rap. This
is intense stuff alright, but as

WRONG WAY UP -
BRIAN ENO/JOHN CALE
(OPAL/WARNER BROS.)

I feel fortunate that during my
“impressionable” years both
Brian Eno and John Cale helped
shape my personal conceptof who
a musician is and what it is he or
she does. During his early career
with Roxy Music, it was riveting
how Brian Enoapproached rock n
roll, toying with it in a non-musi-
cal, purely sonic way, sometimes
remixing the entire band through

banks of early synthesized tech-
nology. After a handful of soio
albums, however, Eno seemed to
grow bored with the limited fron-
tiers of conventional songwriting,
opting to take a freer path of New
Music. Ditto John Cale, whose
albums Vintage Violence, Church
Of Anthrax, Paris 1919, Fear and
Academy in Peril also shattered
many of the early mores of rock.
After yearson theconceptual trial,
Brian Enois back putting together
consecutive syllables, verses and
choruses backed by music. His
approach to music is still more an
approach to sound, except that
songs like “Empty Frame” and
“Lay My Love” somewhat con-
form (a word not usually associ-
ated with Brian Eno) to a rock n
rollmindset. Still, Wrong Way Up
is very experimental and exciting
in that it represents Brian Eno's
biggest concession toward Alter-
native Radio in well over a dec-
ade.

MAGGIE’S DREAM
(CAPITOL)

Maggie’s Dreams as opposed to
her farm.

Alas, all good things mustend, and as fast as
Saddam Hussein moved into Kuwait, the sly l
cloaked figure of the English winter has thrust |
itself on us unsuspecting Proles—effectively |

| ending the third Summer Of Love, leaving

vast oceans of unused sunoil in its wake.

S0, back in reality and my humble East End |
abode, 1 may be rubbing ice fading limbs
against a three-bar electric fire, but my spirit |
remains unbroken. Why? The reason is
merely a circular piece of black vinyl with |
one four-lettered word emblazoned across
its label. 1t reads: RIDE. |
Building on this Oxford quartet, Nowhere
(Creation} is one of those rare artifacts; a |
debut album worth losing your best friend to
own. Soundwise, it also marks a change in
direction—building from the rollercoaster

| noise of their early sound, with its 'MARY/

CHAIN, VALENTINES edge—into a more
distinctive sound, admittedly owing to its
influences but dispatched with such verve, |
excitement and boundless energy compari-
sons are rendered fruitless.

Nowhere witnesses Ride taking a longer
look—from the majestic, evocative (but never
so trite as to be specific) “Seagull” to the
rollicking ”"A Different Place” and "Para-

lyzed” through the pulverizing, vaguely
morbid “Dreams Burn Down.” Allin all, it's
an eight course delight that will appease the
most colossal appetite whilst having enough
flavars to still surprise the most hardened
palate. Truly scrumptious!

Summer may be over matey, but that hasn’t
stopped every two-bit irksome type from
fishing into the great pop bible of lies and
excuses while privately selling their soul to
the bloated gurus of the re-mix/dance frater-
nity. It's a pretenders market and you have to
move ever so carefully to sidestep the dross.

For a moment let’s stick with the acceptable
side of it all. F'rinstance, our old friend THE
JAZZ BUTCHER has made a dance record!
Schlock, stock and barrel, it's true! Moreover,
like THE SOUPDRAGONS, they turnin “We
Love You,” a 'STONES cover that gets the full
treatment this time ‘round.

“"Wewanted the irony of the lyric, bearing in
mind the historical context of The Stones
original,” says Butch, from his Northampton
headquarters. “We thought it would be quite
a cute way for the JBC (as the record is cred-
ited) to express a certain amused but am-
bivalent feeling for the current press obsession
with Equity culture and love thugs, 1990 |
style.” Deejay reaction suggests a long over-
due, if topsy turvy chart stormer for the
Butcher, but whether he’ll stick to histhreat to
flee the country if it takes off remains to be |
seen. Word has it that they may be signing to
Island in the States. |

As previously championed in this column,
both THE FARM and THE CHARLATANS
UK are riding waves of homegrown popu-
larity—"Groovy Train” (Produce)and “Then”
{Dead Dead Good!) in the charts at 5 and 10
respectively. Following five years in the wil-
derness (sic), The Farm aren’t taking any
chances, having reputedly confined them-
selves to the studio until they can conjure a
suitable follow-up.

THE SHAMEN, sadly, have to content
themselves with merely threatening the chart
bubble, despite having made great dance
records for years. “Make It Mine” (One Little
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Indian) is no let-upon the quality control
front—blending sub-Hendrix riffs over a
pulse-racing miasma of butt-thumping
rhythms. Their label continues to push more
quality dance fodder, latest recruits being
SOUL FAMILY SENSATION with their lus-
cious, silky, souled-out single “I Don’t Even
Know If I Should Call You Baby.” Also worth
investigating is “Kiss & Make Up” (Heav-
enly), areggae-tinged grower from thegroovy |
house of ST. ETIENNE.

Hardcore dance floor afficionados should |
look no further than MEAT BEAT MANI-
FESTO. “Psyche Out” (Play It Again Sam) has |
been wooing them in the clubs for ages, and |
one can but wonder how shy, unsuspecting ]
Joe and Jane public will cope with MBM's
artwank buzzbomb. Their new labelmates, ‘
Manchester's New Fast Automatic Daffodils,
have pitched their fourth single at the ‘
dancefloor, but like Meat Beat it doesn’t pan- '
derto thedimpletricks by stifling any innova-
tions with Soul Il Soul-isms. With analbum in
the cards, it’s time to take notice of the new
FADS, though HAPPY MONDAYS may steal |
their applause as they shortly precede a new |
album with the immaculately titled Kinky |
Afro.

And finally—keep both eyes and ears open
for the return of the Mr. & Mrs. of pop, THE
PET SHOP BOYS, who enlisted HAROLD |
FALTERMEYER to twiddle their knobs on
their soon-come (ahem!) LP Behaviour. The
single “So Hard” (Parlophone) is in the shops
and even non-devotees like myself are
hearlding it as an understated classic. If it's
not number one in less than four weeks I'll
stowaway to the belting sun shine and oh-so- |
agreeable political climes of the Middle East.
