As Program Di-
rector of KISS 108's competitor,
WZOU, Rivers successfully dis-
placed KISS 108 as the #1 Top 40
station in town.

The circumstances surround-
ing Whit’s leaving remain un-
clear. According to station Gen-
eral Manager, Lisa Fell, over the
past months White has been ex-
pressing a desire to “do other
things.” “We made a commit-
ment to go forward with him,”
shesaid. “We made an offerand
it was well received, but we
didn’t hear from Sunny Joe’s
agent for two and a half weeks,
during which time Sunny was
candidly discussing other possi-
bilities.”

As contract negotiations
stalled, Pyramid Broadcasting
officials learned that Rivers was

working without a contract. They
wooed him and won him. Ac-
cording to published reports,
Pyramid chief Rich Balsbaugh
had mixed feelings about Rivers
since his arrival in Boston from
KIIS/AM&FM-Los Angeles.

The break from routine
offersan escape fromreality and the chance to
lower our stress level.

3) Add an-
swering machines to a request line and play-
back the best comments in newscasts, or put
together special listener montages during the
day. Promo it as a special “Operation Desert
Shield” comment line. In the music depart-
ment, common sense should prevail in the
attempt to “try and make lyric content and
tempo of songs reflect the mood of your
market. Break format as the situation de-
mands.” There are a number of other worth-
while suggestions that programmers may or
may not need over the next few weeks. Con-
tact Mechele at 203-459-0606 for a complete
rundown, and again thanks to the Morning
Show Consulting Group for sharing this
valuable information. If our prayers are an-
swered, none of this will ever be imple-
mented—Dbut listeners rely on radio in case of
emergency, and stations need to be prepared.

How goodis yourradiostation? You're
the program director or maybe the general
manager, waiting for the listeners’ vote in the
formof the next book or the next trend. Butjust
how good is the station according to how you
hear it?

This is a test. For the next 60 seconds you'll
be taking a test. This is only a test. But it can
lead to meaningiul changes in how you create
your radio product. This test is a sort of
miniscan. It will cause you to look at the
quality of your programming. You’llrate your
radio station on from 1 to 5 using the following
scale:

I hear
good personalities with no direction. I hear
news and information written for print pre-
sented as radio news.

[ hear contesting that’s more clutter thanitis
fun or involving. I see marketing campaigns

that provide me no reason to change my cur-
rent listening habits. And [ see community
involvement that doesn’t make any difference
to anyone except the jock who had to work on
his day off.

It's a good idea to give vour radio station a
catscan—a very detailed analysis based on the
“success factors.” Beyond those six dimen-
sions, [ carefully examine a dimension often
overlooked by programmers but never over-
looked by listeners. That important dimen-
sion is “station attitude.” Programmer/Con-
sultant Ken Draper once described the music
he sought to program on Top 40 as “up, hit,
happy.” T've come to use that expression to
describe the station attitude that listeners look
for in a Top 40 radio station they can call their
favorite.

Consider the three elements that make up
attitude: 1) tempo; 2) potency; 3) fun factor.
And consider who's attitude is being reflected
by the station. It's usually that of the person
with the strongest direct control over the pro-
gramming. Doesthestationreflect the attitude
of the owner, the general manager, the program
director? Maybe the attitude of the music
director is reflected if the program director
spends more time in production than in pro-
gramming.

Station attitude is an intangible factor, but to
the listener it may be a dimension nearly as
important as the music. The listener will en-
dorse a radio station he feels endorses his
attitudes and feelings. Station attitude may be
adetermining factor in the mind of the listener.
A competing station may possess success fac-
tors equal to yours. However, station attitude
as perceived by thelistener may be the element
that distinguishes yours as his “favorite sta-
tion,” the one she talks about.

Take the sixty second test and use it to
stimulate discussion with team members who
help you create the product and with listeners
whose opinions you value. Consider the im-
portance of station attitude and how it can be
the all important determining factor ina close
race. Be “up, hit, happy” and create program-
ming that is also programming that makes a
difference in your listeners’ lives.

