MCA Fires Back at
Motown, PolyGram

Continuing the three-way tangle for the
right to distribute Motown, a multi-layered,
$50 million-plus lawsuit was filed by the
MCA Music Entertainment Group against
PolyGram, who MCA alleges encouraged
Motown to breech its agreement with them.
Also named in the suit is Boston Ventures.

The lawsuit claims, among other things,
that PolyGrambegana “calculated campaign
to destroy MCA'’s attempts to sell Motown
product to record retailers.” The complaint
also states that Motown and PolyGram met
in secret, and that even though PolyGram
knew MCA had the right to negotiate
Motown's international licensing rights, the
company insisted on obtaining those rights
to Motown product.

PolyGram acknowledged the lawsuit, but
says there was no wrongdoing. “PolyGram
believes the suit is totally baseless and that
MCA has brought it in bad faith, knowing
that its accusations against PolyGram are
false,” said acompany spokesperson. “"More-
over, PolyGram contends that MCA’s law-
suit is an unlawful attempt to restrain com-
petition in the U.S. recorded music market,
and that MCA's use of the legal process as a
weapon against PolyGram is in violation of
the antitrust laws.”

Motown’s statement was ashortone: “This
isadevelopmentwhich Motown anticipated.
We believe this suit is absolutely meritless.”

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INSIDE TOP 40 ....:..

Few people can honestly say their vocation
1s also an avocation. One thing many radio
folk have in common is making radio a career
choice early in life, usually in their teens or
vounger. Think back to that time before you
became a professional and the reason why
radio seemed so appealing.

For me, it was a combination of music and
format that as a youngster had me glued to
my transistor late into the night. Asa listener,
Top 40 has always been my format of choice.

Its appeal lies in the excitement it's designed |
to provide, with an emphasis on the best |

current hit music available.

SBK Records’ Chairman/CEQO Charles
Koppelman gave Jane Pauley a wonderful
definition of what a hitis during a feature that
aired on NBC a few months back. Explaining
thata big part of his job is deciding who not to
sign, Charles said that "everyone knows what
a hit is—fhat’s why they’re hits!”

At its best, Top 40 eliminates the excess fat
and serves only the prime cuts. A few weeks
ago [ ran into a friend [ hadn’t seen since our
days as college students majoring in radio/
television. He was a jock on our campus sta-
tionwhen I was PDand had to take abuse for
my insisting on a Top 40 approach. He took
the path toward television production, but
commented on how clearly he recalled my
love affair with Top 40 radio and how great it
is to know the years haven’t diminished my
love for the medium or the format.

It's disturbing when I hear people, includ-
ing PDs, question the viability of Top 40. The
public’s desire to hear their favorite hitsongs,
a lot, remains a constant in a world that has
changed a great deal since the format was
conceived. While it mav not be everybody’s
cup of tea, it's critical that today’s Top 40
practitioners havea passion for the musicand
the elements that create the format's sjzzle
and unique appeal. At this juncture, there’s
only room on the bus for those who are true
fans as well as professionals.

T JUST KEEPS GETTING BETTER

by Lisa Smith

When Travis Tritt walked off the stage at this year’s Country Music
Association Awards with the coveted Horizon Award in his hands, it was just
another indication that it was all starting to come together. The career that he
had wanted and dreamed of since he was four years old was becoming a reality.

But he wasn’t always so sure that it would happen. Growing up in Marietta,
Georgia, Travis was encouraged to seek the security of a nine-to-five job rather
than chase his dream. He tried that lifestyle, but found out that he was pleasing
everyone but himself. After his first marriage broke up, he decided to dedicate
himself to his music. He quit his job and began playing solo at any club that would
have him.

It wasn’t long before he found himself getting support from a lot of different direc-
tions. Danny Davenport, a Warner Bros. promotion representative in Atlanta, saw
Travis’ potential and took his tapes to the top brass at Warner Bros. When Travis
signed with Warner/Nashville, Senior V.P. Nick Hunter predicted he would be the label’s
next platinum selling artist. Well-known artist manager Ken Kragen—who had made it
clear that he didn’t want to expand his artist roster beyond Kenny Rogers—signed Tritt
as his first entry-level act in more than twenty years.

