As expected, the Federal Com-
munications Commission’s
(FCC) chairman, Alfred C. Sikes,
has resigned his position effec-
tive January 19, 1993, which is
Inauguration Day. Chairman
Sikes wasappointed by President
Bush, and it has been known he
would step down since the elec-
tion-day victory of Bill Clinton.
Sikes has been the FCC’s chief for
3-1/2 years.

In his letter to Bush, Sikes de-
tailed the changes instituted dur-
ing his tenure, leaning heavily on
the technical advances made. In
his letter to Clinton, Sikes detailed

what he felt should be priorities,
and offered his assistance during
the transition period. He said,
among other things, he felt rules
for the personal communications
service should be set and that a
digital standard for HDTV should
be chosen.

Sikes,who has recently been bat-
tling prostate cancer, has kept a
high profile in the FCC’s battle
againstdiscjockey Howard Stern’s
alleged indecency. He leaves at a
time when Stern’s employer, In-
finity Broadcasting, is facing FCC
fines stemming from Stern’s on-air
behavior.

ARB Unveils “Pocket People Meter”

Inanewsconference heldinNew
York City on Tuesday (8th),
Arbitron unveiled its new mea-
surement device, dubbed the
“pocket people meter.”

The meter, to be engineered
partly by the defense conglomer-
ateMartin Marietta, isbeing touted
by Arbitronas a more effective way
of measuring listening habits. The
device, said tobethesizeofabeeper,
can be worn by the listener or
viewer, and it's designed to detect
whatever a person is listening to,
and store the information. Via
modem, the participant can send
information straight to Arbitron’s
computers.

Arbitron said the system will
provide both in-home and out-of-
home measurement; eliminate
record-keeping; make larger
sample sizes possible.

“It's going to be a whole new
ballgame,” former Gavin columnist
and ratings expertJhan Hibersaid.

“Programmers have been wor-
ried about stretching people to
record fifteen minutes of listen-
ing—that’s not going to matter
anymore. The marketing of our
medium, and even the sale and
purchase of advertising is going
to be affected because while this
will be a more accurate measure-
ment, it’s going to reduce the lis-
tening levels because, in the di-
ary, people tend to overestimate
how long they listened.”

In Hiber's opinion, stations
with heavyin-officelistening (i.e.
easy listening, A/C, adult alter-
natives) will suffer. Top 40 and
Album should, by comparison,
see their shares improve, hesaid.
Country shouldn’t be affected,
he felt, by virtue of their high
level of listener loyalty.

The new system should be
ready to be tested in two U.S.
markets by the end of 1994.

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adio requires time and at least par-
R tial attention from theaudience. Ra-

dio is a wonderful companion. It
permits other activity while listening. Stu-
dents study, chefs cook, bakers bake, typists
type, driversdrive. Butall canlisten while they
conduct these other activities. Thisisoneof the
characteristics of radio that makes it so attrac-
tivetoadvertisers. However, fromamarketing
perspective, it also means that radio competes
with any activity that consumes time. Hence,
radio programmers compete with almost ev-
ery humanactivity except maybedriving acar,
reading the newspaper and ironing.

I've come to the not-so-radical conclusion
thatany activity thatinterferes with listening to
your radio station is a competitor. Some com-
petitors are very visible—like your across-the-
street radio station in the same format. Other
media are natural competitors. For example,
it’s easy to grasp television and cable as com-
petitors. The salesdepartment views the news-
paper as a competitor, but the programmer
more thanlikely findsitasa sourceand compli-
mentary to the radio station.

THE CABLE COMPETITOR

In some markets, cable radio is a growing
threat. Music, in formats like radio stations, is
delivered without commercial interruption.
People may writedown cableradiolistening as
radio listening, in which case your share goes
down. They probably don’t write it down in a
diary, since I haven’t been seeing such entries
in diary reviews. However, they may be “lis-
tening” to television in their minds, in which
caseradiolisteninglevelscould godown. Since
listening levels have not shifted downward in
recent years, we must assume that this type of
“radio” is little more than an annoyance for the
moment.

THETELEVISION COMPETITO

MTV and other music intensive television
channels can compete as can all-news televi-
sion channels with radio formats. To-date,
most research seems to indicate that the public
chooses to watch television or listen to the
radio and then proceeds to select the channel.
The closer radio and television begin to look/
sound, the less clear the public will be in indi-
cating to researchers what they are actually
doing.

HOME ENTERTAINMENT

There is another time-competitor that is on
the television screen, and that is the VCR. This
can offer complete movies without interrup-
tion or provide “time-shifted” television pro-
gramming. More than three-quarters of all
American homes now have a VCR, and that
number is increasing with each television sur-

Alsoon thetelevision screenis Nintendoand
other electronic games. Hours are spent view-
ing a TV screen filled with electronic symbols
destroying each other.

