Sony president and CEO
Tommy Mottola testified for
four hours last week in

London's High Court,

defending his company
against George Michael,
who is suing it for restraint

Mottola said that he was
*outraged, shocked and
offended” when Michael's

manager, Rob Kahane, said
the label chief had ties to
the Mafia (GaviN, November

12). Mis relationship with
Kahane, Mottola said, was
“always tough and
strained.” He also testified

that he felt Kahane didn’t
always act in his client’s
best interest.

Michael's lawyers also
questioned former Sony
Music Entertainment UK
chairman Paul Russell, who
said he was opposed to a
proposition that would have
Michael move  from
Columbia to Epic in the U.S.
“If we let an artist switch
labels every time they are
unhappy or their manage-
ment is unhappy, you
would have artists switching
over and it would be like
Charing Cross Station,”
Russell said.

NO MO’ 'HO’

After two on-air forums that attracted opinions from lis- |
teners, rap dartists, parents and community leaders, Power
106 (KPWR)-Los Angeles has bowed to requests that they
bleep the words “bitch,” “nigga” and “ho” from songs
they play. The decision came two weeks after the
Inglewood-based group Stop The Violence/Increase The
Peace threatened an advertiser boycott of the station.

*I've been wrestling with this issue before (the threat-
ened boycot),” said Doyle Rose, KPWR's general manag-
er. “This is where we think we can be socially responsi-
ble to the people who want to hear the music.”

The decision follows WBLS-New York'’s decision to
ban violent and/or denigrating lyrics.
playlist will be more affected than WBLS’, because it
applies to at least six songs that are in regular rotation.
At the time of its official decision, WBLS wasn't playing
any songs to which their new ruling applies.

“Those that don’t play me are cheating themselves,”
said Snoop Doggy Dogg, whose Doggystyle sits at retail’s
number one. “The listeners aren’t going to listen to them
if they don’t have Snoop Dogg on their station.”
