Ac's Summit: New
Faces, Music Buzz

Minutes after the Dave
Matthews Band hit the Fox
Theater stage Saturday night,
the band established them-
selves as one of the major
buzz bands of the entire
event. Earlier, another new
band, Rusted Root, tore into
a tight set of tribal rock 'n'
roll. Bold new faces and
music added to a weekend
of networking, daytime dis-
cussions, outdoor tent per-
formances and a few surpris-
es for the 400+ attendees.

This year's GAVIN A3

Strategy Summit clearly sig-
naled the end of a general
celebration of the format. As
A3 begins to take different
courses in different markets,
look for the future A3
Summits to branch off into
more specific breakouts that
will cater to the format's
ever -splintering special inter-
est packs.

The highlights of this
year's events were the gath-
erings that brought different
factions together. The open-
ing session titled Reasons To
Be Cheerful/Reasons To Be
Fearful erupted into various
subjects including the for-
mat's diverse sense of
regionalism, commercial and
non-commercial co-exis-

Joe Galante Returns
To RCA Nashville
After four years in New
York, RCA president Joe
Galante is leaving his post in
the Big Apple and will
return to Nashville, where
he is expected to become
chairman of RCA Nashville.

The move was widely
expected.

Well -liked and respected
around the industry, Galante
brought RCA success with
acts such as SWV and the
Wu -Tang Clan, but, accord-
ing to one source who
spoke with the Wall Street
Journal, had not been able
to bring stability to the
label's pop department.

"Joe is a very likeable guy,
but the attorneys who con-
trol the music business
never really let him into the
game for new talent," said

an industry source. "The
company's biggest challenge
remains artist and repertoire
development."

Changes are already being
felt at RCA as
regional reps
have been
reshuffled,
and Randy
Goodman
prepares to

return to Nashville with
Galante. Current RCA
Nashville president Thom
Schuyler is expected to
remain with the label.

Galante has been with
RCA since 1971 and for a
time RCA Nashville was the
record industry's leading
country division. A replace-
ment has not yet been
named.

emotional Jimmy LaFave as
well as headliners Nanci
Griffith and Lyle Lovett with
his 17 piece band in tow, all
with new albums.

Virgin Records Signs
Beating out Madonna's
Maverick label and one of
its own sister companies,
Virgin Records has signed
an agreement for its own
rap label, Noo Trybe, to dis-
tribute and market Rap -A -
Lot Records, the controver-
sial, Houston -based label.

Rap -A -Lot, a powerful
label with an estimated $12
million in annual sales, has
a roster including the Geto
Boys, Scarface, and
Bushwick Bill. Its product
has most recently been dis-
tributed by Priority Records.
That deal expires next April.
However, a Scarface album,
The Diary, due in October,
will be worked by Noo
Trybe.

Earlier this year, Virgin
made an initial move into
rap by forming the Noo
Trybe division, with presi-
dent Eric Brooks doubling
as a vice president of A&R
for Virgin. Brooks was
instrumental in landing the
Rap -A -Lot deal, overcoming
reported bids by Maverick
and one of its own EMI sis-
ter labels. "Our deal," said
Brooks, "instantly puts Noo
Trybe on the map and
brings us one step closer to
our overall goal, which is to
be a successful label in the
rap community."

Rap -A -Lot's main
strength-and the focal
point of controversy-is the
Geto Boys, whose members

Rap -A -Lot
form the nucleus of several
acts on the label's roster.

In 1990, Geffen Records
refused to distribute the
group's first album because
of lyrics deemed to be vio-
lent and sexually explicit.
Last year, Giant dropped a
distribution deal with Rap -
A -Lot, reportedly under
pressure from Time Warner.

Phil Quartararo, president
of Virgin Records America,
said the company expects
criticism for hooking up
with the rap label.

"We presumed there
would be some
heat...but...we have a phi-
losophy in the company
that anybody making quali-
ty music should be heard."

Roger Clinton Digs Bootleggers Slipping
Clinton by George Through the InternetBY BEN FONG-TORRES

Roger Clinton, the President's
younger, half-brother, listens
to Howard Stern on KLSX
and to KTWV (The Wave)
when he's home in Los
Angeles. And he'd love to
have his own radio show, on
which he'd play R&B spiced
with reggae and blues.

That's what he told GAVIN
for an upcoming appear-
ance in the 'Friends of
Radio' column.

Aside from radio ques-
tions, Clinton, who's on the
road promoting his upcom-
ing first album, Nothing
Good Comes Easy, on
Pyramid Records, talked
about his musical roots and
the pressures that come with
being the President's brother.
(Roger has admitted to a
past problem with cocaine,
spent more than a year in jail
for selling drugs, and got
into a scuffle at a Knicks
game in New York last year
with a man who'd insulted
the President and other fami-
ly members.)

Your last name's familiar.
Are you related to George
Clinton?

(Long laugh) Well, I think
musically I am. Believe it or
not, I've been a fan of
George Clinton's back to the
Parliament days, to (The
Clones of Dr.) Funkenstein.

When did you get interest-
ed in music?

I got so much of my musi-
cal influence from my broth-
er even before I started lis-
tening to records. My brother
was so musically inclined,
and he had such a good
voice. That really amazed
me, and I wanted to be able
to sing like that.

As a kid, I played at-
emphasis on "at"-three dif-
ferent instruments: guitar,
piano and saxophone.

Being the brother of the
President, you're perceived,
right or wrong, as having
doors opened for you based
on other than musical ability.

