Song from 'Killers Grammys Back to Left Coast
Gives Radio a Fit
With soundtrack albums reg-
ularly jumping high onto the
charts, radio programmers
are paying atten-
tion to music from
movies.

But what to do
with the promo-
tional CD from
Oliver Stone's hit,
Natural Born
Killers?

Nothing/Interscope sent
out a promo CD of four
tracks aimed at alternative
radio. But whether its aim is
true is open to question.

The lead track is L7's
"Shitlist," which features not
only a title not likely to
please the FCC, but also a
line: "You made my shitlist."

Lynn McDonnell, a promo
rep at Interscope, said the
track was unlikely to get
play outside of college sta-
tions, and that others might
bleep "shit."

"We're not going to sit
here and tell people to play
it," she said, adding that the
four -cut promo was aimed at
giving MDs some sugges-
tions from the 27 -song

soundtrack. Others on the
promo are Lard's "Forkboy,"
Patti Smith's "Rock n Roll

Nigger," and a
pastiche of songs
by Jane's
Addiction and
Diamanda Galas.

KROQ-Los
Angeles APD
Gene Sandbloom

said the station was not lean-
ing toward playing "Shitlist."
"We've edited some pretty
impossible songs in order to
play them, but we're not fans
of editing," he said.

KITS (Live 105) -San
Francisco sounded bolder.
"We'd play it," Steve Masters,
DJ and director of music
operations, told GAVIN. "A lot
of (controversial songs) get
played after 10 p.m.-that's
open party time."

"We played Porno For
Pyros"Bad Shit,- added VP/
programming Richard Sands.

"It depends on the song,
the reactions you get to it,"
said Masters. "It's a whole
'90s thing, of being wilder, in
promotions and in music. It's
a real attitude."

No 'A's' Yet for
Stern's 'E' Show
Howard Stem may draw big
numbers for his radio show,
his pay -per -view specials,
his videos, and his book.
But the "King of All Media"
still hasn't conquered televi-
sion.

According to the Los
Angeles Times, Stern, who
has said he could beat Jay
Leno and David Letterman
with a late -night talk show
of his own, and who talked
briefly with Fox about such
a program, is doing only so-
so with his show on E!
Entertainment.

The half-hour show, aired
three times a day on the
cable network, is an edit of
Stern's morning show.
According to the Times,
while Stem has been boast-
ing about his ratings, the
show's prime -time airing-at
8 p.m.-has drawn a peak
0.3 rating, which translates
to 84,000 homes.

Meantime, David
Letterman, who's been atop
the late -night pile every
week for a year, is averaging
some 5.4 million homes a
night.

In the tug-of-war between
New York and Los Angeles
over the Grammy Awards,
put L.A. down as the win-
ner-at least for 1995.

NARAS (the
National Academy of
Recordings Arts &
Sciences) has decided
to stage next year's
ceremonies at the
venerable Shrine
Auditorium on March
1. Three of the last
four years' awards shows
have originated from Radio
City Music Hall. NARAS was
reportedly upset when the

L.A. City Council tried to
charge the organization
$24,000 for parking control
at the 1993 show.

But money was less a fac-
tor, NARAS hinted, than the
fact that all the major labels
are headquartered in L.A.,

LA's KOST Hosts Gay
Requests & Dedications

Daily papers have been running personals ads for "men
seeking men" and "women seeking women," among the
surprisingly plentiful combinations possible.

So what took request and dedication shows on radio so
long?

Whatever it was, KOST/FM-Los Angeles has taken a
giant step forward in the area of relationships by allowing
same -sex dedications on its nightly Love Songs show.

Actually, according to a staffer in KOST's programming
department, the station has always allowed same -sex
dedications, but had identified participants only by initials
or nicknames.

KOST changed the policy September 12 after receiving
a letter from a listener "who wanted to use his and his
lover's full names," the staffer told GAVIN.

So far, the station said, public response to the revised
policy has been "pretty equal, pro and con."

Postal Service
Gets the Blues
After hitting the $36 million
jackpot with the Elvis
Presley stamp, the U.S.
Postal Service has issued
several more series of musi-
cal stamps, the latest featur-
ing blues and jazz artists. A
set of stamps featuring rock
`n' roll pioneers and pop
singers is in the works, and
another sure winner, the
Marilyn Monroe stamp, will

be available in early 1995.
Staring off of your

envelopes this month and
bringing money to the Pony
Express will be a bunch of
stars who never got rich:
Billie Holiday, Robert
Johnson, Ma Rainey, Bessie
Smith, Howlin' Wolf, Jimmy
Rushing, Muddy Waters and
Mildred Bailey, who was the
first great white jazz vocalist.

any political favors," said
Michael Greene, NARAS
president. "What we want
to do is reinvent the rela-
tionship between the
Academy and the communi-
ty here."

A more basic reason for
the Grammys returning to
L.A., said New York Mayor
Rudolph Giuliani, was that
fact that Radio City Music
Hall was unavailable for the
dates NARAS wanted.
Giuliani, with son Andrew
nowhere in sight, took the
NARAS decision in stride.
"The honor of hosting the
Grammys has been traded
back and forth between
New York and Los Angeles
for the past 36 years," he
said. "We have already set
our sights on 1996."

Sounding equally politi-
cal, Los Angeles mayor
Richard Riordan hailed the
return of the Grammys as "a
symbol of our dedication to
the entertainment indus-
try...the City of Angels is
not just back-it's better."
The telecast, he said, will
showcase L.A. "as a great
cultural and entertainment
center."

NARAS also has education
on its mind. Greene, who
long has championed the
Grammys in the School pro-
gram, noted that only three
of the city's 50 high schools
have orchestras, and said
NARAS would sponsor a
week of educational and
entertainment activities for
the week before the awards
show.

LA Imes' Power List: Not Even a Bone for the DJs

It was Esquire, if memory
serves, that first ran a fea-
ture, one issue in the early
'80s, called "The Heavy 100
of Rock." That idea has
inspired endless galleries of
industry powers, including
listings in such magazines
as Entertainment Weekly
and Premiere.

The latest, "Rock's Top
Dogs," appeared last month
in the Los Angeles Times,
with pop critics Robert
Hilburn and Chuck Phillips
offering sketches of "the 40
most powerful figures in
pop music," the ones with
"the most clout in the
record biz."

Such surveys are wide
open to debate-they're
designed to be argued over,
in fact-but one thing about
the 1994 listing was beyond
debate: Radio got shut out.

No Norm Pattiz, Mel
Karmazin, Jeff Smulyan,
Scott Ginsburg, Howard
Stem, Scott Shannon, Steve
Kingston, or Richie
Balsbaugh. No networks,
chains, GMs, PDs, DJs or
consultants.

And, as Peter Altschuler,
son of the late Murray "The
K" Kaufman, noted, no tip
of the cap to the past.

