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KBIG Drops Manilow’s
Name, Picks Up Lawsuit

By BEVERLY MIRE

When KBIG/FM-Los Angeles
told Barry Manilow fans
where 1o go, the singer's
representatives were not
amused.

In a television commercizl
that lasted less than a week
on the air, viewers were told
that if they wanted to hear
Mariah Carey, Sting and
Genesis they should
wne in to KBIG; but if
they wanted to hear
Manilow—and the
Carpenters—they could
go to KOST/FM

“It was never our
intention to upset Barry
Manilow at all.” says
KBIG vice president
and general manager
Kari Winston. “It was
just our intention to
point out the differ-
ences.”

Hastings, Clayton &
Tucker, the entertainment
firm that owns the promo-
tional and marketing rights
to Manilow's name, didn’t
see it that way, and said so
by slapping KBIG's parent
company, Bonnevilte
International, with a $28 mil-
lion suit.

The spot disappeared
immediately, and HC&T
dropped the suit.

Using celebrities names in
advertisements is common
for radio stations, but
Manilow’s case is different
according to Arista Records’
vice president of adult con-
temporary, Mark Rizzo,
because the singer service
marked his name long ago.

So when they heard
Manilow’s name used in
what they perceived as a
negative manner, llastings,
Clayton & Tucker cried foul.
In the suit the firm alleged
that KBIG's ad was “falsely
disparaging.” It said the sta-
tion wasn't authorized to use
Manilow’s name which *has
become, through wide-

spread and favorable public
acceptiance, a distinctive des-
ignation...and is an asset of
incalcutable value.”

What would be the loss?
“They thought it (the ad)
would damage his career,”
says Winston. It would
damage concert ticket and
record sales.”

GaviN contacted Manitow’s

Los Angeles tawyer, Gary
Keif, and [astings, Clayton
& Tucker, but neither would

comment.

Industry insiders in Los
Angeles  say that rather than
trademark their names,
celebrities usually license
them to merchandising cor-
porations who then exploit
them for commercial pur-
poses.  Hastings, Clayton &
Tucker is based in Nevada,
and industry sources suggest
that Manilow is a silent part-
ner in the company. The
firm has denied that, but did
say the singer knew of the
suit.

Negative or not, the TV
spot got Manilow a lot of
attention in the Los Angeles
media. KRTH/FM personali-
ty Robert W. Morgan (whose
station wasn’t even men-
tioned) paid a listener $5,000
to stay still for an entire
Manilow tune. ~1 didn't
want to be sued by Barry,”
Morgan said, “so 1 decided
I'd better play a Barry
Manilow record.”

Ralph Tashjian is a Regular Riot

By BEN FONG-TORRES

He is roaming the byways
and highways of the Gaviy
Seminar as you read this,
pumping hands and pitch-
ing bands, doing what he's
always done: promoting
nmusic.

But Ralph Tashjian is no
ordinary record promoter.

Tashjian is “Tash the
Flash,” and he’s known as
the industry’s fall guy, the
one who took the bullet for
the business in the most
recent round of payola
investigations, the one who,
in 1989, pleaded guilty to
one payola charge, to filing
false tax returns and to
obstruction of justice. He
got three years probation,
60 days in a halfway house,
a $100.000 fine, and 500
hours of community ser-
vice.

The man for whom
Tashjian worked, the inde-
pendent promoter who was
the real target of a Los
Angeles grand jury investi-
gation, got nothing, as pros-
ecutors fumbled his case.

Today, Tashjian operates
as if nothing ever hap-
pened. He's still in record
promotion, with Modern
Music, which he established
in 1986 (after his payola
years of 1983-1985) and
works about 70 records a
month for major labels; he's

got his own label and man-
agement firm, Riot (with
Joel Turtle, attorney and co-
owner of Beserkley
Records, as COQ), which
boasts a 16-act roster of
imaginative mixes of con-
temporary music, and he's
got Powerspan, 1 promo-
tion and marketing compa-
ny dealing with dance

= o

mixshows and retail. with
John Christian, ex- of HOT
97.7-San Jose, Calif. on the
tfront line.

“1t's like the Comebuck
Kid,” Tashjian—small, wiry,
intense—says of himself.
“We're seen in a positive
light, and we work with
every major publicly held
record company in the
country.”

“For a while,” says Turtle,
sitting in Tashjian's corner
office, “some labels didn’t
retain your services—or

they did, but through inter-
mediaries.”

Tashjian shrugs. “A lot of
people stood by me while
all those things were going
on. They realized the gov-
ernment was using me as a
sacrificial tamb, and that a
lot of pressure was put on
me via my wife.” (Valerie
was arrested with Ralph in
1988 and charged with
assisting in tax fraud, but
her case was dismissed.)

Visitors to Tashjian’'s
bustling offices—upstairs
from his family’s
shop in the Mission District
of San Francisco—are greet-
ed by an impressive display
of gold and platinum
records, ranging from
Michael Jackson to the
Scorpions. A jukebox is
loaded with songs that
could be Tashjian's sound-
track: “Rock and Roll
Music,” “Games People
Play.” "Right Back Where
We Started From,” and “My
True Story.”

The payola story, he says,
is history. He hasn’t seen
his former employer—the
man the Feds were after—
in years. "IU's over,” says
Tashjian. “1 did what [ had
to do. It was the '80s; it was
a different way of doing

Turtle says, his partner
promotes records “the old
way. e works real hard.”