*If your “Rate Your Radio Station” total is
under 3.5, there’s important work to be done.
3.5-4.4, nice job but you can take it higher. If
vour total is 4.5 or higher, congratulations!
You're creating

Hitting the pramotion trail is Epic recording
artist TONY TERRY, whose “Head Quver Heels”
jumped 28-13 on our chart this week! Shown (I-
r):  Mike Stradford, PD, KKBT-Los Angeles,
Michelle Johuson, Epic Black Music Manager,
Dallas, and Tony Terry.

Due to the three week Christmas/New
Year’s hiatus, this week’s numbers need a
little more explaining than usual . Even
though the column headerssay “2W”, “LW”,
and “TW”, the numbers represent the charts
from12/7,12/14,and 1/11respectively. The
same is true for the number shown under the
column “"Weeks” in both “Chartbound” and
“Hit Factor.” When you sec a “3” in the
Weeks column, it means that it was around
thelast week of Novemberand the two weeks
we did chartsir December. “Most Added” is
even more distracting. This week, THE
O’JAYSlogged in 39 new adds, witha tota] of
45 reports. However, six stations added the
record when it was released, but since it was
during our hiatus, they did not get credit for

45 adds as they should have. Same is true of
HI-FIVE. 31 stations added it this week and 2
added it sometime during the past three
weeks, totaling 33 reports, and on down the
line. Because some of these artists arc already
being reported in light and even medium
rotation this week, we've left them where
they were reported because the point value of
a record in a rotation is higher than an add
and we want the points to reflect the records’
strength already this week. Hope that clears
things up for this once-a-year break in the
action we seem to need! Two went right into
the chart, without stopping at Up and Com-
ing, Chartbound, or passing go, as they say in
Monopoly. They were HOWARD
HEWETT’s “I Can’t Tell You Why,” which
charted at #37 and CANDYMAN’s “Melt [n
Your Mouth.” Hewett’s stats Jock like this: 9
stations have it in medium, 17 haveitinlight,
9 new adds for a total of 35 reports and
capturing a 25% Hit Factor. Candyman has 6
mediums, 21 lights, 8 adds, for a total of 35
reports and a 17% Hit Factor, charting at #40
the first week—remarkable action already.
Taking a look at Chartbound, the same thing
happened. MARIAH CAREY grabs 45 re-
ports with 31 adds, and THE O’JAYS get 45
reports with 39 adds, sending both of them
right into Chartbound first-week out. Sorme
of this success can be attributed to the lack of
reporting last week but most of the success is
due to immediate radio responsc. Morgan
Sinclair, WBLX-Mobile, says MARIAH
CAREY’s “Someday” is her RTW. “The girl is
on a roll—this is going to be the next record
for her.” Chase Thomas, WJDY-Salisbury,
comments on the strength of THE POINTER
SISTERS’ “Insanity.”

& past, the plight of the
Soviet Union and its struggle to
redefineeconomicgoalsremains
center stage on the world news
front. Almost daily, the Ameri-
can news media chronicles So-
viet President  Mikhail
Gorhachev’sodds-defvingtask of
flinging the Soviet Union into
the world market and changing
his people’s basic attitudes to-
ward productivity and entrepre-
neurial spirit.

Four faces link America with
the Soviet experience. We recog-
nize Mikhail and Raisa
Gorbachev as they smash the ste-
reotvpes of how leading political
figures of the USSR radiate and
behave. Thereisalso Gorhachev's
idealistic arch-foe, Russian
President Boris Yeltsin. He has
his ideas on retooling Soviet
ambitions and regularly engages
Gorbachev in a political tug of
war for major world headlines.

Thenthereis VladimirPozner,
perhaps the Soviet Union's
leading spokesperson forglasnost
and perestroika. Asthe U.S.S.R’s
top ranked journalist, television
commentator and radio figure,
Pozner is the American media’s
primary reality check for the
constantly changing Soviet social
canvas. Heappears frequently on
all the top news shows in
America. Forexample. when the
Today show needed the Soviet
pointof view early in the Persian
Gulf conflict, Pozner appeared
via satellite feed from Moscow.
He did many interviews during
Gorbachev's Summit with Presi-
dent Bush.