All of this support turned out to be warranted. Travis’ first single, “Country Club,”
was a huge success and there’s been no turning back. In the myriad of great new Country
artists, Tritt has found a niche for himself as a versatile performer. He can honky tonk
with the best and puts together some masterful ballads, but he also can and will rock
a little harder than most of his contemporaries.

The platinum success of his first two albums, combined with some
great videos, has contributed to his success on the road. He is cur-
rently on the road with Marty Stuart in what they like to refer to as
the “No Hats"” tour.

TRAVIS TRITT: We started off TT: Gooder than good, as Jimmy
the new tour with Marty Stuart C. Newman would say. It’s been
last night. phenomenal. The “It's All About
LISA SMITH: How’d that go? To Change” album just went
TT: It's bigger than we ever platinum last week. Concerts
dreamed. The “No Hats” touris aresell-outs. We putthe “No
going to be tough; I'm excited Hats” tour tickets on sale in
about it. about 15 cities, Last Friday,
LS: Things are going well for the 4,800 seat auditorium in
you. Greensboro, South Carolina
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sold out in three hours. They
called back and said they were
going to put 1,000 limited-view
seats behind the stage and those
ticketswentin 40 minutes. At most
places we're having to add a sec-
ond show because the tickets are
selling out so fast. After traveling
all over the country and opening
shows for other bands for so
long—which I had a good time
doing—knowing that people are
coming out to see me is a thrill.
Another great thing is [ sang the
national anthem at the fourth
World Series game. About 100
million people saw that! I got to
take my dad with me—we were
both excited!
LS: Did you always want to do
this for a living?
TT: lalways knew I wanted to do
it, but I was sort of stressed about
itbecausemy family really wasn’t
behind me. They had good rea-
sons for it.
LS: What reasons?
TT: They didn’t want me to end
up like Elvis. When I was a kid it
seemed like everything you read
about people in the music indus-
try was bad. George Jones was
arrested for shooting at Tammy
Wynette, Merle Haggard showed
up drunk at a concert, Elvis was
suspected of drug abuse. My par-
ents werescared—any parent that
cares anything about their kids
would be.SoIsupressed theurge,
but I knew what I wanted to do
since I was four years old.

LS: When did you start singing?

TT: I started singing with a

children’s choir at church, and

one day we sang Ray Stevens’

“Everything Is Beautiful.” [got to
sing all thelead parts. This wasin

an Assembly Of God Church, so
notonly wasitinappropriateto
applaud after a song, any kind
of response at all was unheard
of. But not only did the con-
gregation applaud, they gave
us a standing ovation. I got
hooked on singing right
there.

LS: Who were your early
influences?
TT:Oneofthefirst records

I ever got was the Roger
Miller album with “King
Of The Road” on it. I
could snap my fingers
and sing along. It got
sothat people would
walk up to me ata
shopping center

or supermarket and say, “Travis,
sing something for us.” There'd
be no hesitation—I'd break right
into it. Athome it was the same
way, because I knew that some-
body would give me candy or a
quarter or something for singing.
I started associating performing
with getting something I wanted,
and with getting attention, which
was something I was after.

LS: How did your family feel
when you started getting into
singing professionally?

TT: They hated it. Every day my
daddy said, “When the hell are
you going to go get a real job?” I
was married at the time—I got
married whenlIwas 18 and stayed
married for a little over a year. |
was working for a heat and air
conditioning wholesale company,
making everybody happy except
me. When my marriage brokeup,

I thought, “Well, if I go out and

try this music thing now, I'm the
only one who's going to suffer for
itif I fall flat on my face.” And so
I.quit the job that I had been at for
four years. My parents went ber-
serk. My mother cried a lot, and it
got to the point where I didn’ttalk
to my dad for several months.
But, looking back, they had a valid
concern. [ didn’t understand it at
thetime, but they justdidn’t want
their son turning out to be a low-
life.