CDs, cassette tapes and records are certainly
competition for “ear time,” but this form of
home entertainment has been around a long
time. There is no evidence that anappreciable
change in the total amount of time being con-
sumed by this medium has changed. In other
words, the allocation of time that people make
toward listening to recorded music hasn’t
changed in the ratio of time spent between
radio and recorded music.

===

PUBLICRADIO

There is one competitor that is truly hidden.
This competitor can’t be seen in the Arbitron
books, but they are in the metro totals. They
count for radio listening, but you can’t find
their name in the book. Radio’s hidden com-
petitor—public and educational stations.

Arbitron doesn’t put public or educational
stations in the printed report because they’re
not a factor for advertisers. This puts radio
programmers at a disadvantage when using
the book because they can't see the impact of
radioaudiences using theeducational or public
radio stations. While these stations may not be
viewed as competition for ad vertising dollars,
they can be viewed as competitors for the
public’s “ear time.”

Public stations get Arbitrondata throughthe
Radio Research Consortium, which is a com-
pany that processes data using Arbitron Infor-
mation on Demand (AID) and lets these sta-
tions know how well they're doing. Until now,
this activity has been low profile, and I'm sure
that most public broadcasters would like to
maintaina competitivelow profileagainstcom-
mercial broadcasters.

Why should programmers care? In some
markets, public or university stations are very
successful at garnering substantial audiences.
But, most radio program directors don’t have
non-commercial stations in mind when evalu-
ating ratings results. Double-digit shares by
public stations are quite common and even in
major markets a combination of public stations
may be closed to double digits.

Years ago, when was vice president of sales
and marketing for the Arbitron Company, I
was called on the carpet by the Las Vegas
commercial broadcasters. They wanted to
know what Arbitron had done to reduce their
shares. Where did the audience go? 1 sug-
gested they doan AID run. Thatwas, of course,
after Arbitron staff members had exhausted
much effort in studying sample distribution
and return. The commercial stations were not
happy to find that the local university radio
station won shares larger than theirs by pro-
gramming to a Black audience. At the time,
none of the commercial stations had this audi-
ence as a target.

When you're reviewing diaries you can see
theimpact of “All Things Considered,” “Morn-
ing Edition,” and jazz and classical programs.
It's not just the old folks listening; the demos
that are desirable are also affected by public
broadcasting. The news showson FM capture
prime 25-54 year olds and the better-educated
listeners. Jazz programs take portions of the
Album radio audience away for periods of
time. Yes, non-commercial radio is a hidden
competitor of some consequence.

SPORTS
Sports can be a competitor, if the individuals
are active participants. Jogging, weightlifting
and exercise clubs may be the exceptions. In
team sports, the radio only finds itself in the
stands as fans listen to the coverage of the
game.

WORK

Work can be a competitor if the job site is too
noisy or company rules prohibit listening to
the radio. Many workplaces are superb radio
listening posts—places like gas stations, barber
and beauty shops, warehouses, mail rooms,
construction sites, truck and cab drivers and
private offices.

For

radio it was a year of reduced revenues and intensified competition. Top 40 and Alter-

native moved closer together, and Rap and Howard Stern made for strange bedfellows
as each tested the limits of the First Amendment.
The record industry had a moderate year at best, with labels closing, merging or

instituting layoffs. Yet through the depths of economic recession there was still enough

excitement out there to set off a firecracker plant. Soundtracks spawned hit artists, Ice-T

infuriated police associations, Paris had to market his own album and Garth Brooks

somehow kept everything on an even keel.

This year has also been one of change for The Gavin Report, with a change of owner-
ship toward the end of this year providing fresh impetus for 1993, and we are looking

ahead with renewed enthusiasm at a year that promises yet more change, but against the

background of a more positive outlook for the business we report on.

Following a difficult year, Top 40 will
see a boltoming out and a new infusion of
excitement. Rather than change format,
managers may decide fo address the
problem in their sales departments.

The cyclical nature of music trends is
moving in Top 40’s favor. Country music
is beginning to burn due to overexposure,
and the under-30 crowd {25-30} is tiring
of Adult Contemporary. Helped by a
confinued move away from Rap music
and more of an emphasis on mainstream
artists, Top 40’s mainstream appeal will
draw back more 18-34 year old listeners.
In addition, an increasing amount of Alter-
native artists’ product will cross over into
the format.

Will Top 40 be the dominant format,
ratings-wise, in most markets? Probably
not in the short term, but it will remain the
main force behind exposing new music to
the widest segment of the population.

The recent presidential election has
already made the public more optimistic
aboutthe future. It's 1960 all over again—
youthful enthusiasm breeds a heightened
interest in things current. The variety and
focus on the current music places Top 40
in the best position it's been in for several
years.