I'm very aware of that. It's
just the way it is, period. I
can't allow any of that to
take away from the hard
work that I've done for 22
years, just as my brother

can't allow himself to get
detracted from his job by
small factions of negative
press.

So many (detractors) don't
look at the other side of the
coin. They don't realize or
consider that some doors
that could have opened
based on my ability don't
open because of who I am.

I had a struggle inside of
me for the longest time-not
just from the musical stand-
point but from a personal
standpoint-from being the

governor's brother, then con-
sequently the President's
brother. As long as there isn't
a struggle on the inside,
there won't be a struggle on
the outside.

Do you feel awkward
about having the President
listen to the record and
maybe critique it?

He's not heard the CD. I
think it's anticipation.
(Pause) I don't know. He's
the most special person in
my life, always has been. He
and my mother, and, certain-
ly now my son and my wife.
But all my life he has been
everything to me, my brother
and father-we didn't have a
father growing up-so his
acceptance, or any advice or
comment, bet-they mean
more than anything in the
world.

Imagine being able to
record a song from the
Stones' Voodoo Tour via
home computer.

It can happen, and
though it hasn't yet-that
we know of-record com-
panies are becoming wary
of the availability of boot-
legged performances over
the Internet.

Computer junkies have
already gotten tastes of
clandestinely recorded
material, most notably Kate
Bush's The Red Shoes, which
traveled down the Internet
last fall thanks to a British
fan who got an early copy
of the track, digitized it and
sent it down the line.

That incident, and the
specter of more like it, have
set the record industry on

guard.
According to Dorothy

Sherman, who consults for
Warner Bros. out of her
Brooklyn -based manage-
ment firm, GrayZone, highly
organized bootleg compa-
nies can arm people with
plastic DAT machines small
enough to slip through con-
cert security guards. They
then digitize the material,
and quicker than you can
say Jean -Luc Picard it's on
its way down the pipeline.

The concerns about boot-
legging over the Internet
are the same as the con-
cerns about bootlegging the
old-fashioned way. "Record
companies worry about
copyright infringement,
publishers worry about
licensing and artists worry
about control," Sherman
says.

Country Radio Seminar
Stages First Regional

With the overwhelming success of the annual Country
Radio Seminar (CRS) came the inevitable complaints that
the conference had gotten out of hand. In an attempt to
return to a smaller, more productive meeting, the Country
Radio Broadcasters staged its first regional meeting, CRS -
SW, August 26 and 27 in Dallas.

Some 250 execs attended the conference, which fea-
tures sessions ranging from "Dealing with the FCC" to
"Legislative/Regulatory Issues for General Managers."

Showcases were a big hit, with David Ball and Jon
Randall getting the best response. And, in various suites,
George Ducas, the Wiggins, Rhett Atkins and Wade Hayes
all had people talking.

The CRB is planning another regional next year, possi-
bly in Charlotte, N.C. And, for all the grousing about the
big old CRS, we just can't live without it. Mark your calen-
dars for March 1 through 4.

MCA Boosts Matsushita Net
Matsushita Electrical
Industrial Co., the parent of
MCA Inc./Universal, has
reported that its net income
for its fiscal first quarter,
ending June 30, is 33 per-
cent ahead of last year.

Its entertainment group's
revenue was lower than last
year's, but would have been
up seven percent, the
Japan -based company said,

had sales been calculated in
dollars and not reflected the
unfavorable currency fluctu-
ations caused by the appre-
ciation of the yen's value.
As such, entertainment rev-
enue was down two per-
cent (to Y127.9, or $1.29
billion) from 131.1 billion
yen a year ago.

Although Matsushita
doesn't break down profit

results for its entertainment
group, which includes film,
music, theme parks and
publishing, it said the MCA
unit had "solid growth" and
that the music entertain-
ment arm "performed well."

The lower revenues from
the entertainment segment
were offset by Matsushita's
communication and indus-
trial equipment sectors.

Jeff Soldau, who edits the
San Francisco -based Taper's
Quarterly, sympathizes with
those concerns, but thinks
it's too early to worry about
Internet bootlegging getting
out of control. "Digital
takes too much data," he
told GAVIN. "To send a DAT
version of one track takes
up to an hour."

Soldau says he "takes
issue when money is
involved," but feels traders
should be able to access
music through the Internet.
"(Users) have created a
demand for live music, and
the industry should address
that," he says. "Fans should
be able to exchange materi-
al."

But just having "illegiti-
mately" recorded music
available causes record
companies to shudder. So
much so, says Sherman, that
the FBI will crack down if
they need to. "Just a few
people trading amongst
themselves is not going to
cause a lot of excitement,"
said agent Frank Scafidi.
"But if someone is systemat-
ically producing these
[tapes] and seeing a lot of
financial gain, then we're
going to come down hard."

Bob Dylan
Bites Apple
Bob Dylan's attorneys have
filed suit against Apple
Computer Inc. to enjoin the
company from using his
name on its software.

According to news reports,
Dylan learned that Apple
had a product in the works
named Dylan, and his attor-
neys noted that Apple had
used such names as Isaac
Newton and Carl Sagan in
the past "in a deliberate
atempt to unlawfully capital-
ize on the good will associ-
ated with these famous indi-
viduals"-and withdrawn
such names after being
sued.

Apple said it had no plans
to use "Dylan" on any com-
mercial software product.

Lollapalooza Walks Line
Between Mosh and Mass

Now in its fourth year,
Lollapalooza continues to
grow and to walk the line
between alternative and
mainstream. This year the
festival touched down in
more than 30 cities
across the U.S., often
selling out and stimu-
lating its massive audi-
ence with a 13 -act bill,
various exhibits, and
food booths.