In a letter to the Times,
Altschuler noted:

"When rock 'n' roll first
emerged in the '50s, there
was virtually no one at the
major labels who consid-

ered it anything more than
a fad...The people who saw
the possibilities were the lit-
tle guys at little record
labels...yet they did have
some allies, another class of
little guys who made rock

"Bruce (Cousin Brucie)
Morrow practically rede-
fined personality radio. On
the West Coast, B. Mitchell
Reed, Art Laboe, Hunter
Hancock and others each
did their part to build a

into a genuine success-the
DJs.

"What RCA, Decca,
Columbia and Capitol did
for the likes of Frank
Sinatra, Perry Como,
Rosemary Clooney (and
others), the local DJs did for
rock acts.

"Alan Freed, though, is
the only name anyone
seems to remember, howev-
er justifiably. There was also
his New York successor
Murray (the K) Kaufman,
who through the music he
chose to play and the live
shows he staged at the
Brooklyn Fox Theater did
as much as anyone to make
R&B performers acceptable
to a white audience; who
constructed the first multi-
media disco long before the
Fillmore Auditorium in San
Francisco, and who took
rock across the radio band
from AM to FM.

market 101- rock.
"They did it with an ear

for the music itself and a
finger on the pulse of their
listeners. Kaufman, for
example, refused to play
the A -side of a new release
by a new singer named
Dionne Warwick...As far as
Kaufman was concerned,
the B-side was the hit. It
was a tune called "Walk On
By."

"By the early '60s, record
company executives began
to take notice. They looked
at the numbers, saw the
potential for profit and, lit-
erally, took control. The
men who helped build the
business were suddenly too
independent, too cocky.
They were, in fact, too
proud to jeopardize their
reputations and play some-
one else's playlist.

"So here's to the original
rock marketeers. They gave

today's Top 40 industry
executives a business in
which to be executives."

The Times, which illustrat-
ed the story with a photo of
two dressed -up dogs, also
drew criticism from reader
Steven Bartel, who wrote:
"Your cover depicting a

record company executive
and a rock star as dogs is a
monstrous insult.

"To the dogs."
FYI, here's who Hilburn

and Philips saw as the most
powerful in the record
industry. They were listed
alphabetically.

Tupac Shakur
Has ShakyWeek
It's a bad news/good news
week for Tupac Shakur.

The Interscope rap artist
and actor (Above The Rim,
Poetic Justice), whose laun-
dry list of brushes with the
law includes allegations of
rape, cop shooting and bat-
tery (he bragged on MTV
about beating film director
Allen Hughes), appeared in
a Lansing, Mich. court last
week and pled guilty to
trying to hit another rapper
with a baseball bat. When
sentenced on October 26,
Shakur could get up to 90
days in jail and a $100 fine.

Now the good news.
While he awaits sentencing,
Tupac will be making a
movie.

It was announced this

week that Shakur will co-
star with actor/pugilist
Mickey Rourke in, appro-
priately, a crime drama,
Bullet, which began filming
in New York City this
week. Rourke plays a
released convict who
returns to crime and gets
on the wrong side of a for-
mer prison rival (Shakur)
who's a powerful drug
dealer. Though it hasn't
been picked up domestical-
ly, apparently Orion, New
Line, Republic and LIVE
Home Video are interested.

Whether or not produc-
tion will be shut down if
Shakur has to do jail time
hasn't been announced. If
it is, he can mark it down
as research.

Everyone's heard the excuses: "It's
too black, it's too hard, it's too soft,
we're playing too many ballads."
Most likely we've all been guilty, at
least once, of resorting to lines such
as these. When the subject came up
at the recent Billboard Seminar and
the mic was tossed in my direction, I
readily admitted to hearing program-
mers cite these and other reasons
why they just can't play certain songs.
But outside certain obvious formatic
considerations, i.e. a rock -leaning
Top 40 playing Coolio, when is an
excuse really a cover-up for simply
not hearing or believing in a record?

Reprise Records' VP, promotion
Marc Ratner says the most astonish-
ing excuse he's ever heard came
from a PD who told him he couldn't
play a song (which was number two
nationally at the time) because he
couldn't let his audience tell him
what to play. Ratner says, "Most peo-
ple program by fear and look for rea-
sons not to play records rather than
reasons to play them." That doesn't
mean, however, Ratner expects sta-
tions to play everything right away
but he says, "When the audience is
into it and you can satisfy their
curiosity it makes sense, but people
don't take advantage of that enough."

Having too many ballads on the air
isn't a problem, according to
KIXY/FM-San Angelo, Texas PD
Mike Steele. Even with numerous
ballads out right now, Steele and MD
Jimi Janun are spinning the track
"Oh Girl" off the A11 -4 -One album
because they say, "If we really
believe in a song we don't care if
there's 30 ballads on the list, well
play it." Steele says the issue of
tempo is an excuse. "The program-
mer should he saving. It's not the

strongest ballad out there right now,'
or We don't see it happening,' or
`When we have room to test it we
will.' Steele says, "I've never had a
listener tell me 'your tempo is too
slow' if I'm playing their favorite
songs. I'm not going to add some-
thing uptempo solely because it's
uptempo. I'm going to play what my
audience wants to hear."

MCA Records releases quite a hit
of crossover product. National singles
director Jan Krum acknowledges
that she hears the excuse "It's too
black," quite a hit. By making this
blanket statement, Krum warns,
mainstream stations can make some
big mistakes. She cites Aaron Hall's
hit "I Miss You" as the most recent
and glaring example.

A number one urban hit that
crossed over successfully, the single
was overlooked by a number of
mainstream outlets who, Jan says,
"Didn't do their homework." If they
had, she says, they would've found
what she and MCA did when they
studied SoundScan figures.
"Increased mainstream play pushed
sales at mainstream accounts higher
each week," she says. In fact, at its
peak, 88% of the consumers were out
of mainstream accounts. Those who
missed it did so because they didn't
pay attention to the facts. These days
we research our audience just like
radio." As to hearing PDs complain
they don't have room for another bal-
lad, Jan says she would rather hear
them say, "I don't hear it," or "Prove
it to me." She'd rather take on that
challenge, gather the research and
plead her case.

In the end, honesty goes a long
way in saving everyone time and
money.

Gloria Estefan's
"Turn The Beat Around" and
the Rolling Stones' "Out Of
Tears" make a contest out of
it with 89 and 88 aggregate
ADDs respectively. Estefan
actually ties Bon Jovi for #1
MOST ADDED on the GO
chart.

Speaking of the GO-
check out the #25 debut for
Toad The Wet Sprocket's
"Something's Always
Wrong." It's 14 ranks ahead

of its main chart debut at
#39. Other GO stories
include the Huey Lewis &
The News, ranking at #15,
followed closely by the
Anita Baker at #16. Both
singles are nine ranks better
on the GO than on the
main.

3rd Matinee's "Freedom
Road" debuts on the GO at
#36 while only Up &
Coming on the main. It's
spinning over 1,000 times a
week on the GO alone.

Itesearchers often fail
to appreciate or mis-
interpret their most
important findings
about radio stations
because they tend to
be straightforward,

logical people. They tend
to take listeners' respons-
es literally instead of read-
ing between the lines,
which is often where lis-
teners perceptions are
revealed.