Alternative Stations
Top Rolling Stone Poll

When Rolling Stone went to
press with the results of
their annual reader’s poll
two weeks ago, the radio
station of the year was left
out. That's because, as the
magazine “We
screwed up. On our way to
publishing...we managed to
tose the results for Best
Radio Station.”

Once found, Rolling Stone
declared KROQ-Los Angeles
the winner for the second
straight year, beating out a
fellow Alternative station,
WDRE-New York/Philade-
Iphia, which Rolling Stone

said,

described as “Anglophiliac
post-punk pop & roll.”
Alternative was clearly the
format of choice. as four of
the top five stations play
more cutting edge than
album or classic rock.

WNEW/FM-New  York
brought Album radio in at
number three, followed by
WIHFS-Washington and
WXRT/FM-Chicago.

WDRE program director
Tom Calderone didn't mind
the label Rolling Stone hung
on his station. ~As long as
they don’t use the words
dinosaur and classic, 1 don't

care what they call us,” he
told Gavin, The trend away
from Album is natural,
Calderone said. “Alternative
has come to fruition,” he
says. “Rolling Stone itself is
a reflection of that. You
don’t see Led Zeppelin or
Lynyrd Skynyrd on their
covers anymore, you see
Nirvana and Pearl Jam.”
Listeners in medium mar-
kets lean alternative too,
with WBRU/FM (Brown
University)-Providence tak-
ing first place honors in that
category.

Tashjian says he never
missed a beat despite his
legal problems; he even
expanded his business,
starting Riot two years ago.
But now, he says, "we're
taking it to the next level.”
Riot signs, records and
manages acts and makes
distribution deals with a
wide range of companies,

from EMI, RCA and Epic to
independent specialists like

Warlock and Classified
Records.  Acts  include
Indonesia, three local

women whose first record,
“Do Thangz,” will explode
on Dance and Top 40 sta-
tions in early March,
according to Tashjian. They
are produced by a Riot
management act and unoffi-
cial A&R man, Erik Hicks,

who scored with “Let's Get
Into Something Sexy.” And
El Salsero raps over sizzling
salsa (his first record is
“Baila Mami™). Tashjian and
Turtle also expect great
things from hip-hoppers
Studio 69 (a joint venture
with Quuality Records) with
“The Spank.” Riot also has
veteran rocker Greg Kihn,
and the company is shop-
ping a “Black-metal” band
called Othello's Revenge.

“We actively pursue tal-
ent from anywhere,” says
Tashjian, who says pro-
grammers and DJs at sta-
tions often pass demos
along to him.

Starting Riot and getting
into management was a nat-
ural, says Tashjian. Turtle,
as an entertainment attor-
ney, sometimes wound up
managing clients.  “And 1
know all the promo peo-
ple.” Tashjian says. “If you
hired me, I'd know who to
deal with.”

Tashjian says that even
when he was facing a
prison sentence, he never
thought of leaving the
music business. “1 never
believed 1 couldn’t come
back. | don’t know anything
else. Call it foolish; call it
smart, | don’t know.”

KTHX Wins Shootout at the A’ Gorral

Reno. High desert and a
wo-book town. The guy in
the white hat rides in from
Denver to put a new station
on the air, only to take a
bullet from the suits when
his first ratings book doesn't
blaze through the night sky
like a comet.

Ambushed and wounded.
he staggers into a saloon
and growls, “Pour me a stiff
one.” In fine Old West tradi-
tion, outraged locals form a
posse and frontier justice
prevails,

That's exactly the way it
happened in 1990, when
Bruce Van Dyke and his
gang of radio renegades set
out 1o build KTHX, the best
little station in all the out-
law territories.

KTHX—an eclectic, adult
alternative station known as
“The  X"—signed  on
November I, 1990. Nine
months later. management
pulled the plug. With a dis-
appointing showing inthe
Spring ‘91 Arbitron and a
lack of ad revenue, the FM
was assigned to simulcast-
ing the News/Talk of KOH,
its AM sister station,

“1 was feeling the blues
real good,” Van Dyke
remembers. 1 thought we
had a viable commodity,
and that we deserved more
time. They didn't have any
qualms with our program-

ming: it was just that we
weren't yet paying our
way.” He wondered where
he could take his format.
His staff, meanwhile, began
scrambling for new jobs.

But this is the story of the

Bruce Van Dyke: ‘We're not anti-hit.’

What really happened. he
says, is that management
was not 1o proud to recon-
sider its decision after it saw
how much support the sta-
tion had from listeners and
local business. “The sales

litde station that could. and
the community that rallied
to its support. Calls and let-
ters flooded the station. The
Reno Gazette, in a Sunday
edition. ran a full page of
letters to the editor from
irate listeners. Columnists
bemoaned the loss.

Two weeks later, The X
returned. And in the Fall ‘91
book, the station’s ratings
went through the roof.

Rumors exist to this day
that the whole episode was
one big ratings-grabbing
promotion. Says Van Dyke:
“1f that's what happened.
the people who engineered
it were smart enough not to
tell me about it.”

Orange Rush

The Florida Citrus
Commission, former
endorsement home to singer
Anita Bryant and actor Burt
Reynolds, has hired Rush
Limbaugh to pitch its pro-
duce.