Throughout the eighties. and
to this day, Pozner regularly ap-
pearsas Ted Koppel's Soviet col-
league on ABC-TV's*Nightline.”
When Phil Donahue initiated his
historic “Spacebridge™ cross-
broadcasts, beginning with the
Seattle/Leningrad show in 1986.
Pozner hosted the Russian audi-
ence and drew over 180 million
viewers in the Soviet Union
alone. instantaneously estab-
lishing peak visihility among his
people.

Pozner’s rise to fame was far
from overnight. His best-selling
autobiography. Parting With II-
lusions, is a gripping and bare
knuckles portrayal of his ¢limh
to the top. His mother was born
in France and his father in Rus-
sia. As a voungster. Pozner's

tamily settled in New York City's
Greenwich Village. His father
worked in the motion picture in-
dustry, specializing in distribu-
tion. Bv 1948. guided by the light
of the elder Pozner's idealism,
the family emigrated hack to the
Soviet Union via East Germany.
Parting With Illusions details
Pozner'sassimilation into Soviet
society. Throughout his life,
Pozner has had to wear his for-

sense that they lived in terrible
places. they were keptaway from
the rest of the population. Dur-
ing the Soviet years it was exac-
erhated by the whole idea of be-
ing surrounded by enemies who
were plotting the downfall of the
first ever state of the worker and
the peasant.

“Even if thev were friends or
Communists.” Pozner remarks,
“still they were suspect. They

adapting to Russian surround-
ings, Pozner chased a career in
biology. But his love for litera-
ture intervened. He served as a
literary translator for a character
named Samuel Marshak, known
asatoptranslatorofclassic works
by Western authors. Through
Marshak, Pozner revitalized his

What makes anv autobiogra-
phv credible and ultimately re-
warding is il the author uses the
scalpel of tolal recall and sell-
criticism on himself.

He or she
can pretty much do what they
want. It's open and hasalmostno
limits—fewer limitations than
I've seen in the United States.

“Now I think that has to do
more with the situation of flux
that we are in right now. The
societv is in a nebulous stage.
therefore it's very hard to con-
trol. Your society is much more
orderly than ours. You can al-
ways see the limitations imposed
on network television or major
newspapers. There is a clear
policy. You're in big trouble if
vou step out of bounds. You're
not going to get sent to jail. But
you can get fired. There's no
doubt about that.

"Today in the Soviet Union.
it’s almost like anything goes for
the journalist. Journalism quickly
jumped out and became one of
the first manifestations of change.
Today the journalist isextremely
popular in the Soviet Union,
certainly as popular as a rock
star.

“You can impact change and
what is going on in the country.
That is what a journalist dreams
about, to affect public opinion.
You're doing something and
people care about what vou say.
You can fight for a good cause.
butasajournalist. That's the wayv
itistoday. There were strict limi-
tations on journalists in the past
before all this happened.

“Now there is an enormous
star system. [ want vou to under-
stand that I sav this in all humil-
ity. Just for the record. there was
a poll conducted last vear in the
Soviet Union for the most widely
watched and most liked televi-
sion programs and hosts. I came
in number one.”

How Free Is The
American Media?

t's something people in
I the United States don't
want to acknowledge.
It's "We have a free press. We are
free, free, free.” Evervone keeps
repeating this word free. It re-
minds me of an old Arab saving:
You can repeat the word honeva
million times and it's not going
to make the taste in vour mouth
anv sweeter. It's the same thing.
It's free. but with a lot of qualifi-
cations.
“The fact is that the bottom
line for commercial television or

the commercial media is how
much money they can make. If
the program is not doing well
and thev can't sell their thirty
second spots for as much money
as they would like, then the pro-
gramis gone. Forget about it. The
idea of the dollar driving the
commercial media is obvious.