LS: At what point did they start
thinking your choice was right?
TT: Not until “Country Club”
went Top Ten. Even whenIsigned
my contract with Warner Bros.
they still doubted everything. It
was, “Yeah, I'veheard about those
record companies. They’ll sign
certain peopleduring the yearjust
as a tax write-off,” and “Ol’ so-
and-so had a contract with a big
record company too, and they
messed with her for about six
months and just dumped her.”
LS: What did they think when
youhooked up with Danny Dav-
enport?

TT: They thought he was out to
takemy money, because linvested
$10,000 into my career. Looking
back, [ can really see their hesita-
tions. There are people whosit in
the shadows waiting for young
peoplecoming to Nashville. A lot
of these people are old, washed
up producers or old, washed up
record people who sit back and
say, “Oh, son, I've got a lot of
connections with so-and-so, [ did

Marty Robbins and I did this one
and that one and I will make you
a star. You give me your money
and we’ll put you in a studio”—
you know the scenario. My par-
ents were just trying to be protec-
tive. I can’t blame them for that.
LS:Itwas probably hard because
you had your own doubts to con-
tend with.

TT: That made it doubly tough.
But, ina way it was an inspiration
because it gave me something to
prove and made me more deter-
mined.

LS: What's your relationship
with Danny now?

TT: Danny still works for Warner
Bros. in the pop division. He’s
still my partner in my publishing
company. I consult him on “B”
sides of singles, before I cut some-
thing in the studio, or when I
write something new.

LS: How did you actually get
signed to Warner Bros.?
TT:Danny took my tape to Warner
Bros. in Burbank and played it for
Lenny Waronker and Mo Ostin.
They liked itand said, “We'llsend
it to Nashville with our recom-
mendation.” When Jim Ed
Norman and Nick Hunter heard

itthey said, “Youmay have some-

thing here. We have anew guy in
the A&R department named
Doug Grau who's just moved over
fromdoing Gavin promotion,and
we’ll see what he thinks.” Doug
liked it, but was cautious because
[ was the first act he ever signed.
Ididn’tthink he was ever going to
pull that pen cut. When he finally
took it out, moths flew out with
it(laughs)

LS: What happened then?

TT: It still took us about a year to
get it all together. We kind of es-
tablished a little brat pack at
Warner Bros.—me and Doug
Grau and Gregg Brown, my pro-
ducer. We were all young and
first timers. We got lucky, the al-
bum hit and gave us all some
credibility.

LS: It took a long time to get that
album together.

TT:Wesigned the contractin 1987,
started cutting in 1988 and re-
leased our first single in August
of 1989, When we released the
single, [begged, pleaded and did
everything short of offering my
body to Warner Bros. to try to get
them to go ahead and release an
album. By that time we had got-
ten enough good stuff together

thatIfeltlikeit was going towork.
But Warner’s said, “No, you're
signed to a singles deal. You've
got three shots.” Well, our first
single, "Country Club” was a
great success, so we went back in
the studio and finished up the
album. So it was March of ‘90
before we ever got an album out.
LS: How was playing the New
Faces show at the Country Radio
Seminar that year?

TT: It was doubly scary for me
because in December of ‘89, just
when everything was taking off, I
walked on stage in Tulsa, Okla-
homa one night and about half
way through the show it was like
somebody turned off a light
switch. The voice was gone. Iman-
aged torasp my way through the
second part of the show, cut it
short, came off stage, got on the
bus and decided I just had a cold.
We started to the nexttown butin
the middle of the night I woke up
and my throat felt like it was on
fire. Not only that, it was swollen
shut and I couldn’t breathe. We
got to Pine Bluff, Arkansas and
went into one of these little Med-
First 24-hour clinics. The doctor
checked me outand said, “You've
got a case of laryngitis.”

LS: What happened then?