More importantly than these formatic
fluctuations, however, are the much big-
ger changes looming on the horizon with
regard fo new technology and the recent
FCC duopoly ruling. Expect the public to
have more listening choices via increased
usage of CD players in cars, all traffic/

weather stations for commuters, etc. The
duopoly rules will force a downsizing of
the radio industry overall, and place a
higher value on multiformat program-
mers and more efficient managers. What
it will hopefully do is make radio much
more profitable and allow stations to
market, promote themselves better, up-
grade themselves technologically and pay
quality wages to quality staff.

As for the record industry, there seems
to be a growing frusiration on the part of
everyone—from local promotion people
to top executives—that radio is less and
less receptive to helping them break new
artists. Certainly they
still rely on radio, but
more and more there
is talk of finding new
ways to market music
to the public through
video, press, live per-
formancesand in-store
airplay. Any and all
avenues are fairgame.

Labels are still looked upon as “the
bank.” They're funding all facets of the
industry these days, and are definitely
looking for a greater return on their invest-
ment.

for the superstar. “If you'dl remember,
Garth ook off six months last year before
his baby was born,” Catino points out.
"Expect 1993 to be much the same. Garth
will be writing for his next album, which
he plans to record in the beginning of
August and he'll begin touring at the end
of August.”

liberty is also anticipating a big year
with new releases by Billy Dean in
January, Chris LeDoux in June and
CMA Horizon Award winner Suzy
Bogguss in October.

The high visibility of Country music has
attracted big name pop producer Don
Was (Bonnie Raitt, Bob Dylan) to the
format. VP of Columbia Promotion Michae!
Moore tells us Was has just completed

work on what promises to be one of the
year's most talked-about albums, Willie
Nelson's Across The Borderline. Was
brought in Paul Simon, Sinead
O’Connor, Bob Dylan, Bonnie Raitt,
and David Crosby to work with Willie.
MCA Nashville also enlisted Was to co-
produce the next Kelly Willis album
with Tony Brown. Kelly got some help in
the studio from Kevin Welch, who sings
a duet with Willis and let her use his band
The Overtones on the tracks

Warner Bros.’” VP of Promotion Bill
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Mayne tells us that the highly-anticipated
new studio album by Dwight Yoakam
is due in March, with Pete Anderson once
again at the production helm. Look for
Dwight to follow up with an even more
highly-anticipated (and rare) tour.

Over at RCA Nashville, the 1993 Nip-
per lineup features a lot of talented new
artists. Ginger McFadden, Gavin Promo-
tion Manager, told us to expect music
from former Restless Heart frontman
Larry Stewart, Rodney Crowell prote-
gee Lari White, Andy Childs, Tommy
Lee James and Robert Ellis Orral.
They are expecting fo release Martina
McBride’s second album in the summer.

Mercury Nashville, coming off the phe-
nomenal success of Billy Ray Cyrus, is
gearing up for another big year. National
Promotion wizard Kevin Herring says to
look for product from the new Kentucky
Headhunters as well as Sammy
Kershaw's follow-up to his gold debut
album in the first quarter.

Columbia is excited about the upcom-
ing Dolly Parton release, Slow Danc-
ing With The Moon. Columbia Media
Mogul Holly Gleason compares this to
Tammy Wynette's critically-acclaimed
Higher Ground album, which featured
singers who'd always wanted fo sing with
the legend. Vince Gill, Rodney
Crowell, Emmylou Harris, Pam
Tillis, Ricky Skaggs, Billy Ray Cyrus,
Mary-Chapin Carpenter, Tanya
Tucker, Lorrie Morgan, Alison
Krauss, Collin Raye and Chet Atkins
all wanted to be part of this special
project, due out in the first part of the year.

Shelia Shipley, Senior VP of Promotion
at MCA Nashville, told us to be sure to
catch the American Music Awards in
January. Not only will Wynonna be co-
hosting the event, butthe show will feature
Reba McEntire and Vince Gill pre-
miering their new duet.

Other albums due out in the first part of
the year include the March releases by
Patty Loveless (whose album release
has been delayed due to minor throat
surgery}, Ricky Van Shelton and Joe
Diffie. Expect a new Marty Brown
album in the spring.

Radio’s outlook for 1993 is just as
optimistic. “We're going to see a lot of
great new acts, concerts will get much
bigger, with more package shows,” pre-
dicts WSIX-Nashville PD Doug Baker.
"WEe'll also start seeing the results of the
lifting of duopoly. One Country station
per market will become a thing of the
past.” Broadcast Programming’s Jay
Albright agrees. “We're already starting
o see more fragmentation of Country
music,” he said. “If stations don't take
charge and use duopoly to dominate the
18-64 Country demo, somecne else will.
Country currently has the biggest piece of
the pie and we need to guard it carefully
and market aggressively.”

Fragmentation. It certainly isn't any-
thing new in Album Radio. With our
“underground” roots going the way of tie-
dye and flairs, Album Radio has, in es-
sence, split into two, three or maybe even
four new and different formats. We have
an idea. instead of bemoaning the rise of
demographic specializing and fragmen-
tation, why not jump head first into the
latest challenges of niche programming?