Major crowd
pleasers at the sold -
out San Francisco area
shows included the Beastie
Boys, Stereolab and Shonen
Knife. At the Shoreline,
main stage acts the
Smashing Pumpkins and
Nick Cave & The Bad Seeds
also played surprise sets on
the second stage. Other
rockin'-funkin'-rappin' main
stage acts included Green
Day, L7, A Tribe Called

George Clinton & The P -
Funk All -Stars.

Throughout the tour main
stage acts strayed from the

usual. Donita Sparks of L7
recalled a performance art
parody on JFK's assassina-
tion at the Dallas show
called "The Grassy Knoll."
According to Sparks, the
Bad Seeds played the secret
service men and all of L7

sick Ca
St 7.4 Bad S

played Jackie Kennedy
Onassis.

Organized by founding
father Perry Farrell and
billed much like a Big Top
circus, Lollapalooza '94
helped participating artists'
album sales skyrocket into
the millions. Considering
the soaring success of previ-
ous Lolla-performers like
Pearl Jam and Nine Inch
Nails, it's no wonder The
Breeders' latest album, Last
Splash, recently went plat-
inum. The crowd supported

second stage acts which
included Shonen Knife,
Stereolab, the Boo Radleys
and Shudder To Think, and
spoke their mind in
Reverend Samuel Mudd's
Little Spoken Word
Armageddon, also known

as the Revival Tent,
where people literally
bared their body and
slammed poetry. They
stood in long lines for
the virtual reality ride,
the Chameleon, where
they controlled their
adventure. The MTV
Video Wall of informa-

tion provided gatherers with
band PSAs and Rain Forest
Action Network videos as
well as cartoons from
Japanamation.

Lollapalooza is clearly an
alternative to typical rock
concerts, but it also pro-
motes consumeris, as one
concertgoer, Michael Taluc,
pointed out. "There was
more merchandise readily
for sale than information
being offered. It might as
well have been any other
regular concert."

A Slam Dance of a Book
PUNK DIARY George Gimarc/St. Martin's Press

Punk Diary could very well
be the most bizarre family
tree ever drawn. All the
crazy cousins are there:
Chrissie Hynde, Tom
Verlaine, Rat Scabies, Pete
Shelley. Even Sting makes
an appearance. It's one big
slam -dance.

How Gimarc put this
mind -boggling tome togeth-
er is beyond comprehen-
sion. The punk movement
is painstakingly chronicled
from The Stooges' second
album to Elvis Costello's
1979 appearance with
Wings, from Richard Hell's
first safety pin to Johnny's
rotten teeth. In between,
Sid killed Nancy, them him-
self, and ultimately punk
got too big for itself and
eventually followed them to
the grave.

In the introduction,

Gimarc says his work is
based on "mountains of
newspapers, record compa-
ny bios, tapes of personal
interviews and recollections,

and, of course,
just plain living
the music." It's
laid out diary -
style, day by
day, year by

year, with notations of who
played that night, and
graphics of pins, records,
posters and newspaper arti-
cles. Gimarc's research
goes right down to letters
Steven Morrissey ( now solo
Morrissey, formerly with
The Smiths) wrote to the
New Musical Express.

Punk Diary is at once an
easy read and a hard one
because so much informa-
tion is packed in that there's
only so much one can take.

But, far more than being
just a coffee-table item,
Punk Diary is a book you
want to tote along with you
so when you have a spare
moment you can read a few
entries.

By virtue of mentions, the
Sex Pistols had the most
effect on the movement,
followed closely by the
Clash and the Stranglers.

You'll be muttering lots of
"oh, yeahs," "ah ha," and "I
didn't know that," in
between the covers.
Through the short items,
punk's history takes shape
and, in a way it never could
when it was happening,
makes sense.

The '70s have taken a lot
of hits recently. Punk Diary
will remind music afficiona-
dos how exciting they really
were. -BY BEVERLY MIRE

Music Videos Ride
Top Rocket' Game
Those who think the music business is just a big game
will feel right at home playing Total Distortion, a music
video adventure game on CD-ROM due out this
October. Developed by San Francisco -based multimedia
publisher/developer Pop Rocket, the game allows play-
ers to become video producers, journey to "Distortion
Dimension" in search of fresh material for videos and
return to earth to cut deals with TV producers.

The game sports an original soundtrack by Pop
Rocket's director Kent Carmical. He describes the music
as everything from "guitar thrash to cinematic mood
music. You can play it as a game with a goal or you
can mess around with it because it's a non-linear thing,"
Carmical told GAVIN.

Billed as the first all -original game on CD-ROM, Total
Distortion's adventure unfolds in a detailed, animated 3-
D world. Key features include a personal media station
where players make their own mini -music videos, inter-
active devices that are games within the game and
adventure game elements which develop relationships
with characters and adjust the level of difficulty.

Pop Rocket is shooting for an October release and the
game will be available through mail order and possibly
retail outlets. "Getting software into record stores is a
relatively new thing, but we're hoping to have it in
places like Tower Records" says Carmical. CD-ROM rec-
ommendations call for MS Windows with 486 or faster
and MAC requires, at minimum, Performa 475 or better
on System 7.

Though some programmers consid-
er leaping to sales at some point
during their career, actually making
the move ranks right up there with
Evel Knievel's wildest stunts.
Former KOYE (Y95) -Laredo, Texas
programmer Steve
Chase is one of those
who made the jump
safely and has just
completed one year
with Clear Channel in
Austin.