Sometimes a station that
plays music is perceived
by the listeners as a talk
station because the music
is irrelevant to the sta-
tion's older listeners even
though the songs were
chosen to appeal to them.
Those listeners tuned in
for companionship, per-
sonality content, news and
information.

The point is, research
provides objectivity if it's
well -designed, but radio
programming is perceived
by the listener as a pattern
of content and sonic
ingredients, and so both
research and the program-
ming itself must be
devised with intuition
combined with logic in
order to win.

Too many of today's
programmers don't trust

their own intuition. And
the most important single
thing to which to apply
intuition is how the listen-
er perceives the station. I

admit it is easy to be so
centered on what you
want the station to be that
you can't really hear it as
the listeners do. But with-
out that insight you're
steering your ship in the
dark without a compass.

A way to hear your sta-
tion as others do is to lis-
ten to it in different sur-
roundings. Take an after-
noon off, drive around
town and stop somewhere
you've never been and lis-
ten to the competition for
an hour or two. You may
find that the competition
is packaged better than
your station, and that your
"superior ingredients"
sound vague and unde-
fined while the competi-
tion is sharply imaged.

Successful programming
is largely common sense.
It's a shame more pro-
grammers aren't devising
strategic, novel, successful
programming approaches
instead of simply trying to
copy what other program-
mers do. No risk, no
gain. You can't win play-
ing defense.

BLUES TRAVELER
Four (A&M)
Listening to Blues Traveler is like
lighting a firecracker. Four comes
hurling at you with that inevitable
blast. Lead vocalist and harmonica
front -man John Popper is brimming
with contagious enthusiasm as BT
manage to perform some extraordi-
nary musical alchemy; it's lots of
blues harp and power chords blend-
ed with the same homey post -psy-
chedelic chaos that's been whirling
around lately with bands like
Widespread Panic and Phish. As on

"Stand," sometimes the blues and
psychedelia clash midway through
the song. Mixmasters Steve
Thompson and Michael Barbiero
produce a wide open sound canvas.
Clear and bright tones prevail in the
mix, even if the amp settings are dis-
torted and dirty. Popper is one
hyperactive frontman, often erupting
in exhuberant scatting and rapid-fire
harmonica licks. Blues Traveler's
Four is the perfect ingredient to
inject youthful vibrance into your A3
playlist, with a quick glance back at
the blues -rock past. We dig "Run-
around," the ballad "The Mountains
Win Again" and the hooky "Hook."
BRYAN FERRY
Mamouna (Virgin)
During the days leading up to the
punk explosion of 1976, only two
established bands could speak to and
influence the touchy, disaffected con-
stituency-the Velvet Underground
and Roxy Music. Bryan Ferry's short
hair and icy sophistication sculpted a
model of individuality that the punk
kids used as a springboard for their
own look. Ferry's vocal croon
became as celebrated as his squired
tuxedo silhouette, and his subse-
quent solo career snapped up most
of the post -punk fans throughout
Europe and the States. Starting in the
`80s Ferry averaged a record every
five years. Yet slip Boys And Girls,
Bette Noire, Taxi and his latest,
Mamouna, into random shuffle on
your CD
machine,
and you'll
discover
the materi-
al has an
astounding
common-
ality in
groove

and feel. On tracks like "Mamouna"
and "The 39 Steps," weightless
atmospherics and grounded 4/4 beats
co -mingle. In that sense, Mamouna
resembles the best of Roxy Music.
Ferry has his own instrumental
vocabulary: wah bass, arab guitar,
swoop treatments, riff guitar, mood
guitar, licks guitar, sonic emphasis.
Rarely do musicians reinvent their
instruments and vocals like Ferry.

DUKE ROBILLARD
Temptation (Point Blank/Virgin)
In 1992, Canadian bluesman Duke
Robillard, who replaced Jimmy
Vaughan in the Fabulous
Thunderbirds, released a high -quali-
ty solo effort, appropriately titled
After Hours Swing Session, on
Rounder. Two years later, Robillard
comes with his Point Blank debut,
Temptation. The rumbling "Live To
Give" has a nice bouncing beat that
carries a bit of the T -Birds vocal and
rhythmic afterglow. Yet Temptation
is mostly a Robillard power trio with
songs like "The Change Is On" and
"Life's Funny." The title cut has a
Southern Delta bottleneck distinc-
tion, while the set's closer, "What's
Wrong," resembles Chicago 16 -bar
blues a la Muddy Waters and
Howlin' Wolf. Robillard has come a
long way since his early days
Nova Scotia.

PAUL KELLY
Wanted Man (Vanguard)
Australian singer/songwriter Paul
Kelly has always been one of our
favorites. His past releases (three on
A&M, one imported for radio by
Mushroom) with his back-up band,
the Messengers, are sturdy classics in
our book.

In spite of being a small, indie label,
Monkey Hill of New Orleans and
their premiere release, Continental
Driftets, is causing second and third
listens after a peek at the band's
diverse personnel: Peter Holsapple
of the db's and R.E.M., the Bangles'
Vicki Peterson and Susan Cowsill of
the Cowsills (the real life Partridge
Family -type band). Drummer Carlo
Nuccio, guitarist Robert Mache and
bassist Mark Walton round out the
lineup. The Drifters' music repre-
sents modern Americana. Songs like
"Get Over It" and the cover of Mike
Nesmith "Some Of Shelly's Blues"
exhibit ragged rock chords, bluesy
progressions and Athens, Georgia
funkiness. Judging from the multi -
personalities and their spontaneous
approach, the C'Drifters are keeping
their options open by drifting away
from pop nuances in favor of a
fresher, less structured, live -in -the -
studio sound.
SANTANA BROTHERS
(Guts And Grace/Island)
When it collies to artistic collabora-
tions, there can certainly be extra
fireworks when working with fami-
ly. But it also can be easier to del-

egate and dig in without fretting
over damaged egos. There's also a
non-verbal bond that can expedi-
ate the process. In the case of the
new Santana Brothers release, fea-
turing Carlos and Jorge Santana
and their nephew, Carlos
Hernandez, it's a meshing of differ-
ent sounds. Carlos has that unmis-
takeable laser -like sustain on the
top end of his leads, while Jorge
has a fuller rhythmic chordal
sound. Overall, the music resem-
bles older Santana recordings and
the tunes with newcomer
Hernandez, like "Brujo" and
"Thoughts," tend to rock out more.
Jorge/Carlos duet tracks like "En
Aranjuez Con Tu Amor" and
"Contigo" are more heartfelt and
border on A2 crossover potential.