The conservative radio
talk show host will be paid
$1 million to promote
Florida citrus on his radio
show, which has an estimat-
ed 20 million daily listeners.

Limbaugh said he was
“honored, thrilled” with the
new job—ijuicy frosting on a
career that already includes
a TV show and two best-
selling books. but not every-
one was happy with his hir-
ing. Florida's own governor,

Lawton Chiles, criticized the
choice, saying. through a
spokesperson,  that O]
“should be promoted on
programs that represent
good taste.”

And at Limbaugh’s Los
Angeles outlet. KFI/AM, fel-
low talker Stephanie Miller
called Limbaugh a “right-
wing. homophobic bigot”
and asked listeners to boy-
cott Florida citrus products.

The Citrus Commission
dropped Bryant as
spokesperson in 1980 after
she went public with her
stand against homosexuality.
Reynolds was squeezed out
last year after his marriage
to Loni Anderson fell apart.

staff went out and got com-
mitments from advertisers
who missed us; they're the
ones who came through
and got us back.”

Today. the station is still
going strong. Bruce holds
down the 6-10 a.m. shift
and professes a soft spot for
“good, short songs. pop
crap and jungle rhythms.”
Psyd Marley, resident
Deadhead and blues mani-
ac, follows in the 10-10-3
p.m. slot. Music Director
Don Da Rue handles after-
noons, with a heavy leaning
toward country rock and
music  outlaws. Darren
Vassis, a modern rock
enthusiast, takes over at 7
p.-m. Midnight man Ken
Allen has been known to
segue from James Taylor's
“Sweet Baby James” to a
spoken word piece by Jello
Biafra.

The station features blues
and  reggae programs,
Saturday morning’s “"Risky
Biscuit Hayseed Hoot,” and
jazz  programming on
Sunday mornings. "We're
there for the musically hun-
gry,” says Van Dyke.

KTHX competes in a 23-
station market. Of 16 sta-
tions that show up in the
ratings, The X is among the
top five in adults 25-54. and
midway in the 12+ rank-
ings. Although the station
has steady ratings “in the
fours,” Van Dyke admits it
would be tough to stand
alone without the help of
an AM/FM combo buy.

When Van Dyke first met
with management in the fall
of 1990, he proposed
replacing a faltering Top 40
with an adult rock-oriented
station that would attract
the same demo as the AM's
News/Talk. He envisioned a
station  modeled  after
Boulder's KBCO—a com-
petitor he listened to while
working at KAZY, a Denver
Album Rock station. "We
could never touch them in
the ratings,” he said. “They
played Litle Feat, John Hiau
and lots of rock and roll,
too. And you just knew it
was slanted at 38 year-olds,
not people who were 22, |
just wondered why there
wasn't a station like that in
every Top 50 market in the
country.”

When he got the go-
ahead, Van Dyke quickly
assembled a staff—"the
whiz kid from the university
who was doing all-nights,
and a couple of music DJs
from classic rock station

who were tired of reading
computer printouts™—and
put his programming phi-
losophy into action.

"No hard rock—that’s
being done,” he says, trying
to describe that philosophy.
“It's not free-form, but it's
thoroughly eclectic because
Iwant to really enjoy listen-
ing to the station.

ove over, Dick
Clark. Hal jackson,
group chairman of
the black owned
and operated Inner
Cirvy Broadcasting
Corporation (ICBC),
recently celebrated 50
vears in broadcasting.
Jackson has a long his-
tory of firsts. He was the
first black announcer in
network racio, the first of
a network jazz show, the
first black to host an
interracial network show
the first to broadcast live
from a theatre and the
first black host of an
international network
television presentation.
He did play by play for
the Americun Negro
Baseball League and in
the "40s, interviewed
black pioneers such as Mary
MclLeod Bethune. Dr. Ralph
Bunche and A. Phillip Randolph.
During his early days in radio,
Jackson could be heard on three
stations dailv: WMCA, WNIR and
WABC in New York
‘I started in 1932, spinning what
was known as race music—artists
like Nat Cole and ElHa Fitzgerald,
Jackson savs. “As time went on |
found mysell gaining in popularity.
But, | had an 18-hour day—and 1
had to do all that driving myself
Jackson's association with 1CBC
began when tormer Manhattan bor
ough president Percy Sutton put

rogether a group of entreprencurs
and acquired WLIB/AM. the first
New York City station to be owned

SPEED

and operated by blacks. Soon
ICBC purchased WBLS-New York
which under Jackson’s direction
became one of the most listened-to
and imitated stations in the coun-
try, and became the corporation’s
flagship station

In his vears with ICBC, specifical
ly WBLS, jackson has seen trends
come and go. On Top 40 radio,
race records gave way 1o R&B.
which gave way to disco, which
bounced back to R&B for awhile
betore giving way to rap.
Throughout all those vears, though,
the music that started the trends
remained designated as a “niche
tormat

stream with Jim Maddox,

who was one of contemporary

radio’s consistent success sto-

ries. During the '70s, Maddox
programmed KDAY-Los Angeles
and was the national program direc-
tor for the Amaturo radio chain
(KMJQ-Houston and KMJM-St.
Louis) which became known as the
“Magic” format. He also pro-
grammed WHRK-Memphis and
WBMX-Chicago.