“You look at any major news-
paper in thiscountrytodav, there
are more pages devoted toadver-
tising than content. It's probably
something like seventy to thirty
percent—seventy percent adver-
tising, thirty percent content.
These huge newspapers tend to
weigh God knows how much.
Especiallv Sunday. If vou were
to cut out only the articles and
features and throw away all the
ads, vour newspaper would lose
most of its weight.

“Look at the way more com-
mnercials are creeping into televi-
sion. A so-called one hour pro-
gramisactuallv forty six minutes.
A half hour program is twentv
two minutes! If the stations could
do it. thev would add more ad-
vertising. That is what brings in
the monev. Now [ agree that
there are exceptions. PBS is one.
But when vou say PBS, they all
shrug their shoulders and say,
*Yeah, but who watches PBS?

“Anything that drives the me-
dia, be it money or be it political
considerations, immediately
skewers the media. It has a
negative influence. Both pro-
foundly disturb me. It should be
admitted in both cases. Peaple
should not try to fool themselves
or allow themselves to be fooled
that this is not the case.”

Underrating The
American Public

“ Ve come across a ten-
I dency here to underrate
the public. *Americans

have the attention span of a three
vear old babv." Not true. Why?
I'vetraveled around this country
a lot and I've lectured. I've lec-
tured in tinv towns, bhig cities
and I've spoken for an hour and
answered questions for an hour
and a half. I've had no problem.
\What about the Givil War series
that was watched by 34 million
people in this country? It was
serious content television.

“Is this another game we're
plaving? I think thev're fed up
with fluff. You have to give

people a chance to get their teeth
into serious issues. Thev will. In
the Soviet Union I see this all the
time. The programs I do are ex-
tremely serious. Now it doesn't
mean if it's serious it's not enter-
taining. For God’s sake, is Ham-
let not serious? You bhet vour life
it is. It's also verv entertaining
although it has one of the most
profound philosophical state-
ments that has ever been made.

“There’s no dilemma between
entertainment and something
that has important content. You
have some good examples, Na-
tional Public Radio being one of
them. It stands up verv well. It's
one of the most popular series in
this country.”

Vladimir On
Pop Culture

“ gain there is a snobbish
A attitude that tends to
look down on anything
that savs pop. It's part of culture.
It's very commercial. but that's
what vour society is about. Itisa
commercial society. It'sall about
selling. Yousell vour politicians.
You sell evervthing else. Pop
culture is one of the more notice-
ahle features of that.
“Popcultureatits highest level
will produce something that goes
bevond simply being pop. For
instance, Michael Jackson is more
than pop culture. He is a unique
phenomenon—the wayv the man
moves. dances and what have
vou.Pop cultureis an expression
of something commercialized. It
can go bevond being simply a
commodity.”

Glasnost, Perestroika
And Heavy Metal

T f American heavy metal
I bands are not criss-
crossing the Soviet

Union. scores of Soviet heavy
metal bands are plaving all over
the Soviet Union. You might ar-
gue. do they play as well? [s the
quality of their music as good? Is
the quality of their technology as
high? That's debatable. The tech-
nologv isn't as good. Basically
it’s the same music and it's all
over the place. It attracts vast
audiences. which I have to say
for me is a bit of a mysterv.
“This is not an American phe-
nomenon. It'sworldwide. Mavbe

worldwide is too much. It at-
tracts huge crowds, be it Europe,
the Soviet Union, the United
States or Japan. for that matter.

“What is the pull of this music
on younger people? Ireallv don't
know. I don't understand it. I'm
obviously too old for that kind of
stuff. My music is a verv differ-
ent. But it's there. In the Soviet
Union.it's much more amusic of
protest.It's vervsocial incontent.
It's a commentary and anti-es-
tablishment. It's largelv negative
in its view of the world and of
life. It is brutal in the kind of
language it uses. It's very rebel-
lious, more so than in the United
States. That's verv much the case
in the Soviet Union.”