TT: In two days we were still sit-
ting in Pine Bluff, but instead of
feeling better [ felt worse. Finally,
we flew to Nashville and went to
the Vanderbilt clinic to a doctor
who said, “You have had a burst
blood vessel on your vocal chords
that's caused a polyp.” I said,
“How do I heal this up?” and he
said, “The only way you heal this
up is by not singing, speaking,
whispering or anything for 12
weeks.” [ about went crazy, but
did it, because the doctor told me
Thada verystrongchanceof never
singing again if I didn’t get it
cleared up. The New Faces show
was in February and that was the
first time [ had opened my voice
up to sing since the accident. I
was scared to death. I wasn’t as
worried about the reaction I was
going to get as just making it
through the show.

LS: How do you like doing vid-
eos? I'm sure when you were
starting out you didn’t realize
you’d have to be a video star too.
TT: I enjoy them. Weputasmuch
thought into the videos as we do
intotherecords. How many times

very year, new radio
people encounter the
Gavin Report for the first time—many of
them while looking for guidance on how
to do their job. So from time to time I
returnto “the basics” in this column. These
are my own ideas and, as always, I invite
others who've “been there” to contribute
their own thoughts on this subject—or
any other subject relating to the pro-
gramming side of radio!

Frequently, deejays find themselves
named program director becauseit'scon-
venient to the general manager to give
them the title. Sometimes the new pro-
gram director knows very little about
the specifics of the job, and may be
expecting instructions from the manager
(who may figure that since they’'re a
deejay, they instinctively know what to
do). More often than not, such new
program directors are given very
little, if any, authority to make deci-
sions, except maybe how to make
sure all the weekend air shifts get
filled.

So suppose you tind yourself in that
first programming joband wonder what
you should be doing. What are the
responsibilities of the job? Well, let’s
talk ideal situations foramoment. The
program director is the conductor of
the “orchestra” that is the station’s
programming; the program director is
the head of the factory that makes the
product the station sells to its ad vertisers.
(Divergent perceptions: To the program
director, the productistheairsound; tothe
general manager it often is the number of
ears listening to the station, or perhaps
simply the commercial inventory. Is the
station on the air simply to have time in
which to sell commercials? This is a very
short-sighted attitude. Commercials won’t
work if receptive listeners aren’t tuned in,
and it’s the programming that tunes them
inand brings them back, as well as provid-
ing credibility for the commercials.)

So ideally, the program director is re-
sponsible for the overall air sound. But
even in the best of stations, major changes
(or even noticeable minor ones) should not
be made without explaining them to, and
gaining the approval of, the general man-
ager. The manager is not only ultimately
Lresponsible tothe owner forall elementsof

the station’s operation, he or she needs to
have confidence that you are a team player
and have the best interests of the ownership
and managementat heart. (And that means
an appreciative understanding of the
station’s need to make money!) To the
manager, sudden, unapproved changes on
the air are signs of an erratic, out-of-control
program director.

The general manager is likely to think
that attending to the day-to-day details of
keeping the station on the air, such as plan-
ning the weekly schedule of disc jockey
assignments, are the #1 job of the program
director. This may indicate that the job is
considered somewhat clerical by a manager
who expects to make the major creative
decisions him or herself. With such a gen-
eral manger, the new program director will
have to demonstrate a responsible, team-
oriented attitude in dealing with the busy-
work of the job, before the general manager
will develop confidence in the program
director’s creativity. This does not mean
that the program director should not main-
tainregular contact with the manager, bring
in thoughts and ideas and circulate interest-

ing articles on programming to him or
her; just that the program director is going
to have to be patient in gaining the confi-
dence of the general manager to develop
the position in more creative and respon-
sible directions.

In line with this, a couple of sugges-
tions: First, avoid ultimatums! Too many
program directors put themselves in the
“doit the way I say or quit” situations; this
may indeed dramatize the programmer’s
belief in the importance of the proposal,
butitalso costs the programdirector the

confidence of the general manager, who
will see it as a power play by an arro-
gant creative type who is more inter-
ested inartthan commerce, and might
very well hurt the station’s
moneymaking capabilities with theidea.