Over the last four years we've had the
privilege of being involved firsthand in a
mini revolution of Adult radio listeners.
With the rise of Jazz and Adult Alternative
inside the pages of Gavin, we witnessed
the evolution of two new formats. We also
saw the rise of musical marketing and
promotion possibilities (read: jobs) that
started with a smattering of artists like
Kenny G, Bobby McFerrin and
Wynton Marsalis and blossomed into
a bona fide community of radio philoso-
phies and artist rosters—a true adult alter-
native (note the small “a”) to mainstream/
classic Album Radio and A/C.

Starting out as a major market format
and working its way down the population
ladder, stations like KKSF, WNUA, KIFM
and other pioneer stations gathered le-
gions of adults who had reached the
breaking point. Granted, Jazz and AA
still has a long road to hoe and has had
some changes and fizzles. However, the
ball is definitely rolling.

What about rock n roll2

What's beginning to shape
up is a combination of both old
and new news. All along we've
admired from afar the creative
success of such outlets as KBCO-
Boulder, WXRT-Chicago, KINK- *
Portland and KGSR-Austin. Each
of these stations has become an institution
intheir particular marketplace by building
a foundation of loyal adult listeners.

Recently some new examples are be-
ginning to surface. John Bradley has
branched into a consultancy that's mak-
ing KFOG-San Francisco an interesting
watch. As other stations in various cities
experiment with a new adult approach,
you just might see a cornucopia of music
and marketing philosophies at work. It's
an exciting thing to watch. As happened
with the Gavin AA format, such a launch
may mark a return of experimentation to
the format of Album Radio, a format
whose credibility has been trapped and
somewhat crippled by a heavy depen-
dence on familiar oldies and classic rock.
Not that mainstream will fall, not that
classic rock is dead, but maybe the first
part of this new decade will finally result
in a loosening of the grip old music has
had on rock n roll radio—a grip partially
due to the popularity of new technologies
such as CD.

Now that the newness of catalogue

Gun’s And Roses

CD-buying has quiefly matured into a
routine pattern, perhaps we'll be watch-
ing a migration of bored listeners looking
beyond the horizons of moldy Led Zep-
pelin and Derek & The Dominos
toward a menu of songwriters and new
voices. Maybe that horizon will be dic-
tated by two demographic extremes, new
adult rock and youth-based hard rock.

Hey, | love Led Zeppelin as much (or
maybe more] as the next rivet head. But
for me, the final word was the boxed set,
a re-mastered overview of what bands
like Led Zeppelin or Derek & The Domi-
nos accomplished during their heydays.
Boxed sets sort of retire the legends of rock
nrollinto more dignified historical annals.
They're a nice way of saying,

"Stick a fork in it. It's done.”

Enter hard rock.

We're not just talking metal here, al-
though it does figure in prominently into
the new youth-radio puzzle. While shag
haircuts, crafted guitar solo scales and
elders like Ozzy and Alice are an enor-
mous part of what young listeners want
from rock n roll radio, subcultures lead by
such current mega bands as Guns N’
Roses, Nirvana, Red Hot Chili Pep-
pers, Helmet, Pearl Jam aond Alice
In Chains indicate a wide and diverse
spectrum of hardcore, high-deci-
bel music.

Yetalmost all of the aforemen-
tioned bands have had trouble
torching traditional Album Radio
charts while their retail, concert
8 and lifestyle (not to mention
video/MTV) impact has been un-
deniable.

What gives? There has to be a way for
radio to harness this energy.

Already hard rock outlets are attacking
the radio landscape. Markets like Phoe-
nix, Seattle, Baltimore, Los Angeles and
Chicago are turning renegade signals
(both AM and FM) into hard rock bea-
cons, servicing a young but highly active
and responsive listening audience with
either full time or block programming.
Andwhatwill occur asthe nineties progress
is whathappened this very year, a mixture
of Alternative and Hard Rock listeners
melding forces under the banner of Alter-
native-based bonds like Faith No More
and the Chili Peppers entering the retail
mainstream.

Whether the forces of good and evil
can unite enough to overcome advertis-
ers’ fears of a potentially grungey clien-
tele remains to be seen. However, hard
and loud rock n roll has firmly planted it's
bootprints in the future. When bands like
Nirvana shake the foundations of radio,
it's high time to lick your finger and feel
which way the wind is blowing. Barring

another allout assault from Missus VP
Tipper Gore, hard rock will move even
more into the mainstream as the twentieth
century unravels. If a specialized radio
movement—whether it's full format or block
programming—ever does occur, nothing
but a conspiracy of ignorance can stop
this music.