Steve is now work-
ing for a group of four
stations in Austin (Top
40 KHFI, Classic Rocker KPEZ
(Z102), A/C KEYI (KEY 103) and
Talk KOFN). and says it took him
about five months to really find his
comfort zone. It finally happened
when he started to rely on his
strengths, such as knowledge of
the product, the medium and how
to use research effectively. Chase
tells programmers considering
jumping into sales not to get
caught up in being someone who's
just out to sell, sell, sell. "Instead of
attacking with a big sales presenta-
tion Or pitch I'll go out and say,
'Hey, if you're interested in Z102,
the average listener is 35 and male'
and I'll go on to explain the radio
station much like a PD would,"
Chase says. "I explain it in layman's
terms."

Ills eight years as a program
director also prepared Chase for
the promotions he now has to cre-
ate. lie studies all he can about a
future client and considers himself
to be, in effect, an investment
counselor. He says he was blown
away at a recent training session
when the group was asked,
"What's the most important quality,
being a great seller or having a
strong knowledge of the product?"

"Over three-quarters of the sales-
people in the room answered,

`being a great seller- Chase says. "I
firmly believe you need a knowl-
edge of the product to sell effec-
tively. And while passion is not a
necessity, it sure is a great asset."

From his new vantage point,
Chase sees what he
calls a negative simi-
larity between sales
and programming
that, in his view, is a
major problem, espe-
cially in small and
medium markets. "It's
short-term solutions
to long-term prob-

lems,- he says. "PDs move around
a lot as owners seek quick turn-
arounds, and in sales it's much the
same. By reacting shun term, one
can get caught in a two
week cycle which forces you to
play catch up month after
month in order to achieve your
sales goal."

Steve is more sympathetic to sales
promotions, hut he acknowledges
that it can be difficult to resist cri-
tiquing the on -air product. But, he
says, "It's wise to keep your mouth
shut." That's easy enough, because
Chase has high regard for
K111'1,7102 PD John Roberts, Kn."
103 KFON PI) Dave Labrozzi, and
for GM Stan Webb, who allows
both programmers to run the ship.
"That's rare these days," Chase says.

Steve wound up his first year as a
salesman on an up note. He's the
stations' number one salesperson,
having hit his goal during the month
of

Chase says that Plls should know
how much money, almost to the
penny, is coming into their station.
"We're starting to see more people
who understand the medium come
into GM and GSM positions," he
says. "If the trend continues over
the next five years, radio will be
okay."

FURBOWL
The Autumn Years

(Black Mark/Cargo)

If programming newfangled rock is
your thing, look for Furbowl's
abrasive guitar dominating grinds.
Originally formed has a two-piece in
early '91, the group's first demo, The
Nightfall Of Your Heart generated
enough interest in their native
Sweden to merit a full album, 1992's
Those Shredded Dreams.

Breathing," "Bury The Hatchet," "Is
This Dignity?" and "Dead And
Gone." Early spins come from
WEOS, WFSE and KSJS.

GRAVEYARD RODEO
On The Verge

(Century Media)

Century Media has been churning
out some pretty heavy armor -coated
bands over the last couple of weeks,
and they'll fit in just about any metal
show be it college or commercial.
One of their latest releases is the
second album from Graveyard
Rodeo (Mark Brignac, vocals; Gary
Gennaro, guitar; Jay Gracianette,
guitar; Tommy Scanlan, bass; Gary
Hebert, drums), On The Verge.
These Louisiana rockers deliver a
ragin' metal sound with the intensity
of a fiery rocket colliding with a fuel
depot. Dueling guitars spit out man-
gled chords that propel demonic
bass lines into a frenzy of whip lash-
ing rhythms, while Herbert cuts
loose with sporadic drum bashing.

We've had
ten years of madness, so to a
certain extent we have longevity."

THE PRODUCTIO, "We did it
ourselves. We used Terry Date back
in 1991, but he's almost
unreachable now. Between the
success of the Horrorscope album
and the Pantera and Soundgarden

albums, he's really off the map. We
know our area and we just try to
expand on it. We've never been one
for tasting the flavor of the day. I
think our longevity is due to the fact
that we're not really followers. We
enjoy our area and explore within it.
A lot of people might say that it's
not really artistic to say that you
can't expand, but we just know
where we're most potent. We just
turned up the intensity with each
record, as compared to exploring
what people are calling alternative,
grunge or industrial. The songs are
born in a rehearsal room where
everyone says 'we're there.' We put
on a few finishing touches and then
record it. We did this whole thing
from soup to nuts this time and it
was important that we saw that
vision all the way through to the
end. We had an option to take a
producer but I've co -produced seven
records with D.D., Rob is fantastic
behind the board and Merritt has
great ears. We just decided to go in
an do it and not let anyone fuck with
our vision.

THE BAND'S SOUND: "It's hard for
me to be objective because it's part
of my baby just like it is with the

other guys. It shows me that on this
record we're really playing like a
band; that we've taken the
experience of I Hear Black, which
was probably the hardest record for
me to write because it had many
different directions on it within that
heavy realm. This one is straight -
ahead and almost uni-directional.
It's more up Tim's alley, and he
pulled the band together for this
record."