TIMBUK 3
Looks Like Dark To Me

(High Street)
Up until no\\ l'imbuk 3 has been
pushed as a novelty alternative pop
band with their 1986 hit, "The
Future's So Bright, I Gotta Wear
Shades." Now Timbuk 3 is very
much in the thick of A3 with this
six -track CD. Having just signed
with High Street, an album is due in
six months, with none of the
enclosed tracks to be included. The
clawing chords of "Cynical" is gath-
ering the most attention with its
wah-wah guitar, lazy drum beats,
harmonica and laid hack vocals.
Speaking of cynical, tongue-in-cheek
acoustic remakes of "...Shades" and
the timeless Steppenwolf anthem,
"Born To Be Wild" are included.
"Bank Robber," features a cameo by
poet John Trudell. is the boldest cut.

LYLE LOVETT
I Love Everybody (Curb/MCA)
This is a pivotal release for both A3
and Lyle Lovett. Eighteen songs

deep, I love EvoTbody is a monu-
mental piece of work. If country
radio fails to partake, A3 could end
up adopting Lovett's music as very
own. The six track sampler did a
fine job of pinpointing the best can-
didates for mass appeal airplay con-
sideration. "Skinny Legs," "Penguins"
and "Creeps Like Me" are sharp and
witty and have the asymmetrical
humor that people normally associ-
ate with Lovett. More serious pieces

like "La to the Left," "Just The
Morning" and "Old Friend" are as
moving as the others are wacky.
Lovett's musical world sprouts from
a fertile Texas scene that has gone
relatively unnoticed on radio air-
waves. Back room influences like
Robert Earl Keen, Townes Van
Zandt, country blues, Kinky
Friedman and Texas idiosyncracy
loom in making I Love Everybody
such a spirited and diverse work.

Social Kill (Relativity)

drums) which arrived in the form of
a four -song EP, Pillpopper. If you
dug the infectious, Ramones-like
guitar riffs of their last release your
going to be just as pleased with their
full album, Social Kill. A fiery dis-
play of catchy guitar rhythms and
intricate melodies schemes are pre-
sented on each track, which sets the
stage for Finneran to belt out his
passionate vocals. From the hard-hit-
ting slams of the title track and

Hard Rock Releases

SLAYER
Divine Intervention

(American)
The long -anticipated album from
Slayer (Tom Araya, bass/vocals; Jeff
Hanneman, guitar; Kerry King, gui-
tar; Paul Bostaph, drums) has final-
ly arrived so lash down any loose
objects, break out the steel -toed
Docs and let the pit begin. This
band has never released anything
that would disappoint a true metal
head, and their latest effort, Divine
Intervention, is no exception.
Slayer's new album presents a har-
rowing hard rock metal sound that
combines small elements of past
metallic styles with a huge dose of
current hard core rock. After just
one listen it's apparent that the
band really wanted to deliver a
crushing album without having to
rely solely on re -hashed riffs. The
focus track, "Ditto Head," is an
excellent example of the group's
punk/hard core tendencies show-
casing triple -time drum bashing,
clipped dual guitar hooks, vigorous
bass lines and Maya's quick shout-
ing lyrics. "Sex. Murder. Art," "Mind
Control," "Serenity In Murder,"
"Circle Of Beliefs" and "Fictional
Reality" contain similar qualities
and will please your mosh-oriented
listeners. The title track, "Killing
Fields," "SS III" and "213" (classic
Slayer) feature less hard core and
focus more on guitar -slashing metal
rhythms and melodies. Divine
Intervention may surprise loyal lis-
teners with their updated
approach, but will still be enthusi-
astically accepted.

WARGASM
Fireball

(Massacre)
Every year at Foundations Forumn
there is a video showcased on the
hotel cable channel that never
leaves my head. This inadvertent
phenomenon is the only way I can
differentiate between conventions,
because each year the events,
places and people become blurred
into an unrecognizable haze of
excitement. This year's musical
brain lodger goes to Wargasm
(Robert Mayo, vocals/bass; Rich
Spillberg, guitar; Barry Spillberg,
drums) with their video for
"Dreadnaught Day" from their new
EP Fireball. It's a hip -grinding tune
that creates waves of brash guitar
riffs, steady drum beats, and unruly
vocal yells, an addictive combina-
tion that will hit the right chords
with your rock/metal listeners.
Wargasm's first release on Massacre
records, Ugly, introduced radio to
their Boston -style, riff -riddled metal
sound and was modestly spun at
most metal stations. If you liked
Wargasm's last album you're going
to love this six -song EP, which
contains a cover of Deep Purple's
"Fireball," an edited version of
"Dreadnaught Day" and four previ-
ously unreleased tracks.
"Wasteland," "Grevious Angel,"
"Revenge" and "Enemy Mine" were
recorded live at WMBR-Cambridge,
Mass. broadcast last February but
sound as if they were produced in
a recording studio. There will be a
full album released later this year. I
can't wait!

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Sometimes in this unfair world a wonderful thing
happens-cream rises to the top. Rarely, the
almost unimaginable occurs,and the cream
becomes butter, like it did for Nirvana. As we're
all aware, over the past several years college
radio's importance-in the process of determining
what's musical cream and what isn't-has been

widely recognized. Still, some
artists, long acknowledged as
college radio staples, have yet

to undergo the churning process. In the following
series of profiles, we've pinpointed some artists-
Giant Sand, American Music Club and Sebadoh-
that seem poised to undertake the change, and
one band, Mercy Rule, who is just beginning to
separate from the rest.

How's that for an overworked metaphor?

GIANT SAND
WORMS
IN THE
DESERT

BY SPENCE "BOOHEY" BUM

The sweltering heat clings
above the red desert sand.
Saguaro cactus rise majesti-
cally, pointing toward the sky
with finger -like stalks. Rustic

adobes dot the hillsides, the
last remnants of a wild west
long gone. This is Tucson,
Arizona, home of Giant
Sand. Led by enigmatic
frontman/pop shaman Howe

Gelb, Giant Sand has, over
the course of 15 some -odd
albums and as many years,
reached well beyond the
confining walls of the so-
called alternative to create a
new horizon of sound.
Given that commercialized
music for the masses is the
order of the day, Giant Sand
have quietly become the
quintessential "outsiders."
EVOLUTION
It all began in the early '70s,
back in Wilkes Barre, the
northeast Pennsylvania coal
region where Howe Gelb
was raised. "There was a
big flood that destroyed
everything in our past and
present," he says. "That was
1972, the year that every-
thing got wiped out and I
had to start over again. We
had to move and from that
point on it seemed like I kept
moving. My old man remar-
ried at that same time out in
Arizona, so the greatest
things were the flood and the
divorce, because they got me
movin'."

However, the musical
seeds of Giant Sand were

sown in the industrialized
atmosphere of Pennsylvania
before natural disaster
prompted Gelb to migrate to
the dry deserts of the West.
"A PBS station let me come
in and record for free every
few months on a 4 -rack,"
Gelb remembers. "I'd come
in with these impossible
ideas that I didn't know
couldn't work. I imagined
showing up with this variety
of people who, of course,
would know the songs. But
no one knew the songs
because I never showed
them to anyone. And I
couldn't even sing, couldn't

play, I just had these hunch-
es."