While he was at KDAY, Maddox
served as program director for many
of today’s top air personalities and
programmers, including Don Mac,
Steve Woods, ). Johnson, Gene
West, Tom Reed. Doug Banks, Jack
Patterson, Lee Michaels, Lisa
Canning, Dave Michaels and Spunky
Lane. This stellar crew entertained
the Los Angeles radio audience dur-
ing the Maddox years and enabled
KDAY to last seventeen years, until
it changed owners and formats.

Of course there were other suc-
cesses around the country—pro-
grammers like Jerry Boulding during
his tenure at WWRL New York, also
helped mainstream black radio.

In 1974 Black radio wasn't “soul
radio” anymore. It became catchy,
one-phrase monikers with a combi-
nation of music and personalities
that were hard to resist. It became,
literally, "urban contemporary”

Maddox spoke to Gavin about
some of his programming philoso-
phies and his general approach,
which many programmers still use .
He's currently V.P. of programming
at DMX, a 30-channel digital music
delivered service carried on cable
systems in over 45 states, and is at
the 1994 GAVIN SEMINAR
sitting on the panel Urban
Challenges in the 90's, Suturday at
11:30 a.m. We begin with his initial
approach to programming;:

“At the time 1 was involved with it
(black radio), a lot of what was
heing done was dated, and it was
lacking in science, resources, etc.,”
says Maddox. “T felt that what it
needed was to be cleaned up.

Black music, to me, is really the
most popular form of music there
is, but it was the presentation and
the programming methods that got
in the way buck then. Not in every
case, though, and there were some
shining examples along the way."

Gavin: Black artists are main-
stream and driving more and more
Sormats. Why is it that Urban radio.
the real bome of black music. is still
consicdered a niche formeat?

Jim MapDox: You have a little of
that same thing affecting black col-
leges football programs.  Ask your-

self why it is that some of the best
football players on a college level
are really not at traditional black

colleges?  For blacks, the need is
higher to assimilate. Years ago.
some studies done by Arbitron said
that roughly 30 percent of all
blacks who listen to radio don't lis-
ten to black radio exclusively. The
research showed that this was the
case with blacks more than any
other group. It was my desire to
put a little twist on it those facts and
appeal to the 30 percent of blacks
who do listen to black radio exclu-
sively.

What about acts that are under
pressure to be mass appeal?

Acts who can cross to other for-
mats are doing so for more airplay,
bigger record sales and are swept
up in it. They get caught up in the
marketing, and that sometimes takes
you out of the black vein. In many
cases, this is looked at as sclling
out, but what you find is the gener-
al market starts embracing  these
artists.  For example, a lot of white
kids are listening to rap.

What do you think about today's

research as a programming tool?

The term wus more or less popu-
larized by Buzz Bennett years ago.
Research is nothing more than tak-
ing a look at what you're doing
with your programming. and it lets
you know more about what it is
you're doing. Take away the fancy
term and the bottom line is you
know more about your radio station
than your competitor knows about
your radio station. For a long time
I've thought that our research
should be demystified. There are a
number of programmers who use
research as an excuse not to go on
a record, and not to do certain
things. Another reason might be
they don't want to be influenced by
the outside and they want to do
what is absolutely vital and right for
the facility. Then there are some
who, for various reasons, use
research as leverage.

What's your impression of general
market sounding urban stations?

As 1 listen to various radio sta-
tions around the country [ hear
many fine urban radio stations. So
on a format basis, urban is alive and

SPEED
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very well. Every format has its day
in the sun. There are reasons why
urban is under siege by people who
are keeping it away from main-
stream. Remember, the quest has
always been toward general market
dollars and bigger payrolls for the
staff at urban stations. Urban really
just needs to get back to being
black, and focus on its roots.  The
problem has been that you could
take any one of these stations that
I'm referring to and put them in
another market and not really
notice much of a difference.
Whether the station sounds good or
whether it sounds bad, if they actu-
ally tap into what the market is
about they are going to be okay.
That doesn’t mean that they can't
withstand an assault.  Your first pri-
ority is to make sure you are in
synch with your market and pro-
gramming direction.

When you do you should ask the
question, "Do you sound good?”
Still, there are some stations and
some markets that don’t sound so
hot.

What about competition?

Many times you'll get a good
competitor coming at you strong,
and you'll take a dip. You should
come to know what people are
really into. The science of putting
your format together is playing the
right music and getting most people
to stick around for awhile. Also,
how well a station manages its
resources, its promotional budget,
its air talent, and its music is part of
what it takes to win.

If you use all these methods. can

you really compete?

You can only do what the facility
is geared to let you and if your
facility covers a certain territory.
You can only go so far. It's always
a numbers game.

What's the future for urban?
Bright of course. Every format
needs its innovators.  Ilook out to

see where they are. If you spot
trends in what people are saying
and if enough people say it, that
really molds what you wind up
becoming.

There are many success stories
with urban radio today. Can they
turn the tide of being a niche for-
mat?

What I do give them credit for is
the fact that they raised the overall
level of urban radio to a point
where most do sound professional.
Some even sound good.”

Dres: | see this as a bridge that's
crossed often, where the two art forms
lend themselves to one another. For
example, something up-tempo on the
R&B note will take directly from rap.

Rap tracks have even been taken to
make R&B hits. As far as the new
sound, | came to the conclusion that
radio will embrace it. Emage’s lyrics
are emotional and have substance, so

they reach out to hip-hop listeners. A
major part of R&B’s credibility is how
they speak to hip-hop lovers.