Pozner On

he words of this band 2
T Live Crew are again
more an expression of
rebellion, anti-social anger and
frustration than anvthing else. If
vou can go out there and sing
‘fuck’all day and shock the bour-
geois, it's a way of getting back.
When they sayv. "Well this is just
the way we express ourselves.
We're just having fun.” I don't
buy that forone minute. I'think it
has to do with something very
different. It's theiranger with the
society they live in.”

The Mapplethorpe
Controversy/Art And
Responsibility

his is a very complex

T issue. On the one hand,

I applaud the decision

that the man from the museum

who exhibited this was found

not guilty.

“This is not a particularly
original thought. You can goback
to St. Augustine. He said love
God and do as you will—mean-
ing that if vou do love God,
nothing you would possiblv ever
do would be insulting or in some
way not conform to what God's
will would be, because of your
love for Him.

“Insome casesifthereisalack
of responsibility, then what vou
get is not freedom. You get anar-
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chy. I do think there is such a
thing as pornography and ob-
scenitv. It does exist. The ques-
tion vou have to ask yourself is:
\Who decides? Of course, a court
of law is where vou can decide.
But to say that there are no limits
is simply a cop out. It's a way of
not assuming any responsibility.
“It's a very complex issue and
[don'thave aready answer, tobe
sure. Everyv time I would have to
deal with a concrete case would
be torture. I don’t think vou can
simply walk awayv from it and
sav ‘freedom is my right to ex-
press myself any way I feel.’
Sometimes what vou're doing in
expressing vourself might justbe
destructive and impinge on the
possibility of another person ex-
pressing him or herself.”

be true in vour country. When
there is a message or a social
commitment, for some reason it
makes it less of a work of art to
some people than if there seems
to be no social commitment
whatsoever.

“In that sense, 1 verv much
agree with Tom Wolfe who said
that American writers have for-
gotten where thev have come
from. They've forgotten the
American tradition of being
committed—people like
Hemingwayv. Steinbeck, Upton
Sinclair and Mark Twain. They
have forgotten this very strong
humanistictradition.a profound
concern for the state of mind of
the human being. That kind of
involvement in us is what art is
reallyv about.

“If you look at the great artists
in music, painting or literature.
that’s what gives vou the
goosebumps. Theyv cared about
vou. Ifit's an exercise or asleight
of hand with words. then vou
can marvel at it as you would
with a magician. You look at a
great trick and forget it because
vou know it's not about vou.

“No matter how pop it might
be today or how much money
someone might pay for it now,
art is going to be with us for
centuries. If it is not about the
human condition and lacks com-
passion. it will be forgotten. It
will disappear. Only thestuffthat
is profoundly committed stavs
around.”

“ t's pretty much changed.
Todav Americans are

looks like. In fact. they're finally
beginning to understand the dif-
ference between Russian and
Soviet.

More
Soviets are coming over, study-
ing at schools in vour country
and so on. Thisisall changing it.
[ don't think either country fears
the other will attack orbe a threat.
That is prettv much gone and
done with.

Union is going toward a
market economy—with prob-
lems. difficulties, psychological
barriers and undoubtedly some
very strenuousand difficulttimes
ahead.

“Being what it is. a country
with enormous potential, huge
natural resources and a large.
highly educated work force, 1
have no doubt whatsoever that it
will get there. It will become a
Very Imajor economic power.

“However let me just say that
whileTunderstand that’sthe way
the Soviet Union must go—there
is no other alternative to this—I
am not at all enthralled by this
perspective because I am not a
supporterofthe free market. Let's
call it what it really is. capitalist
society.

"1 look at this society in
America. Here is a society that is
so tremendously wealthy and,
ves. it hasthetoolsand all that. It
has food in abundance. You look
at it and say: Now on the one
hand. it destroys what it has in
abundance. It's a throwaway so-
ciety. But more importantly. it
has mind-boggling poverty.