Good managers value frank, private

input that may be at variance with
their views (bad ones hate it!), butin
both cases, the manager is the ulti-
mate boss who must make the deci-
sion and be responsible to ownership
for the consequences, so engaging in
ultimatums,evenwhen you areright,
will almost always cost you your

job.
Second, spend time in and with
the sales department, attend sales
meetings and try to be helpful to the
salesfolk. If they see youasan asset in
meeting their goals, they will give you
valuable support with the general man-
ager—and you also will be demonstrat-
ing your commitment to the financial suc-
cess of the station, which is essential if you
are to have the general manager’s full
confidence. Furthermore, you should be
committed to the financial success of the
station or you will not be doing yourjobas
assigned—nor will the station be able to
afford you! The program director must
constantly bethinking of waystomeet the
sales objectives of the station on the air
without selling out the audience or losing
listeners. In most cases, there are ways to
do this—ways that only the program di-
rector can find—provided you have
placed yourself “in the loop,” and are
involved from the beginning in new pro-
motional and ad packaging ideas, instead
of constantly being sandbagged by staff
members who feel that they have to go
around you in order to get their job done!

have you turned on The Nash-
ville Network or CMT and
thought, “Gosh, I really liked that
song until [ saw that video.” For
that reason, I worry about them
and get caught up in them and
labor over them. What for some
people is just a two or three day
shootbecomesa twoorthree week
process with me because I getin-
volved in all the aspects of it.
LS: The video for “Anymore” is
just great. Didn’tyouspend quite
a bit of time at that VA hospital
(in the video) with the vets?

TT: 1 spent more time preparing
for that than anything I've ever
done. Two weeks before we
started filming, Irented every war
movie I could get my hands on—
BornOnTheFourthOf July, Ham-
burger Hill, The Deer Hunter—
all those movies. I watched them
onthebus and tried to get myself
in that frame of mind before I
started shooting. Then I actually
spent a day in a wheelchair prac-
ticing moving around and falling
down. Peopleat the hospital told
me how I'would sit, what I would
look like, how to use my hands,
how to use my chair properly,
what posture was right—all those
things. We put a lot of work into
making it accurate. The thing
that makes it worthwhile tome is
when people come up to me and
tell me they cried when they saw
the video. Thataloneletsme know
we did what we were supposed
to do.

LS: Do you think there are any
big differences between the
“"Country Club” and “It's All
About To Change” albums?

TT: We knew on the first album
that we were going to have some
things that were out on the edge,
and we tried to soften them up a

bit in the hopes that Country ra-
dio would play them. Then with
“It's All About To Change,” we
decided that on the Country stuff
we’d cut it real Country like we
were out on the road with the
fiddles and the steels and every-
thing. When we cut the ballads
we cut them to break your heart.
But when we cut the rockers, we
pulled out all the plugs and went
alltheway to the wall. Webrought
in Little Feat and we worked with
people that knew rock ‘n’ roll. 1
think the purity is there and that
it’s the only difference between
the two albums.

LS: You'veopened forartists who
have different styles. Do you
change your approach to the au-
dience when you're opening for
say, the Kentucky Headhunters
asopposed toopening foramore
traditional artist?

TT:1did for a while and I found
out that it didn’t work for me.
One of my scariest concerts was
when I played the Circle Theater
in Indianapolis with K.T. Oslin.
Some of my people came back to
merightbeforethe show and said,
“You ought to see this crowd. It's
55and up and everyone has their
suits and long dresses on. They
came to hear “Moonlight Ser-
enade” by Bing Crosby tonight.
Are you going to change some
things around in your show?”
And I said, "No, I'm not. Tonight
I'm going to do it the way I'd
normally do it. I'll rock them like
we always do because | feel com-
fortable doing that. Let’s let them
see what we're all about and one
of two thingswill happen. They’l]
either like me or they’ll leave here
telling people to never listen to
me again.” So we went out to this
crowd, which was a very conser-
vative crowd even for K.T., and

got a huge response and a stand-
ing ovation. From that point on |
realized one thing, and that is al-
ways beme and I'll be a whole lot
better off.