Windham Hill promises a
smoking tric recording from
pianist Billy Childs plus two
retrospectives featuring |
founder Will Ackerman
and the group Montreux.
Guitarist Ray Obiedo will
bring out his newest work in
February.

Private Music has some intriguing
projects-in-progress. They’ve signed A.J.
Croce, son of the late songwriter Jim
Croce, and have Leo Kottke and Taj
Mahal inthe studio working on their new
records. Yanni, one of Private’s top
names, is currently recording as well.
PolyGram Jazz comes out swingingin ‘93
withnew ones by Abbey Lincoln, Steve
Turre and Incognito. Coming in Febru-
ary are hotfollow-ups from Jazz/AA chart-
toppers Joe Henderson and Tom
Grant.

Warner Bros. and Reprise are keeping
things jazzy and progressive in February
with the Earl Klugh Trio’s Volume I
sessions, recorded with the London Sym-
phony Orchesira. Ex-Prince saxman Eric
Leeds brings out his long-awaited sec-
ond solo record and Brazilian Samba
guru Dori Caymmi is also slated for
February on Qwest. Bob Telson, known
for his film composition work in the cultish
Bagdad Cafe, will put out a collection of
tunes in late January. Included is a track
sung by k.d. lang, taken from the film
Salmonberries, which featured Lang's first
film role.

In arepeat from lastyear, RCA/Novus
kicks off their new year releases on Janu-
ary 26 with a solid one by piano virtuoso
Marcus Roberts. In February, expect
more swinging and crooning from singer/
guitarist John Pizzarelli and the debut
of Latin jazz newcomer, pianist Danillo
Perez. A&M returns to the Jazz/AA fold
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in late Janvary with a label debut from the
hot session bassist Fernando Saunders.
Singer/songwriter David Wilcox will
deliver his newest in time for the Gavin
Seminar. A peek info March promises a
monster record from Sting.

The progressive, jazzminded folks at
Mesa/Bluemoon have something differ-
ent for the new year. A “very up and pop”
effort from Le Mystere Des Voix
Bulgares—aBulgarian women’s choir—
will challenge several formats. February
will see Mystical But True from reggae
giants Black Uhuru. Also in the wings is
Cecil Bridgewater, a hottrumpet player
formerly with Max Roach. Blue Note
will light up the jazz charts in early ‘93
with records by Bob Belden, Richie
Beirach, John Scofield and the ac-
claimed French pianist Michel
Petrucciani. Two blockbuster Manhat-
tan releases line the January horizon with
Soul Embrace by sax hunk Richard Elliot
and Portrait Of Blues by legendary silky
songster, Lou Rawls. Things get very
jazzy for Manhattan in February when M-
Base champ Greg Osby and in-the-
pocket-drummer Jack DeJohnette re-
lease their newest efforts.

Columbia Jazz comes out hot and
heavyin 1993 withabrand new Wynton
Marsalis release entifled City Move-
ment—music composed by Wynfon for a
recentballet production. Speaking of great
New Orleans trumpet players, Marlon
Jordan also unveils his third album called
The Undaunted in January. February prom-
ises the Dirty Dozen Brass Band
performing some Jellyroll Morton clas-
sics, a new one from Kirk Whalum
titled Cache and the solo debut of Steps
Ahead keyboardist Rachel Z. Jazz vo-
calist extraordinaire Cassandra Wil-
son tops the newest DIW discs, olong
with pianistJames Williams and Greg
Osby’s Strata Institute. Also coming
is an M-Base Collective anthology.

Dan Siegel has resurfaced on the Sin-
Drome label with his new one scheduled
for late Januory. Another Jazz/AA pio-
neer band putting out new material in late
January is Oregon. Their latest will ap-
peor on the Intuition label. Look for
keyboardist Alex Bugnon to be bring-
ing something out on Epic in early Febry-
ary. At the same time, Bruce Hornsby
releases his long awaited effort on RCA.
Rumor has it Pat Metheny plays on
three cuts.

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ome big changes occurred during
s the second year of the decade! Last

year's big news, the Local Marketing
Agreement (LMA), whichallows onestation the
rights to control another in the same market,
was eclipsed (although not replaced) by a new
FCC rule that allows multiple ownerships—
called duopolies—in a market, and higher own-
ership limits.

The FCC also made news with its continuing
enforcement of obscenity and indecency. In
particular, stations carrying Howard Stern’s
morning show were put on notice that Stern’s
repeated violations would result in escalating
fines. As of this writing Infinity Broadcasting
stations WXRK-New York, WJFK-Washington
and WYSP-Philadelphia have each been hit with
a $105,000 fine. Another station on which Stern
appears, KLSXs-Los Angeles, had a $105,000
fine levied against it in October.

It seems to me thatbroadcasters are overlook-
ing several points in this controversy. First, at
issueis notan FCCrulebuta federallaw enacted
by Congress that Congress is putting pressure
on the FCC to enforce. And since Congress is
dominated by the Democratic party, the presi-
dent-elect is unlikely to bring about a change in
this law.