THE WRITING "It's a combination
of keeping your eyes open both
when you're awake and asleep. I
have to go through three or four
days of garbage before I produce
one gem. For instance, the last
song on the record is 'Gasoline
Dream.' It's probably one of the
album's heavier tunes and people
keep asking me 'is this a theme with
"Fast Junkie" and 'W.F.O.'?"
Honestly, when I'm going through
those really shit days that I usually
pass out in the afternoon for about
an hour and a half. One day I woke
up in a cold sweat-and it was
during the winter and probably 30
degrees outside. I remembered a
dream, and every line was coming
out and I didn't have to even think
about it. Something like 'Where It
Hurts' is based on the consequence
of action. If you're gonna do the
crime be prepared to do the time.
It's a very different type of lyrical
content that I draw from but each
one means as much to me."

TOURING PLANS: "We're going out
with Pro -Pain beginning in Albany,
New York. It's a no -bones -about -it

bill. We sought them out for this
tour because they're unique and
extreme. They pull no punches. Our
West Coast tour kicks off in Denver
on September 2 with shows in
Portland, and in San Francisco on
September 7. We do the
Foundations Forum '94 in Burbank
on September 9 and then Anaheim
on the 10th and Austin, Texas on
the 16th. We're booked through
October and are continuing to add
dates. One of the things this band
has always been able to prove is
that we're not an arena act or large
theater act but we can still pack
small theaters and clubs.
Promoters don't look at us as a
high risk. "

BODY COUNT
Born Dead (Virgin)
Body Count (Ice -T, vocals; Ernie -C,
guitars; D -Roc, guitars; Mooseman,
bass; Beatmaster V, drums) has
already penetrated the airwaves
with "Medley," the mixed four -song
teaser that featured parts of "Maste:-
Of Revenge," "Killin' Floor," "Drive
By" and "Street Lobotomy." Now
they're prepared to launch a full
frontal assault on rock radio with a
barrage of rakish guitar grinds and
severe lyrics with their second
album and Virgin Records debut
Born Dead. You'll not only hear
the complete versions of the cuts
from "Medley" but you'll also get tc
check out unreleased tracks that
will rate high on the adrenaline
gage. Revel in the wicked Sabbath -
style riffs of "Necessary Evil," the
crunchy bass -pounding rhythms of
"Who Are You" and the intense
drum pounding of "Surviving The
Game." The title track (an edited
version will be shipped to radio on
September 16), "Shallow Graves"
and "Last Breath" have all the
rugged qualities metal listeners
thrive on so they definitely deserve
a spin. You'll also find an excellent
rendition of Jimi Hendrix's "Hey
Joe" which was taken from the
Stone Free compilation.

HEADLOCK
It Found Me (Pavement)

This New Jersey -based band spent
a couple of frustrating years look-
ing for a dedicated singer before
they finally said "the hell with it"

and started singing themselves.
Then they changed their name
from Last Remains to Headlock,
and got the wild wheels rolling on
an impressive album, It Found Me,
out now on Pavement Records.
Throw on this aggressive CD and
brace yourself for an extreme hard
rock trip through deep metal
grooves, fingering bass lines, crash-
ing drum slams and harsh vocal
yells. It's an energetic album that
will attract rock listeners with bold
guitar strokes on the tracks "Jaws
Of Insanity," "Too Much Power,"

College rock radio also acts as a
half -way point for hard rock and
metal acts, who are trying to cross
over to COR, ROAR and sometimes
Album formats, where the potential
for mainstream -success is much high-
er. "We are a stepping stone for
bands with the potential to make it to
commercial radio," WFCS's Conrad
says.

KISW's Faulkner agrees.
"COR/ROAR stations act as a possible
transition point between college to
mainstream. Commercial radio can
give the artist a little more power and
take them to a higher level than col-
lege can."

Non-commercial radio consistently
attracts listeners from all ages and aL
walks of life. KWVA Eugene Oregon
College metal director in Stephen
Woodward says, "We don't target a
specific audience but a specific type
of music. I appeal to high school and
college kids or anybody out there
who basically wants to rock out. I've
got guys 24, 25, 26 -years -old who're
working night jobs calling me up say-
ing 'Dude, you just rock out. You're
the only thing I can work to: That's
just the way it goes."

'e pull in a broad spectrum of
people from, 12 -year -old skate punks.
to long -in -the -tooth 40 -year old bik-.
ers," claims Morden.

Not only does non-commercial
radio draw a variety of listeners, it
often exposes them to more than just
the track record labels are pushing.

Conrad comments, "'Andre' from L'
is on MTV and all the commercial sta-
tions around me, so why should I
play that track?"

Metal and Program director for
WCWP in Brookville. New York Rob
Gill says, "Commercial stations are
more likely to play what suggested
track is. We (college radio) go deep

The key for the success
of the hard rock and meta.
format is knowing your
audience and being com-
mitted to breaking bands.
A good indicator of a
groups popularity is their
ability to draw crowds
when they appear in con-
cert. "If Program Directors
were doing there jobs

properly," says Mordon, "they woulc
be checking out T-shirts at concerts,
checking the gate at different venue!-,
and noting who draws what crowds
There are many ways to examine
who your audience is or whom your -
potential audience could be. The
operative words are potential audi-
ence."

Some observers say once more
influential industry executives (pro-
gram directors, promotion/marketing
consultants, station owners) discove-
there's a lot of money to be made oT
of hard rock and metal music, it will
take off as a format. Conrad states,
"People who don't work in metal
exclusively don't realize the potentiii
for sales," WFCS's Conrad says.
"Metal merchandising has always
been a huge, huge gold mine when
worked properly. The majority of
kids who're willing to spend $25 for a
ticket to see three bands are just no
spending $25, they're spending
money on transportation, food, T-
shirts, hats, ...they are consumers,
they are into the scene and will
spend money on it if geared to then
the right way."