PHILOSOPHY
Howe Gelb's hunches are
Giant Sand's embryonic
essence. They instill the music
with a sense of ragged
urgency, making it raw, unfil-
tered, pure. Giant Sand is
driven by forces beyond the
band's control, a bit like a
dry, battered tumbleweed
flaying around uncontrollably
in a 90 mph dust storm. "We
let the records go where they
want to go," Gelb says.
"There's not even that much
intelligence, it's all hunches.
You have these colors and
you have these flavors in
your head right when you
probably are nestled in the
womb at some point. It's
impossible to tell when they
begin, nobody knows when
they begin.

"So this logic system that's
imbedded by a form of
nature (as opposed to a form
of nurture) is the key and the
trick to recognizing those fla-
vors and colors and not hav-
ing to wait for a verbal sig-
nal in your head. You have
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to strip everything down to
even hear those signals... it's
like you can't even figure out
why, but you just know you
gotta go to New Mexico
tomorrow and then when you
get back you can't tell every-
body why you left. That's
kinda what we're built on, if
we're built on anything."

In short, Giant Sand's
music is instinctive. It comes
from the gut. And a large
portion of it is built on spon-
taneity. "What I like to think
is that if you're involved with
a record company or you're
involved with a live show
and somebody pays 5, 10,
20 bucks to see it, or the
record ompany pays you a
few thousand dollars to do a
record, then you can't stop
and think 'Oh let's take
inventory now,'" Gelb says.
"You're not supposed to think
like 'OK let's display our best
stuff and cut out the crap and
reassemble this thing so it
really shines.' Because if you
do that then you're giving
people, whether it's the
record company or the ticket
buyer, less than their
money's worth. There's some-
thing too precious at the core
of spontaneity."
PROCESS
To achieve and maintain
spontaneity, Giant Sand
albums have been recorded
in a variety of non-traditional
"studio settings," including
old barns, the living rooms of
Tucson adobes and, most
recently, in the dining room
of a large French Mansion in
New Orleans. Gelb and
company favor recording
their music, "in the dark and
out of the realm of the record
world." As a result, each
album draws energy from its
environment. The group's lat-
est (and first major label
release) Glum, Gelb notes,
"sounds very much like the
house we recorded it in. It

was dark and dank and
heavy-burdensome. It was
thick. It was just this old,
really ancient house with
clumps of stuff all over the
place."
INFLUENCES
When critics set out to
describe Giant Sand's vibe,
two names invariably pop
up. The group's music is most
often compared to that of Lou
Reed and Neil Young. Gelb
does not dispute these more -
than -obvious influences. "The
Lou Reed thing is because
there's a school of non -

singers and he's one of the
deans. So whenever some-
body can't really sing they
[automatically compare him
to Lou Reed]."

While Gelb may have
mastered the art of non -
singing, it is clearly the style
and attitude of Neil Young
that has had the greatest
impact on Giant Sand's
music. "The Neil Young
thing, I think, might have to
do with two things," Gelb
hypothesizes. "One is his
guitar playing. Mostly, it's
that pattern of guitar dia-
logue between him and
Stephen Stills on the Four
Way Street record (1972).
You never heard anyone
play guitar like that-where
they would do these crazy
bursts back and forth to each
other that weren't quite solos;
they were these bursts of
noise, these screechings and
they were fuckin' incredible.
They were more rhythmic
than melodic-the guitar
sounds virtually like this crip-
pled metal drum screaming.
That was the inoculation that
stayed with me, that idea. It
sounds like he's having trou-
ble with it, which I love. It
sounds like he really has to
squeeze out those notes, and
therefore every note means
more-it gets to you some-
how, it has more soul in it.
His guitar does not sound
like it has cruise control, you
feel every mile. So I enjoy
that, that is what music is or
what the muse is."

While Neil Young's muse
can be heard running
through Giant Sand's music,
his attitude also plays a
major role in Giant Sand's
make up. "It's Neil's fuckin'
attitude, no one else has ever
had as healthy an attitude as
he has from the very git-go,"
asserts Gelb. "The guy was a
joker. He had those boney
eyes-piercing-and he'd
do the most depressing songs
in the weirdest voice. He was
built of contrast. It was great.
So his attitude through the
years is what has virtually
kept him such a remarkable
survivor-he's beyond a sur-
vivor. I'm really into his self
destructiveness. And that's
kind of what lingers in our
stuff. I love setting your stuff
up and then smashing it
down. That to me is complet-
edness."
RELEVANCY
The name Giant Sand,
according to Gelb, is irrele-

vant. But the music that he
and his current bunch of
cohorts (John Convertino,
Joey Burns and Paula Jean
Brown) create is enormous
and vast, like the red desert
sand from which it is born.
Giant Sand invokes the
image of wide open space,
free range that stretches far-
ther than the eye can see or
the ears can hear. No, the
name Giant Sand is very rel-
evant. If you doubt my words
just listen to Glum. The music
will linger on the horizons of
your mind like the shadows
cast over the Tucson desert
terrain by the setting sun.

Myth maintains that rock
music is the expression of the
disenfranchised, the trou-
bled, the misfits and the god-
less. Drugs, misery and self-
destruction are the calling
cards of the genre's most
famous icons. But, just as it's
easy to forget that innocence
exists in a culture where the
media focuses on violence,
it's easy to overlook the
hearty crew of musicians
who come from solid back-
grounds, lead lives untram-
meled by tragedy, and who
channel their positive energy
into rock that's as passionate
as it is powerful and affirm-
ing. Call me a regionalist,
but it seems most bands of
this ilk, like Lincoln,
Nebraska's, Mercy Rule,
boast Midwestern roots.

Heidi Ore and Jon Taylor
of Mercy Rule are happily
married and have been since
the two graduated from the
University Of Nebraska at
Lincoln (UNL) some eight
years ago. They've played
with the same drummer, Ron
Albertson, for going on six
years, and Heidi likens the
group to a family unit ("On
the road we're mom, dad
and Ron, our son," she says).
Although the band isn't overt-
ly religious, they have
respect for some higher
power, a respect that's
reflected in both their lyrics
and the titles of their two
long -players, 1993's God
Protects Fools and their
newest release, Providence.

And, while religion isn't
exactly their platform, it has
provided Mercy Rule with a
foundation strong enough to
endure the strain of four
years of hard work, constant
touring and little recognition,
and solid enough to support
the band's weighty, dynam-
ic, midwestern-informed, rock
and roll din.

"My parents were both
musicians-my father teaches
music at a small college in
Nebraska, my mother is a
music director at church. So I
grew up singing in choirs
and soloing. My parents real-
ly liked my voice and I had
voice lessons. My voice has
always been my main instru-
ment," Ore explains.

Shortly before she married
Taylor, Ore tackled another
instrument, bass guitar.
Taylor had given her an
amplifier (a wedding gift?),
and once she'd acquired a
bass, the couple recruited
friend Greg Cosgrove and
formed an outfit called 13
Nightmares. A Spinal Tap -
like succession of drummers
ensued, with the addition of
Albertson finally cementing
the lineup. Three years later,
Cosgrove departed, Heidi
took over vocal duties, and

Mercy Rule-the power
trio-was born.