Rene, of Zhane: | don't like “pop.”

Randy, KSYM: Rap is the voice of
young African-Americans. Once it
exploded, young Black males in par-
ticular went for it. They could relate to
it, so they bought it. Whereas tradi-
tional R&B listeners might buy a few
tapes a year, the young rap listener
has to have all the latest tapes. The
blend of rap and soul benefits radio.
Emage: Black Sheep knows how to
make Number One hits. Showbiz
and A.G. are respected underground.
Their production blended with our
vocals pleases adults as well as the
youth.

Alexander, KMEL: During the ‘80s,
the video age and studio technology
came into play. R&B and soul had to
rethink themselves. Regular instrumen-
tation gave way to odvanced record-
ing quality. Now, artists like Prince,
Roger Troutman, and Babyface have
this technology down, but rap produc-
ers are influencing the sound of tomor-
row. They have that funk in their
blood already. R&B flows from them
naturally.

Pooh: As far as Color Me Badd
goes, that's my production, but it isn't
my project. Mainstream radio, for
example, won't play my hardcore rap
artist, but they’ll play CMB. Now, the
good thing is that since the Color Me
Badd record got airplay, it keeps my
name out there.

Dres: It gives the producer name
recognition outside of hip-hop. For
example, lord Finesse is doing great
production work with Jeff Redd. If
Finesse were to limit himself to rap, he
might not be heard as readily.
J-Swift: {The blending is often
viewed as selling out.) As far as sell-
ing out goes, you can sell out in any
realm. Singers sell out by appropriat-
ing rap beats outright, and that's how
history gets twisted.

Alexander, KMEL: The ones who
are doing it are doing it well. It can’t
just be about the money, because
many of today's producers were and
are successful as rap artists. It's a nat-
vral progression.

The way society is today, I'd
rather see brothers and sisters in the
studio than in danger on the street.

HOW DOES THE

Randy, KSYM: | play 14 hours of
urban programming per week, from
12 noon to 2 a.m. every Saturday.

Talib, WRAS: New R&B is a nice
segue way between the pure rap and
pure soul.

When |
want to know what's going on on my
block, | don’t turn to R. Kelly. When |
want to go to where the heart is, | find
myself turning to classic soul or hip-
hop. Randall: | agree. R&B has got
to deal with more than love and sex
Alexander, KMEL: Listen to the
music carefully. Don't think so much
about the perception of the producers
because of their rap background.

POSITIVE PANIC
RULE #5: GO
SHOPPING

I've said this in
seminars and could
immediately see
eyebrows rise. No,
I'm not suggesting
that you go out
and buy something
you can ill-afford.
Rather, [ want you
to go out and find
something you
really want. A new
car? Fine! Get in;
smell the leather. Picture yourself driving it. And
if you want it, just remind yourself that you can
have it once you're back on your feet.

When you think about it, most people don't
really want a job. What they want is the security it
brings and the things that it makes possible.
Wanting security is a logical desire, but wanting a
new car or wardrobe is a need that's based on
emotion. Being emotionally driven to find another
job is, in my opinion, the strongest force a job
seeker can have working for them. And just to be
safe, leave your credit cards behind when you go

to shop.

PPR#6: WHEN YOU FEEL “REJECTION,”
THINK “DIRECTION"

Here's another of a job hunters’ wonderful
ironies: The job you don't get often turns out to
be the best thing that never happened. What does
happen is that it directs you elsewhere—often, a
better place than the job you didn't get.

I'm sure the creator of the first rejection letter
had good intentions. Unfortunately, by the time it
found its way to the word processor, voice mail
began to sound friendlier. Some broadcasters will
argue that these types of letters are better sent
than not. | would agree so long as it’s
personalized. Regardless, upon receipt of a
rejection letter, only one thought will enter the
mind of the job hunter: rejection. Of course there
are other means of rejection:

When people don’t return calls.

When people say they'll call you right back and
don’t.

When people act like they're going to hire you
and then vanish.

There are many others. Now. take the above
scenarios of rejection and complete each of them
with: “It’s time to move in a new direction.” It
changes the perspective, doesn't it? It also helps
you to quit wasting time wondering why you
didn’t get the job. Instead of freaking out, you're
moving on. This is a good example of positive
panic.

PPR#7: TEAR UP YOUR MEMBERSHIP
TO THE OUT-OF-WORK CLUB
Joining the ranks of unemployment doesn’t

mean you're part of an exclusive club. In fact, it's
a very individual and private matter. When
speaking to prospective employers, never let the
subject of your unemployment be portrayed as the
“down n’ out” or “dark” period of your life. When
you do, without knowing it, you're telling the
interviewer that you're like everyone else who's
unemployed. Part of the same “club.” To
distinguish yourself from others, here are three
quick tips on talking about your unemployment:

1. Don’t tell them things they already know or
that make you sound desperate, like, “I need a
job!”... “I've got to find something quick!”

2. Present yourself as someone who's hot in the
job market. Never make it sound like you have no
activity at all.

3. Don't discuss your unemployment more than
you need to. For instance, when asked, “How
long have you been unemployed?” a good answer
is, “I left Dog Breath Radio six months ago.