“You travel around this coun-
try and vou see some scenes that
vou just do not believe. It has
hungry people living in the
streets. It is a society with a tre-
mendous amount of alienation.
It has a terrible crime situation
and so on. This is the most devel-

here is the Soviet Union

oped capitalist nation on earth.

“If this is what living is all
about, I have tosay I don't like it
at all. There has to be something
better than this. There hastobea
society bevond this one that is
more productive and far more
humane in its attitude toward
the people living in it. It is not a
societv thatdrives you tocompete
to the point where competition
means very often wiping out the
opposition.

“It is not a society that forgets
about people because of their
color, or whatever. It is not a
society that preaches every man
for himself.

“If we have to go through this
developmentbefore we can move
on to something else, so be it. I
won't be around to see it. [ hope
that my grandchildren will see
the emergence of snme kind of
society that combines the com-
forts and services of a capitalist
society, but also the humane
qualities of socialism as Marx
portrayed it.

“In that sense. L have certainly
not changed my colars. I remain
verv much in suppart of Marx’s
view of that future society, al-
though it could be said that I
have no proof that #t can never
happen. Of course 1 don’t. But
when vou believe in a theory.
vou don't need proof. [ helieve
too nmuch in humanityv to think
people are going to accept this as
the ideal societv.” @

SMALL MARKET
RADIO PROMOTIONS

n my December 7, 1990 column, [ pre-

sented an essay on the plusses of being in

“small market radio” from Michael
Langevin, Program Director of KRGR/FMin
Albert Lea, Minnesota. | mentioned that
Michael had submitted two essays for use in
this column, and here’s the second:

“Small market radio has sone handicaps when
it comes to promotional activity, but weith a great
strategy and a creative team, success can be at-
tained. Some of the most wigue and creative
proniotions 've comie across don’t necessarily
costa lnige amonnt of casl, but Hiey do require a
Inuge amount of creativity. Break dowen pronio-
tions into tweo distinet parts: The prize elenent,
and the mode ofexecution. The firstarea, the prize
clement, is pretty muct the same for all stations;
but the node of execution s where you can add
your creative touch. We've all given away free
Qas, bt how many stations ave come wpwith the
idea of taking over a station in He market—a gas
station! A creative radio team did just thal in
Oklahoma City, and they had cverybody in the
markel talking, and a few other radio polks
scratching their heads.

“There are tweo essential Hiings you must do
whencreating wirnning small market pronotions.
First, younust build a complete written strateqy,
and secomd, [you st [ qathera creative teantand
have reqular brainstorming sessions. Radio lis-
teners are bombarded weith contests and pronio-
tions of every kind and shape—not only by radio
stations, but by other media too, such as print,
television, cable, nol to mention the smaller-scale
pronotions that businesses of all sizes run. And
not fo forget the loads of junk mail promotions we
all receive cvery day i the mail. To cut through
the clutter, a small market station must stand
apart fronithe crowd, and use its wrigue strengths,
like tmmediacy and the “theater of the mind," to
attract interest.

“There are three qoals that small market sta-
tions nist strive forwhen setting upa promotional
strategy. First, tHhe contest or promotion must be
afit for the format and e station image. [t shonld
be an extension of what the station already is
tryiing to accomplish.

“Second, tHhe promotion must have value for all
parties involved!... There are Hivee specific arens
where value must be placed: The adeertiser, the
listener, and the station. Don’t be afraid to ask
some tough questions. For the adovertiser, is the
pmnm[iml just an excuse for them to lm}/ sonice
spots, or are they getting additional exposure
lu’mmc of it?

“What are the client's woals and needs? -
creased traffic?  Better community awareness?
Rewarding theiy loyal and valuable customers?
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For the station, [is there Hie prospect of | increased
billing?  Building awareness? .. Increased time
&7 Building / _
spent listening? For the listener. .is the contest or
-
promotion easy to wnderstaind? Is it casy to partici-
pate: ? Do the 1f wnderstand the rules? Do tie i feel
tHiey have a clance towin? Sonie people who enter
contests are not necessarily loyal listeners; every
station Las its share of reqular winners!  And

finally, the contest or promotion must et the

station involved in Hie commnity, while creating
talk and excitenient,

“So, when building that winning small market
promotional strategy, make sure the prowotions fit
the format, look for valie for all parties involved,
and tie the promotion into the connuaiity.