LS: How did it feel to walk away
with that Horizon Award?

TT: I was very nervous but very
excited. I'll tell you a quick story.

TANGO - PATTY LARKIN (HIGH STREET/WINDHAM HILL)
One of the privileges of reviewing New Adult Music is to see entire
music genres renewing themselves before our very eyes and ears. In
this case, I'm referring to the “f-word,” specifically folk. Artists like
Shawn Colvininto David Wilcox into John Gorkainto an ear-opener
like Patty Larkin make for smooth transitions into not-so-quiet niches.
This isthe musicand these are the artists that will transform “wooden”
music into a lasting art form. Tango, co-produced by Larkin and
Windham founder Will Ackerman, combines stellar ambience with
wooden, grainy power. | like how Larkin experiments with electric
players, pushing on the envelope of her universe. She’s also an
excellent conceptual guitarist and singer. It’s one thing to master the
concept of folk intimacy onstage but quite another to come up with |
studio ideas like these that are way beyond turning up the mic and
strumming. This disc plays your room as well as your speakers. Tango |
is knee-deep in all sorts of splendid directions. As the title track
intimates, it's a wide and wonderful world “like champagne, like
Coltrane, with the volume turned to ten, like a tango.” I'll certainly
have the next dance. “Time Was” into the instrumental “Solo Flight”
reveals the depth in a nutshell.

MISSISSIPPI LAD - TEDDY EDWARDS (ANTILLES )

Veteran saxophonist Teddy Edwards recruits Tom Waits on two of
his songs, though Waits’ appearances are far from Mississippi Lad’s
high points. Covering lots of miles, including a spicy Mexican-fla-
vored “The Blue Sombrero,” Edwards is at his best when he’s playing
striptease blues as heard on track four, “Mississippi Lad.” However,
Edwards is a player of many voices, a blower of multiple expertise.
While bassists Leroy Vinnegar and Billy Higgins keep the songs
grounded, trombonist Jimmy Cleveland quite nearly steals the show
on the African-flavored “Safari Walk.” But Edwards grabs the ball
right back on the rousing “Three Base Hit.” All through Mississippi
Lad, Edwards is so darned versatile it’s nearly impossible to peg him |
asasingularstylist. All nine trax seem to have a mind—and style—all
their own.

AMERICA THE BEAUTIFUL - LIGHTHOUSE ALL STARS featur-
ing SHORTY ROGERS AND BUD SHANK (CANDID/DA)

All of the gods of West Coast are here, including Shorty Rogers, Bud
Shank, Conte Candoli, Bill Perkins, Pete Jolly and more. The Light-
house All Stars stem from Howard Rumsey’s informal houseband in
Hermosa Beach where stars like Miles Davis, Chet Baker and Art
Pepper, dressed in Hawaiian shirts and swimming togs, could join in
then wander on and off stage . That’s not to say Shorty Rogers’ latest
batch of arrangements and compositions are loose. Cut in two days,
America The Beautiful is brassy and bold, chock full of disciplineand
unbridled solos. For instance, Bill Perkins takes a nice baritone outing
on “New Dreams.” Shank is in particularly good form throughout.
ATB is a lusty reunion that swings and sways in a timeless and
traditional way. This could be the late fifties of the early nineties. In
fact, “the crew” even enlisted William Claxton to snap the front
photo.