Second, although some broadcasters have
been wrapping themselves self-righteously in
the First Amendment in defending their right to
profit from carrying Mr. Stern’s bizarre and
outrageous remarks, a decade ago no less an
authority than the then-liberal U.S. Supreme
Court ruled in the WBAI Case that this Federal
law is constitutional in the case of Federally-
regulated broadcasting. So, appealing the fines
through the courts is unlikely to bring relief.

Third, if station violations are “willful and
repeated,” the FCC can and probably will start

broadcasters’ attention, loss of license certainly
will. Indecency and obscenity very risky!

Theincoming Democraticadministration does
not appear to bode well for broadcasters. Demo-
cratic FCCs have tended to increase regulation,
and it seems certain that persistent democratic
efforts torestore the deleted Fairness Doctrine as
a Federal law will no longer be thwarted by the
threat of a presidential veto, and this rule will
return to haunt broadcasters. The danger the
doctrine poses is considerable, and isn’t limited
to the chilling of broadcasters’ freedom to take
positions on issues. It could seriously under-
mine broadcasting as an advertising medium by
restoring scary legal precedents.

1992 began with Arbitron being the only major
radio ratings service leftafter Birch’s unexpected
demise. The #2 ratings service became, by de-
fault, Willhight Research of Seattle, which uses
survey methodology similar to Birch, and has
been established in many markets for over a
decade. It's enjoyed considerable ad agency
acceptance, particularly on the west coast.

A third contender, “Accuratings,” was fielded
by Strategic Research. It was initially limited to
a few large markets, and it encountered consid-
erable resistance from ad agencies because it
does not provide a conventional “average quar-
ter hour” rating. “Accuratings” uses a “station
preference share” concept instead, which was
pioneered by, and remains a part of, Todd
Wallace’s Radio Index radio survey service.

Willhight, Accuratings and Radio Index both

use telephone-interview technology.

In programming, Country music continued
its remarkable ascendancy, and Garth Brooks
became the unquestioned top entertainer on
record for the year—a notable achievement for
a singer/songwriter who actively tried to avoid
being perceived as a pop artist.

Meantime, stations ranging from Top 40 to
soft music continued to try to find a corner for
themselves within the so-called Adult Contem-
porary format, and a successful Jazz/AA “for-
mula” continued to elude programmers, lead-
ing some stations to abandon the format while
others seemed to prosper—apparently more as
a matter of individual programmer aesthetics
than from any broad-based, transferrable pro-

ing concept. And musically, well over
10% of all radio stations in the United States are
reported to be programmed with satellite-de-
livered formats as 1992 ends—surely not good
news for those who still believe in localism.

Other highlights of 1992 included the spread
of digital technology in broadcasting, the first
successful demonstration of high-fidelity ste-
reodigitalaudio broadcasting onthe AMband—
to go with early successful demonstrations of
thesame onthe FM band-—making in-band DAB
seem practical. The yearalso brought us, at last,
thelong-awaited, NAB-sponsored, state-of-the-
art AM stereo/FM stereo Denon TU-680-NAB
“Super Tuner,” welcomed not only by broad-
casters, but hailed in consumer publications as
well.

NEW JAZZ /AA RELEASES UNDER
THE HOLIDAY BANNER

This year, our first reach into Santa’s CD sack
yielded the sterling Telarc set by Mel Torme titled
simply, Christmas Songs. Backed by a reliable trio
that includes John Leitham and John Colianni on
bass and piano respectively, Torme is also flanked
by a large ensemble from the Cincinnati Pops.
Highlights include the big daddy of American
Christmas carols, “The Christmas Song,” co-writ-
ten by Torme and his partner at the time, lyricist
Robert Wells. The story goes that one hot and
sticky afternoon in "45, Mel dropped by Wells’ San
Fernando Valley digs only tofind him away. Sitting
at the piano was a piece of paper with the first four
lines, beginning with Chestnuts roasting on an open
fire. Wells popped back, and forty five minutes later
a classic was born. Christmas Songs is pure finger-
popping, digital glitz, and the medleys are espe-
cially zesty with a beefy, big-band treatment. But
all would be nil without that full bodied, mellow
roast Torme croon...Irish progressive music icon
Enya treats us to a rare yuletide cameo with her
three-track Reprise EP, which is highlighted by her
Celtic rendition of “Oiche Chiun” (“Silent Night").
Pasteled by her trademark cavernous, multi-multi-
tracked Enya choir, “Oiche Chiun” should easily be
the crown jewel of Adult Alternative Christmas
tracks. It makes us pine for that long weekend in
pre-Hogmanay December when we conducted our
own Guinness pub crawls through Dublin..The
Music Masters label chose 1992 as the year to make
their big splash onto the Gavin Jazz chart, and their