"I started listening to Metal when
was 11 or 12 and my father use to
tell me it was is going nowhere.
Now I'm 24 and it's still around,"
says Gill. Conrad agrees. "Aggressi-i
music is too big and too rooted to
ever die." Woodward predicts, "I
wouldn't be surprised if COR sta-
tions expanded over the next ten
years and started popping up like
Album stations because you have
new generation who is growing u
with this type of music and really
digs it."

Know your audience, dismiss pre-
conceptions and wives tales of the
format and commit to exposing new
music and hard rock and metal wail
continue to thrive.

The
most important is TOURING, TOUR-
ING AND MORE TOURING! Word of
mouth is key and never ever forget
the street -these kids have got to dis-
cover the band and be able to call
them their own. You can get the add
but you can't force feed it into a hit!
You have to work the market as a

whole nailing down retail, radio,
press and touring while concentrating
on the street, because the street is
reality and we all need a bit of that!
3. The format has been progressing to
the point where we have this new
format called COR/ROAR/RAWK-
whatever. I call it radio that sells
records! Obviously Metal radio has
been proven a viable format and in
one incarnation or another it will last
a very long time.
4. The best thing about this format is
that they actually spin records more
than one fucking time a day! What a
novel idea. Considering that it takes
about six weeks for a record to even
test familiar and most rock stations
want to bail after four, we have an
opportunity to accelerate a record's
exposure at a station. In turn we're
going to sell records. The 12-24
demographic is a very vocal and
active group of record buyers with
disposable income. These stations
also position themselves very aggres-
sively at the street level and make
things happen in their market.

Metal, unfortu-
nately, has always had a stigma sur-
rounding it and if you don't know
that or if you don't give enough of a
shit about defeating that stigma then
no matter what the stations ratings
are you just can't sell. I wish more of
you would go into sales. It's just like
working a record to radio. If you
have a passion about what it is that
you're trying to get played you're
going to do a hell of a lot better. I
think some people out there, whether
they're in radio or records, could he
selling a fucking car NOT a band,
their life, and the beauty and power a
song has.

ments of promotion and marketing to
cross a band. With Hole, a tour is crit-
ical, the music is there. We just have
to prove to the hard rock/altemative
audience that Courtney and Hole are
worthy of their support. With Mary
Beats Jane, building a solid base at
college will be my focus. Forcing a
band like this to cross to mainstream
would be dumb. We may wind up
with some airplay, but not enough to
encourage any sort of commitment to
the band from a radio station.
Organic growth is really the only kind
of crossover that works in the true
sense of what "working" means-
consistent airplay (radio/video/TV), a
strong visual campaign (print, retail,
video, TV), records where the buyer
can find them (stock, placement), and
the buyer laying down hard cold cash
for the music.
3. Yes and no on regressing/accep-
tance.

2. Gwar is a great success. The fact
that they are a multi -media group has
put them out there. They have a
movie, a book and a virtual reality
thing going for them. College and
commercial fans have already called
before I have to make sure they're
getting played. They've outgrown the
arena that they were in. When they
played in Los Angeles the KROQ van
was there and that was a big surprise.
Toward the harder edge of things
they're crossing into KNAC's territory.
Desultory's success is not necessarily
coming from radio. Multi -media is a
big part of the success. CD-ROM and
the computer on-line services help.
Kids aren't interested in the same
things anymore. They're much more

educated.
3. I think a lot of the people who are
supporting metal have actually lost a
lot of their air time and specialty
shows altogether. The only stations
that have really stuck to their guns, if
not gotten heavier this past year, that
I deal with is WSPB in Tampa, KZRX
in Arizona and KZRS and KROQ. I
give a lot of credit to KROQ because
they've stayed within their boundaries
and expanded. They play Green Day
and The White Zombies in the same
hour.
4. It's more the little breakthroughs
that come here and there. More
bands like Pantera and Sepultura
who've gotten more credibility from
the industry in general. The fact that
Pantera can be gold means there's no
reason why a band like Epidemic or
Desultory couldn't be gold. There's
no reason why Cannibal Corpse
shouldn't go out on an arena tour
with Slayer. Cannibal Corpse's sales
are still going up and they're more
people are accepting them. They're
living proof that death metal is not
dead and they haven't compromised.
This next album from Slayer is going
to say a lot about the changing face
of music and radio. My goal for my
bands, who are some of the most
brutal and/or controversial out there,
is to have a gold record. I want to
break through the barriers set up by
people who think certain music
doesn't belong in certain places and
other music doesn't just need to be
there at all. I want to have the last
laugh.
5. A lot of the people who take the
calls at the station are just doing
that-taking calls and messages.
They're not necessarily educated
about the music and don't realize that
it's something new happening and
not simply something they don't play.
Half the time the PDs and MDs don't
even know the calls are coming in.
People are more aware of reality
these days and listening to more
powerful music. They want music

that expresses what they feel. Maybe
1995 is the year for revolution.

Being an independent
label, I have a tough time getting the
time of day from commercial stations,
which is a real shame. Just because
we are an Indie doesn't mean our
bands don't deserve respect and to
be heard, It's called breaking and
supporting new music. (Hello?)
3. If we (metal supporters) stick
together the format will grow; unfor-
tunately a lot of rock stations are
adding more alternative music which
is sad because it's hurting the
Rock/Metal format. There is such a
huge market for metal, stations
should support us more!
4. The people! I love talking to the
metal directors at my stations and I

truly respect them and appreciate the
fact that they play my hands. It's neat
to know that listeners are getting to
hear new music and it's all because
of us working as a team.
5. I vote that every label stop signing
new hands for the next two years.
This will force a survival -of -the -fittest
thing, weeding out all of these over-
rated piece -of -shit hands that are
forced down our throats.