Ore's vocals are Mercy
Rule's trademark, her bass its
flexible backbone. Unlike the
current crop of alternagirl
singers, Ore eschews waifish
whispering, neo-beatnik
mumbling, riot grrl growling
and metallic she -male
snarling. Instead, she belts
like a blueswoman, a gospel
goddess; she is powerful and
commanding; she plays no
pre -written role and is no car-
icature.

Whereas the recent waves
of women in rock have been
either eager to or compelled
to make an issue of gender-
Kathleen Hanna embraces
hardline feminism, Chryssie

Hynde advises female musi-
cians to stop whining about
joining a mostly -male
forum-Ore needn't address
it. There's no chip on her
shoulder, yet she teaches by
example. Onstage, in unisex
white t -shirt and jeans, she
straddles the mic stand,
slings her bass low, cranes
her neck-and dominates.

Offstage, she does the
majority of the driving on
tour, screen prints most of the
t -shirts, and, although she's
remarkably soft-spoken for
an onstage wild -woman, she
isn't shy (or bitter) about the
extent of her contributions.
"I'm a classically trained
woman," Ore notes, her
voice tinged with irony. "I
hold up the sky. I'm the pri-
mary breadwinner in my
household, I'm the primary
cook and primary cleaner.
All I have to do now is have
children on top of it and it
would be perfect. I don't
know what men do. What do
men do? They play guitar all
day-and bless their hearts."
Rather than re -casting herself
in a male -made rock and roll
image, Heidi Ore has
infused the feminine arche-
type with bristling rock-and-
roll power.

Actually, in our interview,
Heidi and I don't talk about
feminism. Mostly, we discuss
the special qualities of
Midwestern bands, and, in a
roundabout way, provi-
dence-the phenomenon, not
the album. Heidi asserts that
midwestern artists have to
have an unshakable commit-
ment to just playing music,
since "in Lincoln, Nebraska,
there isn't an A&R guy for a
600 mile radius." But Mercy
Rule's work ethic, while one
component of their burgeon-
ing success, has been linked
to a continuing run of really
good luck. It's almost as if
these kids are blessed.

Heidi peppers our conver-
sation with stories whose
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unspoken theme is good for-
tune, like the one recounted
in Providence's liner notes
about a near -miss van acci-
dent. When she tells of her
first encounter with now -hus-
band Jon, their eventual mar-
riage seems like destiny.
"We made eye contact on
the UNL campus and I made
him mine. There's no other

way I can describe it. I just

saw him and it was like in
The Godfather-there's this
point at which Robert DeNiro
looks at his wife -to -be in
Sicily, and it's just this look. It
was just by sight, and I hung
on. And I guess he liked me,
too."

Mercy Rule's signing to
Relativity shares that meant -

to -be quality. After The band
opened a show for Uncle
Tupelo in Columbia,
Missouri, they wowed the
crowd. Then KCOU, the
Columbia college station,
pounded God Protects Fools
and contacted two alumni-
Caroline's Brian Long and
Relativity's Marc Attenberg-
who happen to do A&R.

After one gig in New York
("At 3:00 in the morning at
CBGB's," Ore says) the band
signed with Relativity.
Providence, recorded at
Steve Albini's studio with
Brian Paulson, is the first fruit
of that union.

And it seems as though the
band made the right choice,
because an approving high -
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Geeks. What an unflattering word. I don't mean geeks in

the classic pocket -protector, sci-fi enthusiast sense, of
course. The geek I was in high school was hyper -sensitive,
super self-conscious, and abhorred those who embraced
"normalcy," or its trappings. In my small parochial school I
was one of a very small group, and that, compounded by
normal adolescent isolation, meant I was never quite com-
fortable.

er power continues to inter-
vene. Ore recounts, "Last
time we were in New York
City, we were downtown at
Fifth Avenue and 50th Street,
and we parked our van in a
No Parking zone, hoping,
'maybe they'll think we're a
delivery van.' And we
walked into the Sony build-
ing. After our pretty long
meeting, I was looking for
my keys. I couldn't find my
keys in my purse and I
couldn't find them anywhere.
And I thought, 'oh, gosh, I

bet I left them in the car.'
And we ran back downstairs
in a rush, and sitting right in
the ignition of our car were
our keys. We didn't get a
ticket, we didn't get towed,
and our car wasn't stolen
with all our equipment and
our whole life sitting in the
back of it."

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times...so it doesn't sound like
every other sort of begin-
ning?" wonders Lou Barlow,
one third and co-founder of
Sebadoh. "I started recording
tapes with Eric (Gaffney, since
permanently departed) but
actually they were kind of solo
projects compiled together.
Then, I got kicked out of
Dinosaur (Jr.) and we two
played acoustic for awhile.
Then, Jason got in the band

and we started playing elec-
tric in 1989."

For several years, Lou

Barlow, Eric Gaffney (or Bob
Fay, who was called in to
drum when Eric periodically
left the band) and Jason
Loewenstein spit out distorted,
four -track recordings to a slow -

growing indie fan base.
"We've just made this real
logical growth. The whole
time it has been really slow
and all of our records have
been as difficult as we wanted
to make them, " Barlow says.

After six albums, Bob Fay
has permanently replaced Eric
Gaffney in the band's lineup,
and Sebadoh's sound has
veered away

label that tagged earlier
recordings. Their new album,
Bakesale, is number one on
GAVIN'S college chart, and
Barlow offers his theory on the
band's new-found popularity.
"Almost all of the songs are
played on standard tuned six -
string guitars, and when peo-
ple hear standard -tuned six -

string guitars, they buy
records. It's really uncanny. It's
just this real Pavlov thing

where people are immediate-
ly, 'Wow, these songs are
really good.' It's like, 'No shit,
they've always been good."
Though Sebadoh may have
moved towards more typical
tuning styles, Fay comments,

"There is still enough weird-
ness within the music itself that
we're not like every other
band that is just playing the
same three bar chords."

"There is a very standard
way that bands put together
records...it's very, very, struc-

tured and it's based on the
fear of not selling
(albums)...which promotes
really unmusical ideas," says
Barlow. 'When we started the

these tapes and everyone was
like, 'This is the most self-indul-

gent bullshit we've ever
heard.' But even then that
there were a bunch of people
who liked it, who did under-
stand."

Rather than using the

recording process to regurgi-
tate perfectly hammered -out

versions of their songs,

documentation. "Pretty much

anything that we learn as a

band will get recorded and
subsequently released...no
matter what the quality of the
recording or how well we
knew the song when we did
it," admits Jason.

"If we have more than two
mixes of one song," Bob says,
regarding nit -picky recording,
"that would turn into, like, an

opus. We basically think that
either a song is going to stand
or fall regardless of how it's
recorded."

"The only problem," Lou fur-
ther explains, "is that after we
play it live for a year or so,
(the live version) might be bet-
ter than the studio version
because we get to know the
song better."