That’s it; enough said. And if they follow this
question with “That’s quite a while to be on the
beach,” instead of the usual panic attack, turn it
into an opportunity by explaining “Well, to some
degree that’s been my choice. I've been very
selective in the opportunities I’d consider. I'm
here today because this is a job | want very much.
More importantly, a job | know I could do well.

As you can see, this response moves the
interviewer to the future; takes him or her to the
next phase of Q&A and moves you closer to
employment.

Tucker singled out Snoop
Doggy Dogg, whose music,
she said, “is full of profa-
natity and refers to women
as “bitches” and *ho's.™

Tucker, who has orga-
nized protests at record
stores that sell "gangsta
rap,” mentioned the late
Rev. Martin Luther King, Ir.,
several times in her testimo-
ny, saying the civil rights
leader “would be deeply
saddened by those in our
community who abuse and
misuse the freedom of
speech by dehumanizing,
demeuaning, and degrading
or own women.”

Tucker's remarks didn't
wash with the rap artist Yo
Yo, who said that times
have changed, and that she
and fellow rappers have lit-
tie patience for older Blacks
who criticize the music as
counter to the values they
marched and fought for,

“Attack the world rappers
live in, not the words they
use to describe it,” said Yo
Yo—real name Yolanda
Whitaker—who told the
subcommittee that she grew
up in South Central Los
Angeles, epicenter of the
post-Rodney King verdict
riots. “Being from the

‘hood. T can tell you that
violence didn't start from a
cassette tape being popped
into a stereo system.

We see and hear violent
acts every day, whether it
may be through the eyes of
the media, movie producers
or businesses, There was vio-
lence before rap and there'll
be violence after rap.”

Don Cornelius, producer
and former host of Soul
Train, criticized some of the
music but said he under-
stood where it was coming
from. "I tend to wonder if
we shouldn't be more con-
cerned about eliminating
poverty, violence, despair
and hopelessness in our
low-income African-
American communities than
we are about gangsta rap.”

Cornelius said the tough-
est rap music should be
labeled, not censored.
“Records that are violently
or sexually explicit or which
promote illegal drugs or
firearms use or any other
anti-social behavior should
be clearly marked as X
rated,” he suggested.,

At least one record execu-
tive agreed that labeling
works. Ernie Singleton,
president of MCA Records’
black music division, called
the parental-advisory pro-
gram one “that allows us to
exercise our artistic rights at
the same time we exercise
our social responsiblities to
the community.”

Rap, he contended, “is a
storm that will not diminish
until the societal woes that
these young men and
women have so eloquently
expressed are attended to.”

In her defense of rap,
Rep. Waters, whose con-
stituency includes much of
South-Central Los Angeles,
echoed Yo Yo and
Singleton’s sentiments.

“1t would be a foolhardy
mistake to single out poets
as the cause of America’s
problems,” said Waters.
“These are our children and
they've invented a new art
form to describe their pains,
fears and frustrations with
us as adults. Just because
we don't like the symbols
they use or the way they
look, we should not atlow
that to cause us to embark
on a course of censorship.”

Waters has met with vari-

ous African-American

record executives. Russell
Simmons, CEO of Rush
Communications and Def
Jam Records, applauded the
influential Representative.

music. I've got news for the
people who want to shut
rap down: It ain't going to
happen. Because whether
they like it or not, this is art
and it's protected by the
First Amendment.”

Waters, who has worked
for years with church
groups and gang members
to fight crime, said she finds
some of gangsta rap's lyrics
“offensive and hard on the
ears.” But, she pointed out,
“I didn't first hear the words
‘whore” and “bitch’ from
Snoop. It's part of the cul-
ture. These songs merely
mimic and exaggerate what
the artists have learned
about who we are. And
while it is unacceptable to
refer to any person in
derogatory terms, [ believe
rappers are being used as
scapegoats here.”

Meantime, the RIAA is
watching the debate on
Capitol Hill and, according
to CEO Jay Berman, and is

prepared to fight any threats
of censorship.
“This isn't just a constitu-

tional issue this time
around,” he said, referring
to the mid-'80s battles

against Tipper Gore and the
Parents Music Resource
Center that led to the label-
ing of records. "Rap music
has empowered an entire
new generation of success-
ful young black entre-
peneurs. I think some peo-
ple are more afraid of that
than the music.”

“It scares the hell out of
people when young black
males get aggressive,”
Waters agreed. “Before rap,
there was no other platform
for talented people like
Snoop or Ice Cube or
Latifah to speak their minds.
These are artists with a mes-
sage and they're forcing
America to listen. It isn’t just

free speech that we're talk-
ing about defending here.
It's a social movement. And
that’s what people can't
stand to confront.”

But DeLores Tucker,
whose organization encour-
aged Rep. Cardiss Collins of
Ilinois and S$en. Carol
Moseley-Braun to convene
the House hearings, has no
plans to let up the fight.

“We have declared war
against gangsta rap,” she
said. “If the record industry
doesn't want to clean itself
up, then we'll get the gov-
ernment to step in and help
them out. We aim to put a
stop to the distribution of
these derogatory negative
stereotypical images by any
means necessary.”

Gangsta rap will next be
debated at a Senate judicia-
ry subcommittee hearing
February 23. @

FAIRNESS: PROGRESS REPORT

ast year Congress tried 1o codily
the so-called “Fairness Doctrine
into Federal Law after the FCC
abolished the doctrine from its
own rules. In my opinion, the
greatest danger from the
Doctrine could be risk to com-
mercial broadcasting as we know i,
since in the past the Doctrine has
been successtully applied 1o com-
mercials for products other than
political candidates and issues.