“Whein selecting the priz
important constderations. Your budget will call
sonme of the shots frere, but don't elve up just
becanse you don't have the cash. Pick prizes with
a gl perceived value, but low cost to the station.
The listener doesi’t care how niich the prize il
cost the station—all they care about is that Hiey
won, aid received something for nothing. Spread
your prize chest so that you can make more listen-
ers winners instead of giving away one big prize,
making one person happy and the rest niserable.

“Consider doing a trade with o new or current
customer. You get the prize element you want, and
the advertiser gets a yood advertising schedule at
wholesale. s a real winfwoin situation.  Some
companics, sich as airlines motels, banks, ete., are
willing to trade prizes for promotional consider-
ation. This can be a great deal for both partics.
Although rescarch has shozon Hhat cash is king, I'm
notall that crazy about cash giveazeays. To e, it
lacks creativity... Cashris notmenorable unless it's
a lnige amount. Tike giving away prizes Hat are
unique, creative, rare, or wnusual. Obviously cash
can be a great prize, but reneniber fo tind unique
ways of giving it aweay. 'm amazed at all the
copycat noncy pronotions going on around tHie
corntry. No wonder so many radio listeners are
bored silly.

“Its vital i ocreating winning small market
promotions to gather creative team for regular
brainstorming sessions. Status, position, poteer,
and cqo must be checked at the door. No idea or
connment should be overlooked, and always appoint
a note-taker to keep coerything straight.. It's a

good idea to appoint a mediator to facilitate the

exchangeand promote a stindating environment.
The session should last an howr or more, and it's a

good ddea to provide siacks and beverages just in

case sonmeone has to miss a meal to attend... Once
you've completed the brainstorming session, both
progrannning and sales managers cain get together
and weed out the ideas that are not in line with the
strategy already in place. Cooperation between
these two departments is critical when planning
new promotions. Use youy promotional strategy fo
qualify all your ideas...

“Here are sone tips on setting the wheels in
motion: Alweays prepare your promotions at least
twoteecks inadvance... Set upa yearly wall pronio-
tional calendar in the station where everyone can
see it Make sure the control roonn is weell stocked
with pronio liners and carted promos, and let tHie
jocks know EXACTLY what's going on at all
tines, because they are the ones in the trenches
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e, there are a number of

executing all your planning.

“Don’t torget to conduct a post-proniotion
analysis shortly after ending any promotion or
contest. If Hhe promotion was a success, plan fo
doitagain;if not, find out why and fix cohat went
wrong... The most important question you can
ask yourselfis ‘did the pronotion veacl the oals
we originally set for it?”

“Hopetully, all your cfforts will be well re-
warded. Down’t forget it's not the prize that's
important; it's the execution that really nakes
your promotion a wimier!”

While
his trumpet and flugel work is extraordi-
nary, it's his expanding compositional tal-
ents that prove truly death defying. God
bless their complexity,and the willing and
able crew that so eloquently carry off the
task.

BENJOR - JORGE BEN (TROPICAL

STORM)

Benjor is notimid Portuguese Brazilian fare.
Jorge Ben, you may recall, had to be com-
pensated after Rod Stewart purportedly
“lifted” one of hismelodies. WhetherStewart
filched the riff for “Do Ya Think I'm Sexy”
isn’t really the point. It’s that Ben is no
purveyor of charming third world dabbling.
He uses electronic blasts and brass pows to
convey power and imagination. The first
few compositions may even scare off the
feelgoods. The deeper you dig, themore the
rewards, especially on “Cowboy Jorge”
{(definitely not a Country song) and “Mama
Africa,” featuring a rare guest shot by King
Sunny Ade.