STUCK ON YOU - BOBBY CALDWELL (SIN-DROME)

Nobody at Gavin needs to be convinced about Bobby Caldwell.
Anytime Bobby books a Bay Area gig, you need a shoe horn to get in.
Songs of his that are over a decade old are still in current rotation on
stations here. While there’s something about Caldwell’s voice and
performances that grab the West Coast, the rest of the country has
come to appreciate his work as a songwriter. Throughout a label
bankruptcy, contractual snags and creative misfires, it was his lucra-
tive career as a pop/movie/television songwriter that kept Caldwell

But there are
songs that will take Caldwell past pop radio
and on to the Adult airwaves. The title track
isasuave Tony Bennett-likeballad. Yes, that's
both Richard Elliot and Dave Koz on “With-
out YourLove.” Theopening “Don’t Lead Me
On” features the Tower Of Power hormns.
With superior male vocalists always a pre-
mium, Stuck On You has been sent straight
from heaven to Adult Alternative. Look for a
lot of out-of-the-box major market action first.

KENNY DREW, JR. (ANTILLES)

This is pianist Kenny Drew, Jr.'s fourth al-
bum, his first for a major. On it he explodes
against the backdrop of a splendid collection
of sidemen. While Drew Senior lives the life
of a Jazz expatriate in Copenhagen, Kenny
Junior, thanks to a musically vigilant mother
and grandmother, learned his licks and har-
monic development from classical music.
While his father played alongside Charlie

Parker and John Coltrane, the thirty-three
year-old Drew chose his Jazz influence not so
much from his father, but from younger play-
ers like Corea and Hancock, and classic art-
ists like Evans and Peterson. Plucked from
Sarasota by Jerry Wexler (who co-produces
here), Drew wails alongside Wallace Roney,
Ralph Moore and Winard Harper. He also
interprets Monk in a trio that includes Al
Foster and George Mraz. Kenny's self-titled
Antilles debut has all the earmarks of suc-
cess. While he’s no stranger to performing
with players the caliber of Stanley Jordan,
Eddie Gomez and Sadao Watanabe, this is
therecord that will show himasabandleader.
Trax: “In Walked Bud,” his father’s “Evening
In The Park,” and an outstanding Bill Evans
tribute, “Laurie/Twelve Tone Tune Two.”
But as good as those cuts are, “This One’s For
Bill” steals the show.

DARE TO DREAM - ONAJE ALLAN
GUMBS (MCA)

Ten “jams” from Onaje Allan Gumbs. Re-
corded during the last half of 1989, Dare To
Dream shows its age a little, demonstrating
how dramatically the music has evolved in
two years. Technically, Gumbs” music (pun

intended) predates Paulo Ramos’ and David
Benoit’'s experiments in crossbreeding acous-
tic piano licks and aggressive hip-hop
rhythms, as heard on “NoQuestion.” Dare To
Dream is for those programmers who dare to
be silky. If your market niche is to fill in the
gaps between Urban and A/C, you may find
solace in trax like “The Look” and the vocal
duet “Dare To Dream.”

KINDALA - MARGARETH MENEZES
(MANGOQO)

Lately we're hearing more blatant drum ma-
chine programs on Third World recordings
than on American or European records. Case
in point is Kindala, where Margareth
Menezes records rigid praises to Afro-Brazil-
ianlife, using unique and sometimes unlikely
combinations of reggae, samba, African and
Techno. Kindara is dedicated, ironically, to
David Byrne and two thirds of the songs are
politically charged, dealing with black pride
and cultural liberation. Since the only verses
in English are sung by guest Jimmy Cliff on
“Me Abraca A Me Beija,” it’s hard to gauge
the lyrics’ conviction. However, Menezesisa

(IRS)

When Pete Shelley told me about
R.E.M.’s Peter Buck recently con-
fessing that the Buzzcocks were
the most important band for him
and that they gotR.E.M. involved
in music it hammered home
punk’sundying influence. Opera-
tors Manual offers a prime slice
(twenty five tracks equaling
nearly eighty minutes) of one of
the movement’s forefathers.
Amazingly, certain songs have
never sounded better than they
do here. “"Orgasm Addict’s” gui-
tars are stunningly crispand their
high-end rings like never before.
“Nostalgia’s” lyrics are easily
decipherable with the clear sepa-
ration of sounds.

Meridian encompasses that rare
type of music that has the engag-
ing ability to tell a story all by
itself through various instru- |
ments and approaches.