A Jazz Christmas collection is apt celebration for
theirsuccess. Revitalized greats like Dave Brubeck,
Stanley Turrentine, Benny Carter are on hand for
some swingin’, boppin’ chestnuts. Brubeck deliv-
ers a bubbling, percussive, symphonically swirling
“We Three Kings” with his quaint, five-piece lineup.
Turrentine’s sexy, slo-mo “Christmas Waltz” won't
do much to curtail overpopulation. Vincent Her-
ring, Music Masters’ young lion, lights the wick
with a disciplined, bop-fused reading of the “O
Come, All Ye Faithful” before he plunges into the
set’s finer moments of gleeful improv. Eastern
Rebellion, spearheaded by Cedar Waltonand Billy
Higgins, presents a “lofty” reading of “It Came
Upon A Midnight Clear”..Mason Williams, be-
sides being known for his super-oldie, “Classical
Gas,” is also known as a cheeky author, musician
and media prankster. “What Tune Is This” is a
playful, clever send-up of “Greensleeves,” and it’s
draped with the trademark “Gas” arrangement.
Williams’ liner notes are anecdotal, satirical and
historically engaging. A Gift Of Song, on Real
Music, is pointed Americana—at times deeply tra-
ditional and folksie, and spiked with the occasional
Bluegrass vignette... When the season begins tosput-
ter into blatant commercialism, Jazz radio can tem-
per things by adding an element of class in the form
of the gospel-charged Blue Note release by The
Boys Choir Of Harlem with Dianne Reeves and
James Williams. Reeves sings counter solos on
three tracks and Williams provides the Jazz under-
pinnings to the Choir’s vocal heroics. “Winter Won-
derland” bobs and weaves as Williams, bassist
Peter Washington and drummer Tony Reedus
trade off eloquent riffs and fills against the Harlem

So if it's demented slide guitar,
back-beat shuffle, bouncy boogie woogie piano,
Southside electric guitar licks, moody harmonica
howls, bayou torch blues or hot n spicy Texas
grooves that you crave, this Alligator collection is
the ticket. Roster heavies include Katie Webster,
Koko Taylor, Clarence “Gatemouth” Brown, Son
Sealsand many more....Shakatak, the British power
band that found a happy home on Adult Alterna-
tive airwaves, returns the favor with a delightfully
“up” collection on Verve Forecast called Christ-
mas Dreams.

Vocalist Jill Saward adds a blue-eyed soul reading
of Chairman Mel’s “Christmas Song.” Originals
like “Christmas With You,” the urbanized “Lonely
On Christmas Day” and the sentimental instru-
mental “A Christmas Dream” revel in Shakatak’s
own mixture of pop and sophisto...The Adult Al-
ternative pioneer of lasting Christmas anthologies
has to be Narada Records. They finally deliver the
sequelto their successful Narada Christmas Collec-
tion.

1. SUGAR - COPPER
BLUE (RYKO)

Bob Mould made quite an im-
pression with this one! I'm a
sucker for noise-coated pop so
it’s not surprising that Copper
Blue made it to the top of my list.
Songs like “Good Idea,” “Help-
less,” “Changes” and “If I Can’t
Change YourMind” arejustsome

ot th‘e reasons why this CD never
left my player for very long.

2. THE CHARLATANS -
BETWEEN 10TH & 11TH
(B. BANQUET/RCA)
Some of us appreciated this one
more than others—and obvi-
ously, since it came in at number
two, I'm in the appreciative cat-
egory. Between 10th And 11th
showed a genuine growth and
maturity in the band’s

songwriting. Inmy review of this
album last April 1 wrote, “Be-
tween 10th And 11th is far more
challenging...the songsarea little
tougher and the band’s less will-
ing to hand you a neat, easy pop
song, although there are still
plenty of hooks and the kind of
heavy groves that are so intregal
to their sound.” An album in the
“classic” sense of the word, Be-
tween 10th And 11th is light on
pop-oriented radio singles and
heavyon well-writtensongs. And
that’s one of the key reasons this
one keeps making its way to my
CD player.

3. RIDE - GOING BLANK
AGAIN (REPRISE)
Ride mercilessly shattered the
“sophomore slump” myth with
the fabulous Going Blank Again.
Back in March I wrote, “..Ride
have written a collection of
songs—not just swirly guitar bits
around a decent melody—but
actualsongs. And thereare quite
a few unpretentious out-and-out
pop tunes to boot.” Songs like
“Twisterella,” “Mousetrap,”
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ALTERNATIVE NEW RELEASES ..

“Cool Yer Boots,” “Time Ma-
chine” and “Chrome Waves” are
some of the highlights on this
terrific album.