1. Type 0 Negative, Machine Head,
Obituary, Black Train Jack, Buzzoven,
Madball, Dog Eat Dog, Life of Agony,
Kevin Salem and Thorn
2. Type 0 Negative is still moving
records and we've received lots of

inquiries about them for future tours.
It was a worthwhile struggle. They're
a pet project of mine. I started talking
about them six months before the
album came out. It went to Metal
radio even though it's not really metal
but they embraced it. I've been work-
ing it on commercial radio for six
months and it's finally kicking.
Machine Head is going to be huge.
The buzz on this record is incredible.
It's one of the best records out this
year and one of the strongest we've
ever put out. The vibe is as strong or
stronger as Sepultura had when we
put out their new album. Machine
Head is going on tour for a month
with Obitury and Napalm Death.
Europe comes next and then the full -
on U.S. tour in January. We're going
to let Machine Head control radio.
I've got a list of the 30 stations that
broke Pantera. They're obviously
open-minded. Obituary is strong and
will he a top priority. The big surprise
for us is going to be the Madball
record. If you like Biohazard you
can't deny Madball. Kevin Salem is
unlike anything we've ever worked
before. We can't start it out at Metal
radio like we normally do, or even
Alternative like we did with Black
Train Jack. It's not a specialty show
record, it's just an out and out rock

thing. We'll work it on a small sector
of alternative. We'll take it to Triple A
which is Album Adult Alternative.
3. It's interesting because it comes
and goes in waves. You've got hands
like Helmet coming out with their
strongest record. Soundgarden is out
there and they're not getting harder,
they're getting better. You've got a lot
more open-minded people. The
whole thing started with Nirvana. I
feel that they single-handedly
changed music. Kurt Cobain didn't
realize what he'd done. Because of
that the whole alternative rock scene
changed. The stations are taking
more chances. They're playing bands
they never would have played
before.

It took me three
months to get the add, but I got it
and they're one of my biggest cham-
pions.

There
are stations that won't accept reality.
It's a big shame when people don't
test records. I know that they're in a
business and not there to embrace
your hands, but at the same time
you're in the music business. If your
business is a radio station don't you
think it would he more exciting to
make money off something that you
found and that you culture?
Everybody needs to test things more,
give it a shot and maybe I won't
ever talk to you again. It gives them
a way out. And a test doesn't mean

ABRAHAM BURTON
CLOSEST TO THE SUN (ENJA)

If jazz radio is looking for a happen-
ing young talent to stand behind (as
if there aren't enough out there
already), 23 -year -old alto sax player
Abraham Burton would be our tick-
et. Burton's group is a tight -meshed
fit for such a new outfit. He's co -pro-
ducer of his debut, Closest To The
Sun, a role he shares with drum-
mer/childhood friend Eric
McPherson and Gust Tsilis (the Enja
vibes guy who booked Burton at
Visiones and helped him ink his
record deal). Burton and McPherson
were discovered, tutored, musically
dismantled and retooled by
teacher/drummer Michael Garvin
and, later, by Jackie McLean at the
University of Hartford. The two then
joined super swing drummer Arthur
Taylor's Wailers, with whom Burton
still records and tours today, while
McPherson has gone on to drum in
McLean's band. Also on board for
this recording date (completed not
long after Tsilis secured their impact
Visiones gig) is pianist Marc Cary,
who's also a Taylor's Wailer and has
gigged with Betty Carter. Bassist Billy
Johnson earned his swing stripes
from the Illinois Jacquet's big band.
As a quartet, Burton and company
troop through the first two tracks,
including J -Mac's "Mid March," tak-
ing no prisoners as heart and soul
players. Yet the pure golden
moments of Closest To The Sun lie
within the middle four of the nine
tunes-two penned by Burton and
one each by Cary and McPherson.
Burton handles his ballad,
"Romancing You," with shocking
intimacy for such a young musician.
"So Gracefully," Cary's tune, borders
on Coltrane religious intensity.
McPherson's "E=MC" and the set's
stinger, "Corrida De Toros (The
Bullfight)," with its unrelenting cli-
mactic duet between sax and drums,
demonstrate how heartfelt these
guys really are. No casual trading
eights and twelves on Closest To The
sun. Burton is hurning up.

STEVAN PASERO
SONGS FOR THE WILD (SUGO)

We've always admired classical/fla-
menco guitarist Stevan Pasero's flair
for creating his own opportunities
whether it's on a lead sheet or a bal-
ance sheet. A master at transcribing
famous classical pieces and condens-
ing them into solo guitar perfor-
mances, Pasero put out a slew of
these classically -flavored releases.
But rather than pander to the tradi-
tional major label machinery, he
started his own company, Sugo
Music, and concentrated on market-
ing his CDs to gift shops, rather than
just record stores. As a result, his

125,000 copies, a figure for which
many labels would gladly settle.
While we've always enjoyed his clas-
sical releases, up until now (for his
own reasons) he's dodged making
that mass -appeal commercial record
for A2. Songs For The Wild changes
all that. With percussionist/drummer
Christopher Bock, Pasero has
plunged into the airplay stream with
an energetic songfest. There are no
exacting solo recitals on this record.
Pasero adds a rhythm section, key-
boards, a little oboe and soprano
sax, as well as Bock's exotic percus-
sion, to flavor his upbeat flamenco
drive. Whether it's the pastoral
"Preservation Trance" or the spirited
"House Of Sun" or "Her Flying
Horses," Songs For The Wild is pure
commercial Adult Alternative. If
you're looking for something sensu-
al, try "Dark Eyed Samba." The
explosiveness of Pasero's latest
proves that there's room for both
Ottmar and Pasero. We dig them
both. As Ottmar takes flamenco into
a experimental vein, don't count out
Pasero if Songs For The Wild reaches
Stevan's artistic and commercial
expectations.