Even though Bakesale has

continued to expand the
band's fanbase, the idea of
Sebadoh joining the ranks of
"generic" alternative bands
seems laughable. The only
thing even remotely homoge-

nous about Sebadoh is the
ever-increasing cohesive

sound of their albums. "I felt
strongly that it was a really
good record when we were
sequencing it," explains Jason.
"I thought it would be a really
fucked -up sounding record
because I recorded three of
my songs separately, with
someone who is not even in

the band. I didn't know what
kind of songs Lou was writ-
ing...1thought that, altogether,
it would sound just as disjoint-

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records, but it ended up sound-
ing really smooth together."

Part of this can be attributed
to the influences the band
members have had on one
another. "It's definitely been
sort of an education for me to
work with Eric and Lou and
Bob, " Lowenstein says. "I
didn't know much about writ-
ing music before I tried to do it
around Lou. Besides, I've had
a huge amount of respect for
the guy the whole time."

Barlow attempts to explain
the group songwriting process:
"The way we all play (a song)
starts to influence the whole

image of it. I never really know
what a song sounds like until I

play it with those guys. Then it's
like, 'Oh, this is what it sounds
like-that's cool."'

Sebadoh take to the open
road this month to share their
sound with the rest of us.
Lowenstein is a bit apprehen-
sive about the four -and -a -half -

month tour, a record for the
band. "I'd just like to keep the
band together," he says.
"We've agreed to do more
touring this year than ever. It's
gone pretty well so far, but I
just worry that touring is going
to sort of bum us out..."

An understandable concern,
but Barlow seems a bit more
comfortable with the idea of
touring and the growth it pro-
motes. "Me and Jason have
been working a really long
time at this," he muses.
"We're able to go on tour,

there are a lot of people com-
ing out to see us, and the
records sell well enough that
we're pretty much in control of
our own destiny. We just have
our own audience and we'll
just deal with that."

ALCHEMY
OF AMC

In the last eight years
American Music Club's prolific
average is an album annually.
AMC followed up the 1986
debut of Restless Stranger with
1987's Engine and have
pushed through the '90s up to
their present release on
Reprise: San Francisco. With
each successive album,
American Music Club has
won a little more of the critical
spotlight, and the band's enig-
matic front man/lyricist, Mark
Eitzel, has cemented a reputa-
tion for being an eccentric, a
characterization contrived
mostly by cult fans and rock
critics.

Rarely is AMC mentioned in
a sentence that doesn't include
the word "despair," or in arti-
cles minus discussion of
Eitzel's peculiar self-effacing

demeanor. In fact, Eitzel is

always the focus of articles
about the band. The New
Yorker once described him as
the "finest poet of tenderloin
passion and despair since
Tom Waits," and the lauded,
tortured lyrics that are so cen-

tral to each AMC album may

have led listeners to mistakenly
believe that American Music
Club is a lineup of musicians
whose skill is the patience to
musically showcase Eitzel's

oblique conjurings.
But American Music Club-

particularly on San
Francisco-is not simply a
convenient ampitheatre for
Eitzel's emotional agony.
Eitzel describes the album's
instrumentation as the most

complete collaboration yet of

the band's musicians, who
include Vudi (first name only)
on guitar, bassist Danny
Pearson, drummer Tim

Mooney and (since -departed)

pedal steel guitarist Bruce
Kaphanon.

"We did this album as a

democracy," Eitzel says.
"Everybody got to try out
every idea they had. It was a
compromise between five peo-
ple. We also tried for a more
honest sound on this album."

That sort of collaboration
can sometimes be a recipe for
conflict and contention. San
Francisco, however, is a beau-
tiful album bearing no scars
from a birth that precipitated a
band member's departure,
and Eitzel, who could be tired
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or cranky from the strain of the
painstaking creative process,
reserves his few unkind words,
not for his fellow musicians or
departed Bruce Kaphanon,
but for the press, whose acco-

lades he only politely endures.
"We get so much press, it's
like a millstone around our
neck," he sighs.

Eitzel does say he under-

stands the press are just doing
a job. "All that lyrics are is
bad poetry that sounds good
with music," he says. "Take
any of my songs and read
them without the music, and it
sounds like really bad poetry.

However, he counters, "This
is going to sound glib, but
some people were born to
make shoes and I was born to
make songs."

Eitzel's favorite influences
are Nick Drake, Neil Young,
Elvis Costello, Joni Mitchell

and Joan Armatrading. While
he was in Paris, he he heard a
cut off Sebadoh's new album.
"I really admire Lou Barlow,"
he adds.

He also says that as a kid
he thought the Beatles were
stealing thoughts from his

head, and that, when he was
four, he went to bed with
songs playing internally that
would turn up the next day on
the radio.

Besides being Eitzel's des-
tiny, music -making has almost

certainly been his savior, for
the public lifestyle forced upon
a successful musician has
saved him from brooding and
drowning in the vortex of neg-
ative, depressive feelings he
relates in his songs. And trav-
eling, at least, offers some
reward for the interview grind.

"Traveling all the time and
all that is really healthy for
me," he says. "It gives me the
opportunity to be out in the
world instead of dwelling at
home. It's lucky, because
when you're a musician not
only do you get the kick of
being onstage, but depending
on who you are, (being on
stage) can really change you."
He pauses, then continues.
"It's kind of embarassing, but
part of what I wanted to do
(when I took up music) was
change myself ."

And here, finally, an ener-
vated Eitzel transcends cliche.
The desire for transformation is
an established-but elusive
part-of the rock and roll fan-
tasy.

ITHZHAK PERLMAN &
OSCAR PETERSON
SIDE BY SIDE

(TELARC)
Side By Side was recorded just five
months ago. One of the last times
Oscar Peterson recorded with a
violinist was back in the early '70s,
when he played with Stephane
Grappelli. Jazz violinists like
Grappelli play with a more rigor-
ous style compared to classicists
like Ithzhak Penman, but Side By
Side has the warmth that draws
jazz programmers. Throughout the
session Peterson's playing sounds
subdued and pretty, and Perlman
seems relaxed. Still, both Peterson
and Perlman are maestros in their
own right. Side By Side is also a
homecoming of sorts as the ses-
sions represent a reunion of origi-
nal Peterson trio sidemen Herb
Ellis and Ray Brown. Grady Tate
rounds out this veteran cast, play-
ing loose standards like "Misty"
and "Georgia On My Mind." Even
down to his pizzicatos, Perlman is
no -frills on this traditional, open -
mike jazz recording.
STEVE REID
BAMBOO FOREST