If an advertiser is in jeopurdy of
riggering free “commercials™ against
what he or she is advertising. by
advertising on radio or TV, w
would he or she buy broadcast
commercials? And if vou think only
clearly controversial matters would
e attected you should know that in
the past the FCC has accepted some
pretty surprising things as “contro-
versial.” Almost any product or ser
vice is at least potentially at risk

So where do we stand now? The
Democrat-clominated U.s. Congress
has been trving to make the Fairness

Doctrine law for close 10 a decade
but it has been thwarted by
Presidential veto threats, President
Clinton announced hetore and after
his election that if it's passed by
Congress now, he'll sign it into law
Yel so far it hasn't been.

The reason seems to be that Rush
Limbaugh and other prominent con-
servarive talk show hosts have made
a cause celebre of it, arguing that
congress’ drive 10 restore the
Doctrine is an effort to shut them up
and close them down, thus stifling
dissent. Some in Congress appar-
ently don’t want to appear to be
doing that.

The irony here is that, at least in
its previous form as an FCC rule, the
Fiirness Doctrine exempied radio
call-in shows, considering that since
the phone lines are open to all, no
other eftort need be made 10 ensure
‘fairness.” This did not protect such
shows tor slander and libel laws, of
course. HMowever, if Rush’s argu
ment seems 10 work, hooray for it.

The Doctrine never did ensure fair
and wide-ranging discussion of pub-
li¢ issues on the air. In fact, it prett
much prevented it. There is no jus
tification for the rule. und the Court
of Appeuls for the Eighrh circuit
recently upheld FCC's right to abol
ish it

Nonctheless, despite the current
slowdown in congress on the mat
ter, there are identical bills recodit
ing the Doctrine into Federal Lay
pending in both the House of
Representatives and the U.S. Senate
in Washington, D.C.—both are nov
in the respective Congressionail
Committees. Please don't get com
placent.

On an entirely different matter,
I've received a note from Pat
Thomas, news anchor at KOH-Reno
in response o my December 3 col
umn (Personalizing Commercials”).
In the column, | pointed out the
credibility problem stations create
tor themselves and their advertisers
if they allow the common practice

of permitting air stalf 1o voice com
mercials that refer 1o the client in
the tirst person (we,” ele.).

I'he listener is aware the DI
doesn’t work at the store. and so
realizes the station is willing to tie
for monev—a conclusion that
reflects on all material the station
broadcasts thereatter, Pat writes, ©1
agree wholeheartedly, although 1
must say that just about every sta
tion for which I've worked has had
a policy of not doing a spot that
wis unless i was an agency spot.

My biggest peeve about radio
spots. though, is the grammar. [ go
nuts every time | hear, ‘And Joe's
Garage is celebrating their fitth
anniversarv...” What the hell is the
matter with, ‘Joe's Garage is cele
brating its fifth anniversary? Hasn't
anyone ever heard of nourvpro-
noun agreement? It's certainly not
limited 10 local radio spots. | heat
it on national radio/ T\

DONALD HARRISON
THE POWER OF COOL (CTI)

Here's some music that will no
doubt spark conversation at this
vear's Jazz/A2 meetings. As Creed
Tavlor's CT1 reasserts its presence on
the jazz scene with solo packages
from artists like Charles Fambrough,
Larry Coryell and, now, Donald
Harrison, the houndaries between
juzz and adult alternative are rede-
fined once again. Navigating a sei-
soned bopper like Harrison or an
edgy experimentalist like Coryell
into the friendly streams of A2 is a
significant gesture. Tavlor has mod-
ernized his commercial CT1 sound,
with synth textures and programmed
rhythm patterns replucing the “70s’
symphonic textures and funk/rock
tempos. On the opening title cut,
Harrison's soprano siax spins an eco-
nomical melody around a backdrop
of pizzicato synth accents and snap-
py drum programs, only to be inter-
cepted by 24 bars of spiraling elec-
tric rock guitar lines.

The benchmark of success in the
radio business is surviving a num-
ber of years and winning in the rat-
ings. So, as attendees amble from
one session to the next, this familiar

Your goal is to get more peo-
ple to listen to your radio station
and to get those who listen to listen
longer.

phrase is heard: “How'd you do in
the book?”

Ratings are the rate of
exchange between air time and
advertiser’s cash.

So it is
critical to have higher estimates in
the ratings took.

I've been on both sides of the rat-
ings game. | was a station manager
and I was an Arbitron employee. As
oversimplified as this may seem,
winning the ratings game means
getting more quarter hours of listen-
ing than any other station.

Yes, ratings are a very simple
concept, but so is golf. The execu-
tion of the game plan is consider-
ably more difficult than the concept
and it requires creativity, persistence
and perspicacity. As with foothall,
in radio there are a hoard of oppos-
ing players trying to stop you from
achieving your goal.

® Get more people to listen to your
station. If you do not seck new
listeners you will lose the audi-
ence. Competitors are courting
your listeners and, let's face it,
many just move away or die. If
you don't seek new customers/tis-
teners, you'll soon find yourself
without an audience. Build cume.
Always build cume.