DREAM COME TRUE - GERALD
ALBRIGHT (ATLANTIC)

I'm willing to bet that most programmers
will be drawn toward Dream Come True's
band arrangements, particularly the open-
ing "My, My, My” with Albright on solo,
head and horn section. Personally, | go for
the electro studio jams with Chuckii

Booker. Much like Miles’ Amandla, “Front
Street” and “Kickin’ It” shatter all the purist
rules. It's just two people, but the exchange
gets pretty heated.

HAVANA SOUNDTRACK - DAVE
GRUSIN (GRP)

Afterthe fabulous Fabulous Baker Boys, Dave
Grusin the soundtracksman climbed up to
where theairis rare and thin—up near Ennio
Morricone and Nino Roto country. Havana,
like Grusin’s work on the soundtrack to
Milagro Beanfield, has aSpanish tlavor, where
thetrumpet work by Sal Marquezand Arturo
Sandoval co-exists with the stable of familiar
names like Harvey Mason, Abe Laboriel,
Brian Bromberg, Lee Ritenour and Dave
Valentin. On “Hurricane Country,” singer
Dori Caymmi mixes it up with some typical
Grusin changes. While not as aggressive at
the FBB score, Havanaisa fine combination of
orchestrated lushness and Spanish castle
magic. Ethnicpiecesinclude A Los Rumberos
de Belen” and “Mambo Lido.” My fave is
“Main Title” and, of course, Lena Olin’s face.

AMERICAN EXPERIENCE - VINCENT
HERRING (MUSICMASTERS)

Wow! Vincent Herring plays with a tone
crossbred between Coltrane, Adderley and a
chain saw. American Experience is an accu-
rate description. Like Jimi Hendrix’s experi-
ence, \'incent takes his tonality to the moon.
“The Athlolete” is an athletic romp through
bop land. Ten Herringsina row and nota red
one in the bunch.

START HERE - VINCE MENDOZA (BLUE
NOTE)

Vince Mendoza's Start FHere tone poems are
gathering high rotation ata majority of Gavin
Jazz stations. Tracks like “Tough Crowd” and
“Babe Of The Day” are compositionally ab-
stract enough to challenge and stimulate our
listener laste buds. Yet Start Here walks
rhythmically toward listener-friendly air-
waves. We're becoming big tans of reedman
Joe Lovano. His sweet ballad confession on
“HerCorner” ismovingly cinematic. If pinned
down to name a fave, that would be it

In a rare musical example of the old axiom
“absence makes the heart grow fonder, this
triumphant return of Roger McGuinn from
obscurity is a major musical milestone. Cur-
rently celebrated as a ‘91 inductee into the
Rock ‘N Roll Hall of Fame for his membership
and leadership in The Byrds, McGuinn’s solo
comeback is Folk/Rock state-of-the-art. Salted
with caustic lyrical wit and peppered with
stellar guest musicians including Tom Petty &
The Heartbreakers, Elvis Costello and assorted
Byrdmen, Roger’s re-entry is sure to be em-
braced equally by the Classic Hits stations who
wallow in nostalgically contemporary sounds
and the more eclectic vanguardians of contem-
porary pith. The nostalgic linkis in the acoustic
six and twelve-string instrumental arrange-
ments made household sounds by The Byrds
in their all-too-brief tenure of the late sixties.

Infusing
Gospel-like background vocals with the likes
of Betty Wright is a finishing touch to this very
special release.

Fanmng the flamcs of controvcrs; has provon
to be good business, but there’s little doubt
Madonna loves to push everyone’s hot button
whenever possible. Bottom line, though, it's
the music and here’s the onlv track from her
collection that hasn’t hit the chart—but just
give it a few days.

The nineties cffects are in the employment of
modern production, lyrical relevance and ot-
ten rich vocal harmonies reminiscent of so
many bands who now owetheir own careersto
the territories first popularized by McGuinn
and company. My personal faves are SOME-
ONE TO LOVE, SUDDENLY BLUE, the
obligatory environmental song THE TREES
ARE ALL GONE, and the tearstained waltz
WITHOUT YOUR LOVE.