4. CATHERINE WHEEL -
FERMENT (FONTANA/
MERCURY)

Catherine Wheel’s destructive
sonic dreamscapes have the
power to envelope me com-
pletely. In fact, I can’t think of
another single released this year
that made the kind of impression
“Black Metallic” did. (Every time
ThearitI’'mreminded of the Sum-
mer of ‘92, and ten years from
now, that song will evoke the
same memories.) InMay I wrote,
“Within Catherine Wheel’s dark,
languid sound is a passion so
strong non-believers become dis-
ciples.” Single by single, tour by
tour, non-believers have become
disciples. Pretty impressive for a
debutact! Keepaneyeonthemin
'93.

5. THE JESUS AND
MARY CHAIN - HONEY'’S
DEAD (DEF AMERICAN/
WARNER BROS.)
Honey’s Dead has all the mak-
ings of a really great, trashy
novel—anexplosive combination
of lust, sex, sin and religion. It
sounds as though the Reid broth-
ers havechronicled their alcohol-
induced, “achin’ to be” state of
mind (and body) and set their
experiences to music. And such
awesome music! “Almost Gold,”
“Tumbledown,” “Far Gone And
Out,” “Can’t Get Enough” and
“Rollercoaster” are just a few ex-
amples of how the Reid brothers
blew me—and plenty others—

away.

6. NED’S ATOMIC
DUSTBIN - ARE YOU
NORMAL? (CHAOS)

Like The Charlatans and Ride,
Ned’s Atomic Dustbin’s sopho-
more effort shows the band de-
veloping their songwriting skills.
On Are You Normal, singer Jonn
Penney demonstrates his keen
way with words while producer
Andy Wallace accomplished
what he was hired to do—orga-

nize the band’s sound. Some of

my favorites are “Who Goes
First,” “Walking ThroughSyrup,”
“Legoland,” “Leg End InHisOwn
Boots” and “Intact.” I listen to
Are You Normal in my walkman
on the way to work as it never
fails to kick-start my morning.

7. THE SOUP DRAGONS
- HOTWIRED (RAW TV/
BIG LIFE/MERCURY)

Here'sanother onethat never fails
togetmeupand moving, whether
it's morning, noon or night. Al-
though The Soup Dragons
cranked up the guitar on
Hotwired, their signaturegroove-
powered dancestyle (epitomized
by 1991’s mega-smash, “I'm
Free”) was left intact. Songs like
“Divine Thing,” “Pleasure,”
“Running Wild” and “Dream-
On” make you feel good—plain
and simple.

8. SCREAMING TREES -
SWEET OBLIVION (EPIC)
When “I Nearly Lost You” came
out, I must’ve playedit for at least
an hour straight. That song was
destined for greatness, and it's
this thought that keeps me from
wincing when I hear it on our
local Rock station. The Scream-
ing Trees should be adored by
millions and Sweet Oblivion puts

them well on their way.

9. THE SENSELESS
THINGS - THE FIRST OF
TOO MANY (EPIC)
Having bought my fair share of
Senseless Things singles on im-
port, Iwas tickled pink when Epic
Records America picked themup.
Back in March I wrote, “...the
band’s youthful exhuberance is
just so damn catchy. Equally in-

fectious are The Senseless Things’
solid pop hooks which bend ef-
fortless around their ‘loud, fast
rules’ musical style.” Can’t wait
to hear what the New Year has to
offer from this English quartet.

10. LEMONHEADS - IT'S
A SHAME ABOUT RAY
(ATLANTIC)

Although currently riding a wave
of popularity with a cover of
Simon and Garfunkle’s classic
“Mrs. Robinson,” the
Lemonheads’ Evan Dando is an
entertaining songwriter/story-
teller in his ownright. The popu-
larity of the Dando original “It's
A Shame About Ray” testifies to
that fact. Other favorites include
“Confetti,” “My Drug Buddy,”
“Bit Part” and “Allison’s Starting
ToHappen,” and they all attest to
the as-of-yet, largely-untapped
songwriting prowess of Evan
Danado.

11. JAMES - SEVEN
(FONTANA/MERCURY)
I expected good—no great—
things to happen for James this
year, and as often happens, real-
ity didn’t match up with expecta-
tion. With excellent singles like
“Born Of Frustration,” “Heav-
ens,” “Ring TheBells” and “Don’t
Wait That Long,” the support
from Alternative radio has been
fast and unanimous, but I can’t
help feeling a stronger noise
could’ve been made at the Top 40
level. Well, they’ll get ‘em next
time. For now, James could well
be this format’s best kept secret.

12. L7 - BRICKS ARE
HEAVY (SLASH/REPRISE)
This one came out of nowhere
and hit hard. Believe me, bricks
are heavy! Whenever I think of
L7, I watching remember their
wild and crazy show whileslosh-
ing in the mud at the Reading
Festival in England. On disc or
onstage, L7 knows how to turnit
on and they take pleasure in do-
ingso. And asSeana Baruthwrote
back in April, “If this ain’t plea-
sure, well, the pain sure does feel
good.”