BOB MAM ET
SIGNS OF LIFE (ATLANTIC)

Bob Mamet walks the tenuous
piano -wire tightrope between jazz
and adult alternative with his debut
collection of nine textural music-
scapes entitled Signs Of Life. Mamet
has a dynamic acoustic piano deliv-
ery steeped in jazz chord structures
and technique. Yet by choosing
ancillary soloists like Richard Elliot,
Sam Riney and Larry Carlton, Mamet
extends the proverbial musical olive
branch to the "smooth" radio set.
While "Nautical Mile," the eloquently
jazzy "Nardis" (our number one fave)
and "Three Sides" acquaint us with
Mamet's driving technical side,
"Illinois Road," and the sparkling,
upbeat "On Track" (our second
favorite) will appeal to the more
commercial -minded. Mamet invokes
just enough complexity to his
arrangements to prod and challenge,
and enough melody and collabora-
tion to groove and entertain. Dean
Parks' multi -tracked sheets of electric
guitar supply a modernized bent.
Parks' 8 -bar trade-offs with Riney on
soprano sax shepherded by Mamet's
grand piano on "On Track" exempli-
fy the camaraderie throughout Signs
Of Life. Mamet proves you don't
have to be too "feel good" to pene-
trate metro A2 stations' touchiness.
Here's wishing him good luck. By
the way, Bob's brother is David
Mamet, America's top living play-
wright and the creator of Glengarry
Glen Ross. Judging from the cinemat-
ic feel of "South For The Winter,"
maybe they should consider working
together on a movie project.

This six -song EP Irom Australia's

Sixties Girl is absolute pop brilliance.
I love the way Scott Stevens' voice
weaves in and out of guitars that
howl and beg for mercy. The first
song, "Figure 8," is a catchy, radio-
firendly masterpiece, and when I first
heard it in Linda Ryan's office I
couldn't wait to get home and play it
again.

September 2, 1994: Dear Diary,
there's dual cause for celebration
today. You remember that guy Tim
Cook who used to do radio promo-
tion for the Seattle -based C,'Z label?
Well, he and two ex-C/Z cohorts have
their own imprint now, and their
first release came out today. And
guess what? Its a new Silkworm
record! ...
Libertine is Silkworm's follow-up to
last year's highly touted In The West,
and, like its predecessor, Libertine
rolls sharp guitar shards, ornery bass
chunks and atmospheric bits into a
kaleideoscope of ever -shifting song -
images. Although they've often been
compared to Pavement, this Seattle -
via -Montana ensemble tests rock's
limits a tad more adventurously than
do their New York/Stockton based -
brothers, by substituting (ballsy) sin-
cerity for Pavement's (wimpier) iron-
ic/self-mocking perspective. With
the weapon of sincerity in hand, the
band can unabashedly stretch to
dynamic highs and lows forbidden
to more self-conscious ensembles.
You'd think that Libertine, recorded
in three days in May and appearing
so swiftly on the heels of its prede-
cessor, might be a thinner record
than In The West, but not so.
Excellent cuts include (but aren't
limited to): "Grotto Of Miracles,"
"The Cigarette Lighters," "Couldn't
You Wait?" and "Wild In My Day."

On their sixth album, PE has all but
dispensed with their trademarked
aural chaos in favor of semi -sweet
soulful grooves. Live bass, drums
and keyboards mix in and swirl
around with spoken word bytes and
snippets of sampled sounds, creat-
ing an urban gospel vibe. In short,
this 1994 version of Public Enemy is
musically much kinder and gentler.
The first half of Muse Sick...is awash
with blasts of cutting edge funk.
"Give It Up" is a rousing showcase
of militant gospel revelry, while
"What Side You On?" kicks out hec-
tic rhythms over Gary
Numan/Tubeway Army styled key-
board strains. And on "What Kind
Of Power We Got," Flavor Flay
grabs the solo spotlight, employing
the age-old art of call -n -response.
With "Bedlam 13:13," PE comes
close to re-creating the turbulant
sound of vintage 1988 Bomb Squad.
Taut drums snap while lobotomizing
keyboards drone over wailing voic-
es ripped straight off the Omen
soundtrack. Unfortunately after this
blitzkrieg of raw funk the latter half
of the album slips into a musical
malaise. Tracks like "Aintnuttin
Buttersong" and "T Ain't Mad At All"

are filled with, somewhat derivative
beats and brittle funk. Despite this
lackluster production, Chuck D. still
manages to rock the mic well. Hell,
Chuck is one of the few MCs who
could rattle off a string of children's
nursery rhymes and still sound ruff
as fuck. Furthermore, Flavor Flay's
"Godd Complexx" (a remake of the
Last Poet's 1971 angry classic "White
Man's Got A God Complex") is a
frantic quasi -masterpiece. Muse
Sick -N -Hour Mess Age is a far cry
from the raw, unbridled sounds that
put PE on the hip -hop map way
back in '88 and '89, but it manages
to offer up doses of bristling, power -
mad funk nonetheless. College sta-
tions can expect to receive a "clean"
version of this disc in the coming
week.