(SUGO)
While Russ Freeman was away
doing his solo thing, Rippingtons
percussionist Steve Reid recorded
his own solo project called
Bamboo Forest. Reid's composi-
tions are sensuous as well as
environmentally friendly. There's
lots of gliding fretless bass and
the primary woodwind soloist is
Jeff Kashiwa on alto flute.
Guitarists like Pat Kelley and
Richard Smith keep a predomi-
nantly acoustic profile as Reid's
vast menu of worldly percussion
keeps the arrangements textured
and exotic. Reid's hand drums
and congas take neither a Latin or
Celtic stance, but more of a
"world" ambiance. Bongos,
chimes, wind whistles, afuche,
blocks and shakers fit snugly
alongside the electric keyboard
and bamboo flute parts on a
piece like "Dancing In The Surf."
Even singer Kevyn Lettau's
singing sounds more like an
instrument than a vocal. All in all,
Bamboo Forest is a series of
seamless productions skillfully
blended to resemble ocean waves
and breezy gusts as opposed to
the funk and rattle of a city
atmosphere. Delicate but spirited
songs like "Children Of The
Forest" are perfect drive -time
tunes for Wave -styled stations.
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PAT KELLEY
THE ROAD HOME (POSITIVE

MUSIC)
Los Angeles guitarist Pat Kelley
throws us all a curve. If our mem-
ories prove correct, during his
Denon days Kelley was the con-
summate Southern California -
sounding player. He had a con-
temporary edge that was common
among players who gigged in "talk
show" bands appearing with
Dennis Miller, Rick Dees and
Arsenio Hall. Kelley's Positive
Music debut is decidedly less pop
and often veers closer to jazz than
A2. He still uses L.A. pals like
woodwind player Gary Herbig and
drummer Michael Shapiro, but
even on a sparkling number like
"Toucan Dance," the solos are
stripped down to the basics and
filled with bop chord changes. No
funny amp settings, whining rock
leads, modern gimmicks or spacey
effects. On "The Way You Look
Tonight," Kelley plays Wes -styled
octaves, but like most of The Road
Home, he has a fondness for
melody and clean licks. A2 should
proceed straight to the ultra -tasty
"Big Sky." Herbig's flute parts
wrap nicely around Kelley's
breezy melody lines. Add some of
Kelley's soothing wah-wah over-
dubs, straightforward back -beats
by Shapiro and sweet tenor sax
accents from Herbig and you have
a mentholated Jazz/A2 gem. In
fact, it's our favorite tune of the
whole package.
VARIOUS ARTISTS
THIS IS ACID JAll I (INSTINCT)
The best way to inject some hip
appeal to your A2 playlist is to
spice it up with some quality acid
jazz. However, with so many
obscure collections out there, not
to mention those funky '70s Blue
Note reissues, it gets a bit confus-
ing. Instinct Records, a cool new
indie label, brings us their Acid
Jazz Promotional Sampler which is
more accurately described as an
anthology, because this collection
features cuts extracted European
product that fits all the moods, be
they soulful, jazzy, funky or hip -
hop flavored. James Brown hench-
men like Bobby Byrd, Fred Wesley
with Soulstaff and the JB Horns
are duly represented. Especially
hot is a brilliant German chestnut
called "Dream" by a band called
Step Three. The Super Fly -style
guitar work, the cruising
Hammond B-3, and infectious
drumbeats and finger -snaps are
entirely in the pocket. Don't let
the trendies have all the fun-this
is groovin' stuff. Scream at Marla
Roseman (718-575-5573) in case
your copy already grew dancin'
feet and disappeared.

FROM BROADWAY TO BEBOP

Yes, yes, I'm guilty as charged for
not having previously recognized
Susannah McCorkle's savvy and
smoky vocal prowess. Sitting
perched in my loft office at home
this late weekday evening, desper-
ately trying to stay within deadline
and on speaking terms with the
GAVIN art department, I saved this
one for last.

JOSHUA REDMAN
MOODSWING (WARNER BROS.)
By our rough estimates, it's been
about two years since Joshua
Redman last entered the studio. His
last record, Wish, was actually his
first jaunt into the studio as a band-
leader, but his label wisely flip-
flopped that release in favor of the
self -titled album recorded in
May/June of '92. Since Wish featured
Pat Metheny, Billy Higgins and
Charlie Haden, Warner Bros. avoided
the pressure of following up such an
impressive back-up group by making
it Redman's second record.
Meanwhile, many live gigs and
thinking went into MoodSwing.
Redman's tone is confident and his
melodies are strong and economicaL
Sometimes you need to check the
credits to see that a song like "Chill"
or "Faith" isn't some long lost
Coltrane classic. His back up group
is powered by drummer Brian Blade,
who toured with Daniel Lanois'
power trio a year and a half ago.
Christian McBride did a superb job
gigging with Redman, Metheny and
Higgins last year on the Wish circuit.
On MoodSwing, Redman continues
his acceleration into jazz stardom. It's
no longer an issue as to whether he's
a heritage player or an innovator.
He's chosen gut emotion on these 11
tunes, titling them for their overall

Former Beatnig and Disposable
Hero Michael Franti has risen again,
this time fronting the new seven -
piece hip-hop/soul band Spearhead.
Musically speaking, Franti and his
new crew take their cues from the
late '60s/early '70s era Temptations
and Earth, Wind & Fire. Yet, despite
obvious nods to soulful funk,
Spearhead is unquestionably a by-
product of the hip -hop generation.
On the swingin' love jam "Love Is
Da Shit" Franti proclaims "it hit me
in the chest like an 808 boom/Love is
da shit that makes life bloom "

Other tunes like "People In Da
Middle" and "Red Beans and Rice"
wax poetic about ordinary folks and
the simple pleasure of eating good
food, respectively.

Instead of Jordan and
Barkley, Franti's "dream team" con-
sists of Chuck D, Malcolm X, Huey
Newton, Marcus Garvey, Nat Turner
and Angela Davis. Franti's deep bari-
tone and mellow timbre well com-
plements the sweet, soulful grooves
his band lays down, and he still
manages to shift into hard-hitting rap
delivery when appropriate.
Spearhead cooks up some nourish-
ing music that simultaneously feeds
the mind, soothes the soul and
moves the body.

HOODOO GURUS
Crank (ZOO/PRAXIS)

If the tluzzcocks and The Jam
threw a house party and the Cult
crashed it, you would have some-
thing that sounds a lot like "The
Right Time," the first song from
Crank, the seventh album from
Australia's Hoodoo Gurus. The new
disc, supposedly, was recorded and
produced in 1994, but to tell the
truth, Crank sounds more like the
1986 sequel to 1985's Mars Needs
Guitars than their more contempo-
rary, post -Kinky material. In fact,
"The Right Time" would sit nicely
on a soundtrack from John Hughes'
golden era, next to bands like Flesh
For Lulu and the Primitives.
"Crossed Wires" and "Quo Vadis"
capture the Hoodoo Gurus' energy
of old; it almost seems as if
Midnight Oil's Peter Garrett (you
know, the bald guy) invaded the
studio to share his bone -rattling
mania.

LYLE LOVETT
I Love Everybody

(Curb/MCA)
I Love Everybody is a lot like
the Robert Altman film
Short Cuts, which, coinci-
dentally, Lyle Lovett co-
starred in. Both works are a
series of loosely related
vignettes full of twisted
humor and bent plots.
Currently charging its way
up the A3 chart, at 53 min-
utes and 18 songs deep, I
Love Everybody is still rela-
tively compact.