@ Get people to listen longer. Once
they are tuned to your radio sta-
tion you want them to spend as
long as possible listening to you.
This is the old “give us 20 min-
utes” trick. The station gets two
quarter hours instead of one if the
diarykeeper follows their instruc-
tions. Radio programmers have
spent the past 25 years focusing
on duration of listening. They've
been busy removing tune outs,
developing match flow, and keep-
ing the folks entertained so that
they want to stay tuned.

@ Get listeners to listen again
tomorrow. This tactic promotes
“listen again tomorrow, same

home, in the car, at work or in

some other place. If a listener

changes their location, they must
make a new entry. This is recy-
cling by listening location.

After this year slides between our
fingers, Bruce Cockburn’s Dart To
The Heart will reign as one of the
finest of 1994. With as many person-
alities as Rosanne Barr, Dart To The
Heanrt is a myriad of skills and direc-
tions. Those unaccustomed (though
not necessarily surprised) to hear

Bruce Cockburn doing a little rock-
ing will start with the opening
“Listen For The Laugh,™ a song that
could easily segue into some classic
Little Feat.

What you have is Blood From
The Soul, one of Earache/Mosh’s fat-
est contributions to the hard rock
community, Napalm’s bassist shane
Embury went into a studio in late
1992, faid down some heavy guitar,
bass, drum and sumpling tracks.
After they were completed, Sick Of
It All's Lou Koller was invited in to
belt out all the vocals. To Spite The
Gland That Breeds is an aggressive
atbum that boasts metalized guitar
riffs and bass grinds clad in death
metal armor and an industrial adhe-
sive that holds the entire sound
together. With the addition of
Koller's angry vocals, Blood From
The Soul's hizarre metal/industrial
sounds takes on the deep, vicious
traits of a death metal band. Rock
radio will enjoy experimenting with
this. Suggested cuts include "Natures
Hole,” “Yet To Be Savoured,”
“Vascular,” “Suspension Of My
Disbelief,” "Painted Life™ (great
song) and “To Spite.”

I'm about
90 percent happy with the album,
but I’d have to say that I’'ve heard it
twice and | can never listen to it
again. All | hear are errors and off-
key singing and bad tempo changes.
Things that should not be there, and
things that are missing that should.
I can’t listen to the album any

more.”

EXPECTATIONS FOR THE NEXT
aLeum: “I'd like to leave quite a bit
of what goes on the album to
chance. Some really cool things
happen like when you trip over an
amplifier and break it. | think that
my songwriting changes with the
kind of stuff that | listen to. I'm
heavily into gothic trance dance and
dream pop. It's slow, intense and
dreamy. More so than on our the
last album.”

SILKWORM
| IN THE WEST (C/Z, 1407 E. MADISON,
SEATTLE, WA 398122)
Let’s get two things out of the way
| immediately: yes, Silkworm wear
suits, on stage and off, and yes,
they lift a Slanted And Enchanted
guitar riff in “Raised By Tigers.”
But for Silkworm, suits aren’t a
smarmy marketing strategy—like
they are for Urge Overkill; instead,
they're an analogy for the unity of
very separate (sometimes stray)
elements that mesh so beautifully
in Silkworm’s music. And that
Pavement rift, well, it's as much of
an in-joke as a reference point, so
don’t get hung up on it. With their
C/Z debut, In The West, Seattle-via-
Missoula’s Silkworm have elevated
my favorite thing, geek-rock, to a
higher intellectual and emotional
level. Silkworm’s songs, regardless
of author (Andy, Joel and Tim all
write), are dynamic and finely,
intricately crafted—guitars scrape
the underbelly of the vocal
melody, the drums intermittantly
fret and thunder, and the bass (oh

| the mix, often grounding it.

Songwriter Vic Chesnutt appeared
| about five years ago with a
Michael Stipe-produced debut,
Littel, that was incredibly low-fi—
| but a diamond in the rough never-
| theless. In the intervening time his
| second disc, West Of Rome, moved
toward a (slightly) more produced
sound, and now we have Drunk, a
twelve-song offering that finds Vic
still stumbling towards brilliance,
and, sometimes, arriving there—
bruised shins forgotten. Chesnutt is
a masquerading poet revealed as a
realist; his songs often seem dis-
jointed, a series of deceptively sep-
arate or vague statemenis and
| images that he meaningfully inte-

grates and resolves by the time his
last notes fade. With his battered
and unusual voice, however,
Chesnutt’s post-Littel penchant for
improved production and his use
of extra musicians can make some
tracks on Drunk sound odd or
forced. Unless he’s singing/whis-
pering, as on part of “Naughty
Fatalist,” he, like fellow Georgian
Kevn Kinney, is most affective and
sincere in a solo/acoustic setting.
Ergo, the best tracks on Drunk are,
not surprisingly, the acoustic ones,
espescially “One Of Many,”
“Supernatural” and “Kick My Ass.”

Walsh—it’s not entirely clear), they
entered their late phase, which
includes the dissembled twang and
steel of “Comes” us well as track
nine, “Thruster.”

But I don’t really want to over-
simplify: despite the ne:itness of
my attempted “retrospective” gin-
mick, there’s a lot on Jimmywine
Magestic that doesn’t quite fit the
model, like “Cella Minga” (early
Mudhoney with more groove) and
“Roses” (self-indulgent, serious,
spacy), so you'll have to listen to
the (Jong) entirety of this disc to
get a grasp on this mulit-faceted
band. Challenging.
